more unfortunate for them, or botter
adapted to bring their views into, discredit,
than the advocacy of Mr. HIonore MErcier,
it wouid not be easy to imagine.

Among the many cbanged and changing
conditions which add to the intricacies of
.presenv day social and industrial prcrbiems,
the ir.crease of competition consequent
upon the increase of population is not ai-
ways sufficently taken into the accouint.
We sometimes read dissertations in wbich
the resuits of a certain economic system are
compared with those of that which it may
have superseded, no account being made
of the fact tbat there are now half-a-dozen
competitors for the given employmey.t
wbc n there used to be but two or tbree.
Without attempting any generai discussion
of the wsy in whicb the great economic
questions of the day are compiicatcd by the
ever-increasing numbers of those who are
struggling for the means of subsistence, a
discussion for whicb our space is wboiiy in-.
adequate, we may mention a single case
by way of illustrating how the fact referred
to acds to the perpiexities of the student of
sociological probiems. We hear many
warm denunications of the "siweating" pro-
cessesi, wbich are the means by wbich the
marvellousîy cheap clcthing and other
articles in common use are produord. In
5o far as this Ilsweating"l is the outcome
of the heai tlessness and greed of the middle-
man who coins money ont of the necessities
of the poor, by compelling tbem to work at
starvation wsges for bis euricbment, no
termas of condemnation can be tooe Btrong.
The man, be he middleman or mii-
lionaire, who grinds the faces of the
poor by appropriating more than his rigbt-
fui share, of the products of their toil is a
rubber and a murderer. If any h(gitimate
Pressure eau bis brought to ltear to compel
him to disgorge bis unjuat gains, or to pay
labour its rigbt fui due, every good man
and woman abouléd aid in applying sucb
pressure, at whatever cost, whether of
high(r goods or of personal inconve.nience.

But when we are taught to regard the
goods manufactured by cheap labour, as
accursed, and to refuse to pur hase tbem,
or to patrcnize the mammoth shops which
are supposed to deal in them, we are con-
strainedi to stop and ask questions. Dread-
fui as it is for the poor uoediewomau in the
east end of London to be f orcedi to work
like a slave for tbr( e haif pence au hour, it
would he stili more terrible for ber to be
deprivedi of an opportunity to work at ail.
Most of us would prefer,, for reasons whicb
we r.eed flot stop to analyze, life sustained
on the plair est focd and under the hardest

lion. G. W. Rose contributes an inter-
esting article ta the current numbaur of the
Canadien Magazine on the IlReferendumn
and Plebiscite,>' in the course of which hoe
points out that the former in already well-
known sud useful both iu Canada and in
the Mother Country, in local affaire, though
it has not yet bee.î tried an a Provincial or
national ecale. It in clear, howaver, that
there i8 no diflcrance in principle betwein
submitting the question whether a certain
act or policy shaîl becomuoaperative as law
ta the votera in a municipality and subinit-
ting a simular question, provincial or
national in its range, ta the votera of a
Province, Dj)minion, or Kingdom. Having
granted the legitimacy and utîlity of th8
referendum, it eetns very like making a
distinction without a difference, t> object
te that forrm of the same thiug which in
called the "plebiscito." The main differ-
ence bot ween the twa in that in the refer-
endum the votera are called upon ta pro-
nounce IlYes " or "9No " upon nome bill
or by-law which has already been discussed
and adopted by some repreaentative body,
whereas in the plebiscite the question with
regard te a certain proposed poficy or
change of polioy in submitted in general
termes, without having been put int) formai
shape or approved by the legielative body
which submits iL. This je what ia te ho
doue with regard ta the question of pro-
hibition in the Province of Ontario. Bath
refera adurn aud plebiacite are tharaughly
demnocratic, but then Canada ie a demo-
cratic country and Great Britain ie rapidly
becoming such. Even s0 pronounced a
Coneervative se Lard Salisbury has deolared
with obvioue reasonablenees that ne impor-
tant const:tutional. change sbould take place
iu any country without the aistinct
approval of a ma*jority cf the people at the
polis. The sanie position may ho taken
with equal confidence t )uching such a
question as prohibition, affccting the pur.
sonal, habits and libertios of citjzýns.

