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May reminds Dutch of Canadian connection

W HEN EUROPEAN governments 
crank up their royal families for 
state yisits abroad, the explanation 
is usually economic. Whether sensi-

ble or not, the assumption is that  royal visits 
are good for business. 

That is certainly one of the reasons Queen 
Beatrix of the Netherlands will be in Canada 
next week. Not even the most devoted Dutch' 
official tries to suggest that the Queen begged 
someone to arrange a seminar in Calgary on 
offshore drilling because she has a weakness 
for oil rigs. No, she will be there to sell Dutch 
technology. 

The trade connections are impressive and 
surprising. The Netherlands is Canada's sev-
enth-best trading customer, and the fourth-
largest foreign investor in Canada. 

But there is more toit  than that. As a visitor 
you cannot escape it. Either you are re-
minded constantly of the Second World War, 
or people such as Prime Minister Ruud Lub-
bers, surprised and a bit defiant, are saying, 
"I think the Dutch are more positive about 
Canada than are the Canadians." 

The connection is, above all, the war. Not 

In THE NETHERLANDS 

unlike the Soviets, remembering the war is, 
for the Dutch, an essential element in any 
discussion of the country. But the Soviets 
build monuments and talk of how they defeat-
ed the Nazi oppressors; the Dutch talk simply 
of getting back their freedom. 

In that terrible final Hungry Winter of 1944, 
thousands died of starvation. The lucky ones 
managed to find tulip bulbs to eat. It was from 
that hunger and the humiliation of occupation 
that, 54 years ago tomorrow, Canadian troops 
liberated The Netherlands. 

That's not the only war link between the 
two countries. With its homeland occupied, 
the Dutch royal family spent most of the war  

years in Ottawa. The tens of thousands of 
tulips that bloom in Ottawa every spring are a 
gift in remembrance of that shelter. 

And then, of course, came the postwar tide 
of immigrants — there are now an estimated 
500,000 Canadians of Dutch descent. 

With history and commerce and sentiment 
so intertwined, the tefhptation is to consider 
the two countries very much alike. In fact, 
they are startlingly different. Obviously, size 
sets the two apart. The Netherlands, with 14 
million people, is one of Europe's smaller — 
and one of the world's more densely pop-
ulated — states. Canada is 320 times larger, 
with fewer than twice as many people. 

In contrast to Canada, which still echoes 
with painful debates about identity and desti-
ny, the Dutch are who they have been for 
centuries. There has never been any doubt 
aboutit.  With some satisfaction, Mr. Lubbers 
quotes Charles de Gaulle to the effect that 
there are really only two nations in Europe, 
the French and the Dutch. • 

The Dutch have always been able to re-
inforce their cultural identity because their 
language is unique. Conversations about the 
peril of Canada's cultural existence are met 
by uncomprehending curiosity. At least your  

language isn't threatened by the Americans, I 
one man said. 

History and geography have inspired quite I 
different patterns of trade. The Dutch have t 
long been traders, and barriers anywhere I 
impeded the commerce by which they sur-
vived and prospered. 

Whenever they talk of free trade, whether 
between Canada and the United States or 
within Europe, it is in terms of opportunity, 
not threat. Theirs is not the tradition of John 
A. Macdonald and the National Policy. 

Yet, with all that, to be here is to feel re• , 
markably at home. It is not exclusively to do I 
with the war, but that is a strong factor. In 
two quite different countries, the war is a I 
painful shared experience, remembered es- ; 
pecially in the month of May. 

This is à flat land, but outside the town of 
Groesbeek is a beautiful hill that looks down 
toward the Reichswald Forest and Germany, 
three miles away.. On the top of the hill is a 
Canadian cemetery with 2,600 white markers 
that recall the devastation of a generation of 
young people on their first trip to Europe. 

The memorial reads: Pro amicis mortui 
amicis vivimus. We live in the hearts of 
friends for whom we d ied . 
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Canada, the Netherlands 
share common concerns

C
anada and the Netherlands are 
"like-minded countries, both em-
phasizing North-South relations 
and human rights," says Dutch 

Foreign Minister Hans van den Broek. 
That may sound more like Canada un- 

der Pierre Trudeau than Brian Mul-
roney, but it probably reflects what Ca-
nadians and the Dutch have in conunon. 

The visit to Canada next week of 
Queen Beatrix of the Netherlands should. 
underscore the two nations' similarities. 

Both, for instance, look at the prob-
lems of Central America in the same 
light, believing each Latin American 
state should be left alone to decide its 
own forrn of government. And both Can-
ada and the Netherlands are convinced 
that the main problems of the region are 
economic, not political. 

