LONDON, Dec 18.—(C. A. P.)—
The Atlantic rate war which 
has been threatened for months 
past seems now inévitable. It 
is stated on the authority of The 
Journal of Commerce that the two 
most important German companies 
have failed to arrive at a settlement 
of their differences, and the situation 
has now been aggravated by the Ham­
burg-American Line deciding to re­
duce its rates before the important 
meeting of the North Atlante con­
ference to be held on the 2let of next 
month.

The nest regulation will probably 
close all bare In the province at 1 
o’clock on Saturday, and for the en­
tire day on legal holidays.

WHY RURAL ENGLAND
IS BEING DEPOPULATED

Commission Says Emigration 
Agents Make use of Highly 

Alluring Advertisements.
LONDON, Friday, Dec. 19.—(C.A.P.) 

—At the request of the dominions, the 
Royal Commission Bo^-rd of Agricul­
ture undertook seme months ago to 
institute an immediate enquiry into the 
causes of the phenomenal emigration 
that was taking place to the dominions 
and elsewhere from the rural districts 
of England and Wales. The board yes­
terday Issued its report, from which It 
appears that information has been re­
ceived from 485 centres. They re­
port extensive emigration, especially to 
Canada of young people, due to their 
being hampered by lack of opportunity 
In rural and agricultural centres, and 
attracted by the prospect of greater 
freedom, better wages and conditions 
in overseas dominions.

The dearth of cottages to a contribu­
tory cause, but that most generally 
mentioned is "activity of emigration 
agents in advertising the allurements of 
colonial life,” which appeal to a gen­
eration which has become accustomed 
to modern disregard or distance.

HATTERS’ CASE DECISION 
BLOW TO LABOR CAUSE

HUGE EXPENDITURE ON 
CONSTRUCTION OF N.T.R Union Found to Have Instituted 

Unlawful Boycott Against 
Company.

NEW YORK, Dec. 18.—(Can. Press) 
—The United States court of appeals 
today decided the famous Danbury 
Hatters case In f.vor of D. E. Loewe &. 
Co., the plaintiffs, and agains* the 
United Hatters of North America. The 
court affirmed a Judgment in favor of 
Mr. Loewe and against the Hatters’ 
organization for $252,130.

With Interest and costs, the Judgment 
now amounts to $272,000. At the first 
trial, held In 1909, the plaintiffs obtain­
ed a Judgment for $232,240.

It was shown at the trial that in 
March, 1901, the United Hatters had 
resolved to unionize the factory of the 
plaintiffs, and tt£j Mr. Loewe had been 
Informed by the union officials that the 
Hatters “would resort to the usual 
methods” in case their plans met with 
opposition. On Ju.y 5, 1902, the plain­
tiffs’ employes were directed 
strike, and it is claimed that almost 
immediately a boycott was establish­
ed. The plaintiffs assert that this 
measure "converted a profit of $27,000 
in 1901 into losses ranging from $17,000 
In 1902 to $3000 in 1904.”

About Sèventeen Million Dollars 
Needed to Complete Road 

for Operation.
OTTAWA. Dec. 18—There has been 

spent to date $153,000.000 on the Na­
tional Transcontinental Railway and 
the Quebec Bridge- The steel lay­
ing on the main line between Monc­
ton and Winnipeg was finished just a 
month ago. but about $17,000,000 will 
be needed to complete the road for ac­
tual operation.

It Is alleged that

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I '0Êfeet the asking for tenderb was really a 

farce, the course pursued being such as 
to do away with honest competition and 
assist certain contractors. This applies 
to the carpenter contract also, but not 
to the same extent as to the contracts 
for heating and ventilation.'*

Judge Winchester then presents a 
memorandum, of heating and ventilating 
tenders, showing how contractors who 
tendered honestly had. In his 
chance of obtaining contracts, 
continues:

"The Fred Armstrong Company and J. 
K Seager now contend that they were 
not required to supply the radiation ask­
ed for so long as they guaranteed to 
supply the heat required.

“Thie was not in the contemplation 
of Mr. Bishop at the time the specifi­
cations were drawn up by him, as stat­
ed In his evidence: ne purposely called 
for a larger amount of radiation than 
some people would consider necessary, 
because cf the position In which he was 
placed,with regard to the necessity for 
having the schools heated " quickly.”

Rooms Were Cold
His horor next referred to the conten­

tion of the Fred Armstrong firm, that 
they gave value for the amount of money
they received for contracts. He contin­
ues: “In the case of Mr. Seager and 
Keith & Fitzsimmons, their contracts 
have not been concluded, owing to i_..s 
investigation. It ha* been shown that 
the amount of radiation Installed by 
them has resulted In this insuffi­
ciency for the purpose of heat­
ing the different rooms, and additional 
radiation has been required to be added 
to give toe heat required. They, how­
ever. were merely following the methods 
they found had been adopted and carried 
out successfully by the Fred Armstrong 
company. In all tnese schools numerous 
complaints have been received from time 
to time that all the rooms In the schools 
were not properly heated, and occasion­
ally classer had to be dismissed by 
son of the cold.”

