She was placed in
assignment at her own request, her creditors
having every confidence in her and efforts are
now Leing made to induce her husband to
refund the money.

Revorts from 8t. John's, Nfld, state that
nearly all the steamers bave returned from
their second trip.

THE FISHERY QUESTION,

What has hitherto been deemed the
principal point of uncertainty in our rela-
tions with the United States on the ques-
tion of the (isherieg, hag not ufter all been
the first to furnish a cause of dispute be-
tween the two nations. It lhas heen a
source of apprehension among statesmen
in both countries- that the different inter-
pretations placed upon that clanse of the
Treaty of 1818 referring to the fisheries,
especially what is known as the “Hend-
land Question,” must sooner or later lead
to internativnal difliculties, unless arranged
by mutual agreement, and it has always
been regretted that the matter was not
brought before the Geneva arbitration on
the Alabama claims, when it might have
been settled for good, and a period put to
the eusy possibility of future disputes be-
tween the people of two great nations
speaking the same Janguage, and in many -
other respects 80 closely related to each
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other. 'The lollowing extract from the
Treaty of 1818 presents the case in dis-
pute as completely as may be desired :

« And the United States hereby renounce
forever any libcrly heretofore enjoyed, or
claimed, by the inhabitants thereof, to
take, dry or cure fish on or within three
marine miles of any of the coasts,- buys,
creeks or harbors of His Britannic Mujes-
ty's dominions in America, not included
within the above-mentioned limits; pro-
vided however that the American fisher-
men shall he permitted to enter such bays
or harbors for the purpose of shelter, and
and of repairing damages therein, of pur-
chasing wood, and of obtaining water, and
Jor no other purpose.”

We have jtalicized certain words of the
ahove.

in which the American vessel has com-
plied with ‘the regulations 've Lave our-
selves made as to the exercise of the priv-
ileges or rights we elaim.”

The P¥nes and Tribune and other organs
of public opinion in New York seem to
make light of the concluding italicized
words of the treaty clause guoted. and
faney that after the trial no more will be
heard of it, there heing so little for Cana-
dians to guin and so much to lose by
pressing our rights to exclude t:espassers
under the Treaty of 1818, the only one in
force after the abrogation of the late
Fighery Treaty. OQur neighbors seem to
forget that it was their own Government
which took the initiative in leading to the

good purpose by clamoring for any pro-

posals for recipracity on the part of the
Government: the reception given to such
proposals formerly should b suflicient
warning to us of the uselessness of sach a
step.  We can aflod to wait.  Since writ-

ing from quite distant headlands, such as
Massachuseits Bay from Cape Ann to Cape
Cod, and the Bay of Mobile from the south

of Cape Florida to the Mississipoi. The |’

recent seizure of the sdwms for taking bait
on the coast of Nova Scotia has naturally
been made the subject of much discussion
in Americun newspapers. Opposed to the
pretentions of the many blustering sup-
porters of Senator Fryl, we are glad to ob-
serve  such influential journals as the
New York Thnes, which in a recent issue
expresses confidence that the matter may
be amicably settled by the two countries,
notwithstanding the resolutions of inquiry
on the part of Congressmen, who in their
implications that the “friendly relations
with the government of Great Britain are
at stuke, may be regarded as addressing
themselves to the deoply interested con-
stituencies of the New Xngland coast,
rather than to the sober judgment of either
the American people or the department of
the Government wiich has charge of such
matiers. Concerning the conduct of the
sAdums’ eaptain, the Times says:

The United States have provided by
stalute that -any vessel intending to touch
at foreign ports and engage, however
modestly, in fureign tiade, that is o say, in
the purchase or sale of goods in such ports,
shall obtain w permit from the United
States Collector of Customs at the port
from which she sails, setting forth her in-
tention. This peimit the ldwms is he-
lieved and generally conceded not to have
held.  Awain, it was stated in our dispatch
of the 7th thal the vessel, when in Cana-
dian waters, had * eanvas fastened over the
stern to prevent identification,’ thus indi-
cating that her master was conscious of
being in some way engaged in an improper
business. If we are going to make a test
case of our rights under the ‘reciprocal
legislation’ plea, let us at least select one

ment allowed American fishermen to von-

tinue operations along the coust throughout

1885, in consideration of the fact that the
treaty had-expired in the middle of the
season, and that a prompt application of
the law could not fail serionsly to afect
the interests of fishermen who had pre-
pared for and entered upon their seasou’s
work.

