Midland harbour is the finest and best sheltered on these waters The
lake tralhc ,s enormous, the largest steam barges and sailing vessels from
Port Arthur and Duluth, unloading their immense cargoes of grain into the I
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iniimmoth Giand Trunk elevators for transhipment to the Atlantic seaboard,
and reloading with lumber for Buffalo, Chicacro, and westein jwrts.

Midland contains comfortable hotels, good stores and is the centre of a
splendid hunting, fishing and tourist campers" country.

Another large industry has lately been added to the growing and
prosperous town, that of the Canada Furnace Co., of which John^Drummond,
of Montreal, is president.

ANDERSON'S FISH PRESERVES, GEORGIAN BAY.
While an abundance of fish is to be found in almost all the northern

waters of Ontario, still it is well worth while knowing that within short
distance of Toronto, there is a first-class, extensive, private fish pi-esei've.
This is known as Anderson's, and consists of a beautiful lake 2i miles long
by 2 miles wide. It is situated 3 miles from Muskoka Mills on the (Georgian
Bay—inside channel. The railway point is either Midland or Penetjuio-

thence by S.S. "City of Toronto," of the Northern Navigation Comtmny, to
Muskosh Dock, or by S.S. "Masonic"—excursion boat—daily from Penetang,
direct to Anderson's wharf at fishing grounds. This lake is well stocked
with Black Bass, ranging from two to five pounds; Pickerel (dore) two to
eight pounds; Maskinonge, up to twenty-five pounds. The water is of
various depths, down to eighty feet, affording abundant feeding grounds and
a natural fish hatchery. The shores are deeply indented with picturesque
bays and inlets and the surface of the lake is dotted with numerous well-
wooded islands.

The property comprises in all 2,000 acres, the densely wooded shores
affording co'<^r for deer, bear, foxes, partridge, and fur-beaiing animals.
There is good duck shooting in the fall. There is accommodation for a
limited number of fishing jMirties and tourists at rates from $l.oO i)er day,
including fishing privileges.

This latter
class of accommodation is the distinguishing feature of Orillia's bid for the
tourist trade, the Board of Trade having persuaded many of the best homes
in the town to take in summer toui'ists, at very reasonable rates, and having
})repared a list of these lioardiug pLiees whicli will be gladly forwarded l)y

the Secretary to anyone who may apply for it. Orillia is also making "a

specialty of I'enting furnished residences (many of them splendidly appoin'ted
homes, fi-om which for one reason or another the owners ai'e to be absent for
the sunnner) and furnished cottages, and quite an array of these were
ottered through tlie Board of Trade this spring. In view of the large
amount of sjKice devoted to the subject in last year's (Juide, it is scarcely
necessary to state at length Orillia's many attractions and advantages as a
summer resort. Suffice it to say that for beauty of scenery, healthfuluess
of surroundings and opportunities of enjoyment it is unsurpassed, while in
the combination of all the comforts of civilization with the freedom from
restraint that makes roughing it popular, Orillia occupies a }X)sition that is

(juite uniciue.

Built upon a jieninsula between Lakes Simcoe and Couchiching and
fanned by the breezes of both lakes, this charming summer resort is always
cool. It may be added that additional means of amusement are being piovided
for this season. For one thing, two new steamers have been built to ply on
lakes t'ouchiching and Simcoe, making four excursion boats of various sizes
with Orillia as their headciuarters. For another, a Canoe Club has been
organized, which ))romises to provide abundance of aquatic sport. Consid-
eralile improvements have also been made in the town's beautiful lakeside
resort, Couchiching Beach Park, which, by the way, otfers unrivalled
attractions as an objective for excursions.

MONTREAL.
The city of Montreal, the conunercial metro])olis of Canada, is liuilt on

an island, bearing the same Jiame, and formed l)y the confluence of Uvo of

Canada's noblest streams ; the Ottawa washing the north shore, and the St.

Lawrence the south shoi'e. This island is thirty miles long by ten wide.

Tlie city itself is built for three miles along the river front, the

numerous quays and wharves ju'esenting a Inistling and interesting scene.

It <- tends north to the foot of the mountain where are located the principal

residential streets. The views and drives to be enjoj-ed at the summit of

the mountain, 700 feet above the level of the I'iver, are exce])tionally fine

and are enjoyed alike by resident and visitor. Montreal is notal)ly a
beautiful city during the summer season.
