FINANCIAL EXPERT
ISSUES WARNING

Mortgage on Canada’s Future
Must Be Met - by

Production.

In an addres on “The Function of
Loaning and Investment Companies,’” at
a dinner following the annual gathering
of the Dominion Mortgage and Investi-
ment Association, Dr, Adam Shortt ex-
pressed the opinion thgt financial con-
ditions in Canada today were unduly in-
flated. 'The government had béen coin-
pelled to borrow vast sums of money to
carry on the war. Altho high prices and
high wages were being paid the future
had been mortgaged. In the long run
payment in full would have to be made
by preductive work.

The newly-elected president of the as-
sociation, E. M. Saunders,. proposed the
toast of Canada, to which Dr. Adam
Shortt responded.

Reports presented at ~the business
meeting in the morning by the executive
committee showed that the association
had had a busy year. The retiring presi-
dent, Hume Cronyn, in his address stat-
ed that thru the agency of loan, trust
and insurance companies in  Canada,
subscriptions had been made to the last
victory loan to.the amount of $134,680,%
6563. He expressed disapproval of the
Dominion and Provincial governments’
policy in advancing money for faim oper-
ations, claiming that they had not ob-
served the laws. As$oon as conditions
became more normal he hoped that the
meratorium legislation would. be allowed
to lapse. .

Mr, Cronyn criticized the farm loan
associations -of Alberta and Saskatche-
wan, which he said were maintained by
these governments at the expense of the
taxpayer. He paid a tribute to the work

‘of  John  Appleton, secretary of the as-

sociation, saying that so long :as Mr.
Appleton’s services = were retained, the
association would prosper.

IS INTERESTING STUDY

Church or sacred architectiire was
the subject . of Prof. Spuairs address
at ‘the Electrie Club»/yeaterday.

Once women wers given the vote it
would have been absurd to deny them
theqight to be represented by per-
sons/ of their own sex® It is a leng
time since parliament refused to
regard a womam as a person. Per-
haps that's why the word came to be
considered an opprobrious epithet.
“Who are you calling a person?” is a
question enshrined in Jght literatuve.
Now every intelligent woman aspires
to-be a person within the meaning of
the act, and the provincial govern-
ment, realizing, no doubt, the strength
of the vote enfranchised last year,
have taken the next [ogical step.

THE MAID QUESTION—A HOUSE-
KEEPER'S VIEWPOINT.

Editor World: Having for the most
part of thirty-five yYeag's kept three
maids, and -always two, * and having
had little or no trouble in that time,
it cannot be said that I'am dissatis-
fied with them, especially ‘as the time
they have remained with me has been
years rather than months. I also
think it will be admitted that I have
bad some experience in that time, The
principal trouble lies, T think, with the
mistresses who have no knowledge of
housekeeping, or the rearing of chil-
dren. Iveryone knows of homes made
unhappy by young wives who, just be-
cause they have never been taught
even the rudiments of housekeeping,
have no idea of managing a house,
much less the children God has given
them.

If it were made absolutely compul-
sory that girls were taught house~
keeping, and the care of. children, and
made to understand that that is their
true God-given vocation in life, no
matter what-their station or financial
standing might be, there would be
fewer unhappy- married lives and
homes. If this could be accomplished
I really believe there would be no
trouble with th¢ maids, for the mis-
tresses would then know, as many of
them do not know now, just how long
and how much energy weuld have to
be spent over any particular piece of
work. Their not knowing is often the
reason of the maids thinking the miis-
tresses inconsiderate. Let every wome-
an, young and old, learn every detafy
about housekeeping, and the rearing of
children, and then if she will exercise
the proper consideration she will ahve
no difficulty with her maids.

Now as to the maids themselves, I
speak from personal knowledge. By

far the larger number of maids who
reed medical attention are.those who
work in factorics offices and shops,

than dny other class. Those who do
housework have better food and live
in warmer houses than the others,
who are compelled to live very often
in second or third rate boarding houses,
Which. think you, will be the happier
husbands,’ those who marry girls who
know -nothing of Aousekeeping, or
those who marry girls well trained in
housework?

Having done parish visiting in the
homes of the s6-called working class-
es, I can assure my readers that: in
inany cases the condition. of such
homes is pitiable -owing, in almost
every case, to the lack of knowledge
on the part of the wife and mother,
as to how a house should be run. Of
course, one does see wonderfully well
kept houses, but on enquiry, one will
nearly always find that.the wife was
well trained in housework before her
marriage. ‘What possible knowledge
o2 housekeeping can a girl have who
has always worked in a factory oy
shop? Many more happy homes and
husbands would resnlt, if these girls
had spent their time, before marriage,
in domestic_service, and so learn good
housekeeping, which makes for hap-
piness.

How any right-minded girl can
think it fair to demand $15 a week,
especially as many of them are most
inefficient, and then not expect to
work on Sunday, is not to be under-
stood.

Just think of the mother of young
¢hildren who is longing for a little
quiet time with her husband on the

Please remember that this nursery
is not an innovation of the last three
or four days, but is something which
has been in existence for some con-
siderable period.

CHATHAM WITNESSES
AWARD FOR HERDISM

‘Five Thousand See Victoria Cross
Presented to Parents of
Corpl. H. G.- B. Miner.

Chatham, March 28.—Before a
crowd of five thousand, which pack-
ed the armories to capacity this
afternoon, Brig.-Gen, L. W. Shannon
presented the Victoria Cross and the
French Croix de Guerre to Mr. and
Mrs. John Miner, parents of the late
Corp. Harry Garnet Bedford Miner,
who, tho mortally wounded, _distin-
guished himself on the field  of honor.

Previous to the presentatiop, Mayor
Hammond announced that “the city
authorities had purchased a home for
the aged parents of the late hero, on
Stanley avenue, where they will live
in future. Before handing the Vie-
toria Cross and the French Croix de
Guerre to Mr. Miner, Genera} Shan-
non read the following extract from
army orders, referring to the late
Corporal Miner's bravery:

His Exploits.

“Awarded the Victoria Cross——\o
823028, .Corporal Harry Garnet Bed.
ford Miner, late of the 58th, Battalion,
Central Ontario Regiment. For valor
during operations against the Gefman
lines, August 8, 1918, near Demuin.
Corporal Miner was with his com-
pany in the initial attack 'on the Ger-
man outpost lines, He received a
severe wound in the head and shoul-
der at the commencement of the op-
erations, b1t refused to withdraw.
He then 'rushed 'a German machine
gun .post single handed, killed the en-
tire crew,-qand turned the gun which
he captured, on the enemy. After-
wards he, with two others, attacked
another German machine gun post,
and succeeded in putting the gun out
of action. Corporal Miner single-
handed then rushed a German bomb-
ing post, which was aboat twelve
strong. He bayoneted two of the
garrison and put the remainder to
flight. At this post the gallant n.c.o,
was mortally wounded by a German
cylindrical stick. He was carried
out and evacnated, later being re-
ported as ‘died of wounds, August 8,

1918, by the 6th Casualty Clearing
station.”
