Their New Football Rules.

New York, Jan, 27.-—The National Inter-
collegiate ¥ootball Rules Committee an-
nounced to-night thre adoption of new rules,
which 1t is belteved will eliminate brutality
from the game. Before becoming law the
rules are to be ratified by the committee
two weeks hence,

It was decided that striking with fists,
elbow, knee or deliberstely kicking an op-
ponent shall be punishable by disqualifica-
tion for the rest of the game, and the
offending team shall lose half the distance
to its own goal line. A substitute shall be
allowed in place of the player disqualified.

The player being disqualified twice in a

shall’ be pended from playing for
one year from date on the second offence,

For unnecessary roughness, such as strik-
ing. the runner with the ball in the face
with the hand, meeting with the kmee. pil-
ing up, striking with the locked hands of
linemen in -breaking thru, tripping, tack-
ling runner when out of bounds, and all
acts of unnecessary roughness, the penalty
shall be a loss of 15 yards, .

For uns manlike conduct, including
abusive or’insulting language to opponent or
officials, a g‘enllty of suspension for re-
mainder of y.

It shall be the duty of all the officlais
to penalize for the above offence, Flayers
of the side that has possession shall not
hold, “lock or . otherwise obstruet, except
with the body, but a player runnipg with
the ball may ward*off an opponent with his
hands. Holding or unlawful obstruction
includes (a) grappling the opponent with
hands,| (b) placing hands on opponéent to
push hi maway from a player. The definition
of holding was finally held over until the
vext meeting for funther discussion.

There shall be no tackling _below tne
Knee, except by the men on the' scrimmagze
line on defence, and of these the two men
on the ends of théh lh:‘e of scrimmage can-
not tackle below the knee.

The 10-yards-gain rule was fully discussed,
but no decision was arrived at.

Halifax, Jan. 29.—(Special.)—The
tarifr rs met this morning.

it would be to secure British West
Indies trade. About $941,000 of im-
ports came into Canada from the Brit-
ish West Indies via the United States.
He also referred to questions of steam-
ship subsidies. If the change sug-
gested be carried out, these steamship
lines would come here without the sub-
ventions now paid. Subsidies to freight
lines could be cut off altogether. The
same argument applied to the railways.
The IC.R. must remain the property
of the country.; |All railways must
have reasonable facilities, = -

‘Mr. Fielding asked if any company
had a grievance, and Clayton replied
“the C.P.R.” Mr. Fielding said the
C.P.R. could get the use of the L.C.R.
on reasonable terms to come to Hali-
fax. W. H. Johnson said he had been
in Montrealslately and talking to Mr,
MeNicol, who said the C.P.R. had not
been wable to make satisfactory ar-
rangements to get into Halifax, which
they would like to do. Mr. Fielding
said the C.P.R. had made no proposals,

As to steel shipbuilding Ald. John~
son said that when the government
alds this industry, Halifax, Dartmouth
and Nova Scotia will all aid it. The
government gave bounties to railways
in an unexplored country; he wanted
a bounty given to this red in-
dustry, which would bring Nova Scotia
back to her prominent position in ship-
building. -

In 1874 the total number of ships
built in Canada showed 190,756 tons;
in 1904 the total number was 18,654 tons.
This, loss was not due, of course, to
egisation, but to conditions which
have altered. We had to compete with
Great Britain, with cheap labor and
cheap raw material, and the industry
very. heavily capitalized.
