The executive of the company weigh-
ed carefully all the contingencies that
might aiise and their plant includes
bne complete outfit for a machinery
shop, rendering it Independent of out-
side help for repairs.

The pldnt: includes two eighty hoise
power return tubular boilers which
weigh about six tons each; one 1160
feet c¢ross compound compressor, se-
veral holsts, - including one 10 x 12
Jenks holst and many other items
which make it one of the most ex-
tensive in the north,

Night will be turned into day at the
Bartlett Mines by a complete electrical
plant, which will ‘enable two or three
shifts of men to work 24 hours per
day. This outfit includes a 14 kilowatt
dynamo, and all the necessary equip-
ment for lighting the bulld! and
mines, and the working of 't‘{: ma-
chinery by electricity.

‘Forty-two horses were employed last
week alone getting-in the machinery.

FRENCH SENATE DISCUSS
NEW TRENTY WITH GANIDY

Ministar of Commerce-Says Tariff
War is the Alternative—Argu-
ments of Opposition.

PARIS, March 30,—Discussing. the
Franco-Canadian 'tteaty in the senat:

to-day, Minister of Commerce Cruppi
{nsisted that every rich country in the
rorld #hould be a client of France,
and he described the development of
the United States as the ‘‘greatest
econemic event of the last century.”

He sald that great development in
Canada could be expected, and. that
the sénate must chpove between the
adoption of a trealy or a war tariff,
and expressed the i opinion that the
adoption of a treaty would bring un-
doubted benefit to ¥France, .

The opposition was volced by
Edouard Fertier, who was favor of
postponing adoption, pend +he com-~
pletion of the revision of thz French
tariff. In spite of the new concessions
that Canadians ‘may not =send to
France cattle fattened for slaughter,
M, Fortier said. be - belleved . that
French cattle breeders were insuffi-
ciently protected, While French agri-
cultural interests awere liable to suf-
fer from competition with American
agricultural machihery.

¢ “tria Laurler was right in his insistence
“_that spasmodie action eould not result
in real and lasting imperial benefit,
Canada must accept her imperial obli-
gations without a grudge, and at the
same time discharge them /in the way
that will best strengthen not only im-
: perial defence, but the emplre'itlel?.‘

There should be an end, however, of
the constant reiteration of the caution
that Canada’s autoridomy must not be
fmpaired. That fundamental factor in
the policy of the imperial states has
been frankly accepted by the mothar
country and has been explicitly®recog-
&nized in the officlal and other reports
and statements made in connection
with the reorganization of the fmperial
defence forces. It is invidious to doubt

the-sincerity of the acceptance of that
postulate or to infer that the United

Kinxdorﬁ harbors any design upon its

integrity or universality. Let Canada

act upon it now that It has been for-
mulated and conceded and’ take her
place as a willing member of the im-~
perial co-partnership. That means the
arrival at some clear underxm'ﬁ(ling
egarding the duties Canada, and- the
other imperial states will have to dis
charge in connection with a well-con-
sidered scheme for mutual defence.
* This has already been in part outlined

by the imperial secretary of wui‘, and
Sir Wilfrid Laurler's resolution should
be recelved as a satisfactory assurance
that, in its own words, the most loyal
and hearty co-operation will be glven
by the Canadian people in every move-
inent for the maintenance of the in
tegrity and ghe honor of the empire,

Then it was run from Manches-
ter to Liverpool, up to the side of a
westward bound liner, stripped of its
side boards and top, hoisted bodily by
the 'lurge cranes and dropped into ihe
ship’s hold. Arriving at St John, N.B.,
the operation was reversed, the car run
qu to a flat car, billed thru to Toronto,
where the Berna expert was ready to

iyeceive it and put in thru its paces.
Bountifully spaftered with English

mud, picked up on the road from Man- |

chester to Liverpool, it stood there as
mute evidence that it was made for
business and that strength and éndur-
fnce were two of its salient features.
The car is a 26 h. p. 4-cyl, machine,

Mr. ' Flelding Explains.

In presenting his. resolution Mr.
Fielding sald It in no way interfered
with the contraet with the rallway,
but was in th€ nature of a banking
transaction, the  government propos-
ing to lend the rallway that amount of
money at 4 per cent.’ interest.

The reason for this loan to the rail-
mway was the excess of cost over the
estimate and the extengion of the prai-
rle section 130 miles. west of the point
contemplated. The company:s presant.
estimate of cost was_$34,060 per mila;
whilé the estimate of Mr, Schretber,
government engineer, was $34,048, Ac-
cording to the company’s estimate the
amount required to complete the road
would be $9,688,426.
