Copenhagen, Nov. 11. — The first
German newspapers to comment on
the Russian coup d’etat to avrive here
make no attempt to jump &3 concla-
sions looking towards speedy peace
with Russia. On the other hand the
impression prevails quite widely, that
the Maximalists ‘may be compelled by
the force of circumstances to follow
the same policy as the Kerensky re-
gime as soon, as they find a non-an-
nexation peace is not to te attained
early, by proclaiming their readiness
to.conclude such a peace.

Several newspapers refer to> the
fact that the declared policy of the
Maximalists is for a  general
peace, not a separate one. It is gen-
erally assumed, however, that the de-
velopments at Petrograd spell thé end
of the Russian army as an offensive
factor in, the present war and remnove
the last hop-g that it 'wi'l be recon-
stituted as an effective military force
or prove a serious obstacle to any
German military plans.

Tighten Immigration Laws
To Combat Feeble-Mindedness

Dr. Norman Hincks was the speak-
er at the Men's Own Brotherhood, in
Central Methodist Church, Ascot av-
enue, Harlscourt, yesterday afternoon,
the attendance being the largest for a
considerable period. Dr. Hincks' sub-
jett was “Feeble-mindedness, its Dan-
ger, Prevalence and its Cure.” “It is
estimated that there are 5000 people
of feeble mind in Toronto, and one per
cent. of the total population of all
Canada are mentally deficient,” said
the speaker, who pointed out that 52
per cent of all crimes committed ac-
cording to Dr. Gilmour, were attribut:
able to the feeble-minded, and fifty
per cent of the juvenile delinguency
to the same defect.

“Our immigration restrictions are far
too ~broad and are- a menace to the
morals of the *country,” said Dr.
Hincks. He suggested that the Can-
adian Government should enact more
stringent laws and that candidates for
parliament should be requested to
make the case of feeble minded one of
the planks in their platform. Rev.
E. Crossley Hunter, B.A., occupied the

HEALTH OF SOLDIERS

Col..G- G. Nasmith Explains Working
of Medical and Sanitary :
£on “Systems. :

“How the Healta  of the British
Army is Maintained,” formed the
theme of an interesting address given
by Col- G. G. Nasmith before the Roy-
al Canadian Institute at the Physics
Buiidings Saturday evening, before a
large gathering. The speaker. told
how in the past the history of waw
had always been also the history of
‘epidemics, and quotéd the Crimea,
when the world wasl swept by typhus
fever, the Franco-Prussian war when
smallpox was ramparnt, and the South
African war when typhoid fever
worked havoc amoag the troops. He
staled that the present war is re-
markable in that so far there has not
beer: any unusual apidemic, more par-
ticularly in the British army in the
field, and while stating this fact he
saia there were certain basic reasons
for {his absenee.” Wherever “a large
body of men was together there were
also the opportunities for disease,
-and it was dve to the perfect organ-
izations of the various departments
that come under the medical depart-
ment in the field that this state of
affairs had been made possible.

ABOUT CELERY.

In its natural habitat celery is &
bogegy soil plant. It needs moisture.
8o the celery grower goes to the muck
Jand for his soil. It is hard to drown
out the planits.

Celery plants are easy to g'mfv, but
alweys do. better when transplanted.
If the amateur wamts to be sure of his
results he must set his plants in a
trench about six inches deep. You can
buy young celery. plants for about fifty
cents a hundred. They should be
planted from- eight to ten inches apart.
Four hundred plamts should be suffi-
cient to furnish celery for a family of
five during the winter,

The trench must be soaked-and then
soaked aga-i.n. Pour in a pail of water
every night. ‘Intheé morning put in a
little loose soil on top of the wet soil.
Keep filling jn untfl the sidés are six
to eight inches high. - Then begin with
the . blanching boanﬂs —Country Gen-
tleman.
