A rap at the assessment system of in- |
surance was the feature of yesterday af-
ternoon’s session of the Insurance Com-
miesion. Superintendent Fitzgerald call-
ed it . ‘“insecure” and “undesirable” and
predicted failure for the gocieties doing
that class of an insurance business.

“T think,” he eaid, “it was a mistake
to ever allow that form of insurance busi-
ness in Canada.”

“How many companies are now doing
| such business’in the Dominion?” he was
! asked by counsel.

“There are four,” he teplied. “The In-
dependent Order of Foresters, Commere- |
jal Travellers, Woodmen of the World
and-the C. M. B. A”
| “What do you comsider to be the weak-
! ness of this plan of imsurance?” :

“They pretenfi to collect as they go
along. While the deaths are few the as-
sessments remain small but as the deaths
increase the assessment becomes larger.
Then there are complaints among the
members. The good risks drop ouf, the
bad ones stay in becauge they cannet get
insurance anywhere else. So the time
comes when these ' societies find them-
| selves in financial difficulties.”

ENGINEER PETERS MAKES
DENIAL OF STATEMENTS
OF INSPECTOR MAYES

R. H. CQualing, director of publio works,
and Hurd Petem, the clty engineer, gave
evidenoe last evening before the new whart
investigating committee. Director Qush-
ing said the diary of Inspector MoAulsy
showed that very little short Jumber hed
been: used in either erib. He said be did
uot know of any defective work and that
the city had received good value.

Engineer Peters denied the statements
of Mr. Mayes and contended that it was
Mayes’ duty not to have permitted the
changes which his diary allege were made.
Among future witnesses it is proable that
D. C. Clark, Ald. Baxter and lnspector
McAulay will give evidence.

Ald. Holder occupied the chair and all
the members of the committee were pres-
ent. About twenty citizens attended dur-

“Why then, when the specification
was drawn did it not require oedar or
spruce?”’ \

The witness replied because hemlock
was cheaper. The board approved of the
change. Nothing was said as to size but
the space was to be filled right in. No
other change was brought up. He did
not remember about any other change.

Ald. Pickett—“Not on butting instead
of lapping on No. 2 or No. 1?”

Witnese—*I did not known such a thing
was done or contemplated.”

“Do you consider the work done con-
trary to the specifications?”

“No I don’t. I consider §t a first class
job. T so told Mr. Mayes, and said the
matter should be mentioned at the board
of works. I understood from the en-
gineer he would report it to the board.”

“Has that been done?” ;

“I don’t think so. It Wwas no omission
on my part.”

“Don’t you think it was your duty to
see it was done?” :

“Not if Mr. Peters didn’t do it. It was
not my duty.” i

“Was he not delegated by yom?”

“Yes he was in charge of the work. I
think it was simply an oversight.”

“Was it not a change in -the.specifica-
tions?”’ s

“Yeﬂ-” L

“Do you think the engineer had thaf
authority?”’

“I think he bad a perfect right in a
case of emergency and then to report to
the board for their approval.”

“Wae there any emergency?”

“I don’t think there was.”

Continuing the witness said he thought
the workmanship of the cribs was good.
No. 1, however, was not now lying in a
good position. He could not say if . there
was any timber not up to specification.
He had seen -short timber in some of the
cribs.’ The specification was worded pecu-
liarly. If it were desired to hold & con-
tractor down to 22 feet lengths except for
closers_it could be done, but it would e
very unusual. He had not found out if
any timbers were short. He did not sup-
pose he would be asked the question, he
thought the information would come
through  another source. He was willing
to  take all thé responsibility the council
put on him. He did not draw the specifi-
cations for the McLeod wharf.

With reference to wane he said he
would not like to say the timber wae not
up to specification. There was any
amount of wane, but he doubted if there
was much timber less than 12 inches
square., There might be a few 'bearings
that would want looking to, but the work
was a first class job.

8. Herbert Mayes, interposing—“I wish
to ti'na’nk Mr. Cushing for that compli-
ment.”

ontinuing the witnesg said he knew
nothing of the bearings being butted. In
his opinion it would not make such a
good job. The first coursé of longitudinals
of No. 2 crib should be lapped. Had he
known they were butted he would have
stopped it. The structure would not have
as much bearing in consequence.
p Ald. Pickett—“You say Mr. Mayes did
not call your attention to it?”

Witness—‘“No, but I think you will
find it was not done.”

