It is very important that the
present financial position of this fund
and its claims upon our support should
be pressed upon the attention of our
people. Mr. Ames proposed that we
adopt, as far as icable, the plan
which has been adopted in Ontario, that
of asking for subscriptions payable
monthly, while the war lasts, This
mode of payment should appeal to sub-
scribers, and it is believed will realize
a larger sum than could be obtained in
any other way.

It is further very important that we
continue to keep a strict supervision of
expenditure, and see that none ‘of the
money is wasted. In each district the
relief committee should make personal
visits to all the families receiving relief,
thoroughly investigate their condition
and be entirely satisfied that the relief
given is really needed. I would ask the
various organizations throughout the
province to renew their efforts in the in-
terests of this fund. In places where no
organizations exist, I would urge the
citizens to meet, appoint officers and
committees, and take steps that will
give every person in the province an op-
portunity to contribute to this most
worthy fund.

It
is Canada’s war as much as it is Eng-
land’s war, -and Canada is one of the
rich prizes for which Germany is fight-
ing today. It is the growing conscious-
ness of this fact that is stirring the peo-
ple, and that will bring recruits in grow-
ing numbers to the ranks of Canade’s
heroes at the front.

THIS 1S MORE DEFINITE.

An announcement in the Standard this
morning may solve a question that has
been the cause of some discussion at the
meetings of the general recruiting com-
mittee:. When the recruiting campaign
was begun, men were needed for the
55th Battalion and the filling of the
ranks of the 64th had only begun. At
that time it was expected a large draft
would be taken from the 55th, leaving
room for several hundred more men. The
draft was not taken, however, and: the
55th was very soon over strength. As a
result of the great campaign in Nova
Soctia the 64th was also very soon
brought up to strength and is now con-
siderably over-strength, but Col. Camp-
bell has authority to go on enlisting men
for another unit. What that unit will
be is perhaps explained in the announce-
ment in the Standard that Sir Sam
Hughes has asked Lieut. Col. Geo. W.
Fowler, M. P. if his offer to head a re-
giment still holds good, and Lieut. Col.
Fowler has replied that it does. It would
be very satisfactory to have the question
gettled in this way. Lieut. Col. Fowler
would be a popular officer, and it is de-
sirable in recruiting to have definite in-
formation as to the unit and the com-
manding officer. There is a rumor from

Halifax that another artillery unit from
the maritime provinces will be called
for. If so, it should be done now, when
the recruiting campaign is in full swing
and universal attention is riveted upon
the question of enlisting men for serv-
ice-

Hard times operate -as a' great cor-
rective, So long as boom conditions ob-
tained, taxes, no matter how arbitrary
or excessive, were not seriously consid-
ered. As land was owned chiefly to be
sold, taxes were disregarded. They
would have to be paid by the other fel-
low. And, anyway, a big assessment
was a good talking point,
to pay city taxes, The tax payer who
cdn afford to pay on that date is allow-
ed a discount of 10 per cent. on his gen-
eral taxes, If the land is in Point Grey
a rebate of one-sixth is allowed on pay-
ments made before September 1 and
one-twelfth if made before November 1.

'This is an inducement to prompt pay-

ment against which the ratepayers who
can afford to pay cannot complain.
Against the less fortunate it operates as
a sliding scale of increased difficulties.
The harder it is to pay, the harder are
conditions made. To show hard the
tax payer is hit, it will be noted that one
municipality has threatened, in addition
to all its other stringent statutory reme-
dies to sue delinquents. How soon do
Jjacks-in-office forget the worries of the

people.
Haphazard System

Seligman, the noted American econ-
omist, charged some time ago that Am-
erican systems of assessment and taxa-
tion are for the most part haphagard. If
America’s systems are haphagard, what
can be said of ours? In the United
States boards of assessors are made up
of trained economists, who have proved
their fitness in competitive examinations.
In the United States appeals are heard
by boards of review chosen for their ex-
pert knowledge in all matters of asssess-
ment and taxation. How is it with us?
Our assessors are as a general thing
beautifully innocent of knowledge of the
first principles of taxation. To aid them

a few real estate brokers are sometimes
called in.

We have no system whatevér and no
one of -adequate capacity to administer
it, bad as it is. When appeals are taken
they are heard by members of the mun-
icipal council who have their eyes fixed
on the needs of the corporation and care
little or nothing for justice or fair play.
The defendant appeals for justice, only
to have his case heard by the plaintiff.
Part of the civic machine fixes the taxes,
and another part decides that they are
right, very often with entire disregard
of the facts.

An appeal to the courts then lies, but
only at an expense which is generally | B8

prohibitive. Could any system be worse?
The most minute claims for ordinary
debt can only be enforced by a judge
after the exhaustion of all the evidence
/bearing on the case. Assessments entail-
ing taxes amounting to thousands of
dollars are fixed in private, secretly in
fact, and on lines that are known only
to the assessor. As a result the ratepay-
er is subjected to a heavy indebtedness

major league, under the protection of

authentic sources. In reaching the
agreement, all the details of which will
be completed at the end of the present

season, the Federals were compelled to
witlidraw their teams from Chicago and
St, Louis and give up their plan to in-
vade New York. :

These arrangements were made at a
recent meeting of representatives of the
warring factions at the Hotel Biltmore
in New York city, and the agreement
was signed by representatives authoriz-
ed by the officials of each league. The
National ‘and American league circuits
will remain just as they are, but each
major league city in organized baseball
which is represented by but one teami,
will have a Federal

city. Just how the Baltimore &nd
Newark Federal league franchises will

perfected. o

The most difficult problem that con-
fronted the peace delegates was induc-
ing the Federal league ‘to withdraw
from Chicago.
