Russians Also Record Two Victories
Over the Germans in Poland—Aus-

Petrograd, March 29—Pouring through Dukla Pass, three Rus-
sian corps of 120,000 men have captured five Hungarian towns in the
district of Saros.

‘While all eyes-are directed towards the Carpathian front and the
invasion of Hungary, two new Russian victorieg in Poland were of-
ficially reported, one on the Skwa River, and another near the Pilica.

The Russian drive through Dukla pass has resulted in the occu-
pation of Buszow by Russian troops. The advance Russian forces
entered the northern outskirts of Szvidnik on Sunday, but met de-
termined resistance, and were compelled to retire to await the arrival
of the main forces. Badbartfeld, a suburb of Bartfeld, has been en-
tered by the Russians also. Hard fighting is reported in progress
there.

London; March 29—The Times’ Petrograd correspondent says
the Austrian reinforcements artived too late to prevent the Russians
from securing command of the roads into Hungary.

The correspondent adds that the German field marshal, Von
Hindenberg, apparently has disposed of the eighth, ningh.and tenth
armies in a manner calculated to enable him to retain the defences
until larger forces or favorable cifcumstances warrant a resumption
-of the offensive.

Toronto, March 29—A London cable to the Toronto Globe says:

It now transpires that the famous submarine U-21, the officers
of which were personally decorated with iron crosses by the Kaiser,
has become part of the British navy, | :

Sunk off the west coast, somewhére near Fleetwood, about the mid-
dle of February, the U-21 was raised and taken into Barrow-in-Fur-
ness. She was very slightly damaged, although the cause of disable-
ment cannot be ascertained. In fact the whole affair is shrouded in
‘mystery, and has been one of the most closely gnarded of naval
secrets. 3 ;

Slight repairs were made, and in a very short time the U-21 was
again at sea, headed for home waters, but manned by a British crew.

Had it been possible to effect the repairs before her loss could
be learned by the German authorities, a hare-brained venture was
actually contemplated by some junior British officérs. It was nothing
less than a plan to sail the U-21 straight into. Cuxhaven or some equal-
ly important German base, and before being discovered as an enemy
craft to torpedo every German war vessel within range,

The time-elapsing between her last report to the German admir-
alty, end her readiness for departure aftér being raised and repaired,
made this plan impraeticable, and the German authorities are now
preparing to admit her loss. v

Toronto, March 29—In a carefully
worded judgment, Magistrate Rupert
Kingsford in the police court hands
down his decision in an ice cream Sun-
day selling case, brought up by Louis

WAR TAX ON MAIL "
EFFECTIVE APRIL 15

The one cent war tax on letters and
post cards will become effective on
April 15.

Wherever possible, stamps on which
the word “war tax” have been printed
should be used for prepayment of the
war tax, but should ordinary postage
stamps be used for this purpose, they
will be accepted. L

This war stamp or additional stamp
for war purposes should be affixed to
the upper right hand portion of the
address side of the envelope or post card,
close to the regular postage so that it
may be readily cancelled at the same
time as the postage.

In the event of failure to prepay the
war tax, such a letter or postcard will
be sent immediately to the mnearest
branch dead letier office.

It is essential that postage on all
classes of mail matter should be prepaid
by means of ordinary postage stamps.
The war tax stamp will not be accepted
in any case for the prepayment of post-

age,

“Thompson drained and improved the
waste land about Munich. He con-
structed and improved dwellings for the
working classes and provided for them
a practical education—the education that
now, after a hundred years of half-
hearted interest, we in America are be-
ginning to organize under the names of
‘Industrial training® and ‘Vocational
guidance.’”

TWO MORE SUNK

London, March 29.—The British
steamer A guila was sunk by a German
submarine this morning off Bishop Rock.

“Again in The Rainy Day Longfel-
low says:

Into each life some rain must fall, '

Some days be dark and dreary.

f‘Does not Tennyson tell us that, ‘all
things here are out of joint?

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The week opens with reports that are

very satisfactory to the Allies. In the
eastern war zone, where the heaviest
fighting is in progress, the Russians are
pressing steadily forward in the Car-
pathians, and hope soon to be in posses-
sion of the termini of railways running
southward into Hungary. At every
point along the extended battle line they
,are either on the offensive or steadily
hol@ing the Germans in check.
" From Italy comes the significant news
that all the Alpine troops of the first
category have been called to the colors,
along with all artillery and engineer re-
serve officers. In all the call extends to
about 47,000 troops, to add to those
already called to the colors. These ex-
tensive military preparations foreshadow
the entry of Haly into the war, and it
would be folly on her part to espouse
the cause of Austria and Germany.

