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THE Assessment Board chairman felt it would not be fair to 
* ask him as a salaried employe of the city to express a per­
sonal opinion upon the workability of the present system of 
taxation.

Neither did he consider it expected of him to point out any 
unfairness the taxation system might work against sections or

like to be given time to weigh his words aqd bring the matter 
fully before the Board of Assessors, and let them all consider 
the questions and answer them to the best of their judgment, 
in view of the hard facts existing.

RECALLED Public apathy
UR. OLIVE says he is quite aware of the upset state of pub- 

lie mind regarding taxation, and nobody seeks relief 
from the financial stress more than himself. In a reminiscent 
vein he recalled the days when the present Assessment Act 
was being framed by Professor W„ C. Keirstead of the Uni­
versity of New Brunswick, R. T. Hayes, then Mayor of Saint 
John, the late Dr. J. Roy Campbell, lawyer, and W. E. Scully.
Th^e gentlemen, after exhaustive research in the matter of 
taxing systems in other cities, which included visitations,
Terences and successive roundtables, invited the public 
platform discussion of the proposed new law from a forum 
in die High School building. Mr. Olive recalled the public

WHEN the Assessment Act weiit to the Legislature it was 
” checked up carefully by some sections' of the public and 
in the committee stage—before it went to a vote on the floor 
of the House—some radical amendments were made, which 
prevented drastic measures. However, the whole bill passed 
and has been employed ever since as a method of gathering 
th city's income. Chairman Olive feels just as anxious, he 
says, to better conditions if it is possible to do So, as any 
official or citizen at large. His loyalty and interests are 
purely local and in a casual discursory manned cited an in­
stance of taxation problems in Massachusetts.

CITES AN INSTANCE
IN THE educational centre, Cambridge, where Harvard Uni­

versity is the one outstanding local industry, if it might be 
so termed, taxation matters were highly unsatisfactory to the 
people. The best economic minds, including Harvard econ­
omists, sought a remedy. The eminent Dr. Bullock was one 
of the advisors. The net result of the combined experts' efforts 
was a system which proved quite workable for the university- 
endowed town of Cambridge, but was considered grossly 
unfair and impracticable to the adjoining and sister city of 
Waltham, which was working out its salvation industrially 
and through its initiative and creative work. What was one 
city's meat was the other's poison.

THIS Camridge case. Chairman Olive thought, might in many 
1 ways be applied in Canada, and in the Maritime Provinces, 
and it might be possible the same situation would arise as be­
tween Halifax and Saint John. As concerning the agitation 
of the Retail Merchants' Association to have taxes paid in 
installments, Mr. Olive did not express any opinion. He had 
long since held the view, however, that to make a taxation 
system equitable and justly applicable to all conditions of 
public and private property and income, a carefully-selected 
composite committee of men from business bodies, public 
organizations such as Boards of Trade, etc., might be organ­
ized and set to work. Such a committee could analyze the 
situation after a comprehensive search. This was his private 
opinion, and it was not his desire to enter into any contro­
versy. He would rather any definite suggestions from his 
department would come from the Board of Assessors as a 
whole.

PROG. STATEMENT.
SASKATOON, Sesk, July 19— 

Leaders of the Progressive party In 
Saskatchewan after a two-day confer­
ence here at which the political situa­
tion was thoroughly discussed, issued 
a statement which declared that It was 
the concensus of opinion in the gather­
ing “that the extent to which the Lib­
eral and Conservative organisations 
sacrificed the Interests of the country 
for party advantage, the revedatlons 
disclosed in the customs probe of cor­
rupt administration and the source of 
campaign funds of both old parties and 
their domination by the big financial 
Interests, emphasized clearly the essen­
tial need of retaining the Progressive 
group at Ottawa.” V

The meeting was attended by chair­
men of constituency committees. Pro­
gressive members ot the last House 
and Progressive candidates defeated at 
the last federal election.

The statement says that while no 
resolution was passed dealing with 
contesting of constituencies, “it was 
unanimously agreed that the absence 
of Progressive candidates, particularly 
in rural seats could only mean the dis­
franchisement of a great part of the 
electorate."

He 
has bought 100 acres of land in Nova 
Scotia, on which he hopes to find gold 
from a French pay ship which never 
reached its destination.

“Some of my friends think I’m talk­
ing through my hat,” he said, “and 
they may be right. It’s a fifty-fifty 
gamble at the best, but if I win, its 
$100,000 at the least, and some have 
estimated the loot I'm after as high as 
two million dollars.”

Today is July 19 and little time re­
mains for taxpayers to secure their 
discount under existing rules. Last 
Thursday the Retail Merchants’ Asso­
ciation sent a delegation representative 
of that solid taxpaying group to City 
Hall where it urged on the Mayor the 
adoption of an instalment system 
whereby the payment of civic taxes 
would be spread over a period. The 
Mayor promised consideration, but is 
stated to have pointed out that nothing 
Could be done this year.

In the second place it is always cold, 
a perpetual unchanging cold of only a 
few degrees above the freezing point. 
It is always still—no noise of any sort 
even the faintest whisper, so far as we 
can tell.

The pressure of the water at that 
depth is staggering. We-live under 
a pressure of roughly 15 pounds to the 
square inch. That is the pressure ex­
erted by the air about us. Going down 
into the water there is an added pres­
sure of one atmosphere, which is what 
we call the pressure under which we 
live, for each thirty-two and eight- 
tenths feet.

Therefore this creature lives under 
a pressure of about 290 atmospheres, 
or oyer two tons to the square inch.
