Already the
province has a greatly increased mileage
of durable roads in good conditien, and
the pleasure and profit to the users of
the roads bave been so obvious as to
siienice other criticism than that of the
pelitical partisan. The public works de-
partment wakes no pretensions to in-
fallibility; but it does fairly claim to
bave heen getting results to an extent
never before approached in the history
of Néw Brunswick highways. Its for-
ward policy is to be continued, an(‘ the
pext few years) will sce a further great
improvenent in the road system. ‘The
people recogmize more and - more the
economic value of good roads. They at-
tract tourists. Hon. Mr. Biggs, Ontario
wminister of highways, told the Qutario
Motor League recently that if Ontario
spent $20,000000 on highway improve-
ment in the next five years the invest-
ment with interest would be returned
from money brought to and speat in this
ecountry by tourists from the United
States. Commenting on this the Ottawa

The following -is a statement of the
principles of the South African party,
led by Premier Smuts, and rejected by
the Nationalists:— ¢

“The peoplz of South Africa does not
desire to limit its future political de-
velopment as a free people, and leaves
the door open for the evolution of that
\freedom under Divine Providence. It
recognizes, at the same time, that any
far-reaching chapge in our form of gov-
ernment can rest only, just as the es-
tablishment of our present constitution
of the national convention, on the broud
basis of the united will of the people—
namely, on the co-operation of all sec-
tions of the white populdtion, and not
merely on a parliamentary majority.

“With a view to giving effect to the
strong desire of the people for peace and
unity, and having regard to the sharp
division of opinion on constitutional
questions, it is accepted that it is not
in the best interests of South Africa
to agitate for any change in our form
of government as laid down in the con-
stitution; and that our constitutional de-
velopment shall be left to the natural
course of circumstances.” :

The British party has united with the
South African party to support these
principles as against Hertzog policy of
disruption. A result quite different from
thai of the previous elections is now
hoped for. In the last house the parties
stood: foriy-four Natiomalists, forty-
_four Africans (including three Independ-
ents who usually vote with them), twen-
ty-five Unionists, and twenty-one Labor
memberg. Althoulh his own party was
tous in a minority, Premier Smuts, by
¢he excreise of rare statesmanship and
eonsummitte tact was able to retain the
premiership, and in all critical mo-
ments to hold the support of the British
end Labor parties. It is hoped the junc-
tion of forces with the British party will
now bring him a clear majority. Of ten
seats that went by acclamation he
securcd seven.

CHILDREN AND SCHOOLS.

Holding parents strictly to account for
non-attendance of their children at
school is the policy of Magistrate As-
quith of Ottawa. “By your sppareat
neglect these children will not have a
decent chance to make their way in the
world,” he said to a mother the other
day, and fined her twenty dollars be-
cause she was not sending her four chil-
dren regularly to schoal. The sentence
was suspended on the understanding that
the children would be at school there-
after, but ‘the magistrate declared that as
far as it was in the power of his court
to do so, he would sec that every child
was kept at school for the full time
specified by law.. Many perents are far
too indifferent in this matter. They are
chiefly persons whose own education was
neglected, and who do not realize what it
is they are denying their children when
the latter are permitted to grow up in
ignorance.' It becomes the duty of so-
ciety not only to have laws but to en-
force theim, in its own interest as well as
in the interest of thg citizens of the
future. There is too much of frivolity
and not envugh of sane and well-trained
thinking in our modern life. The resull
is a great loss of intelligence and effic-
jency, and the waste of brain against
which Dr. J. D, Logan so vehemently
protests. It is still true that there is no
royal road to learning and the winners
are still those described by Lewell, who,

Ontario Places Administra-
tion of Forests on Crown
TLands Under Practical For-
esters.

The opportunity for the beginning of
a new era in the forestry situation in
Ontario was created by the recent an-
nouncement of the provincial govern-
ment that henceforth the timber admin-
istration on crown lands will be under
the provincial forestry branch, instead
of comprising a separate organization, in
which no foresters were employed. This
is the most important development

| which has taken place in the forestry sit-

uation in Ontario.

By this action, assuming that its log-
ical consequences will follow, Ontario
aligns herself with the provinces of Que-
bec, British Columbia and New Bruns-
wick, which had already recognized the
necessity for taking thought for: the
future by making foresters responsible
for the technical administration of crewn
timber lands. A partial example had
been  set by the Deminion government
at a stil learlier date, when the Domin-

Eacu area requires to be care-
fully studied in advance of cutting, that
the method of treatment to be pre-
scribed may be adaptive to local condi-
tions and at the same time be practicable
from the operator’s viewpoint, to say no-
thing of being reasonable from the view-
point of\ additional cost involved.
Ontario is to be congratulated upon
the progressive action taken in thus far
recognizing the need for a technical ad-
ministration of crown timber lands. The
provincial forestry branch has a great re-
sponsibility and a great opportunity for
public service in the prospective addition
to its previous work of foresteprotection,
of the intuguration of forestry practice
upon the great areas of crown lands
which have now come under its juris-
diction. Progress will necessarily be
slow; economic conditions must be fully
recognized; and it will take time to de-
velop the kind of organization requived
for so large a task. Public sentiment is
now undoubtedly fully ripe for the de-
velopment of this situation along the
most ‘modérn lines. It must, however
make itself actively felt, in support o
a really progressive forest policy.—Clyde
Leavitt in Conservation. ;

SPAIN'S SERVANT
GIRL PROBLEM

Demand for $5 to $10 a Month
—Custom Much Different
on This Side of Ocean.

Madrid, Jan. 4—(A. P. by Mail)—
Americans accustomed to paying
ardinary “hired girls” $50 or more a
month for general housework will be
interested to learn that Spanish servants
are forming a labor organization to en-
force a demand for an increase thatl
will bring their wages up to the equiva-
lent of $5 or even $10 a month.

Cooks, parlormaids, kitchenmaids, wet
nurses, and general help have umited in
a movement not only for higher wages
but an eight hour day. This may look
ridiculous in Amerieéa but it is serious
business for the Spaniards. They are
accustomed to paying their hired girls
the equivalent nomn:l.ly of about $4 a
month and requiring them to be on duty
from early in the morning to late at
night, or even until 1 o’dock the follow-
ing morning.

The servant girls of Spain wsually are
allowed a half day off each month.

The eight-hour day proposal hits the
householder hardest. One newspaper sa-
tirically asks: “How will baby get on
if the wet nurse deelines to perform
her duties for more than eight hours a

day?™

{each case as father or son stepped forth,
‘he was shot on sight, and as he fell on
his face, perhaps only half dead, great
piles of burning straw were thrown on
top of him.

rise from \the flames, in spite of the fact
‘that they had been shot three times at
close range. The bodies were soon
| charred beyond recognition. The moth-
