Boston,- July - 22—Speeding in ‘a high
powered automobile toward a Boston
hotel, where his daughter, Miss E. E.
Beebe, had just died under mysterious
circumstances, J. Arthur Beebe, a weal-
thy business man, was halted in a tragic
way last night, when his car ran over
and fatally injured a boy in Chelsea.

After taking the ‘boy, Harry Som-
blgsky, ten years old, to the Naval Hos-
pital, where he  died, the anguished

father was forced to wait further while
m his chauffeur was arrested, charged with

killing the lad. After giving a bond

for the chauffeur. he was able finally to

resume his. run to this city. .

When he arrived at the hotel, Mr.
Beebe learned that his daughter regis-
tered there yesterday morning, was tak-
en ill in the afternoon, and sent for a

hysician, saying that she was uffering

?rom poison. The doctor had difficulty
* in entering the room, and when he was

able to open the door he found the

young woman dead. The cause of

. death, according to an informal  state-

“ment by the physician, was “heart trou-
ble.”

Miss Beebe had been suffering from a
nervous trouble for-three years. She
had living recently at the family’s
snmroer in Manchester, Mass. She
was 25 y old.

At last night’s meeting, it is un-
derstood, the mediators reported that the
employes would not consent to have the
counter demands of the roads arbitrated
along with the original demands of the
conductors and trainmen for better pay
and working conditions. The managers
insisted that their grievances be incor-

wporated in the articles for'arbitration on
the ground that if they were not consid-
ered at this time they could not be
taken up again during the continuation
of any award made by the board of ar-
bitration.

The work of the mediators, apparent-
ly, has not passed the preliminary stage
and it may be several days before they
attain any definite results.

Sir Donald hinted that it was owing
to the liberal assistance the company
had received from the Federal govern-
ment that they had been able to con-
struct the line referred to, and went on
say that the line across the continent
would positively be completed next
year.

Succumbs Just As
His Rescuers
Reach Him

"ARIS NEWS LETTER

Old Notre Dame Bridge Falling—
Discovery of Way to Keep
Bread Fresh—Strange Tale of

a Vanished Fortune

(Times’ Special Correspondence)

Paris, July 8—The tragic death of a
workman who had been imprisoned in
a well for four days by a fall of ea.rgh
is reported from Vincy Manoeuvres in
the department of Seine-et-Marne.

A well-sinker working at the bottom
of a narrow shaft 50 feet deep was sud-
-denly buried beneath a fall of sand and
stones on Monday evening. Sappers were
called to dig out what was expected to
be his corpse. On Friday they reache'gl
the bottom of the shaft and to their

. amazement heard the muffled groans of |

the man, who was still living after four
days underground.

'}I"hey contrived to free his head and
one of his hands. He told his rescuers
that he was in a sitting position, his
legs held down by sandstone rock, but
his body protected by a sort of ledge.
His hands were crossed immovably
above his head. His head itself was bent
forward by a weight of earth on fo the
chest. .

Despite great risk of being themslves
buried by a new fall of sand, the sap-,

labored to save the man from his
living death. They had steel ropes made
fast round their waists so that they
could be hauled to the top of the shaft
»at once if the sand began to fall again.
They worked all through Thursday
night and doctors were lowered and fed
the man, giving him also injections to
maintain his vitality. ‘At the top of the
shaft the buried man’s wife waited hour
after hour with reviving ‘hope.

“Then suddenly at eight o’clock on Fri-
day night, when the whole of the head
of the man and one arm were free, he
said faintly, “ I am suffocating. I cannot-
bear it any more. A few moments later
he was dead.

J‘iotre Dame Bridge Falling

“"Ninety-nine out of a hundred Paris-
fans were amazed the other morning to
learn that the old Notre Dame bridge
was falling in. A few of them, perhaps,
_had seen the scaffolding there for the
last two or three years, and might have
- yead that the Public Works Department
had undertaken important repairs.

