by the sovereign, its holder is nominated
for it by the premier, must be a member
of parliament, as well as of the political
party in power, and forfeits his post when
the cabinet goes out of office, no matter
how much he may enjoy the favor of the
royal family. :

The Czar and the King of Montenegro

If Emperor Nicholas has taken advant-
age of the ruler of Montenegro’s unwel
come visit to St. Petersburg to remon-
strate with him very vigorously about his
aggressive attitude in the Balkans, where
he seems to be bent on provoking trouble
with the Turks on the one hand and with
Austria-Hungary on the other, relying up-
on Italy and Russia to protect him from
any serious danger ariging from his reck-
less policy, it is because the Czar has every
right to rebuke his Montenegrin nage-
sake. The_latter has, throughout his fifty
years of reign, been a dependant upon the
bounty of the Rusgian crown. He owes
to Russia his independence from Turkish
suzerainty; he owes all the equipment of
his ‘army, all its artillery and rifles as
well as its training and knowledge of mod-
ern military tactics.

All his daughters, including the Queen of
Italy, received their education at St. Peters-
burg, where they were brought up under
the direction and at the expense of the
dowager empress, and of her mother-in-
law, the late Czarina Marie, these two im-
perial ladies providing them with their
trousseau when they married; while their
dowries of a million Toubles each, came
to them from Alexander II., Alexander III.
and from the present ruler . of Russia.
There'.is hardly a thing, indeed, in Mon-
tenegro, belonging to the reigning family,
which is not a gift from the court of Rus-
sia and the King of Monténegro, who, de-
spite his wonderful literary gifts, charm
of manner, and gallantry as a soldier, is
gn inveterate gambler, has- been obliged ‘to
have frequent reeourse to the late and the
present Russian emperors, to extricate him
from financial embarasment.

Being in this way in every respect a
dependent upon the Crzar, if not officially,
at any rate materially, he is compelled to
receive with becoming humility and submis-
sion, any rebuke which the emperor may
see fit to administer, and will return to his
dominions in a very much chastened frame
of mind.

The fact of the matter is that Russia fd
all of the other great powers, are extre:
ly anxious to prevent the present war be-
tween Turkey and Italy from developing
into an international conflagration this
spring, and are determined to restrict the
area of hostilities and to bring them to a
close as quickly as possible. But these ef-
forts in behalf of peace will be more than
useless in the King of Montenegro encour-
ages the Albanians to take advantage of
Turkey’s embarrassment to rise against her
when the snow melts, and if Bulgaria af-
fords similar encouragement to the unruly
Christian  inhabitants of Macedonia. That
is why Emperor Nicholas has been reading
the riot act to King Nicholas, who went to
St. Petersburg to argue that he could no
longer prevent his subjects from joining
their co-religinosists in Albania against
Turkey, and to ask for financial assistance
and encouragement.

He
received a knighthood. He was promised
a peerage in due course, but was put o_ﬁ
by the government on the plea that it did
not dare to risk an election to the House
of Commons in the constituency which he
represented in parliament.

The cabinet offered him a baronetcy, but
he would not hear of it and when, on the
occasion of King Edward’s birthday in
1909, he again found that his name was
not on the list of new peers, he declined
any further subscription fo the- funds of
the Tiberal party, and declared that hie
was so much disgusted that he had given
up all further idea of ever beipg raised to
a seat.in the House of Lords, and conse-
quently *placed upon the market the 20,000
acres of landed property in Wiltshire, pur-
chased from Lord Ashburton, and which
were to have formed the entailed estates

[ of the peerage which he counted upon re-

ceiving.
Before, however, the property came un-

' der the hammer, Sir Christopher Furness,
| as he was then, was seen by the leaders of

the Liberal party, and, althqugh he de-
clined to stand for the House of Commons
at the subsequent geneéral election, he was

\persuaded to resume his subscriptions to

the Liberal party funds, and to withdraw

'the offer of the sale of his landed estates
in Wiltshire. In June 1010 he received his
‘reward in the shape of the long delayed

peerage.

Agizin, Tripoli, Jan. 27—Famine has fol-
lowed on the heels of war in the north of
the province of Tripoli.
It is famine in the cruellest kind, for its
victims are almost all women and children.
The adult males of the population are one
and all at war with Italy They draw
their ‘' rations ‘and receive their ammuni-
tion, and even their horses must not KO0
short. Food for the soldier and his mount.
has been doled out by the Turks from the
begmnmg of the war.

< "But Arab women ‘are ‘fighting for the
graine that fall

“the. horses’ nose-
bags, and babies that should be plump and
brown are bony and yellow, with skin the
hue of dried parchment stretched over,
rickety frameworks of bones.

This must have ‘been going on for
weeks, for the starving people who have
‘come within the last few days to Auzizia
are the mothers and wives and children of
the men from that belt of oases that
fringes ‘the coast from Zouara eastward
nearly the town of Tripoli itself. The
Ttalian
ual shell-fire from prowling cruisers, whica
have madéd a target of every mud-hut visi-
ble among the palms, drove these poor
wretches from their homes early during
the war.

