Douglas, Ariz., April 19—1he rebel de-
feat at Agua Prieta was attributed wholly
to the over-indulgence of the insurrecto
soldrers in intoxicating liquors louna .
the saloons and stores of the captured city,
according to Col. Medina, commander-in-
chief of the rebel forces who fled into
this city and surrendered to the United
States authorities. y

He says that, instead of carrying out his
orders to destroy the liquor in the town,
the men drank 1t. Garcia’s men were in
even worse condition, he says, and only
six Mexicans and three Americans remain-
ed in the trenches. When Garcia found
this out, he rushed 'back to the city w0
bring up more men, but before he got back
the federals had seized his positions.

Washington, April 19—Dr. Vasquez
Gomez, head of the confidential agency of
the Mexican revolutionists here, aamtted
last night that a proposal for an armistice
had been sent to the Mexican government
and that a favorable reply had been re-
ceived. It was learned that he had tele-
graphed the insurrecto Junta at El Paso
to communicate this information to Gen-
eral Francisco Madero, Jr., in the field
and to obtain from him at once the defin-
ite conditions upon which he would agree
to an armistice.

It is said that the Mexican government
#ill permit courtiers to pass through
Juarez so as to facilitate the transmission
of the messages arranging an armistice.

Agua Prieta, Mex., April 19—Shortly
after daylight today a daring band of
‘insurgentos numbering only half a dozen
or so, stole into Agua Prieta and set fire
to the railroad station, which was de-
stroyed with its valuable contents. The
federals fired upon the invaders and two
or three of them were killed.

N my judgment the woman is the equal of the man. She has all the rights I
1 have and one more, and that is the right to be protected. That is my doc-
trine. You are married; try and make the woman you love happy. Who-
ever marries simply for himself will make a mistake; but whoever loves a woman
so well that he says, ‘I will make her happy,” makes no mistake. And so with
the woman who says, ‘I will make him happy.” There is only one way to be happy,
and- that is ‘to make somebody else so, and you cannot be happy by going cross
lots; you have got to go the regular turnpike road.

If there is any man I detest, it is the man who thinks he is the head of a
family—the man who thinks he is “hoss”’! The fellow in the dugout used the word
“boss;” that was one of Mis favorite expressions.

Imagine a young man and a young wol:an courting, walking out in the moon-
light, and the nightingale singing a song of pain and love, as though the thorn
touched her heart—imagine them stopping there in the moonlight and starlight
and song, and saying, “Ndw, here, let us settle who is boss!”

ELECTRICITY HATCHES
~ CHICKS; FARMER'S PLAN|

! Spokane, Wash., April 19 — Sixty-nine
healthy chicks from a setting of seventy-
three eggs have just been hatched by elec-
tricity on J. Don Alexander’s ranch at
Reitmeier’s Station, Wash., near Spokane.
The initial test was so succesaful that 1,-
300 eggs will be placed in the incubators
as soon as the aparatus can be installed.
 The equipment, which is not patented,
can be attached to an ordinary oil-burning
incubator at an expense of less than a
dollar.

Construction of the electrically operated
incubator is simple. Mr. Alexander took |
the lamps from the oil-burning machines
and wound German silver wire around the
frames.above the egg trays, connecring the
coils with an incandescent light ' circuit.
This is’ made through a contact device,
consisting of a piece of iron fixed on the
regulator arm to dip into a small cup
filled with mercury.

When the temperature in the incubator
rises to 103 degrees, the natural hatching
point, the iron arm is lifted automatical-
ly, shutting off the current until there is
a fall' of onefourth degree. As a pre-
caution against overheating in the event
