The Most Reverend the Metropolitan, in his opening 
address, referred to the great calamity which the Church in 
England had suffered in the death of Archbishop Benson, 
of Canterbury, who had done more to give back peace . 
and goodwill to the Church than any other occupant of the 
See of Canterbury. His Grace added that he had sent a
cable message of sympathy, <£n behalf of the Church in this 
Ecclesiytical Province, and suggested that the Synod should 
pass a resolution of sympathy.

His Grace further said that this Special Session of Synod

had been summoned in compliance with a resolution of the 
House of Bishops, and the business for which it weis called 

restricted to the election of a Bishop of Algomaand such 
other matters as affected that missionary Diocese. He had 
been forced to this by reason of the conflicting suggestions 
he had received, for if these had been followed, the Special 
Synod would be almost the same as a Triennial Synod.

His Grace said that all would feel grief at the resignation 
of the Right Reverend Bishop Sullivan, and hope that 
although compelled to resign his missionary jurisdiction, he 
would long be spared to consecrate the gifts with which God 
had endowed him to the Church in his new sphere, which 
second to none in the Doifrfnion.

His Grace then called the Very Reverend the Dean OF 
Montreal to the Chair of the Lower House, pending the 
election of a Prolocutor!

Their Lordships of the Upper House, having retired to 
their own chamber, the Very Reverend the Dean OF MONT­

To the bishops, clergy and laity I 
tender the assurance of my deep and lasting gratitude for 
the moral support and. substantial sympathy uniformly 
extended to me in the discharge of the stewardship commit­
ted to my keeping, which, in the providence of God, I am 
now called to transfer to the hands of my successor.
