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FRANK PEDLEY
WRITES AGAIN

DOMINION GOVERNMENT
AND SONGHEES RESERVE

Explanation of Why City Is
Asked to Surrender Re-
versionary Rights.

Frank Pedley, deputy superintendent-
general of Indian aftairs, Ottawa, has

forwarded another letter to the city
council relative to the request of the
departinent that the city transfer its
reversionary rights in the Songhees In-
dian reserve, and the same will be pre-
sented at this evening’s meeting of the
couneil.

1t will be recalled that about a month
ago a ‘letter was received from Mr.
Pedley asking the city to formally
transfer to the Dominion government
ihe reversionery rights in the reserve
bestowed by the provincial government,
pointing out that such a course would
pe advantageous in connection with ne-
gotiations with the Indians for the
opening of the reserve.

When this letter came before the city
council, it was referred to the city bar-
rister, W. J. Taylor, and the latter ex-
pressed the opinion that while he did
not think the Dominion government
was asking for anything unreasonable,
Mr. Pedley’s letter was not quite as
clear as it might be on the question
of what was intended by the Domin-
ion government when these reversion-
ary rights were transferred by the city.
and the reply of Mr. Pedley has now
come to hand. ¢

The whole question of the disposition
of the reserve in the event of its being
surrendered by the Indians by arrange-
ment with the Dominion government
is now likely to be opened again, That
the progress and development of the
city is being seriously delayed owing
to the reserve being tied up Has. been
frequently alluded to of late by visit-
ing ministers, and the meve now ma.de‘
by the federal authorities is taken to-
mean that a finak settlement of the
vexed
longer delayea.

A specific instance of the mansier ‘in
which the reserve is blocking,thie pro-
gress of the eity is furnished in the
case of the C,"P. R.'s application for
rights on the reserve which would en-
able that company to proceed with the
work of erecting coal bunkers on the
area of land lying to the south of the
railroad track on the reserve and just
at the rear of the marine hospital. The
company some months ago filed plans
for this work with the Ottawa govern-
ment, and the same were also submit-
ted to the board of trade and the city
council.

Very recently Mr, Beasley, superin-
tendent of the Esquimalt & Nanaimo
Railway Company, pointed out in a
communication to the latter body, in
connection: with a complaint of ob-
structing streets in Victoria West by
switching of cars, that the company
was hampered for room and that this
should induce the citizens of Victoria
to see the necessity of urging the
prompt settlement of the Indian re-
serve dispute.

In the event of the application of the
company for the privilege of expropriat-
ing the site of the proposed coal bunk-
ers being granted, ample facilities
would be given for switching purposes
and additional yard accommodation,
and also allow of the company carry-
ing out its long-deferred plans for the
improvement of its terminals at Vie-
toria.

It is the opinion of those cognizant
of the present status of the case that
should thé city council agree to the re-
quest of Mr, Pedley and transfer to
the government of the Dominion the
reversicnary rights conferred upon the
corporation hy the provincial govern-
ment that the matter of a settlement
of the reserve question will be more
€asily settied.

Mr. Taylor, at one of the meetings of
the city council when the matter was
discu,_ssed‘ pointed out to the aldermen
th.atA it was quite natural that the Do-
minion government, before it reopened
negotiations with the Indians, should
desire to have a free hand in the mat-
ter; and that while the city’s interests
would no doubt be conserved in every
possible way, there could not be more
than one party to such negotiations,

WILL ASK DANES
T0 WAIVE CLAIM

AMERICAN SOCIETIES TO
EXAMINE COOK’S RECORD

Says Discovery of South Pole
Will Be Easier Than the
North Pole.

(Times Leased Wire.)

Washington, D. C., Oct. 4.—Dr, Fred-
erick A. Cook, the Arctic. explorer,
who delivered a lecture here- last night,
announced to-day that he will ac-
quiesce in the proposition that the
University of Copenhagen be asked to
waive its claim to a prior examination
of his records, in order that the Am-
erican Geographical Society and other
scientific societies in-this country may
be enabled to review his data. He
said he would be satisfied to have the
decisions of all these tribunals an-
nounced  ‘simultaneously.

When asked if he would fit up an ex-
pedition to go to the South Pole Dr.
Cook said he was not prepared to
answer on that point, but ‘he added
that the discovery of the South Pole
would be much easier than that of the
North Pole.

He pointed out that a probable route
to the South Pole would be along
stretches of land on which stations
might be established’ and that ‘this
would mean a quicker discovery.

EATS OWN GHILD |

STARVATION DRIVES
MAN TO CANNIBALISM

Shoots Sevenalv Members of
Party Which Tries to
Capture Him,

St. Johns, Nfid., Oct. 4—A story was
brought from the Far North to-day by
the steamer Adventure, of the Hudson
Bay Company, that an Eskimo, driven
by starvation, ate his own child. The
Adventure also brought the crew of
the lost Dundee whaler Parafox. The
whaler met the fate of her compan-
ion ship Snowdr.'op when she was
crushed in the ice floes off Baffinland
early in August a year ago. The crew,
with scanty provisions, made-their way
over the broken ice toward the main-
land and were picked up by the steam-
er this fall. =

The story of the Eskimo’s cannibil-
ism was made known in dispatches
sent on the Adventure by the mounted
police. The man’s hunting and. fishing
season had failed, and, made mad by
hunger, he cut the throat of one of his
children and ate the little victim.

When the man’s neighbors learned
of the crime they attacked him, ‘aec-
cording to the primitive law of the
race. The outcast beat off all assaults, |
shot down several of the attacking
party and escaped to the trackless
wilderness of ice. His fate is unknown.

First, Crushing His
Skull.

TEN KILLED
IN COAL MINE

FIRE FOLLOWS EXPLOSION
IN PIT AT ROSLYN

Gas and Smoke in Stope Retard
the Work of Rescue
Party.

(Times Leased Wire.)

Roslyn, Wash., Oct. 4.—Otis New-
house, outside forman of the North-
west Improvement Company’s coal
mines, died early this morning, mak-
ing the tenth victim of the terrific gas
explosion which occurred in the mine
yvesterday. John X. Jones,  the engi-
neer, who also was injured, is expect-
ed to recover. C. R. Claghorn, man-
ager of the.company’s office in Tacoma,
arrived here this morning to .take
charge of the work of rescue. A small
force of men is now working its way
through an old stope toward the place
where a fire resulting from the explos-
ion is now raging.

Owing to the presence of gas and
smoke, there is no prospect of check-
ing the flames or reaching the en-
tombed men for several days.” There
is no hope of saving the five men who
were in the mine workings at the time
of the disaster, and it is believed that
they met instant death. The five oth-
ers who lost their lives were working
near the surface. Officials of the com-
pany state that only five men were
entombed.

The property loss cannot be accur-
ately estimated at this time, but
George E. Hopkins, chief  accountant
of the company, believes that it will
cost $50,000 t6 open the shaft. Losses to
buildings will probably amount to an
additional $30,000.

The cause of the explosion is not
known, the fire bosses had just left
the mine and had reported everything
in perfect condition.

Embers, thrown from the mine start-
ed fires almost simultaneously in four-
teen different places a quarter of a
mile away. The bank, the Y.M.C.A.
and twelve other frame buildings were
totally destroyed. The power plant, the
boiler house and the engine house are
still intact.

No. 8 mine is working to-day. It is
about two miles away from -the burn-
ing shaft. The other mimes belonging
to the Northwest Improvement Com-
pany will not be worked until to-mor-
row. Company officials expect\:o find
themselves short-handed, howe¥er, be-
cause of the curiosity of the miners
about - thé exploding mine and their
tendency to linger around it, and con-
sequent general reluctance to go back
to work so soon after the accident.

The output of coal as far as the gen-
eral public is concerned wilNnot af-
fected in the least. The Northwest
Improvement Company is a subsidiary
company of the Northern Pacific, and
is working all its coal mines to supply
the railroad only.

