THE COLLISION ON
CREAT NORTHERN

LATER REPORTS SHOW
TWELVE LABORERS DEAD

Bodies- of Several of the Victims Are
Still Buried Under Wreck —
Fatal Fire.

L

Leavenworth, Wn., Jan. 21.—Twelve
mer, are dead and as many more injured
s the result of the tail-end collision on
the Canadian Northern railroad five
miles west of Chiawaukum yesterday.
An extra train from Skikomish, loaded
with lumber, and three cars containing
laborers, ran into a rotary snowplough,
killing or injuring all of 25 workmen.
Ten cars are piled up in a heap with
nine victims of the wreck still under-
neath. The names of the dead are not
obtainable. The engineer, I, F, Adams,
and Iireman Lewis Brecker, of the
freight, had a narrow escape from
death. The box cars used for transport-
ing the crew, coupled next to the engine,
with the lumber telescoped, and they-
were thrown bodily into the air, land-
ing 30 feet away upon an embankment.
The men were-asleep in the bunks when
the accident occurred. Those that es-
caped had little clothing, and were se-
verely chilled while waiting for aid,

Three Mcnths’ ‘Accidents.

‘Washington, Jan. - 18-—A . statement
prepared by the interstate ¢ommerce
commission shows that during the“three
months ended September 30, 1902, there
were 263 persons killed and 2,613 in-
jured in train accidents. Other kinds of
accidents, including those sustained by
employees while at work and by pas-
sengers in getting on or off cars, ete.,
bring the total nuamber of casualties up

| to 12,007, the killed numbering 845 and

the injured 11,162. -During the three

NEW BOARD GET
DOWN T0 BUSINESS

TRUSTEE DRURY IS
ELECTED CHAIRMAN

Steps Taken Toward Providing a New
Building at Victoria West—School
Accommodation Taxed.

The first meeting of the board of
school trustees since the recent elections
was held in the city hall on Wednesday.
There was a good attendance, all the
newly elected members :being present.
The selection of a chairman was first
dealt with. The choice of the meeting
fell on Trustee Drury, ex-Chairman Hall
declining nomination. The most import-
ant matfer discussed was the proposed
new school building for the accommoda-
tion of the children of Victoria West. A
committee was appointed to look into the
matter of available sites and-report.

Those present were Trustees Mrs.
Jenkins and Messrs, Matson, Huggett,
Super-
intendent of Schools Eaton was also as
usual present.

The proceedings were opened by Trus-
tee Jay who, seconded by Trustee Hug-
gett, nominated Trustee Dr. Hall as
chairman, The latter gentlemen in a few
words thanked the electorate for the con-
fidence expressed in not only himself, but
the board as a whole as evinced in the
handsome majority aecorded him on
election day. He declined, however, to
act as chairman for another term as he
thought this honor should be distributed
among the different members of © the
board as fairly as possible. It was true
he had acted as chairman for three
terms, ‘but he had intended last” year to
retire had it not been for his desire to
see th&‘work of the new High * school,
whieh ‘was started while he was chair-
man, finished before he yacated -the
chair. He then "nominated Trustee
Drury as chairman, which proposal was
seconded and pgssed unanimously.

Trustee Mrs. Jenkins made a few eon-
gratulatory remarks in reference-to the
:services of the ex-ehairman. He had al-
ways filled the post with honor and dig-
nity, and the speaker felt sure the board
appreeiated the motive which. had im-
pelled Trustee Dr. Hall to decline renom-
ination., . She had great confidence in the
ability. ‘and general worthiness _of the
new chairman. 3

Chairman Drury said that he would
endeavor to discharge his duties with
fairness and impartiality, and he -hopea
he would have the assistance :of the
board. There were many questions of
pressing importance which the board
would have to deal with, Most import-
_ant among these was, in his estimation,
the ;question of school accommodation.
‘Tte.was marvellous the way. the attend-
ance- was overtking :-the accommoda-
tion. " So’'far temporary arrangements
had been made for the children, but
those were not satisfaetory. A publie
school in Viectoria- West was a recog-
nized necessity. A building in that dis-
trict would solve the question of the
| press at North Ward, many pupils ¥vho
now attend that school being diverted to
Vietoria West. An early solution of the
Indian reserve question was looked fur,
and in his opinion no fitter site” for a
school could be desired. It was certain
| that when  the "question was settled be-
tween the Dominion and provineial gov-
ernmerits the title of the land would re-
vert to the latter, and he would, there-
fore suggest that the board put itself into
communication with the government re-
questing a ' portion of the -property for
sehool” purposes. In his ‘opinion even if
the ¢ity was not successful in obtaining
the property, such a regmest would not
likely ‘be ‘refused. “The - inereasing - at-
tendance naturally involved an increased
expense, which ‘was another issue which
would have to be faced. In closing he
said that he felt sure -that the board
would -exercise all due economy consist-
ent with the efficiency of the schools. He
requested time for consideration ‘before
naming the standing committees.

