M. Toussaint finds that the virus of 
tuberculosis retains its power under 
conditions which completely destroy 
the germs of other contagious maladies.

As an illustration of the present wide­
spread interest in eleetrical|matters, it 
may be stated that six papers devoted 
to electricity and its applications are 
now published regularly in Paris.

The horn of a rhinoceros, when cut 
through the middle, is said to exhibit 
on each side the rude figure of a man, 
the outlines being marked by small 
white strokes.

At a recent meeting of a French asso­
ciation a system of cremation by elec­
tricity was proposed. By this plan the 
electric current reduces the body to 
ashes without the introduction of 
foreign substances.

Mr. Swan, the inventor of the Eng­
lish rival of Edison’s lamp, recently 
exhibited a two-candle power lamp 
detached from any wire and portable. 
It could be kept lighted for six hours 
by a small Faure secondary battery not 
exceeding ten ponnds in weight.

M. Jules Godard and M. de Fon- 
vielle, the distinguished aeronauts, have 
invented an “ electrical stationary bal­
loon. ” The balloon contains apparatus, 
driven by the electrical current, which, 
it is claimed, will keep the balloon sus­
pended at any level so that it can 
neither ascend or descend.

At the Royal Aquarium,Westminster, 
the experiment of lighting the tanks by 
incandescent electric lamps has been 
successfully tried. The lights are sub­
merged in the tanks, and do not appear 
to disturb the fishes in the least, while 
the water is lighted up with a brilliancy 
which could be attained in no other 
way.

Reporte from more than one hundred 

lighthouses and lightships have shown 
that the migrations of birds of one 
species or another are almost continually 
going on, although the great migrations 
occur in the spring and fall. Vast 
numbers of birds are killed by flying at 
night against the glass protecting the 
lights of lighthouses, being, while in 
migration, attracted by the bright glare 
of the lamps. No less than six hun­
dred were destroyed in this manner in 
a single month at one lighthouse.

A London nautical journal has found 
that sixty-three per cent of the storms 
starting in this country across the At­
lantic reach Great Britain, from which 
it appears that the proposed interna­
tional interchange of weather signals 
would be a great benefit to the English 
people. Storms seldom cross to this 
country from Great Britain, so that the 
chief advantage of the interchange to 
the American weather service would be 
found in the additions made to the 
world’s knowledge of meteorological 
science.

balloon of 106,000 cubic feet capacity 
filled with hydrogen. Such a balloon 
would be 131 feet long and 44 feet in 
diameter in the middle, and would have 
an ascensional force of 7,700 peunds. 
Deducting weight of balloon, motor and 
battery, 2,200 pounds would be left for 
passengers and ballast. In calm wea­
ther such an air-ship should have a 
speed of twelve to fifteen miles an hour, 
and in currents its direction could be 
directed to some extent. The battery 
power, however, would last but a short 
time, so that a balloon constructed on 
this plan would evidently be valuable 
only for purposes of experiment ; while 
this estimate makes it quite apparent 
that the motor described would, in the 
somewhat improbable event of the 
practical application of power to bal­
loons, be found much less economical 
than steam.

Kew Steamships.
(Boston Post.)

