A FIRST-CLASS CUTTER.
W. 8. MORRIS.
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Ex-Premier Mackenzie on Public
Affairs.

There was a grand Liberal and Reform
demonstration at Galt, Ontario, on the
14th inst., at which, among others, ex-
Premier Mackenzie in response to an ad.
dress and presentation from Workingmen,
delivered an excellent speech on Public
affairs. We transfer most of the effort,
which was fully reported in the Toroanto
Qlobe, to our columns. He said :—

Mr. Chairman, Ladies,and Gentlemen,—

On this the third visit I have made to
Galt I feel more than ever the warm and
energetic character of her citizens, and the
political rectitude which characterises
this county and neighborhood, and I re-
ceive this address and the presentation ac-
companying it from the werkingmen of
the town and neighborhood with the very
greatest feelings of pleasure.

WORKINGMEN AND PARTIES.

I believe that the workingmen appre-
ciate truly, not merely what personal
advantages they may see in my own
character, but the principles I repre-
sent for the time—those principles which
have made the workingman what he is in
this country to-day—(cheers) —and while
I am for the moment the recipient of this
very acceptable present and this too flat-
tering address, I receive them simply as
the representative of those principles
which have done so much to elevate the
workingman to his trae political position.
For my own part, Sir, I have

NEVER APPEALED TO CLASS FEELINGS OR

CLASS PREJUDICES.

I base my views of public questions and
of public men upon well-known and well-
defined principles of action, and if those
views commend themselves to the ma-
jority of the people—workingmen, and
non-working men, if there be such a
class in Canada—then those principles
will trinmph. If, on the other hand,
they fail to comnmend themselves to the
mass of the people, it shows either that
the principles themselves are wrong, or
that there has been some deficiency in the
instruction of the body of electors who
have given the adverse decision.

I cannot to-night fail to recognize the
fact that I stand before you,as my friends,
Messrs. Blake and Young stand, in the
position of a defeated man. It is true
that I saved my own personal election ;
but when I look around me and see the
numerous friends who have

FALLEN IN THE FRAY,

I can hardly rejoice over my own indivi-
dual escape, because I feel, as I felt dur-
ing the election, that it is absolutely es-
sential to the success of the Liberal party
that men like those who are with me on
the platform to-night should occupy seats
in Parliament. Although the workingmen
of Galt may be sound and truc in their
allegiance to Reform principles, there can
be no doubt that in our cities and towns a
very large proportion of the workingmen
were

PERSUADED UNDER FALSE PROMISES,
for the moment to turn their backs nupon
those whom they had formerly acted with
and that political body to which they na-
turally belonged. It is, Sir, to the Re-
formers of thirty, forty, and fifty years
ago that all remedial legislation in the in-
terest of the werkingmen may be traced.
The very end of Conservatism is to pre-
serve the laws as they exist. The Liberal
party on the other hand, exist for the
purpose of accomplishing great reforms.
The greatest of all reforms was that which
gave to every citizen and every organized
religious body of our country equal rights
in the eyes of the law,and I often wonder,
when I soce notices of meetings of Work-
ingmen’s Conscrvative Associations, if a
single member of such Associations has
considered, for a moment, how it comes
that they are ranking themselves under
the banners of Conservatives. Why, I
might say to them ¢‘These are the men
who kept you trodden down

IN THE HOUSE OF BONDAGE
forcenturies ; these are the men who re.
fused yon the framchise ; these are the
men who subjected you to unjust laws;
while, on the other hand, the Reformers
are those who have given you all the
rights you possess, and who within the
last few years, with Mr. Blake’s Bill re-
specting workingmen, gave them at least
their full and entire rights in connection
with labour. And yet, Sir, we find that
some men are apparently so deficient in
political information as to ally themselves
openly with those who had been their
foes throughout all time, with those
whose very principles naturally and inevi-
tably lead them to look upon working-
men and the poorer classes of society as
unfit to partake in the political rights con-
ferred on other classes. (Cheers.) Now,
Sir, I believe at this moment there is, as
one the addresses stated,

A COMPLETE REACTION.

(Hear, hear.) I helieve whatever tollies
some workingmen and others were guilty
of during the last year, that they have
‘completely changed their minds under the
illumination which has been shed around
the false promises which were made to
them before the general election, and I be-
lieve there never has been at any time in
our political history so thorough and com-
plete a revulsion of feeling as there has
been accomplished inso short a time.
(Hear, hear.)

THE DEFEATS OF THE TORIES IN THE LAST
NINE MONTHS,

Why, it is not yet eleven months since
the general election took place, and during
that time we have had a general election
for the Local Parliament of Ontario. Sir
John Macdonald and his friends came up
to Ontario immediately after the Domin-
ion House rose in May last and pointed
out to the people of Ontario that it was
absolutely necessary in order to complete
the victory that had been achieved in
September that the Mowat Government
should also be defeated. They said that
as long as Ontario remained in the hands
of the Liberals the citadel of the position
was held by their opponents, and they
insisted on making it a direct issue in the
local elections, whether the people still
supported the protectionist movement or
not. Some of -our friends on- the Liberal
side were, 1 dare say, somewhat afraid to
make this the test question. For my own
part, I believed that the evidences that
had been given of the falsehoods that had
been circulated last year—that the eviden-
ces which had been adduced in Parlia-
mentary debate— that the evidences

above all, which had been given by the
rule of prices and state of labour during

st e

the last few months before the local elec-
tion—would be enough to disgust the Re-
formers who might have gone astray, as
well as many Conservatives who voted
conscientiously for what they believed
was going to be an improvement in our
fiscal system. And, Sir, what was the
result? We know that in many counties
it was the one topic of discussion; and
while the Liberal candidates were very
properly stating that it was not an issue
with them, still some of them were com-
pelled to defend themselves for their ac-
tion in 1878, and in defending themselves
they were of course obliged to defend the
contrary policy to that which their oppo-
nents had adopted last year, and the re-
sult has been a complete reversal of the
verdict given in 1878, (Loud cheers.)
At the same time we must remember
that new laws have been passed, and
that as good subjects all Canadians
must submit to the administration of
laws enacted through the will of the
people.

THIS PICTURE AND THAT.

We are at present passing through a
commercial crisis. You were led to be-
lieve that the commercial depression was
due to the existence of a Liberal Govern-
ment in the Dominion. You were led to
believe that the moment the Government
should be defeated a new era of prosperity
would be inaugurated. You were led to
believe that the depression in bank stocks,
that the financial disasters occurring here
and there under the general name of bank-
rupteies, would all cease. Farmers werc
given to understand that a duty would be
immediately placed on foreign products,
which would raise the prices of their pro-
ducts in this country. Not one single
promise made has been realised. The
commercial depression, instead of becom-
ing lighter after the defeat of the late
Government, became deeper and more
terrible. Since that time bank stocks
have sunk over 20 per cent.; one-fourth
or alittle less of the entire banking capi-
tal of the country has disappeared in
this manner. During that time three
banks hav n compelled to suspend pay-
ment ; during that period there has been
a greater feeling of distress amongst many
of our manufacturing classes; there has
been no rise in the price of the commodi-
ties which we have for sale ; the state of
our shipping has been worse than ever,
and with all this has been inaugurated an
era of taxation which will bear most heavi-
ly on all interests of the people, but es-
pecially upon those who have addressed
me to-night. (Hear, hear and cheers.)

