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There is probably no farming ques­
tion as to which- there is so wide dis­
agreement among farmers as there is, 
about the cost of milk, 
edly costs more in winter than it does 
in summer, and this was especially 
true under the old time system of feed­
ing on dry hay and corn-stalks, with 
sometimes a little grain for variety, 
which, however, usually went to make 
fat cxn the body rather than to increase 
the milk flow. There was no induce­
ment in those days to have cows calve- 
iin the fall for the fresh flow came 

when it was almost im- 
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ways dearer in winter than in summer, 
but under these conditions the slightly
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Herodotus records the existence of 
pigmies in Africa—" a nation of lit­
tle men who wore garments made of 
palm-leaves.” Hundreds of years after 
the Father of History wrote, Stanley 
saw them in the gloom of a Central Af­
rican forest, and held an interview 
with one of their princesses. Later, 
Captain Burrows, of the Congo Free 
State, came across these little freaks 
more than once, and in his book, "The 
Land of the Pigmies,” he describes 
their make and" manners.

The pigmies’ height brings them to 
the shoulder of a man of average sta­
ture, although some of them stand no 
higher than his chest. There are black 
pigmies and red pigmies. The bodies of 
the red pigmies are not so hairy as 
those of negroes, but the blacks' bod­
ies are covered with down. Although a 
well-propotioned race, they are social­
ly. inferior to other tribes. They are 
nomads by nature, and wander from 
place to place, supporting themselves 
by hunting. One place seems to be as 
much a home to them as another, if 
it is good hunting-ground.

Their revengeful nature and their 
hardihood in war cause them to be fear­
ed. They will lie and deceive, but they 
will not steal.

The pigmy is an excellent archer. He 
will shoot three or four arrows, one 
after the other, with such rapidity 
that the last will have left the bow 
before the first has reached its gaol. 
When an arrow misses its mark, the 
pigmy flies into

A VIOLENT PASSION, 
breaking his bow and arrows in his 
rage. When it hits, he pats his left 
arm with his right hand and chuc­
kles.

A certain chief of the Momvus was 
big, and so corpulent that he had to 
be carried about in a litter borne by 
tour men. On a certain occasion he 
was going with his warriors to fight 
a neighboring chief, for he always ac­
companied a fighting expedition, and 
directed its attacks from his litter.

His wife, a massive matron, was in 
the litter with him. As they passed an 
invisible pigmy encampment whose in­
habitants he had offended, a flight of 
arrows from a concealed Loe caused the 
chief and his wife to drop back from 
their sitting posture and turn over on 
their faces.

The pigmies take up their abode near 
the village of a big chief, where ban­
ana plantations abound, from which 
they may glean when they please. They 
have two methods of gleaning. One 
is as follows :

A pigmy will mark out a bunch of 
bananas in a plantation by shooting 
an arrow into the stalk. The arrow 
signifies that the pigmy desires that 
I>articular bunch when it is sufficient­
ly ripe. The owner of the plantation 
stands in such fear of the pigmy’s ven­
geance that he never dreams of re­
moving the fruit or the arrow, but 
leaves both to be claimed by the awe­
inspiring dwarf.

By the other method the pigmy buys 
the bananas, he fixing the price and 
Ikying for it in that which his fiat 
makes currency. On returning home 
from a day’s hunting, with several 
pieces of meat wrapped in 
leaves, he goes to a plantation, selects 
several bunches of bananas,

SHINS UP THE TREE, 
cuts off the bunches, and in payment 
at fixes one of the small packets of 
meat to the stem, by a wooden skewer. 
He has not stolen the bananas—he has 
bought them. His is “ the good old 
rule,” on which Hob Hoy acted;

The pigmy’s appetite for bananas is 

such that he will eat sixty at a meal. 
Then he will lie and groan through­
out the night, but when morning comes 
he is ready tv repeat the meal.

the dwarf's appetite, “ there were a 
few bananas there on a bunch, and I 
ate them. I suppose that is what they 
were there 
more.”

