DENIES CHARGEAb far aa the vlaltlng evangelist, 
and singers are concerned, St. John's 
first simultaneous evangelistic cam­
paign will be over with today's meet­
ings. In nearly all the churches 
special effort will be made to take ad­
vantage of the awakened Interest in 
matters spiritual. The workers, how­
ever, agree that it is yet too early to 
count results,

dreds were unable to gain admittance.

Without exception the evangelists 
speak In the highest terms of the 
loyal support accorded them by the 
local pastors, and agree that the cam­
paign judged by similar 
elsewhere, has been a great success.

Rev. Dr. Ora 8. Gray forecasts that 
one of the results of the campaign 
may be the adoption of a no-license 
law In St. John.

"To the pastors and congregations 
of the city of 8t. John, belongs the 
credit for the organization of the first 
simultaneous evangelistic campaign of 
this character in Canada, and I believe 
the splendid example of your great 
dty will be followed by many cities 
in the Maritime Provinces, if not in 
the whole of Canada.” In these words 
Rev. Dr. MacPhle, organizer of the 
campaign expressed himself when ask­
ed by a Standard reporter for a part­
ing message last evening.

It was in the 
American Methodist Church that 
Chas. W. Fairbanks, ex-vice-president 
of tire United States delivered the ad 
dress which shut him off from being 
received in audience by the Pope, 
which has created much discussion 
in Rome aa well as In the United 
States.

The Rev. Mr. Tipple said that the 
Methodist Church was meeting with 
great success throughout Italy. Such 
an Inference could be drawn from 
the extraordinary action of the Va­
tican with regard to the proposed vis­
it of ex-vicepresident Fairbanks to 
the Pope and also from the bitter 

Catholic clergy.
Charges Considered.

As Mr. Fairbanks spoke 
erican Methodist church, the pastor 
said, it was fitting that from the same 
pulpit the charges preferred against 
Methodism in Italy should be consid 
ered.

"With reference to 4bo assertion
that Methodists have no right to be 
in Italy,” said the preacher, "the an­
swer is that we are under the Italian 
laws, guaranteeing religious freedom. 
Another assertion by the Catholics is 
that Methodism is not needed in Italy 
but Methodists believe that /,-> need 
Is urgent, as the Catholic Church is 
always more efficient for good when 
compelled to compete with aggressive 
Protestantism as conspicuously evi­
denced in America.

“The Catholic church suffers em­
barrassment when It Is required to 
satisfy the ideals of a great liberty 
loving republic contemporaneously 
with heeding the demands of the Vati­
can, which is still bound by the Ideals 
of the middle ages. This is proved by 
the experience of Archbishop Ireland 
where he was here a year ago, study­
ing the Methodist propaganda. A great 
Lincoln banquet was arranged by the 
American colony. Very properly Arch­
bishop Ireland was asked to speak. 
Very properly as a patriotic Ameri­
can citiAn he accepted. The Vatican 
had forbidden him to speak or attend 
the banquet, because a toast to Presi­
dent Roosevelt was followed by a 
toast to the king of Italy.

"Italy needs Methodism because it 
is no longer Catholic, except in name. 
The charge of Methodism proselyting 
is foolish. Their hands are full deal­
ing with unbelievers. It is true that 
Methodists have ex-priests among the 
workers, but none has been actively 
sought. The Methodist schools 
because the childrens parents elect 
them as the best.

"The Issue in Italy today Is not Pra 
testantism versus Catholicism, but 
faith versus atheism. Archbishop Ire­
land has said that every convert to 
Methodism costs $1400. If that is true 
cannot the American Methodists bet­
ter aflord to pay it than every 3 Italian 
laborers who carry the priest?"

The pastor urged that Archbishop 
Ireland specify the dishonorable me­
thods employed by the Methodists 
here and he added:

"It is playing with fire for the Catho­
lic church to open the subject of moral 
methods In Italy."

Verdict After Five Hours 
Deliberation—Story of 
Proceedings Ordered.

Toronto, Feb. 27—The trial of the 

libel suit of Hon. G. E. Foster against 
Dr. J. A. MacDonald, of the Globe, 
which has Incurred the attention ol! 
Justice Magee and a Jury for a week 
aud In which many distinguished men 
have taken part, either as principals, 
witnesses or counsel, ended tonight 
with a unanimous verdict in favor of 
the defendant.

The Judge’s Charge.
Mr. Justice Magee’s address to the 

Jury lasted from 10 a. m. to 8.40 p. 
m.. Interrupted by a half an hour’s 
adjournment for lunch. His Ixirdsbip 
Instructed the jury that remarks 
cernlng a man's actions ivere not al­
ways libelous, people were entitled to 
freedom of speech and to comment 
•freely on matters of public interest. 
There was likely to be little purity in 
politics if this were not so. The Royal 
Commission's report was undergoing 
a wide discussion.

