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New York Business Men

Criticize Stand of Ex-

press Companies as
Unreasonable.

Sympathetic Strike of
2,000 Chauffeurs and
Cab Drivers Makes Sit-
uation Serious.

New York, Nov. 7.~Strong pressure
to end the express strike which has
so seriously hampered business, was
brought to bear late today on the six
trans-continental express companies
involved by the merchants association
of New York.

Protesting that the position of the
companies I8 unreasonable and ore-
vents a settlement, the association in
a letter demands that they recede
from this attitude. This action follow-
ed the sympathetic strike by 2,000
chauffeurs and cab drivers to aid the
express employes,

Coples of the letter were sent to the
ofticers of the companies who have
been in charge of the strike situation,
while the same appeal was made to
every trustee and director of the cor-
perations concerned, The letter quotes
the statement of Mayor Gaynor that
the negotiations for a settlement,
failed on oue point only, namely, the
companies would not acquiesce in the
request of the men that none cf them
should be discharged for the reason
that they had joined the union.”

Not Sure of General Strike.

While talk of a general strike was
heard freely today, the strike lead-
ers would give no intimation that such
action 1s contemplated for several
days at least. The strike of chauf-
feurs, brought many of the employ-
ers hurrying to headquarters to ef-
fect settlements and nearly half of
the men returned to work before the
night, Attacks on taxicabs were fro-
quent however,

The question of licenses for drivers
was brought to the fore today when
Francls W. Magstadt, an escaped pa-
tient from the Middletown State Hoss
pital for the Insane, was arrested
while acting as a strike breaker. A
two foot club was found hidden In
the leg of his trousers. When Mag-
istrate O’Conner, before whom Mag-
stadt was arraigned, heard the cir-
cumstances, he expressed great in-
dignation.

“And this is the kind of men we
allow on the streets ag a guard?” he
exclaimed. “I'll hold you in $1,500
bail for general sessions.” The asy-
lum authorities have been notified of
the man’s arrest.

Fears of serious trouble tomorrow,
when practically the entire police
force will be engaged in election
duties, were allayed today by the an-
nouncement of the companies that
they will not attempt to operate
Wagons.

The meeting at which it was de-
cided to call out the chauffeurs was
held at an early hour today, and ac-
cording to one official there were
about 3,000 chauffeurs present. It
was decided, however, not to call out
the men in several garages maintain-
ing union conditions, The taxicab
men’s leaders want it understood,
they say, that the chauffeurs were
gtriking in sympathy with the express
men, but added that they had formu-
lated demands of their own which in-
clude recognition of the union, a 12-
hour day with an hour off for dinner
and weekly wage of $17.50.

BABYLON  LEARNED
FROM [3RAELITES

IProf. Clay Lecturing Before
The Archaeological Society
Claims That Recent Discov-
eries Proves Bible Records.

The lecture delivered by Prof. A.
T. Clay, of Yale university, in the
Natural History Society Rooms last
evening, was of a kind to appeal to
a St. John audience. Dr, W. W. White,
president of- the Archaeological So-
| clety, under the ‘auspieed™ o WifcH
| the lecture was delivered, occuipied
the chair, and the lecture room was
filled with a large and representative
audience.

Dr. Clay, who is lecturer on Biblic-
al history at Yale university, spoke
ou the recent discoveries in Babylonia
and their effect upon some of the con-
clusions of German scholarship.

“A few years ago,” he said, “most
archaeologists were of the opinion
that the Israelites derived their relig
ion and culture from Babylonia. They
even professed to find parallels of
the story of Christ, with slight varia-
tons of form, in the annals of Baby-
lonia, as revealed by the excavations.

Later rescarches, however, tended
to show' that this interpretation of
history was incorrect. In his book
on the recent discoveriés he had
shown that Babylonia had derived Its
religion and culture from the Israel-
ites. One of the races that made up
the¢ Babylonian nation were of Semi-
tic origin, and the Babylonian relig-
fon and culture was evidently derived
from the legends of the early home
of the Semitic Babylonians, modified
by the influence of other races.

Sabbath From The Hebrews.

Continuing, he said the monuments
bearing upon the Old Testament did
not support the pan-Babylonians,
Their school declared that the Sab-
bath originated in Babylonia, but late
er investigations showed that the so-
called Sabbath was the 15th day of
the month, or the day of the full
moon, In the Hebrew language Sab-
bath was a derivation of the word
to desist or to rest. The same root
was not used in Babylonia. The in-
fluence of Israel upon Assyria was
| greater than the Bible indicated. Old
Testament history could be supple-
mented by Assyrian  records. The
Bible does not pretend to give a com-
pléte history of the Israelitish people
It is merely the records of Godly
men. The récent discoveries had ren-
dered necessary a new interpretatior
of history. Usher's chronology was
