Large Calibre Howitzer Used
by Enemy Against Serb-
ian Capital,

NO LOSS OF LIFE
HAS BEEN REPORTED

Turks Attempt to Resume Of-
fensive in Caueasus De-
feated by Russian Forces,

London, Aug. 15.—Bombardment of
Belgrade, the Serbian capital, has
been resumed by the Austrians with
large calibre howitzers, according to
an official statement issued at Nish
Friday, and telegraphed here by the
Reuter correspondent. There is said
to have been no loss of life.

Petrograd, Aug. 15, via London.—

The New Austro-German Line.

Petrograd, Aug. 14.—The new posi-
tions occupied by the Germans and
Austrians were outlined with approxi-
mate accuracy on good authority to-
day, for the first time since the fall of
Warsaw.

The line, starting from the vicinity
of Ossowetz, near the Prussian border,
opposite the Mazurian Lakes region,
eurves to the south and east, running
through Sokolow, Siedlce, Lukow, Os-
trowa and Vladova.

The concentration of Austro-Ger-
man forces in the direction of the
fortress of Brest-Litovsk is proceeding
along the three roads.

Russian Report,

Petrograd, Aug. 15, via London, Aug
16.—The followifig official statement
was issued tonight at the Russian War
Office:

“In the region of Riga there has
been no change. {In the directions of
Jacobstadt and Dvinsk the fighting
Friday and Saturday became intense.

“Between the Narew and the Bug
we repulsed successfully stubborn Ger-
man attacks. On the left bank of the
Bug Friday and Saturday the enemy
strengthened his offensive against our
positions along the rallway from
Siedice to Lukow. We stopped this
movement and on Saturday took 800
Austro-German prisoners and some
machine guns.

“On the right bank of the Bug there
have -been no serious changes. On
the Zlota Lippa, in the region south of
Duajoux, our advance guards on Fri.
day, in the course of a successful re-
conngisgance, destroyed wire entangle-
ment and took two lines of German
trenches, killing the defenders.

“On the Dmiester front Friday and
Saturday night in the district near the
confluence of the Stripa and Zlota
Lippa therd were actions which were
supported on the Austrian side by a
heavy cannonade both from fleld and
siege guns.”

French Report.

Paris, Aug. 15.—The following offic-
fal communigation was issued this
evening:

Paris, Aug 15—The following
French official version of the sinking
of Austrian submarine U-3 in the Ad-
riatic August 13 was given out by the
ministry of marine here tonight:

“The Austrian submarine U-3, af-
ter attacking in the Adriatic, without
success an Italian auxiliary cruiser,
was pursued during the entire after-
noon of August 12 by Italilan and
French torpedo boat destroyers. The
U-3 was discovered and sunk by gun-
fire on the morning of August 13 by
the French torpedo boat destroyer Bis-
son, which ‘made prisoners one offi-
cer and eleven sailors.”

BEFUSES T0 STOP EXPORT
OF MUNITIONS 10 ALLIES

To Accede to Austria’s Demand Would be
Breach of Neutrality in Favor.of Teutons
on Part of U. S.—Note Friendly but Firm—
Austria Reminded That She Supplied Bel-
ligerents During the Boer War.

Washington, Aug. 15—The State De-
partment tonight made public the re-
ply of the United States, rejecting the
views s¢t forth by the Austro-Hunga-
rian government in a recent note con-
tending that exportation of war mu-
nitiong from America to Austria's en-
emies was conducted on such a scale
as to be “not in consonance with the
definition of neutrality.”

Though friendly in language and
tone, the note flatly denies the Austro-
Hungarian contentions, and recalls
that that country and Germany fur-
nished munitions of war to Great
Britain during the Boer war when
England’s enemies could not import
such supplies. It insists that the
American government is pursuing a
strictly neutral course and adhering
to a principle upon which it would
depend for munitions in the markets
of the world in case it should be at-
tacked by a foreign power.

“The principles of {nternational
law,” the communication concludes,
“the practise of nations, the national
safety of the United States, and other
nations without great military and
naval establishments, the prevention
of increased armies and navies, the
adoption of peaceful methods for the
adjustment of international differen-
ces, and finally, neutrality itself, are
opposed to the prohibition by a neu-
tral nation of the exportation of arms,
ammunition or other munitions of war
to belligerent powers, during the pro-
gress Of the war."”

Point{ng to a ‘practical and sub-
stantial reason’” why the United
States, aside from the question of
principle, advocates and practises un-
restricted trade in military supplies,
the note declares:

“It has never been the policy of this
country to maintain, in time of peace,
a large military establishment of
stores of arms and ammunition, suffi-
cient to repel invasion by a well-equip-
ped and powerful enemy. It has de-
sired to remain at peace with all na-
tions and to avoid any appearance of
menacing such peace by the threat of
its arms and navies. In consequence
of this standing policy the United
States would, in the event of attack

of war seriously, if not fatally embar-
rassed by the lack of arms and am-
munition and by the means to produce
them in sufficient quantities to supply

by a foreign power, be at the outset'

the requirements of national defense.
The United States has always de-
pended upon the right and power to
purchase arms and ammunition from
neutral nations in case of foreign at.
tack. This right, which it claims for
itself, it cannot deny to others.”

