Those who are destitute and who it 
is considered should be kept under 
surveillance will be held in places of 
detention as prisoners of war. They 
will be in charge of the military auth­
orities and work will probably be pro 
vided for them. These latter plans 
have not been definitely worked out as 
yet. An effort will be made to find 
work which will not be unduly In com­
petition with Canadian labor. The 
Austrians and Germans detained in the 
west, for instance, may be put at the 
cleaning up of the national parks.

It is strongly felt here that a re­
straint on the part of Canadians from 
the expression of hostile sentiments 
towards these people will greatly les­
sen the danger of any trouble.

Ottawa, Oct. 28.—The government 
today made provision by order in 
council for relieving the distress of 
the Austrians and Germans in various 
parts of the country who are out of 
work and unable to support themselves 
and also for placing under surveillance 
all who may bj considered otherwise 
likely to cause trouble. Registration 
offices will be opened by the Dominion 
police in the east and the Northwest 
Mounted Police in the west, where all 
Germans and Austrians must present 
themselves. Men over or under the 
military age, or otherwise unfit for 
service may be permitted to leave the 
country. Of the others those 
maintain themselves and are believed 
to be well disposed may be allowed 
their liberty only being required to re­
port regularly.

The greatest difficulty In sending 
early assistance to Premier Botha 
and his government would be that of 
providing the equipment.

GENERAL HUGHES The chief officer, who leaped from 
the stern of the sinking ship, said that 
a terrific explosion tore the bottom 
out of the ship, and she plunged bow 
on into the sea. He was rescued by the 
lifeboat, which sailed for forty-two 
miles before being picked up by the 
trawler Fleetwood near Blackpool. It 
is understood the cargo was not im­
portant.

Field 
Marshal Sir John French, Commander- 
ln-ohief of the British expeditionary 
force In France, In his report to Min­
ister of War Kitchener, given out on 
October 18 last, mentioned the prince 
for meritorious service In the field.

Prince Maurice was the first mem­
ber of the British royal family to be 
killed in the oresent war. It was re­
ported that the prince was not actual­
ly killed on the field of battle, but that 
he died afterwards from wounds re­
ceived In an engagement. King George 
and Queen Mary visited Kensington 
Palace this afternoon to condole with 
Princess Henry, his mother.

Two brothers of Prince Maurice also 
■went to the front, Lt. Prince Alexan­
der of the Royal Grenadier Guards, 
and Lt. Prince Leopold of the King’s 
Royal Rifle Corps. Prince Leopold 
was invalided home recently suffering 
from an Injury to his knee, the result 
of a fall.

Prince Henry of Battenberg, father 
of the three princes, died from typhoid 
fever while on service in the Ashanti.

Brussels via London, Oct. 28, 10.05 
p. m.—Evidence is noted here daily 
of the extremely bitter feeling of the 
German soldiers against the British. 
Wherever the Germans oppose the 
British the fighting is reported to be 
incessant.

Shoes room More details of tho voyage of the 
ships carrying Canada's first contin­
gent for the service of the Empire in 
Europe have been learned from the let­
ters received here by relatives of the 
men now In England. One officer In 
writing spoke of the wonderful sight 
of forty large ships strung out In three 
columns and guarded by British cruis­
ers and battleships, which flanked the 
columns on either side and also form­
ed a front and rear guard. The sight 
of the 'big gray ships of war on guard 
was an inspiring one and the men on 
the transports realized to the full the 
extent the protection afforded to Brit­
ish citizens by the navy. As one sol­
dier said, “When we look out and see 
the great big grim gray ships guarding 
us it makes us feel pretty safe and 
proud of the Old F!a»for which we are 
going to strike a blow."

One Incident that stood out prom­
inently was the meeting with a British 
cruiser, which was evidently patrolling 
the Atlantic. This warship passed

KING JAMES I. HAD SUBMARINE. . 19i
arter..

There Is a legend, and it may Just 
possibly be true, says the Manchester 
Guardian, that James I. went to the 
bottom of the Thames In some sort 
of submarine boat Invented by a 
Dutchman, Cornelius van Drebbel, and 
propelled by twelve oars. But the real 
father of the submarine was an Ameri­
can- called Bushnell, who produced to­
wards the end of the eighteenth cen­
tury an under-water craft driven by a 
screw propellor, or something very 
like It, and lowered and raised by. an­
other similar propellor working on a 
vertical axis. One man formed the en- 
tim« crew, and the first operation on 
beginning a submarine trip was to let 
in enough water to submerge the boat 
After that the vertical propeller was 
used to keep the boat at the desired 
depth below the surface, while the

He is empowered, In cases 
where as a result of examination, he 
feels satisfied that the person 
lned may be allowed to leave the 
try, without danger of his aiding the 
enemy either by active service or oth- 
erwise, to grant to such person a per­
mit to leave the country."

As regards those to whom he would 
not feel justified in Issuing such a 
permit, whenever that appears a safe 
and proper course and where they are 
In a position to maintain themselves, 
they may be allowed to remain at lib­
erty, subject to the obligation of regu­
larly reporting.

“As respect to those with regard to 
whom the registrar after examination 
would not deem it proper in the inter­
est of the public safety, that they 
should be allowed to be at personal 
liberty, or If so allowed, would not be 
In a position to maintain themselves, 
they are to be Interned as prisoners of 
war and treated as such persons, in ac­
cordance with the general rules of in­
ternational law, more particularly 
those enacted by the Hague Conven­
tion. Such persons while kept under 
guard are not to be imprisoned in any 
penal Institution and provision will be 
made for their mainteance. In cases of 
men of this class who have wives or 
children dependent upon, the latter 
wll Ibe permitted to remain with them 
if they so desire, and be accounted for 
In the same manner as person* of this 
class, would be prisoners of war, their 
custody and the manner of providing
