oY WHO REALLY| READY FOR THE
INVENTED TANK] 2700 MILE TRIP

Royal Commission on Awards
to Inventoys Now Dealing
With Claims of Eleven
Men Seeking: Honor.

] WERE TRIED OUT

Caterpillar - Tractor - Scheme

" Was Finally Adopted, Prov-

ing the Most Formidable of
All.

London, Oct. 7, (By The A. P.)—"It
s impossible t0 say that this or that
man invented the tank,” Wineton
Spencer Churchill} secretary of war,
testified in this wise today before the
Royal Commission on swards to in-
ventors. which is deallng ~with the
claime of eleven men who are seeking
¥he honor and bounties attached to tha
invention of this formidable instru-
ment of war.

The testimony, and the statements
of the attorneys, indicated that the
tank wag a sort of middle ground be-
. tween armored motor cars, which wide
trenches rendered ineffective, and thw
huge steam rollers planned to batter
down barbed wire and other obsta-
cles.

Mr. Churehill testified that from
the beginning of the war numeromns
plans of various types of land ship®
had been submitted. Bighteen of
these appeared so feasible that models
were constructed and trials were made
and it might be said that the originat
tank, first used in the Sommne offen-
sive in 1916, was the result of the ex-
perience gained at the trials of each
of these eighteen.

Armored cars had fafled, said-the
aecretary, because they could not get
over or around the trenches, whereup-
on he had called imto  conference

a motor with bridge to be laid across
a trench in approach and picked up
on the return but this failed to get
over a double line tremch.

Then came tests of méchines with
huge wheels able {0 span a wide spale
but these were discarded. Finally, the
caterpillar tractor scheme was adopt-
ed; bringing on an extended disous-
plori as to whether they should be
conetructed to transport troops
through fire swept areas. Out of these
discussions came the trials of the
Mark One tank with which the inquiry
is dealing.

But the caterpillar plan was once
abandoned by the war office, Major
General Ernest D. Swinton, one of
the claimante testified. It was kept
alive in the Admiralty because, accord-
ing to a statement by one of the at-
torneys, of Mr. Churchill's belief In
the necessity of producing some ma-
chine to override the trenches. Gen
eral Swinton claims that he is the
father of the caterpillar idea, dating
back to October, 1914,

Among the other claimants are Com-
modore Murray Fraser Sueter, 8ir
Eustache Tennyson-D'Eyncourt, direo
tor of naval construction of the Admir
alty, and Sir W, A, Tritton of the
Ministry of Mumnitions. General Swin
ton was the only one heard today.

Berlin Gov't Has Lost Con-
trol Over the Forces Esti-
mated at from 35,000 to
60,000.

Paris, Oet. 7—Diplomats and mili-
tary men of all the Allied and asso-
clated powers are agreed that the
troops under General Vem Der Goltz
are a menace to Entente interests as
they are now operating and sheuld be
withdrawn. But there is a great dif
ference of opinien as te the best
means of effecting their disarmament
and disbandment.

The fear is expressed by maay offl-
cers who are familiar with the situa:
tion that a considerable number of
Von Der Golts’s troops may lapse into
Bolsheviam ,as they are for the most
part men whose properties and em-
ployment have been ruined by the war,
and they have sought the Baltic pro-
vinces &8 a pioneer .country where
they could re-establish iheir fortunes

Many of these soldlers are Germans
who were expelled from AlsaceLor
raine, and there are numerous seafar
ing men, without the prospect of em:
ployment because of the lack by Ger
many of & navy and merchant marine
Consequently they are foot loose, des
perate and eager for any adventui§y
and ready to follow any bold leader i

The Von Der Goltz forces are vari-
ously estimated at from 35,000 to 60,
000. In the opinion of Hntente offl-
cers who have recently been in the
Baltic torritory the Berlin government
has unquestionably lost oomtrol over
the Baitic troops.
