Mr. George Eulas Foster and Mr. Alfred Augustus Stockton
Made Vigorous Speeches--They Say They Are
Not Pleased With the Way the Liberals
Are Running the Country and Would
Like a Chance at It

Curiosity to learn what reply Hon.
George E. Foster would make to Hon. A.
G. Blair’s address of Friday night last,
sympathy on the part of dyed-in-the-wool
Conservatives, and a natural anticipation
of hearing a clever speech by an eloquent
orator were motives which made many peo-
ple gather in the Opera House last even-
ing when the Conservatives held a meet-
ing to hear Hon. G. E. Foster and Dr. A.
A. Stockton. In point of numbers the
meeting left nothing to' be desired—the
building was crowded. But all were not
Conservative electors, for many Liberals
were there, drawn by motives other than
sympathy for the Tory cause. Some
.hundreds of ladies were present.

There were but two speeches, those by
the candidates. Dr. Stockton occupied
less than an hour and Mr. Foster spoke
about an hour and three-quarters. Both
candidates were warmly received, as was
to be expected, but after this natural
warmth of welcome there was nothing out
of the ordinary in the way of enthusiasm.
What cheering there was at times was

| mainly on the platform and, looking out

! over the vast audience at such times, few
were to be seen sufficiently moved to rise
from their comfortable seats to say hurrah,
this notwithstanding that Mr. Foster in
his remarks did not fail to use all the
dramatic power at hrs command to bring
his hearers up to enthusiastic reception of
his arguments.

‘When Dr. Stockton appeared before the
audience not all were glad to see him, and
the doctor referred to the authors of some
expressions of this displeasure as trumpet-
ers of Mr. Blair. Mr. Foster, too, had his
moments of disappointment. On one occas-
ion he worked up to a strong climax and
sought to make sure the point he was
making by asking a question. He must
have been taken back a little to have his
query answered and in a way directly
opposite to his wishes. It rather spoiled
the effect of his effort.

Col. J. R. Armstrong was chairman of
the meeting, which was called to order at
8 o’clock and lasted until 10.45 o’clock,

Chairman Col. J. R. Armstrong opened
the meeting, He spoke of the nomination
of Hon. George E. Foster and Dr. A. A.
Stockton as the Conservative candidates.
He spoke of Dr. Stockton’s nomination
and also of Col. Tucker. Of the latter, he
said, Col. Tucker had made one speech in
parliament. Col. Armstrong said Col.
Tucker had misrepresented the
people in  supporting the., sending
out of the emergency ration® to
South Africa. Col. Armstrong eulogized
Dr. Stockton and introduced him.

Dr. Stockton e

was loudly cheered. Iie said he was sen-
gible of the manner in which he had been
received. He reviewed the convention at
which he and Mr. Foster were nominated.
He deemed it a privilege and honor to be
associated with Mr. Foster in this contest.
It was an honor to New Brunswick that
we had in the arena of federal politics
such a distinguished man as Mr. Foster.
On platforms throughout Canada the Lib-
eral Conservatives were tonight asking the
pledge breakers for an account of their four

" or five years. They said there were no
grealt men in the Conservative party. Mr.
Blair had said this at Woodstock. They
claimed the Liberals and particularly the
government had all the great men. Mr.
Blair said in fact “look at me, what a col-
ossus I am.”

Dr. Stockton said he noticed a certain
portion of the St. John press was paying
some attention to him. He did not feel
edified but it did not disturb hLis equa-
nimity. He quoted from a Globe article of
October 5 and said he never asked political
preferment but he could have been a mem-

ber of the government ift "he
chose. Dr. Stockton said- he left
sthe -Liberal party when Edward

Blake ceared to be _its leader because he
said the fad of commercial union meant
political union with the United States.
Amnd :o0 far as that was concerned he was
proud he had a hand in smashing the
policy of commercial union which would
have put us under the flag of the United
States. If Mr. Blair or Col. Tucker wish-
ed to meet him on the platform to dis-
cuss that incident in his history, he
would meet them.

Mr. McKeown, under the irony of fate,
had at the Liberal meeting, been put up
to read resolutions. The speaker quoted
from the resolutions. The doctor said that
soft soap was a very good article if you
don’t have too much lye in it. Take that
from the soft soap in these resolutions
and a miscroscope would be needed to find
the residuum. It seemed strange that
Messrs. Blair and Emmerson should be
brought here to tell what friends they
were of St. Jchn. Look at the statute
books, he said, to see how friendly they
were. He said Emmerson and Blair had
refused to give the city the right to ex-
propriate property on the eastemn side
of the harbor. He spoke of the liquor
license act and said that $17,277 was taken
out of the city’s pocket by that act in
1899; and before Mr. Blair’s legislation
this would have gone to the city’s coffers.
Through Messrs. Blair and Emmenson’s
legislation directly or indirectly $50,000 to
860,000 a year was taken from the city to
build two-price bridges and do other op-
erations of that kind. This showed Messr=.
Blair and Emmerson’s friendliness to St.
John. If Mr. Blair wiped out the indebt-
edness on the west side works, the people
would be no better off than they were
bhefore Mr. Blair took us by the throat
to wring out taxes.

The Globe said that Mr.

wagered his head against a straw hat that
dhe Liberals would take 15 majority out
of Ontario. There were two reasons against

acceptance of the bet. First, the Liberat

Conservatives were not gamblers and sec-
ond it was a question if a straw hat was
not too much to wager against Mr. Tarte’s
head.

Dr. Stockton then took up preferential
trade. Mr. Laurier went to England, he
said; they compelled him to be knighted
and ‘take the Cobden medal. At a meeting
in Liverpool over which the Duke of Dev-
onshire presided, Sir Wilfrid said he would
give preference to English manufacturers
in Canada and we wanted nothing in re-
turn—this in the face of a statement he
made in London, Ont., that ‘that was just
what we did want and what he would
work for. That policy was what we want-
ed and it had been set back years by the
speech of Sir Wilfrid Laurier. Dr. Stock-
ton said we should have preference in Eng-
land over other countries, not for financial
benefits alone, but for the closer cement-
ing of the empire.

The Liberals said the preferential trade
had done big things. The speaker said
Canada imported from Great Britain in
1896 over $32,000,000 of goods, and from the
United States that year over $58,000,000.
In 1899 from Great Britain the imports
were some $38,000,000 and from the United
States $99,000,000. The increase from .Great
Britain was 12} per cent., and from the
United States 59 per cent.

Dr. Stockton spoke of the winter port
question. He asked if Mr. Blair should
say the C. P. R. was green with envy? Was
this language for a minister of the crown?
Mr. Blair's personal feeling should not
"ome in the way of the city of St. John.
We wanted a permanency about this winter
port business, and yet Mr. Bair came to
St. John asking support when he is re-
sponsible for the loss, if it is lost, of the
winter port business at St. John.

The doctor then dealt with the sending
of the Canadian contingent to South Africa
referred to in the resolutions at the Liberal
meeting. He said thit Mr. Foster with

- Sir Charles Tupper, a lit.le over a year ago,

voiced the sentiment of Canada’s loyal peo-
ple relative to the sending of the contin-
gent. Mr. Blair was in Chicago in his
palace car at the time and all discussion
was nearly over when he came back. Dr.
Stockton, as to Sir Wilfrid Laurier, said
the premier said we could not send troops
without parliament voting the money. The
doctor said money for the Yukon could be
got without parliament. He read from
the militia act that troops could be called
out for service within or without of Can-
ada. Sir Wilfrid, he said, could not have
read the militia act. Sir Wilfrid was not
the only one who had to say
in connection with the matter. In
liscitssing this, some might say
Dr. Stockton was attempting to defame

‘he French people in Canada but he was
not when they were such men as Mr.
Bergeion, Mr. Monck, Mr. Casgrain and
others he named. He admired the French
language, but if Mr. Tarte, a Frenchman,
was disloyal to the crown of England, why
should he mot be denounced as much as
an [Englishman who was disloyal? He
then went on to say that Mr. Tarte had
said that France was the country dear to
his heart. Dr. Stockton said Mr. Bourassa
had resigned his seat on the sending of the
contingent. He was re-elected and was
imtroduced by a crown minister. It was
regarded as a Liberal victory. In connec-
tion with Mr. Monet, Dr. Stockton said
that gentleman said he did not wish to
spend @ cent to bind us to Great Britain
other fthan. by commercial ties. Mr.
Tarte was this man’s friend and his paper
supported him.

