Prisoner’s Attorney Scores Harry Cornish and Practicallv
Accuses Him of the Murder of Mrs. Adams—Prose-
cution Rests on Handwriting Testimonv for
Conviction of Molineux.

The court room was crowded to suffo-
cation when, at the open'ng of today’s
session, Former Governor Black rose to
sum up for the defense. After a gencral
defense of Molinenx, whom he declared
theprooemﬁonhadubtarlyfcﬂadhem-
nect in any way with the death of Mrs.

' Adams, Mr. Black paseed to a scathiog de-

nunciation of Harry Cornish, fo whose
guilt and not that of Molineux, he de-

NEPSIGUI MUBSE
HUNTING DESCRIBED
BY NEW YORK WRITER,

The Allowance of Gsme to a License
—Comparison of Guides of New
Brunswick With Those of Maine
—Fishing at Pabineau Pools En
Route—The Life of the Wilder-
ness—Killing a Moose.

.

If there is any sporting instinct what-
ever in a man, now is the season in which
it burets forth. Men comparatively harm
less during the redt of the year now stalk

abroad with trousers recklessly crumpled
into their boot-legs, seeking to kill. In the
woods of northern New Brunswick these
periodic hunters are allowed to rum free
at $30 a head. They may kill, if they can,
one moose, one caribou, two deer, and as
many bears as their previous reputation
for veracity will sustain.

For the imstruction and protection of
these hunter fellows a class of men content
to be called ‘“guides” has sprung up and
flourighes; not, indeed, on the huntsman’s
spoils—ithat, alas! would be all too meagre
a subsistence—but on his cash and credu-
tity. And, lest a guide should by chance
read this and feel that an injustice is done
his profession, let me hasten to add“Toat
he is not only jusetified in availing himself
of this means of livelihood, but he is, in
his peculiar way, a credit to his country
in that he is able to put into circulation
notes no other hulmnu agency could ex-
tont!

The guides of Maine are of a type well
known to the world. Sturdy, inteligent,
large-hearted, ' capable, they take their
“sports” through the course of sprouts
known ag a hunting trip with afll the dlg-
aity and firmness of a schiool matron ini-
ttiating her pupils into the routine of the |
boarding school.

“This, my deare, is the ham;. you are to
help youreel:ves after the teaebf.'ﬁ at din-
ner aad at‘tea.”

“This, sire, is @ moose track. Stand here
while I go t’ other side the lake, and don’t
shoot till T do whatever ye see.”

Guiding in New Brunswick.

In New Brunswick guiding is somewhat
different. A little less omnipotence on the
part of the guide is balanced by a shade
more of self-confidence in the hunter. This,
however, may be only a difference of race,.
for on the Nepisiguit the guides are for the
most, part Frenchmen or Indians, a.l.ouough
if it p'leaaes them to converse the language
ised is likely to be akin to Englich. They
are men of marked individuality—you must
expect. that. There are also certain things
you must oot expect. For one thing, you
must not expect, them to bwrry. Men

nor they with the gwide, but. they had in-
sisted wppn starting for the woods the
morning of their arrival, and that was. not
the wish ,of t«he guide; heace thé lesson,
severe, but necessary.

Huntjng on the Nepisiguit is no pleasant
pilgrimage from  one. sumptuous lodge to
another -along well-marked ‘trails.  When
you leave ;/Bathurst,  you take with you
your , sleeping-bag, your bacon -and eggs,
meal, beans, pork and canned fruit, for you
are leaving all appurtenances to. civilization
behind you, and must live on what you
shoot and what you-carry.. If these fail
you, there is no alternative but. retreat.

One, the head guide, it appeams, is a
Frenchman, a shaggy, ehambling fellow,
not quite steady on his legs from the un-
accustomed ‘leetle drop” he has been per-
suaded to take “for the good of his health’
and because of a ‘“‘sore breast,” as these
people ifvariably designate any chest
symptoms. He is dressed in a natty,
though soiled; wsuit of gray, obviously -a
gift from his last hunter, and on the whole
is a disappoimbing object, lacking all the
picture4book traits of one familiar wmlx‘
“‘the heart of the ancient wood.”

By noon, however, all this has changed.
The Freachman’s eye has become lucent,
the gray tweeds have been laid away, and
in their stead clothies have been put on
that might be mistaken for ‘the natural
integument, so old, comfortable, and un-
conscious are they. Both deference and
indecision have d'sappeared, and the com-
petent guide of the woods is at work sort-
ing, ordering, testing locks, and arrangng
all things to his taste. The bustle of
preparation tingles through the hunter’s
jaded merves, and in his -eagermess to ans-
wer satisfactorily the seanching questions
of the guide concerning triggers, locks and
ammunition, he fails to notice how com-
pletely the management has been taken
from his hands.

