If
at night the stars appear unu-.mll\ numeérous, and there be little or
no wind, easterly wind and rain, or snow, generally soon follow.

6. Wind.—If the wind veers about, much rain is pretty sure. If
in changing it follows the course of the sun, it brings fair weather ;
the cunuury foul. Whistling or howling of the wind, a sure sign of
1uin.

6. Meteors.—The Aurora Borealis, after warm days, are generally
succeeded by cooler air.—Shooting stars are supposed toindicate wind.

The following observations are by the ingenious Dry Kirwan :
1.— Wlen there has been no particular storm about the time of the
Spring equinox (March 21), if a storm arise from the east on or be-
fore that day, or it a storm from any point of the compass arise near
a week after, the equinox, then, in either of these cases, the succeed=
ing summer is generally dry, four times in five,
2.—But if a storm arise from the S.W. or W.S. W, on or just before
the Spring equinox, then the summer following is generally wet,
five times in six.

Her Majesty’s Mails for the North American Colonies and the
United States, are conveyed in Steam Packets, which sal
from Liverpool for Halifax and Boston twice in each month (ex*
cept December, January, February, and March, in whicll they
sail only once.) The Mails are made up in London on the 3rd
and 18th of every month—(except as above,) unless tliese days
fall on a Sunday, when they are made up the day after—and the
Steamers start from Liverpool immediately on the receipt of the
Mails. On the average the passage to Halifax occupies about 12
duys. The Newfoundland Mails are at present brought from
Halifax in Sailing Packets, which remain at St. John’s 48 hours
and then return to Halifax with the Newfoundland Mails for
England.

N.B.—It is understood that the Steam Vessel North America
will be employed (instead of the Sailing-Packets above mention«
ed) to convey the Mails between St. John’s and Halifax, com«
mencing in April next, after which the Post-office Regulations
published in the last Almanac, will probably require some revision.

Iations given, we have the following results :—

The voyage from New York to Liverpool is 43 miles longer than
from New York to Bristol. From New York to Liverpool is longer
than from Halifax to the same port by 520 miles. From New York
to King's-roud, near Bristol, wherc the Great Western anchors, is
99 miles further than from Boston, vie Halifax, to Liverpool. And
that the voyage from Liverpool to Halifax, via St. Joln's, is only
104 miles longer than the direct passage, 5
