When Sir Wilfrid Laurier appeared, 
accompanied toy Hon. W. S. Fielding,, 
Hon. J. I Tarte, Hon. Clifford Sifton 
and Hon. Wen. Paterson, the party was 
greeted with tremendous cheering. A 
few minutes later Sir Louis Davies and 
Premier Farquharson entered the hall, 
and they were vociferously uheered 
The applause had scarcely ceased when 
Premier Murray and his two new 
supporters, Messrs. McKenzie and 
Gillies arrived, and the cheering was 
renewed. The ta.bie of honor ran the 
whole length of the room, and branch­
ing from it were thirteen others, at all 
of which sat nearly 630 guests.

Aid. Geo. E. Faulkner presided, and 
his mention of the name of Laurier was 
the signal for an outburst of enthusi­
asm never before witnessed in the city 
of Halifax. The intensity of the en­
thusiasm and the spontaneity of the 
ovation were unparalleled in public 

! gathering in Nova Scotia. Every guest 
! rose to his feet, holding in his hand a 
1 small Union Jack, and when the toast 

was given 500 men cheered wildly and 
waved the nation’s flag with frantic 
enthusiasm. Again and again the ban­
quet hail responded to ringing cheers.

Finally the enthusiasm of the assem- 
I Med Liberals gave place to the desire 
j to hear the eloquent chieftain, and Sir 
; Wilfrid Laurier began to speak.
' The premier made an important an­

nouncement on our relations with the 
United States, expressing his desire to 
be on the friendliest temys possible. He 
spake at some length of Canada’s close 
relations with the motherland and also 
referred to the internal development of 
Canada.

With regard to the United States, Sir 
Wilfrid said: “Our relations with the 
great American republic are friendly 
and cordial—(hear,hear)—in my judg­
ment, not as cordial as they might to 
be. We have to settle with t:e-m sev­
eral diversities of Interests, and both 
sides of the questions contain views 
upon which men will differ. But when 
strong men cannot settle their differ­
ences of opinion there are only two 
ways, and we hope to settle them in 
one of the two ways—either by arbitra­
tion or toy mutual, hor’^atole compro­
mise. For my part I have no hesita­
tion in saying, strong British subject 
as 1 am—(great applause)—strong Can­
adian as I am—(cheers)—that I am » 
friend of the great American nation. 
(Hear, hear.) I have affection and ad­
miration for that great people every 
day I live. To love one’s country with 
a love to which it is entitled is a good 
thing, but we should not hate another 
country bordering on our own.”

Speeches were also made by Hon. W 
S. Fielding, Sir Louis Davies, Messns, 
Paterson and Sifton, all of whom were 
heartily applauded.

Britain's Coal Supply.
Another scare as to the output of 

coail in great Britain is now in progress 
In the motherland. It was started by 
Mr. Neve Foster, one of the Govern­
ment inspectors, who points out that the 
most striking fact in the statistics of 
the mining output is the enormous 
quantity taken out of the pits, the to­
tal being 220.094.781 tons, showing an 
Increase of 18,040,265 tons, compared 
with the previous year. This is twice 
as much coal as was produced in Great 
Britain in 1870. But the output will be 
greatly Increased this year. Little won­
der, then, that the trade journals deem 
it wisdom to urge the necessity of hus­
banding the coal supply. It is pointed 
out by Prof Perry, at the last meeting 
of the British Association for the ad­
vancement of Science, that the best 
■team engines were utilizing only one- 
tiwelfth energy available by the com­
bustion of the fuel, while the ordin­
ary steam engines utilize much less. 
Whether the supply is sufficient to last 
for centuries, or, as is the opinion of 
some authorities, a serious coal fa­
mine will begin to be felt within the 
lives of the present generation, econ­
omy would certainly .be a wise precau­
tion, .whether in connection with the 
consumption of coal for manufacturing 
purposes or for domestic use. Much of 
the coal burned to supply heat the 
world over is really wasted. It goes 
up the chimney in the smoke and 
heats the outside ahmeaphere, when it 
ought to be retained, by some means. 
It is pointed out as an example of 
what economy would accomplish, that 
a saving of one per cerut in the con­
sumption of coal would mean an an­
nual saving to British consumera of 
nearly 1,75V,G00 tons, w01 ill, at last 
year’s prices, more than $3,003,000.

HONOR FOR EDWARD BLAKE. 
London, Dec. 14.—Hon. Edward Blake 

has been selected chairman of parlia­
mentary committees, which is regarded 
as a recognition of his ability, and In­
dicates that he is regarded as one of 
the big men of the house.

PROTECTION OF PROPERTY. 
Brussels, Dec. 14.—The international 

conference for the protection of in­
dustrial property adopted the follow­
ing resolutions: 1. The period of ex­
clusive rights, previously fixed at six 
months for patents and three months 
for industrial designs, models and 
trade marks, is extended to a year for 
the first named and four months for 
the second named. 2. Countries sign­
ing the convention enjoy reciprocally 
the protection accorded by each coun­
try to its own citizens against unfair 
competition. 3. Patents cannot lapse 
because they are not put in circula­
tion, except after a minimum delay to 
three years, dating from the first ap­
plication in countries where the patent 
is allowed, and In cases In which the 
conditions ot the patent do not justify 
cases of inaction.

