CHATHAM
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THE DOWAGER EMPRESS TSI AN, 

were requested to present themselves 
at the palace in Pekin with a view to 
examination as secondary wives of the 
Emperor. Tsi An was beautiful and, 
though a slave, was of noble birth, and 
she determined to go to the palace. 
Her master raised her from the status 
of slave to that of an adopted daugh­
ter; she was accepted as one of the 
Emperor’s wives and in time won not 
only his esteem, but that of the Em­
press. The latter had no male issue, 
but Tsi An bore to the Emperor a son. 
She had herself proclaimed empress of 
the west, the highest title to which a 
secondary wife could aspire. When 
Hien Fung died, her son succeeded him 
as Tung Chi. He died under mysteri­
ous circumstances in 1875 and left no 
son, and the candidate favored by Tsi 
An, a little boy of four, came to the 
throne as Kwang Su. The death of 
the Empress in 1881 left Tsi An sole 
mistress of China’s destinies. In 1889 
she carried the Emperor, then seven­
teen, to her niece, a matrimonial ar­
rangement which further strengthened 
her power. She has never allowed 
Kwang Su to handle the reins of Gov­
ernment. Though now seventy-one 
years of age, she still appears youth­
ful and, according to Miss Carl, could 
pass for a woman in the forties.

on Washing Day.
Lace if ironed while wet will not need 

to be stiffened with starch or gum. A 
tablespoonful of paraffin added to each 
three gallons of water when boiling 
white clothes will help to get out the 
stains.

Handkerchiefs should have a little 
borax added to the rinsing water. This 
will give them the least suspicion of 
stiffness. Hot starch, if made with 
slightly soapy water, will give a nice 
gloss, and the flatiron will not stick 
to the clothes when ironing.

Powdered starch, if applied at once, 
will take out any fruit stain from table 
linen. If the stain has dried, moisten 
with whisky before sending to the 
wash, says Woman's Life.

Lavender is one of the best washing 
colors. After that come pink and blue. 
When washing the latter, add a little 
vinegar to the last rinsing water. Any 
article at all likely to shrink should be 
carefully pulled into shape before hang­
ing out to dry.

Be that as it may,1 
the uses of advertisement were known 
at a very early date to the Israelites, 
who were accustomed to placard the 
streets of their cities with the utter­
ances of kings and prophets.

The ancient Greeks, too, were 
much given to advertisement, chiefly 
through the medium of the town crier, 
who, however, was not permitted to 
offend the ears of the citizens with 
his proclamations unless he were ac­
companied by a musician to give him 
the correct pitch. The fact that prop- 
erty had been stolen or damaged was 
made known by means of curses, in­
scribed upon sheets of lead, which 
were affixed to the statues of infernal 
deities in the temple, the vengeance of 
the gods being thus invoked upon the 
persons who had stolen or injured the 
advertiser’s goods. A rider was usual- 
ly added, to the effect that should the 
property be returned, or recompense 
be paid, the owner would intercede 

•with the gods for a remission of the 
1punishment.

The Romans also made use of the 
town crier to proclaim laws, victories 
or sales, and the walls of the streets 
were covered with notices painted in 
black or red or inscribed upon terra 
cotta slabs and let into the pillars on 
either side of houses and shops. Many 
of these wall advertisements were 
found in Herculaneum and Pompeii, 
among the most interesting being the 
announcements of the gladiatorial 
games, containing promises that shel­
ter would be provided in case of rain 
and that the sand would be watered 
should the weather be exceptionally 
warm.—-Cornhill Magazine.

departed politician and statesman 
who “has been soulfelt and earnest in 
life still takes an active interest in all 
his former efforts. But now,” he adds, 
“having the advantage of knowing the 
minds of both opponents and friends, 
a deeper and practically livelier inter­
est is aroused."

Lord Carlingford further describes 
himself as “at one moment absorbed in 
endeavoring to inspire the thought of 
an earthly colleague to surely grasp, 
and then render clearly his thoughts 
on questions raised—at another, while 
taking no personal or active part, lis- 
tening eagerly and delightedly to the 
expression of thoughts and feelings of 
men, who, in their wordy wars evolved 
new thoughts and recalled (unknown 
to them, but nevertheless stored up) 
memories and former experiences to 
their aid and service.”

