ment of the said Province,'" it is amongst other things enacted,

That no person shall be surnmoned to the Legislative Council in either
of tie Provinces of U -ppe Canada and Lower Canada, who shall not

i o be of the full age of Twenty-one years, and a natural-born subject
of His Majesty, or a subject of His Majesty naturalized by Act of
the British Parliament, or a. subject of His Majesty having become such
by the conquest and cession of the Province of Canada'; and it is
thereby further provided, That no person shall be capable of voting at

1.5 any Election of a Member to serve in the Legislative Assembly in
either of the said Provinces of Upper Canada or Lower Canada, or of
being elected at any such Election, who shall not be of the full age of
Twenty-one years, and a natural-born subject of His Majesty, or
a subject of His Majesty naturalized by Act of the British Parliament,

And whereas it is expedient that Persons naturalized by any Act of the
Legislative Council and Assembly of the Province of Upper Canada,
assented to by His Majesty, His Heirs or Successors, should be

of Upper Canada, and of voting at the Elections of Members to serve in
the Legislative Assernbly of the said Province, or of being elected at
any such Election; X5C it therefort enactt by The K IN G's most
EXcellent MAJESTY, by and with the advice and consent of the Lords
Spiritual and Temporal, and Commons, in this present Parliament
assembicli, and by the authority of the sane, THAT all persons natu-
ralized by -ny Act of the Legislative Council and Assembly of the
Provinec of Upper Canada. assented to by His Majesty, Nis lieirs or
Successors, shai1 lhenceforth be and be deemed competent in the law to
be sumroned to the Legislative Council of the said Province of
Upper Canada, and to vote at the Elections of Members to serve
in the Legislative Assembly of the said Province, and to be elected at
any such Election.
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Provided nevertheless, and be it further Enacted, That whenever any 15
Bill which has been passed by the Legislative Council and by the
House of Asscmbly in the said Province of Upper Canada, for the natu-
ralization of any persons or person, shall be presented for His Majesty's
assent to thc Governor or Lieutenant Governor of the said Province, or
to the person administcring 1-is Majesty's government therein, such 20
Governor or Licutenant Governor, or person adminiistering the goverri-
ment, shall and he is hereby required to reserve every such Bill
for the signification of His Majesty's picasure thereon ; and no
such Bill shall have any force or authority within the said Province of

Uppcr Canada, until the Governor or Lieutenant Governor, or person 25

adiministering the governaient, shall signify, either by speech or message
to the Legislative Council and Assembly of the said Province, or
by Proclamation, that such Bill lias been laid before His lajesty in