I t may be ragarded as pretty certain
that bath referendum and plebiscite will
yet bcconie flrraly engrafted into aur federal
asteni. Both are, probably, improverrmonta
supon aur party methode for aucertaining
the will of the people. But nelhor in free
Ironi very serious dtefecti, even f romx the

democratic point cf vikw. Theme defecte
arise mainly f rom the limitations cf the
franchise. When, for instance, the rate-
payera of a Munlcipality are called on te
vote on a money by-law the votera niay bo
said to bo the pursous niainly interested
and no the proper parties te decide the
question. But wheu snob questions as the
extension cf the suffrage, or the enfran-
chisenient of women, are subnuitted te the
people, iL in obvion that xnnch, porbaps
everyt hing, affecting the decision, depends
upon Who are permitted ta vote. The very
question, for instance, which, a% Mr. Rose
remindsuns, was aubmitted to vote in
several States in the American Union,
viz., whether wonîen should ho liven the
franchise, iniplied in ita forin and substance
that it was considered at leaat doubtful
whether they were net justly entitled to
vote. This gives rise ta a curiaus dilenmme.
If wamen had the right te vaet, they shonld
have hem perruitted te vote on the question
laubmitted. Had they been permitted to
do so, it ie very likely that their right
wouid have beeii affirmed. Whien the muen
decided against theni, that decieion wae
evidently without moral weight in the eyea
of those citizens, mon or wemen, Who bold
that woman sbould ho piaced on an equalitY
-with mon in regard te aIl civil and political
rights. On th3, other band, had womefi
hoen permitted te vote an the que@tion mad
had the reanît hoon a negative, the decisiofi
wonld have been merallY invalidatelI by
the fact that nome cf those who voted were
not entitled to vote. This je not a [dore
epeculative refinement, like nome cf Sancho
Panza's famouR conundrunis. The principle
nnderlying it is cf manifest importance.
Take, for another instance, the oing pleb-
iecite on the question cf prohibition in
Onztario. The eound democratic principle
would seein te ho that aIl citizene whose
intereste are or xnay bo directly ail cted by
the legislation proposed should have a
voice in dec.iding for or againet iLs adoption.
But how many of those whoe intereet or
happines May ho at sýtako, 'will have ne
voice in the maLter 1

TheBe objections are net peculiar, iL is
true, Le the referendum and plebiscite.
Tbey hold good under all systome of popular
gavernament iu which the franchise in iu auy
'vay restricted. Even woe the suffrage
mucre completely univorsal than nder any
system which bas aver yet been tried, the
principle of the objection-that of the
wrong person beîng allowed or the rigbt
perâon not allowed te vote ou a given quea-
tion-wonld still hu fnund applicable ait
snme p~oint.

But the fact that na Pysteni of self-gov-
ernment can ho made perfect is no reasson
why efforts ta improve existiiflg systenis and
te bring themr as near perfection as possible,
shculd noL ho honestly and coustantly ruado.
It wouid, perbape, ho difficult t, devise uxiy
soheme more n arly ideal than that of the
Swiss, under which the referenluni muet he
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used in the case of proposed constitutional
Changes, and in all other naatters on dc-
mand of a certain number of cit,*zens. An
inherent defect of the plebiscite is tlat in
many cases so niuch derends upon the form
in which the general principle or policy to
be affirmed or denied is wrought out, t-bat,
in t-he absence of a definife bill, one înay
scarcety know whether t-o approve or con-
demmi. Obviously, in a question like t-bat
of prohibition, in which t-be decision mayaffect thbe property, t-be comfort, or the well-
being, persona], domestic, or social, of every
man and woinsn in the land, and in many
cases t-bat of wonlen even more profoundty
t-han that of men, any restriction of thbe
ballot on grounds of propcrty, class, or s(tx,is s0 far an obvious falling short of an ideat
standard of justice.

Tbis was followed, ages aftfersards, by antîer
great Egy ptian library, t-bat cf Atexand-ia,
foundcld by Ptolcmy Soter, and cont-aining,
accordliug to eue account, 400,000, and accord-
ing te anotber, 700 000 volumes. Ifs stores
wcre increased by the addition cf the books cfthe library cf Pergamos (the city whose naine
gives us the Word II parcbmont ") ccntaining
200,000 volumes. Tihis Alexandrian librarywas the Wonder cf t-be world ; but in 391 A. D.if waa almost entirely dest-royeti by a rabbte cfChrist ian mnonks led by a fanatical Archbishep;