In international circles, as at home, 
the Dutch govermnent is very concerned 
about the environment. Acid rain and 
water pollution are well-known issues. 
Like Canada, Holland places blame on 
its neighbors while taking some costly 
measures to clean up after them. 

In NATO, the Conference on Security 
and Co-operation in Europe and at the 
United Nations, the Dutch usually see 
eye-to-eye with Canada. 

Part of the warmth in this relation-
ship comes from history. The Nether-
lands' security policy is firmly linked to 
NATO and to Europe. They were neutral 
in the First World War, but the Dutch 
were occupied in the Second World War 
and later liberated by the Allies, includ-
ing Canada. They have learned a lesson 
about being allied with other like-
minded countries. 

The • Dutch take their membership in 
the European Economic Community se-
riously, they are Europeans first and 
foremost. But they take pains to differ-
entiate between economic goals and se-
curity ones. 

They don't mind caucusing with their 
European friends on political and even 
security matters. Yet they recognize the 
importance of the transatlantic link and 
place particular emphasis on NATO's ul-
timate role as the defender of their free-
dom. 

Thus, the Dutch have been a good Eu-
ropean friend in court for Canada. This 
will take on increasing importalce as 

European countries try to unite in their 
own defence. 

Both van den Broek and Defence Min-
ister Willem van Eekelen see the West-
ern European Union as a vehicle to 
build up the European pillar of NATO 
for the purpose of strengthening the alli-
ance as a whole. They say that the situ-
ation has changed with Western Europe 
now a significant economic power. Its 
members must play a significant role in 
the defence of their own continent. 

But in the same breath, van den 
Brook  claims that  bis  overall aim is to 
achieve a balance, to harmonize and not 
to create a substitute for the Western al-

liance. 
The Dutch are traditional free traders. 

They want old trade barriers lifted and 
no new ones imposed. They strongly sup-
port the efforts of the General Agree-
ment on Tariffs and Trade (GATT) in its 
current Uruguay round. 

Financial and monetary stability are 
also indispensable goals for the Dutch 
today. To that end, they believe in Euro-
pean monetary co-operation — perhaps 
even a European Central Bank. 

The Dutch describe their human rights 
policy as a no-nonsense one designed to 
achieve concrete results — an apt de-
scription of the Dutch people themselves 
and the way they operate. 

On South Africa, the Dutch oppose a 
total economic boycott and the political 
isolation of South Africa. They advocate 
peaceful change and, to that end, a con-
tinuation of diplomatic relations and po-
litical dialogue with the P.W. Botha re-
gime. Yet they are as determined as any 
to see the end of apartheid. 

The betterment of mankind is a pri-
mary goal of Dutch fore,ign policy. Inter-
national development aid is strongly 
supported by the Hague. And, like Cana- . 
da, that country has much less trouble 
voting aid funds than defence ones. 

In brief, the Dutch are international 
pragmatists. They are content with the 
role they play in the world, often frus-
trated by the behavior of the superpow-
ers and realistic enough to believe sin-
cerely in a rapprochement with their 
German neighbors. 

Their closest relations are with Brit-
ain. But Canada comes very soon there-
after.

Dutch investment 
opportunities

THE HAGUE — "The Netherlands is  the,  
best kept secret in Canada," says Gerry  de, 

 Klerk, president of Rampart Capital 
Corp., a Vancouver-based investment in-
terrnediary and banking broker. 

"The Dutch are the fourth-largest in- , 
vestors in Canada," says the Dutch-boni 
Canadian, "but they could be first or • 
second if Canada's investment bankers 
would start  treating them seriously,  and'  
with a little more respect. 

De Klerk has a point, and he's trying in a , 
small way to do something about it. Hol-
land may be easy to miss on the map, but 
it's loaded with surplus investment capital. 

The tiny country, with fewer than 15 
million people, simply can't absorb all the 
savings it generates. 

Not that it hasn't tried. Until recently, 
Dutch goverrunents have competed to 
outdo each other in building Europe's 
richest social benefits structure — a costly 
monument it is trying gingerly to reduce. 

Attractive ventures 

If  the centrist coalition government of 
Prime Minister Ruud Lubbers can pull off 
the social and economic restructuring, 
Holland will strengthen its position as a 
distribution gateway to Europe and revital-
ize its industrial base. 

None of that, however, will stop the 
Dutch from investing money in attractive 
ventures abroad. This nation of traders has 
always had to look outward to survive. 
Before oil and gas gave it a resource 
cushion, Holland had little more than its 
brains and location to make its way. 