Under the head of “checking repairs, " 
the Judge says, “the evidence showed 
that repairs were not superintended in 
a proper way, the number of 
charged for by different tradesmen were 
not checked up, nor was the material

Men’s Fur-Lined Coats, $50The government and the provincial 
highway engineer were highly com­
mended for appointing a commlsson to 
obtain information as to the best sys­
tem of Improving the roads thruout the 
entire province by the members of the 
Dominion Grange at their resumed 
session yesterday. •

J- G- Lethbridge stated that so far 
the farmers had not taken the Interest 
m this important question that they 
should, and suggested that a commit­
tee be appointed to draft a scheme for 
the best method of Improving the 
roads.. The commute was formed and 
submitted the following report for the 
approval of the members, which was 
adopted: “That there should foe mu­
nicipal control of construction and 
itiaintenance qf highways, subject to 
regulations foy the public works de-' 
partment; thait expenditure should be 
controlled by a commission appointed 
by the municipalities concerned; that 
the provincial government provides 50 
per cent, of the necessary funds by 
Increasing the tax on railways and 
taxing automobiles according to their 
horsepower; that cities and towns sep­
arated from counties be required to 
pay 25 per cent, of the cost of con­
struction and maintenance; that the 
balance of the money required be sup­
plied by the municipalities thru which 
the roads pass and the cities, towns 
and villages to which they lead; that 
federal aid be allotted to municipali­
ties on the basis of assessed values.”
_ Several speakers were of the opinion 
that the automobile owners of the pro­
vince should help to pay for the con­
struction and maintenance of good 
roads thruout the province.

, . Who Will Pay?
J. G. Lethbridge stated that some of 

the cities were willing to aid in the 
construction of the rural roads, saying 
that the board of trade of Hamilton 
had suggested that the cities pay 25 
per cent, of the cost of roads a certain 
distance out from each city. Another 
suggestion made was to put a tax of 
half a mill upon the assessable value 
of city property to go Into a provincial 
fund for the building and maintenance 
of the rural highways.

James McEwing, M.L.A., J. C. Dixon, 
J. G. Lethbridge and J. Michael were 
appointed a committee to meet the 
roads commission at Guelph in Janu-

The material 
of the old wrap forms the upper part of 
the new, and heavy embroidery, 

‘wrought In braids and cords and dull 
gold on a material of the same or con­
trasting color applied as a band, makes 
the needed length and adds the touch 
Oriental.

Too much emphasis cannot be laid on 
the fact that this is a velvet season. 
In black and all the colors. In plain, 
brocade and ribbed, *ln the soft chiffon 
and the heavy velours, velvet is the ac­
cepted fabric for the fashionable gown 
or'suit or separate wrap.

Oven many of the tailored trotteur 
gowns are made of velvet, velveteen or 
corduroy. There is a bit of net or lace 
or chiffon used to soften the tmdioe, 
and sometimes there is an elaborate 
collar effect The sleeves are usually 
long and the low shoulder seam is 
shown favor. Edgings of fur, resting 
against the lace on the bodice and band­
ing the sleeve at the wrist below which 
there is the frill of lace* are noticed.

IWASHINGTON, Dec. 18.—(Can. 
Press.)—Whether common Irish pota­
toes from Canada, Newfoundland, 
Great Britain.

Strict Embargo Urged.
The board took the question of 

forcing the embargo on potatq impor­
tation under advisement. The state 
Pathological experts urged a strict em­
bargo (or a period of years, on the 
ground that potato diseases are known 
to exist in certain portions of every 
foreign country included In the de­
partment In agriculture’s notice on the 
suuiect.

Lord Eustace Percy, third secretary 
Cf the British embassy, expressed re­
gret that #he United States should have 
*uggested the embargo on English po­
tatoes without co-operating with the 
agricultural experts of that country in 
their investigation of conditions. To 
suddenly impose an embargo, he said, 
would he a . disturbing factor in the 
scientific work of the nations. Great 
Britain, he added, wished to co-oper­
ate with the United States and other 
nations in general policy of agricul­
tural education.

“No, I don't." was his prompt reply. 
“It can’t be helped. The farmers say 
that eggs are scarce. The hens did not 

moult as early as usual this season, 
many not moulting yet, and they won’t 
lay until this is over- The fact is the 
hens are on strike. That is the long 
and short of it"

“65 cents'’ above them, and in an­
other store round the corner from the 
first, eggs labeled new-laid were ticket­
ed “76 cents.”