It is to be hoped. that some wmutnal
arrangement may shortly be arrived at to
settle this irritable question. The New
York vitune bas suspigions that Mr. Bay-
ard has in contemplation a new treaty of

some sort by which the free markets of |

the United States may be exchanged for
free fishing in Canadian waters, and says
there is reason to believe that the Depart-
ment of State aided and abetted the intro-
duetion of the free fishery clause into the
Morrison tariff’ bill. “This,” gays the 1'ri-
{nme,” would have been an casy way for
My, Bayard to have his revenge for the in-
dignity suflered in the defeat of his inter-
national commission scheme. We are con-
vinced that if ic were to follow his inclina-
tions he would open negotiations at once
in London for the appointment of 2 mixed
conimission to which all guestions relating
to the fisheries might he referred for adju-
dication. Ygssibly he has already done
this, not venturing to count upon the pass-
age of the Morrison bill with its free fish
clause.”

There is very little use in the executive
undertaking Lo open negoliations on such
o question as long as Senator Frye has so
many followers in the body to which he
belongs. It is well kuown that the United
States exccutive ean only recommend a
course to be pursued, and President Cleve-
Iand’s recent recommendation for an inter-
national commission, wus, received with so
little courtesy in Congress that it is not
likely to be revived without some firm
stand for our rights and insistance upon
the letter of the law by the mother coun-
try. Meantime Canadians will serve no

As regards the
municipal loun fund he sees no reagon why
it should not be treated as ordinary reven-
ue, “the sume as if a tax was laid for any
purpose, which, when collected, swould be

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applied to ordinary expenditure, and why
recoipts from this source shonld not he
treated as—sny 1eceipts from crown lunds,
the proceeds of sales of part of the crown
domnin ; and besides intevest is acenmula-
ting on the municipal loan fund yearly,
puflicient to balunce the wmnunts received
for some years past.  Another point: If hy
recoipts from the municips loan fund we
pay off the deficiencies of former years, we
are only paying ofl' capital debis ont of
capital reecipts, shoubl (he receipts from
this source be considered ng on capital
aceounl. 1t has heen stated also that in-
agmeh as he did not invest the sinking
fund, some 30,000, last year, that there is
so much of u deficiency at any rate. e
has made other arrangements whereby
the greater portion of our sinking fund is
provided for until the matority of our
bonds, so a8 to avoid a loss annually.”

Mr. Robertson’s explanation concerning
the sinking fund—as having heen deprived
of the sum due by the Dominion Govern-
ment last year—will commend itself to the
people.  Investments at the low rate of 4
per cent. with exchange unfavorable, are
of doubtful economy ; and purchase of pro-
vineinl bonds was not pussible except al o
premium of 123 por cent. A bill is to be
introduced applying the railway grant

made by the Dominion upon the Quebec,
Montreal, Ottawa & Occidental Railway as
a sinking fund upon the loan of 1874, The
amount of the grant was $2,394,000, which
will provide the sinking fund for go much
of 1874 loan, and this will leave ounly un-
provided for, as respects sinking fund, be-
tween $600,000 and $700,000, requiring only
£6,000 to 7,000 yearly for sinking fund,
not otherwise provided for, on all our Joans.
This plan will save to the province up to
the time when the 1874 loan matures, up-
wards of $100,000 if it is adopted, over and
ahove what the purchase of our own bonds
at the present rates ag sinking fund would
involve. Itis to be horne in miud also
that aside from the luss of inierest, if in-
vestments were made on sinking fund
account other than purchase of our own de-
bentures, that the interest accruing from
year to year has to be reinvested, in ad- -
dition to the annual appropriation, aud on
this nccount invelving a further loss in in-
terest. The balance of the loan of 1874,
the unredeemed amount of the loun of
1876 and the full wmount of the loan of
1878, being provided by the act 45 Vic,
cap- 21, which appropriated the price of the
sale of the Q., M, 0. & 0. railway to the
payment of so mueh of these three loans,
the payment of the loan of 1880 is provided
by the semi-annual redemption of its bonds
drawn in the tirages which take place. No
ginking fund is required for the loan of
1652, which is only redeemable at the
option of the Government after thirty
years. The interest payable on the grants
from the Dominion and the price of the
Q., M., O. & O. railway are, by statute, to
be appropriated to the intevest on our
loans from time to time and the appropri-
ations thus made for annual interest on
those loans and for the sinking fund placs
the position of the province as to payment
of our debt and the position of the bond-
holders in the most favorable condition
possible, and cannot fail o be satisfactory
to nll concerned. This plan relieves the
province from all arrears of sinking fund
not herctofore invesled, in so far as relates
to all the debt which requires a sinking
fund for its redemption, except the sum
mentioned, part of the loan of 1874, The
price of the Q., M., O, & O. railway and the
Dominion grant thus appropriated to the
redemiption of so large an amount of the
funded debt and {o the payment of the
annual interest thereon, mwust prove that
there is nothing to fear for the future, and
that although the debt is a large one, still
such provisions are made for its payment
that, it requires only the carrying wut of
the law to ensure that no difficully will
arise in the future in meeting all the de-
mands against the province.