Ald. Pickett, with surprise—“That is a
new p!;ase. Do you mean the inspector
was mistaken?”’

_“I think if he said mearly all the lower
tier of longitudinals was butted he was
mistaken.” ‘

“Have you taken any steps to find
out??

“I have.”

“From personal knowledge.”

“No. When I put the second inspector
on I gave him a diary and same instruc-
tions as to Mr. Mayes. When he was dis-
missed the other day he returned his
diary., I have looked through it and I
'ﬁﬁld very few cases of butting, about
eight in No. 2 and ten'in No. 1.”

VVltness. added that he heard Mr.
MaYes{m%lve evidence that the timbers
were ‘butted at the angle but his infor-
mation wae that it was not the oase.

‘:]9' Pickett— “That is very import-
ant.”

., Ald. Frink—“We can get a third and
independent man later.”

In reply to further questions the wit-
ness gaid there was a great deal of short
timber in No. 2 He saw it and drew the
attention of the engineer and inspector
to it. He told the engineer it should be
reported to the board. He had not disv

d it with any ome except the con-
trattor. Personally he considered the
ehort lengths just as good. He would not
advise 12 foot lengths. It coste $0o much
money.”

“Do you mean it is
contractor’s pocket?”’

“I do not see how it can be otherwise.
It means more bolts, timber and béring
for the same price.” .

Ald. Frink referred to a statement in
tﬂ.ze press that Mr. Clark -had said = the
director told him if he did mot put short
timbers in he wou'd not pass the work.”

Witness—“No, that is a mistake. It’s
nonsense. He gaid there is no. defective
work in either crib that he knows of.

“Do you say the city is getting good
value?”’ ! ;

“I do, as far as actual value ia con-
cerned, fully up to specification.”

Ald. Frink—“Did you approve of ‘the
specifications when they were before the
committee?” :

Witness—“T was rarely consulted, when
I was I spoke freel.y ” :

The witness added that the order of
the council was for the inspector to re-
port to the director, but he could not do
everything and he delegated the engineer.

He said he thought the same departures
would have been allowed by the dominion
government,

Ald. McArthur—“Why did you delegate
your work?”

{  Witness—“I had to do so, and to whom
| should I delegate it but your city en-
| gineer?”

| 'AM. Pickelt ' drew attention {o the
fact that the city engineer was the city
official principally mentioned in the con-
tract. The city engineer and board of
works were mentioned together. The
director was not given control of the work,

Ald. Pickett asked if the director should
be questioned as to the reason for the
dismissal of "Mr. Mayes.

The committee decided that this should
be dealt with by the board of works and
ust taken up.

In reply to a question if he had any
statement he wished to make, the divector
said: “I think you have got everything'
out of me that I know abowt the work.”

In reply to Ald. Frink he e2id if a con-
tractor wanted to make a change out of,
which there would be an extra profit, he!
should insist on his putting it in writing,
but the contractor had made the changes
pot from choice but from necessity.

This concluded Mr. Cushing’s evidence.

City Engineer Peters, sworn, eaid, in re-
ply to Ald. Pickett that he had filled the
pos'tion since 1863. He had taken charge
of the Pettingill wharf, the city’s wharves
at Sand Point, she Mdleod wharf, snd thel

Director Cushing sworn, in reply to Ald.
Pickett said he had held his position since
1901. The Reed’s Point wharf, the Mec-
Leod wharf, and the preeent structures
had been built since his appointment. - He
was also engineer in charge of the Long
wharf-on the 1. C. R.. He had very httle
to do with the drawing up of the apecifica-
tions. He attended all the meetings of
the committee when he was asked. Lo
some extent he knew what was being pre-
pared and wae ‘only asked one question.
It was part of his duty to take charge of
the construction. Mr. Mayes was appoint-
ed by the council and he (the director)
sent him a letter of instroctions., He
thought the latter’ was sufficient to safe-
ghard the interests of the city. He wrote
it after mature consideration. He con-
sidered it necessary for Mr. Mayes to be
on the work the whole time. :

Ald. Pickett quoted from Mr. Mayes’
levber of instructions that he would be
expected  to give whatever extra time
might be necessary and asked what was
meant by that. The director explained be
referred to writing up. reports and coming
to city hall to report. With reference to
the instructions to Mr. Peters the witness

thing should be entered in the diary, in-
cluding conversations on the "work which
might be important.