A French report says that 11,000 Ger-
man dead have been taken from the
trenches won by the French in twenty
days in the Champagne country, and
that the total German loss there is es-
timated at 50,000, or twice as great as
that of the French. The French artil-
lery is reported to be more powerful and
effective than that of Germany, and’the
spirit of the French troops much more
confident than that of their foes. No
event of great importance has transpir-
ed along the western battle front for
,several days, but the situation is every-
where satisfactory to the Allies. An
Amsterdam report tells of German sol-
diers with their hands tied behind them
being marched to the front and given
the choice of entering the trenches or
being shot. It is declared that the suf-
ferings of the German soldiers along
the Yser front are such as thoroughly to
dishearten them.

CITY GOVERNMENT

If those who profess so great an anx-
jety to go back to a discarded system
of city government were one half as
active in attempting to secure a better
administration under the present busi-
nesslike system they would be doing a
genuine public service. The incident in
connection with the reduction in the es-
timates proved conclusively that under
the present system there is a ready re-
sponse at City Hall to an expression of
public feeling. The members of the
present city council are members be-
cause they were elected to office by the
majority of the people. Otherwise they
would not be there. They are the ser-
vants of the people, and have not shown
a disposition to run counter to any defi-
nitely expressed wishes of the majority of
the people. Possibly more capable ad-
ministrators might have been chosen.
There will be an opportunity a year
hence to replace three of them if they
do not in the meantime give satisfaction.
St. ' John will get as good or as bad ad-
ministrators as its people choose to
elect. The commission plan provides for
& much more business-like administra-
tion than was possible under the old
system. It is greatly superior to the
board of control system, where there is
constant bickering between the members
of the board of control and the alder-
men, There is still no evidence that the
people are tired of the commission plan.

6,_0f course if that time should arrive the

commission plan would have to go, but
it would be a grievous blunder to go
back to a system that has been thor-
oughly discredited.

THE CANADIAN NAVY,

The Canadian cruisers Niobe and
Rainbow, since they were hastily made
ready for active serviece, have performed
work that proved satisfactory to the
Admiralty. Hon. J. D. Hazen made
this admission in parliament on Satur-
day night. He made some further re-
marks about armament and higher pow-
er guns in modern naval warfare, but
when asked if the Admiralty had sug-
gested that the Canadian cruisers be pro-
vided with improved guns or armament
he admitted that no such suggestion
had been made. The cruisers are man-
ned by Canadians. The Niobe has the
same equipment as the Ariadne, which
distinguished herself in a fight in the
North Sea, and the Rainbow is of the
same class as the German cruisers Dres-
den and Leipzic. The Niobe and Rain-
bow are the vessels that were eneered
at by Conservatives, and described as
“a tin-pot navy.” When war broke out
they were in no condition for service,
because the Borden government, which
did mot believe any more than its oppon-
ents that an emergency existed, had not
kept them in condition for active war-
fare. They were hastily fitted out and
manned after the news came, and have
since rendered splendid service. Had the
Laurier naval policy been carried out
in its entirety, other Canadian cruisers
would now be rendering even more
valuable service to the Empire.

THOSE INTERESTING TOURISTS

A Hollander who recently returned
to the United States after a visit to
various parts of Germany, tells the read-
ers of American newspapers that Ger-
many has abundance of money and sup-
ples, and that every German is as-
sured in his own mind that his country
will win in this struggle. This inter-
esting tourist, who sqys that most of
the people of Holland, at lesst among

the business men, are in sympathy with
Germahy, expects to see France make a
separate peace and that Germany will
thus be enabled to present a stronger
front to her other enemies.

A number of persons have come to’
the United States after a tour in Ger-
many with exactly the same story of
German preparedness and assurance of
victory. The fact gives rise to the sus-
picion that these gentlemen may be well
paid for their work., They do not right-
ly estimate, however, the intelligence of
the American people, if they expect the
story to be believed. At the outset of
the war when Germany - was at her
strongest she falled to get to Paris or
the French ports on the English Chan-
nel. She has also failed to get to War-
saw. She must have lost at least one-
third of her effective fighting force since
the first of last August. Her ally, Aus-
tria, has proved to be but a broken reed.
Italy is more likely to join the Allies
than to continue neutral. Turkey has
utterly failed to gain any victories, and
her enemies will soon be hammering at