But no Parisian
ever suspected that the famous Pont de

It
becomes frozen, of course, but as soon
as it is thawed it appears as perfectly
fresh bread. Whether it is as delicious
to the taste and as eatable as real fresh
bread is another question. The people
of Paris have not yet had’an opportu-
nity of trying it.

A Paris tradesman called at a police
station the other night with one of his
employes named Loeuf, whom he ac-
cused of having robbed him of $12.50 in
coin and $200 in notes. Leveuf admitted
that he had spent the $12.50 and said
that the $200 was still at his lodgings.

The police magistrate accompanied the
two men to Leveuf’s lodgings, where the
mian’s wife declared that she knew noth-
ing of the affair. Under threats of ar-
rest, however, she produced the bank-
notes, which she had. hidden in the bon-
net of her baby in its cradle.

A Vanished Fortune

A fortune of $560,000 which belonged
to a wealthy Parisian lady named Fer-
guson, has vanished. Its disappearance is
as puzzling to the heir of the estate as
it is to' the Paris police,i who have been
asked to find it. Mme. Ferguson was of
English nationality, having been born in
Nottingham in 1832, and she died in
Paris two years ago.

She had spent the greater part of her
life in France, and her history had been
a romantic one. She was married in
Paris to a wealthy dentist named Pre-
teree. They lived happily for some
time, but ultimately Mme. Preterre
quarrelled with her husband and, aban-
doning her home, formed a marked
friendship with the late N. Osirls, a fa-
mous philanthropist and art collector.

The dentist sought by every means in
his power to become reconciled, but
failing, obtained a decree of divorce, and
his wife reverted to her maiden name of
Ferguson. M. Pretéree who died several
years before her;, left her, despite the
legal separation, the bulk of his fortune
ﬁ; $560,000 as well as an allowance for

e -

Subsequently M. Osiris, whose friend-
ship she had so long enjoyed, also died,
but he left all his money to the Pasteur
Institute,

Mme. Ferguson died two years ago,
and her only son, Henri Ferguson, laid
claim to her estate, but the inventory
made by the authorities at the time of
her death failed to show the where-
abouts of the fortune left to the deceas-
ed woman by her divorced husband.

Mother and son had not been on the
best -of terms since the decere of divorce
had been pronounced. Mme. Ferguson
appears to have left no will, and it is as-
sumed that if she did not-make an an-
onymous gift of her fortune to some
charitable institution, she may have
hidden it and then died without reveal-
ing the place of concealment.

ARE WE CONTENT?

The new Connolly wharf at West St.
John will not be available for use next
winter. That is to say, there will be no
more wharves to accommodate the
steamships than there were last winter,
when the congestion was so great as to
cause serious delay, and also to cause
some of the steamship companies to re-
duce the number of sailings of their ves-
ndsmmtheportwwudtheendofthe
season.

Are the city council and board of
trade satisfied with this condition of af-
fairs? When this matter was under
discussion last”spring it was said that
the straightening of the line of ome of
the present berths would be of some ad-
vantage, but no action has been taken
with this end in view. It was also said
that if grain conveyors were erected on
two of the existing berths it would be
" of benefit, as steamers would not then be

compelled to cross the slip in order to
gecure their grain cargo. All that we
know about action in this matter is
that it has been announced that the
government has asked for estimates of
the cost of erecting the grain conveyors.
We are not told that the government
will erect them, and the Canadian Paci-
fic Railway officials declared last spring
that their company had no intention of
erecting them. There is no guarantee,
therefore, that they will be erected, and
if they are not, the conditions at West
8t. John next winter will be precisely
the same as they were last winter, when
the port lost some business because of
the congestion at the wharves.
" Are the city council and board of
trade satisfied with this condition of af-
fairs, and are the citizens of St. John
really so helpless that they cannot get
Jjustice done? They may well wish that
conditions were changed, and that they
were once more represented in the gov-
ernment at Ottawa by the Hon. Wm.