Those in ‘the ne‘:ghborhood of - Zouara
were gathered together by order of Musa
Mehemet, the military' commander of the
district, and housed in the stone fortress
in the oasis of Rigdalin, but it seems that

RAILROAD TELEPHONE ETIQUETTE

A movement has been started among
western steam railroads in the United
States to institute in their different de-
partments a form of telephone etiquette
that will bring up before the hearer— in
imagination—the drawing room and other
generally conceded lairs of politeness.

Instead of the rude shock which greets
him when he takes down the receiver and

ig irritably told to “get off the wire” the
telephone user, under the proposed plan,
will be politely asked if there is anything
that can be done for him.

Such expressions as these are ruled out:

“Hello.”

“Ring off.”

“Get off the wire.”

“Quit buttin’ in, will you?”’

Recently the Marquette made the an-
nouncement that he had tabooed the use
of ‘the word “hello” and other familiar
expressions the telephone had brought
into common use. Now the Chicago and
Northwestern has followed with am essay
on  telephone politeness which has been
given general circulation among employes.

The letter explains.

“As the telephone plays a large part
in the company’s affairs the management
with equal earnestness and determination
insists that it shall be used invariably
with politeness, intelligence, and desire
to transact the company’s business with
reasonable dispatch and without the

glightest irritation or annoyance to any
one with whom the compc'my does busi-
ness.

“The demands—not wishes or sugges-
tions — of the management may be get
down as follows:

“First — Answer all telephone calls
promptly. It is not good manners to keep
a caller waiting.

“Second—Drop once and for all the ‘s
polite meaningless, and often irritating
‘hello.”

“Third—Be particularly careful of the
tone of voice in which' you speak over
the telephone.

“Fourth—In ‘' gnswering a call for the
company over any of the company’s tele-
phones make it a point to eee that tue
person speaking gets the mformatlon he
wishes with  the least mconvemenee to
himself.”

" THE COAL TROUBLE IN ENGLAND

(Montreal - Shareholder)

The threatened coal strike in Great
Britain is throwing that coumtry into a
state almost akin'to panic, while many
other countries of the world are awaiting
the outcome with more than ordinary vo-
easiness. Coming, as it does, at a time
of social and economic unrest, the strike
assumes more than' ordinary importance.
A month ago the coal miners of  Great
Britain voted 445,000 to 118,000 to strike
on March lst,>unless the principle of an
individual migimum wage for each mine
should be conceded. Conferences ba’
been held between the operators and the
miners, and more recently bétween. the
heads of the Governmnt and the two par-
ties, but the prospects dre that it will
be impossible to bring the! warring fac-
tions together. If a strike occurs it will
mean that between 800,000 and 1,000,000
men will be thrown out of work, a suffi-
cient number to paralyze the whole trade
of the country. The coal miners have en-
listed the dock laborers, railway employes,
and men employed in”shipping on their
gide, which makes it practically. impossible
for supplies of coal to be imported from
outside nations. That there has been a
great deal of social unrest in Great Britain
during recent years; ig shown by the fact
that in 1911 the number of the workers
involved. in labér disputes was 931,000
against the yearly average of but 221,000
for the preceding decade. The aggregate
of lost days in 1911 was 10,247,000 against
a yearly average of 4,260,000 for.the prev-
ious decade. Minor troubles in the coal
trade were responsiblegfor 40 per cent. of
all this -time lost.  Other big strikes held

‘| throughout the year were in connection

with the railway-men and dock laborers,
and ‘among textile workmen.

The British coal miner has been getting
in the fieighborhoéd of $1.75 per day when

e has mined a given quantity of coal.}

‘he men now ask a minimum wage to
provide - against the joccasions ‘when the
miner has failéd t6 earn it'at the tonnage
rate because of mining conditions or causes
due to the management and not to him-
self. The big problem is how to find a
way to accomplish this by which the em-
ployer will be protected against a work-
er’s inefficiency.

Coal mining is England’s third most
important -industry and constitutes nearly
one-third of her total export trade. Mine
owners have already lost in the neighboc-
hood of 250,000 tone by their inability %o
make contracts ahead owing to fear of a
strike. It is, however, not in the eoal
trade alome that danger arises, but through
the paralyzing of the nation's activitios,
Should the wo=st fears of the officials be
realized, it will mean not only the com-
plete paralyzing of Great Britain's trade,
but will have a. serious economic effect
upon practically every civilized country in
the world, and possibly |involve other
countries in similar trade disputes. It
is a well known fact that in the. United:
States anthracite operators are/ seriously
contemplating a' strike, while in both
France and Germany the miners are far
from being satisfied with present condi-
tions. It is probable that a strike among
the Britisl ¢ operators would. provide the
necessary incentive for a similar strike
among coal operators elsewhere. It is to
be hoped that some way of effecting &
conciliation will be found.

in payment his checks on a leading Prague
bank for more than $45,000.