New York,  Oct. 4.—Wilbur Wright
accomplished another triumph of avia-
tion to-day when he made a spectacu-
lar flight in his aeroplane front Gover-
nor’s Island up the Hudson river, as
far as 125th street and return, sailing
over the warship fleet and making re-
markable manoeuvres before the eyes
of millions of people.

He covered about 20 miles and the
flight lasted 33 minutes and 30 seconds.
The trip up the river to 125th street
was made along the New York side
of the river, where Wright said he en-
countered unexpected gusts of wind.
This prevented . him from encircling
Grant’s tomb. Instead he made a circle
of the warships. He turned about at
125th street and swung southwand on
the Jersey side. Wright thinks he
made the flight down the river at the
rate of about forty miles an hour. The
height attained by the aviator varied
from forty to four hundred feet.

RECORDS TO DANES

EXPLORER REPLIES TO
GEOGRAPHICAL SOCIETY

University of Copenhagen Will
Be First to Consider His
Claims.

(Times Leased Wire.)

New York, Oct. 2.—Dr. Frederick
A, Cook has refused to submit his ob-
servations, notes and other data at
once to a competent scientific commit-
tee to be appointed by the National
Geographical  Society. Conimander
Peary had already formally signified
his willingness to comply with the con-
dition, but Dr. Cook in a letter last
night to Archer Huntington, president

of the American Geographical Society, |

declared that he would adhere.to his
determination to lay all his records
and instruments first before the Uni-
versity of Copenhagen.

Prof. Ira Remsen, president of the
Johns Hopkins University, was asked
several days ago by Henry F. Osbhorn,
president of the American museum of
natural history, and by Mr. Hunting-
ton to appoint a committee of astrono-
mers, geographers and zoologists to
whom the records of Peary and Cook
should be submitted.

Dr. Remsen in reply, telegraphed as
follows:

“It would be idle for me to appoint
a committee to investigate the North
Pole problem unless it were clearly un-
derstood that Commander and .Dr.
Cook were willing to submit their evi-
dence to such a committee. If they
are willing to do so, T shall not hesi-
tate to appoint such a committee as
you suggest.” :

Dr. Cook at first fell in with the sug-
gestion, but later he reconsidered and
sent the following to Mr. Huntington: |

“In pondering over the problem
which you were kind enough to present
to me, it appears to be an injustice to
the Danes to consent’ to the appaint-
ment of another board of examiners
after T had definitelyv agreed to suh-i
mit myv material first to the University
of Copenhagen.

“I, therefore; ask .vour indulgence for
a few. menths and, following the Dan-
ish investigation, 'all the 'records will
be sent to all the geographical socie-
ties of the world, after which they be-
come public property. T appreciate thé
good offices” of the American Geogra-
phical Society, the fair and friendly at-
titude of its president and. its mem-
bers and will promise that they will
have an early opportunity to.go over
the entire data of my.polar conguest.”

NEW POLICY IN
CITY STREET WORK

Council Preparing Agreement
to Be Signed By Prop-
erty Owners.

(From Saturday’s Daily.)

At Monday evening’'s meeting of the
city courcil Ald. Turner will present a
by-law setting forth regulations for
the guidance of the various depart-
ments of the city in the matter of put-
ing in lateral connections on streets
which are being permanently improv-
éd. The neceasity for such a by-law
was outlined in a communication from
the city solicitor read at last evening’'s
meeting of the streets, sewers and
bridges committee.

It is advised that in the case of.
water connections the water commis-
sioner will have to secure a requisition
signed by a majority of the property
owners in assessable value, though not
necessarily a. numerical majority. To
those who do not sign such requisition
seven days’' notice will be given. The
work can then be proceeded with,

The city solicitor further advised
that the council has the right to order
the owners to pay the cost of such
laterals within sixty days after de-
mand; or, spread the cost over ten
yvears with commutation date; or, make
the owners pay the entire cost; or, the
city can, if it sees fit, contribute to-
wards the cost,

The aldermen were apparently much
dissatisfied with the report. Ald. Mable
remarked that this advice was not good
enough for him. Ald, Henderson said it
did not tell the council how it ought
to proceed, and other members of the
board were' similarly dissatisfied with
the advice, some suggesting that the
opinion of the city barrister be sought.

Another communication was read
from the city solicitor in which he
pointed out-that he had consulted with
the city barrister on the matter and
had prepared a draft by-law which he
submitted.

The draft by-law was read, and it
was decided to discuss the sdme on
Meonday night.

Hon, Mr. Ward 'Praises Work
of the Imperial Press
Conference.

Edmonton, Oct. 1.—The following ad-
dress was presented to Earl Grey by
the lieutenant-governor yesterday at
the ceremony of laying the corner
stone of the new government build4
ings:

“To His Excellency the Right Honor-
able Sir Albert Henry George, Earl
Grey, Governor-General of Canada:

“It is with unfeigned pleasure and
pride that I call upon your Excellency
to perform the ceremony of laying the
corner stone of the legislative and
executive buildings of the province of
Alberta. The debt which is owed to
your Excellency’s family by his Ma-
jesty’s dominions beyond the seas is
a matter of history, and your own
work as a constructive statesman is
worthy of that great tradition. The
people of this province, at one with
the people of the
bear willing witness to the interest, to
the ability, to the wisdom with which
vou have adorned the roffice that you
hold.

“Four short years only have elapsed
since you presided over the inaugura-
tion of the provincial government, a
space of time which seems, looking
backwards, to have flown like a night,
and a space of time which has been
full of life, full of growth, full of work.
The functions of a legislature and a
government are dependent on the pos-
session of a fixed local habitation, and
during these four years there has been
continuous activity, guided by a sin-
cere {esire to promote the welfare of
the province.

Trade
was menaced by probable hostilities and
agriculturists should remember that if
they wanted to maintain markets for
their wheat they must -assist Great
Britain in maintaining supremacy of
the seas.

“However,” said Lord Grey, “the
loyalty of Canada was like the warmth
of the sun, It was only a waste of
time to refer to it.”

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EARL GREY'S WARNING.

I¢ will not reassure those who have
lead the warning of Ear] Grey in re-!
gard to the probability of a rupture of
the relations between Germany and
Britain to be told that one of the rea-
sons why there will be no war is ‘be-
cause “if Germany should attack Bri-

tain her fleet would be swept from the

sea, and Germany knows it as well as
any one else.”

While such a consummation is pleas-
ant for we of British stock to con-
template, and while we all hope that
such would be the outcome of an un-
provoked attack on the Motherland, it
iz just as well to remember that no
such sweeping statements have' been
made by those who are in the best po-
sition to know.

Efficiency is a comparative term,
and even experts differ in pronouncing
so finally upon the issues of war. Bri-
tain has to-day the finest' ‘types of
Dreadnoughts afloat, but even two men
of the high standing of. Sir John Fisher
and Lord Charles Beresford differ
sharply in regard to their fighting
value, primarily, and especially as to
their probable availability in the “day
of Armageddon, in the last great fight
of all.”

The fight, if it comes, will undoubt-
edly be in the North Sea, for German
warships are built with only a limited
coal capacity, and are obviously for
delivering an attack in home waters.
The Dreadnoughts have great arma-
meént - of twelve-inch guns, but they
have only what is known as single
armament, that is to say they are for
long range fighting almost exclusively,
and are of little value at the shorter
ranges. But as Beresford has pointed
out, the smother which lies’ on the
North Sea the greater portion of -the
time makes it improbable that the
range, in the event of hostilities, will
be more than seven miles at the out-
side. Seven miles is an ideal range for
the Lord Nelson class, but it is not a
suitable one for the Dreadnoughts.
Hence Lord Charles attaches little
value to the Dreadnoughts under the
probable ‘conditions which will- obtain
when the decks are cleared for action.
And Lord Charles ought to know some-
thing about the matter,

This is only one element in the situ-
ation, and goes. to illustrate how many
factors enter into it from a practical
standpoint. Comparing fleets by the
aid of Brassey's annual is apt to be
misleading because figures, while they
give range and tonnage, gnd beam and
draught, throw no light on a hundred
things which practical fithting men
have to consider.