The minutes of the previous meeting
were then read and adopted, after which
communications were taken up.

Miss Williams, principal of the Girls’
Central sehool, asked for. five weeks’
leave of absence, and recommended that
if the request be granted Miss Barron
be plaged in charge of her class during
her absence. ;

Trustee Mrs. Jenkins moved, seconded
by Trustee Matson, that the request be
granted. ‘Carried.

A. B. McNeill, former principal of the
North: 'Ward school, was suggested as a
possible substitute to Miss Williams.

Trustee Mrs. Jenkins did not approve
of a male teacher being placed in charge
of ‘@ school which had -always been dis-
tinetly. a girls’ school.
| Trustee Jay and Boggs concurred with
| the last speaker’s views.

Chairman Drury .and Trustee Dr.
Hall did not think there would be any
harm in placing a gentlemen principal in
the Girls’ Central school for so brief a
period.

Trudtee Matson moved that Miss
Barron. be placed 1 charge of the prin-
! cipal’s room while Miss Williams was
away.

Trustee Huggett moved in amendment
{ that A. B, McNeill, if available, be tem-
| porarily placed in charge of Miss Wil-
i liams’s class. He pointed out that this
‘}would not necessitate the disarrange-

ment of any of the other classes of the
| school.
| These motions,

however, were with-
| drawn and the matter was left in the
{ hands of a committee comprising the
| chairman and several members of the
. board.
{ The caretaker of South Park school
asked for an inerease of salary. It was
; 1aid -on the table for consideration after
{ the estimates have been made.
Superintendent Eaton reported as a re-
sult of the last High school examination
a distinct class numbering in - all 35
{ pupifs’~ They enteréd six months-later
| than the pupils of the Iowest class, and
after long and earnest consideration he

—

had come to the conclusion that the only
course open was the appointment of an-
other teacher. He recommended that
immediate action be taken. The indica-
tions were that the High school had now
entered upon a prosperous era. Serious
responsibilities had been taken over by
the affiliation with, McGill = University,
and everything pecessary should there-
fore be done to keep up the efficiency of
the school. Before the last examinations
there were six classes in the school, but
now there were seven lots of pupils who
could not he amalgamated with any. of
these as to the condition of their studies.
__Trustée Jay had  visited the High
school, and he.corroborated what the
superintenderit had said. While there
Principal Paul gandvprembers of the sta.

had impresseéd upon him ‘the fié€esElty o
a new teacher., He moved that the ap-
pointment of a new teacher be proceeded
with. Trustee Matson seconded the
motion.

Chairman Drury thought that in pro-
portion to the number of pupils attend-
ing the school the teaching staff was
quite large enough at present. He did
not dispute the superintendent’s state-
ment that inconvenience was ' being ex-
perienced by the present arrangement,
but he thought every possible effort
should be put ferth to provide for the
present exigencies without going to the
expense of appointing another teacher.

Trustee Huggett remarked that as he
was hopeful that an optional commer-
cial course would be added to the High
school curriculum by the commencement
of the New Year—after mid-snummer
holidays—a rearrangement would then be
necessary, and that the present incon-
veni¢énce would therefore be dealt with
then. ¥

Trustee Hall said he did not feel pre-
pared to support. the appointment of an-
other teacher to the High school _staff.
The people were taxed heavily now, and
the expenditure should be kept down. He
was in favor of setting a fee to be paid
by pupils over 16 years of age attending
the High school. The schools were
forced to provide the education of every
child up to 16 yearxs, but not after that
period. As the High school course was
practically a college the older ones at-
tending should bg willing to pay.