While the stupendous American folly of 
an artifically high tariff has about swept 
American ships from the seas, the English 
are making announcements of the greatest 
activity in this line of industry. Before 
the beginning of another year, five magni- 
cent passenger steamers of the largest 
size, and hitherto unparalleled power, 
will have been added to the mercantile 
navy of Great Britain. Since the first of 
the month the City of Rome, lateet born 
daughter of the Inman, left the month of 
the Clyde on her trial trip, and later on 
the Clyde. Both these vessels belong to 
the fleet of the Peninsular and Oriental 
Steam Navigation company. The Alaska 
is advertised to make her first trip, from 
Liverpool to New York, on the 22nd of 
this month. She is the big sister of the 
Arizona and promises to be the brightest 
ornament of the Guion line. On the first 
of last March, the leviathan of the 
famous Gurnard line, the Servia, was 
launched at Clydebank, close to Glascow. 
It was intended that the Servia should 
have sailed upon her first voyage, from 
Liverpool to New York, on the 13th of 
August, but an accident to her shaft has 
made it necessary for her to be sent 
back to the Clyde, and her first trans­
atlantic trip will not take place before 
November. The Alaska, the shortest of 
the three rivals, is not less than 500 feet 
in length, while the Servia is 530 feet 
long, and the City of Rome is 586 feet in 
length. This is unparalleled, except by 
the Great Eastern. The Servia has a 
gross tonnage of 8,500 tons, and an indi. 
cated horse power of about 10,500 horses. 
The City of Rome, with a burden of 
rather more than 8,800 tons has an 
indicated power of 10,000 horses.— 
The Alaska, with an indicated power of 
little less than 10,000 horses, stands in 
about the same ratio to her total bulk as 
the Servia. Whatever may be said of 
England’s local trade and industry, she 
is still mistress of the seas, in peace, if 
not in war.

hand to one immortal form, with which Mso *n conveying it to others, and such

being the case, we should all strive to be 
good readers. He deplored the state of 
reading in our country among men that 
should be good readers, instancing the 
low standard of reading displayed by our 
lawyers, clergymen, teachers and others. 
We must get the picture of what the 
writer had in his mind when writing the 
piece,and then seek by all available means, 
so to render the reading of the piece that 
the true meaning may be communicated to 
the listeners, viz., we must grasp every 
thought and be in sympathy with the 
writer, act as he acts, think as he thought 
and feel as he felt. He dwelt upon in- 
flection, emphasis, articulation, accent, &c. 
He would not lay down any cast-iron 
rules, as different pieces required different 
rendering, according to the sense desired 
to be conveyed.

Messrs. Coyngrahame and Wathen 
thought the first requisite of good reading 
was audibility.

Mr. Hutchison had listened with much

conduct to be followed by us and each of 
them with regard to political parties. 
Another cause for the same inconveniences 
is found in the excessive interference of 
the clergy in political affairs without con­
sideration for pastoral prudence. To 
remedy properly this excess of zeal, it is 
necessary to recall to these bishops what 
was recommended them by this Supreme 
Congregation on the 29th of July, 1874, to 
wit : That on the occasion of political 
elections they must conform themselves in 
their advice to electors to what was 
decreed by the Provincial Council of 1868. 
It must be understood that the Church, in 
condemning Liberalism, does not mean to 
indicate each and every one of the political 
parties which by accident are 
Liberal, because the decisions ся 
vines refer to certain errors opposed to the 
dvctrines of the Catholic faith, aud not to 
any political party whatever. And, in 
consequence, those do wrong who, with­
out other foundation, declare condemned 
by the Church one of the political parties 
in Canada, namely, the party called Re­
form, a party heretofore warmly supported 
even by some Bishops. Finally, concern­
ing the principal object of the doubts re­
ferred to, namely, what steps are to be 
taken relating to Catholics, who, on ac­
count of alleged undue influence of the 
clergy in political elections, have recourse 
to the civil courts, we cannot give on this 
subject a general rule for the bishops, and 
it will, therefore, rest with whomsoever 
may have the duty to provide in each case 
for-the conscience of him who has applied; 
therefore, let the bishops take the neces­
sary measures to guard the honor of the 
clergy, taking care above all to prevent as 
much as possible the necessity of ecclesias­
tical personages being obliged to appear 
before lay judges. Lastly, the bishops 
should be asked to observe the greatest 
reserve in regard to political affaire, espe­
cially where there is danger of provoking 
violent war against the church, Protestants 
being already prejudiced aud irritated 
against the clergy under the pretext of 
undue influence in political elections.