PROTECTION AND LABOUR.
The sources of wealth are in the labour
of the workingman, the farmer, and the
artisan, and an upjust protectionist law
like that which exists at present only
steps in to distribute that wealth to those
who never worked for it. (Cheers.) It
is utterly impossible, it is contrary to the
first law of nature, itis contrary to all
experience, that we should be able by
additional taxation to enrich ourselves,
and while there is a plausibility in the
statement that we must protect our own
workingmen against competition from
abroad there is also a deep fallacy in the
statement. No nation produces all that
it requires, and any attempt in Canada
to grow tea or other products of tropical
countries would utterly fail, as would any
attempt to produce in those countries the -
productsof the temperate zone. In pKws,
too, where there are vast beds of coal and
iron there are adv for factur-
ing which communities destitute of those
minerals do not possess. We are there-
fore compelled under these circumstances
to exchange commodities one with an-
other. Now it is utterly impossible
that you can restrict importations by
protectionist laws without also restrict-
ing your exportations, All exchanges
are made by barter. In England daring
the last few years there has been a differ-
ence between the importations and ex-
portations of about £60,000,000, that is,
their imports were of the value of £60,000,-
000, more than their exports. Did Eng-
land send to those countries with which
she traded bullion to this amount? Not
at all. The amount of specie exported
in those four years did not amount to one-
half the amount of difference for one year.
(Applause.) So that it is thus shown by
a course of proof which is indisputable
that we make our exchanges by a process
of barter. We 'send to other countfies
our natural products such as timber and
grain, and also many manufactures im~
which we excel, and for these we buy the
products of those countries. This is done
no doubt through a course of exchange in
which bills of exchange take the place of
money, but there is no exchange of bullion,
of the hard money, which is after all the
real standard of values in these countries.
We are in the position in Canada of
having adepted a fiscal policy which -is
utterly at variance with our historical
tendencies, and we are endeavourmgto

increase our exportations.
- » - * * * *

THE TORY ELECTION CRY.

During the campaign we were told by the
party now in power that free trade was
well enough for an old country.such as
England, but it would never do for Canada
which had yet to establish its great in-
dustries. And in England they are being
told (for there are still protectioniats there
who seek to advance their views by using
the present great trade depression as an
argument against the principles which
now prevail) that free trade may do in
new provinces and in countries where
they have the initial steps yet to take
in‘the path of progress, but in old coun-
tries like England it is entirely different,
because there they have to maintain the
position which their manufacturers have
taken. (Laughter.) Everything which
is in the interest of monopolists is on both
sides of the Atlantic held prominently
forward, and the workingman in every
country where these views are enforced
has to pay the piper. (Loud cheering.)
It is a very fortunate thing that the present
commercial depression did not pass away
when our opponents took office, but that
the time of the deepest and darkest diffi-
culty has come after the protectionist
Government came into power, for now
our opponents cannot deny that what they
held up as a panacea for all the evils that
existed during our reign, has onlydeepened
the blot upon our commercial history. Our
people will.now undexstand, not merely
the principles of legislativn in respect to
commercial affairs, but also will realize
more fully than before how vain a thing
it is, bow absurd a thing it is, to put
their trust in men who are not statesmen,
bur tricky politicians who do not hesitate
to make any promises in order to obtain
a temporary party triumph. (Cheers.)
Sir, I believe in seeing my own political
party exalted to power. T am as anxious
as any man can be to see the Liberal party
in power again in the Dominion ; but if
they can only achieve the vxctory by
makmg false repr tati by adopt
false principles, by pret g to be bm.ld-
ing up what no human bemg can build up,
I don’t wish them to achieve victory ; nor
Idon't wish them to be ome of them.
(Loud cheers.) I think this country has

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Toachers’ Institute.
The third Annual Meeting of the

{| Teachers’ Institute of New Bruns-
i wick/was held at Fredericton, com-

-mencing on Tuesday of last week.—
‘The attendance was good and all parts
ot the Province were fairly represent-
ed. There were present also some
gentlemen from abroad who are in-
terested in the work of education, as
well as some leading New Bruns-
wickers who have been more or less
identified with the various movements
by which the educational system of
the Province has been placed on its
present basis. Among the latter
were Hon. Geo. E. King, Q. C., Hon.
Judge Fisher, D. C. L., and Wm.
Elder, Esq., A. M., who were ten-
dered honorary membership, which
they accepted, each making an excel-
lent speech. The election of these gen-
tlemen to honorary membership was
a fitting recognition on the part of
the Institute of their efforts in the
cause of popular education, and their
hearty acceplance of the honor con-
ferred evinces their continued inter-
est in our public Schools.

‘We regret that the limited space at

giving an extended report of the pro-
| ceedings. We may say, however,
-that the disomssion of* the different
subjects of the programme could
scarcely fail to give every teacher
present some new and valuable ideas
to be applied in daily work, besides
extending and strengthening their

The resolution recommending to
Trustees the importance of having
bound for permanent preservation
the copies of the Educational Circular
which have been furnished by the
Board of Education, is a good one.—
These semi-annual Reports consti-
tute the most valuable educational
publication in the Maritime Provin-
ces, supplying an excellent history of
the growth and character of the New
Brunswick Schools, and ought to form

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a part of every School library in the
Province.

The adoption of a uniform Course
of Instruction, provided that it em-
brace the right subjects of sludy and
that these are introduced in that order
of sequence most in harmony with the
pupil’s mental development, would,
no doubt, be attended with good re-
sults. An able Committee of the In-
stitute submitted a Course which was,
no doubt, the result of wide School
experiences in our own and other
countries. The reports show that it
was earnestly, heartily and fearlessly
discussed and criticised by many of
the ablest teachers in the Province
and if, after needed modifications, it
should be prescribed by the Board of
Education, it will give united direc-
tion to the labors of trustees, teachers
andfpupils. In the past,teachers and
trustees have often been annoyed and
perplexed by the objections of unin-
formed parents to certain studies on
the School programme, and teachers
have sometimes given more attention
to some studies and less to others
than was desirable. These difficulties
would disappear with the introduction
of an authorised uniform curriculum.