The 
pigmy fastens a cord to his foot and 
affixes the other end to the bough of 
a tree that stretches across the for­
est path.

that cow's will not; eat so much of it, 
and what they do eat will not make 
so milch milk. So great is the need 
of extra feed for cows at this time that 
corn drilled for fodder is often cut be­
fore it has even, got into blossom, and 
when it ot course has very little nutri- 
i ion- So soon as corn matures suffi- 
( iently, that will furnish a ration that 
will materially increase the milk flow 
in cows at pasture. Indeed many of 
і he best farmers put their cows in 
darkened stables during Augsut heats, 
1-artiy to protect them trom tiles. They 
lind that entire reliance on soiling 
with green corn or with clover makes 
a larger milk flow, and makes it more 
cheaply than does reliance on pas­
ture, even when corn is cut and fed 
daily as an adjunct to it.

This, we think, pretty nearly proves 
that, considering results, the winter 
feed of cows costs less than it does 
while they are at pasture, 
farmers deceive themselves into think­
ing that their summer pasture costs 
nothing, because they expend neither 
money nor labor to secure its product. 
l"he cow' is .turned, in, eating with one 
mouth, but all the time trampling the 
Lender grass with four feet, soiling the 
grass, besides more or less bruising it 
and injuring its roots. If the pasture 
is clover, this injury is so serious that 
stock ought never to be turned into a> 
vlover fiend until it is nearly ready to 
blossom. Until this Lime clover is 
about the poorest feed That can be of­
fered to a cow. But turn a cow into 
a field of clover when iit is in blossoms, 
and what will be the result ? She will 
irample through it, biting off the 
clover heads and soiling or destroying 
fully twice as much as she eats. If the 
same clover went cut and fed green 
io the cow, she cannob separate the 
heads from the stem so well and will 
uai the whole of it. In this way 
three times as much feed will be got 
from an acre of clover as can be Se­
cured by pasturing. Some of the clov­
er will be soiled, so that the cow will 
not touch it through the remainder of 
ihe season.

Every farmer who has pastured clov­
er knows that toward fall, while most 
of the ground will be eaten down al­
most to the roots, there will be a con­
siderable portion that has grown hard 
and woody, so that it has little nutri- 
ilve value. When the clover is eaten 
off early, the second growth promptly 
springs up and is both palatable and 
nutritious. That is what grows up 
after the first crop has been cut for 
soiling or for hay. A second, third 
and even fourth crop of clover may 
be grown if the soil is rich enough, 
and each one will be more nutritious 
than the first. This repeated cutting 
of clover is far better for the root 
growth than pasturing it can be, for 
In pasturing the constant trampling of 
the ground buns the plant and less­
ens both its root and top growth. In 
short, clover will usually produce not 
only three times as much feed when 
cut with a scythe or mower as when 
pastured, but it is nearfy or qiute 
i hree times as much benefit to the 
land. When the clover is cut more 
or less leaves fall upon the soil, and it 
is the rotting of these tbcat double 
and treble the growth that the clover 
would otherwise make, 
turns only the. excrement from _ the 
clover she eats, but that is not in con­
dition to help the clover growth ma­
terially the same season.

A physician, who declared that few 
people knew hiow to walk upstairs pro­
perly, was asked tt> describe how it 
should be done. He said: “Usually a 
person will tread un the ball of the 
foot in taking each step. This is very 
tiresome and wearing on the muscles, 
as it throws the entire suspended 
weight of the body on the muscles uf 
the legs and feet. You should iu 
walking or climbing stairs seek fur the 
most equal distribution uf the body’s 
weight possible. Lu walking upstairs 
your feet should be placed squarely 
down on the step, heel and all, and 
then the work should be performed 
slowly and deliberately. In this way 
there is no strain upon any particular 
muscle, but eaoii une is doing its duty 
in a natural manner. The woman 
who goes upstairs with a spring is no 
philosopher, or at least she is not 
making a proper use of her reasoning 
faculties. The habit, too, of bending 
over half double, when asceridîhg a 
flight of stairs is exceeding reprehen­
sible. In any exertion uf this kind 
when the heart is naturally excited to 
a more rapid action, it is desirable that 
the lungs should have full play. The 
crouching position interferes with their 
action the blood is imperfectly aer­
ated, and there is trouble at once.