Halifax. N. 8., Feb. 27.—Batlerêd by 
galea ami might y seas all the way 
across the Atlantic, two great ocean 
liners. tTie Corsican from Liverpool 
and the Uranium from Rotterdam, 
reached port today with over two 
thousand passengers on board, the 
largest number that has been landed 
in Halifax since the opening of the 
winter port season. No more sensa­
tional story of fighting storms and 
seas has ever been brought to port 
than that told by the officers of the 
weekly mail steamer Corsican, which 
reached her dock at two o'clock yes­
terday morning.

Qondokoro, Soudan. Feb. 26.—Theo­
dore Roosevelt and his son Hermit, 
accompanied by the members of their 
shooting parly, arrived here this even­
ing on the Belgian gunboat Booh. All 
were looking wonderfully well. Col. 
Roosevelt, hi the latest expedition, 
killed one bull giant eland, while Her­
mit killed a bull and a cow. They 
had spent from twelve 10 fourteen 
hours daily In the chase. The heads 
of the animals are considered extra­
ordinarily fine.

Darjiling. British India, Feb. 27.— 
Chinese officials at isolated posts are 
In great danger of being massacred 
by Tibetans, Who generally resent the 
treatment accorded the now deposed 
Dalai Lama, the nominal head of the 
Tibetan Government who lias fled from 
Lhasa, the capital of Tibet. The Dadal 
Lama, who headed for British India, 
does not intend to appeal to the In­
dian Government, but is merely tak­
ing advantage of the shortest route 
to Pekin where he can 
his griecances before 
throne.

The trouble arose over the protest 
of the Dalai Lama to the Chinese mil- 
itary^offlclal In Tibet, at the excesses 
of the Chinese troops on the Szo- 
Chuen frontier, where they were sack­
ing monastaries and killing monks. 
The Chinese official declared he would 
deal with rebels on the frontier as 
he pleased, and when other questions 
of authority arose he ordered into 
Lhasa, 2500 Chinese troops.

A few companies of the Dalai La­
ma's "golden soldiers” opposed the 
Chiuses troops, but being indifferently 
armed, were shot down with much 
bloodshed. Meanwhile the Dalai Lama 
with three ministers and sixty re­
tainers, fled through a rear gate of 
the palace enclosure and under a hot 
lire escaped from the city.

China's deposition of the present 
Dalai Lama and announcement that 
a new one will-he elected is of greater 
importance than the Western world 
may think. The Dalai Lama at Lhasa 
is the pope of the Buddhist world and 
more people pay him reverence than 
any other main In the world. Dalai 
Lamas have been killed and new ones 
chosen, but to choose a new one while 
the old one still lives is novel- and 
likely greatly to stir the Buddhists. 
That anv human agency should arro­
gate to itself authority over the soul 
seems, at first sight, an astounding 
stretch of the usually conceived lim­
its of psychology, yet this is wliat 
China attempts in regard to the soul 
of the Grand Lama of Lhasa. China, 
for political reasons, as lies been 
known for some time, has usurped 
a preponderating share In th? control 
of what the Tibetan Buddhists be­
lieve to be the transmigration o? the 
soul of the Dalai Lama. For the sys­
tem of hierarchic succession In Ti­
bet has, for several hundred years, 
been based upon the assumption that 
the Dadai Lama, the head of the 
Buddhist Church iu Central Asia and 
the temporal sovereign of Tibet, is a 
"Living Buddha” who has become per­
petually reincarnate on earth in order 
to preside over his Church, and 
whose spirit passes on from the body 
of one Grand Lama to that of another 
in u continuous succession of lives, of 
which each new hierarch is but a 
fresh link in the endless chain of an 
earthly priest-kingship.

Thus, on "the passing away," as 
the physical death of the Grand 
Lama's body is called, the spirit of 
the deceased Lama Is believed to en­
ter forthwith the body of a newly-born 
male Infant, who is then to be sought 
for and discovered by the manifesta­
tion of miraculous 
latter are[ 
an almost supernatural manner that 
even the sober, unemotional Abbe 
Hue, investigating the question on the 
spot about sixty years ago. declared 
his belief in the genuineness of the 
miracles, and his conviction that they 
were not “due to Lama imposture," 
but were a supernatural device of 
satan himself to delude the heathen 
and so oppose the spread of Christian­
ity. The interregnum, however, be­
tween the death of one Grand Lama 
and the discovery of the next rein­
carnation became, as might be expect­
ed. a period of dangerous political in­
trigue between rival factions of tur­
bulent lamas, each striving to procure 
the appointment for their own nom­
inee. and leading on several occasions 
to disastrous civil war. This constant­
ly recurring menace to the peace of 
the State has been the reason why 
China, in virtue of her suzerainty, was 
forced to undertake the leading part 
in controlling the reincarnation of the 
Grand Lama in order that the "re­
birth" will be directed into the chan­
nels approved of by the Chinese gov­
ernment.