Cannot Accept Austrian Idea of Neu.
trality,

The United States asserts that it
cannot accede to the suggestion that it
change or modify the rules of inter-
national usage during the progress of
a war on account of special conditions,
and declares that the idea of neutrali-
ty advanced by Austria would “involve
a neutral nation in a mass of perplexi.
ties which would obscure the whole
field of international obligation, pro-
duce economic confusion and deprive
all commerce and industry of legiti-
mate fields of enterprise, already
heavily hurdened by the unavoidable
restrictions of war."

Attention is directed to the fact that
Austria-Hungary and Germany before
the war produced a great surplis of
war munitions and sold them through-
out the world, “especially to belliger-
ents,”” and that “never during that
period did either of them suggest or
apply the principle now advocated by
the Imperial and Royal government."”

The note points out particularly
that during the Boer war between
Great Britain and South African re-
public the latter were in a situation
almost identical with that occupied
by Germany and Austria at the pres.
ent time, and that “in spite of the
commercial isolation of one belligerent
Germany sold to Great Britain, the
other belligerent, hundreds of thous-
ands of kilos of explosives, gunpowder,
cartridges, shot and weapons: and
Austria-Hungary also sold similar
munitions to the same purchaser,
though in smaller quantities.”

It is suggested that had Austria and
Germany refused to sell arms to Great
Britain at that time, “on the ground
that to do so would violate the spirit
of strict neutrality, the imperial and
royal government might, with greater
consistency and greater force, urge its
present contention.”

The note was cabled to Ambassador
Penfield at Vienna August 1° No
iwnrd of its delivery has yet been re
ceived.

French Show Their
Superiority in Aerial

Combats With Enemy

Paris, Aug. 15—French aviators are
reported to have distinguished them-
selves recently in several aerial com-
batg with German machines. A French
craft, reconnoitering above Colmar,
Thursday, was attacked by a German
machine, which it forced to descend
within the German lines in Alsace,
evidently damaged by shots.

The same day two German planes
were chased back .from above French

positions in Artois, while two French
patrols attacked and apparently dam-
aged another German aeroplane. An
Albatross machine was forced to the
ground in the same way on Wednes-
day.

A squadron of ten German aero-
planes, which attempted a bomb at-
tack on Toul and Nancy on August 17
wag forced to retreat by French ma-
chines.

German Press Agent Says Air

Berlin, Aug. 15 (By wireless to Say»
ville).——The German Admiralty, in an
official statement, announces that
German naval airships renewed their
attacks against the English east coast
on the night of August 12-13. The
military establishments at Harwich,
the statement says, were successfully
bombarded and all the airships, al-
though shelled by hostile batteries,
returned safely.

The British official statement, an-
nouncing the German airship raid on
England, said two Zeppelins visited
the east coast between 9.30 p. m. and
11.35 p. m. on August 12 drapping
incendiary and explosive bombs in
“various places.” The missiles, on
exploding killed four men and twao
women, injuring eleven women and
nine children, all civilians, and ser.
iously damaging fourteen houses, ac-
cording to the account.

Harwich, mentioned in the Berlin
report as having been bombarded, is
a seaport in the county of Essex, and
has a good harbor. It is defended by
a masked redoubt, a strong fort and
battery. This was the third attack
made by German aircraft on Harwich,
On July 3, the fort was attacked by
German aeroplanes, and on the night
of June 4-5 a Zeppelin visited Harwich
and the east coast, killing five persons
and wounding forty

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NEW MARBLE ALTAR IN
WEST SIOE GHURCH

Church of
Will Soon Have

Work Completed.

A marble altar is soon to be erected
in the Church of the Assumption, West
Side. The foundation being
prepared. The altar is made of Italian

marble and follows the Romanesque

It is 14 feet 7
inches from base to base and has a
depth of 5 feet
floor to its highest point the altar is
23 feet high. There are three towers
The end towers are supported by four
columns of Carrara marble, and each,
together with the centre one, is top-
ped with a handsomely shaped dome,
richly done in gold mosaic

The tabernacle is built of steel and
lined with cedar, over which is a can-
opy 4 feet square. The door of the
tabernacle is of solid bronze, gold
painted. Over the door stands a rich-
ly carved flgure of a pelican. In the
reredos on each side of the tabernacle
there are three panels of angels deli-
cately carved, colored in gold.

The antependium of the altar is a
beautifully chiselled representation of
Da Vinci's masterpiece, The Last Sup-
per; the figures stand out in bold re-
lief and are exquisitely carved. On
each side of The Last Supper are two
panels completing in effect the whole
picture. In the general make-up of
the altar sixty-one columns of various
sizes are used.

There are four marble steps, not
including the altar platform. The
new altar is a handsome piece of ar-
tistic work, harmonizing in style with
the Romanesque pillars, choir - and
altar railing of the church.

The work of erecting the altar is
being done by E. L. Maynard, of Bos
ton, assisted by Frank Haley,

Private Charles John Was
in the Trenches for Three
Months.

A letter has been received by John
P. Holly, of Brown's Flats, from Pte.
Charles Jobn, of the 23rd Battalion
at Shorncliffe, England. Pte. John
says that he had béen in France for
three months and a half, when he had
his hand hurt in a bayonet charge. He
got s0 mixed up in the fight there that
at the end of the charge he was with
the Indian troops instead of his own
battalion., The charge had been made
by seven hundred British against three
thousand Germans, more than four
to one. Private John writes: “The
best of the boys have gone under, but
we can only hope for the best. I could
tell you a book full of news, things
hard to believe, I did not believe it
myself, but I realize it all now. No-
body in Canada can have the slightes
idea of what it is to be fighting with
your own comrades and see them shel-
led out of the trenches.