It was shown we had much in common
with the mother country and it was our

duty to stand by the flag and the integ-
rity of the empire, and yet these gentle-
men said we had nothing in common with
the mother country. Dr. Stockton said
the Briti:h empire had become the great
empire she was by all standing together.
fle read a number of statements by Mr.
Tarte and said the government should turn
him out.

Dr. Stockton spoke of Colonel Tucker.
He said the colonel was not wholly a nega-
tive statement. He had when chief owner
of The Telegraph, lent his influence to-
wards the sale of the I. C. R. He had
supported the gerrymander in this con-
stituency. Mr. Ellis had the independence
to stand by Mr. Foster and the Conserva-
tives and vote against this. Col. Tucker
was a military commander and should bave
looked after the contingent. But he voted
with the government on the whitewash of
the emergency food scandal, so called. Mr.
Ellis had stood by the Conservatives in
this. Mr. Ellis had been made a senator.
Col. Tucker had to go over the race again.
These were the thre: instances in which Col.
Tucker had been an active poiitician; at
other times he was a negative quantity, ex-
cept, perhaps, when it came to putting the
machine in order. Dr. Stockton said if
he or Mr. Foster was to be defeated, he
wanted to be that one.

Col. Armstrong then told of Mr. George
E. Foster's acceptance of the St. John
nomination, and he introduced him.

Hon. Mr. Foster

was given a very hearty reception. Mr.
Foster said the editor of The Telegraph
said he was an iceman If the people were
g0 warm towards him tonight there ias
danger of him being melted on the stage.
There was a suspicion as to what was the
Liberal press. Mr. Richardson had been
read out because he supported the Liberals’
own platform. Mr. Cooke, a Liberal of 30
vears, had come ‘out m a denunciatory
article of the Liberals and there was natur-

Troops to Stop Marchers.

Shenandoah, Pa., Oct. 15.—Advices have
reached General Gobin, in command of
the state troops here, that a large body
of marching miners has left McAdoo for
the Panther Creek region. They expect
to reach that valley in time to intercept
the miners on their way to work in the
morning. General Gobin ordered six com-
panies of the Fourth regiment to leave
tonight for that valley and a special train
on the Philadelphia & Reading railroad
to take them to Tamaqua, which station
is but a few miles from Coaldale. General
Gobin went with the troops and assumed
personal command. The governar’s troop
of cavalry, which is stationed at Oneida,
will leave for the Panther Creek region
early in the morning. General Gobin be-
fore leaving said he was requested by
Sheriff Tcole to send soldiers to the
Panther Creek Valley.

On a Cot at the Door of the Room--
Calling for His Wife -- Goebel
Tells of An Interview with Youte-
sey in the Jail--Hired the Gov-
ernor's Assassin,

Georgetown, Ky., Oct. 15—The trial of
Henry E. Youtsey, charged with being a
principal in the killing of Governor Goebel,
was resumed today. Youtsey lay on a cot
by an open door in full view of the jury

and could at times be heard calling on
his wife and groaning. The feature of the
day was the testimony of Arthur Goebel,
brother of the dead governor, who detailed
an interview he had with Youtsey in the
jail. Mr. Goebel quoted Youtsey as say-
ing that he had received the key of the
room of the secretary of state from John
Powers, after which he went to Governor
Taylor, who told him he should not have
‘gone to him, but that while he had ex-
pected the shooting, he objected to such
important work being done by a negro. A
second time, Youtsey told Mr. Goebel, he
went to the governor and told him that
Jim Howard, the man who would do the
shooting, was in the city. At that time
Governor Taylor, after some discussion,
said:

“Well, tell them to go ahead,”” and that
he would, if necessary, pardon the men
who did the shooting. Youtsey, the wit-
ness said, had then told him how he had
admitted Berry Howard, Jim Howard and
Dick Coombs into the room from which
the shot was fired and had given the box
of cartridges to fit-a 38-calibre rifle to Jim
Howard. Youtsey had a'so told witness
at that time, when, how and where he got
the cartfidges.

TO HOLD CHAMBERLAIN DOWN,

He Has Won the Election but Must 'Not
Become Too Powerful.

London, Oct. 16—Mr. Chamberlain having
served the purpose of the Unionists in seeur-
ing a big majority in the parliamentary gen-
eral election, which is admitted on all sides
to be chiefly due to him, there seems a dis-
position on their part, manifested in the
Unionist press, to put a stop to the colonial
secretary’s further ambitions.

The Conservative organs loudly proclaim
the f'Absolute necessity’’
Chamberlain at the colonial office, assert-
ing that he is too hasty and indiscreet for
the foreign office. Hitherto the Unionist
organs have carefully boycotted the scandal
of the cordite contracts and the commection
of the Chamberlain family with with public
attention by the Radical organ, the Morning
Today, however, the Times gives
great prominence to a long anonymous let-
ter combating Mr. Powell Williams’ attempt
to make Sir Henry Campbell Bannerman and
the Liberal Leaders responsible for the pe-
culiar nature of the contracts. The letter
concludes as follows:

“If we are to maintain the high standard
of purity in matters of public business which
has hitherto been our pride, it is absolutely
essential that in future no politician connect-
ed with constituencies will supply warlike
stores to the Admiralty and the war office
should not have any word in the allocation
of contracts.””

| THE CHINESE SITUATION,

Earl Li Is Now Due at the
Chinese Capital.

TOURIST IN THE SOUTH.

The Chinese Court is Now Issuing

. Reactionary Orders--Prince Tuan
Holds the Imperial Seal--Europe
Discussing the Various Pro-
posals.

-

London, Oct. 16—Dr. Morrison in the
Times this morning, describes the occu-
pation of Pekin and the demonstration in
the forbidden city. In connection with the
latter incident emphasizes the self-demial
of Gen. Chaffee which has not received,
he says, the proper recognition.

“The Amenican troops on the 15th,” the
correspondent remarks, “fought their way,
driving the Chinese in front of them, to
the gateway. There was then no agreement
to hold Gen. Chaffee back. He might have
pressed om, taken the palace and hoisted
the stars and stripes. It would have been
a fine prize and the tempitation must have

been great; but General Chaffee, possibly,

acting under Mr. Conger’s advice, refrain-
ed. It was a noteworthy act.”

Missionaries of Che Kiang.

Washington, Oct. 15.—The state depart-
ment today made pfubh;c a list of the mis-
sionaries resident in the province of Che
Kiang, with the exception of those in
the Hang Chia Fu circuit, at the end of
June, together with theu- whereabouts,
as far as known, on the 10th of last Au-
gust. The information was obtained by
the British consul at Ningpo and was
transmitted to the state department by
Mr. Henry White, secretary of the United
States embassy at London, through the
courtesy of Lord Salisbury, who furnished
the American embassy with the data col-
ledted. The list is as follows:

C ina Will Not Be Consulted.

Paris, Oct. 15.—It is officially under-
stood that if an international conference
at the Hague, régarding the settlement of
the Chinese indemnity question, is finaliy
decided . upon, it will mot discuss with
China the amount of compensation she
must pay but will confine its labors to
fixing and distributing the proportion of
the indemnity which shall go to the sev-
eral countries interested.

In South China.

Hong Kong, Oct. 15—Sun Yat Sen, ac-
cording to reports from Canton, has taken
the town of Kiu Shan on East River, and
is mow investing the prefectoral city of
Hui Chou. A force of imperial troops from
Canton was defeated by the Reformers, 200
being killed.

The advices say also that there is great
activity in Canton in preparations for de-
spatching troops to the disturbed districts.

London, Oect. 16.—“Since the Chinese
countt arived at the new capital, Sian-
Fu,” says a special despatch from Shang-
hai, yedterday, ‘reactionary edicts re-
moving the moderates from high offices
have been issued showing that Prince
Tuan holds the imperial seal.”

Sir Robert Hartt Predicts Trouble.