The Start for the Huat.

The long, natrow express wagon in wi ch
the first 20 miles are to be covered is
drawn up by the piazza ready for the
start. The Indian lad, who, with the pay-
ment of $2 a day, has beea persuaded to
20 as Joe, the guide’s helper, is kept jump-
ing to catch a strap here, haul a budkle
there, race to the saddler's for an extra
leather for the bags, or to the grocer’s for
more of the favorite brand of “tobac,” un-
til everything is at last in place. The
driver, who is to return with the hores
when the party take to the canoes at
Grand Falls, dhouts “Get ap, along!” and
er@cks his whip; the hotel keeper smiles
a weary ‘“Well, yowll be having a fine day,
whaltever,” and returns to his patieat dis-
pensing of long and short drinks; the tour-
ist agent and game warden gives a final
tug to the harness, slaps the rump of the
near horse, and, with mischief lurking in
his jovial face, warns the huater not to
mistake the first hedgehog he meets for a
bear; Joe smiles humanely, as if his own
days of jeering at ignorance were over,
and the start is made.

For the first 10 miles the road winds
over low hills, keeping always within flagh-
ing distance of the Big River that twists
bebween high, red banks to the sea. The
ffall frcets have crisped the tender leaves
of birch and poplar, and sead a fragrance
of burdtnng hazelnuts and strange seed
pods wpon the air, while the sum, jaun-
diced but cheerful, pours a p.eamnt
warmth over all.

At Grand Falls, not to be confused with
their - more cxvnhzed but less impressive :
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mnamesake on the St. John River, the lug-
gage ie put into camoes, and the horses
and wagon semt back to the town. Now
begins the real life of the wilderness. Pad-
dling lazily in birch canoes, or tramping
from 10 to 30 miles through intricate for-

kill, listening by cam.phre to the spi inming
of yarns with which a good guide is sur-
charged; sleeping a short, dreamless might
on fragrant epruce boughs to wake at day-
light, break camp, and push along farther
and farther into the unspoiled lands of the
black bear, the fox, and the lordly moose;

this is the madnem of the hunter that as-
sails the most’' unsuspecting and unsuspect-
ed. Peacefully qpemng your correspond-
ence at your desk in Broadway on Mon-
day, Tuesday may find you testing lo.ks,

snapping triggers, and trying on huntmg-
hoots, in the full swing of preparation.

And the first moose! What words are
there to describe its noble entrance, its
fall, ‘the spread of its great homns, the
curve of its lordly nese? Like cne’s fist
tooth, it is an affair of infinite moment
to one’s gelf, an epoch in oae’s bife, but to
the world only, at best, a matter of eon-
gratulation, on a par wi nt.h business success
or a pal.try ma:n‘mge engagement. - But
such, as the poet—or was it the philcso-
pher?—so aptly says, is life, and we must
take it as we find it. If the well set up
head (hang the expense!) protruding from
the dining-room wall, whereby the side-
board is askew, the pictures huddled in
afright on the oppcsite wall, and all the
dining-room arrangements upset and out
of harmony, if these brown glase eyes,
and sewed-wp. mouth cou'd but speak to
others as they speak to the hunter who
shot him that October night at dusk by
the lake ‘side!

Joe had wound his ‘birch bm'L horn for
the tenth time, and was just whispering
that it was no use to call again, when sud-
denly the 'whble! earth eeemiedl ‘o trembie,
there was a mighty erashing of dry
branches and’ 'sweefpng of léaves, accom-
penied 'by an ‘amorous, deep be)ﬂow, the
thicket was abruptly bmken and the king
of ‘the forest atepped into the apen. The
hunter liffed a trembling gun to his shoul-
A second shot from the
guide, and the great animal fell to hie
knees, uttered a blood-curdling roar of
rage :md betrayal—for it was by a clever
mimicking of the call of his mate that the
gwide had lured him from cover—and
dropped dead in the dawning moonlight.
The bullet was found just over his heart,
a splendid shot. Next morning in a stump

BMLWAY QUTLOOK IN
CANADA ;" SIR WILLIAM
VAN HORNE'S OPINION.

New Lines Are Much Needed for
Trade Prospects Are
Great.

C.P.R. Chairman Interviewed by New York
Paper---More Outlets for Exports Re-
quired--Good Prospects for Next Year in
the Dominion--The C. P. R's Position.