BRITISH PARLIAMENT. 
London, Doe. 14.—During the second 

reading of the war loan bill, Sir Wm. 
Vernon Harcourt criticised t'he gov­
ernment’s “financial makeshifts.” He 
said the ministers would have strenu­
ous support in making the Transvaal 
share the cost of the war. But the 
gold mines were the only source of 
revenue, and the attitude of t'he mine­
owning capitalists is well known, if 
the government wished to obtain any­
thing from the Transvaal toward the 
cost of the war it would have to face 
the “Kaffir circus" in South Africa, 
and it would require all the courage of 
the chancellor of the exchequer and 
the colonial secretary and all the in­
tegrity of parliament to cope with the 
matter. Sir William Vernon Harcourt 
contended that, judging from the 
present prospects, the cost of British 
rule in the Transvaal and the Orange 
River Go'on y would be far greater than 
Boer rule 'has been. He estimated that 
Gen. Baden-Powell’s police would cost 
$20.000,000 a year—a sum equal to the 
last Transvaal budget.

WHO SHOULD PAY FOR T'HE 
WAR.

Timothy M. Healy asked how much 
of the new loan was to be floated In 
Wald street. He added: "When we 
have the unscrupulous ness of Wail 
street on top of us we shall pay dear­
ly for the small sum saved the country 
in discount. The Whole cost of the 
war should be placed on the Trans­
vaal.”

Sir Michael Hicks-Beach said that 
possibly the new colonies could noit 
tear any part cf the cost of the war 
for a year or two after the war end­
ed, but he had in mind the future de­
velopment of the Transvaal’s vast 
wealth, and has made the falling in 
of the various loans at such periods 
as would enable the government to 
see what bund en might be imposed on 
the Transvaal. In any event no un­
reasonable demand would be made. 
Without expressing a final opinion he 
thought that direct taxation of the 
profits of the mines was a question 
deserving the moat careful consider­
ation.

The supplementary war loan and 
appropriation bills were then passed 
to a second reading.

ANGLO-GERMAN AGREEMENT. 
The correspondence relating to the 

Anglo-German agreement was laid be­
fore parliament. The agreement is now 
tripartite. Japan alone of the powers 
invited to join made special inquiries 
of Germany and Great Britain con­
es mi rag the agreement. Japan replied 
that she will adhere to such an agree­
ment, and will accept the principles 
embodied therein. The replies of the 
powers do not differ from the previous 
announcements.
182,460 MULES AND HORSES SENT.

Mr. Powell William, the former 
financial secretary of the war office, 
answering a question, said 182,460 
horses and mules had been landed In 
South Africa during the war.

NO REPLY.
Timothy M. Healy’s interpellation 

as to the number of asses sent to 
South Africa was not answered.

Mr. Chamberlain said Great Britain 
had proposed to establish cheaper pos­
tage with the United States, but 
Washington had not been prepared to 
entertain the matter.

Lord Cranborne, replying to a ques­
tion, said he regretted Canada was ex­
cluded from the most favored treat­
ment by Germany. But, he explain­
ed, in the absence of a commercial 
treaty between Great Britain and 
Germany, there was no remedy at 
present.

Cleaning the Sidewalks.

MR. WR-IGHT’S SUGGESTION.
To the Editor of the Advertiser:

In a recent issue I notice nearly ail 
men are in favor of the snowplow if 
it -is efficient. All agree It is not at 
present. It appears above the ability 
o-f the engineering staff employed by 
the ci-ty to improve upon the old plow 
in -use now, which sim: iy piles some 
of the snoiw on either side, leaving a 
trench of snow, which fills with slush 
when tlie -banks of snow melt on each 
side. The same -banks of snow prevent 
the slush from running off. Then 
again, the snow on one side is thrown' 
against doors, gates or entrances to 1 
cause further annoyance. The plow, I 
suggest, -will remedy all this, is inex­
pensive and effective. It is a single 
bob, a little higher than an ordinary 
boib, with a scraper similar to the 
road-graders, but more concave on top 
to compel the snow to fall back, the 
scraper to work in two grooves at each 
end, resting on coil springs to raise 
the scraper a sufficient height from 
the groove. When in use, the scraper 
:s to be kepit close to the ground by a 
hand lever, one groove to toe in front 
of -the bo-b on left side, the other at 
the <„ nd of the bob on right side, which 
position will can»» all the snow to i.-e 
thrown in the street or on boulevards. 
A flange of vulcanized rubber migh% 
be adjusted behind the sera per for t'.i# 
cement walks, and cause them to be 
perfectly dry a few minutes after the 
scraper passed. This would also be 
useful in summer to clean the asphalt. 
If a seat is fixed to the bo-b one man 
and home could manage this plow with 
ease and dispatch. Of course in sum­
mer four small castors would have to 
be fixed to the runners. Hoping this