In fact, according to Gladstone’s for­
mer associate, spirits of all kinds still 
take an interest in matters which en­
gaged their attention on earth. Inven­
tors, for example. For Lord Carling- 
ford says:

“I have seen the inventive genius— 
say an engineer, for example—still 
working at his models in his efforts to 
produce a more practical machine or 
article; and I have known that spirit 
to return to earth and find in the mind 
of a mortal the clew he (the spirit) re­
quired to perfect his own invention. 
That same spirit I knew had a mortal 
on earth in affinity, with himself, and 
together (unknown to the mortal) they 
have worked."

And most people will be interested 
in hearing that what he has seen in a 
better world has made Lord Carling- 
ford a believer in the strenuous life.

“It seems to me,” he says, “where I 
now am, that the highest and best 
spirits are not those who have held 
pleasant places on earth. They are 
those who have passed through the 
fire, who have fought the battle of life 
and overcome the obstacles in their 
path. For those you love do not pray 
for easy lives.

“Here stands before us the result of 
selfish belief in empty religious forms 
and ceremonies; mumbled prayers 
without noble deeds; wasted lives of 
human beings Immured tn convents 
and monasteries, while the golden 
days of a God-given earth life in which 
an active part was intended for them 
are lost. I see stretched out before me 
such a vast field for labor and man's 
enlightenment. I see surely, in the far 
distance, the established brotherhood 
of man; but to-day 1 see that it Is the 
mistaken forms of the worship of God 
which is the awful barrier between 
mankind.”

And "Lord Carlingford" adds: “I am

Cabinets For Bric-a-brac.
An element that works for destruc­

The 
smaller the pieces the greater the dan­
ger of cheapening the effect as a whole. 
Nothing is more belittling to a room 
than a host of trifles scattered here and 
there. Yet we cling most naturally, to 
our treasures. There are two ways of 
disposing of them so as not to mar the 
dignity of line and arrangement. One 
of these is a china cabinet, the other a 
narrow shelf around the walls of the 
room, says the Cleveland Plain Dealer. 
The cabinet is almost always a wise 
plan and if carefully selected to cor­
respond with the style of the other 
furnishings is an unobtrusive note In 
the room. When the shelf is substi­
tuted, if it is to be high at all, let It 
come comfortably above the heads of 
standing persons, yet at the same time 
within easy reach.

Should Invade South Africa.
Ottawa, Feb. 27.—The Canadian com- 

merclal agent in South Africa, advises 
Canadian cheese manufacturers that 
they could largely increase their trade 
in South Africa with a little effort. 
The South African imports of cheese 
are now seven-tenths drawn from Hol­
land, but tariff, sentiment, and quality 
all favor the Canadian trade, if advan­
tage is taken of them. He adds that 
there is a splendid opportunity also for 
the sale of Canadian eggs in South 
Africa. Canadians may tender, if they 
wish, for large supplies of Oregon pine, 
lard, and paraflne oil required by the 
South African railways.

323 Rothschild Emigrants.
London, Feb. 27—(C. A. P.)— Amid a 

scene of pathos and enthusiasm 323 
more Rothschild emigrants to Canada 
said farewell to Tottenham Court last 
night. The number included 94 men, 
57 women and 172 children. All have 
signed contracts to refund the money 
in order to be used to send others next 
year. The young men have promised to 
send home £1 a month to the old folks. 
Before leaving a tin of tobacco was’ 
placed in the hands of each man.

The unusual demand for clover seed 
cleaned up all the best seed, leaving 
only inferior grades for home use. 
Seed buyers scoured the country and 
also shipped to the States, without 
consular papers, many small lots. 
The bean crop, heretofore largely ex­
ported across the border, went this 
year to Montreal for the Maritime 
Provinces with small exports to 
France.The crop this year amount­
ed to 846.443 bushels and brought $1.10 to $1.35. Drought