Pound-for-pound, the country probably ; 
has more world-class multinational corpo-
rations than any other. Royal Dutch 
Shell, Philips, Unilever, Akz.o and 
Heineken are among the familiar Dutch 
names that ply world markets. 

There are also large family-owned mul-
tinationals. The Brenninkmeyer family, for 
example, has substantial investments in 
Canada and controls more than 650 retail 
stores. 

Vancouver's de Klerk estimates that 
Dutch pension, investment and venture 
capital funds will generate as much as $12 
billion more this year than they can possi-
bly invest at home. 

De Klerk, who has been developing 
investment links between the two coun-
tries for eight years, specializes in match-
ing Dutch capital with Canadian ventures. 

He thinks Canadian banks, whose pres-
ence here is minimal, have missed the boat 
in tapping the investment  pool Most of 
effort is conducted out of London, supple-
mented by hurried trips to Holland, and 
that's not the way to win the hearts, minds 
and trust of Dutch investment managers. 

Simon Huyzer, an Amsterdam partner in 
accounting firm Deloitte Haskins & 
Sells, has a special interest in Canadian • 
investment. He says there's Dutch capital 
available "for any good, visible project," 
but Canadians must get to know Dutch 
decision makers personally.

with everything needed to do our own risk 
analysis,' Huyzer tokl The Post. "We 

- don't need general information about Can-
• ada, and we don't need provinces cornpet-
, ing with each other in front of us. 

If Canadians hear too little about bilater-
al investment for the wrong reascais, they 
hear even less about Canada-Dutch foreign 
relations for the right reasons. Relations 
are smooth, and thus largely invisible. 

Dutch interests 

"I can't think of any point of contention 
between our two countries," said Foreign 
Affairs Minister Hans van den Broek in an 
interview. 

Although part of the European Commu-
nity and bound by its decisions when they 
happen to go against Canada, the Dutch 
are pushing within the EC for a lowering of 
European pmtectionism, particularly in 
the highly subsidized agricultural sector. 

It squares nicely with Canadian policy, 
but the Dutch have their own interests in 
mind. Holland, the world's third-largest 
food exporter (after the U.S. and France), 
has one of the more efficient farm sectors 
in Europe. A more open European market 
will  help Canada, but it will help Dutch 
exports fu-st. 

Everyone knows about Dutch chee,se, 
but the real stars of the agricultural sector 
are the fresh vegetables, grown in high-
tech greenhouses and served on European 
tables much of the year. Dutch bulbs and 
cut flowers, worth $6 billion a year, ac-
count for about 60% of the world market. 

.That's not bad for a country with 
130,000 farmers and only two million 
hectares of usable land, much of it re-
claimed from the sea. 

About a third of Canada's $1-billion 
animal «parts to Holland is re-exported to 
other European destinations, reinforcing , 
Holland's claim as a gateway to the conti-
nent. Excluding re-exports,  the bilateral 
trade is pretty well  in balance. 

Major r-Rnadian exports include tradi-
tional mining, metal, forest and organic 
chemical products. There's also growmg 
business in high-tech products, including 
office and computer equipment, aviation 
engines, flight simulators and scientific-
industrial machinery. 

In the coals-to-Newcastle category, To-
ronto's Upper Canada Brewing Co. 
now exports its specialty beer to the land 
of Heineken and Amstel. 

The communications and computer 
business has lured a few Canadian compa-
nies to Holland for better access to both 
Dutch and other European markets. They 
include Northern Telecom, Mitel, Gan-
dalf Technologies Inc., Geac Comput-
ers, Xioe Systems, (formerly AES), and 
Cognoe Ltd. 

Faster growth 

The Dutch export cheese, paper, chemi-
cal, machinery, electrical products and 
flowers to Canada, plus a range of other 
goods in science, transportation and office 
equipment. 

Changes in emphasis will be needed for 
faster trade growth. Greater use of the 
gateway principle, with each country using 
the other as the entrée to a larger regional 
market, is one prospective route. 

Building a wider net of investment-
tecluxilogy-marketing joint ventures is an-
other. Foreign Trade Minister Yvonne 
Van Rooy says a priority area is offshore 
technology, where links exist between 
Holland and Nevrfoundland. 

Under a Canada-U.S. free-trade ar-
rangement, Dutch companies located in 
Canada could make it their entry point to 
the North American market. Prime Minis-
ter Lubbers told The Post he hopes more 
of them do. 