Palms, Rubber Plants and Ferns
NLY a few plante will thrive in sunless rooms and send forth new 

beauty each day, with only a little attention on your part, but palms, 
rubber plants and ferns will do this season after season.

If soil and temperature are right there will be no dropping 
of sere and yello'w leaves; only new and continuous healthy growth. The 
treatment of palms and rubber plants is almost identical, both are hearty 
feeders, so as rich a loam as you can find will please them.

Once a month wash the leaves ’with a cloth wet In milk; this makes 
them wonderfully -glossy, and at nhe same time pour a little castor oil about 
the -roots. Yellow splotches or rusty places on the leaves are caused hy 'high 
temperature, dryness and too hot sunshine. Insects seldom attack these 
plants, but if they should a sponge bath with a suds made of tar soap will 
remove them.

Four new leaves each year 1b considered flourishing for an ordinary 
palm, -but rich earth, castor oil diet and milk bathe will double this.

A rubber plant, small and spindling, attained a height of. nearly eight 
feet, and developed fifteen new, glossy, broad leaves in a few months with 
this same -treatment In our garden this past season.

Ferns are loved for their beauty and grace, and because of their shy 
retiring growth every nation has associated them with fairy lore. If they 
were full of fragrance and laden with gorgeous blooms we could not like 
them a whit better.

They require so little to keep them growing, only a motet soil and a 
northern or a subdued light. The soil should not come above the crown of 
roots, else they smother, and tire temperature should be kept about sixty- 
eight degrees.

If red spiders appear on the fern you will know It has been too dry 
and hot; the soil should be always moist but never wet. Ferns drink thru 
their roots, but it is well to sometimes sprinkle the fronds with warm 
waiter containing a few drops of ammonia.

Dwarf, sw<rfd and Boston fern are the beet varieties for homes heated 
with gas; they thrive in jardinieres and Should be placed where they will 
not be disturbed. It the Jars, or baskets, containing them are tilted a 
Littré the fern’s leaves will grow downward like a vine; if elevated, by 
means of a shelf or bracket, the plant will be even more ornamental than 
usual. ’

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ROVERCHRISTMAS SEALS IN FAVOR-

Thousands Being Used on the Back 
of Letters, Parcels and Packages 

of All Kinds.

Christmas seals will not carry mail 
matter but any kind of mall matter 

will (carry them- 
They may not be 
used on the face 
of letters, but 
there Is no restric­
tion as to the 
number that may 
be attached to the 
reverse side, and 

the same regulation applies to articles 
sent by parcel post Care should be 
taken, however, in sending merchan­
dise thru the malls that the seals are 
not placed over the string with which 
the package is tied, since this closes 
the parcel against inspection and sub­
jects the matter to first-class rates. 
On articles going .by express there Is 
no restriction, and they may also be 
used on the face of cheques, bills, 
legal documents or any commercial 
paper. The growing favor with which 
they are regarded is evidenced by the 
fact that the salesladies have already 
exceeded the amount obtained-on this 
date last year- This is largely due to 
the fact that they present a simple 
means of contributing to a most 
worthy cause and are more ornamental 
than the majority of Christmas seals 
In use.

Swimming Program 
For West End Boys

< =1The interleague struggle for supreme 
baseball honors, the world’s series as It 
is known today, began in 1884, but the 
first series for the country’s baseball 
championship dates back to 1865, and 
James Conaty, now a cobbler In,Kansas 
City, was the hero of the occasion, pitch­
ing and winning seven straight games In 
ope week.

Conaty, now old and bent, with his 
weight of seventy-seven years, told In 
his little shop at New York, the other 
day, the story of his great record, which, 
however, failed to win the pennant for 
Detroit. Hamilton, Ont., took the pen- 
ant and the world’s championship.

Conaty. then a rollicking young Irish­
man, just home from the war, joined 
the Detroit White Stockings in the spring 
of 1865.

The baseball fever ran high in Detroit, 
and during the summer a committee of 
bu 1res* men arranged for a big baseball 
tournament, the first world’s series, to 
be held. In the early fall.

Two teams were entered from Detroit 
and one each from Chicago, Pittsburg. 
Albany, Toronto, Quebec, Montreal, Buf­
falo, Boston, New York. Brooklyn, Phila­
delphia, Hamilton and Cleveland.