Referring to the classification of the 2%
miilions upwards, due to the Province by
the Dominion, arising from the assumption
at the time of Confederation of the debt of
the old Province of Canada, the Trensnrer
logically says: “Iam still of the opinion
that as the Dominion Government are
obliged to pay only the interest at 5 per
cent. annaally upon the sum mentioned, it
.more properly should be treated as so
much capital at our command, as we have
no control over the latter, but have over
the annual interest receivable from year to
yvear. I frankly acknowledge that I may
be mistaken in my views on the application
of the $2,549,213.01 referred to, and it is
urged in support of the other view that it
shonld be placed amongst our assets in re-
duction of our debt, because when our
loans fall due there is no question but the
Dominion would rather pay us the princi-
pal than pay interest at 5 per cent. on the
amount, when the Dominion can borrow
money at 5 per cent. or less.  And hesides
that, if we did not receive the principal
sum named and it was retained by the
Dominion, we could easily make a new

foan and save at least 1 per cent. per an-
num interest by borrowing at4 per cent.
and receiving from the Dominion 5 per
cent. per annum. If the opinion expressed
as to the application of the amount is cor-"
rect and I am wrong—and this is quite
possible—it would reduce our liabilities to
$6,266,217.50 instead of $8,815,430.51.”
With regard to the receipts and expet-
ditnre for the current fiscal year, it isgrat'-
fying to learn that for the period already
passed, the revenue is in excess of the ex-
penditure. FHe estimates the receipls for
1886-7 Yo foot up £3,003,622.80, and the pro-
posed ordinary expenditure $2,939,6983.55.
showing a difference on the right side of
$158,929.25. This will doubtless be reduc-
ed considerably by supplementary esti-
mates. The gross estimated expenditure,
$3,351,818.55, includes $234,000 for railway
snbsidies and Q., M, Q. & O. railway
claims, 54,420 for parliament buildings,
and $73,700 for the Quebec city court
house. He hopes to realize $100,000 from
Municipal Loan fund, and pressure is to
be brought to bear to improve this item.

.| The people of Montreal will gladly wel-

come any efforts towards an equitable dis-
tribution of the burthens of the Province.’
He has little confidence in the efficacy of
the Scott Act as a preventative of drunk-
enness, at the same time that the illicit
sale of spirits is increasing, and he hopes
to induce the Dominion government to
amend it by empowering the provincial
officers to prosecute offenders against our
law, “the same us though the Scott Act
was not in operation.” The honorable
gentleman in his peroration referred at
some length to the progress of the Pro-
vince in it manufactures und commerce,
its mines and fisheries, its agriculture,—
the completion of the Canadian Pacific Ruil-
way, the receni rebellion and the Irish
question, closing with a high testimony to
the character of our volunteers of all ranks,
classes and nationalities.

APPORTIONMENT OF LOSSES UNDER
NON-CONCURRENT POLICIES.