the gates of Constantinople. There is
nothing in the general situation to war-

rant the slightest hope that Germany
can win this war. The odds against her
are too great. What she could not do
last autumn when her strength was at
its greatest she certainly cannot do now,
for she is being steadily weakened, while
on the other hand the British, Frenchl
and Russians aré only now preparing
for the decisive struggle. Germany will
be outnumbered #® men, and outclassed |
in artillery, air craft and supplies of all |
kinds. That she can still put up a!
great defensive fight is beyond questicm.!
Lord Kitchener cheerfully admits the;
fact, and therefore insists that the mu-
gitions of war for the British army
must be enormously increased. The
material fact, however, is that they can
be increased to whatever degree is
necessary to drive the Germans back
and conquer them on their own soil;
and, when the fighting is transferred to
German soil, quite a different story will
be told about the feelings of the Ger-
man people in regard to the whole con-
flict. The British blockade of German
ports will hasten the day of German
exhaustion; but the German submarines,

damage, cannot cut off the supplies of
either Britain or France. Another six
months will witness a remarkable change
in the condition of affairs, not only in
the eastern and western war zones, but
in Turkey and the other countries of
Southern Europe.

IN' PARLIAMENT

Laurier Ships Which Were Scoffed
at Are Doing Good Work

Minister of Marine Makes Statement
to Commons Under Consideration of
the Naval Estimates — Now Under
Admiralty Orders

Ottawa, ‘March 28—The “Laurier tin-
pot navy” has vindicated itself in ser-
vice of the British admiralty off the
coast of Canada. The information was
given to parliament somewhat unwilling-|
ly by Hon. Douglas Hazen, minister of
marine, at Saturday night's sitting. It
was only when pressed by questions
from E. M. MacDonald, F. F. Pardee
and G. W. Kyte that the statement was
forthcoming,

The Canadian cruisers Niobe and
Rainbow, said Hon. Mr. Hazen, were,
under the Laurier naval act, hastily pre-
pared for service at the outbreak of the
war and were immediately placed at the
disposal of the British admiralty.

The Niobe, which had been partially
| dismantled, had to undergo repalrs be-
' fore she was ready for service. She was

then attached by the admiralty to the
| ¢ruiser squadron of British vessels based
' upon Halifax, whose duty it was to keep
| the North Atlantic trade routes open
| and clear.
| This squadron, the minister explained,
| consisted of the cruiser Essex and three
‘ consort cruisers, while in the egrly stages

She
was not afraid of anything, but was not
a fast vessel and her guns would not
carry so far,

“The men of the Canadian navy are
not afraid of anything,” declared Hon.
Mr. Hazen. “If they met a German ship
I am sure they would conduct them-
selves in a manner which would make
us proud and make the empire proud,

He thought the Canadian cruisers were
proving satisfactory and the two sub-
marines were both now in the best pos-
gible condition, although one of them
had been taken to drydock for a short
time for repairs, having struck the bot-
tom on one occasion when submerged.

American Flag Over Newcastle Wire-
less Station,

Mr. Loggie, of Northumberland, N.

The purchase of 2,000 field glasses for
the first and second contingents on ten

Co, of Toronto, wag under survey. In
his testimony a few days ago, Mr, Ellis
maintained that politics had not been
considered at all, that patriotism had
been the first consideration, and that the
government had got the glasses in the
cheapest possible manner. The evidence
Fiven today showed that politics certain-
y had been considered, that® patronage
had been considered befere patriotism,
and that the government had refused a
low offer for glasses from Liberal vend-
ors, and had bought these same glasses,
or poorer ones, at considerably higher
tigures from Conseérvative vendors.

An Ottawa jeweler, of Liberal per-
suasion, offered 400 glasses to the de-
partment last September at $42 apiece.
He could not get an order, as one of the
officers of the department put it, he was
“barred.” Then he tried the influence of
the local Liberal member of the legisla-
ture, J. C. Hurdmann, with the latter’s
cousin, Lieutenant-Colonel Hurdmann,
the inspector of the department, who had
to accept the glasses when purchased.
This was of no avail. :

Finally an agreement was drafted with
a2 prominent local Conservative who, in
the autumm of 1911, formed a company
whose sole business since has been to
sell supnlies to the government. Profits
were to be shared and a signed agree-
ment was drawn up by thée Liberal
jeweler and the Conservative hardware
merchant. An order for 400 glasseswas
promptly secured. But the delay had
meanwhile resulted in the picking up
by’ various deaiers of the available sup-

CANCER IN MAINE

Cancer is a disease whose rate of in-
cidence varies in different parts of the
country; it is highest in the State of
Maine. Now, I have no doubt that this
is due to the presence of one or more
races in Maine which are non-immune
to cancer. I know that many medical
men do mot respond favorably to the
contention that there is a racial cancer
diathesis in man. To be sure, it has
been. repeatedly demonstrated that such
races occur in mice and such human
families as we have studied yield the
same result as the mice studied and in-
dicate that resistance to cancer is a
positive (dominant) trait and that non-
resistance appears in the children only
when both parents belong to a non-re-
sistant race,