THE AUSTRALIAN FLEET

The important fact in connection with
the Australian fleet, which is just now
the subject of a great deal of discussion
in the Conservative press in Canada, is
that it is an Australian fleet. Let that
fact be not forgotten, It is an integral
part of the fleet of the FBmpire, and it
will always be ready to fight the battles
of the Empire, but it is an Australian
fleet.

Where is the Canadian fleet? Even if
the programme of the Liberal govern-
ment had been carried out we would
have been behind Australia, because we
have not had the yellow peril, rédl or
imaginary, to spur us on to such activ-
ity as has marked the military and naval
policy of the Australian Commonwealth.
But if the Liberal policy had been car-
ried out, we would have had the begin-
ning of a Canadian navy, including the
establishment of a shipbuilding plant at
the port of St. John.

Australia would not be satisfied with
a policy of centralization, under which
ghe would have nothing to do but pay
each year a large amount of ship money
for a navy to be built, owned and con-
trolled in the mother country. Neither
will Canada be satisfied with such a pol-
jey. The Borden government by its in-
action is postponing the day when Can-
ada will have a substantial navy, man-
ned by Canadians; but the Borden gov-
ernment in due time must go to the
_country, and then the people will choosd
a government which will stand for ¢
self-respecting Canadian naval policy,
and see that it is carried out.

GRANT REFUSED

Bricks Instead of Granite in Union
Street — Big Increase in Ferry

Revenue

Permission was finally given the St.
John Railway Company at the meeting
of council yesterday afternoon to iay
four additional turnouts from the carx
barns on Wentworth street on condition
that the company lay surface pavement
between Queen and St. James streels,
keep it in a permanent state of repair,
and construct sidewalks on both sides of
the street. The original agreement had
only called for the construction of a side-
walk on the west side of the street. The
new contract provides that the street
work be completed by Oct. 1, though the
completion of the turnouts is' not re-
quired before May 1 next, on account of
the difficulty experienced by the railway
company in getting the rails delivered
within a short time after the orders are
given. No further tracks other thanm
the eight will be allowed.

The commissioner of public works re-
commended that the vacant corporation
lots adjoining the public works depart-
ment yard in Broad street be selected
as the site . for the incinerator when
erected; but, as in view of the present
stringency in the money market it
would be inadvisable for the city to
place any more debentures on the mar-
ket this year than is absolutely neces-
sary, he would recommend that the fur-
ther consideration of the matter be laid
over till after the new year.

The commissioner of finance and pub-
lic affairs recommended that a grant of
$250 be made from thé general revenue
to the Girls’ Protective Association,but
the suggestion was turned down by the
other commisisoners on the ground that
such societies  should rather be support-
ed by private subscription, and that if
the city subsidized ome such organiza-
tion it would have to extend its aid to
all similar bodies.

The recommendation was carried.

A Billion for Irish. Lands. ;

London, July 21—Three hundred mil-
lion' dollafs; in addition to-the $625,000,~
000 already expended, was the estimate
given today by Augustine Birrell, chief
secretary for Ireland, of the sum needed
to complete the land purchase in Ire-
land, in accordance with the provisions
of the land purchase acts of 1903-1909
which makes it compulsory for a land-
loré to permit his tenant to purchase the
land he cultivates. )

The chief secretary made this state-
ment in introducing in the house of com-
mons proposals of the government for
the removal of the present block in the
transfer of land to the peasamtry.

Of the $800,000,000, however, Mr. Bir-
rell said, it would be necessary to bor-
row only $120,000,000 through the public
issue of land stock. The rest, he said,
would be financed by the national debt

CLEVER PLAN-FOR
SMUGGLING LIQUOR:
BUT 1S DISCOVERED

Shipment of Whiskey as Hires’
Syrup With Outside Tube of
Latter

Portland, July 22—One of the most
ingenious methods ever’'devised for con-
cealing the real nature of a shipment
of whiskey was discovered by the deput-
ies in going over the cargo of the Bos-
ton boat. The shipment was made in
an innocent looking five gallon can, en-
closed in a box labelled “Hires’ Syrup,
Ready for Use,” and a little square
opening in the cover of the box showed
a cover in the can beneath which could
be seen, smelled and tasted what was
undoubtedly Hires’ Syrup.