The history of naval warfare has
been so full of incidents, illustrating
the misleading nature of mere num-
bers, that wise war ministers now tax
the resources of their lands to give as
wide a margin of safety as is possible.

adian government steamer Arctic,
Capt. J. E. Bernier, who has been in
the far north for more than a year, has
reached here. Capt. Bernier refused to
talk of his trip, saying he must first
report to the minister of marine.

From members of the crew it was
learned that the ship got as far north
as 84 degrees on August 19th, 1909.

IS INTERVIEWED

FAMOUS LABOR MEMBER
GIVES IMPRESSIONS

Criticises Immigration Methods
and Will Ask Parliament
to Interfere.

e e e

Great interest attaches to the forth-
coming visit of Will Crooks, M. P. for
‘Woolwich, Eng. In labor cireles es-
pecially is his lecture on Thursday
evening next at A. O. U. W. hall under
{he auspices of the Victoria Trades and
Labor Council looked forward to with
keen anticipation, but the public gen-
erally are manifesting a desire to hear
<o famous a British public man, and it
is likely that the hall will be crowded
to its capacity on the occasion of his
address. 2

Interviewed at Montreal the other
day, Mr. Crooks had much to say of
interest; and the following extract from
an interview with him appearing in the
Montreal Witness will give a fairly
good idea of the views he holds on the
guestions agitating the public mind at
the present day:

It is his first trip to a British coun-
try outside of the British Isles, and as
he says, he comes as a student to learn
what Canada has to teach, and with a
large appreciation of the natural poten-
tialitles of the land he brings an open
mind, questioning and eager to see
(Canada from the Canadian point of
view, He has ideals, and high ones, of
this country’'s future—he sees in it a
lJand where contentment and happiness
can be the lot of every woman and
child, and where there is scope for
every man’s usefulness, but there ap-
pears to him one of the problems that
have to be faced.

There is the problem for your states-
men to face. The possibilities of the
country are vast beyond expression.
You will want large sums of money to
develop them and you will be finding
vourselves with a heavy burden of
debt. As an asset against that you
want men—millions of productive men,
whose labor is wealth.

“Yes, the immigration is large, as Jou
say, but I can already see, and we
have heard bitter complaints at home
of conditions that should be changed.
You want to care for your men. The
aggressive fellow who has a shilling
in his pocket, and doesn’t care tup-
pence for you or me, can look after
himself. He is all right, but it is the
man who does not think for himself,
who is brought out here by private en-
terprise, who is moved to where there
may be a temporary demand for his
Jabor and dumped down there, and
that is the end of him—those are the
people who want looking after, and
they are the masses, the great ma-
Jority.

“Men of that class who must have
their thinking done for them, who are
rushed out here, say, for the summer
work in the harvest,—work that lasts a

few weeks—and then left on their own |

resources, to drift back to the cities and
disturb the balance of the population
there, these men, or rather the methods
of their coming and their living, should
be one of the great questions of states-
manship in this country.

“When I go back to England I shall
call upon the two governments to take
the matter up. It is a work that they
should undertake. Immigration in-
duced by private enterprise, is not go-
ing to be for the best, for the country
or the people themselves.

“I have been told that in travelling
through Canada I would fing that the
value in which the Empire was held
was gauged by the number of postal
orders that tame across as returns
from the trade with Britaip. I'm not
going to believe hny such.thing as that
—not going to let mryself believe it, and,
referring to the tariff rm question,
the idea that one part _ef the Empire
would have another g6 hungry that it
might profit, is a crime too monstrous
to think of.

“But why don’t you try protection,
some people have said to me. There is
enough misery and want now among
the poor people without wilfully in-
creasing it in the slightest degree. The
food supply of a nation is the most
vitally important consideration, and
anyway, be sure that there is not a
hungry mouth to feed before you begin
experimenting.”

GOLD MINING
AT SOMBRIO

BIG DAM WASHED
AWAY BY FRESHET

Hydraulic Work Will Be Con-
ducted in Rich
Soil.

A few days ago the big dam which
was being constructed at -the Sombrio
river for the Hydraulic Mining Com-
pany, which is installing works at that
place, was burst by a freshet and is be-
ing abandoned altogether. Manager
Gallop, who returned from that place
on Saturday last on the steamer Tees,
intends to adept some other plan of
working, as the danger in building a
dam with logs and earth is too great.
The great jam of logs was just about
ready for ballasting when the river
began to rise, and the force of thé
water swept everything before it, There
were no rains in the vicinity, and the
freshet came as a great surprise. Even
yvet the cause of the freshet remains a
mysery.

The big hydraulic machinery is _al-
ready on the ground, it having been
taken direct from Seattle, and it is
| expected that in about a month every-
{ thing will be ready for work. Eleven
| hundred dollars was lost by the wash-
| ing away of the dam, but this it is
i thought will be but a small matter
| compared with the results which are
| expected when operations commence.
! -The workings are supposed to be an
old river bed, probably the continua-
tion of the Leach river, where gold is
still being washed, and-where in form-
er years some very rich sand and
gravel was fouhd. Apparently there
has been a great upheaval in the neigh-
borhood of the Sombrio river within
comparatively recent years, and now
the beds of rivers are found a long dis-
tance up the sides of the mountains in
the most unexpected places, and most
of them carry gold.

At Sombrio the gravel and sand
averages about 656 cents a wvard, and
many nuggets worth from 50 cents to
a dollar each are taken out. This gold
is very fine, and if it continues to hold
out,. as the prospects indicate, some
fortunes will be made there. A large
number of holes have been sunk, and
all give rich results. The only difficulty
is in the fact that the soil where the
gold is found -is all grown over with
big trees, and the roots have found
their way right through the gravel, to
a large extent obstructing the work,

POSSIBILITIES OF
PEACE RIVER DISTRICT

Plums Grow 350 Miles North
of Edmonton—Work at
Experimental Station.

Word has just been received from the
dominion experimental station at Fort
Vermillion, in the Peace River district,
under date of August 10th. The super-
intendent reports everything moving
favorably at the station, with the pros-
pect of excellent returns for the season.
The apple and plum trees set out three
years ago have done wonderfilly well,
and the superintendent states that he
will have a particularly interesting re-
port to make at the close of the season,

This station was established three
years ago by F. S. Lawrence, and the’
returns have given valuable additional
proof of the tremendous - agricultural
possibilities of the Peace -river district.

BURNED TO DEATH

El Roghi Set on Fire After Be-
ing Mauled By
~,  Lions.

Paris, Oct. 2.—A dispatch to the Ma-
tin from Fez says that inquiries show
that El1 Roghi, the pretender to the
throne of Morocco, who was executed
at Fe in the middle of September, was
put to death by Suiltan Mulai Hafid
himself under circumstances of revolt-
ing cruelty.

According to the correspondent, the
monarch, assisted by his servants,
dragged the pretender into a cage of
lions, and the animals, which leaped
upon the manacled captive, inflicted
horrible wounds.

ALLAN STEAMSHIP
COMPANY’S CHANGES

Interesting Moves in Connec-
tion With the Great
Steamship Line.