Trustee Jay pointed out that the ques-
tion before- the board, the appointment
of a teacher, should be proceeded with.
For his part when the question of set-
ting. fees for older, pupils in the High
school came up he would oppose it.
Trustee Mrs. Jenkins thought this was
a matter in which the board should
“make haste slowly.” If the appoint-
ment-of a teachér was necessary if should
be-done, but before action was taken it
shiduld be well congidered.

The motion 6n being put was lost,
Trustee Matson spoke in reference to
the. proposed Victoria West schoo] build-
ing. He thought that no definite' decis-
ion of :the Indian;reserve questiongwould
be reached within the next twelve
months, The need was too pressing to
wait, and as he did. not think he would
be in a position to offer himself for
sebool trustee hgmers at the next -elec-
tions he wanted the matter to receive at-
tention immediately. There was a suit-

SOUTH AFRICAN MINING.

Territories to Be/Thrown Open.For Re-
ccruiting Native Labor—Mr. Cham-
berlain’s Proposal.

Johannesburg, Transvaal, Jan, 21.—
Colonial Secretary Chamberlain received
a number of mine representatives to-day
and talked over the labor situation. He
agreed to throw open Nyassaland and
British East Africa for the recruiting of
native labor, and said that if his influence
with the foreign office prevailed Uganda
would also be thrown open. Mr, Cham-
berlain proposed that the government
should import to South Africa 5,000
laborers on condition that the miners
import an equal number, the government
laborers to be employed on the railway
and other government works. He esti-
mated that this step would release 10,-
000 natives for work in the mines. The
mine owners, however, appear to object
to any government control in the matter.
They want the open door policy and, be-

CONSTITUTION OF
ATHLETIC LEAGUE

DRAFT PREPARED BY
J. B. A. A. COMMITTEE

It Is Proposed to Hold Organization
Meeting on 21st of Next
Month.

=)

At the monthly meeting of the man-
agement of the James Bay Athletic As-
sociation a committee was appointed to
take immediate action towards calling a
meeting of the athletic clubs which have
signified their willingness to co-operate

.with the J. B, A. A. in forming a Pacific

Northwest Athletic Association. The
committee has written to the various
clubs suggesting Saturday, the 2Ist of
February, as the day for the organiza-
tion meeting, and Seattle the place of
gathering. If this is accepted by the dif-
ferent associations interested, each will
be represented by two delegates, and the
constitution, which has already been
drawn up by the J. B. A. A. committee
having the matter in hand, will be con-
sidered. = Other ‘business will also eome
up, and the association formally if-
augurated.

The drawing up of the constitution
was the principal business before the
committee meeting. This, needless to
say, called for a great deal of attention
and considerafion, and tne eommittee is
to be congratulated upon the expedition
manner the work was dealt with..  'The
date suggested for the meeting, Febru-
ary 21st, may not-of course meet with
the approval of the other clubs and the
committee has therefore asked = for
suggestions. In this way if the proposed
date does not suit another may be select-
ed from the suggestions offered suitable
to all.

The constitution differs in many re-
spects to the rules and by-laws ordinar-
ily governing an athletic association, and
the following synopsis will prove inter-
esting to all directly or indirectly. inter-
ested in sport: &

Name of Association.

The name of 'the-association shall be the
Pacific Northwest Amateur Athietic As-
soclation,

Its Object.

The object of the association shall be the
advancement and improvement of field
sports among amateurs, and it shall be
composed of the James Bay Athletic As-
sociation, of Victoria; Brockton Point Ath-
letic Association, of = Vancouver; Seattle
Athletic Club, of Seattle; Multnomah' Ath-
letic Club, of Portland, Ore.; and the Spo-
kane Athletic Club.

Definition of Amateur.

An amateur is one who has never com-
peted for a money prize or staked bet or
with or against any professional for any
prize, or who has mever taught, pursued or
assisted in the practice of athletic exercise
as a meaas of obtaining a livelihood.

Aembership.

The representative body of this associa-
tion shail be composed of two delegates
from each eclub, wich alternates, assembled
in an ‘annual convention, or, if necessasg,
at more frequent periods. (The date, of
these conventions will be decided at the
first meeting at which representatives of
the different clubs are present.)

Officers.