Conformably to these instruction, Your 
Grace will make known without delay to 
your suffragans, to the clergy and to all 
whom it may concern, that it is the inten­
tion of the Holy Father, that the above 
mentioned precepts of the Holy Office be 
vigorously observed. In relation to the 
second point Your Grace will notify your 
suffragans that each of the individual pre­
lates is to abstain from agitation or caus­
ing to be agitated either in Parliament or 
in the press, the question of the modifica­
tion of the law concerning said undue influ­
ence. Should it happen that the bishops 
all decide that the proper time has arrived 
to make the above
have to apply to the Sacred Congregation 
to receive proper instructions.

In this belief I pray God to bestow on 
you all his blessings.

It is quite apparent that the good 

example of Ле Bishops of the Roman 
Catholic Church in the Maritime Pro­
vinces and Ontario, has not 1 езп follow­
ed by those of Quebec, even since the 
visit to them of Monseigimr Conroy, 
who was specially commissioned by the 
Holy See to personally enforce the doc­
trine laid down in the above letter upon 
the Archbishops and Bishops in Canada. 
The insidious and deceptive character 
of Conservative tactics is significantly 
suggested in the fact that such a letter 
as that of the Propaganda is necessary 
at the present time.

Giving him up :—The Sun and 
Telegraph appear to have dissolved 
partnership, after uniting to defend the 
poor Fisheries Inspector. The Tele­
graph's reason is, doubtless, because it 
ventured to assist the Sun without mak­
ing sufficient enquiry, while the Sun 
does not care to pursue the subject 
further, knowing our statements re­
specting the utter rottenness of fishery 
management under its protege to be un­
answerable. Both papers ought to 
know by experience that when a tramp 
professing to be “ an old newspaper 
man” comes to interview the staff he 
has an axe to grind and ought to be 
treated accordingly.

Another Lesson-
The delay in getting the steam fire 

engine to the fire on Sunday night is 
another reminder of the necessity for 
incorporating the town of Chatham. 
Under our present system the town,with 
its varied interests, and having within 
its limits about a fifth of the population 
of the County, has a very inadequate 
organization for the management of its 
affairs. Every town in the Province 
now incorporated suffered as Chatham 
has done, until the necessity of tetter 
government forced itself upon their 
people,although no otherN.B.town ever 
reached the population Chatham has— 
some 6000—without being incorporated. 
It i° impossible for the Municipal Coun­
cil to afford the town the organization 
necessary to control all its local affairs 
to the best advantage, and the question 
of incorporatian ought to be taken up 
at once. Cannot all interests unite 
over the matter and consider it with 
the single purpose of arriving at a 
just and practical conclusion. " We have 
plenty of men among us quite capable 
of taking a leading part in bringing 
about the desired end, and if a public 
meeting were called the result would, 
no doubt, be that Chatham would have 
a much more efficient control of its own 
affairs before this time next year than 
it now has.

6ity Inspection.remarks, Mr. Hutchison read a paper on 
Sight Siuging or Practical Music for 
Schools. Mr. Hutchison stated that in 
the selectiou of this subject he was influ­
enced by a promise made at last Annua^ 
Meeting. It was sufficient for his present 
purpose that Music occupies a place in 
courses of instruction generally, and 
that teachers are required to conform to 
their requirements. He observed that to 
a person possessed of a musical voice and 
moderate musical aptitude this exercise, 
in the Primary Departments presents few 
difficulties. But even then a knowledge 
of “ sight singing” would materially assist 
in making selections for the class as well 
as afford considerable pleasure to the 
teacher in conducting the singing exer­
cises.

Since singing is a part of our curriculum 
teachers should, as far as circumstances 
and ability permit, qualify themselves for 
its satisfactory discharge. He thought 
that all who gave instructions in the prac­
tice of singing should be able to apply the 
“ look and sing ” method -to the notes of a 
simple melody.

He observed that in the study of tune, 
the first thing to be understood is that in 
every tune there is a certain sound which 
governs all the other notes of that tune. 
A tune may be sung in a higher or lower 
pitch, but the relation between the notes 
and the governing tone or note is unaltered. 
He illustrated this principle by the voice 
and on the organ in different keys or 
pitches of the tonic.