We are glad to observe that the
subject ot Inspection occupied the at-
tention of the Institute and that the
judgmentof our foremosteducationists
is in accord with the views which we

have already expressed on this impor-
tant branch of educational adminis-
tration. It is absurd to expect that
the Common Schools will ever attain
to the perfection possible under our
present system so long as the work of
inspection remains in the hands of
those who have been entrusted with
it up to the present time. It would
be unjust to say that none of the pre-
sent School Inspectors are qualified
for the positions they hold, because
there are several of them whose edu-
cational attainments and-successful
teaching experience, as well as Inspec-
toral work, guarantee their efficiency,
but it is also well known that we

qualified for the work. It is known
that some of them could not pass a
_successful examination for a second
class teacher’s certificate, and how ab-
surd it is that such persons should be
officially commissioned to pass upon
the work of Schools, many of whose
pupils are really far in advance of
them in all that pretains to School
work. Such inspection is a grave
mistake, and the Board of Education
should relieve itself of the reproach
which it involves at the earliest pos-
sible date,
The resolution of the Institute on
this subject was
iy skt the et o s
ion relative to inspection, and earnest-
ly expresses the hope that the Board of
Education will not commission any persons
to officially determine ‘the quality of
school work or the standing of the IZOOII
who have not had e eﬁ practical ac-
quaintance with the professi
The resolution embodies exactly
the right principle. If one of our
lumber merchants had a lumberer
who was very successful in “ running
rafts” and, on that account, placed
him in command of aship, it would
be looked upon as a very unbusiness-
like proceedifig. And yet it would be
quite as consistent with the condi-
tions of the relative positions as to
put a half-educated man in the posi
tion of School Inspector and that
without his ever having had profes-
sional training. A School Inspec-
tor should be able to analyse methods
and test them by principles, and if,
as stated by the Chief Superintendent

our disposal does not admit of our]

have inspectors who are not at all

of Education, the classification of
pupils by the Inspector shall depend
chiefly on a written examination, itis
evident that much experience will be
needed in preparing proper test ques-
tions on all the subjects of the course
of instruction and in justly determin-
ing the value of the answers given.
There were many other matters of
great importance brought betore the
Institute. and to which we should
like to refer. All the discussions
were of a very practical character
and the earnest and intelligent in-
terest which so many teachers mani-
fested in the elucidation of debateable
questions pertaining to their profes-
sion was a most gratifying character-
istic of the proceedings. We observe
that the Telegraph refers in compli-
mentary terms to the papers read by
Principal Crocket, President®Jack,
Prof. Fowler, Mr. Gaunce, Mr. Oakes
of the Chatham High School, Mr.
Freeze and Mr. Creed. We are glad
to observe, also, that Mr. Oakes took
a prominent part in the several de-
bates as they came up, doing credit
to himself and to the North Shore
which has the good fortune to have
secured his professional services.

Ottawa Rumors.

Some of the Upper Provinces papers
state that Mr. Jas. Domville, M. P.,
for Kings, who has cut so ridiculous a
figure in the/House of Commons on cer-
tain occasions, is in Ottawa promising
revelations of terrible misdoings under
Sir Chas. Tupper on the Intercolonial
Railway. He is kicking over the traces
in a most frantic manner. On the
other hand, Mr. John Costigan is in
Ottawa and there are rumors to the
effect that he is soon to euter the
Cabinet. This explains the attitude
of Major Domville. His political
friends need have no apprehensions re-
specting his ultimate action. If another
New Brunswicker enters the Govern-
ment Mr. Costigan will be the man.
Mr. Domville will fume about it, but
Sir Charles will soon whip him into line
with an iron contract orsome other
kind of Conservative Soothing Syrup.

How the Americans do It

The following rather peculiarly werd-
ed telegram came from Washington to
the press on Friday last :—

The seizure by the collector at the
Suspension Bridge, New York, of seines
stretched in our waters by Canadian
fishermen has been the subject of cor-
respondence with the British Minister.
The Treasury officials don't see any
other remedy for the illegal acts,save in
the seizure of nets and seines, as the
Canadian authorities cannot exercise
authority on this side of the border.

1t means that Canadian fishermen
who have fished seines in American
wajers have been taught by the United
States officials that they cannot be per-
mitted to violate the law and exercise
privileges not accorded by theWashing-
ton Treaty. On thisside of the line it
is different. Mr. Pope, of Prince Ed-
ward Island, who was quite a prominent
man in his own parish, is Canadian
Minister of Fisheries. 1In his in-
competency the American fishermen
_have a guarantee against molestation in
their purse-seine fishing in the Mirami-
chi and other rivers.

More Honors.—It is reported at
Ottawa that Hon. Hector Langevin is
to be honored with knighthood.

CuBa.—The Spanish Government has
appointed a Commission to recommend
fiscal and political reforms for Cuba.

WayY 7—England is the only Power
which has not been invited to witness
the Russian military manceuvres.

Cricker.—The International cricket
match was finished at Ottawa, on
Wednesday of last week, the American
team winning with five wickets to
spare.

Tue OrprposiTioN candidate for the
representation of Cape Breton in the
House of Commons is Mr. McKay, the
member for the constituency in the last
Parliament.

Gamning  Grounp.—Two  want-of-
confidence motions in the Quebec Legis-
lature were voted down last Wednesday
night—one by a majority of four and
the other by a majority of six.

Harp TREATMENT :— A Warsaw tele-
gran says :—A Court Martial has con-
demned two peasants to four years
hard labor in Siberian mines for oppos-
ing the demarcation of their plots of
land.

THE QuEBEC R1oT.—A settlement of
the Quebec labonr troubles was arrived
at on Wednesday night of last week,
each Society agreeing to work according
to its own rules, and to guarantee the
other Society against interference.

Comine Back.—Sir Leonard Tilley
and Sir Charles Tupper, who have been
trying to induce the British Govern-
mentto guarantee Pacific Railwaybonds,
sailed on Friday last from Liverpool for
Canada. They were not successful in
getting the guarantee, which is a mat-
ter of regret.

Lrevr. Carey, who was with the
Prince Imperiai just before his death
and who was condemned by a Court
Martial held in Zululand to be dismis-
sed the service because he did not re-
main with the Prince and be killed,
also, is restored to his regiment by a
reversal of the court’s judgment by the
home authorities.

Tee UNEMPLOYED IN QUEBEC.--Be-
fore the recent killing and maiming
took place, a Quebec paper set down
the nnmber of unemployed mechanics
and laborers at 7,000, and described
them as being in a starving condition.
Can Mr. Langevin do nothing for these
people. He, of course, is not ‘“a fly
on the wheel”—Telegraph
AxorHER DEFEAT.—The Dominion
Ministers have not been successful in
procuring the Imperial guarantee for
the Canada Pacific Railway, and they
are now urging support, in the form of
assistance, in the promotion of a great
emigration scheme. Knowing the dis-
trust that exists against themin England
they beg that the Imperial Government
will appoint a commission to see that
they act in good faith. It is humiliat-
ing to find our Ministers thus forced to
discount their own honor and responsi-
bility in Pacific Railway transactions.
Tee Zuiv CampaieN: General
Wolsely arrived at Rorke’s Drift, Aug.
3. Cetewayo is at a kraal north of the
Umvolosi river with a small following.