The three rejected 
billots which included his name were 
examined ar.d while it was found that 
certain names on one of them at least 
should not have been counted, as the 
elector evidently so intended, Mr. Street’s 
name was not erased from any of them 
and it was the voters’ manifest intention 
to elect that gentleman if possible. The 
Council had no power under the Act to do 
full justice and give to Mr. Street the seat 
to which he was, in all fairness, elected, 
and it could only declare the seat to which 
Mr. Morrison had been improperly return­
ed vacant, and order a new election for 
said seat, which it did unanimously.

It also transpired that two of the im­
properly rejected ballots contained Mr. 
Creaghan’s name, so that his official count 
should have been 242, instead of 240 as 
the official figures made it appear.

The new council of the Town of Newcastle 

was called to order by His Worship Mayor 
Ritchie on Monday evening at 8 o’clock in 
the public building, of that town.

There were in attendance at the board 
Messrs. Edwd. Sinclair, Jae. Rundle, John 
Morrissy, J. R. Lawlor, John Ferguson, C. 
E. Fish, J. D. Creaghan aud Donald 
Morrison.

The Mayor said that the necessary 
qualification oath as aldermen had been 
taken by the gentlemen at the board.

Aid. Ferguson nominated Mr. Robertson 
Lingley as Town Clerk and Treasurer, and 
that gentleman was unanimously elected to 
the office, and hie bonds fixed at $5.000.

There was a little informal diecussian as 
to the mode of procedure for organization.

Aid. Morrissy moved that Mr. Lingley be 
secretary of tfie meeting pro tem.

On the question being called aid. Lawlor 
suggested that nnder the 57th section of the 
Towns Incorporation Act the council could 
not proceed with business until the Clerk 
and Treasurer had entered into bonds as 
required by the Act. After some further 
discussion a recess was taken for an hour.

On reassembling the clerk and treasurer's 
bond in the sum of $5.000 was submitted 
and read by Mr. Lingley, his bondsmen 
being Messrs. Jas. O. Fish and Robert*H. 
Armstrong.

On motion of aid. Lawlor, seconded by 
aid. Sinclair the sureties, who were approv­
ed by the Mayor, were also approved by 
council.

Aid. Creaghan referred to the necessity 
for having the council room provided with 
proper seats and tables and moved that the 
matter be placed in the hands of a committee 
to be appointed by the Mayor.

This was agreed to and the Mayor ap­
pointed aldermen Lawlor, Ferguson and 
Creaghan.

Aid. Morrissy moved that a committee of 
three be appointed to prepare bye-Uws to be 
submitted for approval of the council. 
Carried.

Aid. Creaghan said it would be well, 
meantime, to continue the existing county 
bye-laws in force so far as applicable until 
others for the town were adopted.

Principal. The inanm r in which the elect'on for 

aldermen fur a lie town of Newcastle was 
conducted on Weînesday last shows that 
there is mel for the government or the 
couite to impress iq on letiirning officers 
as well as candidates the fact that the 
fctstutirylaw relating to such matters is 
based on well considered principles and 
reason*, and is nut to be lightly set aside, 
especially by those »ho are appointed to 
pur, it in operation. The fact that none 
of the ballots used were in confo-mity 
with the act under which the election was 
held, and that “any old thing” purpos­
ing to be a ballot was counted, save in the 
case of three ballots, any of which 
were as good—to say the 1 :»st—as the 
others, has caused considerable comment. 
In view of what waa done at Newcastle, 
it is now freely asked : Why may not іе- 
turning officers aud candidates in similar 
elections elsewhere in the province ignore 
the provisions of the Towns Incorporation 
Act when it suits them to do so ? And 
if such doings are to pass unchallenged, 
what becomes of the important safeguards 
thrown around the balloting for candi­
dates by the law which was so boldly 
ignored on Wednesday last ?

The Towns Incorporation Act of 1896, 
section 13 says that in the first election 
for mayor and aldermen “The ballots 
may be written or printed as provided in 
section 24 and the schedule of this Act.” 

Section 24 reads as follows 
“The said ballot paper shall be in writ­

ten or printed form and shall be sub­
stantially according to form in the schedule 
to this Act and shall contain the name of 
every person nominated,” etc.

Turning to the schedule we find that it 
illustrates a ballot with the names of an 
imaginary lot of candidates on the left 
hand side, and the words “Aldermen for
---------ward” on the right hand side, with
a dividing line running up and down the 
billot between the names of candidates 
and the names of the wards.