Lottery of Urn.
As her ostensible means of deter­

mining the “true rebirth" China has 
established 
by urn.” In front of the picture or 
tablet of the emperor of China and In 
the presence of the resident Chinese 
minister of Lhasa, the names of the 
competing children are placed Into 
a golden urn, presented by the Emper­
or Chien-Lung, for the purpose, and 
alter prayers and other reliai 
the urn is shaken and the first name 
drawn out by the Chinese minister 
Is declared officially to be the true 
Incarnation. Tills ordeal 1s known to 
have been used for the selection of 
the eleventh Grand Lama In A. D. 1841 
—that is the second hierarch before 
the present day one, who is the thir­
teenth But authentic details in re­
gard to the origin of the practice do 
not appear to have been eleclted hlth-

A correspondent of the London 
Times with the Youpnghurban expedi­
tion to Lhasa discovered the edict of 
the Emperor Chla Thing, dated A. D. 
1808, and engraved on tablets at the 
door of the great temple Buddu, the 
Ja-Kang, which gives an authoritative 
account not only of the lottery by urn 
but also of the origin of the reincar­
nation theory of succession, on which 
the Grand Luma bases his claim of 
temporal as well as splritiual sover­
eignty. It is written in the Tibetan 
language, and prescribes the urn also 
for the selection of the Mongolian 
Grand Lama at Urga on the Siberian 
frontier—for there is now a tripod 
of Grand Lamas, the Dalai with tem­
poral sovereignity at Lhasa, the Pan- 
chen at Tashllhunpo In the west and 
the Mongol at Urga In the extreme

The edict after a .few preliminaries, 
proceeds to declare as follows:

The doctrine of Buddha came from 
India. Hindusitan, (sic.) and spread 
Into the eastern lands of Tibet. Those 
who take orders In Tibet are called 
"learners” (grvapa). The Lord Fath­
er (1. e., the emperor) himself bears 
the Buddha religion and practices it 
in the Tibetan language. The omnis­
cient one of the religion of purity 
(tile Dalhl Lama) Is called Lama, "the 
Spiritual One" -that is, the Hvashaug 
of China. On the passing away of the 
Lama, the one born in his stead is 
called "the incarnation of the eman­
ation (sprul-sku); this ii the Chinese 
language is called So-so-i. which means 
"tile accepted one born without con­
fusion or doubt.” Before the sprout­
ing of the birth elements of the rein­

Complied With Request,
“As I said before, being simply a 

Judge and with no desire to pose as a 
mountain climber, I complied with his 
request. I wrote a story of my exper­
iences in climbing about 11,000 feet up 
the 20,000-foot mountain. I sent this 
to Dr. Cook, along with some very 
handsome photographs my party had 
taken. Of course mg story was never 
published, but he published some of my 
pictures in his magazine articles, and 
never even mentioned the fact that I 
was on earth. He took the credit for 
making the pictures himself. No, I 
did not say anything about It. I did 
not want any controversy with him.

"There |s a picture hanging there 
which one of my boys took on the 
trip. It is one of those which he de­
liberately stole." With that Judge 
Wlckersham pointed to an enlarged 
and handsome photograph of the glac­
ial heights of Mount McKinley. It 
was hanging on the wall of his commit­
tee-room iu the office building of the 
House of Representatives.

"You will find an exact duplicate of 
that picture,” he continued, “in one of 
Dr. Cook’s magazine articles on his 
Mount McKinley experience. In one 
or two magazines articles written by 
other members of the Cook party men­
tion was made of this Incident. Dr. 
Cook, however, never referred to the 
fact that he had my narrative and pho­
tographs and that I gave to him prac­
tically the ouly map of that country 
he had.

"Our party got up between ten and 
eleven" thousand feet toward the top 
of Mount McKinley. I have no doubt 
that Dr. Cook got as high as we did. 
We were very successful, although we 
did not get much more than half way 
to the summit. We spent sixty days 
on the Job and during all that time we 
slept In the woods on the mountains 
wherever we happened to be at night. 
We did not see a white man nor a 
house of any kind, 
wilderness where there was absolutely 
no trail, where no white man had ever 
been before."