Pekin, Sept. 11—If Str Robert Hart shall
prove a true proplet there will be a scri-
ous affair before the beginning of Novem-
ber, when the numerous bands marching
from the south will have come together
and the more or less under control. There
will probably be one battle with great
loss to the Chinese before they realize the
hopelessness of further resistance. Though
the Japanese have the general sympathy
here as against Russia, still nearly all
those who have lived long in China say
that they trust that if the department of
Chili in which Pekin is situated has to
be controlled by Japanese or Russians that
Russia will get it. The reason for this is
that the religions and the people of Japan
and China are so much alike that with

PUNISHMENT FOR BURGHERS

The London Standard Says That the War is VLastlng ]
Long and it is Time to Stop Them--Lord Roberts’
Despatch Gives Rise to Fears. :

London, Oct. 16.—Commenting upon
the activity of the Boers and the state-
ment from Cape Town that Lord Roberts
has postponed his homecoming, the Stan-

| dard says:

‘“There are certain indications point-
ing to the conclusion that unexpected diffi-
culties have arisen which Lord Roberts
deems grave enough to demand his pres-
ence for some time to come. All the facts
sugges that it is impossible yet to denude
South Africa of any substantial portion
of the large army now engaged in domin-
ating a sullen and recalcitrant popula-

tiom.”
The ed}torial finally calls for the severest
measures  against irreconcilable Boers,

plause. Mr. Carleton congratulated Mr.
LEllis. He said the- Liheral pavty was
pledged to a reformation of the senate
and Mr. Ellis was just bhe man te work
toward that end. He trusted that Mr.
Jilis would receive: the: passing of the
resolution as a tribute -to his werth.

As to the second resolution relative to
Col. Tucker, Mr. Carleton spoke: briefly.
The constituency had:.-had ‘thamy able re-
presentatives—Burpes, - Weldon, - Palmer,
Tilley and men of that ‘deseription; but
there never had beeni‘a:representative for
the county who had worked and done more
for the benefit of his constituents than
Col. Tucker. When nominated in 1896,

For 20 years, said ‘\Tr Carleton, the one
conspicuous figure in polities’ in New
Jrunswick was Hon. Andrew G, .Blair.
(Great applause). Mr. Blair was bitter'y
hated by some, but_we ‘“loved him for the
enemics he had made.” The New Bruns-
wick Tories said he was a fair leader, of
an opopsition, but had no constructive
abilities and could not lead a government.
This was years ago, but the government
was there ywt. St. John was.ta be con-
grapulated on Mr. Blair and if He accepts
nomination from our hands the honor will
be done to us and not to him.

The issue was are you f"o'nfr to have Fos-
ter or Blair? (Cries of Blair). Mr. Carle-
ton asked what had M#. Foster done that
he could come here to seek our representa-
tion.

Tt was said that ’\h Foster gave a
subsidy to the west &ide imprevements.

The third resolution endorsed the pol-
icy of Sir Wilfrid Taurier, He elo-
quently spoke of the great xemh,s which
had followed on the accession: of Sir Wil-
frid laurier to power. Trade. had gone
forward with leaps and: bounds, In 1856
the total trade was $240,009,000; in 1900 it
was $380,000,000. Under 18 years Conser-
vative rule the trade increased $67,000,000.

vears. Mr. Carleton -gave other details
of the trade policy of the Liberal govern-
ment, also the two-cent postage, and the
Jenny postage to England. He also «spoke
of the big surplus of over $8,000,000 this
vear.

When it subsided Mr. Blair said he must
be more than human if he'was not im-
pressed with the magnificent reception
extended him. Words would fail ‘to ade-
quately express his feelings at the great
demonstration. “I can assure you,” he
said, “that one ~of ‘the brightest and
pleasantest recollections of my future life
will be that I have stood:upon this plat-
form tonight.” (Applause.) From what
the chairman stated he.untlerstood that
the convention tendered him the nomin-
ation to be the Liberal party’s candidate
in St. John. He appreciatéd. that tender
for many reasons; “because, he:said, you
constitute the great metropolis: of New
Brunswick and the chief cornmercial center
and first place in the. industrial and busi-
ness activity of the’ provitice; ‘because it
has been absolutely: unsolicited; because,
statements to the contrary mnotwithstand-
ing regarding a requikition, by mé hint or
suggestion of mine was' that set in mo-
tion.” While he appreciated it highly on
these grounds, it also afforded evidence of
the appreciation of the citizens of St.
John for the perhaps feeble cfforts he had
made to promote the prospeuty of the
aity.

It had been said by his npponents that
he had been chiefly led in thie direction in
which he had moved in providing terminal
facilities, had bhe . had been in-
spired by the ‘desire to " favor
his friends—owners - of = the Long
wharf property. This was one means his
opponents were taking to weaken what
would otherwise be due him for.what ef-
fort he had made in this direction.

He had been led to do what he -had done
by looking over the whole railway situ-
ation. When he entered the department
of railways and canals he found the I..C.
R. by no means what the government raii-
way ought to be, that it’ had been in a
stagnant and torpid condition, that its
volume of business had’ not increased.
there was no evidence of life ar vitality
and, to all seeming, mno  hope for the
future. He felt it his duty to address his
efforts and energies to consideration of
the whole question to ' determine what
should be done to put the business on a
proper footing. . ‘

A voice—“You did it.”

He had found it right to enable the I.
C. R. to extend itself to the great com-
mercial metropolis of Montreal and theére
be in touch with the other railways and
the ‘canals of Canada and be able to
gather up what businéss offered and to
utilize our Canadian por{s and the facilities
of the railway. He did not stop there.

The Establishment of Facilities at St. John

occurred to his mind. The road was not
fitted here to take up the traflic and make
an outlet for it at St. John, and the re-
sult was that he had tlie authority of his
colleagues in the government to look the
ground over and find what could be done
and how it could be done and at what
expenditure; and it was after the decision
had been made to give the 1. C. R. proper
facilities at St. John that the question
of the Long wharf arose.

His opponents had said that gentlemen
were interested whom he desired to be-
friend and it occurred to him when he
heard this to think who they were.

Another, a friend whom I valued then and
do now (applause) owned a small portion.
He could see no objection to taking over
the property, which was acquired not at
an exorbitant price; nor was it acquired
to lie idle for a term of years as had beea
the case with the Harvis land. The pur-
pose was to use it, and he was going to
use it- As to the larris job, he did not
complain se much of the fact that the
property was purchased as of the fact that
in the act of purchase was destroyed or
reduced to impossible existence here an
enterprise which had since gone to an-
other part and was growing up there,
when it might have heen in St. John.

Mr. Blair, continuingf said: “You've
tendered me the nomination here and I
say to the splendid testimony of the re-
quisition and complimentary it is, I place
myself absolutely and entirely in your
hands.”

“We have,” said he, “nothing as a party
to fear in Canada. and, looking over all
the provinces of Canada there is .the
strongest current of opinon setting direct-
ly in our direction, and the Liberal party
will be returned %o power and Sir Wilirid
Laurier will be found back with a larger
majority than today. You read the papers,
and what result appears from the Con-
wservative campaign. Has it not résulted
in dead failure? Is there any life in it?
No, none. It is a fabric which has been
shaken to pieces by the wind of the
speakers  themselves. (Applause and
laughter.) What do they start out with?

“Wind,” said some one in the audi-
ence, and the: laughter was renewed.

INSURANCE RATES TO CANADJAN
PORTS.

—

The continuance of extra rates at

Lioyds on veszels coming to Canadian
ports is a serious evil which is calculated
to place the ports of Cunada at a disad-
vantage as compared with those of the
United States. So far no good reasons

have been given for the discrimination
which seems to have been arranged by

men, who are not well-informed with. re
gerd to the matter, excepi in a’ very gen-
eral way. They seem to think that in
placing all Canadian ports on the same
footing they' are acting justly, although
there is no similarity, whatever, between
the navigation of the eastern seaboard of
Neova - Scotia, the Bay of Fundy, the

Gulf of St. Lawrence and the river St.