Sir William C. Van Horng¢, chairman of
the Camadian Pacific Railway, who is aow
in New York, was asked today to explain
the lack of elevator facilities and the dif-
ficulties which the Canadian farmers ex-
perience in getting their wheat out of the
interior to the market, especiaily to the
Montreal outlet

“Camada,” he said, “h:s been adding
sides to her hopper for a long time, but
has neglected to ealarge tlve spout. She
has for years been spending millions gen-
erously in the develcpmnit of the interior
and her railways, but has neglected her
‘ontlet at the Atantic. Her crops and in-
(illllstries have grown and the hopper is
simply full to overflowing, and the outlet
at Montreal is not large enough. Her ex-
ports take the easy rcutes by the great
Jakes and the Erie canal to Beston and
New York, simply because Canada sits
comforta'bly by and. dees not see what she
is losing.

“Our folks have nnt come to the point
yet of realfzation of the fact that 70 per
cent of the gross.earniags.of a people’s
railway or ship lines ave.paid back within
a‘m)ouuh as earned;, ; p and mater-

ate; or that the'other 30’ per cent which
goes for interest and dividends;' B‘b&b\)ﬁ&xes
credit so that the company mav‘ ‘borrow
more money and establish great industries
by branching out and enlarging. They do
not realize that every dollar paia for trans-
portatlon or elevator facilities in the States
is that much taken from themselves, and
their loss. In time the Montreal outlet
will be developed, and while I don’t kaow
how much wheat and flour England uvces,
it seems very probable that Canada may
suppiy her whole needs within a few years
as has been suggested in the Evening
Post’s Canadlan correspondence. Event-
ual‘ly she may export nwheat to the States
a'so, although that is a question which we
need hardly coreider mow, as it will not
have to'b€ met for 25 years or mare.’

“What are the prospects for the nexi

year in Camada?’ was asked.
. “Canada never attains the exuberant
heights of prosperity which are noted pe
riodically in the States, nor dozs she sink
g0 low in hard times. Canada has more of
am even temper and prospers industriously
all of the time. We are expecting a good
year.”

Sir William was agked what effect the
building of the projected transCanadian
line would have upon his road. He re-
plied:—

“The position of the Canadian Pacific
Railway is absolutely unassailable. For
that reason, it is. our policy never to op-
pose anything. The trans{Canadian road
has started with better prospects than the
Canadian Pacific had once. When the
Northern Pacific road was built, every-
body thought it was way up north beyond
nowhere. Then the Great Northern was
built, and people promptly forgot thinking
of the Northern Pacific as far north. Then
cane the Canad an Pacfic, and that seecmed
to run through the Arectic regions. We
would hail with delight a parallel route
for Atlantic to Pacific to help us develop
the coumtry. There is enough of it up
there for us all.”

“Why did your road contract in Sc0t~
land for a large order for locomotives re
cently ?” wag aslked.

“Because we must have them within
three years. We could not: get tham here
in ‘America. : We have bought all. we could
get here, and must-have engines o pro-
vide for the traffic; whieh us growing with
the ' development -of our territory. almust
beyond comprehension. The originul en-
gines with which our road was equipped
were made in Scotland. The last order is
of the American type; and we have decided
to give them a trial over there.”—New
York Evening Post.

Barrie's New Book.

Mr. James M. Barrie, the creator of
“Sentimental Tommy,” has givin his read-
ers something entirely different from his
previous works, in his new story, "“The
Little White Bird; or, Adventures in Ken-
sington Gardens.” It seems a misuse of
terms to call it a movel, for, while it is
fiction, it may be said to be without plot
—is simply a story, beginning in a club
window aund ending nowhere in particu-
lar. But it is one of the most delightful
bits of fancy that ever came from this
author’s pen. 8o light is the touch, so
dainty and.fanciful the conception that it
seems as if it must have been thrown off
without effort, and yet it displays art of
the finest quality.

Those who recall the pictures of child-
hood pres:nted in the earlier chapters of
“Sentimental Tommy” do not need to be
reminded that Barrie is wonderfully gifted
in that sort of fictional portraiture. In
this latest production of his pen he iyis
apparently .permitted his imagination to
run riot, bétween the lines are found
evidences that it has been well held in
leash. The hero of the story is an urchin
named David—at one time there was a
fictitious Timothy, but he passed to the
hzaven of dream children at an early stage
in his career, his flitting being made meces-
saty because of the actuality of David and
the practical mature of his requirements.
In the background are David's gentle lit-
tle mother, Mary A., and her artist hus-
band, the man with the “haw-haw-haw
laugh.” There is also Porthos, a bigsdog,
who evidences the possession of an unusu-
al character. Much of the action takes
place in Kensington Gardens, and the only
illustration in the book is a map of the
Gardens as they are presented to a child-
ish imagination, familiar with the legends
and folk lore attached to that plcasure
ground. The story is supposed to be to'd
by an elderly bachelor, sometime connect-
ed with the military service, but now
spending much of his time at a certain
club where the window of the smoking

mitted today that Perry declares Alan G.
Mason is the man from whom he received
these articles.