One firm all  ready for freer trade is Den 
Oudsten B.V., Holland's biggest supplier 
of transit buses, which two years agn 
bought Winnipeg's troubled Flyer Indus-
tries frcan the Manitoba government. 

Flyer had bst $100 million when Den 
Oudsten took over. "We calculated that 
with our design and production  know-how,  
and the North American market to sell 
into, we could reverse the losses," Presi-
dent Jan den Oudsten told The Post. 

Renamed New Flyer Industries, it is 
producing 300 buses a year, working on 
nearly a year's backlog of orders and 
making money. 

What Holland can sell to Canada is a 
strategic location, an elaborate transporta-
tion network and services to smoothe the 
way into the EC market of nearly 300 
million people. In short, Holland offers a 
low-tension leap over linguistic, cultural 
and regulatœy barriers. 

One Canadian company, hIcCain 
Foods Ltd. of Florenceville, N.B., makes 
a case in point. McCain Foods Holland 
N.V. directs operations in Holland, Britain, 
France and Spain. Managing Director Paul 
Van der Wel says European business ac-
counts for more than 25% of McCain's 
$1.5-billion total annual sales.

Her mother had a very Infor-
mal image in both Canada and
Holland, becoming a familiar fig-
ure on a bicycle in Ottawa and
afterwards at home.

After the war, Beatrix was edu-
cated at regular Dutch schools in
the town of Baarn, near the royal
palace of Soestdijk, and then en-
tered Leiden University, where
she studied pure and applied soci-
ology, jurisprudence, economics,
parliamentary history and consti-
tutional law.

A spokesman for the Queen
points out that the Dutch princes
have led as normal a life as pos-
sible, attending local schools and
taking regular exams. They grad-
uated from Dutch high schools,
and the crown prince graduated
in England from the Atlantic Col-
lege. They are often in Amster-
dam and The Hague at local dis-
cos where they like to go with
their friends.

In 1980, Beatrix became the

It was two minutes before the
arrival of Queen Beatrix of the
Netherlands from Uplands Air-
port Monday, and everything
was in place on the grouiids of
Rideau Hall.

The red carpet had just been
vacuumed, and positioned
around it were dignitaries and
staff from the Dutch embassy.

The limousine arrived on the .
dot of 11:30 a.m. escorted by
four RCMP officers on skittish
horses. Out stepped Queen Bea-
trix, rosy-cheeked and smiling in
a bright pink coat and soft, grey
feathered hat.

To the boom of a 21-gun sa-
lute and music by the Canadian
Forces Central Band, the Queen
inspected the First Canadian
Signal Regiment and then joined
Gov. Gen. Jeanne Sauvé at the
podium.

She told the crowd the nine-
day state visit she and her hus-
band Prince Claus are making
to Canada is "by no means a

nostalgic trip."
"It is not the re-living of a

happy past," she said with bare-
ly a trace of a Dutch accent.

"Rather it gives expression to
the bonds of friendship, co-oper
ation and mutual trust that link
our two nations now."

To escape from the Nazi occu-
pation of Holland, Princess Bea-
trix, her sister Princess Irene
and her mother, then Crown
Princess Juliana, made Ottawa
their home from 1940 to 1945.
Princess Margriet was born in
Ottawa in 1943.

Princess Beatrix, nicknamed
Trizie, attended kindergarten
and the primary grades at
Rockcliffe Park School.

So before the Queen disap-
peared into Rideau Hall for a
luncheon with Sauvé and her
husband Maurice, Grade 3 stu-
dent Michael Wielheesen pre-
sented her with a bouquet of
flowers.

Queen Beatrix's visit also
takes her to Halifax, Quebec,
Toronto, Burlington, Hamilton,
Calgary, Vancouver and Victoria

before it winds up May 17.
After the luncheon, Queen

Beatrix met briefly with Prime
Minister Brian Mulroney and
Opposition Leader John Turner.

Late in the afternoon, before
a state dinaer at Rideau Hall,
she watched as Canadian Envi-
ronment Minister Tom McMillan
and - his Dutch counterpart
Eduardus Nijpels signed an
agreement to share expertise
and information on the environ-
ment.

Workshops involving experts
from the two nations will be
conducted and joint projects un-
dertaken. Canada will, benefit
from work conducted in the
Netherlands on nitrogen oxide
pollution and the Netherlands
has expressed interest in Cana-
da's work on water quality.