"The series began the morning of Sept. 
5. 1865, the Whi e Stockings opening with 
the Brooklyns.” Conaty said. "Because 
of the great number of teams entered, 
the games were only three innings long. 
The rules were vastly different then, 
too. We won 3 to 0 and I pitched and 
won the next six straight. I don't re­
member what teams came up in order. 
We didn't figure percentage in those days 
like they do now. My team won 80 games 
If I remember right. losing 34. The 
tournaments lasted six days, each team 
playing 42 thrë e-inning games, the 
tournament being a continuous perform­
ance. -------------

"In those days three strikes were out; 
and one retired the side. If a fielder 
muffed the ball, be threw It at the run- 
nerfi and V he hit him the runner was 
out. Each'inning was counted separate­
ly. the best two out of three winning 
the game. There were no such things 
as gloves, masks or pads in those days, 
and many fine players retired with brok­
en hands. If a base runner xvps Injured 
while making the circuit he could be tag­
ged out, unless he was off a bsse, for 
no one was allowed-!to run for him. A 
case of that kind was what nearly cost 
the Hamilton unknowns the champion­
ship.

"A plaver named R'chardson came to 
bat in the last game of the series, in 
which the Unknowns and the Buffalo 
Reds had each tak-n one inning. He 
was » poor batsman and the crowd b-g-n 
to leave the field as he came no. a « <* 
was late and thev believed the Reds had 
the game won having scored -'x run a in 
their half- The Unknowns had .-cored 
three when Richardson came to bat. Rut 
as luck would have it he hit the ball a 
terrif:c wallop that sent It over the 
fen-c into the weeds, and won the world's 
championship for Hamilton, Canada, in 
1884.

At a meeting of the executive commit­
tee of the Canadian Association of Ama­
teur Oarsmen, held on the 16th Inst., the 
question of sending representative Cana­
dian crews to the regatta to be held in 
connection with the Olympic games in 
Berlin in 1916, was discussed, and the 
president of the C.A.A.O., Major Heron, 
chairman and convenor, along with 
Messrs. Joseph Wright, Toronto: J. W. 
McAllister, Hamilton: E. H. Pulford, 
Ottawa, and Con. Riley, president of the 
Winnipeg Rowing Club, were appointed 
a committee to look into the matter and 
report from time to time to the execu­
tive committee of the C.A.A.O.

In regard to the above, It has long 
been felt by many careful students of 
rowing in Canada, who Are also ardent 
admirers of the club principal, that the 
proposal to select the best men avail­
able In the Dominion to represent the 
country In its quest of aquatic honors 
abroad, should receive more than pass­
ing consideration at the hands of the 
powers that be. and It is not unreason­
able to expect that the proposal will re­
ceive Its first practical demonstration 
In 1916.

In the meantiipe the 
rivalry for .the coveted honor of be.ng 
selected to represent the country should 
help rowing in the active clubs from one 
end of the country to the other.

t

SHOULD RELAX THE 
EMIGRATION RULES FORTY-FOURTH ANNUAL STATL ZNT

Opinion of British Society 
That Gives Aid to Those 

Coming to Canada.

ofThere will be no Christmas for 600 
Toronto children unless toys and din­
ner are provided for them by strang­
er This Is the report from the Christ­
mas Exchange, which the Joint execu­
tive of district conferences is conduct­
ing In the Interest of the poor children 
of the city. The exchange wants Inter­
ested people who are, more fortune- 
ly placed, to volunteer to provide 
Christmas cheer for some of these 
youngsters. The addresses of the 600 
are on file at the exchange headquar­
ters, 82 West Gerrard street ; telephone 
Main 1565, from which any number of 
names may be secured.

The Royal Bank of CanadaLONDON, Dec. 18.—(fc. A. P.)—“it 
is calculated by competent authority 
that every £ 1 we spend in any year 
on the emigration of families saves 
this country at least £20.” saiys T. M. 
Kirkwood, chairman of the British 
Dominion Emigration Society, of 
which Princess Louise, Duchess of Ar­
gyll, is the president in an Introduc­
tory note to the annual report of the 
organization.

The figures for those emigrated dur­
ing the 12 months ended September 
last are as follows: Canada 1435, Aus­
tralasia 121, South Africa 4, United 
States 9, a total of 1569, as compared 
with 1456 In the previous year. None 
of the cases for the United States re­
ceived pecuniary assistance from the 
funds of the organization. The society 
never deviates from the principle of 
giving monetary help only to British 
subjects who are emigrated to British 
dominions. During the 32 years of its 
existence the society has assisted 26,- 
623 persons to improved prospects In 
other parts of the empire.

“The regulation governing assisted 
emigration to Canada is still strictly 
enforced by the Canadian Govern­
ment,*’ says the report “That regu­
lation lays down that those assisted 
from the funds of a charitable society 
are to be admitted Into the Dominion 
only on the condition that they pro­
ceed to take up farm work, no matter 
how great the demand may be for 
other classes of labor. If that rule 
were relaxed a larger number of de­
serving poor, comprising men and wo­
men, well acquainted with trades and 
factory work, could foe dealt with by 
us to their great benefit and, we be­
lieve, to the advantage of the Domin­
ion. Its relaxation is greatly to be 
desired."