In the JourxaL oF Commerce of the Ist
January last, we gave our views rogarding
the apportionment of Fire Losses under
non-concarrent policies, reviewing an ad-
dress by Mr. Henry Lye on the subjedt,
before the Institute of Accountants, in
Toronto, and we have now hefore us an-
other reply to the sume address, by Mr.
William Powis, entitled, * Adjustment of
Average,” upon which we propose to offer
a few remarks. ’

To begin with let us lay down what
app-urs to us to be the correct meaning as
to the “liability ™ of a policy, and in re-
peating that *no policy can bear a greater
dability than the total amount of such
policy ” we are glad to perceive that Mr.
Poywis agreos with us, in opposition to Mr.

Lye, though both of these gentlemen seem
to qualify their statements (from different
standpoints) by adding the term ¢initinl” -
before the word liability.—In place of the
said term “initial” we prefer that of
“total,” inagmuch as it represents the full
extent to which the policy can be called
upon, whether other policies exist or do
pot exist on the same property, in other
words, while the contribution to o loss is
altered by the existence of other policies,
the lability wpon which such contribution
calculated remains unchanged. We next
come to what is known as the contribution
clause, which reads to this effect—%TIn
ca e of the existence of any other insur-
ance or insurances on the property hereby
covered, this Company shall be liable only
to pay n rateable proportion of any loss or
damage which may be sustained along
with the office or oflices interested,” and
as an interprgtation of the expression
“rateable? we believe we cannot do better
than adopt that set down by Mr. Bunyon
in his “ Law of Fire Insurance,” which is
as follows, “ the wrd ‘rateable’ in the
condition refers to the dmount ot the lia«
bility of the respective offices upon the
asc-rtanined loss; and not to the possible
liability upon the sums assured.” Having
already, in our issue referred to, held by
Mr. Hore’s rules respecting a policy’s lia-
bility, there is no difliculty in arriving at
the apportionment of a loss under non-
concurrent policies, and we hegrtily con-
cur with Mr. Powis in his Role No, 6 for
such policies, that * the insurcd must take
all consequences of the injudicious or
unfortunate arrangement of his Insurance
contracts.” '

In the exaple given by Mr. Lye, viz,
a loss of $26,250 divided equally on five
heuses, or $5,250 on each, with insurances
18 follows = —

contribution of each policy. Mr. Powis
does not stop there, but finding ihat,
owing to the insured’s method of taking
out his policies, house No. 4 and 5 have
been under insured, while No. 1, 2.and 3
are over insured, proceeds to apply the
unexhausted portions of those policies
covering a part or the whole of Loth the
over insured and under insured property,
to the latter in order to reduce the loss to
the insured, in spite of that loss heing

In conclusion we would point oul that
the argnment maintaining that when the
insured holds non-nverage policies {o the
extent'of his loss no apportionment must
be made which does not give full in-
demnity, should only hold good in the
event of all policies being eoncurrent; as
otherwise a portion of the loss may he
‘instired (o a needless extent leaving an-
olher portion . insufliciently covered, of
whieh Mr ILye’s example is a good
instance, and surely the insured, not the
companies, should be responsible for the
Sormner's blunders.

This seem to he the only point of difler-
enve belween Mr, Powis and ourselves in
the apportionment of these non-conenrrent
policies.

SUMMER TOILITS.

The opening days of all {he leading
dressmaking eslablishments are now over,
and the arvay of imported sample toilels
shown far exceeds, both in richiness of
material and excellence of design, the im-
portations of any previous season.

An inspeetion of the model {oilels shows
that, in most cases, the hodices are cut
short {0 exaggeration on the hips, the
“Judiec” bodice basque, whieh appears to
be the latest style, having a full plaited
postillion back and being cut with a V,
tilled in with asilk tulle tucker, and held
af the throat by a wide dog collar of pearl
or bead network. A large number of round
waists are also shown, mest slyles having
half open corsages with chemiseties russe,
Plastrons of lace, or plaited or full Fedorn
vest fronts fislened to an inner waist, thus
allowing the corsage;to fall gracefully on
caeh side of the vest.  The vest is outlined

with one, Lwo, or sometimes three rows of

ruby, pearl; jet or amber-beads, and- the
corsage is invariably accompanied by .a
dog collar of nickel or of heads to mafch
those on thetvedt ' he sleeves ard short
and .ornaihented "witli- "m(etul ahou"lder
l\nnts of ribhon. . il

Some of the:new polommos shownhare
cut in princess style, with the bodice ‘pait
V-shaped'both: back and front, the wvin-
dyked portion and also the capsleeves
embroidered antl - edged with béais: The
front reaches cuite to the foot of the nndér
dress and at the side is glaslied the full
length to show the- trimmed skirt under-
neath. At the back the drapery falls in
straight folds, having a full box plait in
the centre with flat kilts at each’ side.
This drapery rcaches down to the knife
pleated balayeuse of the under dress.