And this result is commonest, other
things being equal, when cousin mar-
riages are commonest, because that
makes it probable that if one parent be-
longs to a cancer race the other—the
cousin—will belong to the same cancer
race. Now in rural Maine, cousin mar-
riages are extremely frequent—especial-
ly in the islands off the coast, and here
we have the conditions for the result—
the high incidence of numbers of the
cancer race in an inbred community.—

Were Lacking

(London, Eng. paper.) g
At East, Ham police court on Tues-

day, James Watkins, coal merchant, of
11 Tabernacle avenue, Plaistow, was
summoned for exposing for sale sacks
of coal of less weight than they were
represented to be; he was also summon-
ed for not having labels indicating the
iweight of a number of sacks of coal.
J. W. Richards defended.

H. H. Card, inspector of weights and
measures, said that on February 3,
three of defendant’s trolleys were in Na-
pier road, East Ham. One contained 8
cwt. and 19% cwt. sacks of coal. On
being weighed six of the cwt. sacks
were found to be of short weight, two
by 8 1bs, three by 2 Ibs, and one by 1
Ib.; while five cwt. sacks each showed
a deficlency of 1 1b. Mr. Watkins was
seen later and he said that the man in
charge of the van was hawking coal in
small quantities. It was not to be sup-
‘poged that Mr Watkins was deriving
any profit from the shortage, but he hap-
pened to be the person who was legally
'responsible. The coal was sold to peo-
ple who could afford to buy it only in
small quantities, and they should have

WARM® RECEPTION
10 MONCTON BOYS

Six German Shells Threugh House
Where Lieut. Tingley’s Detach-

ment Sleep

Six shells through the quarters of their
advanced detachment was the warm re-
ception recorded Anderson’s 8th (Monc-
ton) Battery on its first appearance on
the firing line, according to a letter
dated March 5, received by Mm. A. J.
Tingley, of Moncton, from her son,
Lieutenant Frank Tingley, who, during
the absence of Captain A. T. Barton, is
second in command of the 8th Battery.
A portion of the letter follows:—

“We are quite comfortable where we
are. The battery is billeted -in two
farms. We 'took the largest in each
house, one for officer’s rooms and one
for the battery office. We moved out :é
our pig-sty just a week ago and mov
ten miles east.

“One of my guns is in action an
one of Lieut. McPherson’s is also. The
other two guns are in reserve at pres-
ent. :

“Major Anderson is fine. Captain
Barton is still in England, but will prob-
ably join us soon. Capt. McKee is
around here somewhere, but I haven’t
seen him for some time. Lieut. Jack
Evans, ag you probably know, was left
in England with the depot battery.

“The worst job I have here is cen-
soring letters. I have to read over the
letters that the boys send home,.to see
that there is nothing in them and then
sign them on the letter and on the en-

| velope and then seal all the envelopes.

The major censors mine and I censor his.
We have to be very particular as the
German spy system can’t be beaten.
They are very fond of using carrier pig-
eons, so we are at liberty to destroy any
pigeons that we see. They put six shells
through the house where my forward de-
tachment gleep, but luckily nobody was
hurt. They found out our position
through spies. In some cases they even
have snipers behind our lines.”

Hon. Mr. Pugsley Asks Minister
of Militia Some Questions

THREE HERE AT $7 A DAY

General Hughes Promises Informa-
tion as to How Much Time
They Give to the Work and
How Many Despatches Are
Censored Weekly

(From Hangard, March 24, 1915)

Mr. Pugsley: This is the first oppor-
tunity we have had of discussing militia
matters in general, because we have had
no ‘discussion when the Speaker was in
the chair, as we on this side of the
house have not insisted wupon our
rights, but have been quite willing to
take up the estimates whenever the min-
isters were ready. Might it be under-

stood that on some of these items we
might discuss all military matters if we
desired to do so?

Major General Hughes: As far as I
am concerned that could be done.

Mr. Pugsley: What arrangements has
the minister made as to the appoint-

Major General Hughes: Wherever
there is a cable or Marconi station we
have censors, and we have some at
headquarters here.

Mr. Pugsley: What are the average
salaries paid them and how many are
there?

‘Major General Hughes:. There are
thirteen censors, forty assistant censors
and seventy-eight decoders.

| Paris, March 29—The French govern-
'ment has refused the request of the
iDuke of Orleans for permission to en-