But investigation disclosed that this
syrup was held in a small tube, leading
directly from the cover to the bottom
of the can and containing perhaps a
pint. Near the corner of the can, un-
der the board cover of the box, was
found amother opening, through which,
when the cover was removed, came the
odor of whiskey.

Investigation of the contents of the
can showed that the pint enclosed.in the
tube was all the Hires’ syrup there was
in the shipment, while the rest of the
can contained abouf four and seven-
eighths gallons of whiskey.

If the boards of the side had not been
splintered, and if the job of packing the
can had not shown that the box had
been opened once and then renailed, such
an ingenious device would have averted
all suspicion. But this somewhat bung-
ling work made the deputies curious and
resulted in the discovery of the true
nature of the shipment.

Commissioner Railton was the first
man in the army to hold that title. He
was associated with the late General
Booth from the early days of the army
up to the time of the general’s death.

He pioneered the work of the army in
the United States and had written sev-
eral books, his latest being a life of
General Booth,

When he visited Canada in 1912, Com-
missioner Railton spent two weeks in
St. John, holding a serles of meetings
here, and the members of the army
here will be sorry to learn of his death.
No definite arrangements have yet been
made for the funeral, except that the
body will be taken to London for burial.

McG raw’s Review
Of the Big Leagues

By JOHN

J. McGRAW, Manager of the Champion Giants
(Copyright, 1918, by John J. McGraw)

New York, July 20—That the popu-
larity of a baseball hero is transitory
was indicated when the management of
the Boston Red Sox let out “Jake” Stahl
who had brought the first world’s cham-
pionship to Boston since 1908. It is
true that the Red Sox had not been
playing the kind of baseball this sea-
son they showed last year, but I do not
see exactly how “Jake” was to blame for
it. l.ast fall the fans of Boston gave
“Jake” an automobile as a token of ap-
preciation. This summer the manage-
ment gave him the gate in the middle of
the race. Such is the contrast.

It is not up to me to dive into the
merits of the case. So far I have heard
little of the “inside” talk which result-
ed in the transfer of the managership.
McAleer is a friend of mine, and
know he was greatly disappointed with
the way his club went this year because
he had expected to see it leap out in
front and make a runaway race of it.
Such storms as resulted in the ousting of
“Jake” Stahl usually blow up suddenly.
Doubtless, there was some: discussion
and dispute over the management of the
team, and the great divide was the out-
come.

Thinks it Poor Move

There can be no doubt of one thing.
The passing of Stahl as the manager of
Boston is going to hurt the team’s
chances of finishing well this year. With
&tahl at the helm, the Red Sox, in my
opinion, still had a chance to catch the
Athletics, a very outside chance of
course, depending on a slump on the
part 6f Mack's team. The Philadelphia
Americans have threatened to slump
once or twice on this last western trip.
They have hesitated ‘more in their vic-
torious progress than formerly. With
his pitching staff going right, Stahl
might have closed up on the Athletics
with that team in a slump. That was
tbe only chance the Red Sox had, and,
for that matter, it is the only oppor-
tunity any other team in the American
Lcague has now to beat the Athletics.

When a club switches leaders in the
middle of the race, the new boss i1s up
against a tough job, especially if he has
risen from the ranks as Carrigan has.
First, he must assert his authority and
make it stick, which is often difficult,
and then he must be careful not to cre-
ate cliques on the team.

There has been much talk of dissen-
sion in the ranks of the Red Sox since
a reported row during the world’s ser-
jes Iast fall, but I do not know the
facts of the case. If there is a dispute,
however, which has existed since that
time, it is going to make even more dif-
ficult work for the new manager because
such a condition is bound to result in
factions. ‘“Johnny” Evers encountered
something of the same situation when
he took hold of the Cubs last spring. I
have only heard scattered rumors as to
the permanent successor of Stahl. Fielder
Jones has been suggested, but I doubt
jt. Good managers are hard to find.