Ever. since the -early days of the G.
T, P, there has been a feeling prevail-
ing that eventually the Allan line of
steamships would come into zlose con-
nection with the new transcontinental
route. Some years ago when officials
of the G. T. P. came to Victoria on
what was really their introduction to
the Pacific coast, a member of the
Allan line was one of the guests of the
company's officials,

Rumor has been busy within the last
few weeks as to the future control of
the Allan line. The name of Allan has
so long been one to conjure with in
connection with the Canadian trade
that it is not surprising that the pub-
lished reports should have attracted
considerable attention, even though
they do not point to anything more
than changes in business management.
Two circulars were issued making the
position clear. The first was from
Messrs. James and Alexander Allan,
announcing that they have retired from
business as managers and agents of the
line, and that this business will now
be carried on at the office, 26 Bothwell
street, Glasgow, under the manage-
ment of Allan Brothers & Co., Ltd,,
Liverpool and London, and that the
agencies will be continued under the
same name a&s before. The second eir-
cular is signed by the Allan Line
Steamship Company, Ltd., per Hugh
A. Allan, chairman, and advises that
Messrs, Allan Brothers & Co., Ltd,
Liverpool and London, have been ap-
pointed general managers of the com-
pany, in succession to Messrs, James
and Alexander Allan, and by arrange-
ment Allan Brothers & Co. will con-
tinue the offices of the company at the
Glasgow address, and that Messrs, Al-
lan Brothers will, as heretofore, act as
agents of the company in Liverpool and
London.

\The firm of Messrs. Hugh and An-
drew Allan, of Montreal, will continue
to act as managers of the line in North
America, while the other agencies in
the United Kingdom, Canada, New-
foundland, the United States, France,
and Soufth America will remain as at
present. The board of directors of the
company Is now constituted as follows:

For a long time past it has been as-
umed that, with the completion of the
transcontinental linc of the Grand
Trunk Railway Company, the interests
of that undertaking and of the Allan
line might become identical, Some
such combination was always a possi-
bility, as the Grand Trunk may well
aim at owning lines of steamers, both
on the Atlantic and on the Pacific, as
does the Canadian Pacific Railway
Company. Accordingly, the changes in
the domestic arrangements of the Al-
lan line have been held to give color
to a belief that .an amalgamation is
actually on foot. The Glasgow owners
of the Allan line assert, however, that
the conclusions which have been drawn
in this connection are unwarranted.

If I didn’t I
wouldn’t be interested in my business,
but speaking generally, I do the very
best I can~and, satisfied with that,
why should I worry?

“Again, as you say, you have noticed
that Lady Wilson has usually a party
of intimates accompany me on what
you are pleased to call my world busi-
ness travels. Certainly. A man’s wife
is his best friend. Please express that
briefly and therefore forcibly.

“Yes, the late Mr. Harriman’s will of
ninety-nine words was a beautiful ser-
mon on domestic devotion. Its succinct
expression of confidence in his wife
will strengthen wavering family ties
throughout the world. It is worth while
spending a lifetime in acquiring great
power to leave a will like that.

“I misunderstood you a moment ago,
but did not interrupt. I thought you
said Americans were taking their holi-
days now. I was going to say that I
saw Mr. Morgan yesterday. He’'s in
town, working, ruddy, looks well. Saw
a number of Wall street men; all seem
to be in town. All working down there;
physically, a good looking crowd of
men, A
“Yes, I was comptroller-general of
the National Debt of Great Britain
from 1873 until I resigned in 1894, and
did have charge of the investment of a
fund of over a billion dollars, and,
therefore, as' you suggest, should be
versed in debts not only of mnations,
but of individuals.

WILL NOW WIDEN
GOVERNMENT STREET

City Council and Property Own-
ers Finally Reach an
Agreement.

After carrying on negotiations with
the property cwners affected for a
period of two years, there is at last a
prospect that that section of Govern-
ment street lying between Toronto and
Niagarh streets will be widened to con-
form with the remainder of the leading
thoroughfare of the city.

Mr, Forman's figtres to-
talled $1,800 in excess of the amount
computed by Mr. Northcott to be a
reasonable award for the various pieces
of property affected.

There was a disposition on the part
of the board to reject Mr. Forman’s
report, but it being pointed out that
the matter had dragged .its weary
length along to a tiresome degree, and
that it was highly desirable to have it
finally settled, it was recommended to
the council the adontion of the -re-
port on the basis proposed by Mr. For-
man, except in a couple of cases where
his figures appeared to be excessive,

ALBERTA FARMERS
ARE HOLDING GRAIN

Expect Prices Will Advance and
Are Not Anxious to
Sell.

Calgary, Oct. 2—From all sections of
Southern Alberta come : reports that

farmers are holding their grain in pri-
vate granaries or are ‘shipping it to
Fort William to .be held in store.

There is no rush to market the crop,
with the result that the railroads are
able to handle the same with the great-
est ease. The added grain storage which
has  been erected by the elevator com-
ranies assists both the farmers and the
transportation interests. The crop just
harvested has made a marked increase
in the desire of incoming settlers to se-
cure land.

Oats are expected to go to a high
price, owing to the development that
will go on this fall and next year, New
railroads coming to Calgary will em-
ploy thousands of teams. The C. P. R.
will have a very large force complet~
ing the new canals. The volume of
city improvement will be large and the
development department initiating farm
development in the Bow river valley
will increase their operations twofold.
The demand for oats and fodder must
as a result of this work increase until
tarmers will reap a return from these
crops only second to the returns re-
ceived from wheat. s

BITUMINOUS
COAL LOCATED

FOUND IN NORTHERN
BRITISH COLUMBIA

Large Area on Peace River Se--

cured By Eastern
Capitalists.

Edmonton, Alta., Oct. 2.—Ten thous-
and acres of beautiful bituminous coal,
which will coke to the extent of 86 per
cent, have been located on the Peace
river, just across the border of British
Columbia, by a syndicate which in-
cludes severa] prominent capitalists of
Eastern Canada, and which is repre-
sented in Edmonton by R. Brundinel.

This is the latest sensational discov-
ery in the far-famed Peace river coun-
try. Small seams of coal have been
found at intervals along the Peace
river, well up towards the mountains,
but nothing of the extent and the qual-
ity to the huge coal area which has
been filed by this syndicate of capi-
talists. The claim was filed upon this
year by Mr. Brundinel, who recorded
his claim with F. C. Campbell, the new
British Columbia government represen-
tative at Fort St. John, who went
north early in the spring.

The coal area was surveyed by O. A.
Davis, a mining engineer, whom Mr.
Brundinel took north with him, and
who declares that the coal he found
on the Peace river was of a quality
that would prove excellent for manu-
facturing as well as for domestic pur-
poses.

WIRES WORRY
THE ALDERMEN

HITCH IN AGREEMENT
FOR TELEPHONE COMPANY

Knotty Point Is How to Get Co-
operation of Property
Owners Affected.

The streets, sewers and bridges com-
mittee of the city council wrestled with
the problem of arranging with the B. C.
Telephone Co. to put the wires under-
ground for (upwards of an hour on Fri-

day, the debate being due to the receipt of
a report from the city solicitors enclosing
a draft agreement for the property own-
ers whose premises would be invaded by
the Telephone Company, to sign; and it
was the consensus of opinion that the
agreement was too cumbersome and in-
volved. It was finally decided to send the
communication and the draft agreement
to the special committee which has the
matter in hand in the hope that some
workable plan may be devised.

The draft agreement dealt with the re-
lations between the corporation, the pro-
perty owners and the Telephone Company
in respect to their joint responsibility in
connection with the scheme; and it was
the opinion of a majority of the members
of the board that it was calculated o
frighten the property owners rather than
conducive to obtaining their consent to
enter their premises and establish con-
duits.

Ald. Mable suggested that if it were cut
down to about six lines it would meet the
needs of the case better.

Ald. Henderson was of the opinion that
before the scheme can be gone on with
it would be necessary to present a by-law
for the approval of the ratepayers. It
was only after a by-law had been passed
that the courecil could step in and use the
powers it possessed under the Municipal
Clauses Act to expropriate sufficient land
to allow of the conduits being run into the
various blocks.

Ald. Turner pointed out that if the pro-
posed agreement were signed by the pro-
perty owners there would be no necessity
to expropriate -any land. It was proposed
that some suitable person be appointed to
go to the property owners with the agree-
ment and see what they thought of it.
Personally he did not see any objection
to the agreement as drafted. The pro-
perty owners were protected from all
damages, as the city would be held re-
sponsible.