The officers shall be a president, vice-
president, secretary and treasurer, and the
term of officers and the executive commit-
tee shall begin on the first day of the
month tollowing their election and con-
tinue to the first day of tie month follow-
ing the next meet, or until their successors
are duly gualified.

Executive Committee.

At each annual convention there shall be
elected an executive committee whicly shall
be composed of two members: troin - eacn
club, a . member of tkis association, and
Which shall have general control and man-
agement of the awfairs of the asSociation
under the directions of the convention.

‘Suspension or Expulsion. ;¢

By-Laws.

TOOK SHELTER IN STRAITS.

During the heavy gale which raged on

Capt.” Troup; manager of the C. P. N,
Con.pany, received- a' letter on Monday
from Engineer Mitchell, who was sent
to. England to superintend the installa-
tion of the machinery in the new steamer
Princess Victoria, indicating that in all
probability that vessel will not leave for
British Columbia before the beginning of
next month. It had been supposed
that the steamer would be ready to sail
on the 15th inst., but at the time. of
writing Mr, Mitchell stated the ship had
not yet taken her trial trip, and he
doubted whether she would be ready for
this performance by the date mentioned.
As it would take at least a week to make
her ready for the long voyage around -the
Horn after the steamer had her first
trial, Capt. Trounp does not expect she
will be leaving before the first of Febru-
ary.

Allowing twe months for the Princess
Victoria’s yoyage, and similar time  in
which to complete her cabins and other
house work after she arrives, it is alte-
gether probable that of the two ferries
the Victorian will be the first placed on
the run between the Mainland and Isl-
and. According to the terms of the
agreement which the owners of the latter
have with the .city, that vessel is to in-
dugurate the service between Sidney and
some point at the mouth of the Fraser
by the first of May, and with a faster
schedule than is mow provided, for the
Charmer will make a strong bid for local
patronage. A large number of me-
chaniecs are now at work on the 'Vie-
torian,; and when she enters service it is
expected that the fime now occupied on
the trip between- Victoria and the Main-
land will be very.matérially shortened.

Fhe Libhie
is in charge of Capt. Geo. Heater, while
his brother, Capt. William Heater, com-
mands the Penelope. The Geneva, Capt.
Jones, which sailed on Sunday night,.is
believed to have cleared the Cape be-
fore yesterday’s storm overtook her. The

VISITED THE WRECK.

Carl Sunde, Louis Sandstrom, Capt.
Johnson aiid ‘C. I. Johnson, the commit:'
tee appointed by the mass meeting of'
Norwegians of Seattle, have returned
from the scene of the wreck of the Nor-
wegian barque Prince Arthur, where
they went to recover the bodies of the
sailors.” In speaking of the trip Mr.
Sandstrom said:

“We left Seattle on January 11th, and
at Neah Bay we secured an Indian
zuide, who piloted us as far as ther
Ozette  river.-This point we reached
Tuesday mnight, but we were ‘unable to
cross the river. Wednesday-night we'
arrived at tha”wreck,” which lies at a'
point about thirty miles south of Neah
Bay. We found that the sailors had all*
been buried by the settlers living near
by. Altogether twelve bodies had been
cast ashore, .and these were buried on
the beach, just where they had been
hauled from the sea. As all the bodies
were buried where the next high tide.
might uncover them and carry them ont.
to seca again, we set about to find  a
place where a' permanent grave might be
wade. At last we found a spot on the
erest of the bluff overlooking the sea.
We cleared a place and dug one, large
grave. The bodies of the sailors were,
buried along the coast for over two.
miles, but by hard work we managed to
dig them up and carry them, one by one,
to_the grave on the hill. _All of the
bodies were naked, showing  that the |
sailors had. taken off their, clothes in
order to be better able to €wifn ashore,

“We had placed canvas in the bottom
of the grave, and, as each body was
brought to the grave, it was -wrapped in
canvas and laid by the others. When
all the bodies. had been placed in tha
grave, .planks and boards  from the
beach were drawn up and a double row
placed over the bodies. Then the dirt
was throwr in and rounded up. A
carved oak doorway was found on the
beach and this we placed at the hcad
of the lonely grave.