He showed that the seven notes (the 
8tb being a repetition of the first) may 
easily be acquired, and developed them in 
their easiest connection, preferring sylla­
bles to figures. He dwelt at considerable 
length on t he mental effect of notes to key 
relation, and gave illu trations vocally 
and on the organ which was played by 
Miss G. Thomson of Newcastle. He held 
that the mental effect of notes in key rela. 
tion is a valuable aid in acquiring the 
modulator or alphabet of tune.

Philip Cox, Esq., Inspector, delivered a 

lecture on Educational matters. The

should be given in connection with the 
proceedings of the Teachers’ Institute. 
The lecturer on the present occasion was ж 
gentleman whose official position and 
experience well qualify him for the dutye 
He then introduced Mr. Cox, Inspector of 
District No. 1.

The lecturer dwelt ou the duty incum­
bent on all to educate to the highest de­
gree the youth of this Province in order 
to compete with the subjects of other 
Governments. He referred at length to 
the Educational Policy of the Government 
to render the establishment of schools 
permanent aud their support secure. He 
gave an elaborate exposition of Reg. 41. 
relative to School Inspection, &c. He 
dwelt on drawing as a branch of instruc­
tion in our Public Schools. Botany should 
also have its place in our curriculums.

The thanks of the meeting were tendered 
to Mr. Cox, the Chairman regretting that 
the audience was not larger.

Mr. Sivewright read a very interesting 
and instructive paper on color, animal and 
plant life, and exemplified it by practical 
illustration. He entered upon the subject 
of animal life by stating that lie would 
begin with those characteristics with 
which the pupils are most familiar. He 
would not begin a lesson on a new order 
or family with the scientific name. He 
referred to lessons on animal life being 
well calculated to call into activity the 
pupil’s powers of comparison and observa­
tion. In illustration of his method, he 
placed before his teachers a large type 
picture of the cat. After dwelling upon 
the habits of the animal, he would allow 
the pupils to observe and state anything 
which they might notice in the picture. 
He directed attention to the marked pecu­
liarities in structure of the head, body and 
limbs. Through these prominent parts,he 
showed adaption of structure to habits. 
For comparison he distributed among the 
teachers smaller cards, leading them to 
observe that the principal characteristics 
of the type picture were similar to the 
different animals on the smaller ones. He 
here stated that the idea of classification 
would suggest itself to the pupils mind, 
that the loyal tiger, hunting leopard and 
jaguar would belong to the cat family from 
marked resemblances in each to the type 
picture. He said that animals were 
grouped into orders and families by their 
firm, structure, food and habits.

Mr. Sivewright next took up the subject 
of color. He would first get the pupil to 
distinguish colors, then name them. He 
illustrated his method of developing tint 
and shade. He showed how to develop 
tertiary colors from primary and illustrat­
ed his method of teaching the law of har­
mony.

He next took up the subject of plant 
life. He would indicate some of the prin- 
ciples which should be kept in view in 
teaching of plants. The study of plant 
life should begin by the direct observation 
of vegetable forms. The pupil should be 
told very little and from the beginning be 
sent to the plant to get his knowledge of 
the plant. If he was giving a lesson upon 
a leaf the following would be *his method 
of procedure its parts, venation, margin, 
base, apex, lobes, sinuses, shape, petiole, 
color and surface. He would pursue the 
same method with the Stem Roots, &e. 
At the conclusion of Mr. Sivewright’s 
paper, the meeting adjourned for dinner.

FIFTH session, 2.30 p. m.
The subject “How to teach Elementary 

Physics,” (Hotze) not having been brought 
forward in any paper or essay, was dealt 
with simply by general discussion.