General Wolsely telegraphs that 5,000
Swazies are ready to attack Cetewayn,
and will be increased to 10,000 before
entering Zululand. TheBritish, operat-
ing with those and another composite
force coming from the direction of
Luneburg, should either capture
Cetewayo or drive him towards Col.
Clarke, who is moving to the south-
ward. There have been further sub-
missions of Zulus. A successful Zuly
raid is reported from Utrecht.

TaE CONSERVATIVES announce that
they contemplate holding u political
demonstration at Ottawa on or about
8th October, “‘in celebration of the
“ meeting of the first Dominion Pailia-
‘“ ment and the actual inanguration of
¢ responsible Federal Government in
¢“ Canada ; also to express satisfaction
¢ with the policy pursued by the leaders
‘“of the Conservative party.” What
do the Liberals of New Brunswick, who
fought so hard for Responsible Govern-
ment and Confederation, and what do
the Liberals of Quebec and Ontario,
who fought against Sir John A. Mac-
donald and under Hon. Alexander
Mackenzie and Hon. Geo. Brown for
““ responsible Federal Government, ”
think of the Conservatives attempting
to take the credit of their hard work in
those days. History tells us that the
Conservatives, under Sir John A. Mac-
donald, fought against *responsible
Federal Government ” less than fifteen
years ago and yet these same Conserva-
tives are going to celebrate the defeat
of their own principles and Sir John is
going to be one of the great speakers on
the occasion. In another fifteen years
we may expect to hear of the Conserva-
tives endeavoring to take the credit of
inaugurating a revenne tariff,which the
Liberals are now contending for, and
which will be restored to the country in
the face of all the opposition the Con-
servatives can offer. .

QueBkc is unfortunate in its Muni-
cipal Government. It isa capital which
fails in illustrating and exemplifying the
loyalty, patriotism and love of discipline
which characterise tlie Province. The
reason is because its Lest and most in-
fluential citizens seem to realise their
responsibilities only under the presure
of great events. They allowed the
causes of a disgraceful riot to gradually
and palpably giow into active life, be-
fore they could be induced to trouble
themselves with providing a sedative.
While the civilsed world was reading de-
tails .which made tourists shun a riot-
possessed city, the Governor-General
and Princess arrived there and saw only;
a capital ready to do them respectful
and enthusiastic honor. The riot was,
by common consent, suspended for the
time. Thereseems to have been a com-
promise which gives little hope for the
permanent - maintenance of order in
Quebec, leniency towards rioters having
become a municipal practice there.
Men who offer armed interference with
the rights of their fellow-citizens ought
to be punished in such a way as to de-
ter them from repeating the experi-
ment. Quebec’s municipal cowardice
in the late troubles is encouragement
for another outhreak. Its self-respect
quails before the mob, while it seems to
imagine that it does itself credit by
joining hands with those who cry vive le
commune in the Lower Town,, and vive
le Roi under the guns of a man-of-war.
and in the presence of the Princess.

The “ Fox Island ” Question.

The Advance asks what we think of the
facts connected with the Fox Island nets. .
Having seen the whole official correspon-
dence 1n this case, and knowing all the
“ facts” more fully than the Adrance can
possibly know them, we reply, iu all can-
dor, that the statement in the Advance is
a tissue of deliberate falselicods. —Sun.

The Sun’s assertion that it has seen the
““official correspondence ” is a gurrantee
that it knows nothing reliable concerning
the facts to which we gave publicity, for
the ““official correspondence” would pro-
bably be that between Overseer Wyse and
Inspector Venning and that of the latter
person with the Department. Two more
faithful exponents of the characteristics
of Ananais, save in the matter of vitality,
cannot be found, and it is probable they
have a nice lot of *“correspondence ” pre-
pared to cover up their transactions in the
Fox Island matter, but it is not our iny
tention to permit the ‘‘ correspondence,”
the Department or the Sun to shield them
in this affair. If the Sun would deal
with this subject as a public journal ought
to do — viz. by making jndependent
enquiry at Bay du Vin, among the people
interested, and who know *‘all thefacts”—
instead of simply publishing what may be
placed before it by or through the Inspect-
or, it would be more in the inierest of the
public and better for itself in the end.
The Sun, however, is at liberty to choose
its own course, as the Tribune and Walch-
man did under the same management, and
it is to be presumed that the fate of those
papers may be taken as the gauge of pop-
pular sentiment in reference to that class
of journalism which undertakes to bolster
up public wrongs aud promote official
corruption in order that private ends may
beserved. As the Sun appears to under-
take the work of fighting against the facts
stated in our last issue we reproduce them
almost verbatim, but condensed as much

ask the Fox Island fishermen to.jndge, of
the confidence they can place in a-paper
which cares so little for its reputation as
to boldly and unreservedly state they are
untrue :—
1—For fifty years, or more, stands of nets
of certain lengths have been set by
varions riparian proprietors from Fox
Island.
2—Those at the lower end have extended
out a length of 250 fathoms, or some 50
. fathoms less than several nets further
up the river.
3—For many years before, and seven years
after Confederation, these nets were not
disturbed by the Department, nor was
any attempt made to interfere with
them.
4—About two years before the last Domi-
nion election, however, the Inspector
for the Province secured depart-
mental orders for the restriction of the
Fox Island and other fisheries.
5—Mr. Whitcher, our Canadian Com-
mission of Fisheries, was induced to visit
the locality and be convinced, by actual
observation, ot the misrepresentations
by which the restrictive orders were
secured.
6—The result of his investigation was
that he directed the local overseer and,
subsequently, Inspector Venning, not
to enforce the shortening of the nets re.
ferred to.
7—The matter stood in this position untii
the present season when the order for
shortening the Fox Island nets to a
maximum length of 150 fathoms was
renewed.
8—Nearly all the fishermen affected were
adherents of the Tory, or Government
party, and they brought such influence
to ber -, by threats and complaints, as
reven ed the Overseer of the district
me enforcing the order.
9—The Government did not dare to en-
force the order, but the fishermen were
given to understand that it would be
e1 ‘orced.

ning hastened tv Miramichi in May last

to assist in arranging the difficulty.

11—On Friday, 21st May, Senator Muir-
head, Inspector Venning and Overseer
Wyse went on the Andover to Hard-
wick. There, they were met by Over-
gseer Williston and a meeting was held
at the house of Mr. Robert Noble, the
doors being closed against the fishermen
who were suppused to sympathise with
the ‘“ Grits,” until a decision was arriv-
ed at.