It will hardly be credited, abroad at 
least, that notwithstanding the plain 
woidtng of the Act and its mandatory 
terms requiring that “the ballot shall 
contain all the names, etc.” and “shall 
be substantially according to the form in 
the schedule,” the returning officer de­
cided on or before polling-day to accept 
ballots which had the names of only one 
half of the number of candidates written 
or printed thereon.

Moreover, as the town was not divided 
into wards and the aldermen were elected 
at large, some two thousand ballots were 
priuted with the words “Aldermen for 
the Town of Newcastle” on the right hand 
margin. This was done in order that the 
ballots might be “substantially”—that is, 
as neaily as possible—in conformity with 
the form in the schedule. The returning 
officer, however, declared these ballots 
“no good” and directed the candidates for 
whom they were printed to cut the print­
ing (which the schedule showed should be 
there) off the right hand side.

When the ballots were being counted 
one of those printed as just stated was 
found to bave been cast by a voter, and 
although it was perfectly clean and bore 
the names of eight candidates for whom 
the ratepayer voted, the returning officer 
rejected it, thus exceeding his authority 
and depriving the elector of the right of 
having his vote counted for the candidates 
of his choice.

In another case there was a ballot which, 
like hundreds of others approved by the 
returning officer, had eight plainly printed 
names on it. The elector, however, had 
placed a little cross with a pencil opposite 
two of the names, leaving six names which 
should undoubtedly have been counted. 
The returning officer rejected this ballot 
in counting. In this way one of the can­
didates, whose name was on each of these 
illegally and improperly rejected ballots, 
was counted out by the returning officer 
aud a candidate who had a less number of 
votes was counted in.

We are not concerned in the matter so 
far as the success or defeat of any particu­
lar candidate goes, but give the plain facts 
for the purpose of showing that something 
should be done by the legislature £o guard 
against the law і elating to the form of 
ballot being set aside as it vai in this 
case, and to protect both eleetuis and 
candidates in their rights. When the 
legislature, in passing the Towns Incor­
poration Act, ordained that the ballot 
should contain all the candidates* names, 
it was in order that the elector might be 
as free as possible from undue influence 
in the exercise of hi,s franchise. It has, 
as we all know, often happened in cases 
of votera over whom certain election 
workers have had undue influence, that 
they have had the ballots these workers 
desired them to vote placed in their hands 
and that they were followed and watched 
to the ballot-boç so that they were practi­
cally not left free in yoting. The legis­
lators said that they would change tha^ 
system. They, therefore, enacted that і» 
such elections as that in Newcastle on 
Wednesday of last week, the ballot used 
should contain the names of all the candi­
dates, »ud that the elector should go 
alone into the polling place, where it was 
forbidden for any person *4o offer him a 
ballot or otherwise canvass him or e^ek 
to influence his vote.” By some kind uf 
agreement between the returning officer 
and the candidates the form of ballot 
prescribed in the Act was dispensed with. 
These gentlemen, in effect, declared £ha£ 
it wasn’t necessary to pay any attention to 
it. In fact, they determined that they 
would be guided by the Act when it 
suited them and ignore jt when it was 
more convenient to do go. It therp, 
fore, not to be wondered at that the re.- 
turning officer should be guided by no 
particular rule in counting the ballots and 
make it a kind of go-as-you-plea

IExport cf Game-

The Minister of Customs has, under the 
authority conferred upon him by a law 
passed at the last aession of Parliament, 
made regulations by which persons 
abroad who shoot large game in Canada may 
be permitted to take out at least some of the 
animals which they shoot. The regulations 
are quite stringent, a fact that is due to a 
considerable extent at least to the opposition 
given in Parliament to the proposition. Of 
course, the matter is not in any way a party 

Several members thought that the 
proposed regulations would result in a 
general slaughter of game, and this view 

adhered to by several of them 
after it was shown that no 

person could export more 
Dominion law than he could kill under the 
Provincial laws. However, it will not be 
held, we presume, that the new regulations 
are too stringent. They at least peimit 
what was before prohibited.
Junction is the only point iu New Brunswick 
from which such game can be exported. It 
would be no harm had St. John been in­
cluded in the exportation places, for it often 
happens that game set up there can be more 
easily exported direct by sea than transferred 
by rail. However, we presume that non­
resident sportsmen will be fairly satisfied 
with the opportunity now given them.