He remained in hiding all 
the next day and resumed the march 
In the evening. Nearing Merrito he 
split his command into small parties 
and these crept to the top of the hills 
around the valley in which General 
Romero was camping.

PRINCE EDWARD ISLAND SCHOOLS.

The Prince Edward Island educational reform, 
recommended by the commission appointed to investigate 
the subject. Is quite ambitious. It Involves, among other 
things, a general application of the principle of con­
solidated schools. As the province Is thickly settled, 
compared with New Brunswick, this programme may be 
more easily applied there than here. The Prince Edward 
Island people have always stood for a good primary and 
secondary school system. Adoption of the consolidation 
method would place within reach of nearly the whole 
rural population a class of schools giving all that can be 
got out of the village high schools with certain advan­
tages besides those that can only be had In the country.

THE FOSTER-MACDONALD LIBEL SUIT.

The jury in the libel action of Hon. George E. Foster 
•gainst Mr. J. A. Macdonald, editor of the Toronto 
Globe, has managed in one apparently self-contradictory 
Sentence to vindicate both parties. It is the unanimous 
conclusion of the jurors that Mr. Foster acted in good 
faith as manager of the Union Trust Company. They 
•Iso agree with the judge that the Insurance report made 
Mr. Foster's actions open to criticism, and that free com­
ment ought to be allowed on such matters of public in­
terest. Mr. Foster is of the opinion, and was advised 
by counsel, that Mr. Macdonald’s statements went be 
yçnd the bound# of fair criticism, since they could not 
be supported by proof that Mr. Foster had acted dis­
honestly as manager of the Trust Company. The de­
cision Is against them, holding that while Mr. Foster's 
course was honest, the criticism was allowable, the Judge 
taking account of the fact that violent language was 
passing at the time.

ket remains largely in professional 
hands and the recession In prices to­
day may be ascribed to the disappoint­
ment of the professional element over 
attempts to advance prices earlier in 
the week. There were several items 
in the day’s news that were regarded 
as prompting to caution in adopting 
assumptions as to the future, 
threat of a general strike In Philadel­
phia In sympathy with the street car­
men's strike caused anxiety. The 
statement of Eastern Railroad manag­
ers giving reasons for refusal to grant 
demands for Increases of wages di­
rected attention to the general sub­
ject and the widespread field of such 
pending disputes. The large number 
of reports of damage to the winter 
wheat crop In the southwest from the 
severe weather bad a dampening In­
fluence on speculative temper. An­
nouncement was made of one or two 
important bond offerings and a can­
vass of the number of projected is­
sues gave the Impression that new 
financing must play an Important part 
In the money market for some time 
to come. The persistént strength in 
the foreign exchange market was an 
indication that further exports of gold 
might be a feature of next week’s mar­
ket. The heavy volume of merchan­
dise exports at the port of New York 
and the coming maturity of corpora­
tion note Issues of which large por­
tions are held abroad, explain this 
movement.

The establishment of higher prices 
for the Ann Arbor issues was accom­
panied by reports of the acquisition 
of that system in the interest of the 
Edwin Hawley group.

The bank statement showed the cash 
decrease limited to about a million 
dollars and the loan Increase appar­
ently due to taking over of loans of 
the trust companies. The feature of 
the statement was the heavy contrac­
tion of $1.208.600 in the circulation 
item. This retirement of bank notes 
with government's bonds at their pres­
ent low price is highly significant of 
the redundancy of the circulation and 
the impossibility of keeping bank 
notes out. The whole problem of high 
prices, impaired export demand and 
stimulated import demand and the out­
ward tide of tiie gold movement is in­
volved In the condition thus indica­
ted. The contraction of the note cir­
culation will act to correct the condi­
tion, but the effect on flotation of fu­
ture government bond issues presents 
a new phase of the problem.

Ills reply to Kingsley, It Is said, 
took England by storm, and complete­
ly crushed his opponent. Hie works 
are historical, tihllosophlcal and poeti­
cal. As a religious poet he had been 
compared to Dante. He was the best 
English author against the poison of 
modern errors. As a man history testi­
fies that he was the highest type of 
a Christian.

Oxford received him with royal hon­
ors and many years after he had left 
It to Join the Catholic church, he was 
feasted as a great leader by his form­
er university, l-eo the lath made him 
a prince of the church, by enrolling 
him In the college of cardinal and 
Plus the loth, In a special letter clear­
ed away the suspicion of error which 
modernism sought to attach to hla 
work.

Cardinal Newman was the Ont rec­
tor of an Irish university and hla book 
entitled The Idea of a University was 
a standard work and one of the great­
est productions of the English langu­
age. Many societies had helped to cir­
culate hla writings amongst people of 
all religious views.