POOR DOCUMENT

Lawrence. FEach of these. great waters
has it own perils, but these perils are
not equal, and to place them all on the
same footing is to act without a due re-
gard to justice or common sense. For in-
stance, while St. John is one of ' the
pérts  discriminated .against - by Lloyds,
Eastport, or -any port in Maine, does not
suffer from this disadvantage. Yet every
seaman knows that the same perils  at-
tend a vessel going to Eastport and Port-
land that attend one coming to St. John.
Indeed, if there is any difference, the dif-
ference is in favor of St. John.

In view of the persistennce of Lloyds in
{his matter, we understand that - it
is the intention of .the governmemt to
make a move in the interest of Canadian
shipping, which will be decisive. The au-
thorities at Lloyds are to be asked in
speeific terms what the dangers are which.
have caused them to raise the rates on
vessels coming to Canadian ports, in other
words to locate the’cause of the difficulty.
Until this is done it will. be impossible
either for the government or any private
authority to devise a remedy. When the
undepwriters at Lloyds state their case,
then the government will be in a posi-
tion to act. Their action will probably
take the form of a commission composed
of persons represennting the government,
the shipping interests, the boards of
trade, the several ponts diseriminated
against, and other persons whose interests
are affected by the action of Lloyds’ un-
derwniters. Then evidence can be taken
to decide whether there is good -ground
for this discrimination, or whether the
underwriters are not unduly favoring
foreign ports at the expense' of the ports
of Canada.

In this way the matter can he brought to
a head and if there are diffictifties “to
be removed, new lights to be placed or
other means to be taken for the purpose
of increasipg the safety of our navigable
waters, the remedy can be applied and
the 1'cstric’§ions of ]Alqy(ls removed. . This
scems to be the reasomable and proper
method of proceeding and we believe
that it will be adopted by the govern-
ment.

Hayes, the general manager of the Grand
Trunk railway, said to Mr. Blair, “Why,
we might as well hand you over that
road.” ‘That is the bargain which the
opposition press are trying to make their
readers bélieve is unfavorable to the gov-
ernment. .

With regard to ‘the relations of thne
Intercolonial with the Canadian Pacific,
the position is this: Under the old ar-
rangement which was made. by Sr Johi
A. Macdonald, it is said, “in a momert of
weakness,”’ the Canadian Pacific Railway
Coimpany were able to send their agents
all over the Intercolenial railway to can-
vass for freight which was going to Mou-
treal, and the officials of the Intercolonial
railway were bound to stand neutral while
this was being dene and to make no ef-
fort- whatever on behalf of their own
read, which was losing money as a re-
sult of being thus bled of its most valu-
able freight by the Canadian Pacific rail-
way- Mr. Blair brought this arrangement
to an end and he now claims the right
for the Intercolomial to carry any freight
originating in its own territory to Mon-
treal. At Montreal he is free to han
pver this freight to the Grand Trunk
railway or tie Canadian Pacific, as he
elects, but the Intercolonial railway
claims the right to carvy its own freight.
Mr. Blair very. gignificantly -said that he

had an impression that the object of

building the Intercolonial raifway was to
carry freight, and that the government
had not constructed it for funm, merely
with the intention of afterwards handing
over the freight which belonged to it to
a rival company. There is no railway man
who will deny that Mr. Blir’s attitude
in regard to this question is absoluteiy
correct. There is no reason why Lhe
government should deal differently with
the Canadian Pacific railway than it
would do if the Intercolonial railway was
a private corporation. While it is not

| the first aim of the Intercolonial railway

to make money, it certainly ought to be
the aim of those who manage it to pre-
vent it from becoming a burden on the

country. It is well known that the Inter-

colonial railway has become extremely
unpcpular among the western members
because of the deficits which have been
shown in its management,. and it would
have heen  impossible for Mr. Blair to
obtain authority to build wharves and an
elevator at St. John if it had not been
that those deficits were to
cease. By placing the Intercolomial on. a
paying bas:s, Mr. Blair has restored it to
the favor of the western members and
made it possible to oblain terminal facili-
ties at this port and a proper equipment
of the railway to enable it to do the in-
tercolonial trade of Canada.

THE END OF INTERCOLONIAL DEFICITS.

AN IMPORTANT POINT.

ing else stilk more unreasonable than
that which is now claimed. No matter
what concessions may be made the peopie
of St. John can have mo assurance that
they will continue their business at this

ont. It is evident that the safety of
8¢, John lies in making arrangements
‘\\*int'ii"awoqnc company that will remain
faithful' to St. John interests.

WORDS AND DEEDS.

Mr. George E. Foster-’s a man of many
words. He talks big. His language is
Joud and sometimes impressive. He can
make large promises, but when it comes
to fulfilling them, he is not in evidence.
Our readers will remember the manner
jn which he has treated St .John. Many
of them were present in Mechanics’ In-
stitute when he solemnly declared that
if the people of St. John provided facil-
ities for steamschips at this port they
would be considered in comnection with
the mail steamship lines.

After such a disciorure
on ‘the part of Sir Charles Tupper, of his
rocklessnes:s and mendacity, it is surpris-
ing that he should be able to find any
honest man willing to follow him.

NINEZ INCHES OF WATER.

Nine inches of rain have fallen in this
city and in the larger part of the prov-
ince of New Brunswick during the past
five or six days, an unparalleled downpour,
the like of which is not recorded in the
neeteorological tables of this province,
which extend back for some forty years.
It takes some little thinking and calcu-
Jation to realize what nine inches of water
really means. Nine inches of waler is
nmore than a thousand tons for every acre
of ground, or 648,000 tons to every squarc
nile of territory. Assuming the area of
the city of St. John to be 8,600 acres,
more- than 8,000,000 tons of water have
fallen upon it during the last five or six
days. 'This amount of water, if collected
together, would make u lake a mile square,
or about twenty times as large as Lily
Lake, and ten fect deep. These figures
will convey some idea of the stupendous
downpour which we have been exper-
iencing during the past few days, and ex-
plain the reason why its effects have been
<0 damaging.

The campaign of slander against Messrs.

Some faceti-
ous individual has been telling the editor
of the Gleaner that Mr. Foster may be
dlected in St. John, which, all things con-
sidered, may be regarded as the best joke
of the season. Perhaps the Gleaner will
tell us what Mr. Foster did to serve the
interests of the county of York while he

was its representative.

Mr. Foster was a member of the gov-
ernment which voted 'to build the Harvey-
Salishury Railway as a government work
in 1889, for the purpose of sidetracking
St. John and preventing it from shipping
any {reight brought over the Cana-
dian Pacific Railway. Yet Mr.
Foster is now geeking the
suffrages of the electors of this city which
he then did.his utmost to injure and de-

stroy.

The contrast between the Liberal meet-
ing on Friday evening and the Conservative
meeting of a few weeks ago was so great
that every person is talking about it.

ally suspicion as-to who were the Liberals
and who the contra. But so far as the
Liberal press was concerned it did not
trouble him. Some of the heralders of the
minister of railways here the other night
said this was the great issue in the cam-
paign—were you going to have Blair or
Foster? (Cries of Blair and other cries
of Foster). Mr. Blair hadssaid to let the
better man win. Mr. Foster said he would
be sorry to come here and make a contest
on the personal merits of two men. He
hoped the Conservative party believed that
behind him was a power and strength of
srinciple and policy, which was a sufficient

ground for them to go into the battle. |

There was no personal antipathy on his
part (Foster) to Mr. Blair. He thanked
the meeting for his selection as standard
bearer and said he was in their hands.
Whatever he could do by a truthful and
vigorous presentation of issues on the plat-
form and in private converse that he would
do. As for deals he would have nothing
to do with them. Mr. Blair, in his speech,
said he, had tried to keep up the hopes
of his party, but he overdid it by declaring
tliat they were coming back with a larger
majority than they had before, and any
member of the party was intelligent enough
to know that he thus discounted the effects
of his own words.

A voice—Not a bit.

Mr. Foster—Perhaps that gentleman will
do like Mr. Tarte, bet his cranium against
a straw hat. (Laughter).

Continuing, he said that  Mr.
Blair told that the. broken pledges’
charge had fallen flat, and was
entirely unfounded. This was
courageous, if not discreet. Mr. Blair
said the Liberals had not stolen their
fisoal policy and that the Laurier policy
and that of the Conservative government
were entirely different. Mr. Cooke thought
differently. The only statesmanlike ans-
wer thatt Mr. Blair had to Sir Charels Tup-
per’s cold storage policy was that it was
oaly fit to be put with its author, in
cold storage. Mr. Blair said trade had
increased.