This admission of the police was made
just before young Perry was taken to the
jail in East Cambridge, where Mason,
under arrest on the charge of killing Miss
Morton, is confined peading a hearng to-
morrow. Here in one of the jail corridors
Perry positively identified Mason as the
man who had given him the two watches.
Mason, by look or word, betrayed no
knowledge of having seen Perry before.
When questioned by Sheriff Fairbairn,
Mason merely said:—

“I do not know this man; I never saw
him before.”

During the day, Chlef Ryan and Officer
Argy, of Belmont, had a conversation with
him. Later state officers took Perry to the
jail for the purpose of identification.

Points Finger at Mason,

The callers were shown into the room
where Mason and six others were in line.
Perry walked etraight to Mason and point-
iag his finger at him, said:—

“This is the man who gave me the
watches to pawn.”

He was about to leave the room when
Sheriff Fairbairn asked him if he would
not like to talk with Mason that he might
make himself sure that Makon was the
man.

Perry replied there was no need of that,
as he knew who the man was and had
known him for a long time. He gaid he
did not want to talk with Mason, anyway.

Affter the negro had been brought back
to the city and was closeted with the offi-
cers at police headquarters, Clement G.

COPPER MINE AT DORCHESTER, N.

In One of the Chambers of the Intercolonial -Copper Mine.

The writer peered down-the welllike
shaft, dropped a stone to se¢f how long it
took to reach bottom, and decided that
his native modesty would ~prevent him
from following the stone. In other words
we decided to make our debut on foot
rather than take any chances of making
it in pieces. !

The Miners at Work.

We made our first entry through the
drainage “tunnel on the lower level, This
tunnel, 1,250 feet long, completely drains
the mine. The overflow is carried to a
reservoir at the tunnel mouth and thence
to the mill, furnishing an adequate and
constant supply of water under pressure.
As we walked alorig this drainage tunnel,
opr guide who was an expert in minerals,

‘drew our attention to the ore bodies and

to the ore stopes opened up by the lateral
tannels branching off from the main tun-
nel.

Here and there at intervals were huge-
chambers .hewn out of ﬂ;p rock  whose.
sides and domes showed the greenish, hue
of the precious meétil in 'its carbopate
form, or the equally distinct sedins of the
sulphide or chalcocite vagiety. Occasion-
ajly in extended masses we obseryed. chal-
cocite which the expert chemist assured
us was nearlly pure copper rumning 79 per
cent, of ore. - >
Drilling and Blasting.

.The company’s air drill was not in oper-
ation when we were there, and the ore
was being mined by hand drills, Two
.miners usually constitute a working party;

" one holds the drill while the other uses

the shorthandled hammer. As a rale from
three to five holes are driven ‘at different
angles and sticks of dynamite inserted.
The blasts are set off at 12 o’clock, noon,
and 4 p. m. each day. A regular hour
ig used as the men are umable to resume’
work for some little time after.a blast
on account of the fumes from the explo-
sion. We examined the resnlt of onc of
the blasts and found that the rock had
been simply fractured imstead of being
blown out. This enables.'the -miners by
the use of their bars.and . picks to dis-
“lodge huge bodies of ore-bearing rock in
large ‘pieces so as to prevent €he loss of
ore if the rock were pulverized by. too
heavy a blast. . The rock is plaged in cars
which run on a railway to the mouth of -
one of the main tunnels, and from there
is carried automatically by-a tramway to .-
the mill. i e

Air Pure ard Fresh.

The Intercolonial copper mine has one
feature which the movice motices and that
is that everywhere the air is pure and
fresh. This is due to the shafts which
act as huge ventilators.

FRANCO-SPANISH ALLIANCE.

The poseibility of an entente cordiale
between France and Spain has been very
much discussed in the Buropean press dur-
ing the past months. It is underatood
that the French government has expreased
a desire to carry out thé convention of
1882, which stipulated the comstruction of
two new railways through the Pyrenees.
One of these lines was to run from Sara-

gossa in Spain, to Oloron, in France, via/

Huesca and Canfranc. The other was
from Lerida to St. Girons, in Ariege,
through the valley of Noguera Pailaresa.