Today, the Queen's last day in
Ottawa, she and Prince Claus
visit the House of Commons and
attend a luncheon in the Centre
Block. The couple will also take
part in a tree-planting ceremony
at City Hall to mark the twin-
ning of Ottawa with The Hague.
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Ottawa dancer puts
best foot forward
for Dutch Royals

To most people, a career in the
arts is a vocation, the realization
of a childhood dream. For Na-
thalie Caris of Ottawa, coming to
dance was largely an accident.

"The organizers of a dance pro-
gram wanted to put a poster in
my pârents' interior decorator
shop window, and quite by acci-
dent asked if their child might be
interested in dance lessons," she
explained in an interview this
week.

"So I went off for classes with
Joyce Schietze and three years la-
ter found myself at the National
Ballet School."

For the young second soloist of
the Dutch National Ballet, it was
just another part of her education.

Caris is in Ottawa for a com-
mand performance this evening in
the National Arts Centre Theatre
for members of the Dutch Royal
family. Admission is by invitation
only.

Caris spent eight years at the
National Ballet School, from the
age of 10, and graduated in 1980.
She took a year off and with the
help of a Canada Council grant
went to Europe to look at the bal-
let scene there.

"I had met one of the dancers
of the Dutch National company
who was teaching at the National
Ballet School in Toronto, so I
knew a bit about that company
and what its standards were like.
I thought it would be a place
where I would like to work."

She stopped in Holland on her
trip and met up with Rudi van
Dantzig, the artistic director of
the company who had been to
Canada and seen her dance.

"He remembered me from
classes he had given and I thought
that was a good omen, so when I
was offered an opportunity to join
the ensemble, I accepted." -

She hasn't looked back and to-
day is a second soloist with the
ensemble. Since the highest rank
in the troupe is a first soloist, she
hasn't done too badly.

The work Is fascinating - a
careful blend of standard classics
and pieces by new, young chore-
ographers. Meeting all those up-
and-coming creative people is one

of the attractions of working with
the company.
"The programming is stimulat-

ing and the repertoire is versatile;
you never get bored by doing the
same thing over and over again."

. But the frequent changes also
pose other problems.

"It is possible that in one pro-
gram you are dancing in all three
pieces every night for a month,
and a month later there is a dif-
ferent program, in which you may
appear only very occasionally.

"The company is large, there
are over 90 dancers in the ensem-
ble, so they have to give everyone
a chance, but very often it is a
case of feast or famine, too much
or too little.

"That's part of the fun and
challenge of being with an ensem-
ble like this."

Caris finds the flip-flops taxing
emotionally. There are times,
when she is not busy, when she is
depressed and wonders if she
should perhaps go elsewhere, and
then a period of frenzied activity
follows and she finds her batteries
renewed.

As the official dance company
of Holland, the Dutch National
tours The Netherlands extensively
and frequently, but it does not
tour outside the country the way
the Nederlands Dans Company
does.

The ensemble now works out of
a new home in Amsterdam, a
building off the main cultural
drag, but which gives it more
room than it had.

"When we opened in the new
theatre a couple of seasons ago a
lot of people came to see us out
of curiosity. They wanted to see
the building and see how we
looked in it.

"A lot of people have come
again because they were pleased
with what they saw and we are
developing a new and wider audi-
ence than the one we had, which
can be exciting."

Exciting as it may be to be
dancing for royalty, Caris is just
as happy that this command per-
formance has brought her to her
native Ottawa, where she can at
least talk to her parents and other
members of her family without
running up a long distance bill.

As well, Canada and Holland must

It 
also recommends employees 
themselves put a small additional 
percentage of their wages into the 
indexed portion of the pension 
fund. 

Rabies outbrealc 
worries town 

STURGEON FAUS — A sev-
en-year-old girl who was attacked 
by a rabid cat last week is the la-
test resident of nearby Noelville 
to require treatment for rabies, 
health  officiais say. Since March, 
23 residents of the farming com-
munity, about 100 kilometres 
southwest of North Bay, have 
been infected with the virus after 
incidents involving 11 rabid dogs 
and cats, officiaLs said Idonday. 
"People in Noelville would be 
well advised to consider all stray 
cats as rabid until proven other-
wise," said Agriculture Canada 
veterinarian Dr. Chuck Lockton. 
He said stray cats pose the great-
est threat because "cats, in most 
cases, come down with the furious 
form of rabies where they will at-
tack anything — even car tires. 
They are a real threat (to 
people)." Three immunization 
clinics have been held in Noelville 
to vaccinate area pets for the ra-
bies virus. So far, 25 dogs consi-
dered high-risk cases have been 
destroyed, officials said.