Some of the mew waistcoats are cut
longer than in the French styles, and are
modelled on the long wa'stcoats of the
Gieorgian period. -They have wide pockeb
flups set several inches below the waistline
on the sides and have the whole vest rich-
ly decorated with narrow strips of velvet
or bands of flat silk cord passementerie.
Vests of cream or milk white silk promise
to be very fashionable; especially when
worn with dark dresses of woul or sillke
They are shown in many styles cither
pleated from the throat down or cut plain.
Some styles are trimmed’ with gold or
silver braid, others have bands of very
narrow velvet, while others show simply a
row of mother of pearl buttons. Some
pearl edged vests have taken the popular
fancy very well, while bead embroidered
or silk embroidered slyles are much
admired. TFull Molieré vesls of soft white
China erape and kindred fabrics are” nsed
with evening dresses of black faille, satin
or lace. The combination with the addi-
tion of large clusters of white roses form-
ing one of the “magpie” toilets which wre
one of the lancies of the present seas~n,
A large fan of black and white gauze com-
pletes the costume,

The Laveuse tunic st'll retains its popu-
larily as an overdress in spring fabrics.
T is canght up at both sides and fustened
under the back puff in imitation f the
manner in which a country girl tucks up
her dress.  The front breadihs are cut
almost as long as the under dress, joined
to the side breadths and fastened at the
back by asash or wide loops of the dress
material.  The deep upturned portion of
the front of the tunic ie faced with a con-
trasting fabrie and color, and forms one of
the striking features of the costume.

The most important feature of new
skirts is the appearance of width and
boufluney given in all styles. This fulliess
is merely apparent, however, as the -diess
is made up over a foundation skirt which
remains very narrowly gored, often not
more than iwo yards and three-eighths
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-round the lower edge. - The back breadths
of this skirt have two steel springs across
to make them bouflant and it is on this

:that the full skirt,:which usually consisis
of Jengthwise plaitings varlousl) arranged,
is finally draped. :

- Among other novelties san I‘ ll"]lSh house
_has sent over for driving wear a number
of handsome coals, in Buttenburg style,
cut double breasted, hade short and half
- fitsing in the back, and composed of a dark
“blue eloth finely barred with bair lines of
vivid Neapolitan cardinal.

Tor morning wear, tailor-made dresses
are now made in striped trousering; the
underskirt having the stripe horizontal
while the tunie displays the stripe placed
vertica'ly.  Above the skirt is worn a
tight-fitting twilled cloth coat, double-
breasted but cut out from the throat sufli-
ciently to show a white linen collar-and
front. Around this collar i white silk or
fancy colored tie is worn, fastened in posi-
tion by a horseshoe pin. A plain straw
hat of the same color as the dress, trimmed
with a broad corded silk ribbon ending in
a large bow at the back, is intended to be
worn with these costumes. TFor those
ladies who do not care for trouserings,
Dufferin cloths, Killarney cheviots, bouclé
goods, Rob Roy tweeds or Hetherico tuft-
ed fubrics may be substituted, the colors
affected being bronzes, gray, tan and
berge tints, dark bLlue and cardinal, and
the always stylish moss and myrtle greens.
Olive, doe color, cresson, pale almound,
cream and garnet are also worn,

Advices from Iiurope state that the
craze for low-cut corsages which prevailed

last winter will have ils effect upon day

dresses during the ensuing summer and
will bring sheer lace and muslin guimpes
into more general use. TFushionable ex-
tremists will use them also for sireet
dresses in sultry weather, cutting down
the linings of the costume low in the neck,
and omitting them altogether in the
sleeves. DBoth full waists and smooth
basques will be worn and as a splendid

variety of sashes, 1 canvas and embroid-
cred goods, are now offered, it is probuble
.that round waists will he worn more this
seagon than last summer,