McAleer has never mentioned any
trouble on his club to me. In fact, he
denied the reports the last time I saw
him. He blamed the bad showing of his
team on the pitchers and the injuries to
regulars. He did not criticize Stahl in
anhy way, but said he wished “Jake”
were back in the game, because he was
a valuable man to balance the infield.

Spring Does Not Give Good Line

“You can never tell from a spring
training trip what your club is going
to do,” said McAleer to me in Boston
some time ago. “The Red Sox had a
trip which filled me with joy this year.
‘Joe’ Wood never looked better in his
life, and we mowed down the clubs in

. our exhibition games without any
trouble at all. We beat the Pirates
when we played the ante-season series
at Hot Springs, and they were rated to
be the best club on paper in your lea-
gue. But‘once the team got into the re-
gular schedule, the players began to
crack. Wood was off for two months,
and Stahl had to quit the game. Wag-
ner has been out, and the team has
been torn to pieces.”

“You can never tell from a spring
trip,” I echoed. “Look at the Giants
this year. I never brought a club home
from the south in better condition in
my life. All the pitchers looked right,

With Stahl out from behind the Red
Sox, I do not see how the world’s
champions can pull up on the Athletics
much now with the lead Mack’s team
possesses. In fact, the Boston club may
have a great deal of troble climbing out
of the second division. To do this it
will have to beat ether Washington,
Cleveland or Chicago, and I can '1pt
figure how it is going to do this. Cleve-
land is yet hanging on well not playing
as sensational ball as in the early weeks
of the season, to be sure, but still liying
in second place. It is the terrific and
consistent batting of the Naps that is
holding them up. The pitching staff
is not now going nearly as well as it

Il did in the first two months of the race.

On the other hand, both Washington
and Chicago have strengthened their
staffs. The White Sox, in my opinion,
have been greatly braced since the race
began. The addition of Chase was a
big help to the club. The former New
York first baseman is playing great ball
for Comiskey. They say out in Chic-
ago that he is exuding ambition now.

Comiskey picked up a star outflelder
from the Milwaukee club last week in
“Larry” Chappelle from all reports and
the price paid.

Besides the addition of Chase and
Chappelle, the club is getting good pitch=
ing. Three twirlers are moving in grand
style. They are “Ed.” Walsh, who has
come back in spite of the prediction that
he was through for this year; “Rob”
Russell, a great find of the season, and
“Jim” Scott. ‘Watch those White Sox
and see if they do not come pretty close
to second place. And i you will par-
don me for taking a quick jump over
into next year for a minute, I want to
say that I believe the Chicago club is
the one the Athletics will be forced to
beat in 1914. ' Pitchers are important,
very important, to a ball club, and the
White Sox have them now. :

Pitcher Boehling

“There are no more good left hand-
ers,” lamented Clarke Griffith before
the season opened. “Give me a
southpaw, and I will win a pennant this
year.”

All this time he was hunting around
for a left hander, he had one with the
club, called “Joe” Boehling. They tell
me this Boehling looks like the real
goods, all wool and that sort of stuff..
He certainly has jumped to the front
with a surprising leap. They admit he
is a bit shy on control, but he can win
ball games, so what does it matter whe-
ther he carries the precise control or
not? It is time enough to begin finding
fault with him when he-loses a decision.
With Johnson and Boehling as his main-
stays, Griffith has the nucleus of a great
pitching staff. The rest of the.team is
improving in steadiness and working to-
gether more smoothly all the time.

The race for second place in the
American League will, in my opiniony
be among Washington, Cleveland and
Chicago. Both the White Sox and. Grif-
fith’s team have been closing in on the
Naps lately, and Birmingham’s bunch
will be forced to travel to retain their
place. The Athletics are fairly well out
of danger from pursuers now, because
of the commanding lead that the team
holds, but if either of the veteran pitch-
ers start to crack, Mack may have trou-
ble nursing this margin through to
October.