Ald. Fullerton presented an argument
to the effect that perhaps the best plan
would have been for the city to arrange
to place all the wires on the tops of build-
ings, and the chairman pointed out that it
was a little too late to suggest anything
of the sort now, as the council had gone
on record as approving of the plan to
place all wires underground.

Ald. McKeown said if the present agree-
ment were carried out with the Telephone
Company the city would not have accom-
plished so very much, as there would still
be a lot of wires on the streets.

This led the chairman to point out that
in the conduits which the Telephone Com-
pany proposed to put down there would be
space for wires of all kinds.

After some further debate it was decid-
ed to refer the matter to the special com-
mittee appointed to deal with it in the
first instance. T

SPOKANE FIGHTS
FOR LOWER RATES

Commission Hears Complaints
Regarding Railway Freight
Charges.

Spokane, Wash, Oct. 2.—Spokane
continued the presentation of its case
here yesterday before the interstate
commerce commission in an effort to
show that the cities of eastern Wash-
ington are being discriminated against
in favor of the coast terminals by the
alleged arbitrary freight rates of rail-
roads.

Attorney Stephens, Spokane’s counsel,
took up several schedules in an effort
to show discrimination against Spok-
ane, The first under consideration was
that of bar iron which Stephens re-
presented cost Spokane merchants $1.27
per cwt. for'shipment while coast mer-
chants paid only 80 cents a hundred.
He' maintainsd that the hancicap was
somewhat dissipated by the local mer-
chants who found it cheaper to order
their iron delivered to a coast point for
80 cents, pay 40 cents additional freight-
age from the coast point to Spokane
and thereby save seven cents a hundred
on shipments over Spokane rate,

No new rate was proposed for pig
iron but a fight was made by Stephens
for a lower rate on water pipe castings
which he represented to cost local mer-
chants sixty cents more a hundred than
it does coast men.

Freight Traffic Director Woodworth,
of the Northern Pacific, declared that
the reason for this was large shipments
to a Portland factory and the neces-
sity of overcoming water competition.

Among the promised reductions was
that of the rate on Canadian earth
paint which it was shown previously
amounted to twice the value of the

product,

Man Turns Revolver on Him-

ALARMING. FIRE.

Houses in Princeton and Viciniiy Were
in Jeopardy.

According to advices now to hand,
Princeton was the centre of much
anxiety for a few days recently, caused
by the running fires which girdled it
at various distances. The town was
enveloped with smoke and the high
winds hurled clouds of dust in the air.
Houses, propefty and human' life were
at stake. The provincial fire warden,
Mr. W. T. Atherton, and his assistants
and volunteers fought the encroaching
flames, and while much good work was

done it was apparent that no human |

power could put the fires out. It was
providential that rain came in the nick
cf time, and immediately danger was
passed.

The fires at Copper mountain, Ken-
nedy mountain; Granite creek, China
creek and opposite Five-Mile on the
Similkameen river, were evidently the
result of carelessness, ignorance of the
law or design. The fire at China creek
was in a fair way to jump the Tula-
meen river and swoop down on Prince-
ton. Citizens were much disquieted at
the origin of the China creek fire,

INGENIOUS DEVICE
FOR WEIGHING CARGO

Will Give Correct Weight to
One-Fiftieth of One
Per Cent.

At the Temple pier, London, a dem-
onstration has been given of an Ital-
ian invention, the porhydrometer, by
means of which cargoes can be accur-
ately weighed, the vessel itself acting
as the weighing machine. In a barge
moored to the pier stood a vertical iron
tube rising to the level of the deck and
connected at the lower end by a small-
er tube with the water beneath the
hull. The water in the tube natural-
Iy stood at the level of the river. In
this column of water was a float sev-
eral feet long, so nicely shaped that at
whatever depth the barge lay in:the
water the horizontal area of immer-
sion of the float was always propor-
tionate to the horizontal area of im-
mersion of the barge. The displace-
rents were consequently in the same
proportion. The float was connected
with a steelyard so graduated that
when a cargo is loaded or unloaded the
change of displacement can be read off
at a glance, because of the correspond-
ing change of displacement in the
flcat. The porhydrometer certainly
has the merit of simplicity, the float
in the tube serving the purpose of a
model in a tank. The merits claimed
for the invention are that it means a
great saving in the cost of weighing,
that it enables a captain accurately to
gauge his leakage in case of collision,
and that it will make the ton of fifteen
or sixteen hundredweights common in
Mediterranean coaling ports a thing of
the past. The Italian custom house is
willing to accept the readings, The
instrument is guaranteed to register
to one-fiftieth of 1 per cent. of the cor-
rect weight. At the demonstration the
difference that one man’s weight made
to the barge was registered to within
a few pounds. The wonder is that this
simple. device was not invented a hun-
dred years ago.

Brings Over Hundred Passen-
gers to Vancouver and
Victoria.

BIG INCREASE IN
LICENSES ISSUED

Many Couples Choose Victoria
to'Evade Laws of
Washington.

In a jocular way Victoria has been 3]
luded to as ‘“The Honeymoon Towp"
of the Pacific coast, because of its at-
tractions to those who have embarkeq
upon the sea of matrimony, but thern
are indications that this descriptioy
must hereafter be taken as
accurate and applicable to the pre.
sent situation, for gross receipts from
marriage licenses in recent monthg
have broken all records and there are
special reasons for believing that Cupid
has taken up permanent office quarters
in this city.

Licenses to wed are belng issued tq
couples from the United States at the
rate of five and six per day. Receipts
for these coveted bits of paper for the
past two months, have totalled over
$800 and it is likely that the month of
September will make an equally good
showing, The larger per centage of
these licenses are issued to people who
come from points in the neighboring
state of Washington, and enquiry eli-
cits the information that this “traffic
in hearts’” is likely to increase, instead
of diminish, unless there are changes
in the laws of that state.

It appears that a short time ago the
legislature of the state of Washington,
which has a somewhat unenviable re-
cord for the amount of ‘“freak” legis-
lation which has been placed upon the
state books, passed an act making it
imperative ‘for people about to marry
to have themselves examined by a phy-
sician appointed by the government to
determine their physicial fitness to en-
ter into the holy bonds. This proved a
very obnoxious measure and there was
an immediate- outery against its en-
forcement, and so great was the dis-
content that an amendment was obtain-
ed providing that it would only be nec-
essary to consult one’s own private
physician and then make an affidavit
setting forth that the applicant for the
marriage license was in good health
and thoroughly fit to marry.

The young people of the land of the
free who had been taught to believe
that liberty of action was an inherent
privilege in all the sons and daughters
of Uncle Sam have not taken kindly to
this amended act, and the consequence
is that they are coming to Victoria in
large numbers and marrying accord-
ing to the less-encumbered, and at the
same time more binding laws of this
country.

An amusing feature of the situation
is that should the ‘“business” keep uyp,
as it promises to do, premises in front
of the sheriff’s office on Bastion street
are likely to be much in demand by
agents who have special lines to offer
to people about to be married, Agents
for house furnishings always find it
profitable to get in touch with such
people, and if things go on the spectacle
of samples of carpets, curtains and oth-
er household goods being displayed in
front of the court house may be a pos-
sibility of the future.

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ARMED MAN
CREATES SCENE

TRIES TO REACH
TAFT’S AUTCMOBILE

Is Arrested While Trying to
arce His Way Through
Crowd.

(Times Leased Wire.)

Portland, Ore., Oct. 2.—Carrying a
revolver of heavy calibre and a pocket
full of cartridges, Arthur Wright, of
Lowell Centre,” Mass.,, attempted to
thrust his way toward President Taft
to-day while the chief executive was
passing in an automobile, but was dis-
armed and_ arrested before he could
reach the premdpnt

The: affair occurred at the Sixth and
Morrison street corner of the Portland
hotel, ' which is  the temporary Taft
hostelry.

The parade, in honor of the presi-
dent, had@ reached the corner when a
secret serviece man accompanying the
president saw Wright crowding his way
through the throng of people that lined
the streets. Calling to several police-
men, the  president’'s guard sprang
toward the man.

A sharp struggle followed and when
Wright was securely handcuffed a 38
calibre revolver was taken from him.
Wright alse carried a -score of car-
tridges in  his coat ©pocket, and a
camera in his hand. Pinned on his vest
was a special policeman’s star bearing
the name, ‘Lowel Centre, Mass.”

At thé police station Wright was
charged with carrying a concealed
weapon and will be held pending an in-
vestigation of his character. Police
Captain Bailey, who took part in the
arrest, said that the suspicious actions
of Wright attracted the attention of
the president’'s bodyguard. Not only
was his manner of endeavoring to reach
the forefront of the crowd a cause for
alarm, but the captain declared that
Wright’'s manner of carrying the
camera first attracted the government
agent’s attention.

Wright refused to make any state-
ment to the police regarding his action
except to say that he wanted to get
pear the Dl‘/ﬁﬂidenl to take a nicture.
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The police, however, in view of the cir-
cumstances, place - little -eredence in
his assertion and bélievé that Wright
was using the camera as an excuse to
get as close to Taft as posible.

The arrest of Wright is the first to
have occurred on the continental trip
of the president. Although there were
several thousand persons massed in the
vicinity of the hotel when Wright was
seized, only those in the immediate vi-
cinity saw the struggle and witnessed
the man’s arrest. President Taft did
not know that an untoward event had
marked his progress through Portland’s
streets and was surprised when in-
formed that a man was under arrest.
The president, however, was closely
surrounded by his body guard and es-
cort and as Wright did not succeed in
getting entirely through the crowd that
lineq the sidewalk, the incident did
ot attract his attention.

Wright declared that he carried his
revolver on a ranch in Moutana, but
the weapon is almost new. The pris-
oner does not have the appearance of
a crank or an anarchist.

This afternoon he said that his rela-
tives: in Lowell Centre, Mass.,, were
wealthy and that he was appointed a
special officer there in order to protect
their property.

Discussing the arrest,
said:

“After a man dpessed in plain clothes
in an automobile ‘preceding that of
President Taft had yelled to me, I no-
ticeq Wright edging his way through
the crowd. His peculiar manner and
the fact ¢that he was carrying the
camera backward and at his side
aroused my suspicion and I ordered him
back. He kept coming forward and
then I shoved him back. I felt some-
thing hard inside his coat and jumped
him. Detectives Snow and Coleman
ran up and after a short tussle, we had
him naileq and then found the re-
volver on him. <4In his pocket wers
about a dozen loose cartridges.”

When arrested Wright was standing
on the east side of Sixth' street, op-
posite the Hotel Portland main en-
trance through which the president was
passing in his automobile. Carrying
theé camera in his hand he maintained
a position in the front rank of the
erowd. Watchers also saw him at the
Union station in the early morning,

Wright arrived in Portland on Tues-
day and secured a roomiat the Stand-
ard rooming house on North Sixth
street, where he has beén staying. Giv-
ing a reason for carrying the weapon,
‘Wright said:

“I admit' I was™feolish-to carry the
revolver to-day. I thought nothing of
it. No. I had no intention of attempt-

PAVE CAUSEWAY
COMING WEEK

CITY ENGINEER WILL
RUSH WORK ON IT

Final Section of Big Improve-
ment Scheme Now to Be
Taken in Hand

’

(From Saturday's Daily.)

During next week a start -will be
made on t-he work of putting down the
permanent pavement on' that section
of Government street immediately in
front of the Empress hotel and lying
between Belleville and Humboldt
tsreets. The job would have been un-
dertaken sooner, City Engineer Topp
explained to the Times this morning,
had there been an assurance of a full
supply of vitrified brick. The brick is
of the same class as is being laid on
Wharf street, and is obtained from Se-
attle. ’

There is now a sufficient quantity of
the brick on hand to warrant a com-
mencement of the work, and the re-
mainder which will be required will be
sent on without delay. Mr. Topp said
that he hoped to rush the work through
so as to get it completed before the
wet weather sets in. °

Because of the tramway track lying
section of the street it
would be necessary to do the work in
sections. This would necessitate the
tearing up of one line of track and
doing that side before the other side
was touched. There would be slight
interruption to street car traffic, but
not to any serious extent.

With the completion of this import-
ant piece of city improvement a long-
standing grievance in that section of
the city will have been removed. Ever
since the causeway was constructed in
1903 it has been found impossible to
keep the street in decent condition. In
winter there would be a great quantity
of water and mud lying there, and in
the summer the dust which blew in
clouds on windy days constituted a
nuisance. Another difficulty was that
the roadbed, being based on filling
which has gone in when the old bridge
was removed, was constantly settling,
and this militated against the success
of the efforts to keep it in good con-
dition.

It is perhaps correct to say there is
no other street in the city which has
to carry such a heavy volume of traf-
fic at all seasons of the year. All the
heavy teaming to and from the whole-
sale districts to the C.P.D. and outer
wharves passes -along this thorough-
fare, and here converges also all the
traffic flowing to and from the entire
James Bay section of the city. Th&
necessity of the payment being of ex-
ception strength and durability will
therefore be apparent.

It has been decided to lay a circular
curb at the westerly side of the cause-
way where it joins with Wharf street,
so as to maintain a uniform appearance
of the roadbeds of the two thorough-
fares.

Not only is the showing made for the
present season of the most gratifying
character, but it is unquestionably true
that the outlook for progress along
silimar lines was never better, With
the certainty that within a few months
the B, C. Electric railway will be in a
position to extend the street car ser-
vice to outlying sections of the city, and
to the suburbs there is sure to ensie
a building boom which in magnitude
will surpass anything of the kird yet
recorded in the history of Viatoria.

INDIAN SHOQTS
KIDNAPPED GIRL

Body of Vietim Found in Hills
—Posses Continue
Search.

Banning, Cal., Oct. 1.—The dead
body of Mary Nita Boniface, the 14-
yvear-old Imdian girl who was kid-
napped by Billy Boy, a Piute brave,
after~he had killed Mike Boniface, ‘her
father, as he lay asleep under a tree,
was brought to Banning early to-day.
The girl had two jagged bullet wounds
in her back, and it is thought that she
was murdered: while trying to escape
from her captor.

Deputy $heriﬁ Benjamin De Creve-
coeur, accompanied by two officers,
brought the unfortunate little girl's
body back to civilization. . According
to De Crevecoeur's story the body was
found yesterday by the pursuing posse
in the foothills of the San Bernardino
mountains, 656 miles from this city.
Near the body lay a parcel of food
and a canteen of water,

The posse that has been on the trail
of the murderer for the last . three
days immediately cast aside their own
provisions and water and pressed into
the mountains. They expect to cap-
ture the fugitive before night.

MOORS ANNIHILATE
ADVANCE COLUMN

Ambushed When on Scouting
Expedition—General
Among Slain.

(Times Leased Wire.)

Meiflla, Oct. 1.—The Spanish troops
received a serious set back to-day in
their effort to subdue the rebellious
Riff tribesmen, when 200 Dons, under
the command of General Vicaris, were
annihilated by a determined hand of
Moors near Zelwan, General Vicaris
being among those killed. They were
caught in a trap by  the wily Moors
when the main body of the Spanish
troops abandoned Mount Gurgura,

Convinced that the rebellion was
practically over, the Dons expected
little opposition, if any, on the part of
the tribesmen. Early to-day the Span-
ish leader sent the advance coiuinn, 200

Douglas street, and for the new Insti- | StFong, ahead of the main body of the

army on a scouting expedition. They
wished to determine the exact position
and strength of the seemingly passive
Moors. The advance column was sev-
eral miles ahead of the army, march-
ing along the ridges mnear Zelwan.
Unti] this time they had met with ab-
solutely no opposition,

As the skirmishers were nearing
Zelwan, the Moors, greatly outnumber-
ed by the Spaniards, swooped down
upon them. Before the main body of
the army could rush to their assistance
the advance column was entirely wiped
oute

This action on the part of the tribes-
men had the effect of changing the
plans of the Spanish leader, and he has
decided, for a time at least, not to
abandon the pefinsula and 'its  fortifi-
cations.

News Suppressed at Madrid.

Madrid, via Hendaye, Oct. ~ 1.—The
news of the death of Gen, Vicaris and
the destruction of his advance column
is being/kept from the residents of
Madrid. Thé government is trying to
suppress' this information just as it did
the news of the retreat of the Spaniards
from Mount Gurgura, because of the
appearance of 5,000 Moors before the
fortifications. The wildest enthusiasm
prevailed here following the announce-
ment that the Dons were securely en-
trenched and the government fears that
an outbreak will follow if it is publicly
announced that General Vicaris is
dead and that his advance column has
been destroyed. The situation here has
become so acute that General Weyler
has signified his willingness.to become
military dictator of the city if King
Alfonso and Premier Maura decide
that his assistance is needed.

The Moroccan troubles, in additionto
the anti-clerical legislation along the
lines recently enacted in France, with
the present anti-war troubles, has stir-
red the Spanish nation from one end
to the other, and a revoliution seems
certain unless the constitution is re-
stored.

The censorship is being made as
strict as possible. To add to the
troubles bomb outrages are almost a
daily occurrence in Barcelona and
other cities, A number of cities are
being decorated with posters threaten-
ing the life of King Alfonso. The civil
guards are powerless to deal with the
brigands, who are swarming into the
country and
become so common as to attract no, at-
tention.

Tribesmen Gathering.
Paris, Oct. 1.—It is reported here
that a band of Moroccan tribesmen are

gathering at Tazzat for a concerted at-

tack upon the Spanish troops at Mel-
illa. Hundreds are said to be coming in
from the interior to join in the attack
on the city and the Spaniards.

Fight on Mount Gurgura,

| Melilla, Oct. 1.—While the popula-
ti6n of the Melilla garrison was still
rejoicing yesterday over the capture of
Mount Gurgura,the Moorish stronghold,
fighting was recommenced on the sum-
mit of the mountain. The .Spanish
port there was attacked by the Moors,
but the tribesmen were easily re-
pulsed. The Spanish loss was two
wounded. Two Moors were made
prisoners.

Simultaneously, Beni-Buifrur tribes-
men appeared in large numbers on the
neighboring hills, but disappeared
again under the rain of shells and ma-
chine gun fire.

Reported Treaty.

Paris, Oct. 1.—A morning paper here
to-day oprints a letter stating that a
secret treaty exists between England
and Spain by which Spain places her
strongholds in Africd, commanding the
Strait of Gibraltar, at the disposition
of England in case of war. This, it is
said, is in return for England’s support
of the Spanish programme of African
conquest. ’

MAN FOUND DEAD IN
STREET IN VANCOUVER

Neck Had Been Broken and His
Chest Crushed in—Police
Face Mystery.

Vancouver, Oct. 2,—Police Constable
Mar early this morning found a man
lying prostrate on his face on the side-
walk. On closer examination he found
that the man was quite dead, and his
neck had evidently been broken by a
fall.

He fell against
some boxes on the Richards street side-
walk, and this is probably what crush-
ed in his breast. He was a man of
about 40 years of age, and unmarried.

PROSPECTOR DROWNED
IN- FINDLAY RIVER

Party of Three in Canoe When
It Was Capsized in
Mid-Stream.

Frank, W, Jarboe, one of a party of
prospectors who left Ashcroft last
January for the Findlay river, pass-
ing through Quesnel on February, the
8th, arrived from the interior P
Wednesday on his way . home, says
the Omineca Herald, published at
Hazelton: Frank Perry, well known
in this region, and one of the discover-
ers of the Ingenica placers, with
Charles E. Hurd, of Seattle, were the
other members of the party. They
made Fort Grahame, a Hudson Bay
post on the Findlay river, in 45 days
from Ashcroft, and after outfitting
there they strated out, and when three
days out one of the members, Hurd,
was drowned, and the trip was aban-
doned. Hurd and Perry were in a
canoe which upset in mid-stream,
Perry swimming ashore and Hurd be-
ing washed under ‘a log-jam. Perry
had the narrowest possible escape,
reaching shore so exhausted that he
was unable to stand. Jarboe and
Perry spent several days looking for
their friend's body, but unsuccessful,
they returned to Fort Grahame.

Perry returned to the placer coun-
try and came out in company with
William Fox, manager at Fort Gra-
hame, who has been in the interior for
eighteen years with another partner
and Jarboe,

SETS NEW RECORD

AVIATOR ASCENDS TO
HEIGHT OF 1,637 FEET

—

More Than Doubles the Altitude
Reached in Previous
Flight.

Potsdam, Oct. 4.—All records for high
flying were broken by Orville Wright,
the American aviator, on Saturday,
when he reached the unprecedented
height of more than 1,600 feet, although
an official measurement was not taken.
He had a red letter day in a double
sense in his experience as an aviator,
taking up Crown Prince Frederick
William as a passenger, and more than
doubling ‘the altitude record which he
made recently over the same field.

The Crown Prince had been con-
stantly urging Mr. Wright since he
first saw him fly to take him up as a
passenger. Wright evaded this respon-
sibility while making flights at the
Tempelhoh field, owing to the unfavor-
able winds, but since the beginning of
the flights at Bornstedt field, near
Potsdam, the Prince had been tele-
phoning the aviator every morning,
asking him if he was ready to gratify
his request. - Wright finally consented
Saturday.

The Prince reached the field at 4.30
in the afternoon without his adjutant.
After drawing on his overcoat, at
‘Wright’s suggestion, to save his uni-
form from being spattered with oil, the
Prince took his seat alongside the
aviator and the machine rose in the
air. Wright kept it at a height of
about 20 feet for a brief period, but the
Crown Prince exclaimed, “Higher!
Higher!” Finally the aviator went up
about sixty feet, and the crowds hear-
tily cheered the Prince, who waved
back his acknowledgment. The aero-
plane glided back to the starting point
ten minutes later.

The Crown Prince warmly congratu-
lated Mr, Wright on the easy and safe
motion of the ship, and presented him
with a souvenir of the occasion, a dia-
mond and ruby pin, composing the let-
ter “W” and & crown. He watched
the daring aviator make his high
flight, which also was viewed by a
large multitude. While the machine
was at its great altitude, excursionists
on a steamer three miles distant at
first thought it was a big box kite.

When he returned to the earth
Wright, speaking of his flight, said: “I
never flew so high beforée. No mea-
surement was ta.rlrn. but I estimate
that I reached a altitude of 500
metres, 1,637 feet. It.is difficult to
gauge height, but T make the estimate
from the time it took’ me from the
starting point to the greatest ‘gltitude.
Immediately after rising T set the
height rudder at the maximum, and
kept climbing steadily for: fifteen min-
utes until the field and the adjacent
country reminded me of the picture I
had from Zeppelin’s airship, only
things seemed smaller. The . descent
was made in five minutes. I came down
at a simply terrifying _speed. - The
whole . machine shook as it rushed
through the air, but my sensations
were just the same as in lower alti-
tudes. The air was no colder, and the
wind resistance was no greater.”

With regard to his passenger, the
Crown Prince, Mr., Wright said: “The
Prince did not say much more than
‘Fine’ during the flight, but T was able
to read his impressions from his face.
I never took up -a passenger who
looked. so pleased. He just smiled
when we started up, and he kept smil-
ing all~along. I felt a great responsi-
bility in having the future: German
Emperor as a passenger. Not that I
mistrusted the machine, but any little
irregularity might cause the people
anxiety., I stayed low at first, but the
Prince kept urging me to go higher.”

CELEBRATION CLOSES,

Carnival Parade Marks End of Fes-
tivities at New York,

New York, Oct. 4—New York City’s
ghare in the Hudson-Fulton celebra-
tion ended last night with a carnival
parade and a display of fireworks and
warship {lluminations on the Hudson
river. The city was in its fairest mood
for the carnival pageant, with thous-
ands of marching men in costume of
varied character and its fifty elabo-
rate floats.

At 8 o’clock, when the long proces-
sion started, the crowd of spectators
was the greatest of the week’s célebra-
tion. The floats in to-night’s parade
cost a quarter million dollars.

During the day the children of Great-
er New York had their fling. There
were forty-six separate parades, in
which 500,000 children took part.

HUNTER SHOT
BY COMPANION

ACCIDENT NEAR THE ¢
SEVENTEEN-MILE POST

William G. Frye Wounded By
Reginald Hedley, Who
Shot at Squirrel.

(From Friday's Daily.)

Th+ shooting season was ushered in
inauspiciously by a distresing accident
yesterday afternoon near the Seven-
teen-Mile Post on the E. & N. railway,
tie victim being William G. Frye, who
was shot by Reginald Hedley. Frye
jies at St. Joseph’s hospital in a very
precarious condition, a rifle bullet hav-
ing entered his back and come out
through the collar-bone; and Hedley is
held in custody by the provincial po-
lice, pending an investigation of all the
circumstances.

Both the principals in the sad aft‘a?r
are well known in the city. Frye 1is
the son of the late George Frye, and
resides with his mother on Queen’s
avenue. He is prominent in sporting
circles, being a member of the J.B.A.A.
He has been employed as a plumber by
Andrew Sheret, of Fort street. Heq-
ley, who is a carpenter by trade, is
the son of the later Alexander Hedley,
and aged about 22 years,

Hedley and Frye were in a party of
five young men who on Wednesday had
gone to the hunting ground at the
Seventeen-Mile Post preparatory to
the opening of the shooting season.
Hedley carried a 38.40 rifle, and other
members of the party also had rifles
Frye was armed with a .32 ‘Winchester
and a new shotgun.

According to the stories told de-
sceribing the circumstances attendent
upon the accident, the members of the
party scattered in the woods on
Thursday, intending to hunt squirrels
and incidentally size up the prospects
for game for the morrow, and Hedley,
seeing a squirrel, shot at it. Frye, un-
known to Hedley, was in range and
the bullet entered the former’s body,
below the shoulder blade, and out
through the collar-bone.

Hedley, hearing Frye’s cries, rushed
to his side, and ascertaining that he
had unwittingly injured = his friend,
raised the alarm, which brought others
of the party to the scene. The wound-
ed man was placed on an improvised
stretcher and conveyed to the Seven-
teen-Mile Post, whence he was brought
to Vietoria by train and taken to St.
Joseph’s hospital, where Dr. Frank
Hall, ‘who had been notified of the ac-
eident, was awaiting him.

Hedley, whe“tame on to Victoria last
evening, immediately went to-the po-
lice station afid gave himself up. Ser-
geant Murray of the provincial police
department, was notified and arranged
that Hedley should be held pending a
full investigation. Sergeant Murray,
accompanied by Detective Carlow ©of
the local force, went to the howspital
and took Frye’s statement.

Frye said he had been walking in the
bottom land a short distance away
from the camp and was returning
about 3 o’clock in the afternoon, when
he saw his friend Hedley about sixty
vards away. The latter, who had his
rifie with thim, seemed to be on his
way back to camp. Shortly after Hed-
lay passed he (Frye) had stopped for
a minute, his attention having been
attracted by some movement in the
brush. Simultaneously, he heard the
sharp report of a rifle and felt a burn-
ing sensation in his back. As he lay
on the ground after falling, he had
heard Hedley, who had rushed up
saving: “Oh, my God, what have I
done "’

Hedley's statement to the police is
to the effect that he was shooting at
a squirrel at a tree Tlose :to where he
was standing when the accident oc-
curred, and the bullet must have
glanced from the tree and struck
Frye. He did not see Frye when he
fired. Frye was hidden by the bushes.

Frye was reported to be resting easily
this afternoon, and though it is im-
possible to determine as yet whether he
will recover, hope has mnot yet been
abandoned. The wound is a very seri-
ous one, and to further endanger his
life he suffered a great loss of blood
before medical assistance could reach
him,

This afternoon Sergeant Murray is
taking the statements of the young
men who were in the party accompany-
ing Frye and Hedley. These were Her-
man Peter, William Bruce, Ernest
Speed and L. McGregor.

STUDENT INJURED
IN FLAG RUSH

Chicago, Oct. 1.—Five students are
unconscious here this afternoon and a
score of others are nursing numerous
bruises as the result of a flag rush be-
tween the sophomores and freshmen of
the College of Physicians and Sur-
geons. The riot was only quelled by
the arrival of the police.

.ACCIDENT DELAYS LINER.

Havre, Oct. 1.—Owing to an accident
the liner La Lorraine, from New York,
will not arrive here until to-morrow.
The delay has been caused by the
breaking of the starboard propeller
shaft. Until the cause of the delay
became known there was much
anxiety for the passengers.

them from making, using and selling
the so-called Curtiss aeroplane, which
the Wrights claim infringes ‘on their
natents.

C. P. R. WILL HELP
FINANCE THEATRE

Statement Made By Sir Thomas
Shaughnessy to Simon
Leiser.

(From Friday's Daily.)

Sir Thomas Shaughnessy, president
of the C.P.R., before returning East
on his recent visit here, promised Si-
mon Leiser, chairman of the Victoria
Board of Trade, that if the local finan-
cial parties would outline the plans for
a new opera house in-Victoria and sub-
mit them to him he would see that the
C.P.R. gave. the proposition liberal
financial support. The proviso was
added that the plans of the proposed
opera house would have to ,meet the
approval of C.P.R. architects,

The outcome of the interview be-
tween the president. of the Board of
Trade and‘' the C.P.R. chief was made
known this morning at the meeting of
the council of the board, when Mr.
Leiser reported on his interview with
Sir Thomas. :The president . said he
had pointed out to the president of the
C.P.R. that Victoria needed a theatre
and had been told the C.P.R. was not
in ‘the theatrical business,. Mr. Leiser,
however, crew, attention to the fact
that the C F.R. had provided a theatre
for Vancouver, and Sir Thomas replied,
“Well we had to do that,”” and Mr.
Leiser came back with the retort cour-
tesus: “Weli you have to do it here
also.” Sir Thomas then said the C.P.
R wou'd support the plan liberally if
the local people would get together and
cutline what was wanted.

Sir Thomas Shaughnessy also agreed
to support the building of an Imperial
drydock at Esquimalt. Regarding the
Empress extensions he said nothing
could be done this winter, but 100
rooms may be added later. Questioned
as to the reason why the E. & N.
freight sheds had not been built ac-
cording to plans, Sir Thomas said the
C.P.R. was waiting for a settlement of
the Indian reserve question. Regard-
ing a second steamer for the Waest-
minster run the C.P.R. president said
he would see Captain Troup about it.
The board decided to aid Capt. Troup
in the matter.

Sir Thomas also promised Mr. Lei-
ser that a steamer would be built for
the Comox-Victoria run, and that if
prices were reasonable the steamer
would be built here.

P. R. Smith, representing the Typo-
graphical] Union Printing Council, etc.,
wrote asking the board to support a
plan of the unions to retain all the
prinnting and stationery trade locally.
The board will reply that it intends
to favor local manufactures,

The White Horse Board of Trade
asked for assistance in obtaining a re-
duction of rates over the White Pass
and Yukon road.