“Altogether -eightfen - sailors were
drowned, but as yet only twelve bodies
have been ‘recovered. -It is hoped that
the other bodies will come ashore. Some
of the bodies are still in the surf in that
lo¢ality,” for’ Mr. Sunde saw the leg of
a'man in the breakers, but it was too
far out to Dbe reached. Five settlers, .
Iran, Olé  and Tom Birkestad, Chris.
Christensen and Fred, Moody, buried the
bodies of the' sailors on the:-beach as
they were found, The bluffs rise shepr
from the  water and, unaided,  the set-
tlers were unable to give the pdor“
sailors any other burial.

‘The Prince Arthur went ashore ahout
thirty miles from Neah Bay. - The wreek!:
lies about a quarter of a 'mile from::
shore, and; is entirely under water; ex-:
cept at low tide. Even at low water. her..
stern is alone visible. To the best- of
my knowledge we were the first white
men to view the wreck, except the set-
lers I have mentioned. I have the! tat-
tered ship’s:fiag as a memento of theb
trip, and each of us has ‘a bit of-brass-
work torn  from. the wreckage of . the!

Just when we were indulging ' in in-
ward felicitations at the thought that all
municipal burning questions had been dis- |
posed of until such time as we should
have recovered our ‘“‘composure’ after
the recent somewlat warm civic elec- |
tions, along comes that important ad- |
junct of our municipal system, the con-
tentious Voters’ League, with a proposal
to turn everything upside down, deprive
the Mayor and Aldermen of their salar-
ies and place the whole of the city works
in ‘“‘responsible” hands:. The proposal, |
needlels to say, is not likely to be re*
ceived with much favor by the powers
that have just been authorised by the
peaple *“to be.” !

The opinion has often been expressed,
in more places than Victoria, that our
systoms of municipal government are for
thé most part failures. The same has
repeatedly been said of provincial and
federal governments. Probably the cen-
sure has been less frequently applied to
the present government at Ottawa than
to any combination that has held office
in Canada. We argue from that fact
that it is not impossible to attain within
measurable distance of perfection under
a representative system.

The late Hon. Theodore Davie, when
he was Premier of British Columbia,
was the author of a system of muni-
cipal government by commissioners. If
the machinery under the roof of that
“proposition” had been put in motion the
citizens could not have had a direct
voice in the management of their own
affairs. They would have been relieved
of the burden, which would have been
carried by a solicitous, paternal govern-

geemed to be about
men as their representatives, they were
not at all fascinated at the idea of trans-
ferring toeir Joad,to the shoulders of men
to whom it would be impossible to ad-
minister a vigorous kick when they were
in the humor. There was no mistaking
the disposition of the , eleetors. They
preferred a Mayor and Aldermen whom
they could get at to commissioners who
were beyond their reach, and so the
scheme of the Premier of that day came
to naught. %

The proposal of the Voters’ League is
not in line at all with the old idea of
governmeﬂt by commissioners. Mr, Mor-
ley. who is the author of the plan, would
endow us with four commissioners elect-
ed by the people. They would, we as-
sume, devote all their time to civie af-
fairs, and be paid a salary worthy of
their standing as experts. The details
of civic government would be directed
entirely by these paid elected commis-
sioners. Matters of more then ordinary
moment would be placed before the
Mayor and ‘Council for their judgment,
while questions of extraordinary import-
ance would be submitted to the ratepay-
ers through the referendum. The posi-
tions of the Mayor and Aldermen would
be purely hgnor:\ry, except that the chief
magistrate would be allowed a substan-
tial homorarium fer the purpose of en-
tertaining visitors.

The scheme of Mr. Morley certainly
does not coﬂtemplate any departure from
the principle of representative govern-
ment. Its adoption would involve a
somewhat radical departure in form from |
the present system of administration, al-
though in substance we cannof see that
there would be much difference, unless it
be proposed to make the commissioners |
permanent officials on the plea of the ne-
cessity for continuity of policy. There
are always a sufficient number of former
aldermen re-elected to guarantee a con-
tinuation along marked-out lines.

The idea, in brief, seems to be to
create a sort of civic cabinet, with the
Mayor as premier and the Aldermen the
responsible representatives of the rate-
payers., They have had such a cabinet
in Toronto for a considerable number of
years. It is called a Board of Control.
The controllers, however, are elected an-
nually by the council. They are the re-
sponsible heads of the departments. The
general sentiment in Toronto seems to be
that the innovation is no improvement
upon the older and more general system, |
It meets with the approval of the alder-
men principally because if a certain
number of them can retain the confidence
of the voters they run a fair chance of !
securing an easy job at a good salary.

Far be it from us to suggest that the
members of the Voters’ League have any |
other object in view in advancing their |
proposal than the creation.of a more ef- '
ficient system of municipal governinent |
in Victoria. But they will pardon us
for predicting that they will have con-
siderable difficulty in proving
satisfaction of the taxpayers that their
scheme would be any improvement upon
the present system. We sure the
present council will not look upon it seri-
ously. It will also be rather difficult to
arouse the ratepayers to the point of
participation in another municipal ‘cam- |

The Montreal Shareholder the
past year has been an unfortunate ene
for the white metal, which made for it-
self a low record price in the world's his-
tory.

Viectoria Meteorological Office, .
14th to 20th January, 1903.
The weuthcr' during this week, like that

of the previous one, was remarkably
cloudy, and although no rain fell upon the
first three days, considerable fog and light
winds from the northward prewgiled. By
the night of Friday, 16th, tne arometrie
Ppressure gave way over this province and
ancreased from Cajrornia northeastward
to the Territories. This change caused the
winds - on the «Loast to bec¢ome southerly
and the weather unsettled and mild, with
wain upon each day to the close of the

week, both here and on the Lower Main-
land. During these rainy days a ies of
storm areas from tlie Paciic crossed this
province. These disturvances caused south-
erly gales on the ceast of Vancouver Isl-
and “and “Washington, and a thunderstorm

at Astoria during the afternoon of the
18th. Upon the t day of the week the
barometer fell rapidly along the Coast in
advance of an important storm from the
Pacific, which, with a centre below 29.10
inches, passed inland across Vancouver
Island. By the afternoon a strong south-
erly gale prevailed on the coast of Van-

couver Island and Washington, when the
wind at Tatoosh Island reached a velocity
of 60 miles an hour. The greatest force
of the wind here ranged from 6 to 40
aniles from 5 to 7 p. m.

The weather for this season of.the year
has -been mild both in Kootenay and Cari-
Doo, while in the Yukon the temperature
has ranged from 10 below at the beginning
of the week to 54 below at its close. Ow-
ing to the pas ¢ of these Pacific storm
areas to the rritories, the first three
days there were mild, followed by zerd
temperatures in Saskatchewan and Mani-
toba. The lowest tempetrature recorded
was 28 below zero on the 20th. and the
highest, 40 to 44 above in Alberta.

Homeny had already been arrested by
Detective McKenzie, and after the ver-
dict had bheen given was arraigned be-
fore Justice of the Peace Chatfield and
sent up for trial, the shooting being ad-
mitted but the testimony of nearly all
the witnesses would indicate - accident,
the purport of it being that Homeny and
a cousin were visiting Christmas morn-
ing* at the home of the girl .and the
cousin had a gun with only onc cart-
ridge in*itc Homeny wanted to shoot
the gun off. Hg had never before handl-
ed or shot a gun off., He went outside
to shoot at a mark and going to the
window called to the girl that he would
shoot at the grindstone. She went up
to the window and told him not to shoot
at the grindstone as he might break it,
but to shoot at a tree, and in turning
to do so the gun was discharged, the
charge going through the window and
entering her forehead about the lower
centre and causing instant death.

LOADING FOR PHILIPPINES.

Steamer Yeddo, which recently ar-
rived here from Valparaiso, has com-
menced loading a eargo of lumber and
forage for the American military forces
cperating in the Philippines. All told
the Yedde wil: earry 2,000,000 feet of
lumber and 4,700 tons of hay, oats and
other feed products.

The Seattle -Post-Intelligencer says:
“It was in May, 1902, that the Yeddo
began a voyage involving many thous-
and miles of sea travel. Having beean
engaged formerly transporting mules for
the use of the British forces in the Boer
war, frem New Orleans to Capetown,
she sailed from the latter port in ballast
for ‘New York. In the metropolis she
took 190,000 cases of oil for ‘Adelaide
and Melbourne,  Australia. - Thenc¢e pro-

{ ceeding to Newcastle, she took a carge
of coal for Valparaiso, South Ameriea.
From the latter city she sailed in ballast
for Victoria, arriving in Royal Roads
in Dacember. While in the Roads she

| secured a charter from the United States

government.”

TIHE BOGOTA'S EXPERIENCES.

Six of the crew of the Colombian war
vessel Bogota, which sailed about four
months ago to fight the rebels of the
southern republic, have returned on the
steamer Newport from Panama te Sam
Francisco.

The Bogota’s crew had considerable
excitement in the southern waters dur-
ing  the few weeks she was off the Co-
lombian coast while the revolution was
in progress. She captured several of
the small vessels of the revolutionists
that were engaged in carrying supplies
to the rebel army. On one occasion it
was necessary to send a small boat close
in. to the shore after a small sloep.
Rebels lined the beach and they opened
a hot fire on the frail craft. Richard
Kane, one of her créew, was killed and
two others were wounded.

After that the Bogota spent most of
her time hunting for the fleet of the
rebels. They had several armed steam-
ers and the most formidable of them
was the Padilla. After several weeks
in the search the whole fleet was found
hidden in a small slough not far frem
the Costa Rican line. For five daye
the Bogota lay off the entrance of the
slough with the flect bottled up in the
narrow chaunnel. Visions of prize money
flcated before the crew of the goverm-
ment boat and they were preparing a
pian to ecapture all of the vessels of the
rebels’ fleet when smoke was seen om
the horizon approaching from the sea.
The vessel was made out to be a war-
ship. The Bogota's crew jumped teo
their guns and the craft was cleared for
action. - When tlhe approaching vessel.
came nearer she wis made out to be a
British gunbeat and capable of blowing
the little Bogota out of the water with
little or no effort. She had made the
run from Panama to inform the crew
of the Bogota and the men of the rebels®
ships that peace had been made and that
the revolution had ended.

Hamlton Powder Works, gave as his
opinion that the first explosion originat-
ed in the gelignite room. The second
explosion, which was less severe, was
in the gun-cotton drying room, and re-
sulted from the first one. They had been
making gelignite for a year, and no ex-
periments were in progress. The China-
men empleyed occupied no positions of
trust. No complaints had ever been
made l_ry expert white workmen as to
employing Chinese. Simonetti he knew
to prefer Chinese labor.

W. J. Hygle, foreman of the works,
Im(} Just stepped out of the nitrator
building when the explosion ocecurred.
H_o was going to the gelignite factory,
€50 feet away, when the accident oc-
curred. He had no idea how the explo-
sion happened.

Geo, Preston, who wag in the mixing
room at the time of the explosion, said
he had never objected to a Chinese
hclper. He had never asked for a white
assistant to take the Chinaman’s place.
He never knew any safety measures to
be broken by a Chinaman.

We, the jury empanelled to inquire into
the cause of the death of Geo. Simcenetti,
find tl;e deceased came to his death by an
explosion of either gun cotton or gelignite,
which occurred on morning of Jan. 14th,
at about 830 o'clock, at the Departure
Bay works of the Hamilton Powder Com-
pany, and there is no evidence to show how
the said explesion originated, and from the
evidence adduced we are urable to attach
any blame of carelessness to any person
or persons,

We recommend that prohibitive measures
be n(}opted to prevent indiscriminate rifie
shooting in the vicinity of works of this
«<haracter, as from the evidence adduced |
this is a source of danger.

ORCHARDS INCREASING.

Acreage for Fruit Growing Will be Largely
Increased This Coming Year,

Phere is a rapidly increasing interest
being taken in'fruit growing in the prov-
ince. Evidences of this are apparent on
Vancouver Island as well as in various
other parts of British Columbia. In the
immediate vicinity of Victoria there is
manifested a lively interest in this, and
the coming spring promises to be marked
by a large increase in the acreage devoted
to orchards.

R. M. Palmer estimates that this activity
in fruit tree planting will far exceed any
other year in the districts surrounding Vie-
toria. It will probably double that of
other years. Many holdings have been sub-
divided into smaller lots, which are being
devoted to’ fruit growing, which accounts
for this inerease in the number of trees set

; out.

The local nurserymen have diTiculty in
keeping up with the demands now put upon
them in this Tespect, and considerable stock
will likely be brought in to supplement
that grown locally. The Layritz nurseries
have been enlarged and new areas have
been devoted by them to this business in
the vicinity of Ross Bay.