Mr. Coyngrahame rau rapidly through 
his own method of teaching physics, show­
ing how by means of simple illustrations 
and by drawing the child’s observation 
and thought to phenomena around him 
and continually occurring, a knowledge of 
this important aud eminently useful sub­
ject was easily imparted

Mr. Wathen followed upon the same 
lines, enlarging the stock of illustrations 
with new ones of his own, and dwelling 
upon the circumstance that he found this 
study to be one in which the pupils took 
a lively interest He thought that those 
who asserted it to be difficult to teach 
had ill considered the subject.

The discussion was interesting and well 
sustained, many of the ladies taking part 
it it.

Mr. Sivewright pointed some difficulties 

which he had met with in teaching this 
subject and showed the mauner in which 
he had overcome these difficulties.

Miss Williston expressed her hearty 
approval of Mr. Coyngrahame’s /original 
and clear method ; and other ladies and 
gentlemen continued the discussion at 
some length. The meeting then adjourn­
ed till after dinner.

SECOND SESSION—2.30 P. M.

The discussion of the subject of Long 
Division was continued for some time, Mr. 
Sivewright objecting to Mr. Coyngra­
hame’s method on the ground of its being 
too mechanical. Most of the speakers 
approved of the method, however, as be­
an easy way out of a difficult place, Mr. 
Hutchison made some brief and pointed 
remarks upon the subject.

Mr. Roberta than read a paper on the 
study of the English Classics :—It is im­
perative that those subjects be studied, 
the pursuit of which will most efficiently 
equip one for the battle of life with what 
is at ouce both sword and shield, a clear, 
discriminating, and comprehensive judg­
ment. Science, in the main, is occupied 
in the acquisition and imparting of facts. 
It must be the effort of the Mathematician 
to retire within the innermost recesses 
of his mind; remote from all distractions, 
from all external influences, there sleuth- 
hound-like to follow up one trail to its 
one legitimate conclusion, oblivious to all 
else. The student of literature, on the 
other hand, while dealing with keenest 
subtleties of language and thought, is in­
troduced to problems of life, whose 
threads may lead to a thousand widely 
varying but equally legitimate solutions, 
as they may chance to be deflected hither 
or thither by internal or external torces of 
ambition, passion, accident, or even a tit 
of indigestion. The keenest judgment» 
listening to the burning utterance of Marc 
Antony—as standing over the body of the 
slain Cæsar he kindled to dreadful fury 
the grief of the people, till the hot noon 
in the Forum grew suddenly loud with 
inarticulate rage—could it, with any cer­
tainty of demonstration, have prophesied 
of Actium ? And who will be so rash as 
to assert even now that this was the 
only legitimate conclusion to the life of 
the “ plain, blunt man, that loved big. 
friend”?

A mathematician cannot be expected to 
be tolerant of or susveptible to such way­
ward aud half-defined forces as the classi­
cal stu lent must be familiar with. The 
Binomial Theorem is quite unaffected by 
any idols of camp or cave or mart ; and 
neither by the most violent passion nor 
by the effects of a lobster supper will the 
solution of a problem from Wormel be 
swerved one hair’s-breadth.

The study of literature and language, 
unlike most- other studies, is not only a 
most potent means of development, it is 
in itself an end, the most desirable of 
acquisitions, a never-failing delight. But 
in no literature lies embedded more wealth 
than in our own ; and these veins are 
easily worked.

Those n.ost important hours, the read­
ing hours, should not be wasted upon 
fragments, however, excellently chosen, 
but should be devoted to the mastering in 
their entirety of the finest works of the 
finest minds. Plays of Shakspeare, single 
books of Milton, and other supreme crea­
tions are now being published in cheap 
form, and the time of High School scholars 
would be better occupied with them than 
with “Readers.” The unerring faculty 
of “ Imitativeness” affords the strongest 
of all arguments for the continual impres­
sion upon pupils of the highest manifesta­
tions of beauty and power. The appreci­
ative teacher will shun the desecration of 
a sublime passage to the ugly and mechani­
cal uses of parsing, or the torture anddis- 
meffiberment of an exquisitely knit sen­
tence upon the rack of particular analysis. 
Above all, he will be loth to apply the 
lofty science of “ paraphrasiug” to

The subject “ How to teach Canadian 
History ?” was introduced by Miss Willis­
ton, who thought it was most expeditious­
ly taught by introducing it to her pupils 
in the form of a short story, and then 
giving them the paragraphs she had mnde 
them familiar with as lessons, to study at 
home that evening, and making them 
reproduce the substance of their lesson in 
a short paragraph on their slates next day.

Mr. James McIntosh would divide it 
into convenient periods,1st. taking a birds 
eye view of the whole, then the period of 
discovery as in the book, but after that 
would take it up by topics, i. e., take up 
History of Wars, following them through 
the period, then changes in Government, 
then History of places and men, as Port 
Royal, Quebec, Champlain, &c., and the 
topics covering all the important parts of 
the History.

Mr. Wathen concurred with Mr. Mc­
Intosh, but as yet he gave his pupils their 
lesson* bo prepare at home, and made 
them reproduce them on their slates in 
school.

Mr. Grindly thought we wanted some­
thing new, but offered no suggestions.

Mr. Moir gave the pupils some impor­
tant data, and allowed them to construct 
a history of their own.

Mr. Coyngrahame thought that from the 
Conquest of Quebec,little benefit could or 
would be derived from the division of it 
into topics; that Canada History could 
only be acquiied by hard work and patient 
study, and that the pupils should memo­
rize the dates.

Mr. Henderson concurred with and 
followed the same plan as Mr. McIntosh.

Mr. Morrisay could not get his pupils 
to interest themselves in it.

Mr. Hutchison thought our present 
Canadian History was too detailed and 
difficult for pupils, involving too much 
labour on the part of the teacher. A 
Canadian History should be plain and 
easily understood,

Mr, Cox said that his difficulty, when 
teaching arose from his want of knowledge, 
we were well acquainted with English 
History and so we found it easy to teach. 
Hence trouble arises from the want of a 
thorough grasp and familiarity with the 
subject.

Mr. Coyngrahame thought the reason 
that British History was so easily learned 
by the pupil was that the style was more 
suited to the child’s mind, and that pre. 
vious to Archer’s History we knew very 
little about Canadian History, which now 
is a source of difficulty.

Mr. James McIntosh read a very valua­
ble- paper on Advanced Reading^ He 
dwelt upon the value of reading not only

Mr. Moir then read a thoughtful and 
carefully written paper on School Disci­
pline. Mr. Moir said :—Students of in­
animate nature admire the wonderful and 
exquisite harmony which they everywhere 
observe; but the student of human nature, 
particularly child natune, generally ob- 
seives that auy degree of'harmony is con. 
spicuous by its absence, unti 
cent power of discipline has 
felt. The desired harmony 
brought about with diligent and careful 
labour, but if the teacher labour to mkte 
himself master of the study of child na­
ture, and carefully applies his knowledge 
when attained, the necessity for blind 
rules or for birch rods will soon cease to 
exist. Mr. Moir’s paper met with much 
approval, and many in this connection 
referred to the question of corporal pun­
ishment which was pretty thoroughly 
handled. The more general opinion 
ed to be* that it was a salutary power in 
the teacher’s hands, but one to be used 
only with discrimination and as a late 
resort.

Mr. Donald McIntosh said in this 
neetion.that to the maintenance of perfect 
control over a school,it was essential that 
a teacher should have perfect control over 
himself.

Mr. Roberts then gave a brief explana 
tion, with illustration upon the board of a 
system of merit-book and cards long in 
use in the schools under his charge or 
supervision. He said that it had been 
originated by Mr. Oakes to avoid the ex­
pense of the merit-book recommended by 
the Board of Education, and that, in 
almost its original form, it gave the great­
est satisfaction to all that had adopted it. 
He was under the impression that Mr. 
Oakes had introduced it, most successfully, 
in some of the schools in his present in­
spectoral district.

Mr. Wathen and others expressed their 
hearty approbation of the method.

The President then read a communica­
tion from Inspector Oakes with regard to 
the chemicals and apparatus which he had 
left in charge of F. E. Winslow, Esq., on 
his depaiture from Chatham. These he 
transferred in full to the Institute, with 
many kind expressions.

The Institute accepted gratefully Mr. 
Oakes’ kind donation, and tendered him a 
vote of thanks.

It was th<n resolved that the chemicals 
and apparatus should be placed in the 
hands of the Secretary-Treasurer for the 
Institute’s use and for his own.

The fifth annual session of the Insti. 

tute opened at 10.30 a. m., in the Harkins- 
Academy, Newcastle, Inspector Cox, 
President, in the Chair. After the meet­
ing was called to order, the President wel­
comed the members in a short and well 
chosen speech, in which he referred to the 
fact that the relations between himself 
and the Teachers of the County were quite 
different from those which existed be. 
tween the teachers and his predecessor.— 
Now, there was apt to be a feeling of bit­
terness against the Inspector, on account 
of the power placed in his hands of affect­
ing the Teachers’ salaries. The Teachers 
should divest their minds of the idea that 
the part of their salary dependent upon 
the ranking of the Inspector was theirs by 
right. What was theirs by right was that 
sum only which was wholly independent 
of the Inspectorial ranking, and the re* 
remainder was, as it were, to be competed 
for. The teachers should strengthen the 
Inspector’s hands, and give him considéra* 
tion for the faithful discharge of duties 
which were sometimes unpleasant. It 
was unpleasant when he found himself 
unable to rank a school in the 1st divi­
sion, but it was winning something, and 
not by any means getting what was one’s 
own by right, to be ranked in the second 
division, for instance. He begged that 
the teachers would look at these matters 
in their true light. He also begged that 
they would lay aside all tÿnidity, and 
do their best endeavors that this meeting 
might be made a success. He wished 
everybody to lay the interests of the In­
stitute and of the profession to heart, and 
to be ready to bring forward each his cone 
tribution of experience or thought to the 
increàse of the wisdom of his fellow- 
teachers.

On Sunday night about eleven o’clock 
fire was discovered by Capt. DeGrass, 
breaking ont from the galley and wheel, 
house of the tug Relief lying at Messrs.

EXHIBITION!The Irish Agitation-
Parnell, the Irish leader, was arrested 

on Thursday morning last, by Detective 
Supt. Mallins, at Morrison’s Hotel, Dub­
lin, on two warrants, signed by Mr. For­
ster, Secretary for Ireland, charging him 
with inciting the people to intimidate 
others from paying their just rent, and 
with intimidating tenants from taking the 
benefit of tlie Land Act. He was taken 
to Kilmainham jail in a cab. The action 
of the Government produced intense ex 
citement throughout Ireland when the 
event became known, and it excited great 
interest as well in England. The arrest 
of the leader has been followed by that of 
other prominent Leaguers, and affaire 
nected with the Irish question are very 
interesting, as the following telegrams 
show:—

Dublin, Oct. 14.—Immediately after 
entering Kilmainham, Mr. Parnell sent 
the following telegram to Mr. Leary, M. 
P., who in bis absence presided at the 
Kildare Coifyention: “I cannot be with 
you. but I rely on you as true sterling 
men to act as if I were with you. Act 
manfully, steadily, prudently, without 
disturbance and without fear, completely 
maintaining your organization under those 
you can trust, relying on the justice of 
our cause and the certainty of our ulti­
mate triumph.”

Telegrams are being received from all 
parts, south and west, stating that the 
news of Mr. Parnell’s arrest creates the 
most profound astonishment and indigna­
tion. Hastily summoned meetings of the 
branch leagues have passed resolutions 
condemning the “cowardly action of the 
vile Government of that base hypocrite, 
Gladstone,” and expressing undoubted 
confidence in the leader of the league. 
At Wexford, Mr. Redmond, M.P., said 
they had been prepared to give the Land 
Act a fair trial, but now they must reject 
it with scorn and contempt.