19—The result of the meeting was that
the Fox Island fishermen interested in
the ‘‘long set” were given to understand
that 200 tathoms wonld be allowed them,
instead of 150, as the order stipulated,
butthey wereto ke allowed to commence
setting 50 fathoms from the shore, and
to fill in the 50 fathoms from the shore
to the place of beginning with what
they pleased.

13 — The fishermen  very properly
¢ pleased” to fill in the 50 fathoms just
as they had always done—uwith nets—
and these, together with the 200 fath-
oms allowed, made the long set 250
fathoms.

14—Overseer Williston knows these nets
were continued and were in their usual
places until the fishing ceased on 15th
Aug. inst.

15—These Erecious fishery regulators, or
rather the Inspector and his mentor,
enjoined that the matter was to be kept
from the knowledge of the editor of the
ApvaNcE—and certain of the Fox Is-
land fishermen were to help the Inspec-
tor next winter in his crusade against
the uze of bag-nets in the smelt fishery.

It was an easy matter for the Sun to
say the above was a ‘‘tissue of falsechoods”
and our knowledge of the utter worthless-
ness of Inspector Venning’s and Overseer
Wyse's assertions, when they may gain
advantage by deception and untruth, ren-
ders ‘appeal to them valueless. We refer
to these two persons thus closely as they
were both in the party who visited Bay
du Vin on 21st May, and Mr. Wyse is
Ohatham correspondeut of the Sun, while
Mr. Venning is believed to be its fishery
editor. The only gentleman to whom we
think we can appeal in this matter, there-
fore, is Senator Muirhead, and, so far as
his personal knowledge goes, we challenge
the Sun to induce him to deny the state-
ments set forth in the above 10th, 1lth,
and 12th paragraphs. In other words,
did he not go to Bay du Vin on the day
named with thie perscns named? Did he
and his friends not meet. with the fisher-
men indicated at the dwelling of the gen-
tleman named ? Did he not give certain
fishermen to understand that if he had
been inforned of the position of affairs no
attempt would have been made to enforce
the order which caused the trouble, and
did he not advise the arrangement referred
to in paragraph 12? Will he presume to
deny that 250 fathoms composed the ‘“long
set,” as usual,during theseason just clused,
while, through his connivance, the Depart-
ment was wronged out of much of the tax
which owners of those same nets willingly
paid last year? We also ask whether he
does not know that when Inspector
Venning—by the most deliberate misre-
presentations—obtained departmental aun-
thority for the order to shorten the long
seb in 1877, wethen stated it was not in
the interest of the fisheries, but to create
a sentiment among the fishermen against
the Departiment and the Mackenzie Gov-
ernment, in order to improve the waning
prospects of Senator Muirhead’s political
patron and sponsor, and the Inspector’s
“ old master?” Also ; does not the course
pursued in May 1879 by the Inspector
and Senator Muirhead, through the con-
nivance or incapacity of Mr. Minister
Pope, prove what we have always contend-
ed for; viz., that the meddling of the
Inspector with the Fox Island nets was
purely vexatious ?

"If the Sun has any doubts in the matter
can it explain away the fact that notwith-
standing the ‘“orders” spreading over three
years all ainied at the long sets, they have

-been fished up to and including the present
season, just as if no orders affecting them
had been obtained? In 1877-8 this was
done by the ‘“orders” being openly sus-
pended by the Commissioner of Fisheries.
In 1879 it was done by the private ar-
rangement made by the Inspector and
Senator Muirhead on 21st May—the Com-
missioner and Minister being—under Con-
servative rule-—mobodies. And, in this
connection, we may remark that it was an
evil hour for the Department and its dis-
éipline, as well as for the fishermen of the
Miramichi, when, as has been asserted by
the local friends of the Government, Mr.
Pope consented, under strong pressure, to
carry out the recommendations of Inspec-
tor Venaing in all things, relating to the
Miramichi fisheries. It is a desperate and
mad endeavor to save a local party whose
decayand disintegration canno more be ar-
rested by such means, than its leaders can
be expected to keep their heads above the
political waters on their individual ability
or merits. Under such an arrangement
Mr. Popehandsoverthe powersand reputa-
tion of the Department in Miramichi to
two or three local magnates, who have al-
ready quarrelled over points on which the
Inspector was to be instructed to ‘‘ad-
vige ” the Minister.

These are, however, matters of only
secondary importance, just now. We
desire to keep the Sun down to the facts
on which it undertakes to contradict us.
The exposure of this Fox Island business
is another advance iu our work of bringing
to public notice and, ultimately, we hope,
ending the baneful and incompetent rule,
in local fishery matters, of Inspector
Venning and his allies above referred to.
When we find the organs of the Govern-
ment putting in general denials of all
charges made by us, and remember that
whenever we have had a chance afforded
us of proving our indictments, we have
succeeded, we are encouraged to challenge
the most searching tests of our statements.
The Sun, the Inspector, and Senator
Muirhead have the ear and confidence of
the Governmeat. Have they the courage
to afford the Edlitor of the ADVANCE an
opportunity of proving the statements
above made? He offers the same terms
and the same provisions for paying the
expenses of enquiry as he offered to the
late Minister of Fisheries before he induced
him to investigate the frauds which re-
sulted in the Inspector being relieved of
the charge of the Miramichi Fish Breeding
Establishment, and if the present Minister
is not a partner with Senator Muirhead
and the local subordinate officers of his
Departraent, he will, surely, think it
worth while to afford us a chance to prove
the public deception we undertake to ex-
pose.

The True Basis of a Successful Busi-
ness Career.

A New York contemporary says : Inall
cases where a merchant is doing a good
business it will be found that while there
may be advantages of locatiom, ete., which
he has been quick to discern, he himself
is the main cause of his success. He has
not spent an¥ time in complaining’of dull
trade or waiting for business to improve,
but has put in practice every means in his
power to increase his sales and make his
business remunerative. The habit of rest-
ing one’s hopes on the times, and of im-
agining that a better general business out-
look will do for a man what lie can only
do for himself, is inimical to a!l succes-.
A live business man may certainly expect

*®

stimulating demand and greater purchas-
ing power among his customers, but in
such a caseit will bz only such men who
will reap the advantage. It should be
understood by every merchant that the
first requisite for success lies with himself,

and if he does not conduct his business on
principles which make it remunerative,

the best times the country ever saw would
be insufficient to supply the elements of
success which are wanting in himself.

The soundest policy is that of entire self-
dependence. A good mercantile training
and the qualifications which go to make
up a thorough man of business are things
which, once acquired, can at all times be
relicd on independently of outside in-
fluences, and they are the only factors on
which any hopes of suceess can be placed.
Provided a man is so qualified, the case is
indeed hard where he will not be able not
only to make both ends meet, but by sys-
tematic economy and a strict watch over
his business to gain some headway. We
believe that in nine cases out of ten where
men have not succeeded within the past
few years the fault has been mainly with
themselves, and their inability to adapt
themselves to the conditions of their
trade.

It is getting to be well understood that
no era of pros;;crity such as we have been
looking forward to will in any sense supply
the place of the hard work, cconomy and
attention to business which are coming to
be more and more regarded as essentials of
success, We may reasonably hope for
better times, but if they are to come in
the agaregate it will be because merchants
individunally have been placing themselves
on an improved footing. Good times do
not mean an era of prosperity in which all
classes of merchants, the good, the bad
and the indifferent will share alike, inde-
pendent of their own qualifications, but
rather when the latter classes have drop-
ped out of the race and the rewards of
successful enterprise come to those who
bhave deserved them. Let every man en-
gaged in business strive to make the times
for himself as prosperous as possible, by
leaving no stone unturned and no means
unemployed that will conduce to his suc-
cess. Let him profit by judicious conduct
of his business ; and placing his greatest
reliance on such means. in preference to
any others, he will have no reason to be
discouraged by the gloomy accounts of per-
‘sons less active thar himself. When also,
the varied industries of the country shall
receive an additional and healthy stimulus,
he will be in a position tv take advantage
of the fact, because he has based his hopes
mainly on his own qualifications as a
merchant, and not alone on the fluctua-
tions of the commercial world.

‘ndw resched a point of education in politi-
¢4l matters which should make them good
/“Judges of a policy to be pursued by govern-
ment, and although the blunder of Sep-
tember last was one which, apart from
the fact that it severed my official con-
nection with the Government, I exceed-
ingly deplored, there can be no doubt that
IT WILL TEACH THE COUNTRY A LESSON,
which will be of lasting benetit to those
engaging their interests in public affairs,
and that the people themselves will be
taught to avoid the repetition of such a
blunder, (Cheers ) In a country like ours,
and all countries in this respect to a large
extent are like ours, we secure our public
revenue by the imposition of certain duties
upon gouds coming into the country, or
goods made in the country. By common
cousent all articles of great value but
little use, such as whiskey and tobacco,
which are made in the country, are heavily
taxed. That is quite right, and the more
we can make out of the use of such articles
until their use is stopped altogether the
the better. (Cheersand laughter.) Bat
that furnishes only a small portion of whag
we require. Our importers are, therefore,
constituted a sort of middlemen between
the people and the Government. The
Government, instead of sending out col-
lectors to gather money from the people,
require theze middlemen to pay to the col
lectors a certain amount upon ali the goods
they import, and this amount the import,
ers in turn charge the people to whom they
sell, and thus recoup themselves. Now
our mannfactures enjoyed a very large ad.
vantage from the imposition of these duties
upon imports, and I have no objection to
that advantage being theirs so long as it i®
kept at a reasonable point. So longas the
duties are collected to support the re-
venues of the country I agree that they
should he imposed; but when they are im-
posed avowedly to keep out goods I can
buy better and cheaper elsewhere, I clainf
that the law of trade is violated and the
people are made to pay for more than they
receive. (Cheers.) It will take some
time before the people fully understand
how thorouzhly just and fair is a revenue
tariff, but it will come in time.

FALSE ISSUBS RAISED,

But there are reasons for objection to the
party now in power other than those I
have stated. These men were for years
before the clections, during the entire term
of our existence as a Government, constant-
ly endeavouring to raise false issues, con-
stantly endeavouring to promote their own
party interests by maligning their oppon-
ents, and I have no recollection of any
measure whatever emanating from the late
Administration having fair play in dis-
cussion by the Tory pressor by Tory
members of Parliament. I don’t believe
in such a course whatever Government is
in power. Under our system of party
Government it is necessary that the Op
position should criticise the acts of those
in power, but it should be with the view
of producing improvements in the Bills be-
fore the House, and not for the mere sake
of opposing the Government.

DISMISSALS FROM OFFICE.

What has been the result in a political
and administrative sense of the change of
Government ? I might refer to the policy
of dismissals, and we have gentlemen on
the platform who were dismissed from
offices of state simply because they were
supposed to be the political opponents of
the new Government. (Cheers.) Then,
Sir, there has been a total disorganization
in some services for the express purpose
of procuring the disnrissal of certain offici-
als. But the one of these dismissals that
wag above all others in my opinion most
offensive to the public, most dangerous to
commonwealth, and most unjust in itself,
was the

DISMISSAL OF LIEUT.-GOVERNOR LETELLIER
of Quebee. (Cheers.) It is not necessary
for me, nor has it been necessary for any
one in the Dominion Parliament, to enter
into the merits of the case as respects Mr.
Letellier’s action. Whether the Ministers
whom he dismissed were so incapable or
80 wicked as to make it impossible for the
Governor longer to carry on fhe affairs of
the country with them, was a matter we
did not require to discuss ; and I felt it to
be my own duty to take the ground that
Licut.-Governor Letellier, in dealing with
his Ministers, acted under constitutional
right, and, however dangerous it may be,
had exercised what are called latent

10—Such pressure was then brought tod to reap his share of the advantages of ' rights. The Governor took the responsi

he believed, and who I believe, were lead-
ing their Province to destruction as fast

other men. And whenever Governor Le-
tellier dismissed his Ministers and found
another Minister to assume the responsi-
bility of that act, then all the rest was
thrown upon the people. (Hear, hear,
and cheers.) All the proper stages were
taken. Mr. Joly was called in and assum-
ed the responsibility of the Licut.-Gover-
nor’s act. He went to the people ; and the
people believed Mr. Letellier did right,
for Mr. Joly’s Adwministration is carrying
on the affairs of the Province to this day.
(Loud cheers.)
+
But the Tory majority from the Pro-|
vince of Quebec demanded the head of
hieutenant Governor Letellier as Herodias
demanded the head of John the Baptist,
and they compelled Sir John Macdonald
to act the ignoble part of the executivner
in an unjust case. (Cheers.) It is a mat-
ter of the greatest possible interest to us
as citizens of Ontario to know where this
is to stop. Is our Lieutenant-Governor
next to be sent about his business because
some one in the Province of Quebec con-
siders that he acted unwisely ? Are the
Governors of all the Provinces to be sub-
ject to the dictates of a central powdr at
Ottawa? That is the question, and I can.
not imagine that whea the Ontario Legis-
lature meets they will allow the opportuni-
ty to pass without putting on record their
views of the iniquity of such a system as
will entirely destroy our federal relations
with one another, and reduce us again to
the state from which we emerged in 1867.
(Lond cheers.) But not only has the Gov-
ernment in dismissing Mr. Letellier acted
unconstitutionally and unwisely themsel-
ves, not only have they set our system of
government at defiance, but I believe the
part of the policy of Sir John Macdonald
was to restore the system of legislative
union, of which he has always been the
advocate ; for,while he adopted the feder-
al principle in 1864, he merely agreed to
help in carrying it out because it_was the
only means by which he could retain pow-
er, and I do not believe there is anything
in connection with the governmental af-
fairs of the country, good, bad, or indiffer-
ent, that he would do for the purpose of
retaining power. (Cheers and laughter.)
But, Sir, it is too much that the Premier
of this country should use such an occas-
ion as that for the purpose of upsetting
the system of government which he is
sworn as a Minister of the Crown and a
member of Parliament to defend.

It was often alleged, Sir, that the
moment the new Ministry would come
into office a new era of corruption would
immediately ensue. And what do we find
already? I have no time to enter into the
di ion of the leg: of last session.

Snockixe MurpER.— At Hardwood
Ridge, Sunbury County, a few days
ago, Mr. Joseph Stockford got into an
altercation with one Robert Betts, fthe
hog reeve of the parish, concerning
hogs running at large.

immediately, (Loud laughter.) If you
louk at the estimates you will find among
the items one or two to which I would
call your attention. Without any Parlia-
mentary authority they ordered to be
printed a catalogue of the books in the
library of the House of Commons, and
shey paid Mr. Mackintosh, of the Citizen,
an Ottawa Government newspaper, for the
work the sum of $5,300, and this notwith-
standing that the Government had a con-
tract with another firm for all their print-
ing at fixed rates, at which rates the cost
of printing the catalogne would have been
$2,335. There was a gentleman in the
House holding a Governmentappointment,
who continueil working in my office after
I became Minister. I will not say any-
thing as to the quality of the work at
present. He claimed and reccived from
the present Government the sum of $1,750
for services rendered in his office while he
was a member of parliament. He never
claimed it from me, very probably enter-
taining a well-founded Lelief that I would
not have paid him. (Laughter.)

THE SENATOR’S CLAIM.

There isan item of $790 for repairs to
the post-office of Chatham, New Bruns-
wick. It had never had any post-office
but it had a very important representative
in the person of Mr. Mitchell. There was
a Senator there, from whom a building
was bought by the Government for a post-
office. It-was valued at $10,000, and that
amount paid in cash in 1873, The build-
ing was afterwards valued, and in fact I
saw it when in New Brunswick, and I
may say that it would be a very dear
bargain at $4,000, and instead of using it
as a post-office we found it cheaper to rent
another and more suitable building.

CHANGE 1N THE ScHOOL LAW.—A change
in the law affects the powers of trustees
in rural sections to levy and colloct public
school rates. Henccforth such trustees
must obtain all monies for public school
R’nrpoau from their township councils.
he law further directs that they make
application in writing to the council to
raise the required amount at or before tlLe
Angust meeting of the il. Trustees,
therefare, should, hefore the end of this
month, estimate the amount of the appli-
cation to the township council, In Be
cember, or as soon as the taxes are col-
lected, the trustees will ‘give an order on
the township in favor of their secretary-
treasurer for a part or the whole amount
raised for them by the towship council.
The orders for the disbursements of the
school money will, as usual, be given on
their own secretary-treasurer.

The above is entirely misleading. No
such changes are made in our School law
or even contemplated. We have no
““ townships” in the province, nor do our
Municipal councils meet in August. Itis
not probable that many persons would be
misled by the paragraph quoted, but, to a
limited extent, even a ‘‘ready made”
batch of news might cause inconvenience,
An item like the above appeared in the
Hamilton ZT'imes recently, and seems to
have been appropriated without credit.

His Lordship, the Metropolitan of Cana-
da, will retarn from Restigouche to Chat-
bam to-morrow, and will rcmain until
Monday next.

On Sunday next the Bishop will be pre
sent at scrvices in St. Mary’s and St.
Paul's Churches and will administer the
rite of Confirmation in the former church
at the morning service at eleven o’clock.

In St. Mary’s Chapel the alterations in
the interior, which have been in progress
for some wecks past, will be sufficiently
cowmpleted to admit of the Chancel being
used forthefirst time on Sunday next. For
this purpose the building formerly used as
a Sunday School has been refitted and a
Chancel Arch cut through the Eastern
wall of the Church. The iunterior walls of
the Chancel are sheathed with black ash
boards and battened. A gothic East win-
dow has been placed in the Eastern wall
of the Chancel, and temporarily filled with
common glass. On the South side of the
Sanctuary there is a Vestry set off by par-
titions of black ash boards battened and
finished with panellings of stained and oiled
pine and a battlemented cornice at the
top. On the north side of Sanctuary there
is a room for the organ blower and other
purposes, finished, on the Ch 1 side
similar to the Vestry-

Between the Nave and Sanctuary, on

either side of the Chancel are three séats
for the Choir, and on the north side of the
Choir stands s fine organ just completed
by Hook & Hastings of Boston, and which
is to be used for the first time on Sunday
next.
The organ is termed a special No. 5 by
the manufacturers. It has a case of black
walnut, front pipes silver leafed, except-
ing the tops and lower portions, which are
ornamented in gold and soft colors, the
whole presenting a neat aund church-like
appearance. The organ is 18 ft. high 7 ft.
wide and 6 ft. deep, has two mannals
and 15 registers and contains the follow-

face. Lang then stabbed Allison in the
left side above the region of the heart

with a pen-knife, causing death in about
ten minutes after. Allison was about
fifteen years old, and had been employ-
ed as groom by Dr. Somers.

Tae GREAT Swivmine Marenm be-
tween Matthew Webb and Paul Boyton
came off on Friday last at Newport, R.
I. Boyton was clad in his rubber suit
and used a paddle, Capt. Webb being
attired only in swimming tights. The
match was for $1000 a side with an ad-
ditional prize of $1000. Boyton wasto
cover 25 miles to' Webb’s 20, Capt.
Webb gave up the race, being taken
from the water in a very critical con-
dition. .

By-Roads in’ Hardwick,

A correspondent writes complaining of
alleged incapacity, etc., of the Hardwick
By-road Commissioner, Mr. Alex. Cam-
eron. He alleges that no proper notice
was given of his first sale of repairs of the
Bay du Vin road in 1878 ; that he made it
an aid in canvassing for the Dominion
election ; that he exhausted the money on
one part of the road, only, and that not
the part most in need of repairs, save in
one bad place, When he went to oversee
the work on the road he said the water
would lie on the lower end of it and he
gave out the job of ‘““taking the water off”
promising to see the work paid for. For
this he paid $14, when $4 was all it was
worth. Our correspondent continues,
‘“He came along in the same way this
year, without notice, and said this piece
with the water on it was not yet done.
But he said there was only $50 for the
road this year and he would deduct the
$14 from even that small sum. This he
was forbidden to do, but he took the re-
sponsibility of witholding the amount.
He sold from that point downward but
did not sellit right. He then came to the
by-road of R. McClaniher, on which there
was $10 worth to be sold, but he sold only
§6 worth. He said that was all the money
there was and we can’t get any account of
the other §4. The only reason for his ap-
pointment seems to be that he is brother-
in-law to'Councillor Fowlie who desired
to keep the offices in the family. Iam
suiprised at Mr. Michael Adams that he
displaced an efficient man like Mr, James
McLean of Escuminac and was induced to
sanction the uppointment of this incom-
petent person.”

The “Saints” of Doaktown.

DoaxTowN Aug 27th 1879,

To the Editor of the Miramichi Advance.
Mr. Eprror:—Permit me though the
columns of your valuable paper to insert
a fewlinesconcerningthe Picnic Exhibition
which has created so much confusion and
alarm amongst the learned and pious of
Doaktown and vicinity. The object of
the Exhibition was to raise funds to tit up
a public Temperance Hall above the
School room, a want long felt in this com-
munity. Professor Mullar and his vocal
and instrumental class,or a part of them, at
least, kindly offered to forward the enter-
prise by an Exhibition of fireworks and a
public performance in the evening. This
offer was gladly accepted by the Pic-nic
Commitee Who incurred considerable ex-
pense, expecting liberal patronage on the
part of the public. At this juncture a
rev. gentleman, long resident amongst us,
raised objections to the exhibition on the
ground that it was calculated to sap the
morals of the young and, therefore, did all
he could to oppose it, It is hard to say
whether this arbitrary influence, exercised
in opposition to a laudable object, had the
desired effect or not. However, the affuir
was fairly patrouized and proved a partial
success, considerable money being raised
which,however, is partly dissipated by the
attending expenses. Now, Mr. Editor,the
man appearing in the role of Kit Carson
has been condemned for so doing, as well
as all others” who took part in the play.and
yet the very men who comdemn them,

down among the ad infinitum and you
have a fair idea ot the ** happy family ” in
which Supervisor Walsh is the *‘dignified
creature ” who scorns to defend himself,
but hires the work out to—ad infinitum.
I can remember how a certain fishery Over-
seer under the old law, used to carry his
basket in his boat on Saturday aud Sun-
day nights and receive fish as a sort of toll
for not enforcing the law against illegal
fishing. Such a person might be expect-
ed to defend Supervisor Walsh. It might
be that I have received money for the
performance of public services. But I
have yet to know that my returns have
even been challenged as falseor *“ cooked.”
I have no dispute just now with Mr.
Walsh’s amanuensis, *Fair Play,” but I
ask what has Mr. Walsh done to clear up
my charges against him? Did he try to
make ont that the $600 put in his father’s
name—when the poor old gentleman was
on his death bed—for dressing lumber
was false? Did he try to make out that
the §154 charged by hislirother for the four
spruce poles put on the spans of the Big
Bridge near Mr. Rivers’ was not correct ?
Did he try to prove that the $1,000 I said
was given to his brother and Alcade
Landry for repairing the same span was
not correct ? or that $100 was not sufficient
to make the whole span new? How can
he justify the charge of $1,154 f‘this
work? Hashe or Mr. Walsh shown it is
untrue that Michael Landry stated in
presence of ‘‘ Fair Play ” that he never
received the $130.00 which the Supervisor
puts down against him in his report?
This *‘ Fair Play,” who acts as Clod while
Myr. Walsh plays the Miller represents the
latter as having limited means with which
to keep the roads up. Look at the reports
of Public Works and you will see the
‘“‘limited ” means he had. Look at the
Shippegan branch of the great road. Not
one cent of money was spent on 7 miles
of that road these 8 or 9 years. Just
imagine a road through woods in soft
springy land going 8 or 9 years without
any repairs. This will show how well he
has kept the roads in repair. He owned
that the bridgz which was going to be “ a
support to the Govirnment” has slewed.
That is one part of my statement that is
correct. I suppose it has been wedged -or
plastered since the spring, he says it is no
fault of the Supervisor or builder. I
suppose he means to say it is an evidence
that the bridge is badly built. He says
he has not seen the specification; why not
ask Mr. Walsh toshow it to him? He
might have done so when he was at Mr.
Walsh,s house writing his defence of
him against my charges which Mr. Waslsh
could not ‘“‘condescend to notice.” I have
not done with Mr. Walsh yet, as he will
find,and it is possible that he will discover
Mr. “Fair Play’s” inability to shield
him from the result of his wrong-doing.

he told very little. The grades upon
the route they have selected are 104 feet
to the mile, or nearly twice the highest
grade upon the Burrard Inland route.
It will cost $600,000 more each year to
run it, and every train will have to
carry & smaller load. These fact will
give you some idea of the magnitude of
the blunder—no, I can hardly callita
blunder—but of the ‘magnitude of the
crime against the people of Canada
which is to be committed. Another in-
stanoe of the Government’s recklessness
in the management of this railway. It
has always been our policy to agree if
possible with the engineers as to the
cheapest and shortest route. We did
that, and in Manitoba they have
changed the route so as to make it
thirty miles longer, entailing a cost of a
million dollars more. You hear the
statement occasionally made by those
—who are on the whole perhaps disposed
to be fair, that after all there is little
use having any great struggle between
the Tories and Reformers—that the
Reformers have accomplished most of
their work, that the Tories are as will-
ing to accomplish the remnant as they
are, and that after all it is mostly
A STRUGGLE BETWEEN THE INS AND THE
oUTS.
While I believe that, even if that were
true, it would be an absolute necessity
in the interests of the country to main-
tain intact the lines of party in the
Government of the country, I believe
there is nothing else which can save us
from disaster, social and political. We
sometimes hear it said that there is no
difference between the parties. I think
there is a great difference. I believe
there is such athing as a reactionary
spirit with many of those who are es-
sentially Conservatives. I am not say-
ing a word in disparagement of Conser-
vative doctrines. I understand perfect-
ly what they mean, although I cannot
agree with them. But we know that in
all countries where they have had full
sway Conservatives have gone back on
previous legislation, and we havean in-
stance at the present time in Canada of
a gentleman who was distinguished in
England not merely as a professor but
as a politician, who was there a great
Liberal and free trader, but who thinks
it entirvely consistent with these princi-
ples in England to be'a Toryand pro-
tectionist here, as though principles
could be changed by the geographical
position of a country or climatic con-
siderations. Now, we havenot merely
to accomplish other reforms which are
before us, but we have to retain the old
reforms which we have accomplished.
‘We have to prevent any tampering with
our Constitution, which has been built
up with care, as well as to mend those
portions of it which seem to us to re-
quire, at all events some repair.
REFORM IN THE SENATE. :
I have been told repeatedly by friends
that they believe that the present con-
stitution of the Senate is a defective
one. I have, as an individual, assum-
ed my full share of responsibility as a
member of the Parliament that estab-
lished the present mode of electing
Senators, believing at the time that I
was doing what was on the whole the
best. T'believed in having a different
constituency for Senators,but I became
convinced long ago that the plan we
hit upon was a mistake, and the sooner
it was rectified the better in the gener-
al interests of the country, and the
- wisdom of our legislati The S 5