Shanghai, Aug. 27.—As the outcome of 
a dispute regarding the possession of some 
islands at Hankow, on the \rang Tse Kiang 
liver, about 700 miles from the sea, which 
were purchased in 1863 by the concern of 
Jardine, Matheson & Co., but were subse­
quently included in the new concessions to 
Russia, the owners, under the advice and 
protection of Mr. Hurst, the British consul, 
sent workmen to fence in the tract.

After the work had been begun, a dozen 
Cossacks from the Russian consulate, appear­
ed on the scene and forcibly ejected the 
workmen.

Interesting Account

Although there are many things 
about the brain which scientists have j 
not yet fathomed, still great strides 
have been made recently in knowledge 
of what the cranium contains 
cerebrum is the chief part of the brain, 
and immediate source of all our men­
tal action. The gray matter of the 
outer surface is made up of layers of 
nerve cells. These are the thinking cen­
tres. Experiments on animals have 
shown that each convolution has a spe­
cial function, and if destroyed it can­
not be replaced. Also it is found that 
the left brain is more active than the 
right. This knowledge has been most 
useful in relieving suffering.

Thus, if an epileptic commences a 
fit by twitching the right thumb or 
hand, one would find the cause in its 
nerve centre on the left side of the 
brain. We are now able to make a map 
of the surface of the brain according 
to the various functions. All impres­
sions received from the outer world 
whether by sight, smell, hearing, taste 
or touch, are carried direct to the sur­
face of the brain and recorded in the 
brain cells of their respective areas, 
while all movements are the result of 
impulses sent down from the cells in 
the different motor areas.

There are five large sensory ares : 
First, sight, which is the largest, at 
the back. Smell, taste and hearing 
have their positions at the side of 
head, in the temporal region and in­
ner surface. Tpuch resides at the top 
of the brain, while the large motor 
area occupies the bulk of the middle 
brain.

Sergeant Colbrook rode quietly for­
ward. The guide covered the Indian 
with his carbine, but the sergeant made 
him put it down again 
authority to kill,” he said, " We’ve 
come to arrest only. Tell him to lay 
down his arms,” he added, as he rode 
steadily forward.

A few paces more, and there came an­
other warning from 1 he Indian at bay.

THE MOTOR AREA, 
is so arranged that the motor cells 
of the lipe are in front, then those 
of the hand, arm, and so on, backward 
to the foot.

But, supposing it be uark, how are 
Lhe motor cells to receive instruction 
and guide the individual in waiting і 
He feels with his hands and feet, and 
the sensorry cells receive messages 
lrom them how to direct i he cells. The 
impression stamped on the brain cell 
will guide the Individual under simi­
lar circumstances again, and this goes 
to constitute experience an'1 memory.

It is easier to remember a lemon or 
a horse than a mathematical formula 
or a poem. The reason oi this is that 
whereas the former have impressions 
stamped on several centres, as sight, 
touch, smell, taste, hearing, speaking 
and writing ; the latter are stamped 
merely on the speaking, hearing, see­
ing and writing centres.

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SIMPLE OBJECTS.
Thus a lemon is stamped twice in the 
optic centre—once as a yellow oval 
fruit and once as the printed fruit.

Accuracy 
and speed come with practice 
brain is like a big album of photo­
graphs and other sensory impressions. 
It should be stored with accurate im­
pressions, especially of the good. It is 
especially wise in the training of 
children to give them impressions ol 
the good and the true ; the false and 

Jsad will be forced upon them soon en­
ough.

Not only the memory, but the atten­
tion requires training ; in fact, one is 
necessary to the other. If we sit be­
fore a preacher and hear every word 
he says, but cannot recall it a moment 
afterward, it is because our prefrontal 
brain has been at rest. If we wish 
to recall a subject Lhe stimulus must 
pass to the prefrontal or registry of­
fice, whence the stimulus is sent to 
the brain cells containing the sensa­
tions to be recalled. The great problem 
is to keep the brain healthy and ac­
tive.