Mr. Foster took his hearers over to the
United States and found that trade had
increased there in the last four years more
than it had in”Canada, and in all great
countries of the world in ‘the last four
or five years there was a great increase
in trade and industrial activity and what
Canada was enjoying was a pant of this
universal increase. As to. percentages
there was 52 per cent. increase between
1878 to 1896 under the Conservative rule.
In the United States in that period the
increase was 22 per cent. In Canada in
1896 to 1900 there was 45 per cent. in-
crease under the Liberals, while in the
United States it was 58 per cent. Both
these - statemenits were against the Lib-
erals’ contentions.

Mr. Blair had dealt with deficits and
surpluses. Mr. Foster said that since con-
federation there were 20 surpluses. Of
“hese three were enjoyed by the Liberdls
and 17 by the Conservatives. There were
12 deficits—five for the Liberals and seven
for the Conservatives.

Mr. Biair had said the winter port mat-
ter would be the main part of the canvass
here. If this was so thea he would ask,
from Mr. Blair’s speech, what he (Mr.
Blair) meant to run his campaign,. on. Mr.
Toster said there were great issues in the
campaign and if they were not sifted, a
public man would . not be doing his duty.
There was a four years’ record of a gev-
ernment. Why did we have this great
tribunal if mot to examine the records
of public men and parties to find if they
had or had not been found wanting. So
while all notice should be taken of im-
portant lccal issues, others should have
place and he would bring these into the
wsue. 'The Comservatives, it was said,
would try -to stampede this constituency
on the winter port business. This was not
so, but they proposed to investigate the
subject.

“Iike you did the Harris property,”
some one said.

Mr. Foster' did not reply. Continuing
his speech he referred to a clergyman’s
address here Sunday to young men on how
they ought to vote. Mr. Foster spoke of
the mecessity of an intelligent voter and
of a ballot going from that voter with no
obstruction into the ballot box and being
counted. (Hear, hear.) The man who in-
tervened between the honest voter and
the ballot box was not doing anything
for good government but was doing what
if done too much would result in evil for
the voter and for the ocountry.

He believed there was menace today to
the citizenship of this country in connec-
tion with light holding of the sacredness
of the ballot. Liberals and Conservatives
alike should be interested in preserving
the purity of the ballot and a high stan-
dard of political purity. He was sorry
that certain things had occurred in New
Brunswick and Canada of late and that
action taken by the Liberal government
and branches in the provinces had not
heen doing what would tend to the purity
there should be. He spoke of East Huron
investigation. Laurier had said he would
send this to a committee. The investiga-
tion was held andthe charges sustained.
Ballots were found which had not gone
through the proper channel. The matter
was up at the last session and then Laurier
and his party laid all possible objections in
the way of carrying the investigation to
an end. But Mr. Richardson and others
protested its importance. Then Mr. Laur-
ier said it was so important it must go to
a commission of judges and to this time
the commission has done nothing. This
made him feel that there was an important
crisis so far as the baliot was concerned.

In New Brunswick, he said that in Albert
county by-election $10 to $20 was paid in
open daylight for votes for the Liberal
candidate. Personation was tried in scores
of cases. How was it in Queens? Where
did the money come from? Was it not
a system of corruption? This was a men-
ace, and he wanted men to think what
this would result in if not put down.

Mr. Foster said Mr. Blair had the auda-
city or courage to say that the Liberals
had kept all their pledges. Perhaps he
thought the boldness of the statement
would take the people’s breath away and
make them forget to‘investigate it. The
speaker brought his talk to old Liberals
again into play at this point. In 1896 an
old Liberal would have blamed the Con-
servatives for increase of debt. The Liber-
als had increased the debt by over $8,000,000
since 1896. The Liberals had declared that
the Conservative expenditures were be-
yend the country’s needs. Taurier had
said put the Liberals in power, and they
could reduce the expenditures. It was
found that the expenditures in 1900 were
£11,000,000 more than. in 1896. Yet Mr.
Blair said that the pledges were kept.

In 1896, the Liberals talked about tax-
ation of the country, and said if they got
into power they would reduce the load
of taxation on the country. The taxation
was $27,700,000 in 1806, while in 1809 it was
$38,000,000—a rise of 10} millions. But

Mr. Tarte said they made lots of money
and could spend lots of money. They
spoke about the protective policy in 1896.
From °78 to 96 the Liberal song. was
death to the villainous system of protec-
tion. Laumier said it was the bane and
curse of Canada. Put him and his party
into power and they’d destroy it. They
got in but they did not reform the tariff
the first year. The second year they did
something and again the third year. Mr.
Foster said protection was in force from
1878 ito 1896. During the last five years
of Conservative rule the average tariff

was 17.47 per cent. on British goods com- |

ing into Canada. During the last three
years of Liberal rule the average was
17.33, a difference of 14-100 per cent.
against this villlainous protection.

In 1896 the Toronto Globe published
a cartoon of a Canadian farmer stretched
on the sands, bound. Three loads, Tory
debt, expenditure and expenditure rested
on him—*“the fruits of the Great N. P.”
In the background were two good Sa-
maritans, Sir Richard Cartwright and Sir
Wilfrid Laurier, scrambling towards the
poor farmer to take the load off him. Had
this been seen in the Globe since 18967
He thought The Telegraph should give us
one this morning—the same farmer, bu%
flatter than ever, and tighter bound and
on top of him the load of Grit debt
$8,000,000 higher than in 1896, Grit tax-
ation 104 millions higher, Grit expendi-
ture 11 millions higher and over all the
motto, “The N. P. re-modelled,” and the
two Samaritans should be put on the top
of the load.

There tad been a Liberal promise of
preferential trade. Mr. Chamberlain had
wanted the colonial premiers to send
delegates and see if an arrangement could
be made. Had this been done? There
was also promise of enlarged marbets. No
new ones had been opened, but s»me had
been closed—(Germany and the West In-
dies. The Liberals said they could get
reciprocity with the United States. They
sent delegates and spenit $34,000 in having
a good time and came back not with
reciprocity but with a flea in their ear.
Laurier then said they had come to the
conclusion there was scarcely anyone in
Canada who wanted reciprocity , and,
thank Ged, they could do without it.

Mr. Foster spoke of the subject of
members of parliament wceceiving offices
while still members of parliament and
said Laurier had written Mr. Francois
Langelier, then a. member, promising him
a judgeship or the governorship. Amd
this was the way promises and pledges
to reform parliament so far as its inde-
pendence was concerned. ‘There was Jim
Lister, a member, and he was appointed
chairman of a committee. If he carried
it through right he would get a judgeship
and did get one at $6,000 a year, The
Liberals charged that in 18 years there had
been 17 offices of emolument given mem-
bers; the Liberals gave 16.in four years.

Mr. Fester said he would leave the pro-
hibition plebscite for another occasion and
would take up the railway matter. He
said Mr. Blair boasted as to the I. C. R.
that he had found the I. C. R. torpid and
breathed vitality imto it and it became a
living thing. And he said that in 15 years
previous to his (Blair’s) time the I. C. R.

receipts never varied more than $125,000,

while the C. P. R. quadrupled its receipts.
Mr. Foster held this an unfair comparison.
The C. P. R. receipts from 1892 to 1899,
were $21,400,000, $20,900,000, $18,700,000,
$18,900,000, $20,600,000, $20,000,000, $26,-

'100,000, $29,200,000. From 1892 to 1895 the

receipts under hard times decreased 12 per
cent. In comyparison the I. C. R. decreased
practically the same. Then Mr. Blair said
he breathed life into ft and it leaped up-
wards. The C. P. R. increased from 1895
to 1899 46 per cemt. while the I. C. R. in-
creased byt 30 per cent. Had Mr. Blair
read these figures his case would have gone
by the boards. : o
Mr. Foster said he would have more to
cay about the I. C. R. As to the winter

shipments here, he said he was in the |

government when the first move was made
in experimenting what effect a subsidy for
steamers from here would have on the

hope of securing Canadian winter ports. |

It was a lJaudable ambition. It was want-
ed in St. John and New Brunswick want-
ed it and the concensus of opinion was
that Canada should have wnter ports. The
1895 experiment was a success. It was
continued on to 1898 and had grown. Then
it had passed beyond the experimental
period—it was proved a winter traffic
could be sustained here as one of the win-
ter ponts. He gave figures of the yearly in-
crease. We-were now up to 1900 and 1901.
The question agitating SE. John and all
in Canada who had ‘watdhed the experi-
ment, was what was to be the
future of the business. Things had mili-
tated against it. One was that the subsi-
dies had been yearly—not permanent.
This was all right in the experimental
stage but not when the business was estab-
lished. Although a city delegation in 1899
urged this on Mr. Blair and he agreed
being favorable to at least a three years
subsidy, such had not been granted and
we were left with an uncertain serviee.
In 1897-98, instead of having arrangements
with C. P.R. and steamers in time, it was
left until the time for shipments was near
at hand and there was no certainty the
service would go on. This had a deleteri-
ous effect on the service. He said it was
the duty of the minister of trade and com-
merce and the minister of railways and
canals to have seen that these arrange-
ments were made in time. So with the
year 1900, we were up to October 15 and
there was no idea as to whether there was
to be any winter service from St. John.
Mr. Blair had made a speech here and he
(Foster) said there was nothing in it
to show whether vessels would go from
this  port, whether  the  business
should go on or not. This
was what the people wanted to
know. The minister of railways instead
had painted pictures of the future, exteun-
sion to (ieorgian Bay, made threats at the
C. P. R., uttered a malediction of the city
council and gave an expression of his
convictions; but he did not tell whether
the service will be or not. This did not
satisfy the working man, the storeleeper,
the merchant of St. John, the produce men
of New Brunswick, nor did it gratiiy the
hope of Canada that she should have lier
winter trade through her own ports. The
minister should be able to do something.
He had three strings to his bow. Ife could
make an agreement with the C. . R. for
the scason. And here Mr. Foster charged
Mr. Blair had violated an azreement with
the . . R. Again, why did Mr. Blair
not bring the freight from Montreal by L.
(. R., as he said he was going to? His
third course was that he could accept the
(. P. R.s offer that they would hand over
their freight at Montreal and let him
bring it to St. John and feed it to the
vessels. There were thus three things Mr.
Blair could do. ’

Some years ago the late
Sir John Macdonald, adting by the author-
ity of the government, entered into a
written agreement with the C. P. R. to
give them for a term of 10 years the right
to go .into Intercolonial territory and
solicit at any point east of St. John, tak-’
ing in the main line to Hatifax, freights
from the people in those districts, which
freights were to be consigned over the C.
P.- R. by their ‘route. The ' ofti-
cors of the * Intercolonial were ~to be
absolutely rieutral as agaiust the Canadian
Pacific. That is to say, while it ‘Wwas to
the advantage of the Intercolonial to get
all the traflic possible along the line, and
to haul that freight over its own line to
Montreal and points west, the government
bound itself to permit the agents and offi-
cers of the Canadian Pacific to solicit that
traffic without the least interference. At
the same time, the Intercolonial wus to

took the liberty, with the approval of my |
colleagues, to terminate that arrangement,
which was distinetly unjust to the Inter-
colonial, and was ore which' if left in
operation would effect the cortinvance of
that ‘feeling of dissatisfaction which' was
felt by the parliament of Canada; and the
members ‘of parliament from the western
provinces, Hs respects the TIntercolonial.
Then the trouble began. We were asked
to renew the arrangement. We had some
correspondence on the subject, very direct
and " explicit. With that correspondernce
vou are familiar, as it was brought down
to parliament. I stated my view that the
Intercolonial could not allow this traffic
to be taken out of its own territory; but
that outside of our ‘territory we would de-
liver the freight to any railway which
might be designated by the shipper. On
our own line we were bound to carry it
ourselves. (Cheers.) 1 was foolish enough
to think that the railway was built for the
purpose of carrying freight.

I Cannot Surrender to That Demand.

It is clear to my mind that if anything
should happen to the export trade brought
to this port by the C. P. R.’it will not
be due in the slightest degree to the re-
fusal upon the part of the I C. R. to
yield to this demand of the Canadian Paci-
fic. Mr. Shaughnessy has said as much
himself. In an interview in this city be-
{ween himself ‘and ' the -corporation he
stated that it was not the amount in-
volved, which was ‘trivial, but it was the
principle. If it is not the amount involved
what is it? 1t must be a pecuniary ques-
tion or else @ question outside altogether
of this demand which they have made upon
us. Mr. Shaughnessy went on to state
that the action of the government was
distinctly unfriendly to the C. P. R, and
that if the C. P. R. was coming down here
o promote business and make St. John a
Canadian port for winter shipment they
ought to be dealt with in a spirit of friend-

(Cheers.) That is the great wrong which
we have committed. And they know this:
If they can coerce the" government into
yielding that which we have refused to
yield today, tomorrow they would be in a
position to make a demand of an extreme
character with every prospect of our sur-
rendering. I* want to know, in the name
of all that is reasomable, where is this
thing to stop? When will we cry a
halt? We cannot do it tomorrow if we do
not do it today.”

Let me give you a little bit of history
of .some significance. There was an inter-
view  between Mr. Shaughnessy and the
representaives of. the city. At that inter-
view some statements were made which
led to the president of the C. P. R. ex-
pressing his views. upon this question.
Alderman Macrae asked the question:
“Kven if the government does make an
agreement with you such as has existed
for ten gyears with respect to traffie, it
would not follow, would it, that the €. P.
jts business here?”
That was a very pertinent and direct ques-
tion. It might have been put in this form:
“Supposing the minister of railways gets
down on_his knges and begs that you will
allow him to deliver the Intercolonial traf-
fic to the C. P. R. and supposing you.ac-
cept that, what are you prepared to do?
What will you do with respect to the ex-
port business at this port?” Mr. Shaugh-
nessy said: “I am not making that a con-
dition one way or the other. 1 would not
desire to have it understood that the com-
pany would make an agreement with the
I. C. R. a condition preceding the main-
tenance of our winter port business at
St. John, nor would I have it understood
that even if that agreement was made we
would not consider as to what we would
do in the future.” That statement is certi-

.| fied under the hand of the official whe took

the statement, with the taking of which
[ had no comnection. Thus, we have the
assurance from the lips of the president
himself that although this abject survendeér
should be made, and although the minister

They Would Deserve to Do So.

(Cheers.) They would be in the position
of having surrendered without any com-
pensation. I take it that the people will
realize the position in which this case
stands when they come to consider the
facte. It is difficult to grasp railway prob-
lems. Although I pride myself on under-
standing some of them fairly well, they are
still problems ‘to me. You may take it
for granted that no government: in Canada
would desire to refase to any railway cor-
poration any request which they could
properly and reasonably accede to, and

that any refusal which may be given must
be founded in the best /interests _af the
public.

The Position of St. John.

1 will not cnlarge or elaborate this ques-
tiori fuwther tonight, but would like to
ask why it is that there is so little evi-
dence of consideration for the government
railway on the part of some of the memp-
bers of the corporation ‘of the city of St.
John. Ts it all politics? “(Applause).  Are
the "individuals, Whoever “they may be,
who have been emcouraging the C. P. R.
in their demands-true to their trust as
representatives of the people? Why dud
‘they not, instcad of saying to the C. P. R.
that they sympathize with it in its de-
mands upon the government, turn up the
agreement entered into between the cor:
poration and the Canadian Pacific Rail-
way? (Applause). Why did . they not
say to the C. P. R: “What have the gov-
ernment got to do with the continuing of
this traffic to this port? The execution of
the covenants you have made in this con-
tract are not conftingent upon the gov-,
ernment doing something which you have
no -power to compel them to. do and which
they have not promised - to perform. S0
far as the corporation is concerned the
mattter is onc entirely and solely between
you and us. You came ‘lo us and asked
us to make this large outlay of three-quar-
ters of a million dollars in providing facil-
ities to carry on this business, and you
cannot excuse yourself for tls2 non-per-
formance of your contract by saying that
some other power whidh you cannot con:
trol has net dome something which you

think they ought to have  done.”
(Cheers). ~The contract which  the
C. P.  R. entered into with the
city is in effect this, that the C.

P. R. covenants and agrees with the city,
in consideration -of getting this Qarleton
branch railway and, certain other things
which I will not “take time to read, that
they will “neglect nothing that will tend
to create, encourage and promote trade at
this port.” (Hear, hear, and cheers). It
s beyond all precedent that a company
should seek to shelter itself, although the
(. P. R. has not gone to that length yef,
behind what has occurred from drseharg-
ing their legal obligations; but if they
ghould seek to do so, happily there are
courtts to appeal to, and there is no cor-
poration so powerful or so great but that
it is subject to the “law of the Jand.
(Great cheering). The corporation of St.
John should say to the Canadian Pacitic
Railwdy: *“Carry out your conftract, and

should be on the side of the C. P- R.?

(Cheers),” That is the position in
which this matter stands, and so far as
my conduct as minister of railways is con-
cerned I decline to t called upon to meet
any demand which is being made by the
Tory party and in the Tory interest.
(Cheers).

Qontinving, the minister of railways said
that he expected Mr. Foster would ask
the sufirages of this constituency on the
avowed intention of redressing the gniev-
ances and restoring the rights which have
beon taken from the C. P. R. ‘Whatever
may be the character he assumes, said
Myr. Blair, L am here tonight gladly, be-
cause I look forward with hope and con-
fidence to mecting him in this arena. 1
shall be disappointed if any casualty oc-
curs whereby Mr. Foster is not my oppon-
ent in this fight.” (Renewed dheers). He
las intimated, T believe, his intention of
being here. We will welcome him into

the constituency, and may the better mans

win. (Cheers). Mr. Blair said he observed
the smile of confidence whidh brightened
the face of his coleague, Colonel Tucker.
(Laughter).

Mr. Blair then made reference to his
collcague on the ticket, Col. Tucker.

Little Prospect of the Opera-
tors’ Offer

Scranton, Pa., Oct. 12—Eight hundred and

b fifty-seven miners, who hold in their hands

the power to end or continue the anthracite
_coal nmliners’ strike which has been in pro-
gress for more than three weeks, met in
convention here today for the purpose of
considering the ten per cent. net advances
in wages offered by the opreators and ad-
journed until tomorrow without taking any
action on their employers’ proposition. Both
of today’s sessions were devoted to organiz-
ing the convention and to speeches by many
 of the delegates on the mine owners’ conces-
sions. The convention, after it was per-
manently organized, went into secret session,”
but it was learned from authoritative sources
' that nothing of a definite nature was sug-
gested which would lead to a solution of
. what is, to the miners, a knotty problem.

From the trend of the remarks of the del-
egates it was gathered that the ten per cent.
proposition, as it now stands, has very little
chance of being accepted. The delegates
| seemed, it was learned, to be almost unani-
mous that the operators should first make
concessions in the other grievances before the
increase is accepted by the mine workers.
Great stress was ‘laid on the necessity of
abolishing the sliding scale and substituting
therefore a tonnage basis on which to fix
the rate of wages. The proposition to have
the operators guarantee a fixed time faor pay-
ing the advance was also thoroughly dis-
cussed. Many delegates oaid they would he
satisfied with nothing but a more liberal in-
crease in wages.

In case the convention comes to a definite
.understanding on some proposition, the ques-
tion has been asked how the operators will
be advised, in view of the fact that the lat-
ter have repeatedly said they would not
recognize the Union. President Mitchell will
not discuss that phase of the question and
none of the other labor leaders will venture
| an opinion.

That the present convention will not come
to a definite conclusion is the general be-
lief tonight. It is the opinion of several la-
bor leaders that the convention, as at pres-
ent constituted, is a little unwieldly. Some
of the delegates think that the whole subject
should be left in the hands of the National
officers. This was hinted at by President
Mitchell in his brief remarks just before the
convention went into secret session.

According to your own confession
vou were guilty in the first degree. Under
the circumstances the court can see no
reason why the full term should not be
imposed.”

While the judge was pronouncing sen-
tence, (tarrabrandt yawned twice and
smiled repeatedly. He laughed when he
was being led back to his cell.

A - Saloon-keeper Carefully
Arranged for His Death.

New York, Oct. 14—Henry Wilkens, a
Nassan street saloon keeper, killed himself
today. He was despondent over continued
ill hezlth. :

Wilkens left his home in Brocklyn in the
morning, after kissing his wife several
times. When he got to his saloon in this
city he telephoned an undertaker, telling
him a friend of his was dead and the un-
dertaker would probably get the job of
burying him. At ncon he sent a bootblack
with a note to Mrs. Wilkens and followed
this with another by a second bootblack to
the undertaker. 1

The two notes announced his suicide and
brought the wife and the undertaker to
the saloon. Not being able to get in, the
police were brought and broke down the
door. On the bar was a note which read:

“Bedy in the ice box.”

Wilkens was found dead in tke big ice
box in the cellar. The door of it was shut
tight and gas fumes filled it.

The body hung by a piece of clothesline
from two hooks driven into a joist over
the head. A 45-calibre revolver was tied
over his chest and a rubber hose fastened
to the gas fixture hung at his side. The
arrangement of the revolver chowed great
care and pains. It was fastened with a
piece of clothesline, the strands of which
had been unwound and so fastened to the
weapon as to make it point almost directly
towards the man’s heart. A yard of twine,
fastened to the trigger, had a loop in the
other end of it, so as to make it possible
for Wilkens to slip his foot into it and pull
the trigger in that way. He had evidently
stood on a half barrel nearby, adjusted the
rope and the revolver and had turned on
the gas and put the end of the tube in
his mouth. He had then stepped off the
half barrel. There was a bullet wound in
his chest and two cartridges in the revolver
had been discharged.

Uncle Sam Foots the Bill fof a Mob's
Work.

Washington, Oct. 13—TChe president will
recommend to congress the payment of an
indemnity to the families of the four Ital-
ians who were the victims ‘of a mob at
Tallaluh, Ia., about two years ago. A

He
favored arbitration, but at the behest of
Mr. Mitchell his miners repudiated the
agreement they made with their employer.
The demands of the strikers that the opera-
tors should agree to pay the increased
wages for a fixed period is too arbitary and
the operators will hardly agree to it.”

The Miners' Terms Are Not Acceptable.

Shamokin, Pa., Oct. 14—The terms of the
Scrantcn convention are nct accepiable to
operators and representatives of coal-carry-
ing companies in this place and Mount
Carmel. The Reading officials do not
think the sliding scale will be abolished by

This was a surprise to Sir Hibbert
Tupper's friends. Sir Hibbert, however,
made his accusation about the liquor per-
mit for the Yukon, which he said Hon. Mr.
Sifton gave his partner, Mr. A. E. Phillip.
Sir Hibbert did not know it, but Hon. Mr.
Sifton had a startl'ng reply ready.

Old Sir Charles had made similar charges
aga'nst Mr. Phi'lip in Brandon la:t Novem-
ber in regard to the same matter and Mr.
Phillip entered an action for libel, claim-
ing §210,000 damages. Hon. Mr. Sifton pro-
duced and read the following letter from
Sir Charles Tupper’s solicitor, Mr. Phip-
pen, of the firm of Tupper, Phippen & Tup-
per, Winnipeg:

*“Winnipeg, Canada, Oct. 5, 1900.
“To A. E. Phillip, Esq., barrister, Bran-
don, Man.:

“My dear Phillip—Yourself vs. Tupper-.
On my return to Winnipeg I at once wired
Sir Charles Tupper for authority to settle
this suit on the terms of the draft letter
setiled by us in Brandon, and I am this
morning in receipt of a wire authorizing
me to carry through the settlement. I am
forwarding the letter to him at Cape
Breton today asking him to sign and re-
turn immediately, and in the meantime,
for the purpose of finally settling the suit,
I hereby undertake to obtain his signature
to the letter. We may therefore consider
the suit settled.

(Signed) “F. H. PHIPPEN.”

Following is fir Charles Tupper’s apology
and retraction: r

“Dear Sir—Referring to a speech made
by me at Brandon on the 28th of Novem-
ber last, during which you clain I made
certain uamaging references to you in refer-
ence to the importation or alleged importa-
tion of liquor into the Yukon territory. 1
begz to say that such speech was intended
to be directed by me entirely to a discus-
sion of public questions, and”"my intention
was not to reflcet in any way' upoa yoa
personally. 1f any of those present took a
different meaning from what I said, I now
beg to say that subsequent: investigation
has shown me that the telegram sent in
your name to Mr. Sifton on the 1ith of
June, 1898, asking that the letter in ques-
tion should be amended so as to include
the importation of liquor into the Yukon,
and which telegram was referred to by
Mr. Sifton on the floor of the House cf
Commons as having been received by him
from you, was not sent or autlo.ized by
vou and that you did not directly or in-
directly in any way through yourself or
any other person take or attempt to take
liquor into the Yukcn tcrritony under the
authiority of the letier given by Mr. Sifton
to which I referred in my remarks, and
‘that you were no 'party, directly or in-
directly, to the attempt made to dispose of
the letter. I further beg to state that I
have satisfied myself that there is no
ground for believing that yourself or M.
Sifton were concerned together in taking
or attempting to take liquor into the Yu-
kon territory. I sincerely regret if any-
thing which I said had been construed into
a reflection on your character.”

Louieville, Ky., Oct. 13.—Louisville to-
night gave Governor Roosevelt an enthns-
iastic reception, the programme, con.jud-
ing with the crowded meeting at the
auditorium. This was in marked contra-
digtinotion to the greeting cffered Lim at
Klizabethtown, the last stop before the
specinl reached this city. i

The Republicans had done all in their
power to malke the candidate’s stop there
a pleasant one. No sooner had the gov-
ernor mounted the platform’ with General
Buckner and other members of his party,
than an attempt was made to break up
the meeting. Small boys carried Bryan
banners on the outskints of the crowd
and empty coal wagens were driven at
full speed through the square. The steam
whisdtle on a mill close by was blown
loudly and half @ hundred men or more
shouted: “Hurrah for Bryan” when the
governcr began spdking. Despite the
fact that he had a soreness of his throat
which had compelled him to shorten all
his earlier speeces during the day, the
governor proceeded to make himself heard
in spite of ‘the noise. Above the shriek
of ithe steam whistle rang the words: “I
call your attention to the attitude of Mr.
Bryan’s friends on the subject of law and
order.” i

Then he waved his hand to the crowd
and continued: ‘It s natural that the
men who have tried to deprive Kentucky
of a free ballot should be opposed to free
speech. It is not extracrdinary that the
men who have stolen the governomship
and who seek to steal it again should not
darg hear the truth of history, but should
seek to gag an American citizen even be
fore he had uttered one word of his opin-
ions in a political controversy.”

This brought cheers and more interrup-
tions and the governor was urged not to
further endamger his throat, but to per-
mit a substitute to finish the programme.
He rejedted the suggestion, however, and
spoke the full 15 minutes allotted to him
and was escorted to his train by a large
crowd.

“Just @ put up job to break up the
meeting,” was Governor Roosevelt’s com-
ment when he returned to his car, “but
I guess I got back at them.”

Names of the Two Leaders Omitted—
Foreigners Must Punish,

Berlin, Oct. 13—A despatch received here
from Tien Tein, dated October 12, says:

“At a conference of the diplomats at
Pekin October 8, the German note of Oc-
tober 1 was discussed.

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PRES, KRUGER'S DEPARTURE

He Believed God Would Not
Permit An Invasion.

P

WHILE HE PRAYED

P

Lord Roberts and His Army Crossed
the Vaal River--There Can Be
Little But Guerilla Activity Since
the Head of the Boers Has Left
His Land.

The departure of Mr. Kruger from the
Transvaal, or even from South Africa, says
the New York Evening Post, is not with-
out significance, but it does not necessar-
ily mean that England’s troubles are over
or that there will be no further gueriila
activity. Kruger’s withdrawal from his
country will remove his personality, but
it wil not remove in more than moderate
degree that immense influence which that
personality has stamped upon the minds,
and burned into the hearts, of thousands
of his followers.

Since his departure from Pretora, in the
closing days of May last, the ex-president’s
hand has had but little to do with the
guidance of affairs. From the date of Lord
Roberts’ advance from Bloemfontrin, and
more emphatically since the evacuation of
Kroonstad, on May 11, I am convinced
that Mr. Kruger has realized the hopetul-
ness of his cause. Ewery effort was made
to suppress the fact of his practical col-
lapse, physically, upon the receipt of the'
news that Kroonstad had been abandoned
to the advance of Lord Roberts. His
physician issued a public denial of the
rumonrs that the president was ill, but ad-
mitted the truth of it in confidence to a
few. I think there is no doubt that he’
was at that date a shaken and a heart-
broken old man.

My letters of that date from South Af-
rica, referred to that which was a further
blow to him. That came in the shape of
the unanswerad prayer to that God in
whom Kruger unsweveringly believed. His
God was not the God of Phillips Brooks,
of Storrs and D. L. Moody. e was the
God of Abraham, Isaac and Jacob, a di-
vine protector of a “‘chosen people,” which
the Boers; like the Israeiites of old, be-
leved themeelves to be. Kruger, by a
public proclamation, appointed three of
the closing days of May as days of nation-
al prayer, “the people turning in sin ond
repentance to Almighty (God,” beseeching
that he would avert the impending calam-
ity. On those verys days Lord Roberts
crossed the Vaaly and, practically for the
first time, invaded Transvaal territory and
threatened the nation’s capital.

The next day Kruger and. his associates
left Pretoria in haste and confusion, and
fled eastwand. I am well assured ‘that
he fully realized that the game was hope-

lessly lost, though not necessanily played
out. His latest departure may somewhat

affect the immediate situation, but it will
have little “tendency to reconcile the
buzghers to England’s rule over them. In
the hearts of many of his people that real-
ly wonderful old man will stand as a
martyr, and the cause of national inde-
pendence for which he lived and struggled
will remain to many a cause for which
they should strive in sudh ways, openly
or otherwise, as may be possible to them.

Schalkburger, the vice-president, a man
of broader and more modern ideas, may
now officially surrender. Botha's abdica-
tion in favor of Gen. Viljoen may be con-
strued, with probable accuracy, into a
virtual dissolution. of the remmant of the
Transvaal army. Lord Roberts’ proclama-
tion of the continued detention of 15,000
Boer prisoners of war until the uncondi-
tional surrender of those still under arms
will carry weight with the people. His
announcement of a policy of increasingly
stringent measures is probably wholly per-
missable as a war process. Lord Roberts
is a man of kindly humanity and soundness
of judgment, But the wisdom of a policy
of reprisal and stern oppression through
imprisonment of men and destruction of
property, particularly with such people as
the Boers, is always an open question.
England was rather horrnified at the idea
of Bocr' destruction under any circum-
stances. It is, of course, quite a different
matter when the boot is on the other
beg.

Lord Roberts admits the costliness to
England of the war up to the present time.
The account on the Boer side has also
been-a heavy one. It has cost life and
property and the national independence,
for which the life and property were given.
Kruger may go where he will. England’s
pathway in her newly conquered territory
gives every promise of being strewn with
rocks and bordered with thorns.

ALBERT G. ROBINSON.

Mr. Robinson was the New York Even-
ing Post’s special correspondent in the
Transvaal during the war. He most ludic-
rously over-estimated the Boer capabilities
of ‘resistance, and showed no just appre-
alation whatever of Tord Robents® strate-
gical powers, and was completely taken by
surprise by the rapid advance of the Brit-
idh- forces upon Pretoria. Even after the
capture of Bloemfontein Mr. Robinson
doubted the ultimate success of the British
campaign. He has since written letters
acknowledging that all his forecasts had
been utterly falsified. His letters were,
however, interesting, and, though strongly
pro-Boer, he deseribed the corruptioa of
the Raad, the arbitary rule of the olig-
archy, and even President Krugr's “pob-
bery and confiscation” proposal to sell
certain Johannesburg mining rights, which
was vetoed by the Raad in its last hours.
Mr. Robinson was to some extent in the
confidence - of Mr.. Steyn, De Wet and
other Boer leaders, and his opinion of the
present situation, therefore, is interesting.