Until the pregent time France hag done
nothing towards the coastruction of the
lines to the proposed international tunnels
near Campos, in Upper Aragonm, and the
upper valley of the Noguera Pailaresa.
Spain has completed the Aragonese rail-
way from Saragossa to the tunnel at
Campos and has located the Lerida-
Noguera line.

From a commercial standpoint Spain is
Aragonese line

He

On the other hand, the Lerida-woguera
line would be of great commercial advan-
tage to France. It would enable the rail-
ways in Southern France to connect with
several of the Spanish railways along the
Mediterranean and the interior of the
Peniinsular, and also enable them to make
quicker, communicaticn with the Spanish
ports nearest Algeria and thé Straits of
Gibraltar.

It is understood that Frenuh capitalists
are now prepalvd to finance these projects
so that they may be completed at once.
This is thought, in diplomatic circles, to
be the preliminary etep in a political
rapprochement between the two natioms.
France js hopeful that, when the time
for the break-up in Moroceo arrives Spain
will support her in aanexing that sultan-
ate to her African possessions.

It is probable, however, when the break-
up occurs, that Britain will have some-
thing to say what nation shall poscess the
African shore of the Straits of Gibraitar
It is almost imperative that no other
European nation but Britain should have a
foothold on the Straits, otherwise the
value of Gibraltar as a great fortress would
be very much depreciated.

HUNBARIAN EMIGRATION,

* The reeent bill introduced in the Hun-
garian Parliament empowering the govern-
ment to route emigrants through the port
of Fiume mentioned in Saturday’s des
patches will, if passed, undoubtedly strike

a heayy blow at the North Atlantxc steam-

ship lines and prove -an important, factor
in diverting emigration travel from its

faccugtomed channels; Fiume is one of
 the chief Austro-Hungarian ports on the
' Adriatic, *in Croatia, principally notable

from the American standpoint as the en-
trepot of the Standard Oil Company in
Southeastern Europe. Last year 70,941
Hungarian émigrants passed through Ham-
burg, Bremen, Rotterdam and Amntwerp
-bound for America. Tn addition quite a
volume of Hungarian emigration passed
through British ports. Much of this
travel wilt undoubtedly be diverted south-
ward  to the Atlantic if the bill passes.
Nor is' this all. Fiume with proper steam-
s;up facilities would bé. the matural port
of  departure for the.emigrant travel of
Galicia, Roumania, Croatia,Slavonia, the
Balkan states and Northern Italy.

- Canada's Postal Service.
To the Editor of The Telegraph:

Sir,—For the year ending June 30, 1806,
which by the way was the last year of
Tory rule, the deficiency in the post office
department was $781,152.19. When Sir
Wilfrid Laurier was ealled upon to form
a government he asked the Hon. Wil-
liam Mulock to become postmaster-general
in the mew administration. He made a
wise choice. The result of his foresight
is that the annual deficiency of over half
a million dollars in that one department
alone has, for the year ending Jume 30,
1902, been converted into a surplus of over
$5,000. That is what one member of the
“cabinet of incapables” has accomplished.

The result has been brought about, not
by ‘the starving or ‘euftailing of the ser-
vice; but on the contrary, it has been ex-
tended and brought more into touch with
the: people. In the six years ending June
30, :1902, during which time the Liberals

have been in power, there has been an

increase of 844 in the number of post
offices; an increase of 4,461,100 miles in

the 'mileage that the mails have been car-

ried; an increasa of 200 in the number of
post office $avings banks; an increase of
751 ‘in ‘the number of money order offices,
and; the establishment of the postal note

system with 4,936 postal note offices, or

Ottawa, Nv. 7—(Special)—The financial
condition of the dominion for the four
months of the current year ended with
October showing a net improvement over
the same time last year of something
more than $4,000,000. This iy taking both

ordinary’ and capital expenditure into ac-

count.” For the four months the balance
of revenue over the ordinary expenditure
is $9,500,000, or taking the capital outlay
into account, $6,500,000.

For October: alone the showing is also
most favorable. The revenue keeps on
growing, but the outlay is comparatively
less than a couple of years ago. The com-
pletion of the canal improvements is re-
sponsible for this to. some extent. Other
large works the govérnment undertook
are completed so that if the receipts con-
tinue to grow there will doubtless be
this year the largest net surplus op -rec-
ord.

In October alone the revenue was $5,-
757,365, an increase of $799,395 over the
corresponding month of 1901. The ex-
penditure was $3,477.868, a decrease of
§74,617. The capital expenditure was $1,-
413,237, an increase of $302,925.