Some Dbeautiful models are. shown in
leagowns. One was made of white foulard
exquisitely brocaded with pink apple
blossoms. The front was made in princess
shape, with a deep yoke of rich lace, and
opened widely over a slip quite separate
from the gown and fastened with pearl
buttons down the back. The foulard was
laid in three box plaits arranged so as to
taper and adjust themselves closely to tl.e
form to the waist where ribbons of pink
sutin held the plaits in place. The sleeves
wera half long, of lace to match the yoke,
and bordered with lace frills headed by a
band of embroidered foulard. A broad

band of embroidered blossoms, worked in
shaded pink silk, was worked down the
centre of each of the box plaits and
coquilles of lace were arranged down each
side of the gown. A lace hood, pointed
like a capote, hung down the back almost
to the waist. Dresses of lace, striped and
figured' gauzes, and other transparent
textiles, promise to be.very fashionable,
and for wear under these nothing will be
more popular than the new summer satins
which are now shown in a number of pale
rose and exquisite mauve tints. Primrose,
amber, corn yellow, cameo and new gold
are the favorites for slips under black lace
toilets, while pearl, dove gray and violet
are much used in quieter styles. With
these dresses the new summer wraps
made with stole fronts, with a deep
Charles IX collar and richly bordered sabot
sleeves, will be very appropriate, while the
richness of the material and the depth of
coloring of these garments give a most
handsome appearance to the costume,
These wraps are trimmed with rich lace
and rosary beads and are beautifully em-
broidered in applique or soutache work.

NEWFOUNDLAND MATTERS.

The first direct steamer of the season
had on board Sir Georze Des Vieus, the
new Governor of Newfoundland, who was
received with marked coldness by -the
islanders, probably on account of the re-
membrance of the interference with the
appointment of Sir Ambrose Shea, while
the conduct of that gentleman in being the
first to welcome the new Governor to his
future residence, and to offer all assistance
in his power to smooth his path, shows a
chivalrous generosity not ofien met with
in these degenerate days. Among the
Governot’s party was Mr. E. B. Tennell,
C. B, one of the negotiators of the unfor-
tunate TFrenrh Shore Conventien, who
visits the island upon the hopeless task of
endeavoring to reason the Legislsture into
the aceeptance of that arrangement, and to
explain any obscurities and smooth away
rny misunderstandings that may have
arisen.

The sending of such an able diplomatist
shows conclusively how anxious the Im-
perial Government is to myrange a modus
rivendi on which the conflicting interests of
the two nations could lse arranged, but, in
view of the present feeling of the New-
foundlanders, unless Mr. Pennell is empow-
ered to make considerable alterations and
modifications in the textof the convention,
it is evident that he will return unsuceess-
ful. There is no doubt that some of our
leading stutesmen express the same views
on the subject as have from time to time
beengiven in these columns, and state that
it ig the fairest arrangement that could be
be made upon the basis of preserving the

present treaties intact; but the trouble is,
that the average Newfoundlander abso-
lutely ignores these treatics, which he de-
nounces as entirely absclete and opt of
date, and consequently will never accept
any arrangement based on the full recog-
nition of their clauses. To sneh an extent
has popular clamor ar‘sen that the people
residing on the French shore have been
holding indignation meetings at which the
convention was vehemently denmunced,
while the local press teems with letters
from correspondents uaiting in its con-
demnation.  Fortunately for the public
peace the privilege of the shore fisheries is
vearly bLecoming of less value to the
French, and it is therefore probable that
before long they may be induced by com-
pensation in some other direetion to resign
their treaty rights and confine themselves
strictly to the bank fishery.

The bait question has also cropped up
again, and considerable irritation has been
created this year by the action of the
French fishermen, who, instead of ag nsnal
‘awaiting the arrival of Newfoundlaud fish-

“ing vessels with bait for sale in the harhor

of St. Pierre, this year proceeded direct to
Fortune. Bay and purchased their bait
there. Over 100 French vessels were en-
gaged-in hauling bait there between the
5th and 12th of April, and as there is a
local statute against hauling herrings or
taking them away in bulk before the 1Sth
April, resolulions have been introduced
into the Tegislative Council protesting
against their conduct as an unjustifiable
violation of the rights of the colony within
its - territorial waters, and an evasion of
local statutes, and requesting the adminis-
trator to bring the matier under the notice
of the Imperinl Government, with a view
to prevent a repetition of such acts, which,
if permitted, would to a considernble ex-
tent hamper the Government in its deter-
mination to enforce the stipulations of the
treaty of 1818, which prohibit the United
States fishermen from entering Newfound-
land harbors in order to obtain hait.

There appears to he throughout the

island, and indeed throughout the Domin-
ion, a fixed and unanimous determination
to enforce rigorously the stipnlations of the
convention of 1818, and to prohibit the en-
trance of American vessels into Canadian
harbors for any other purpose than for
purposes of shelter, or for obtaining wood
and water. Rarely has public opinion
been so undivided and amongsi all classes
of men and all branches of the press there
is but one view expressed, and that is that
the Government must be sustained in its
demands for the full rights to which the
country is entitled, and in insisting on the
preservation of Canadian fisheries from the

-

un’icensed poaching of unscrupulous Awer. |

ican fishermen.
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TIHE BANK STATEMIENTS.

The stataments of the chartered hanks,
for the end of April,show that the ordinary
contraction of the circulation, ugnal during
the month had gone on to some extent,
the figures for April being $678,000 less
than those of the previous month, Deposits,
on the other hand, have increased $1,146,-
000, excluding thoge of the 'rovincial and
Dominion Governments, which are stations
ary.

Loans to the pnblichave increased nearly
$2,000,000, & movemeni which may he
oxpected at this soagon, when the accumu-
lations of products of all kindg in the hands
of those who ship by water have reached
their maximum, and when, in addition,
those who do ship by rail hold back for the
lowor freight rates which water competi-

tion brings. The value of the grain, tim-
ber, &e¢., &, on hand on the first of May,
and largely carried on eapital lorrowed
f om hanks, is very great.

The funds for these increased supplies to
the public were drawn mainly from abroad,
vhe net foreign balances showing # decrease
for the month of $1,483,000.

There is nothing in the statement of an
abnormal character. The movements are
all such as are looked for at the season,
The returng, while indicating a more ac-
tive demand for monev, seurcely furnish a
reason for the stiflening of rates which has
been going on during the present month in
a very marked degree.

The first of the annual reporis of our
banking institutions each year is that of
the Bank of Montreal, which is usually re-
garded a8 an indication of the course of

banking profits for the year. That for
1885-6 is generally regarded as salisfactory,
without being in any way remarkable:
The net earnings, after paying 11 per cent.
for the year to the stockholders, providing
for a liberal bonus to the officers, and a
large portion of the expense incurred in
improving the Montreal office, and rebuild-
ing that in Toronto, leaves over half a mil-
lion dollars in profit and loss account as a
fund for the equalization of dividends. In
view of the acknowledged dullness of trade,
and the scanty profits of general business,
this is certainly a very substantial show-
ing. We hope the other banks will do pro-
portionately as well. _

T CUSTOMS SEIZURE —Smce our last issue,
Messrs. Paterson, Kissock & Co., whether or
not influenced by the criminal prosecutions
instituted ngainst their senior, we do not say,
have arrived at & ‘temporary agreement with
the Customs authorities. The firm has paid
in the sum of about $2,000 and meantime an
investigation is to be made inlo their methods
of passing entries, but this investigzation will
be considerably embarrassed by the fact thut
the records of their business up to the 1st of
January lust have been destroyed. In the in-
terim the cases against Mr. Andrew Paterson
have been continued until further instructions
are received from the Gustoms Department.

In the House at Otlawa Mr. M. H. Gault M P,
in calling the attention of the Govermment
to the case, said that it was confidently stated
that the Government had compromised the
matter on payment of $2,000 on the suggestion
of the English creditors. He would like to
know ifthe Government had compromised
the malter, and if theiv officers were author-
ized to compromise matters of this kind with-
out consulting the Minister of Customs. TFor
years while Montreal merchants had been sell-
g goods at no profit others had been selling
them 5, 10 and 12} per cent. cheaper than
they were, and it now came out how this was
done. In behalf Lof the honest merchants,
therefore, he would like to ask whether the
matter had Leen compromised or not. He
considered that no compromise should take
place in matters of this kind and the Govern-
ment would not be doing its duty in acting in
such 4 manner, Hon. Mr. Bowell replied :
In veference to the seizure hic was notin o
position to give that information which he
hoped to be able to bring down in a few duys.
The frauds were discovered by a special agent
of the department, who demanded fo see the
books. This was rcfused by the firm and it
beeame a question whether or not the author-
ity wvested in the officers of the Customs by
the act should bo exercised without the inter-
ference of the civil authorities, or whether the
civil authorities could issue a cerlain process
to prevent the officers from earrying ont what
they believed to be their duty.  Another ques-
tion arose as v whether the ofiicers lhiad the
right to s¢ize goods wkich had heen impro-
perly entered or which had been smuggled
into the country. While the negotiations were
going on, a representative of the English cre-
ditors called upon him and desired to enter
into an arrangement by which the business
should not beclosed. He replied to their re-
quest that the vnly arcangement he could make
would be on condition that Messrs. Paterson,
Kissock & Co., should acknowledge the nu-
thority of the Customs and should submit to
have their - books examined and surrender all
the invoices which were in thelr possession in
order that a full investigation should be had.
1% then transpired that the books and perhaps
some of the invoices had been destroyed. He
then suggested that the firm should make g
full statement of their affnirs and if necessary

-

that a statement should be promrcd from the
creditors in England of the extent of their
business with the firm so as to assfst the in-
vestigation. Upon no other consideration .
would he agree te vuy propesition. No in-
structions have been given by him for a com-
promise of any kind, and no compromise has
been made that he had any knowledge of, but
he would in a few days be able to give further
information to the House on the subject.

Notwithstanding the foregoing, it is freely
stated in mereantile cireles that the firm have
the assurance of a clever and influential mnem-
ber of parlimment that the matter has been
definitely scttled, and that they shall hear no
more about it ag far as the Government or the
authorities are concerned. It is perhaps, for-
tunate for one or two other concerns that [if]
the matter is being allowed to drop.

A NEw aweeTENER—The altention of the
brewing interests of Great Britain bas for
some time been directed towards the discovery
of some substance, antiseptic in its quullhea
which might adv untugcously take the place of
sugar; this substance it is claimed has now
been successfully manufactured, though at
present the high cost prevents its success Jos
a commercial article. The raw materinl is
conl tar and the sweeiening substance is
known to chemists by ,the somewhat formi-
dable title of benzoyl sulphuric imide, but for
commereial purposes it i8 proposed to cull it
saccharine. Tt presents the appearance of a
white powder, closely resembling crushed
sugar, but is about 250 times sweeter than the
best cane or.beet sugar.  One part ndded to
1,000 parts of glucose, forms a mixture which
is quite as sweet as ordinary sugar, while the
sume wmount will sweeten 10,000 pavts of
water. [t erystallizes from its aqueous solu-
tion in thick short prisims2which are soluble
with difficulty in cold water but dissolve
readily in hot water, alcohol, ether, glucose,
glycerol, and similar solvents. While inten-
sely sweet, it is endowed with moderately
strong antiseptic qualitics and possess the
remarkable quality of not undergoing decom-
position in the humnun body, bLut pnsses
through the system and is eliminated without
undergoing any change, This property will
render it valuable for medicinal purposes in
cases where the use of sugar is not permissible,
Its value for commercinl purposes is ucknow-
ledged and the Brewers' Guardian says : « This .
new compound will be of great interest to
brewers, for not only ig it'perfectly'wholcsome,
but it possesses, in addition to its intensely
swecet taste, decided antiseptic propertics, and
therefore may be usefully and advantageously
added to beer.”

The draft was sent the
sume day to London, reaching the Bank of
Montreal there on the morning of the 20th.
On that day the Malbon Bank closed its doors
and the draft was dishonored and charged
buck by the defendunts to the Imperial Bank,
und by the ITmperinl Bank to plaintifls, who
brouglit suit, contending that the note ou the
fuce of the draft habitually used Dy the Mahon
Bank was taken withont oljection Ly the de-
fendants as payment of the deaft, and that the
draft was in eflect paid on. presentation at the
Bank of Montreal in Toronto, and payment
could not be afterwards revoked by chiging
back the draft.  Judgment was given against
the pluintifis, hut as the words on the face of
the draft were well caleulated to mislead and
had cused this difficulty and litigation, and
as defendants contributed lo raise this difli-
cully and cuuse this litigation by permitting
the drawing of the cheque. His Lovdship
would not give defendants costs.