Bender has not been going as well on
this trip as he had previously. It is
still a long way to the finish. Three
straight defeats by Detroit gave a big
shock to the Athletics and should make
the Philadelphia club easier to meet in
the games yet to be played in the west.
An upset like that in Detroit has a
peculiar psychological effect on a team
which makes it hard for it to catch its
feet again; the players discover that
they can be beaten. The Tigers have
always been great rivals of the Athletics
anyway, as the Cubs have been of the
Giants. Detroit is a hard club for
Philadelphia to beat.

The National League

Things have not changed much in the
National League race during the last
week. The Cubs appear to be weaken-
ing so fast that they are rapidly crowd-
ing themselves out of any calculation of
pennant possibilities. Philadelphia, af-
ter falling into a bad slump, has bobbed
up again and is still hanging fast to
second place. But almost never since
the race began have I figured the Quak-
ers as a championship club. Two good
pitchers kept them in the front while
the staffs of the other clubs were out
of kilter, but these men were worn out
by overwork. Seaton and Alexander
can come back after a rest and keep the.
team up in the first division, but in my
scheme of things the Phillies are not
dangerous to the (Mants.

Pittsburg has caught on to a winning

: Just Ended

HONORS FOR “MILESTONES™

The Girl in The Taxi Was Poor
Second—MoreThan100 Shows
Have Come and:Gone at West
End Theatres -

. (Times’ Special Correspondence)

London, July 5—London managers
have begun.to figure on the net results
of the season that has just come to a
close. If we are to believe the major-
4ty of them, they have gone through the
worst season. in the history of the pres-
‘ent theatrical ‘generation. Indeed, when
one comes’to look over the'list of fail-
ures of the last season, one wonders how
it is possible to raise’ capital for fresh
theatrical enterprises.

At the West End houses alone, mor~
than 100 plays have come and gone since
Jast' August.. The Aldwych, where Sir
Joseph Beecham, of pill‘fame, is ‘supply-
ing the money, has seen four failures.
To be sure;, one of them, “Her Side of
‘the House,” reached the sixty-eighth
performance, but “The Prior” expired
at the fourteenth and “The Duchess’
Necklace” at'the seventh performance.

The Criterion, 2 Boube with a fairly
good record for successes, also had four
failures. The Prince of Wales’ register-
ed three, including Edward Knoblauch’s
“The Faun,” in which Martin Harvey
acknowledged failure at the twenty-
third performance. The Garrick The-
atre also had thr@ failures and one,
‘Croesus,” although’ it ran fifty per-
formances, should have expired earlier
in life and probably would' have done
so had it not been that its millionaire
author, Baron Henri de Rothschild, did
not care how he spent his money.

. Of the season’s suceesses, by far the

. greatest is. “Milestones,” which, before

it finished in August, will have been
performed more than 600 times. ‘The
Girl in the Taxi” at the Lyric has been
running for 866 performances and will
last through the summer. The magic
of George Edwardes’ name will be seen
when it is said that his ‘Gipsy Love”
ran for 299 performances at Daly’s, his
“The Sunshine Girl” for 844 perform-
ances at the Gaiety' and “The Dancing
Mistress’ for 242 nights at the Adelphi.

Of course, theatrical circles have been
busy discusisng the remarkable result of
the Daisy Markham-Marquis of North-
ampton breach of promise suit. Dam-
ages of $250,000 for refusal to marry
after promising to do so are by no
means common, and I wonder if that
does not establish one record at least
to the credit of this old nation. In fact,
the highest amount heretofore won for
breach of promise by an actress in this
country is  $50,000. In the present case
it was merely a matter of agreement be-
tween the parties and excessive gener-
osity on the part. of the Marquis of
Northampton, who was evidently very
fond of the actress:
