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RULES AND REGULATIONS
OK THE

OTTAWA AUXILIARY BIBLE SOCIETY.

1. This Society shall be denominated the “ Ottawa Auxiliary Bible 
SOCIETY, ” the object of which shall be to co-operate with the British and 
Foreign Bible Society, in promoting the distribution of the Holy Scriptures 
both at home and abroad.

2. Conformably to the principles of the Parent institution, the Bibles 
and Testaments circulated by the Society shall l>e without note or comment.

3. All persons subscribing One Dollar < upwards, per annum, shall 
be members of the Society ; or Twenty Dollars, at one time, shall be mem­
bers for life.

4. The business of this Society shall be conducted by a President, Vice- 
. Presidents, Treasurer, two Secretaries, and a Committee of not less than

twenty members, with power to add to their number, rive members of the 
Committee shall form a quorum.

5. All resident Protestant Ministers shall be considered ex-officio 
members of the Committee.

6. No lay Member of the Society shall be eligible as a member of the 
Committee, unless he be a Life Member, or pay an Annual Subscription of 
not less than Two Dollars.

7. The Committee shall have the power of nominating such persons as 
shall have rendered essential services to the Society, as Honorary Governors 
for life.

8. The Committee shall meet once every month, or oftener if necersary, 
on some day to lx; fixed by themselves.

9. The whole of the Subscriptions and Donations received by this Society 
and not required for its own operations, shall, from time to time, be remitted 
to the Parent Society.

10. For the purpose of giving full effect to the benevolent designs of the 
British and Foreign Bible Society, in their grant of of the Scriptures for dis­
tribution among the poor, the Committee shall make it their business to in­
quire what families or individuals are in want of Bibles and Testaments, and it 
shall be the duty of the Committee to furnish them therewith, at prime cost, 
reduced price, or gratis, according to theii circumstances.

11. A general meeting of the Subscribers shall be held annually, in the 
City of Ottawa, when the Committee’s proceedings, and the Treasurer’s ac­
counts, for the previous year shall be reported, and a new Committee l>e 
appointed.

12. No alteration shall be made in these laws, except at a General Meeting 
of the Society, called by special notice, to be advertised in two of the city 
newspapers one month previously.

N.B.—The Committee shall meet regularly on the second Tuesday of 
every month, in the Committee Room, at the Deporitory, at 4 y.m., an4 
oftener if business tfcquire it. ^

Our greatest living poet has said :—
“ The whole round world is, every way,

Bound by gold chains about the feet of God.”

It is even so. Men’s interests are closely linked, n , identified with 
God’s. Whatever exalts Him benefits the Whatever dis­
honours Him injures them. Whatever lowt îeir sense of His 
authority, and of their own responsibility to Him, strikes at the 
root of every principle of morality within them, and so degrades 
them. The reasons for this connection are profound. It springs 
from the relation of creatures to their Creator, and must hold true 
as long as “ in Him they live and move and have their being.” 
And, since “ the Word was made flesh and dwelt among us,” it 
should have been apparent to the whole intelligent universe that 
Divine and human interests are wondrously blended together, and 
that it concerns' all men to dulv appreciate the fact, and let it ex­
ert its own proper influence in elevating, ennobling and sanctify­
ing them.

These remarks are the more called for that, of late, some 
misguided people have been exalting the material creation and 
humanity at the expense of Deity, and trying to dispense alto­
gether with the idea of a living personal God, who can reveal His 
will and call men to account—one, whom we might trust, love, 
imitate, and obey. It may be true that they offer us, instead, a 
metaphysical abstraction—the absolute, or an impersonal, un­
knowable something ; but how is that to meet the deepest crav­
ings of our nature, or to do anything else than leave us enveloped 
in darkness—the prey of despair ?
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Against such error and blasphemy it becomes a Bible Society 
to protest, for, at its very foundation, lies the assumption that 
there is a living God, who has revealed himself for the enlighten­
ing and benefiting of mankind. Nor have we learned only that 
He is, and is capable of instructing us. In many ways has He 
taught us that His love is boundless, that He willeth not that any 
should perish, but offers life in His favor to all. Therefore it is 
that to honour Him and help our fellow men we are constrained 
to spread everywhere the good news of His grace.

This the British and Foreign Bible Society has been doing 
for seventy-six years. Its next report will show that it has given 
out, in that time, 88,000,000 copies of the Scriptures in whole or 
in part, and that it is continuing, w'ith unabated vigor, to trans­
late, print, bind, publish, and recommend the sacred volume, the 
wide world over. Several of its prominent helpers and officials 
have dropped aside ; but others have been raised up to fill the 
breaches thus created, and to perpetuate the work.

Our Ottawa Auxiliary is now a quarter of a century old. A 
brief résumé of its history, during that period, will be given in 
the Appendix, It will thence appear that, though it has, from 
time to time, sustained the loss of some of its best friends, yet, it 
has steadily advanced, and is to-day more vigorous than ever. As 
its sphere is necessarily limited, so also must be its opportunity for 
growth and development. Of large and imposing proportions it 
never can become ; but it should be satisfactory, and a cause 
of thanksgiving to find that it occupies the ground assigned it, and 
is showing a measure of health and energy by the heartiness and 
thoroughness with which it performs its allotted part. Since last 
Anniversary we have sustained the loss of a true friend by the 
death of Mr. Thomas Vaux, one of our Vice-presidents. Long 
had he consistently witnessed for the truth, and, until the infirmi­
ties of old age disabled him, he took a warm and active interest 
in work like ours. May many be raised up who will walk in his 
footsteps. Other blanks have occurred in our ranks, through re­
movals from this district, and otherwise, which have been filled 
up by your Committee. The appointments thus made you will 
doubtless show your approval of, by continuing them through the 
ensuing year, Of the rfest df the Committee’s proceedings, in
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their fifteen meetings held since last Anniversary, a sufficiently ac­
curate idea may be gathered from what follows.

I. The Travelling Agency.
The provisional agency of the last four years was not con­

tinued. Although the Society had much reason to be satisfied 
with the labors of the esteemed brethren, who visited the Branch 
Societies during that time, yet it was thought desirable that one 
going from the centre, and intimately acquainted with the minu­
test details of the Society’s work, should pay such visits, at least 
occasionally. Accordingly the Recording Secretary—our former 
Agent—was instructed to do so. He reports :—“ There have 
been eighty services held this season. I attended all of these, 
with the single exception of that at New Edinburgh, where the 
time proposed by me was found inconvenient, but where, I am 
glad to learn, a successful meeting was afterwards held,—thanks 
to the President and Vice-president of the society there. Nine­
teen of the services were held on Lord’s Days, when the attend­
ance was usually large, and when an opportunity was given for 
exposition of Scripture truth, as well as for an account of its dif­
fusion. Some recollections of several of these Sabbath services 
are to me very hallowed, and I humbly hope they will be cherished 
by others also. There is a desire in several quarters to have such 
union Lord’s Day meetings. It would be well, in years to come, 
to diversify the arrangements so as to allow different places an 
opportunity of holding them.” Of the remaining sixty meetings, 
seven or eight were all but entire failures, owing to severe storms 
at the time, or in consequence of sundry mishaps in making the 
announcements,—thirty were really good, and the rest, though 
comparatively small, evinced a heartiness and interest, which were 
very gratifying. As illustrative of the last named class, there may 
be specified an instance of one giving, at its close, a collection 
averaging about sixteen cents for every man, woman, and child 
present, which was more than three times the amount usually con­
tributed in parallel circumstances.

II. The Branch Societies.
They number the same as last year, namely, 61 Branches 

and four Associations. Thfefe are obvious tokens of prdgress in
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several of these : more system ; more activity ; more intelligent 
interest in our work ; and, to a small extent—more liberality. It is 
alas ! also true that there are others, which have not yet begun to 
appreciate the importance and magnitude of the Bible enterprise, 
or to realize their responsibility in connection with it. There are 
others only lacking a leader,—one making it his specialty to turn 
to account the zeal, which unmistakably shows itself, but is fitful, 
and fruitless at the right season, just for want of a man who will 
steadily, yet gently, guide and stimulate, foster and encourage it, 
without, at the same time seeming to do so.

It is indicative of improvement, and pleasant to have to re- 
report it for the first time, that more than fifty of our Branches 

. had, this year, their business completed in good time, and their 
returns ready when called for. Nor should all the others be ac­
counted defaulters : for some of them, such as Lanark and Paken- 
ham have, all along, been in the way of deferring the ingathering 
of the gifts of their friends till late in the season, thinking it best 
to do so, and we can yet calculate confidently on their valued 
assistance. It is to be hoped, however, that all will soon come to 
see that it is better for every one concerned to have the business of 
each year, ending the ist of March, completed within it.

There are two other directions, in which the interests of the 
Society should be developed and strengthened. The one is 
among the young in our community. To make the Bible-work 
interesting to them would be the most likely means of securing 
the permanent prosperity of the Society. And, by adopting such 
a course, present, as well as future, advantages would result. This 
winter, two Sabbath Schools have contributed to our funds :—the 
one in Pakenham twelve dollars—the other in Beckwith two : the 
amount is small, but the moral effect on the young contributors 
may be great. Were all other Sunday Schools within our territory 
to do similarly, when allocating their missionary funds, consider­
able present and prospective gain would be secured.

The other direction referred to is this : it appears that in 
more than one section of our Protestant population, our Society is 
not allowed the place it is entitled to. In this remark, special re­
ference is made—and it is hoped it may be stated w ithout offence
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—to the Church of England in rural districts. There are many 
notable and honourable exceptions ; and already, in the part of 
the Montreal Diocese within our bounds, one can, in this resj>ect, 
see the dawn of a brighter day. The advent of a new Diocesan, 
so pronounced and steadfast in his friendship to the Bible Society 
as is Bishop Bond, is telling, and will tell yet more and more 
manifestly. In Eastern Ontario, however, generally shaking, 
Church of England helpers of our Society are conspicuous chiefly 
by their absence. Why should this be so? At any rate, the 
Society’s claims, which are greater on them than on any other 
section of the Protestant Church, should be plainly and specifically 
laid before them.

Further details, as to the condition and prospects of our 
Branches, will appear in the Travelling Agent’s report, when 
printed. Meanwhile a brief reference may be allowed to the 
Society, surrounded by our territory, which does not belong to us. 
The Perth Auxiliary, with its three Branches, is in that position. 
Its relations w ith us continue to be of the most friendly kind. In 
its prosperity we are directly interested, for it gives us well nigh 
half its income. For its recent donation we owe it cordial ac­
knowledgments, and they are hereby tendered. Its Branches at 
Balderson’s Corners and Glen Tay, lately visited by our 
Agent, show more life than ever, and are clearly capable of in­
creasing fruitfulness. May both these Branches, and the smaller 
one at Port Elmsley, as well as the Auxiliary itself, be richly 
blessed and made more and more blessings to others.

III. Colportage.
It was stated, in last report, that the Committee contemplated 

susj)ending Colj>ortage operations during summer. This wras done 
with one exception : our work in the city proceeded as formerly. 
We have, consequently, to tell nowr chiefly of what was accom­
plished at the close of last winter, and during the past part of this. 
Both seasons wrere short, and hence the periods of the services 
rendered were also necessarily brief. Mr. S. Kerfoot was engaged 
for 4y2 weeks ; Mr. A. Andrew for 9 weeks ; Mr. R. Stewart, jr., 
for 4l/i weeks ; Mr. R. W. McOrmond for weeks ; Mr. J. L. 
McCullough for 19 weeks ; Mr. Al. Stewart for 8*4 weeks ; Mr.
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Jas. Dunkin for 8l/2 weeks; Mr. Abm. Powell for 7^ weeks. 
Those were employed on tributaries of the Ottawa river ; namely, 
—the Gatineau, Coulonge, Black River, Dumoine, Schyan, Mag- 
nissippi, Mattawa, Kippewa, Bonnechére, Petawawa, Chalk River, 
Madawaska, Mississippi, Clyde, and Tay. In the city and its 
environs Colporteur I^e Clain was engaged almost exclusively 
among French-speaking people, during the whole year. Miss 
Frith, our Bible Woman, was at her mission for 24 weeks. The 
following summary of their work may be here added, showing 
the distances travelled by them ; the number of families and 
lumbering establishments visited ; the number of volumes sold ; 
the proceeds of their sales ; and their [gratuitous distribution :—

The gratuitous distribution made by them amounted to 56 
volumes, and to the value of $12.50. In French, 165 copies 
were lent. They received, at lumbermen’s shanties and depots, 
as voluntary contributions to the Auxiliary, $209.62—a sum 
largely in excess of that obtained last year.

This summary statement is, on many accounts, satisfactory. 
It shows a good deal of activity, and it brings out, as compared 
with last year, that whilst, in their shortened time, their visits were 
more than a third fewer, yet their distribution was less by only 
252 copies, and their proceeds of sales actually higher by $26.36.

Their reports also cheer us by telling of an enhanced demand 
for theeFrench Scriptures. Special mention is made of a French 
Canadian, who had indignantly refused a copy two years before, 
coming, of his own accord, eager to get one for himself and two 
for his children. They encourage us too by stating that some
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seem to profit by what they read : an instance in point is fur­
nished by the case of two Indians, whose intelligence, and inter­
est in truth, and consistent lives are notable. We are not, how­
ever, to suppose that all difficulties and opposition have come to 
an end. Stolid ignorance still stands in the way. In one com­
pany of forty men, so far as could he discovered, only one could 
read. Priestly tyranny and blinded prejudice can also still do 
their work. In one shanty, last winter, five New Testaments 
were, by order of an ecclesiastic, thrown into the fire. Circum­
stances like these should have the effect only of stimulating us to 
greater zeal, proving as ^hey do the need that there is, in this Can­
ada of ours, of more light and of true liberty. A few extracts 
from some of the reports of the Colporteurs may be here 
added.

Mr. R. McOrmond states :—“ I met with a French lad, who 
was eager to get a Bible. He had been borrowing and reading 
one that I had sold to a companion of his last winter. He 
seemed delighted when he could get a larger one, with marginal 
references, for $2.30. He wished me to explain the use of the 
references. This I did at some length to him and to two others. 
I found him an apt scholar, and that his previous reading had 
not been in vain. He could turn it to some account when put 
on the defensive. An old man, observing how he was engaged, 
advised him to desist for “ that book will do one harm.” “ I 
have only got good from it so far ” was the youth’s reply, adding 
“ it would do some other people good too,” and then quoted, 
from the epistle to the Ephesians, words which condemned the 
well known evil practices of his adviser. After that, he was left 
to read as he pleased.” “ I encountered hindrances in travelling 
from the state of the ice on the lakes, and from the condition of 
the roads ; but was generally well received, and attentively 
listened to in the shanties, and I had meetings in nearly all of 
them. I was very specially interested in the case of an intellig­
ent youth, on whose mind the truth had been dawning, and who 
avowed the determination to judge for himself what the Scrip­
tures teach, and to act upon his convictions.”

Mr. R. Stewart, jr., writes.—“ My work this winter has been 
pleasant, The men in the shanties appeared to listen to what I
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had to say to them with great interest. I find a growing desire, 
—especially on the part of the French,—to obtain Bibles. All 
my French stock,—although larger than I ever brought before,— 
is sold. A larger supply of that class of books will have to 
be taken in future. It seems to me also desirable that the French 
Bibles were as neatly bound as the English. If they were so, 
more would be sold. I met with a good deal of poverty among 
the settlers on the Kippewa, especially on the North River. I 
visited there a widow with three children. She had lost her hus­
band by the falling of a tree. When I read and prayed with her 
she shed tears of joy ; and entreated me to do all I could to get 
her out of that wilderness.”

Mr. J. Dunkin reports—“The great number of French that 
cannot read is a great difficulty in the way of circulating the 
Scriptures among them. Of those w ho could read, I came across 
one, who was so anxious to read the Bible, that he borrowed an 
English copy from a neighbour, but found he did not understand 
it wrell. He was therefore very anxious to have one in his own 
language, but was too poor to buy it. I gave him one at a re­
duced rate, wrhich he wras very glad to receive.”

Mr. A. Stewart reports—“ I gave away gratuitously five books. 
One of these was to an old couple, who had borrowed a Testament 
from neighbours, as their Bible wras of too small print for them 
to see it, and they wrere unable to buy another. They expressed 
their gratitude to the Society for the gift. Two of the books were 
given, at his own request, to an Episcopalian pastor, for the use 
of people that had none. ” “ I also gave a Testament to a poor
woman, who would not accept a Bible because she thought it was 
taking too much from the Auxiliary. She seemed sincere in 
saying so. She had been sick, and appeared really glad to have 
a little spiritual converse with one in passing. ” “ I think the 
Society has good reason to feel encouraged by the result of the 
work done in former years. Some shantymen showed me Bibles 
they had bought, and appeared to value them highly. I have also 
since met some, as they were returning home, who said they were 
thankful for Colporteurs’ visits, and hoped our prayers on their 
behalf would be answered. ”
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Mr. L. Le Clain laments the ignorance and prejudices he en­
counters, and the increasing and embittered hostility of the priests 
of Rome. With several of these he has had lengthened discussions 
as to their reasons for preventing their people from reading God’s 
word, but with no satisfactory result. In some other quarters he 
finds encouragement. He says—“ I often came across individ­
uals ready to listen to the reading and exposition of Scripture. 
Some such I meet with, who seem, without knowing it, to follow 
the teachings of the Gospel. Often have I heard them say—“ why 
do our Priests forbid the reading of the New Testament ? Is there 
anything finer that one can read than the history of Christ and 
His Apostles ? There must be something beneath this which we 
do not understand ?” “A woman to whom a New Testament had 
been lent, declared she had found it good, and would not be pre­
vented by any one from reading it. She and others like her 
are eager to hear many chapters read at one time, and to converse, 
for hours together, on their contents. Nor do they only receive the 
book for themselves, they also lend it to relatives and neighbours.” 
“ A father of a family, who had bought a book from me said—‘ he 
must be blind who does not see errors in our church, but how can 
one cast off the yoke ? ’ I believe that many are hindered from 
shaking it off by unworthy fears and cares. ”

In addition to his ordinary duties in the City and surround­
ing villages, Mr. Le C. was charged with Colportage at the Domi­
nion Exhibition in September. In this he was not very succesful. 
But a few copies were disposed of. Among the rest he came 
across an old Scotchman, who said—‘ my son-in-law is a Roman 
Catholic, and passably liberal : he admits that Protestants are gene­
rally better Christans than Catholics are, and when we speak of 
the Bible, shows a desire to have it in his own language. It is unfor­
tunate I am unable to buy a copy to day, as I have no cash upon 
me. I would like to give him one. ” A French Testament was 
presented to him, which he thankfully accepted, promising to get 
his son-in-law to read it. A priest from the country, who stopped 
to look at his books, also accepted a French New Testament.

These brief extracts may convey some idea of the extent to 
which Colportage is fitted to be useful. It undoubtedly introdu-

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ces the Gospel in quarters, that, humanly speaking, would not 
otherwise be reached. Impressed though your Committee be 
with its importance, they yet have come to the conclusion that, 
in present circumstances, it will be well to suspend its operations, 
in the older rural settlements, during the coming summer. They 
should thus be able to prosecute it all the more vigorously in the 
winter season. At the same time, they cordially invite the cooper­
ation of volunteers in Bible circulation all the year round. One 
friend lately charged himself with that work in his own immediate 
locality, and thereby gave effective help to the Depository of his 
own Branch. Why should not other friends do this ? And, where 
there are no local Depositories, there may be better opportunities, 
and more need for private individuals bestirring themselves.

We have next to mention

IV. The Bible Woman’s Mission.
This mission has not been maintained continuously through­

out the year. Owing to the state of Miss Frith’s health and other 
circumstances, she has be :n engaged in it only at intervals, and 
altogether not quite six months. It has consequently shrunk into 
rather small proportions. Still, so far as it has gone, it has been of 
the same character as before. Visits have been made to the Protes­
tant hospital and to the Jail : to the sick and sorrowful, words of 
comfort have been spoken : to the erring, counsels and warnings 
have been addressed. In many houses the Scriptures have been 
read. Destitute a id distressed families have been sought out and 
ministered to. Some anxious ones have been found, and pointed 
to the sinners’ Friend. And a woman’s prayer meeting has been 
established and fostered. As the same ground has been repeatedly 
gone over from time to time, the opportunities for selling the 
Scriptures have been limited, and the number of copies, actually 
sold, was small. A few extracts from Miss Frith’s monthly records 
of her work may be here added.

She reports—“ I saw a sick wonYan to-day who told me she 
didn’t know why she shouldn’t be happy when she died, as she 
had committed no great sin ; if she had any, they were few and 
trifling. I read Romans in Chap, and parallel passages to her

and asked her to think of them. ” “ Two or three weeks ago I
found a woman under deep convictions. We sat down close to­
gether. I turned up for her Isai.53 : 4-6 ; 44 : 22 ; John 5:24; 
Rom. 10 : 9 ; 2 Peter 2:24; which she read for herself, and we 
talked of what she read. To-day she has assured me that she now 
sees it all, and can trust in the Lord Jesus. ” 44 I visited the 
Hospital seven times during the month. I am deeply interested 
in this part of my work. I think the Lord is blessing it. My 
visits to the Jail are, on the contrary, a source of grief to me. 
The prisoners seem so hardened. ”

“ One of the patients, an old man of seventy years of age, for 
long remained anxious, and in great darkness. The little book 
“ Grace end Truth, ” though very simple, he complained he could 
not understand ; and the very plainest assurances of Scripture were 
also unintelligible to him. His oft repeated words were 41 can’t 
understand this : I would give anything if I only knew my sins 
were forgiven. Again and again, and for many weeks the truth 
was reiterated to him. At last he has yielded, accepting the prof­
fered mercy, and others appear to have profited by what they 
heard so often urged on his attention. ” 441 visited an old woman
to-day, who seems, each time I visit her, to take a deeper interest 
in Scripture. She asks me to read ; and I do so occasionally out 
of her own Bible. To-day I read the 20th ch. of John out of my 
Testament. The story of Mary at Jesus’ sepulchre affected her 
to tears May she have her eyes opened to see the glory of the 
risen Lord ! I was glad to meet another to-day who, though in 
deep trouble from the unkindness and cruelty of her husband was 
yet trusting in Christ, and believing He would bring all right. ” 
41 Called in a shop to see a man addicted to drink. I found some 
of his companions, similarly addicted, along with him. When I 
entered he seemed ashamed and confused, and one of his friends 
got hold of a paper and pretended to read. I spoke to them of 
the awful doom of neglecters of Christ and of drunkards. I in­
vited him to church, and promised to pray for him. ” 44 To-day
I took a hat, that I had trimmed for a woman, to her, as she made 
the want of it an excuse for not going to church. ” 441 was re. 
quested to go and see a sick young woman, to all appearance a 
victim of consumption, and greatly neglected. I first pointed

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her to the Saviour ; and then made her bed for her, washed her, 
and tidied up her room, and she seemed to profit by all these ser­
vices. II

These brief extracts should give some idea of the nature and 
difficulties of Miss Frith’s mission, and should serve to enlist on 
her behalf the sympathy and prayers of the friends of the poor 
and of the suffering.

being 2836 Bibles, 2921 New Testaments, and 182 Portions, that 
is in all 5939 copies, or 1238 more than last year. This increase is 
gratifying. Itisalso pleasing to note that 634 copies were in French, 
the largest number we have ever given out in one year in that langu­
age. The entire gratuitous distribution of the year, including w hat 
were given by the Colporteurs, wras 166 copies to the value of $42.59. 
These were in part bestowed on the sick in the Protestant Hos­
pital, and some left for the use of visitors at Hotels, and some 
given to destitute individuals scattered over our territory, and a few 
presented to the Young Men’s Christian Association. The total 
number of volumes, which have been issued by the Auxiliary alto­
gether, from its commencement, is 85,853.

It may be added that the Committee obtained, during the 
time of the Dominion Exhibition here, a stall in the Central Ex­
hibition Building, where an assortment of the Society’s publications 
was kept by the Depositary. They were inspected by many pas-
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sers by. A few copies were sold ; and some orders for the better class 
of our books were received. This exhibit also served the purpose 
of advertising widely our work, as well as of enhancing to a small 
extent the issues from our Depository.

We have, lastly, to report

VI. Our Finances.

The Treasurer’s account, in full, will be found below. An 
abstract of it may be here given. The receipts for the year, in­
cluding the balance from last account, have amouted to $7,458.67. 
Of that sum there have been received from sales $2,427.26 ; from 
city collections $582.70 ; and as free contributions from all 
sources $2,437.83, On the other hand the expenditure has been 
$6>593>32> consisting of a donation to the Parent Society of 
G£3°° sterling) $1,467.11 ; of payments for Colportage at home 
$I>735-23 t for stock $1,876.68; for agency &c $670 ; for De­
pository Expenses, freight, duty, rent, insurance, &c. $650.60 ; for 
printing and advertising $193.70. There is thus left in the 
Treasurer’s hands a balance of $865.35. These figures compare 
very favourably with those submitted in last report. In making 
the comparison it is only fair to note, and leave out of account, 
two items which appeared then, and cannot now, namely, the 
grant of the Parent Society, which the Committee did not apply 
for this year, amounting to $481, and the sum by which the balance 
for the previous year was larger then than now, namely $846.15. 
When these items, amounting together to $1,327.15, are left out of 
the comparison, as they ought certainly to be, it appears that our 
income is $789.97 in excess of that of last year. We cannot take 
any credit to ourselves for that increase. It ai: *s from sales, and 
the gifts of the Branch-societies. So far from there being any 
advance in the City Collections, there is a slight diminution, 
which, however, need cause no anxiety. It arises from the ab­
sence of returns from two districts, which are, yet confidently ex­
pected, and which will, when received, bring the city contribu­
tions at least up to their former amount. Let us thankfully ac­
cept this statement of accounts, which must be regarded as emi­
nently satisfactory, as indicative of progress, and as an earnest of 
greater and better things yet in store for this Auxiliary.



Let us never forget that our Society’s whole work is intended 
to be, and ought to be, an expression of our faith in the God of 
the Bible,—in Him, who has revealed Himself, and who has 
proved His readiness to help His weak, dependent, creatures. 
Engaged in such service it well becomes us to make our boast in 
Him, considering how gracious and faithful a Master He has ever 
been, and that he undertakes to see to it that our labour shall not 
be in vain. The better we become acquainted with Him, the 
more habitually and heartily will we evince this “confidence 
of boasting.” Doubts, and fears, and misgivings, and questions 
as to the future we may surely leave to the unhappy Gentiles, 
afar off, who have gods of wood and stone, that can neither know 
nor feel, nor answer prayer, or to those more unhappy people 
among ourselves, who, not liking to retain God in their know­
ledge, have gone after their own vain reasonings, and find them­
selves in what they must regard as a “ fatherless world.” But 
we, assured that we have a living Almighty Friend, who, “ know- 
eth what we have need of before we ask him,” and ever waits to 
impart His all-sufficient aid, may boldly refuse to “ bate a jot of 
heart or hope.” Forward let us go, joyously anticipating that in 
the future, as in the past, He will be mindful of us and bless us, 
and that He will be ever giving us occassion to take up this song : 
—“ Now thanks be to God, which always causeth us to triumph 
in Christ, and maketh manifest the savour of His knowledge by 
us in every’place.”

APPENDIX.
ABSTRACT OF THE SEVENTY-FIFTH REPORT OF THE 

BRITISH AND FOREIGN BIBLE SOCIETY, 1878-79.

Given as far as possible in the language of that Report.

The Gospel reveals the high value set upon man by his Maker. He 
must l>e precious to redeem whom the Son of God was not spared. He must 
Ikî of great account who is capable of l>eing restored to the Divine image. 
All Christian missions are based on a high estimate of the worth of souls. In 
this lies a mainspring of effort for others’ good. What access of power and 
enthusiasm will there be to our efforts on their behalf if we habitually and 
adequately realize their value ! How the minds of men have been influ­
enced by the Scriptures issued by this Society cannot now be fully told ! 
This we know that vast multitudes have received them, In the past 75 years 
there have been given out 85,388,057 copies. Last years’ issues numbered 
3,340,995. Last year’s income was, as usual, considerably beyond a million 
dollars, one half of that amount having been,derived frpm sales and the other 
from subscriptions, donations or legacies from friends. But all was too little for 
the requirements of the year, Fifty-eight new editions in different languages 
were issued in that time. The number of tongues employed in rendering the 
Scriptures is 230, or five more than was reported a year ago. Some of the 
fields of labour may be now reviewed.

FRANCE.

The past year, observes your Agent, M. Gustave Monod, has seemed 
‘ like the dawning of a fine day. Not only our colporteurs, but all those who 
are actively engaged in the evangelisation of France, have worked with com­
plete liberty.’ A strong wave of anticlerical feeling is passing over the land, 
and the result in many places is seen in a new willingness to welcome the 
Gospel. In the Department of the Creuse, where the population has been 
known as fanatically Ultramontane, theatres have been opened to evangelical 
pastors and laymen ; halls could scarcely be found large enough to contain 
the crowds that flocked to these ‘ conferences, ’ and * in perhaps ten depart­
ments a remarkable movement towards Protestantism is now apparent. ’ A 
series of such meetings has been begun in the Ain by M. Reveillaud, a lawyer, 
a Roman Catholic by birth, but till lately an unbeliever. In a brilliant pam- 
phlet recently published by him, under the title ‘ La question religieuse et la 
solution protestante, ’ he makes an earnest appeal to all who are weary of 
Romish superstition but fear lest, in abandoning it, they should be left with­
out any religious faith.
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This increased liberty of action has been thankfully acknowledged by all 
who endeavoured to sow the good seed of the Kingdom at the Paris Ex- 
hi bition of last year. As regards the work there undertaken by the Com­
mittee, no obstacle of any kind was placed in their way by the officials. 
Special licenses were easily obtained for the provincial colporteurs, whose 
help was required, and the police were always ready to offer assistance.

A very remarkable feature of this Exhibition has been, not only the re­
spect generally shewn to our work and to the Bible, but the extreme courtesy 
and indefatigable kindness displayed by all who had anything to do with carry­
ing out the police orders. Most of these men really acted as friends, and, 
knowing what our object was, allowed us a numl>er of things they, would not 
have allowed to others.

The entire distribution of the Exhibition labourers was 408,380 copies in 
whole or in part ; and that was in addition to the ordinary issues through 
colporteurs and depots which were to the numl)er of 98,288 volumes. Sixty- 
six colporteurs have been at work. Nor have they labored in vain. Little 
groups of worshippers are being gathered here and there through their instru­
mentality, to lie the germs of evangelical churches. One writes

Early last January I received a letter from a young pastor whom I 
had requested to let me know what was going on in a small village of the
Lot, named S----- , There was not a Protestant, either layman or clerical, in
that Department a year ago, and what do we hear now ? He writes :—‘The 
Lord hasdone great things on this Roman Catholic ground. The affair began 
by a quarrel with the curé ; but it was overruled for the winning of souls. 
Nothing of politics—neither the Maire nor the Deputy nor the Republic nor 
the Monarchy—has had anything to do with the movement, which is ex­
clusively a religious one. There is a cry through the whole village for the 
Gospel, and nothing but the Gospel. The people feel their sinful state and 
natural misery, and thirst after the salvation that is in Christ Jesus. I urge 
upon our Evangelical Societies to send an evangelist, if not a pastor. A well- 
qualified colporteur would have plenty of blessed work to do here, ’ . . .
And he adds that 150 persons attend the religious meetings, and that 22 
children were present at the first Sunday-school.

But how came it that these people, who decided to abandon their curé, 
knew there was a Gospel ? It arose from the fact that during two successive 
winters our old and faithful colporteur, Laffargue, had asked to lx* sent into 
the worst part of France, and I had directed him to travel in the Lot, where 
his sales of the Scriptures, an unknown l>ook to all, had been abundant. 
Here is the least of all seeds, which, when grown, is the greatest among 
herbs. Another writes :—

I think we are not far from the day when it will l>e said of this place that 
there is a copy of God’s Word in every family. It is now very seldom we 
hear any one speak against the Gospel as a Protestant book ; our great enemy 
is religious indifference. I meet every day with those who receive the Word

#
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of God with pleasure ; prejudices disappear, the priests have no longer influ­
ence to prevent the people from buying the Scriptures, they may say what 
they like against Protestant books, but no one believes them. The present 
moment is propitious for sowing, and the ground well prepared. Their ex­
periences are diversified. This is the report of another :—

One day, having exposed my books on a little table in a public place, a 
police-officer took a l>ook, looked at it and said : * You know these are false
books, and you expose yourself to be lodged in the house of correction.’ 
‘Well, sir, ’ was the ready reply, ‘ if you want to make a report against me 
you must first make sure of what my l¥>oks are. Let me advise you therefore 
to buy a copy, and read il with care, and then you may report against it, and 
me too.’ ‘ You are very bold ’ said the other, ‘but I will buy one of your
books, and you may depend upon it you shall not escape. ’

Once more, on a market-day, I had sold a Testament, when several fana­
tics rushed upon me, and one of them kicked my table into pieces and threw 
all the volumes into the mud. I remained as calm as I could, waiting for 
the police, who had been sent for. When the affair had been explained, the 
police-oEcer said: ‘Those who have done the damage must pay for it.’ 
The result was that I afterwards sold more volumes in the place than I could 
possibly have done otherwise.

In the Haute Loire, one of the colporteurs met with a curious instance of 
the ignorance in which many of the Romish clergy live as regards the Scrip­
tures. Meeting two curés one day he offered them a Testament. It was 
evidently an unfamiliar book, and they regarded it with some suspicion. At last 
one of them said to the other, ‘ Just see if the Epistle of James is there.’ He 
looked, but could not find it. When the Colporteur showed it to him, he 
slid to his companion, with an air of confidence, ‘ Ah, it cannot be a Protest­
ant book, for the Protestants do not admit the Epistle of James in their ver­
sions ; ’ and with that he paid for the volume.

BELGIUM.

Here seven colporteurs have been engaged. The entire issues have been 
14,444. The influence of a De Sacy Bible is recorded thus :—

One evening, returning home at half-past ten, I found a man who had 
been waiting for me since eight o’clock. He begged me to accompany him 
to a village two leagues off, to see a sick person who wished to speak to me. 
After some hesitation, for the man was a complete stranger, I went, and found 
in a small cottage a man to whom a year ago I had sold a De Sacy Bible. 
When my guide had left us alone he asked me if he could be sure of going to 
Heaven without the help of the priests. His wife told me he had been a 
fervent Roman Catholic, but that after reading the eleventh chapter of 
Hebrews, he had felt doubts about the eEcacy of Mass, that he had had discuss­
ions with his curé, setting the writings of the Apostles above the traditions 
of the Church, and finally had broken off from him, and confined himself to 
reading the Bible at home.

HOLLAND.

Signs are not wanting to shew ttiat the interest taken by this country in 
the Word of God is on the increase. Your representative at Amsterdam re­
ports that the people are becoming weary of the novelties and subtleties of the 
rationalistic teachers, and manifest a desire to return to the good old paths. 
In the Reformed Church the services of the evangelical pastors are largely 
attended, while the frigid and critical views of the opposite party find but 
few sympathisers. At the present moment there are more than two hundred 
vacancies in churches where ministers of the former type are in demand.

This movement has given vehemence to the controversy, which has 
broken oat afresh upon the old ground, the education of the young. Twenty- 
two years ago a law was passed prohibiting Biblical instruction in public ele­
mentary schools ; to avoid wounding the consciences of any, a 4 neutral 
system ’ was adopted. Since then, numl)ers of private schools in which the 
Bible was taught have struggled to hold their ground, until last summer their 
very existence seemed to be threatened by the passing of a Bill in the two Houses 
of Parliament, strengthening the neutral schools. A monster petition was 
sent up to the King, signed by 304,000 Protestant adults, who represented a 
million and a half of the Protestant population, imploring him to interpose. 
The petition was, of course, in vain ; but the agitation has had the effect of 
redoubling the zeal of the Evangelical party, and it has promoted the Society’s 
work by directing the attention of many to the Book round which, as round a 
standard, the battle has raged. Favoured by these movements the frculation 
has risen to 40,000 copies a year. Six colporteurs have been at work. Of 
one of them it has been said î— For more than twelve years a channel, 
called the New Waterway, has been in course of excavation from the 
River Maas to the North Sea. Hundreds of diggers or terrace-makers are 
daily at work there, and have pitched their low wooden sheds for a tem­
porary dwelling-place. These remote places were never visited by any per­
son caring for the spiritual welfare of these people, except now and then 
by your colporteur De Geus, who rejoiced to sell many a precious vol­
ume. In March last he came there again, and, entering a large shed, 
offered a Bible to a woman. Without uttering a word she took the 
copy into her hands. De Geus began to recommend her to read the Word of 
God prayerfully, calling her attention at the same time to death and eternity. 
These words found a good place in her heart. With tears in her eyes she 
said ‘Sir, your coming to me is, it seems, providential. I was brought up in 
the Protestant faith, but, when marrying a Roman Catholic, I embraced his 
religion. I see now that I have forsaken the Truth and the searching of the 
Word of God, which had been dear to me when I was still 
young.’ Whilst he spoke to her, her husband entered with eighteen young 
diggers, who attentively listened to the words spoken. At last your colpor­
teur ventured to ask the owner to allow him to hold a Bible-class in the shed 
on the next Sunday. To his utter surprise, the request was not only readily 
granted, but l>oth husband and wife proposed that, there being no public
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worship in the place, the Bible-class ought to be held twice that day. On 
that Sunday, the shed was properly arranged : boards and deals were used 
or seats, sixty to seventy diggers being present. Your colporteur spoke of 
the serpent of brass lifted up by Moses, and in the afternoon of the thief on 
the cross* Riveted attention was paid by those who were assembled. Indeed, 
it was a touching scene. Never perhaps had the Sablxith day l>een kept holy 
by these men, save on that occasion. When your colporteur had left the 
place, he immediately paid a visit to some influential Christians, to whom 
he made known its spiritual wants. The result of that conversation 
has lieen that a small Protestant church has lieen built, a Christian School is 
now to lie raised, while a flourishing Sunday-school for eighty to ninety child­
ren is already in existence.

*

The same colporteur mentions another incident which is worthy of 
record. In a hamlet near the village of Ridderkerk, I met a young woman who 
said to me, * I remember to have,seen you here some years ago, when you 
wished me to buy the Scriptures. When you heard from me that I was in 
possession of a copy, which I said I had never read, you read to me the fourth 
chapter of St. John, and then gave an explanation of it. You must have ob­
served that I had spent my life in the vanities of this world. Your true de­
scription of the Samaritan woman, and the powerful words of Jesus spoken to 
her, made such an impression upon my mind that I shall never forget it. I 
became uneasy, lieing convinced of my folly, having offended against God’s 
holy law. A long time I was quite in despair ; but, thanks to God, by read­
ing and searching His Holy Word, my eyes were opened, and by His grace I 
could own and embrace Jesus Christ as my Saviour.’ This young woman is 
now an example of true, unfeigned piety, so that God in all things is glorified 
by her.

GERMANY.

The total circulation here has t>een 353,786 in upwards of 20 different 
languages, but six-sevenths were in German. Wendish is represented by 431 
copies, for this year. A coljjorteur has been at work among the Wends in 
Lower Lusatia. Of that dying nationality there are but 40,000 people.

From year to year their territorial boundaries are growing narrower, and 
their language is fast dying out. These Lower Lusatian Wends live in what 
is physically one of the most remarkable spots in Germany. The River Spree 
—Berlin’s river—and one of its tributaries, divides into about 300 arms, cut­
ting up the flat country and intersecting it with a network of narrow, shallow, 
sluggish streams. The soil rises in summer about a foot above the level of 
the water ; in winter it is flooded and generally covered with ice. The 
country is called the Spree Forest, for a part of it is covered with wood. It 
has no roads, often no footpaths, and but few bridges. All communication 
is by punts in summer, by skates and sledges in winter. The people go in 
punts or on skates to school, church and market, or if on foot they wade 
when necessary through the streams. The women Vear a picturesque cos-
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tumc ; by men and women alike shoes and stockings are regarded as super­
fluities.

The principal centre of the Lower Wend life and language is Burg ; and 
to get there and back from the place from which I started involved some nine 
hours' punting. For the first three hours my punter and I met scarcely any­
one, except now and then a punt which passed us laden with agricultural pro­
duce. All was solitude and silence, no voice of bird or beast or man was 
heard, and nothing seen but water, grass and sky.

In Burg there was a fair, the women in their gay costumes and their 
Sunday best, but with bare feet—a most singular sight within 60 miles of such 
a city as Berlin. Here our colporteur had been, and the Pastor wasas delighted 
as he was surprised at his success. The people cling to their Protestant faith. 
On a Sunday from 1,500 to 2,000 may be seen in church, who have punted, 
or skated, or walked and waded, from [the many points of a parish which 
covers an area almost as large as that covered by the houses of Berlin. At 
the bridge of Burg some 200 punts may be sten on a Sunday morning, which 
have conveyed people to church.

My way back led me through the forest. Water, wood and sky, took 
the place of water, grass and sky; and as the wood shut out the distant 
horizon, the solitude and the silence seemed even more intense.

What more affecting than to see Holy Scripture do its work of consola­
tion in a sick chamber where the sufferer lingers and may still linger long, 
but whose lxxly will assuredly only issue from that chamber to be carried to 
its grave ? Something like this is felt when God’s Word is seen doing its 
work in the scattered, isolated homes of dying nationalities. Of such dying 
nationalities I have several in my district, and it is the privilege of our Society 
to offer God’s Word to them all. It is also the experience of our Society that 
those who bring them God’s Word are welcome guests.

Altogether 73 Colporteurs were at work during the year. They meet with 
many kinds of objections. Says one :— A man to whom I offered my 
books as God’s word said, * I believe neither in God, soul, nor spirit. 
Prove to me that 1 am anything else than body.’ I said 41 will, if you 
will first explain one thing to me.' ‘What is that?’ he said, 4 How 
comes it,’ I said, ‘that men who, as you say, are nothing and have no­
thing but body, resolve, as they often do, to do things which bring 
neither pleasure nor profit to the lxxly, but, on the contrary, involve 
bodily fatigue and even bodily pain?’ ‘Well, 1 must confess,’ said he 
4 that is a question that puzzles me ; I cannot explain it.' 4 Nor in my opinion 
can any one else, ’ I replied ; 4 but the matter is clear enough, if we say, The 
body is the servant, the soul is the master ; the soul’s will must be carried out 
even at the expense of the body's comfort. And God is the master of souls. 
Seek and serve Him, and your soul will be saved. ’ Our conversation resulted 
in his buying a Bible. Some of the colporteurs met at Berlin for conference
last summer. From early morning till late in the evening they were in un* 
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interrupted intercourse with their chief or with one another. They discussed 
practical questions, such as, What is a colporteur to do in seasons of political 
excitement? and their evening gathering was rendered peculiarly enjoyable by 
the presence and addess of Dr. Baur, one of the Emperor’s chaplains. His 
concluding remarks deserve record :—He read the parable of the merchant 
who sought goodly pearls. After expounding it he said : ‘The merchant did not 
sell his pearls ; but, as the Bible is the vessel in which this goodly pearl is 
found, Bible-t>earers are in a very special sense vendors of the pearl of great 
price—merchants in the kingdom of God. ‘Now,’he said, ‘four things go to 
make a good merchant—(l) Activity : he must be busy, active, energetic. A 
lazy man is on the high road to bankruptcy. (2) He must lie on the look-out 
for favorable turns of the market. When the tide is running he must 
use it. War, popular excitement, national joys, national sorrows—wher­
ever souls are more than usually susceptible of religious impressions — 
these are favourable turns in this great market, which the British and For­
eign Bible Society has always l>een ready to use. And what the Soci­
ety does on a large scale, every individual colporteur should learn to do 
on a small scale. (3) A merchant must understand the character and 
utility of the wares he has to sell. How [else can he explain their worth 
and praise them intelligently ? So also the colporteur. He should be as much 
at home in his Bible as a merchant in his warehouse. He should know and 
love it. Then he will praise it warmly and intelligently. (4) A merchant 
studies the wants and tastes of his customers : so should the colporteur the pe­
culiar spiritual condition of the persons and communities to whom he is sent. 
And,’ added Dr. Baur, ‘ the experiences related by you this evening show' that 
through God’s grace you really possess most of these qualities in a high degree.’ 
A hymn was sung, and the gathering closed with prayer and benediction.

In several districts of Germany Jews are numerous. They are not over­
looked by the Colporteurs. One writes :— Last month I alluded to a Jew 
I had met, and this month I must refer to him again. We had, as you 
will rememl>er, a sharp talk. When I met him he said, ‘ What, you 
again 1 I thought you had had enough of it. In my shop you will 
not find the wares you want.’ I quickly said, ‘Take this Testament, and 
and read oat of it. I will hold my tongue ; it shall testify both for it­
self and for me.’ One of the clerks (all in the place were Jews) took it, 
Oj>ened it, and began to read aloud. Suddenly he stopped as if embarrassed. 
‘Read on,’ said his employer. ‘The stone which the builders rejected has be. 
come the head of the corner : this is the Lord’s doing, and it is marvellous in 
our eyes,’ read the clerk. The Jew now became embarrassed. ‘I fear, my 
good friend,’ he said, ‘that we shall again come upon the old theme on 
which we could not agree.’ But the clerk said he should like to buy the book. 
Another followed his example. Last of all the Jew himself Ixwght. He kept 
repeating to himself the words, ‘ The stone which the builders rejected.’ Be­
fore I left he had Income quite kind to me. I could see with what mighty 
force this word had fallen on their hearts. They looked at one another in
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wonder. Much was spoken about God’s plan of salvation, and I am convin­
ced that God has a work doing in these souls.

Another branch of the Society’s operations in Germany is printing. Well 
nigh half a million of volumes were struck off last year ; and nearly a quarter of 
a million more in the press at the end of the year

It is a matter of missionary as well as critical interest, that a second 
edition of Dr. Delitzsch’s Hebrew New Testament has appeared during the 
year and rapidly been exhausted. In a circular announcing this work, the 
venerable translator says : — Thousands of suggested emendations and im­
provements have l>een carefully examined, and clergymen and rabbis, mis­
sionaries and scholars, will frequenlty recognise the contributions Jthey have 
furnished. The relation of the Hebrew to the Greek text has also been 
modified in the new edition Its basis is the Textus Receptus of the Elzevir 
edition of 1624 ; but the exigencies of textual criticism have been respected 
in all the more important cases by bracketed readings. May the translation 
l)e a further contribution towards fixing the form in which a true picture of the 
Word of God, as contained in the New Testament, may be provided in 
the sacred language of Israel for all coming time! The present edition is 
accompanied by the publication of a separate edition of Matthew’s Gospel, 
the Hebræo-Christian Gospel par excellence. This will, it is hoped, prove very 
welcome to the Jewish missonaries.

The event of the year in the printing department has been the introduc­
tion of Maps into ihe popular editions of the German Scriptures. A circular 
on the subject was sent to correspondents in varies parts of the Empire ; it 
was reprinted in the papers, made the basis of leading articles, and in every 
instance the announcement of the change wasjeceived with approval. One 
of these notices may be given. It is taken from a Baden paper :— .

BIBLE MAPS.
The venerated British and Foreign Bible Society has, of late, added maps 

to its editions of the Scriptures, both in superior and ordinary bindings. In so 
doing it has met a want which has its justification in the fact that the 
Kingdom of God, the minute-book of whose proceedings the Bible is, has its 
roots in this earth of ours. Were the Kingdom of God buta fairy tale or a 
dream, there would be no need of maps. But, inasmuch as it has its stations 
here on earth, where Jehovah deigns to halt and take up His residence by His 
Spirit, and execute His works of grace or judgment, maps are needed as point­
ers and fingerposts to help us in tracing out these divinely luminous halting, 
places of Jehovah and of 4 God manifest in the flesh.’ For this reason we 
hail with joy this new form in which the Scriptures are given to us, as embody, 
ing an idea profoundly Biblical and in harmony with the Spirit of Truth. We 
anticipate great blessing from it.

‘ AUSTRIA.

It is the share taken by this Agency in the War Work that has brought 
to it, during the past year, its chief labour and its chief distinction. As Scrip-

tures could be a great deal more easily produced for the Russian and Turkish 
troops at Vienna than at Constantinople, the province of Bulgaria was trans­
ferred for the time to the care of your energetic and experienced Agent at the 
former capital, Mr. Edward Millard. The highest credit is due to him and 
his able assistants for the unprecedented success which, under the Divine favour, 
has attended this effort. To miss such an opportunity of circulating the Word 
of God would have been an unpardonable act of remissness. The l>est com­
panion that could possibly be offered to the soldiers was a volume that revealed 
a Saviour’s love and pointed the dying to heaven and commanded the exercise 
of mercy. Nor would the value of the work cease with the war. The Scrip­
tures distributed would lie carried home by the men at its conclusion, and as 
these men were drawn from every quarter of the Empire, the Bible would pen­
etrate in an effectual and inexpensive way to remote corners which years of 
costly colportage would otherwise lie required to reach. Thus it was as though 
He w ho of old wrought out llis grnceous purposes for Israel through the wars 
of Cryus, had overruled the enterprise of the Russian people, that they might 
fetch back, not so much material victory, as the treasure of His own Word 
from a foreign Land. Your Committee sought to obey the call addressed to 
them and entered in boldly with the assurance thaj the Master whose work 
they undertook w'ould dispose His servants to supply them with the necessary 
means.

The account of what has been done has, in the main, been rendered in 
the Society’s publications, but it is fitting here to sum up the results and add 
a few particulars illustrative of the nature of the work and its fruits. From the 
beginning of the Russo-Tur^ish w ar, in the spring of 1877, to the end of Janu­
ary 1879, there have been disseminated among the troops in Roumania ami 
Bulgaria 242,382 copies. Of these 97,674 w ere sold at prices much Ixdow those 
usually charged, and 144,708 were given free of any charge to the sick ami 
wounded. If to this numl>er lie added the war issues of the St. Petersburg and 
Odessa Agencies—236,000 copies—a total is obtained of all but half a million 
books, chiefly New Testaments, circulated among the Russian forces. The 
cost of the work in books, carriage and colportage cannot be estimated at less 
than £24,000.

Little could have been affected without great determination on the part of 
the men engaged. Their hardships were of a most trying kind. Repeatedly 
they had to spend the night without shelter and exposed to the severest 
weather, while the risk of disease they ran makes it a marvel that all but one 
escaped, he, poor fellow, was a young Russian, who had just lieen lietrothed, 
and fella victim to typhus fever. During the siege of Rustchuk, the Bulga­
rian depositary and colporteurs were obliged to take refuge in Roumania. As 
soon, however, as it w'as practicable, they crossed the river again and reopened 
the depot. Beneath its roof a party of officers had installed themselves, who 
at first were disposed to lord it over the Society’s agent as though they be­
longed to the vanquished.

However, when the Muscovites found out what sort of folk we were, 
there was soon a change of scene, 1 Making decent arrangements, and putting

x
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things in proper order are quite out of the question,’ writes Mr. Krousa. 
‘Every Russian insists on being first helped to a Bible.’ A day or two 
later he writes : ‘Send supplies as fast as you can ; the soldiers are flocking in 
in heaps.’ Fresh supplies were gone in a trice. At that period there were 
rumours of peace abroad, and every Russian was anxious to take a Bible home 
with him.

As a rule, the attitude of the authorities was very friendly.
One day a Russian officer, probably himself unacquainted w ith the Scrip­

tures, j>eremptorily stopped two of our colporteurs, who were selling in the 
camp. No remonstrance was of any avail. But to the utter amazement of 
our men, before the evening came on, this very officer sought them out in their 
lodgings, and, a}K>logising for his rude behaviour, begged them to return with 
their liooks, as the soldiers were waiting for them. And between eleven and 
twelve at night the same officer came once more, this time to buy twenty New 
Testaments. This remarkable change had come upon him through some con­
versation he had had in the meanwhile with his brother officers, who showed 
him their Testaments, and assured him that they highly prized them.

As for the rank and file, their appreciation of the efforts made to supply 
their wants was unqualified. ‘God bless you,’ ‘God bless the people who 
sent you to us with the Holy Gospel,’ were exclamations daily repeated, One 
of the colporteurs says that, while the healthy men often ridiculed the idea of 
soldiers reading the Scriptures, the wounded invariably hailed his arrival with 
joy. #

‘ You should have seen,’ he writes, ‘with how much pleasure and eager­
ness these poor sufferers stretched out their hands for a copy. When I had 
to go for fresh supplies, many shed tears, fearing that they might be left with­
out a copy, and my assurance that I would return would not comfort them. 
“ A thousand thanks to the Bible Society ! ” that is an exclamation often heard. ’

It was, however, observed that after the Peace of San Stefano a spirit of 
indifference seemed to creep over the troops. The new recruits who came 
fresh from Russia were still eager to purchase ; but the older men, as soon as 
danger become less imminent, appeared to lapse into a degree of listlessness. 
Yet now, when the evacuation of Bulgaria and Eastern Roumelia is being ex­
pedited, further supplies are needed to meet the demand for the Book which 
the soldiers know they cannot obtain so easily, if at all, in their own land.

The wounded and invalids were distributed among the hospitals of Poland 
as well as Russia. Your worthy depositary at Warsaw was greatly aided in 
his visits to the infirmaries by his two daughters. He says they wore all 
amply rewarded by the joy depicted on the faces of the sufferers when they ap. 
proachcd.

4 We often saw them sitting at the window, ’ he says, 4 waiting for us, 
and Sajuting us at a great distance, and the moment we entered the passage 
we were htunmod m by a Crcwtfi of men that had hot bocn supplied. Even 
thole whfc wfcd struggling V^wécn fife £nd death, and had apparently lost all
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interest in surrounding matters, would try to stretch out their hands to obtain 
a copy. And when my daughters stooped down to them, asking, “Shall I 
read a few words to you?” a smile would often light up their countenances, 
and they would whisper, “Yes, read, dear sister, and leave us a copy as a 
remembrance in case we should ever recover. ”

How touching, too, is the following incident related by Mr. Kantor :—
A Jewish soldier asked me for the Hebrew Psalms, but my store was ex­

hausted and I could offer him a Testament only. He looked at it, but said :
4That I may not read.’ I had scarcly turned my back, when I felt that some­
body had taken hold of me and, turning round, the Jew requested me to show 
him the book once more. I did so. Sometime after he called me back say­
ing : ‘ Dear sir, I cannot tell you how much I would like to keep this book, 
but 1 may not ; give me another. ’ ‘ Other lx>oks I have none, ’ I said ; 1 but I
will make you a present of this book if you will read it—in case you should 
not like it you can return it.’ He took it saying : ‘ I will look at it ; I know 
that the true Messiah has not yet come, but I should like to know something 
about the Messiah whom the Christains worship. ’ I now quoted many pas­
sages to show that Jesus Christ is the Messiah. He listened to all I said 
with great interest, but he could not yet see the truth of my remarks. How­
ever he never returned the book.

As was to be expected, many of the men in the hospitals were very 
ignorant ;• they would ask, for example, why two Testaments should exist, 
and why people insisted on preferring the New to the Old. One of the col­
porteurs, himself a soldier .and compelled to serve as such for several weeks 
during the year, was admirably suited to work among this class.

How glad they were,’ he writes ; ‘they could not find words to express 
their gratitude ; they all lifted their weary heads from their pillows, crying 
out for copies, when they had heard what I had come for. ’

When the colporteur was with his regiment, he had to leave his colpor­
teur’s bag at home, but he took his Christian heart with him, and earnestly 
and repeatedly pointed out the. way of salvation to his comrades. It has 
leaked out that his testimony has not l>een in vain, that deep and lasting im­
pressions have been made, and that some of hie friends are thirsting after 
fuller knowledge of Christ.

Nor was the supply of Scriptures confined to the men of one side. The 
Turkish prisoners were assiduously visited at the places where they were in­
terned. They formed ‘a medley company, speaking Croat or Servian, 
Turkish, Arabic, or Hindustani, but all have most joyfully accepted the books 
presented to them. ’ On one occasion, at Bucharest, their eagerness almost 
cost the colporteur his life.

He having handed a New Testament to one of the Mahometan prisoners, 
the latter began to read aloud, and created such a stir, that the Turks, some 
hundreds in number, rushed on our Bible-man for more copies and, had not 
an officer been called, the polpurteur would have been crushed in the crowd.
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Such is a brief sketch of what has been done at the seat of war, supple­

mentary to the full particulars already published in the * Monthly Reporter.1 
Your Committee would express their devout gratitude at having been per­
mitted to carry out this work—a work that surely will not end at the point 
now reached. A short time ago their depositary at Prague wrote that his
best customers were still the men who had served in the war of 1866, and
had there received the Scriptures ; even after an interval of twelve years they 
recommend 'the Book and induce others to buy it. May it be so in the pres­
ent case ; nay, rather may those who have received the Word of God so im­
bibe its spirit as to become themselves epistles of Christ, known and read of 
all men !

The aggregate issues of the Agency have been 290,900, in 18 or 20 
languages. There were 69 colporteurs employed, amid much opposition, 
specially in the Tyrol and amid some encouragements. Depositaries also 
have to tell of occasional successes. He who has charge of the depot at 
Klansburg tells of several.

One lady, a French governess, did not read her Testament in vain. She
found peace in Christ. When the directress of the school discovered what
change had taken place, she became furious, and compelled her to give up 
her situation. The story of the conversion of this lady became quite a town- 
talk, and several people jxiid a visit to the school on purpose to see the 
marvellous personage. A Jew also came one day to buy a New Testament. 
He had l>een in Paris and Germany, and had heard several Protestant pastors,
and amongst others the Jewish missionary, Rev. Mr. H-------- , at Frankfort.
Several attempts he had made to see this gentleman and a French pastor 
were in vain, and he at last gave up in despair, thinking it was not God’s 
will1 that he should unbosom himself. In our depot he took courage to 
speak for the first time of the great change the Lord had wrought in him, ex­
pressing his desire to learn more about the Gospel, and one day to become a 
missionary to his brethern.

Vienna is a centre of production as well as of circulation. Fourteen dif­
ferent editions left the press there last year, and as many more were being 
prepared at the end of the year.

SERVIA, ROUMANIA AND BULGARIA.

Servia.—The Society has long had a depot at Belgrade, the capital, the 
issues from which have this year been 1,665 copies. The faithful and well- 
trained colporteur has had to make journeys to Slavonia and Bosnia to meet 
the extraordinary demand among the military ; consequently his proper dis­
trict has been somewhat neglected. He is, however, now busy again at his 
old post. He complains much of the lack of education, but meets on the 
other hand with an increasing number of those who have bought the Scrip­
tures from him in past years, and now gratefully acknowledge the benefit re­
ceived.
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Among the most striking incidents of the year was a discourse held on 
some festive occasion by a Professor of one of the public schools at Belgrade. 
He spoke out so boldly in favor of the Bible, its general use and indiscrim­
inate dissemination, and so vehemently denounced every attempt to withhold 
it from the people, that quite a sensation was created, not perhaps lessened by 
the remarks added by one of the highest ecclesiastical dignitaries of the realm, 
who mildly insinuated that there might be two opinions on the matter, that 
certainly the Oriental Church did not prohibit the reading of the Scripture, 
but that some wise and .learned bishops have advised caution, &c. When 
such questions are being discussed, profit is certain to come out of them. We 
have made progress in Servia.

Roumania and Bulgaria, the imiter of which has l>een temporarily 
annexed to the Austrian Agency, have l>een the scene of that interesting war 
work which has been referred to al>ove. The circulation from the 
Bucharest Depot has been Raised in consequence to the large total of 132,642 
copies, chiefly in the Russ language.

BOSNIA, HERZEGOVINA AND MONTENEGRO.

This district appears for the first time as a part of the Austrian Agency. 
Its transfer from the care of your Turkish representative has been the natural 
result of the Treaty of Berlin, liesides which, it hail for some time been easier 
to supply it with Scriptures from Vienna than from Constantinople. The 
dissemination of the past year, amounting to 2,482 copies, must not be sup­
posed to have been effected among the ordinary population. The greater 
nutnlter were circulated by Talx>ry, the excellent Depositary who held his 
ground at Seraievo until the Austrian troops arrived, and by the three intrepid 
men who accompanied the troops and brought a fresh stock of lxx>ks. Their 
journey of twenty-six days from tirod to Seraievo was a gallant piece of work. 
The road was one mass of sticky mud, torrents of rain kept the men drenched 
to tfie skin, no shelter was to be had by night at any price for man or l>east, 
fever laid its grip on two of them, while all suffered from inflamed eyes 
If a break-down occurred in the front, the whole train of five hundred army 
waggons was brought to a standstill, and none was allowed to push beyond its 
place in the line, so that often for eight or ten hours at a time there was not 
even the satisfaction of moving a step forward. However, the brave fellows 
used these intervals in lightening their waggon, which was piled tower-high 
with books. They sold to soldiers and others on the road nearly one thousand 
copies, besides giving away eighty to hospitals. Their horscshcld out wonder, 
fully, and at last, on November 17, they entered Seraievo with the supplies 
needful for the depot. God prosper the work of suçh stout hearts ! The 
country, in truth, needs all that can be done for it.

s I
For four centuries the heavy hand of tthc proud Mussulman has l>ecn 

upen these unfortunate people, and it is to be feared that they themselves have 
not manifestod much of the spirit of Him who is the Way, the Truth and the 
Life. A new era has nf>w come. A cônlûderable number of youths from
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Bosnia arc being brought under the influence of earnest, practical, and pious 
Christian training, Liberty of religion is one of the blessings guaranteed to 
all these countries by the Treaty of Berlin. The last may prove the first, 
and exercise a healthful influence on their neighbours who are supposed 
to be in advance of them in religious lilxrty and Christian graces.

It is well, then, that the Bible Society should resume its task with fresh 
courage, permeating these countries also with the leaven of the Word of Cod. 
May wisdom and grace be given us to occupy the field to the protit of the in­
habitants and to the glory of Cod !

ITALY.

There are not a few thoughtful men in Italy who from time to time ex­
press regret and alarm at seeing so little of religious feeling among their fel­
low-countrymen. They do not, alas ! recognise the Gospel of our Lord and 
Saviour as fitted to heal the woes of the race, but they do deplore that the 
nation should be casting off its reverence for a supreme Ruler ; that family, 
social und national ties should be loosened ; and that decaying faith in Rome 
should he replaced only by faith in self, and a restless mistrust of all else. 
Yet that this is the case, especially with the educated class, there is little 
reason to doubt. At one of the Italian universities, the ablest professor by 
far is one whose lectures are attended by a mere handful of students, and the 
only discoverable reason is that, while the other professors lose no opportunity 
of speaking scornfully of religion, he refers to it always with respect. The 
cause of this sad state of indifference has often been dwelt upon, but the more 
practical question is how it may lx* remedied. The teaching of Protestant 
systems has been met by many difficulties ; all men will not lx Waldensian or 
Free Church ; no, but if they would only become followers of Jesus Christ ! 
To attain this end it may lx needful for those who are interested in the salva­
tion of Italy, to go back, as one has expressed it, ‘to the broad, open table­
land of the New Testament, from which all the ravines come down. The 
man who is a Christian there with Peter, with John, nay, with Jesus, will lx 
a man spiritual, reverent and |xnitent.’ What Ixtter way of bringing about 
this happy result than by circulating the Scriptures in all parts of the land, as 
this Society continues to do ? No rapid progress can as yet be discerned ; 
but your Agent, Mr. T. H. Bruce, who speaks from 27 years’ observation,

• says that centres of light are visible in all quaiters, and that it seems as 
though the promise were being fulfilled, 41 will take you cne of a city, and 
two of a family, and I will bring you to Zion.1

The circulation of the past year has been 50,905 copies, principally by 
means of 42 colporteurs. One of these writes : — Having heard that in a 
village not far from Vicenza a knife-grinder had died giving a most encoura­
ging testimony to the truths of the Gospel, I went to the place to learn pre­
cisely the facts of the case. I found that his name was Batista, and that,

• being unmarried, he bad for scvrfsl ytbrs lived with his brothers. He 
was chnverted to the Lord sôîeïy ,by means of a Bible which he had
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bought, it is supposed, from some passing colporteur. Before the time 
of his conversion, in 1872, he had been a profane and very immoral 
man, but afterwards his conduct lucarne blameless, and he urged all 
whom he knew to believe the Gospel. In the evenings, especially in 
winter and on the Lord’s day, he invited others to join him in reading 
the Bible and talking of its precious truths. Batista died in July 1877 
(at the age of 40), with his Bible under his pillow ; as he would not receive 
the priest, the latter refused to bury him, and he was interred by his friends, 
but not in the burial-ground. His life and death produced a deep im­
pression on his neighbours, and his memory is fragrant in the village. As 
the result of his lalxmrs, two men, who are dyers by trade, have come 
firmly to l>elieve the Gospel, lie himself was never in a Protestant church 
in his life, nor did he ever know a minister or member of one.

Anothersays :—While I was shaking to an old man at his farm of the grace 
of God, he was struck with one verse which I read, and kept repeating the words 
‘shall not come into condemnation.’ He asked me how that was ;on which I read 
to him from the Epistle to the Romans how One took our place. He then 
called the members of his family and told them the good news—that if they 
believed they would not come into condemnation. It was refreshing to be 
with this man ; and before I left he asked me to mark various passages in his 
New Testament, especially the one which so haunted his memory.

The following may also lie quoted. We gladly make known to our readers 
that in the very heart of Apulia a small Church has been recently formed, num­
bering twenty-two communicants. The way in which the Gospel was in­
troduced is a striking evidence that God is pleased at times to accomplish 
His work independently of the ordinance of preaching. It was as follows :— 
A native of this little town was obliged to leave home to go to Naples. 
There he was led to a knowledge of the Truth through a Waldensian minister 
and, having embraced it, he joined the Church. Afterwards he removed to 
Florence, and from there he sent a Bible to a friend of his at home, accom­
panied by a letter containing these words : ‘This book has greatly benefited 
my soul ; read it, and it will bring a blessing to yours. ’ That man, now a
deacon of our Church in-------- , took his friend’s advice, read the book and,
finding in it the truths his soul needed, gathered his friends and acquaintances 
around him to read it with them. We must not detail the many obstacles 
thrown in his way by the enemies of the Gospel, but need only to say that, not­
withstanding these, numbers continued to come and hear the reading of God’s 
Word, and that when, a year ago, the Pastor of our Naples Church w. nt 
there, he found a number of people who believed the Gospel and were ready 
to make a profession of their faith at whatever cost. They proved as good as 
their word, and, on the 15th of last January, Signor Pons of Naples returned 
there to celebrate the Lord’s Supper. He thus narrates the scene: ‘The
event which took place at----- last week is one I can never cease to remember,
one of these consolations which rarely fall to the lot of God’s servants, but 
which more than compensate for the toils and privations of a lifetime. I
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found our friends awaiting me with the greatest eagerness, and hardly was I 
come among them when I was asked, ‘ This time we shall celebrate the Sup­
per of the Lord, shall we not, Sir? ’ I did my l>est to set before them the 
solemnity of this step, but all my objections seemed only to quicken their ar­
dour. Several days were spent conversing, until, deeming that the time had 
arrived for administering the Lord’s Supper to them, I proceeded to examine 
the candidates as to their knowledge of Divine things. Thirty came forward, 
and the most of these gave full satisfaction. The scene at the Lord’s Supper 
was most moving. As I prayed l>efore partaking, sobs burst from every part 
of the room, and not a cheek was dry. At the end of the service one of the 
communicants rose and said : ‘ I can neither read nor write, but, by the
grace of God, I feel that whereas !>efore I wallowed in the mire and was 
blind, I am now in a most glorious hall illuminated by the blessed light of 
day. I can say no'more. ’

‘ I may mention,* adds Mr. Bruce, ‘ that last year we supplied Professor 
Comba of Florence with a few Testaments, which he wished to send to some 
poor men at this town. ’

Another reports I met at S-------- with another true disciple of the
Saviour, an old man 78 years of age, who came to the knowledge of the Truth 
in an unusual way. When a young man he was a diligent reader of ascetic 
books, also of any of the writings of the Early Fathers he could borrow. He 
read with special pleasure any passages from the Bible contained in these, and 
in time he conceived a great liking for the Scriptures. He was profoundly 
impressed with the power of the Word, but could not help seeing that the 
doctrines of his Church did not agree with the Scripture quotations. From 
the corrupt lives of the clergy and from their teaching he was persuaded that 
the Church of Rome was not in harmony with the Word of Christ, and that 
the priests did not preach the Gospel. This good man makes his livelihood 
by mending the old shoes of the sailors. No one ever instructed him in • the 
knowledge of Divine things, but the Holy Spirit seems to have led him into 
all truth. He speaks of the glories of the heavenly state as if he were in full 
possession of them. He said he did his best to instruct the poor ignorant men 
around him, who were far from that Saviour who had shed His blood for the 
redemption of us all.

Several persons of influence in the place have exhorted him to return to 
the Church of Rome, and go to confession. But he always replies : ‘Jesus 
Christ has drawn near to me ; I possess Him in my heart ; what need have I 
to be absolved by man when the debt has been paid for me ? ’ The 
priests regard him as a heretic, but the poor sailors treat him with great re­
spect, especially for his exemplary conduct. He was so very poor that, to 
his great delight, I made Him the present of a New Testament. He never 
before had thought of possessing the* Scriptures. He said he bad never in­
quired after them, for he understood the Bible to be a very scarce book, and 
only for the w'ell-educated. 4 ' 1 -
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FROM AFRICA.

One rcjx>rts In the eyes of your great Society, which calculates by 
millions, the few volumes sold by me will appear as a grain in the balance, 
but the Lord may water this solitary grain, and cause a tree of life to rise out 
of it. Allow me to give an instance of this from my own experience. One 
day my col|>ortfur, finding no purchaser, gave away, on applicaton, the He­
brew Gosi>el of St. Matthew. The Jew sneered at it, and gave it to another, 
who probably, after i>erusal, threw it away. An Arab woman, grubbing in 
the litter, found it, and a Jewish shopkeeper, seeing the little volume in her 
hand, and struck with the superscription on the cover, ‘Believeon Jesus Christ 
and thou shall be saved, and thy house,* bought it from her for an ounce of 
copper. He read it over and over again, inquiry ensued, then conviction, and 
finally conversion. He was baptised in the course of last month, and has every 
appearance of being an earnest, decided, resolute disciple.

SPAIN.

The restraints imposed upon the circulation of the Scriptures remain in 
force ; the obnoxious article forbidding ‘ public manifestations ’ is unrepealed, 
and each local authority makes use of it to justify whatever degree of vexatious 
interference he may choose to exert. A colporteur, it may be, arrives early 
one morning in a town where he has good hopes of success. Scarcely has he 
arranged his books, when a priest steps up, who in insolent tones denounces 
his work and demands to see his licence. A crowd gathers to the spot, and 
the colporteur declines to produce his papers save to the projïcr authority. 
He is not, however, to escape thus easily. A constable is fetched, who bids 
him follow to the house of the Justice of the Peace. The latter examines his 
lx>oks and his papers, and orders the officer to take possession of the former 
and convey the man himself to the lock-up. A word of appeal is met by the 
remark that the constitution gives him full liberty to define what is a public 
manifestation, and that he is quite prepared to accept the responsiblity. By 
nine o’clock the poor colporteur finds himself in confinement, and it is not until 
the same hour has struck at night that he is released ; and then only on condi­
tion of his leaving the tow n, while his books are detained, in order, as it is 
said, that they may be forwarded to the governor of the province. This is no 
extreme case ; often the colporteurs are exposed to personal injury besides. 
In the full sense of the word, they cannot sell publicly, but they do venture s 
best they may to carry on their honorable calling. In some districts a tacit 
permission is accorded, and they are practically free ; but the time is ardently 
desired when the decrees which press upon them so closely may once and for 
ever be removed.

Notwithstanding all opposition and all difficulties, above 54,000 copies 
have been circulated in Spain during the past year. Twelve colporteurs have 
been at work.

The [dinting opérations of the year here included 77,000 Spanish Gospels 
and Pfelms jzmo., idlt)00 l^statahats, and id,txx) (Mpfcl* in Ut& fypb, thb
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last t>eing much appreciated by the people. The new family and pulpit Bible 
meets with a ready sale, and copies of it have been presented to twelve Pro­
testant congregations recently established.

PORTUGAL.

1 he issues here have been above 8,200. Ten colporteurs have l>een em­
ployed. One writes that, passing quickly a house where previously he had 
been unkindly treated, he was called back by the mistress of the house. He 
was afraid, lest she should be merely desiring to entrap him, hut she pleaded 
so earnestly ami assured him so solemnly no injury would be done him that he 
complied, and to his great joy found the woman not only sorry for her former 
treatment of him, but anxious to know the Scriptures ; she had heard some­
thing al>out these l>ooks he sold w’hich greatly interested her, and she liesought 
him to take some food and remain till her husband came home and read the 
Word of God to them. He did as she requested, they spent the evening in 
reading and prayer, he was invited to sleep under their roof that night, as it 
was very late, and in the morning they sent him on his way with joy of heart, 
having purchased a copy of the Bible tbe words of which had l>een felt in 
their hearts and had brought comfort to their souls.

DENMARK.
>'or several years there has been a revival of Spiritual life in this land ; 

and that has told on Bible circulation. Last year it exceeded 31,600 volumes. 
Nine colporteurs have l>een employed.

In Norway and Sweden, the united issues were al>ove 136,000 copies 
in the face of many difficulties from the want of money anil work in these lands.

NORTHERN RUSSIA

is suffering from the exhaustion caused by war, and from Nihilism. This 
last is negative but its creed is positive ; and the assassination of more than one 
official, together with the late atrocious attempt on the life of the Czar him­
self, has caused men to ask with trembling what it is that these conspirators 
believe in, and are scheming to attain. Your Agent, the Rev. W. Nicolson, 
says that any system more utterly opposed to the Gospel of peace cannot be 
conceived, and he gives from a Russian paper the following passages descrip­
tive of the movement :—

The ideas of the most advanced Liberals—as to the reform and improve­
ment of society—are held up to contempt as ‘old wives’fables,' and the 
most ardent leaders of the same party are called ‘persons lagging Itehind in the 
race of progress.’ The Parisian Commune of 1871 is naturally regarded some­
what more sympathetically, on account of its incendiarisms and murders ; 
but its aims are held to be insufficient ; for it merely, according to the Russian 
Nihilists, stated a problem, but had not courage sufficient to solve it.

The Nihilists will take no half-measures when the opportunity for ac­
tion arrives. They will wage an unsparing w ar against society—a war of theft,
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incendiarism and assassination—a war which will comprehend the whole of so­
ciety, and will end only with its destruction. They especially aim at the de­
struction of the mercantile and middle classes. They will appropriate all 
projKirty to their own use, while alxdishing the right of holding it by a 
private individual ! They will also abolish the family, destroy religion and 
reject 1 freedom, ’ as a mere empty catch-word !

Such aims are naturally only to l>e reached by violence and conspiracy, 
and with this object in view they are ready to band together with persons of 
like views and aims all over Europe.

‘They who are not with us are against us,’ they say, impiously referring to 
the words of the Master, ‘ and must perish under the bullets of our revolvers.’

The paper that publishes these extracts observes justly that there is no 
political programme in all this, but only a mania for blood. For such an evil 
what possible remedy is there but the Gospel ? As the diffusion of the Divine 
Word has l>een effectual elsewhere to the defeating of the machinations of 
Jesuits, so may it prove mighty to the pulling down of this stronghold of 
wickedness !

The magnitude to which your work, under the blessing of God and the 
favour of the authorities, has reached, may l>e seen from the circulation of the 
past year, which has exceeded a quarter of a millian copies and been 17,000 
above the figures for 1877.

This circulation has been effected through Colporteurs, Depositaries, and 
Religious Societies. It has been in more than 60 different languages, but 
above a half of the whole has been in Russ. The Agent here made, in the 
course of last year, a comprehensive and interesting tour. His primary object 
was to make inquiries in Lithuania with a view to providing the Scriptures 
for one or two peoples, numerically unimportant, but not for that reason to be 
neglected by a Bible Society.

The first of these inquiries had reference to Lettish Scriptures for the 
blind. Pastor Bielenstein of Doblen is, of all men, the best acquainted with 
the language, the mythology, and the customs of the Letts. Before fixing the 
alphaliet, it was desirable to ascertain what his views about the matter were. 
A journey was accordingly made by rail to Friedrichshof, and thence nine 
versts into the interior of Courland, to meet the pastor. This was duly ac­
complished, and Pastor Bielenstein’s approval obtained.

The next question was concerning the remnant of the Finnish people in 
the peninsula of North-west Courland, known by the name of Livs, inhabit­
ing Livonia, a name given to the largest of the Baltic provinces of Russia. 
It was found that the easiest way to reach them would be by sea, and accord­
ingly your agent sailed for Windau. The small steamer put to sea on a some­
what stormy night, but, after a considerable amount of tossing, arrived safely. 
As she was to remain there over night, he engaged a vehicle and set out for 
Angermunde, where Pastor Hugenbergerjesided, to whom he had received a 
letter of introduction from Pastor Bielenstein. The distance from Windau to
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Angermude is about thirty-five versts, or about twenty-four English miles, and 
as the ‘ Dagmar,’our little steamer, sailed from Libau next morning alxmt 
nine, no time was to lie lost. After a pleasant ride through a pastoral and 
wooded country, the agent arrived at Angermunde parish, and found the 
worthy pastor, by good fortune, at home.

He found that the Livs in Pastor Hugenberger’s parish numbered alxmt 
1,000 souls ; while in the Irben parish, further north and east, they are alxmt 
4,000 souls. ’They are mostly a fisher-folk, who live cut off from their fellow- 
men ; speak their own language amongst themselves, but are obliged to use* 
Lettish on all occasions which bring them into contact with their fellow-men. 
The pastor considered that a Gospel in their own language would l>e of service 
to them, as opening up the treasures of the Word of God in their mother 
speech, and at the same time giving them a desire to search the Scriptures in 
the Lettish language, in which they have access to the whole Bible.

Besides the Livese Gospel mentioned above, several other versions have 
lieen engaging the attention of your Agent. At Kazan he saw Professor Gott- 
wald alxmt a version of the New Testament in Kirghese Tartar, originally 
made at Arensburg by the missionary Fraser. He has also secured Dr. 
Aminoff, of Frederickshamn, to work upon the Wotjak version ; while a 
native Syrjenian has been found to revise the Gospel of St. Matthew in 
that tongue, prepared long ago for the first Russian Bible Society. Dr. 
Genetz’ translation of the same Gospel in Russ-Lapp is alxmt to issue from the 
press, and Inspector Jacobleff is approaching the completion of his Tchuvash 
translations of the Gospels.

SOUTHERN RUSSIA.

Here the issues have been in 44 different tongues, and to the number of 
164,800. Connected with this region there is the Caucasus. He who passes 
into it soon becomes aware of a twofold change. For one thing, the aspect of 
the country is very different. The level, sun-burnt, dusty steppes give place 
to a well-watered table-land and wooded hills and lofty snow-ranges. But 
not less striking are the characteristics of the people and their languages in 
the respective districts.

In Southern Russia primarly the Russian, but also the German, the Jew 
and the Pole, demand a share of the attention of the Bible Society, which is 
also not difficult to l>estow, the Russian language being the common medium 
of communication. In the Caucasus the Armenian, the Georgian, the 
Tartar, the Mingrelian, the Laz, the Ossettee, the Persian, the Russian Sec­
tary and others form the soil on which we have to sow the good seed. But 
such a medley of languages and dialects is used, that no one person can ever 
hope to attain facility in making himself understood by all.

In Tiflis, the Capital of the Caucasian Provinces, and once the seat of the 
kings of Georgia, Europe and Asia join hands. The civilization of the 
West, the follies of European fashion, and the filth and squalor of (Oriental

/
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cities, stand here in such close proximity to each other as to give rise to pain­
ful reflections on the vanity of human nature, and destroy the last remnant of 
romance which the traveller may have brought with him to the sunny East.

From the Tiflis depot were circulated last year no fewer than 69,818 
copies, of which 46,529 were sold at reduced prices to the army of the Cauca­
sus and 16,434 given to sick and wounded soldiers.

Unlike other countries, the extent of our work in the Caucasus is not 
governed by the wants of the people or their willingness to buy, but rather by 
our ability to provide Scriptures in the languages required, and to overcome the 
difficulties placed in our way by the Georgian Armenian hierarchy, in whose 
hands is placed by law the right of veto on the production and importation of 
Scriptures in the Armenian language. The people—Armenians, Georgians 
and Russians—are most desirous to jxissess the Scriptures, which is highly 
encouraging.

In editorial matters slow, but satisfactory progress has l>een made. The 
New Testament has l>een published in the Azerbijan or Transcaucasian Turk­
ish for the Mohammedans of the Caucasus and Northern Persia ; and an edi­
tion of the Georgian Psalms has just l>een printed at Tiflis.

The Ararat-Armenian Psalms revised by Mr. Amirchanjanz have just 
left the printing-office at Constantinople, and his revised New Testament in 
the same language is ready for the press. Mr. Amirchanjanz has now been 
entrusted with the translation of the Old Testament which, with the exception 
of the Psalms, has never before appeared in Ararat-Armenian. The work 
which is expected to occupy three years will, when ready, meet a long and 
much felt want, and give a complete Bible to the Armenians of the Caucasus, 
many of whom are anxiously waiting for it. We are specially favoured 
of God in having a man with the attainments, scholarship, and zeal for 
Christ’s cause possessed by Mr. Amirchanjanz in whose hands to place this 
important and difficult work ; and judging from his previous performances we 
have every confidence that it will be well done, and do both him and the Bible 
Society lasting honour.

PERSIA.

The establishment of Bible work in the Caucasus served to open the eyes 
of your South Russian Agent to the urgent need of doing something for the 
regions beyond. Looking eastward from Tiflis he l>ehel<l a vast territory 
to the confines of British India, which seemed to have l>een utterly forgotten. 
What brought the matter home was that, in preparing the Scriptures in Trans­
caucasian Turkish, provision was being made for the Tartars who live north 
of the Aras, while no effort was proposed for the larger division of the same 
race which is found to the south of that river in Persian territory. But if all 
the Tartars were to be cared for, why neglect the Persians themselves ? Com­
municating these views to the committee, Mr. Watt was instructed to avail
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himself of any opening that presented itself for supplying Persia with the Word
of (rod. It was not, however, till last year that a decided step could lx? 
taken.

The Agent visited the various mission stations, arranged for a revision of 
the Persian Scriptures, and for the prosecution of colportage.

I TURKEY.

The results of the war here are inspiring the friends of the Bible with 
ho|x\ Latiourers of the right kind are greatly needed. The issues last year , 
were al»ove 39,000 in nine different languages.

GREECE.

1 his is, at present, the only country in Europe, except Austria, where the 
authorities hinder our work. With four colporteurs in the field the circulation 
was 2,242 volumes. Endless objections were raised, but they showed only 
the ignorance and spiritual deatli of a neglected people. Still there are a few 
indications of the approach of a Ix'tter day.

Passing over Syria, Palestine, and Africa, where, through many 
channels, the truth islteing diffused, we come to

MADAGASCAR.

Here, there is steady and substantial progress. Although only a fourth 
of the entire population has lx*en christianized, and, as might have l>een w*- 
J>ected, there are some traces of old superstitions among the Christians, yet 
wonderful things have l>een achieved. The London Missionary Society alone 
has 10,080 congregations with more than 3,000 native preachers, and 50,000 
children in its schools. One congregation raised 6,000 dollars for evangelistic 
work. In 11 months the circulation was alx>ve 14,000 copies.

INDIA.

There are six Auxiliary Societies in this land. The aggregate of their 
issues had lx*en atx>ve 150,000 copies. They superintended translations, re­
visions, and the publishing of new editions. These last are on a large scale. 
The col|x>rteurs employed were 63 in number. One extract may l>e added :—

The Rev. R. H. Maddox gives an interesting account of some accessions 
to the Church at Kunnankulam through the instrumentality of one of the
colporteurs.

#

• There is in the Kunnankulam Mission district a Bible Colporteur, sup­
ported by the Madras Bible Society, who has lalxxired in this capacity for 
several years w ith some success. He works hard, travels a great deal, and is 
well known throughout the district. Some months ago while engaged in his 
work, he was showing his Ixxiks to a Brahmin, and pressing on him a copy of 
the New Testament. To induce him to purchase the book he read several 
passages and explained their meaning. The Brahmin wras interested and as- 

I)
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sented to all that was said, declaring it to be very good, but he turned away 
without purchasing the l>ook. A Chogan, a respectable though of course a 
lower caste man, had l>een standing at a respectful distance, listening to the 
conversation between the Brahmin and the colporteur. W hen the Brahmin 
moved oft', the Chogan came near and l>egged tol>e allowed to see the lx>ok 
from which he had heard portions read, and after some conversation with the 
colporteur on the passages read, he jAirchased the copy of the New Testament 
for himself. He took it to his house and read it carefully. He next showed 
it to his wife and family. After a few days he made his way to the catechist 
in Charge of the Christian congregation and desired from him further instruc­
tion. This interview led td his placing himself under regular instruction with 
a view to baptism. After he and his family had been under instruction for 
al>out six months, I had the pleasure of examining them anil receiving them 
by baptism into the Church of Christ. Their intelligence was extremely 
gratifying, and their knowledge thoroughly satisfactory. The man had not 
only learnt well himself, but had, with the most pains-taking carefulness, in­
structed his wife and children.

CHINA.

The province of Shantung, in thé north-east of China, is just now the 
scene of a remarkable awakening. The missionaries who for four or five 
years have lieen exposed to the ‘frosts of scorn and hatred, find themselves 
suddenly set down in the ‘ warm sunshine of respect, appreciation and love.

At Shill Chia Tang an idol-temple has been formally cleansed and made 
over to 4 the Church of Christ, for the purpose of fitting up a meeting-house 
for the public preaching of the sacred doctrine, and for establishing a public 
school, that the youth of the village may become virtuous, and a l>enefit to 
future generations. ’ The Rev. A. H. Smith, of the American Board, thus 
descrilies the scene at the funeral of the gods:—

When I reached there about noon, I found the work finished and both 
temples empty. They began work at dark and finished alx>ut midnight. 
Like the comrades of Sir John Moore, 4 They buried them darkly at the dead 
of night.’ But there were no ‘sods ’ to turn, for it fell out that a long cavity 
was washed out by the water, into which they were plunged headlong, and 
thus, dust as they were, they returned to dust. The idols often cost enormous 
sums, because the clay is of a peculiar kind, the materials expensive, such as 
oil, etc., especially the gilding. Moreover, it is usual to subscril>e a certain 
amount of silver, which is incorporated in the Ixxly of the image, and l>ecomes 
jxrhaps its heart. In demolishing the gods, their hearts were not found 
right, and in place of the lungs of silver was found a chunk of pewter. Thus 
the delusions of idol-worship were fitly typified in the frauds of the idol-makers. 
They that make them are like unto them. It was suitable that such divinities 
should end their career by sepulture in a gutter !

What is the cause of this change ? The answer of those who have wit­
nessed it is, without hesitation—the famine and the impression made by the
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relief organized in Europe and America, and administered by the missionaries ; 
what medical missions have done for years on a smaller scale, that the famine 
relief is effecting rapidly and among millions, persuading the people of the dis­
interested desire of Christians for their good, and disposing them towards a 
religion which bears such fruits.

Your Committee have had the privilege in some small degree of helping
%

on this movement. The Rev. G. Owen, now secretary of your Committee at 
Pekin, says i—

We have to express our deep obligations to the British and Foreign Bible 
Society for the aid it affords us year by year in carrying on our missionary 
work. This year that aid has !>een unusually valuably to us on account of the 
awakening that has occurred in Shantung. Without that assistance we should 
have been greatly crippled in our efforts, and the movement there must have 
been checked,

Mr. Uyer the new agent reports his many journeys and many telling inci­
dents. Among the rest, he gives the following :—Some twelve or fifteen years 
ago a Bible was given by a missionary passing through a village near Ku-cheng 
to a literary man there, who looked into it from curiosity, .but soon laid it 
aside. Several years afterwards, however, he heard of the progress the Gos­
pel was making, and determined to read his book again. This he did, light 
seemed to dawn uj>on his soul, and he went to the catechist of a neighbouring 
chapel, who instructed him. However, he had a great struggle for a time. 
It was hard, how hard we can never know, to let go all he had reverenced 
from childhood ; but when the time came to decide between Confucius and 
Christ, he declared for the latter, whom he has served faithfully ever since. 
He is a Bachelor of Arts, and is the native Principal of our Theological Col­
lege in this city. He has had to give up everything for Christ, wife, child, 
literary fame, money and friends. Surely if the work of the Bible Society had 
effected no more than this, their work would not have been in vain.

JAPAN.

The work of translating is being vigorously prosecuted here. The New 
Testament is nearly complete, and the Old Testament has been distributed 
among a dozen local committees, whose work will be revised by a central 
board. It is hoped that a system of colportage will be soon inaugurated.

AUSTRALIA.
•

Over a vast territory, and from many centres—more than twenty are 
named,—the Society carries on its operations here. A summary of issues, 
receipts, and expenditure cannot be gleaned from the report. There is a large 
Chinese population of which it is stated :—As to the Chinese Scriptures, I have 
only time to say that they have been of incalculable help to make known the 
Gospel of Christ to the Chinese here. As the result of one man’s reading of 
the Scriptures, there are now engaged through Victoria a number of Chinese
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catechists usefully employed in teaching their own countrymen the truths of 
the Gospel, four of the number l>eing baptized here and going forth to lalxnir 
in other parts. As the outcome of their labours, numbers of Chinese have em­
braced Christianity and been baptized, many have returned to their own land, 
and are usefully employed there. There can lie no doubt that great good has 
been accomplished by the simple reading of the Holy Scriptures by the Chin­
ese in their own language.

Mr. Evans says, on the same interesting subject :—I visited the Chinese 
mission station when at St. Arnaud, and can bear testimony to the good work 
done. The man first referred to called upon Mr. Stair for some purpose or 
other. Mr. Stair was anxious to speak to him alxnit the message of salvation, 
but they could not understand each other. For some time Mr. Stair was at a 
loss what to do. There was no interpreter at hartd. At last it occured to 
him to learn how to find chapter and verse in the Chinese Testament. Hav­
ing done so, he turned to one verse after another, asking the man to read them, 
and then to explain as well as possible the meaning of the verses. In this way 
the English clergyman, not understanding a word of Chinese, taught the poor 
man. The Chinese Testament so read was the means of this man’s conversion.

SOUTH SEAS.'

New Hebrides.—Th-* eager demand for the Bible in the southern isles, 
and the value set upon it by the natives, are well known, yet no more remark­
able instance is on record th in is h tpplied in the case of the Aneityumese ver­
sion. Last summer the Rev. J. Inglis returned to England, bringing with him 
the MS. of the Old Testament as prepared by himself and the othei Presby­
terian missionaries labouring on the island. This the Society undertook, as 
in all such cases, to print, and the usual course would have been for it to bear 
the expense, and look to be in some measure reimbursed by the proceeds of 
sales. Not so, however, with the people of Aneityum. They number barely 
1,300 souls, yet they actually collected payment beforehand, and sent by Mr. 
Inglis the noble sum of j£i,200 to pay for the work as it was printed. Side 
by side with this should be read the following most interesting letter from the 
Rev. J. G. Paton, which is dated Aniwa, December 1877, but did not reach 
England till last Novemlier. After describing the printing at Sydney of the 
Gospels of Matthew and Mark in the Aniwa language, and that of St. Luke in 
the Efatese, he continues :—As money has not come into circulation on this 
island, or any in our group, though the natives have a great longing for it, 
they have no means of paying for the Scriptures, except by collecting and 
manufacturing arrowroot, which can only be got at one season of the year ; so 
on our return the boxes containing the Gospels were picked out, and with 
great care carried to our houses. On the following Sabbath, at the school, 
we gave a copy of Mark to all who could read it ; when it is read through, 
and genearlly understood, they are to get a copy of Matthew. This has at 
least given a great impulse to their efforts to acquire the power of reading flu­
ently, for so soon as the unsuccessful ones can read a portion of it they come
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and carry off in triumph the much-desired treasure. Is it not an inexhausti­
ble treasure to us all ?

The Rev. 11. A. Robertson, of Eromanga, has translate' the Acts of the 
Ajmstles into Eromangan. lie said to the natives he thought they ought to 
pay for the printing of it among themselves. They consulted with each other, 
entered heartily into it, and any who had money brought it, the others brought 
their weapons of war clubs, spears, bows and arrows, &c., and sandal-wood, 
indeed anything they could give to be sold, and the price used for the prin* 
ting. Thus they contributed over ,£23 in money and value in a few days, 
which we think was very good for blood-stained Eromanga, where five mis­
sionaries have fallen by the savages. Mr. Robertson has been very successful, 
and we hope God’s time to favour that island is near. Our great want now is 
more missionaries. We have fourteen stations open, for which at present we 
cannot get missionaries. Thousands of heathens and cannibals are ready to 
receive missionaries, and none to go to them. It is truly painful. In Australia 
there is money raised and on hand to support four additional missions on our 
group, but they cannot be got. Is it not sad to see such a work so retarded 
for want of men ? We have been disappointed in not seeing more young men 
offering themselves for work in the mission field as a result of the late blessed 
revivals at home and in the colonies, but we must look to God in prayer, use 
all means in our own pow'er, and wait till He thrusts the laborers needed into 
His work. ,

SOUTH AMERICA.

Passing over South America, where work is carried on from eight cen­
tres, and the West Indies where there are twenty-four, we come to the

UNITED STATES.

Here Bible work is carried on by the American Society with vigor and 
success, with an income of well nigh half a million dollars, and issues of 
1,186,854 copies. This institution unites with our own in several departments 
of foreign work, as, for instance, in reviking, at present, the Turkish Scriptures, 
and in a proposal for the revision of the Portuguese.

DOMINION OF CANADA. 1

In the Dominion there are fifteen Auxiliaries. These in their several dis­
tricts are systematically ami successfully at w'ork. •

ENGLAND AND WALES.

The issues here were 629,000 for the year. Sixty-four public institutions are 
gratuitously furnished with the sacred volume. Twelve District Secretaries are 
constantly at work. They report many interesting incidents. One of them 
reports, of colporteur E. Usher, that he is still at w'ork in Manchester, w ith 
his market Bible-stall. One day lately a clergyman accosted him with much 
warmth of feeling, and assured him that he owed his conversion, under God,
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to the Bible, which, as a careless young man, in a very humble position in life, 
he purchased from him at his Bible-stall in Rochdale many years ago ; that he 
had never possessed ^ Bible of his own before that time ; and that he had come 
to the market purposely to see if his benefactor were still engaged in the same 
blessed work. *

Another writes :—I might tell of a poor blind man, to whom at my re­
quest you kindly granted the Gospels in raised letters, and whose life, instead 
of being dreary and sad, is now happy and bright, through trusting in that 
Saviour the Word of God has revealed to him. Or I might relate rare instan­
ces of generosity ; of a young tradesman who dedicated the entire proceeds of 
his first day’s business to our Society ; and of a good woman who, txsides 
keeping a very productive box on her counter, devotes the earliest takings on 
every Monday morning to the same object. Or I might mention testimonies 
1 have been privileged to hear to the excellency of the Society and the value 
of its labours. Only one will I relate of a peculiar character. An aged rec­
tor who had long maintained a hostile attitude towards the Society, at the 
close of a most interesting meeting in his parish, rose and said : 4 No one 
knows how bitterly I regret that I was hindered for so many years by ignorance 
and prejudice from joining this noble Society. I deeply repent my error ; and 
as the only reparation I can make, I promise that, for the few years longer it 
may please God to spare me, I will try to be the more zealous in helping for­
ward its glorious work. ’

At one of the annual meetings, Dean Close, who presided, related an in­
stance in his own experience of the power of the Word of God. He says :— 
I was called one night to visit a lady who was dying. She had come to Chel. 
tenham to a ball, and was seized with sudden illness. On my arrival I found 
a lady of exquisite l>eauty suffering terrible agony from the illness which soon 
brought death. I knew not what to say. I stood still. At last I repeated 
solemnly ami earnestly passages of Holy Scripture. She listened and became 
quiet. Suddenly she turned round to me saying : 4 Is what you have repeated 
to me out of God’s Word ? ’ 4 Yes, ’ I replied, 4 e\<. v -entence. ’ Again she re­
mained silent for a time, but at last raising herself said : 4 Then, there is mercy 
for me ; if you have never led a sinner to see the way of salvation before, you 
have to-night.’ A few hours afterwards she died, resting upon the Divine in­
vitations and promises I had repeated.

e Of the heartiness with which some work for the Society illustrations are 
afforded. In one place a comparatively poor widow subscribes 
which sum she had saved, by putting aside one penny a day thoroughout the 
year, and consecrating it to the work of Bible circulation. In another, a 
workingman, who had for many years been in the habit of collecting for the 
Society, last year paid another a day's wages for accompanying him on his 
rounds, the one appointed as his colleague having declined the work ; and I 
heard him say that rather than let the District be uncanvassed, and the good 
cause suffer loss, he would do the same this year again.
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Mrs. Ranyard, the writer “of the Book and its Story,” and the founder of 
the Bihle woman’s mission has passed away, much to the regret of the friends of 
Bible work. In 1857 she rejoiced in living able to find one woman whom she 
could send forth on her Bible errand among the poor of St. Giles ; in 1878 her 
staff consisted of 171 Bible-women, 70 nurses, and 16 visiting pioneers, be­
sides 173 lady-superintendents, who, with a few other voluntary helpers, con­
stituted a goodly band of 439 persons. They have been the means of selling 
176,000 Bibles or Testaments to a class of persons who, it may be, would 
never otherwise have heard the name of Christ, or know n the way of salvation.

What a stimulus to the exercise of simple faith and active earnestness in 
God’s service ought such an example to give ! What an encouragement to fol­
low whithersoever God leads, and to obey the promptings of His Spirit when 
He bids any go work in His vineyard ! True, our departed friend was great 
in mental and moral stature, but what she was, God made her. The many 
graces Which she possessed, of kindness and compassion, of tenderness and 
love, were all His gift, and were tempered by a decision of character and 
steadfastness of purpose which gathered strength from the conviction that the 
work was His also. She appeared amongst her fellow-workers as a shining 
light, but the oil which gave brilliancy to her lamp was that of the upper sanc­
tuary, and the gifts and grace of God are not only unexhausted but inexhaustible. 
A standard-Itearer has fallen in the army of the Great King, but the King 
lives, and the standard remains, and some brave and loyal hand will be found 
to l>ear it onward towards the promised goal of final victory. Her niece, Mrs. 
Leonard has taken her place in the mission, and it bids fair to be maintained 
with unabated vigor.

SCOTLAND.

In the autumn of last year your Secretaries had the advantage of a con­
ference with the Secretaries of the National Bible Society of Scotland on 
several points connected with Bible work in countries where both Societies are 
labouring. The interview was most satisfactory, as showing correspondence 
of policy and a desire on both sides to aim at higher than party interests. 
Your Committee rejoice with their friends in Scotland over the large increase 
which the latter report in their issues, which are 495,548, being 134,356 l>e- 
yond the previous year. Of this increase 73,129 are due to the special exer­
tions made at Paris during the Exhibition. The Free Income has amounted to 
j£i4,776„i5#,8,and the returns for Scriptures to ^n,i76/yio„6, showing a defi­
ciency of ,£2,350, which, as in the case of our own Society, is attributable to 
a falling-off of legacies and special donations.

IRELAND.

The Hibernian Bible Society continue their donation of $2,500, and em­
ploy [a staff of colporteurs, who have brought the Bible to the homes of many 
who would not make any effort to purchase it ; the sales through this channel 
have amounted to 20,000 copies.
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CONCLUSION.

A few months ago one of our colporteurs in Bohemia was coming to the 
end of a long day’s work, sorely discouraged by the rebuffs which he had 
met. There remained in the small town but one cluster of houses unvisiled, 
and he was disposed to pass these by, especially as he knew one of them to l>e 
occupied by a gentleman who was an o]>en enemy and mocker of the Bible. 
But his conscience was not easy. His instructions bade him, except for suffici­
ent reason, call at every house ; anti besides this, to-day the words had l>een 
haunting him, ‘Behold Island at the door and knock.’ In a humble sense 
those words described his own calling ; and he felt he must l>e true to it. Up, 
faint heart, and knock ; who know but their fears shall l>e removed ? So he 
plucked up courage to go to the door of this very man ; and when it was op­
ened, and the master of the house appeared, he could think of nothing to say 
but just this : 4 Behold I stand at the door anti knock. ’ The owner was taken 
aback as the stranger added m a hurried, entreating tone : 41 am not a com­
mon hawker ; to-day Jesus himself is standing at the door of your heart; You 
may turn me away, but oh do not reject Him ;only believe His Word; I bring 
it to you ; He will not cast you out.’ He paused, afraid at his own boldness. 
But not a word of rebuke followed ; the gentleman called his wife and daugh­
ter, saying; ‘We must not let this good man go; let him sup with us.’ He 
was led into the sitting-room, where they ,;stened eagerly to him as he poured 
out freely all that was in his heart towards them ; and when they sat down to 
the evening meal, they looked to him to give thanks.

The words which rang in the ears of that simple worker may reverently lie 
taken as expressing the position the Society assumes towards the world. She 
goes to men in all lands and cries: 4 Behold I stand at the door and knock,’ 
seeking admittance, however, not for herself but for the message of Divine re­
demption. She is not content with waiting for people to come to lur stores,

•

but carries the Bible to their own homes, translating it into their common 
.speech, presenting it in attractive forms, commending it by men who can tell 
from personal experience of its value, and seeking in every way to overcome 
the reluctance of the heart of man.
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The settlers at Neve an Point, as the place had lieen till then styled, 
agreed, on the Iith January 1827, to give their village the name of Hytown. 
It grew rapidly. In 1837 it had a population of upwards of two thousand. 
In that year, it was visited by the Rev. Wm. Smart, of Brockville, who was 
acting as an Agent of the British and Foreign Bible Society, with a view to 
the formation of a Branch Society. On the 20th February 1838, effect was 
given to his suggestions, and a Branch was organized. The first article in its 
constitution connected it directly with the Parent Society in England, but its 
correspondence with that Society was conducted through Mr. Smart. Its 
first annual report was printed. From it we learn that, in the preceding 
twelve months, 74 copies of the Scriptures had been circulated, and that the 
entire income of the Branch, during that time, had been $169.45. Its most 
prosperous year was 1840, when its income was $295. Its President was 
Major Bolton, C.E., but there is no proof that he ever took any part in its 
proceedings. Its Secretary, for four years, was Mr. J. G. Play ter,—a whole- 
souled, hearty man—who was punctual and exact in the performance of his 
duties. On his withdrawal owing to other engagements, the society seemed 
to lose its main-spring, and at once began to decay. It virtually ceased to be 
in 1843. Of the members of its Committee, there are still remaining among 
us Mr. Wtn. Clegg, snr., and Mr. Donald Kennedy. At this distance of time, 
it is scarcely possible to explain fully all the reasons for its want of success, 
and early dissolution. But one cause ap)>cars to have been this, and it may 
not 1m.* amiss to note it lxxause of the moral that it conveys to us, namely, 
that they had committed the mistake of depending ten) much on men of social 
position, who were without sympathy for their cause*, for its maintenance. 
How slow, in all ages, have Christians been to copy in this respect the ex­
ample of their Master and His first followers ! Experience has surely proved 
that weakness, not strength, will be the result of an incongruous alliance, and 
of an unbecoming dependence on mere men.

( >u the 2nd Nov. 1S46, a meeting was held in Knox Church for the 
purj>osc of forming a new Branch Bible Society. This was done. Its held of 
operations was defined as the Townships of Nepean and Gloucester ; and its
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connection with the Montreal Auxiliary was distinctly declared. It was 
started under most auspicious circumstances. New friends of the Bible cause 
had come to Bytown. Among these none was more active or more useful 
than the Rev. Thos. Wardrope. With great heartiness he threw himself into 
this work, and gave a decided impulse to activity in others. He was seconded 
and supported in all he proposed by many friends. Besides the office-1 >earers 
to l>e mentioned 1>elow, there may l>e here named as his fellow labourers the 
Rev. Messrs J. T. Byrne and L. Taylor, and, for alas ! too brief a space, 
the Rev. Win. Durie. They commenced with great zeal, holding a 
public service in connection with each monthly meeting of the Committee. 
An address on some appropriate theme was delivered, at every such service, 
by some one previously api>ointed for the purpose. As might have been ex­
acted this was found, after a time, not to serve the ends intended. It was 
eventually changed into a quarterly public meeting; but even that seemed 
more than was desired by the community. Whether it was from the frequency 
of these services, that the Annual meetings proper were not as numerous or as 
successful as they should have been, does not appear. But the fact is that, in 
the nine years of this Branch’s existence, only six anniversary meetings were 
held. Only two of its reports have come down to us. They show, as do also 
the Minutes of the Committee, that the office-bearers had l>ecn active and 
pains-taking in the performance of their duties. No Branch Societies, 
now-a-days, do onc-fourth of their work. They hail, for a time, two I)e- 
j)ositories, one for Lower Town, and the other for Upper Town. They ap« 
pointed the Rev. J. F. Wilson as a Coljxjrteur and Collector to visit the sur­
rounding Townships. He reported that he had found 231 families without 
the Scriptures,—a sufficient proof of the need that there was for his visits. 
His engagement apj)ears to have l>een not continuous, but only at intervals, 
and extending over upwards of two years, that is from 1847 to 1849. The 
held of laljour was gradually extended. North Cower was the first to offer 
assistance. A donation was received from that Township in 1848, and, in 
January 1849, Messrs. Wardrope and Byrne went and organized a society 
there to co-operate with the Branch in Bytown. They attempted to do the 
same at Richmond, but without success. In 1853 colportage was resumed 
during the winter months. Two French coli>orteurs were employed. Their 
success was limited. Two others were engaged, for two months, the follow, 
ing winter, and with a like result. In one place, one of them was cruelly 
treated. The Committee prosecuted his principal assailant, who was fined 
eight dollars, and sent a month to Jail. In 1854, Mr. A. McKenzie, Colpor­
teur, was engaged jointly by the Perth Auxiliary and Bytown Branch, on the 
untierstanding that each society would get the l>enetit of his services for six 
months.

It is to be regretted that the records which have come down to us are 
very incomplete. They are not such as to enable us to state the Society’s in­
come and issues of Bibles from year to year, and so trace its growth. But, it 
may be mentioned that in its first year its issues were 127 copies, and its in-
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come was $146.39 • and that its most prosperous year was marked by a circu­
lation of 512 volumes. The following list of the Branch’s office-bearers may 
be added :—

As early as 1847 the proposal to have the Branch changed to an Auxiliary 
was made ; and correspondence with the Committee of the Parent Society 
was entered into with that view. Circumstances led to the conclusion that a 
postponement of the proposal was for a time expedient. It was renewed in 
1855. In the Branch’s sixth and last Annual Report, presented at the Public 
Meeting held on the 2lst February of that year, a recommendation was given 
44 to take into serious consideration the advantages that would accrue to this 
Society by merging it into an Auxiliary in consequence of the growing im|>ort- 
ance of the place, and as a means of opening up a wider sphere of useful­
ness." In this reference to 44 the growing inqiortance of the place,” there 
was doubtless an allusion l>oth to the fact that it had, a month liefore, lieen 
raised to a higher rank under the new name of The City oj Ottiinn, and to 
the then dim hope since realized, that there were yet greater and better things 
in store for it.

As instructed, the Committee drew up a Constitution with Rules and 
Regulations for the guidance of the Auxiliary, and called a Public Meeting on 
the 14th May 1855, to which they were submitted, and by which they were 
adopted. There was thus formed, af that date, and in the Wesleyan Metho­
dist Church, Centre Town,

THE OTTAWA AUXILIARY BIBLE SOCIETY.

During its first year, it carried on the work of its predecessor. The en­
gagement entered into with the Perth Auxiliary for colportage had to be ful­
filled. It was not till December 1856 that an agreement was come to with 
the Montreal Auxiliary that the territory attached to the Ottaw a Society should 
lie the two Counties of Renfrew and Carleton, and the district to the West of 
the Gatineau and to the north of the Ottawa river. £îor was it till July 1857, 
that a final understanding was arrived at as to the Branches actually trans­
ferred within that territory. Their number was 12. To visit these and in­
crease their number, and at the same time distribute the Scriptures, Mr. 
Michael Curry was employed, for live months in the year, in the double capa­
city of Agent and Colporteur. His engagement extended over two years. 
The kev. J. F. Wibcp was his successor. He continued, with the consent of 
the Methodist Episcopal Conference, for four successive years, to prosecute
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this combined service, and helped to form several additional Branches. One 
half of his last year was, by an arrangement with the Kingston Auxiliary, 
spent in its employment. . .ince 1863, Agency and Colportage have lieen 
separated, as they should always ha\e lieen. It was fourni, from exjierience, 
that efficiency in the one could scarcely consist with thoroughness in the other. 
At any rate, with this change came a tide of greater prosperity to the Auxili­
ary. The first Agent under this new arrangement was the Rev. J. Mackie of 
Ottawa. His appoint ment wras but a provisional one, and extended over 
only three months. In 1864, the Rev. J. McEwen of Cumberland, entered on 
the Agency, ami continued in it for a year and half. His engagement, how­
ever, was equally divided between the Kingston and Ottawa Societies. He 
devoted himself with great energy to his work, visiting each branch every 
half year ; and there is no doubt that the Auxiliary profited largely from his 
labours. In the summer of 1865 he was succeeded by Mr. Gavin, who held 
the office for ten successive years. In 1868-69, a considerable extension of 
the territory was secured through correspondence with the Montreal Auxiliary 
and the other parties concerned. The additions made included,—with the 
exception of three isolated localities, and the Perth Auxiliary,—the Counties 
of Lanark and Russell in Ontario, and the remainder of the County of Ottawa 
in the Province of Quebec,—a territory in which there were then twelve, but 
there are now twenty affiliated societies, and some of these among the very 
l)est and most productive Branches of the Auxiliary. Although the Perth 
Society occupied and still occupies an independent position, yet it virtually 
threw in its lot with its sister on the banks of the Ottawa, promising it the 
help formerly extended to that at Montreal ; and that, because it recognised 
the fairness of the claim that the Eastern Ontario Auxiliary, that charged 
itself with looking after the large,destitute, and unproductive territory in that 
region, should be supported by an adequate number of Eastern Ontario Bible 
societies. Il appears to many that* an equitable adjustment of the 
field for Bible work has not yet been made ; but, for the present, all questions 
concerning it are, as during the past eleven years they have !>een, held in 
abeyance. Prom the statement in the table below it may be seen whv the 
number of Branches in each year has been, and also the rate at which they 
have increased.

For four years, commencing with 1875, a provisional arrangement was 
made lor the visiting of these Sticieties. They were divided into five groups, 
and for each the services of a local pastor were secured. The following 
esteemed gentlemen officiated, namely : the Rev. Messrs. W in. Scott, James 
Whyte, D. J. McLean, G. G. Huxtable, Wm. Burns, James Stewart, J. 
Bennett and W. D. Ballantync. Though this plan answered in most respects 
admirably, yet it was deemed proper to revert to that previously adopted. The 
present Recording-Secretary was accordingly appointed to resume this work, 
which he did during the bygone >ear.

The agency can be now prosecuted under circumstances far more favorable 
than existed some years ago. Generally speaking the Branches are pretty well
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organised, and their machinery runs smoothly. In facilities too for travelling 
the difference is great. Those who were accustomed to the corduroy roads and 
deep mud holes, and shaky bridges, and steep and rocky hills of twenty years 
ago can appreciate to-day the lal>ors of skilled engineers, and the introduction 
of railways and macadamized roads. Further improvements, it is true, are 
needed in certain localities, but the advance that has been made in the past 
quarter of a century is immense.

A little must now lie said as to what has l>een accomplished in the circu­
lating of the Word of (iocl. The issues from the Central Depository have been 
considerable, as will be seen in the statement to l)e inserted l>elou\ And it is 
but justice to mention that all the accommodation and labor connected with 
that De|x)sitory were gratuitously given for the first seven years of the Auxil­
iary, as they had been previously for the last seven years of the branch preced­
ing it, by Mr. Hay, the present President of the Society. When the business 
was largely increased, it was, of course, impossible that an arrangement so 
favorable to the Auxiliary should be continued. The Depositaries connected 
with the several Branches have also engaged in the same unrequited lalx>r of 
love, and with very few exceptions, have done it carefully and well. The 
Auxiliary has all along made use too of colportage. As early as 1859 a mem­
ber of committee called attention to the wants of shantymen, and to the 
propriety of sending colporteurs to visit them. This proposal was the rather 
entertained, that the following year the Upper Canada Bible Society with 
great lil>erality, voted four hundred dollars to aid in colportage in this region, 
a gift which was continued for several years. And as the Parent Society gave 
an annual gift of upwards of two hundred and forty dollars in aid of the same 
object, it was in the power of the Auxiliary to enter on a system of colportage, 
which it has since maintained, and to make à specialty of shanty-work. The 
lal>orers thus employed, for longer or shorter periods, have been Messrs. A.

In imitation of the Bible Woman’s Mission, instituted so successfully in 
London, England, by Mrs. Ranyard, and encouraged by the Parent Society, 
an experiment was made in Ottawa in 1876. Mrs. Miller, previously engaged
in a similar capacity in Edinburgh, was employed in the threefold character 
of a District-visitor, Bible-reader and Scripture-seller. A good deal of interest 
was excited in her work, and it was not without good fruit. She continued in 
it a little more than a year and a half, and was followed by Miss Frith, w ho is 
still, at intervals, similarly occupied.

Next to the claims of our Home population are those of the heathen and 
the destitute abroad. The ‘Auxiliary has sought to foster an interest in the
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great foreign enterprises of the Parent Society, and to contribute as far as 
possible to their furtherance. The entire amount voted for that purpose has 
been ten thousand one hundred and twenty dollars.

These donations have also indirectly tended to bind the great mother of 
all Bible Societies and its little daughter in Ottawa more and more closely 
together. The corresixmdence l»etween them has been of a cordial and agree­
able kind. Nor has it l>een only by letter and a friendly interchange of gifts.
1 lelegates from London have on five different occasions visited Ottawa. The 
Rev. James Thomson, noted for his latxirs in South America, was first sent. 
He twice attended and addressed meetings of the First Branch. The Rev. 
Philip Kent, a Visiting Secretary in England, once rendered a similar service 
to the Second Branch. The Auxiliary has had the pleasure of welcoming at 
different times lx>th the Rex'. Dr. Gill and the Re\\ Dr. Nolan of London.

Other distinguished visitors have graced, and helped in, the anniversary . 
services. Of these there may lie named the Rev. Principal Leitch, the Right 
Rev. Bishop Lewis, the Rev. Dr. Short, Dr. McVicar, Dr. John Hall, Dr. 
Duryea, Canon Baldwin, Dr. Potts, Dr. J. F. Stevenson, Principal Dawson, 
and the Rev. A. B. Mackay.

It now only remains to add lists of acting office-bearers through these 
twenty-five years, and a tabular statement of accounts, in order to furnish in 
the briefest possible space a completer idea than has yet lieen presented of the 
personnel of the Auxiliary, of its progress, and of the net results, so far as figures 
can disclose them, up to the present time.

These figures suggest many reflections which cannot l>e here indulged in. 
It must, however, he stated that the income, as given from year to year does 
not include any balance from the previous twelve months, hut is made up of 
each year’s proceeds of sales, subscriptions, donations, collections and legacies. 
Of these last only a very few have been received, and to a small amount. It 
may l>e also added that when the gratuitous distribution of any year was 
enhanced it arose from special causes, as in 1870-71, when the great and 
memorable fire of the 17th August, laid desolate so large a part of the Ottawa 
Valley, and left many families completely destitute. Then, and whenever else 
Providence has opened a door of usefulness the Auxiliary has endeavoured to 
take advantage of it.

On the whole, reviewing the past, the friends of the Bible Society in 
Ottawa have surely reason to ‘‘raise an Ebenezer,” and “thank God 
and take courage.”

Rkport ok the Twenty-fifth Annual Meeting of the 
Ottawa Auxiliary Bible Society, held in St. Andreicfs 
Church, Ottawa, the 17th March, 1880.

George Hay, Esq., President, occupied the chair.

The opening devotional services were conducted by the Rev. I). M. 
Gordon. '

The Chairman introduced the business with a few appropriate remarks, 
and called on the Recording Secretary to read part of the Report. When this 
was done, the hymn—“All hail the | tower of Jesus’ name !”—was sung. 
Thereafter, the Rkv. J. T. Pitcher, oj the Otta\.\i li es/ Methodist Church, 
moved the

First Résolution.

That the Report, parts of which have Iteen now read, lx? adopted and 
printed under the direction of the Committee ; and that the follow ing be the 
office-bearers and Committee for the ensuing year

(For list see page 8 above.)

Mr. Pitcher said :—The Report furnishes subject for congratulation, as 
well as thankfulness to God that he has enabled his servants to carry forward 
this work with some degree of success. The amount of money collected, the 
number of agents and colporteurs engaged, and the number of copies of Scrip­
tures (lisjHised of are easily tabulated. Rut these numliers do not represent all 
that has been accomplished. It is a mistake to measure success-by numbers. 
In summing up the lalxtrs of the year, we must not forget thé fervent prayers 
that have accompanied the givings, and that have lieen offered from week to 
week by hundreds of Christian Congregations for the Divine blessing upon 
the labours of this Society. Nor must we leave out of the reckoning the many 
souls who have lx?en comforted or brought out of darkness by reading the Scrip­
tures distributed. We liecome impatient if immediate results do not appear, 
forgetting that ‘ The kingdom of heaven is like leaven which a woman took 
and hid.’ Often the greatest work of God is ‘hidden,’ does 4 not come by ob­
servation.’ Therefore, results of this society’s operations must not lx? measur­
ed by figures. God’s standard of success is duty done. .‘She hath done 
what she could. ” *

The Report speaks of the tendency of the age to exalt the human, to deny 
the Creator, and of the need of a Divine Revelation. We hear much alxmt the 
« inner light ’ and the religion of nature, and we are reminded that these arc 
quite enough. But they have been fairly tried. Opportunity was given to 
man to show what he could attain to without a w ritten Revelation, by the re­
ligion of nature and the inner light. The result was, and it has lx*en placed
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on historic record, that ‘man by wisdom knew not God.' The opportunity 
was given, and large advantage was taken of it in many things. ' In all 
that belonged to the fine arts,—to poetry, oratory, sculpture and archi­
tecture,—they attained an excellence which is still held up as a model : but 
surrounding all this there still remained gross idolatry, horrible and un­
disguised impurity ; the masses bowed down to wood and stone, and the sages 
inscrilied on their altars—‘ To the unknown God.’ Where was then that ‘ in­
ner light which men tell us is quite sufficient? and what evidence have we 
that if men were now deprived of Revelation from God, they would lie any 
purer, any more enlightened as to God, themselves, their duty, and their 
future, than the people were who were without the Bible? Take away Divine 
Revelation, and lictween what Christian men now are, and what men would 
soon liecome, there would lie a wide gap, a gap that would continue

‘Till the sun is old
And the stars are cold
And the leaves of the Judgment lxxik unfold’

Those who deny the need of a Divine Revelation, and despise Christianity, do 
not know how much »hey are indebted to Christianity. That they have civil 
rights, protection, and innumerable advantages, which are not possessed by 
the heathen, arises from the fact that they live under Christian laws and are 
surrounded by Christian institutions and Christian influences. They are like 
the Quaker, who will not fight for his country, though he is glad to have the 
protection his country affords.

♦ ^ •

These men tell us that we have deluded the world by our assumptions and 
dogmatism. Suppose we tell them that we will no longer listen to their dog­
matism and assumptions, that ive want them to give us clear exposition of prin­
ciples, that we expect and demand proof. I venture the affirmation, that since 
the world liegan» there never has l>een a form of thinking more dogmatical, 
more reckless in the assumption of its principles, or more careless in its con­
clusions than the popular infidelity of the day. How little we have to fear from 
these leaders in scepticism ! Their disciples could lie almost put into the gal­
lery of some of our churches, while thousands of churches are every week 
crowded with devout worshippers, who are quite willing to accept the Bible as 
their only and sufficient rule of faith and practice ; and their numtier is con­
stantly increasing. Never were there so many Sabbath Schools, never so 
many Christain churches and never were there larger contributions of money 
to the cause of God jthan to-day. Never were there so many Christian 
Missionaries, and never were more copies of the Word of God distributed 
than to-day. The report refers to one very encouraging feature, that is the 
large number of New Testaments sold to French Canadians during the year. 
Any one who is acquainted with the Province of Quebec, and who knows of 
the darkness and superstition that enslave nearly one million of our fellow 
country men there, must rejoice in the fact that the people are becoming more 
anxious to read the Bible for themselves. I believe a letter day is about to 
dawn upon that Province politically, socially and morally. No country is fit 
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for li1>erty, in the true sense of the word, until a free religious life has taken 
hold of the minds of the people. The dom nant ecclesiasticism of that Prov­
ince refuses the people a pure gospel. It gives a stone when the children cry 
for bread, and a serpent when they ask for a fish. To remedy this, it is our 
duty to give them the Bread of Life by putting a Bible into every home in the 
Province.

The motion, having l>een seconded by the Rev. Joseph White of 
Rochesterville, was put from the chair, and unanimously adopted.

Two verses of the hymn —‘Jesus shall reign’ were sung, and

The Chairman then called on the Rev. A. B. Mack AY, of Crescent 
Street Churchy Montreal y to move the

Second Resolution.

“That this meeting rejoices over the Triumphs of Truth, during another 
year, in the face of great opposition;—desires to ascribe them all to Him, 
who gives efficacy to the Word 6f His grace : and resolves, to the utmost op 
its ability, to continue to encourage and aid the British and Foreign Bible 
Society and this Auxiliary in their endeavours to extend these triumphs.”

Mr. Mackay said ;—I like this resolution. It has the right ring. Its 
key-note is triumph. That implies that successes have l>een seen. There are 
some people who can never discover any traces of good accomplished. They 
are our New Testament Jeremiahs, for ever adding to the book of Lamenta­
tions. Their narrowness and their prejudices interfere with their vision. 
They remind one of him, to whom a severe rebuke was once administered by a 
good man, who had been in vain appealing to his reason and. common sense 
liecause he was blinded by self-interest. Writing Truth on a paper, the good 
man asked him—‘Can you see that ?’ * Yes * was his reply. But ‘can you
see it now ? ’ demanded his interrogator after covering it with a piece of gold. 
Acknowledging his inability, he was promptly told that that explained the 
reason why he could not perceive the truth so clearly set before him. Just so, 
these people put obstructions l>efore their own minds, so that they can’t dis­
cern any good thing that has Iteen done. They are so pre-occupied with 
some theory of their own about ‘the little horn,’ or about the contents of one 
of ‘the seven vials,’ that they have no room in their minds or hearts for present 
and passing interests. Or they are so taken up with the ‘good old times,’ 
that they can’t admit there is anything good now. Now, in my humide opin­
ion, the year 1880 is the oldest time the world has yet seen, nor would it be 
hard to prove that it is about the best. To prove this, one has but to read a 
Bible Society report such as the last that came to us from England. It gives 
a bird’s-eye view of the world, to a large extent enveloped in darkness no 
doubt, but with lights twinkling everywhere through that darkness, telling of 
an awakening from the sleep of ages, *\nd heralding the dawn of the brightest 
and happiest time in store for the earth. I have heard of men, when sleep-

«
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less, having recourse to reports as sure soporifics. The British and Foreign 
Bible Society’s will never induce drowsiness. Their manifold facts are of 
thrilling interest, and should stir the hearts, and awaken the enthusiasm of 
all Christians.

After pointing to recent successes, my motion traces them up to God 
Himself,—not to the Bible, nor its translators, nor its distributors, for these 
are but instruments, but to him who uses them. He is entitled to all the 
praise, and careful should we be to ascribe it to Him. u For of Him, and 
through Him, and to^Himare all things, to whom lie glory forever.”

And then follows, very appropriately, the practical part of the resolution. 
In view of what has been done for it and by it, a Bible Society ought to be 
hopeful, trustful, courageous, and aggressive. With special emphasis, aggres- 
siveness is required of it. It was formed for the very purpose of making in­
roads on the dominion of darknesss and superstition, and of extending, by con­
quests, the reign of truth. And all its members are called to help in that 
very work. They should conclude that, past endeavours having been crowned 
with signal success, it becomes them to follow them up with still greater 
efforts, and aim at achieving a completer victory.

I shall not say more in exposition of the resolution entrusted to me. I 
believe I shall better serve the end contemplated by it, by adding some re­
marks calculated to commend the Bible Society to our respect, and to con- 

. vince us that we are bound to rally round it and support it.

I observe. (1) It is essential to the carrying on of Christian work. That 
work, whatever else it is, is pre-eminently missionary : its aim is the propagating 
of the gospel. That, to be done thoroughly and in a way that will endure, de­
mands the inspired l>ook. Without it, no satisfactory progress can tie made 
in instructing the ignorant, or building up believers. By supplying the sacred 
volume, the Bible Society liecomes the great feeder and sustainer of every de­
partment of true missionary effort. The church, like the Eddystone light­
house which has, on its foundation, the inscription—“ To give light—to save 
life,” seeks to cause the light of truth to shine out on the darkness to deliver 
men from death. Yes, to give light ; but to do that continuously it must lie 
replenished with oil. And where is the church to obtain her supplies, except 
from the Bible Society ? She is not in a position to provide them herself ; 
and, were it otherwise, she could not do it so well, as an institution that has 
lieen framed for that very purpose. This one thing I do is the Society’s 
motto ; and, devoting its whole attention and its entire energies to this,—its 
proper work, it should lie done to purpose. The principle of division of 
labour should tell here as elsewhere. And so it does. Accordingly, we 
have very cheap Bibles, which are thus made accessible to the million. Think 
ora New Testament being sold on the streets of London for tu>o cents ! Think 
of the Scriptures having lieen translated into 230 languages or dialects ! and 
issued, by this time, to the numtar of eighty-eight million copies, as mentioned
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in the report ! How otherwise could that vast quantity have been furnished ? 
It is vain to say that missionary efforts can be permanently successful without 
the Bible. Romanists affirm they can do their work without it. A remark­
able light has been thrown on their assertions by the reports of Protestant 
missionaries, like Dr. Maxwell, from the island of Formosa. He states that 
he could not find a solitary trace of the Portuguese Jesuit Mission, at one time 
so active there. How striking the contrast between that and the condition of 
Madagascar, after twenty-five years of persecution ! In the latter island, 
where they had God’s word, all that the enemy could do was jjowerless to ex­
tinguish Christianity ; the light could not be put out, for it was fed by 
heavenly oil. ** 1

I remark. (2) That the Bible Society commends itself to us by its audacity, 
—its sublime audacity. Who can but admire the courage and daring of the strip­
ling David in his encounter with Goliath of Gath ? Even so the lroldness and 
confidence of our society, as it confronts the hoary systems of idolatry and 
superstition, and infidelity, with nothing in its hand but the word of God,— 
should command,our respect ! It comes strong in the assurance that these 
systems must go down before it. Not that it defends the Bible. It but dis­
perses it. Popes may make a Henry VIII. and his successors “Defenders 
of the Faith,” and only prove the emptiness of the title. The l>est defence 
of God’s word is to use it. An argument to prove a sword to be a sword is 
unnecessary when by a simple trial you can make plain what it is ; the same 
may be affirmed of “ the sword of the Spirit, which is the Word of God.” 
Attacks on the Bible should not disconcert us. We would account him silly 
who would propose to throw mud at the moon, and him not less so who would 
think of washing out the stains thus made with a sponge. He is like the 
former who tries to bespatter the Scriptures, and succeeds only in soiling his 
own fingers. Let us not be like the latter in seeking to remove any of the 
supposed effects of such folly. We should judge that we have no time for 
anything so frivolous, and go on earnestly using the Bible. The train heeds 
not the barking of little dogs, as it rushes along ; let us see to it that the 
carping and cavilling of those that threaten to oppose have no more effect in 
diverting us from our purpose : the Word should be allowed to run along the 
lines laid for it, at all hazards. How to deal with objections is well illus­
trated in the well known story of the Welsh girl and a noted sceptic. He
stopped at her cottage door and asked for a drink of water to refresh him on

•

a sultry summer day, as he passed along. As he rested, he observed she had 
resumed her reading, and asked :—“ Getting your task are you ? ” “ Oh no !
it is not a task,” was the reply, “ I love the Bible.” *• But why?” asked he. 
“ Dosen’t everybody love the Bible?” was her prompt answer : and it was let­
ter than an argument. It made him inquire into the secret of the charm 
which the Book had over her, and resulted in his loving it too.

Notice (3.) The Bible’s fitness for the work we have to do. It is use­
less to give proofs. Have we not all read and known of instances in which 
}t has been used for the quickening, stimulating, and contorting of men’s
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hearts, as nothing else has been ? Love’s labour is never lost. As surely as 
the sunshine and rain do their appointed work, so will God’s “ word be that 
goeth forth out of His mouth ; It shall not return unto Him void ; but it 
shall accomplish that which He pleases, and it shall prosper in the thing 
whereto he sends it.” Some may disparage it by calling it old, as if, on that 
account, it were antiquated. It is true many old things are antiquated, like 
the slow lumbering stage coaches of by-gone days, which even cripples had to 
decline the help of, when they were in a hurry. But are the sun, and air, 
and water, though old enough, also antiquated ? No more is the Bible out of 
date. Its light is as clear, and its power as fresh and telling as ever. It is 
as necessary now to the moral health and spiritual well-l>eing of men, as when 
it was first given. And the reason is, as our Lord put it,—“these are they 
which testify of Me.” • Revealing Him, who is as the Sun with healing in its 
beams, and who comes down “ like rain on the mown grass, and as showers 

. that water the earth,” the Scriptures do not and cannot lose their adaptation 
to human wants. “ There is but one book ” said the great Luther, ** and 
only one person that can satisfy me,—that book is the Bible,—that person is 
the Lord Jesus Christ.” It testifies—not did testify—of Him. We say not it 
7vas inspired, but that it is inspired. He is speaking to us tuna through it : or 
if we regard it as His letter to us, we should esteem it as fresh and new, and 
read it as if the very ink were scarcely dry.

Again, mark (4) The Unity and Catholicity of the Society that circulates the 
sacred volume. In this it is truly Protestant. The church of Rome talks as 
if disunion and division were the characteristics of Protestantism and vaunts 
as if itself alone exemplified true unity. How absurd—to use a mild term—is 
such talk ! For, the unity of Rome is outward, mechanical, and around the 
Pope as its common centre : the unity of Protestants is spiritual and real, round 
Christ as its Divine centre and based on eternal truth, held in common by 
them all. The minor differences among Protestants prove their unity by show­
ing their loyalty to their common Lord, and their respçct for His revealed will. 
There are none of them, who would not say perish everything in our system 
that is not in harmony with Scripture. Were I asked for the best manual on 
Presbyterianism, I would say you can have it for five cents, and it is called the 
New Testament. Methodists would say the same for Methodism ; and Con- 
gregationalists for Congregationalism. And thus our diversities in compara-

1

lively small things illustrate our submission to the same standard of truth, and 
our devotion to one and the same Lord and Master. The rule which all Pro­
testants alike agreeTn commending is—‘Follow the Word of God that which 
Rome proclaims is—‘ What the priest says—that observe and do.’ The lat­
ter way, though to the ignorant and superstitious easy, is surely degrading, 
and is destructive of rights both human and divine : the other) may have its 
difficulties, but it exalts Truth and ennobles man. If then genuine unity and 
Bible catholicity are held in estimation by us, let us, as true Protestants, rally 
round the inspired volume, and join in supporting the Society that Translates 
and. circulates it.
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Once more, (5) Note the public benefits that the Bible brings to communi­
ties, and offers to our race. These cannot be enlarged on now. They arc 
very numerous, and of inestimable value. Some are material : others men­
tal : spiritual : moral : social : political. A Bible reading poeple will be con. 
tented, prosperous, law-abiding, and free. The oft quoted saying—* Give me 
the making of a nation’s songs, and I care not who makes its laws’—is founded 
in fact : but with greater (propriety might it Ik? said—‘Give me a Bible-reading 
jieople, and no fear of difficulty alxmt the laws.’ Where Bible-lessons are lis­
tened to, and Bible-influences yielded to, palpable effects speedily appear. 
What race is now in the vanguard of progress in the world ? Beyond all 
question,—the Anglo Saxon. No doubt there is much ignorance of Christ’s 
gosjiel among English speaking people, and they suffer in consequence from 
manifold evils : hut, take them all in all, they are permeated with Divine truth 
as no other nations are, and exert accordingly a corresponding influence for 
good. It was not always so. Go back 500 years to the time when Wickliffe 
said to those expecting his death, “ I shall not die, but live, and declare the 
evil works of the friars ; ” or later to the days of Win. Tyndall, who, in his 
indignation at the ignorance of the priests about him, declared he would yet 
“bring it aliout that every plough-boy in England would know his Bible bet­
ter than they.” That prediction has been verified. What advances in in­
telligence and power have marked the intervening centuries ! Compare 
Britain and the United States to-day with what our fore-fathers were, and 
trace the marvellous progress that has l>een made to its true cause. We must 
admit that, under God, we owe it to the Bible. But, in less time than that, 
more wonderful changes have lieen effected. The renowned missionary 
Moffat has himself told me of what he has seen in Africa,—of warlike, cruel, 
blood-thirsty savages, sunk in the lowest degradation, liecoming gentle, gen­
erous, pure, and noble. Politicians ought to think of this. Instead of 
squandering millions in war, as lately with the Zulus, would it not have lieen 
wiser and better for us to have given them, years ago, the Gospel ? Had this 
been done, valuable lives had not lieen destroyed, evils manifold would have 
lieen prevented, and great gains secured. There can lie no doubt of the fact 
that, even in a pecuniary point of view, Bible distribution pays.

And now a closing word M giving. A worthy Highlander, after 
much consideration, devoted five pounds to certan religious societies. 
His faithful Flora remonstrated with him for such lavishness, deem­
ing it entirely beyond their means. He argued that it was his duty to 
give it, and, besides, that it would lie all returned, according to promise, with 
a large increase. She added entreaty to remonstrance ; but all in vain. He 
gave as he had vowed. By and by, a time of prosperity brought him five 
hundred pounds. He hastened to tell her of his success, gladly adding, there 
we have our five pounds with a hundred fold of an increase. “ That's 
well,” said she, “ but what a pity you didn’t give ten pounds 1 ” Whatever 
we may think of her selfishness, let us lay to heart the lesson she should have 
learned—that “ there is that scattereth and yet increaseth: and there is that
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witholdeth more than is meet ‘ but it tendeth to poverty. ” Bible-circulating 
pays alike the giver ahd receiver.

The Rev. E. A. Stafford, of the Dominion Methodist Chunk, 
seconded the resolution, and, in doing so, asserted the Bible’s ability to take 
care of itself. It had passed triumphantly through criticism of the severest 

* kind. In this evening of the 19th century, men that it had educated, and 
who owed all that they were to it, turned against it. They seem to act on a 
maxim, said to lie common among Hottentots,—that “no one is worthy of 
being called a man, till he has whipped his own mother.” Nor do they ap- 
l>ear to be much 1 letter pleased with some of their offspring—some that have 
adopted their sentiments, and made them their guiding principles in life. To 
illustrate this, quotations were read from certain United States’ organs of in­
fidelity, in which the writers claim to lielong to an inner circle of cultured free­
thinkers, who should have nothing to do with the coarse, and sensual, and 
vicious infidels, with whom they had l>een hitherto too much associated. It 
will lie long before the friends of the Bible are ashamed of the fruits of its 
teaching,—of the results that can lie traced directly to the adoption of its 
principles. Further corrolnirations of the truth of Scripture were pointed to. 
Recent explorations of ancient ruins have brought to light records on stones, 
long buried, which confute the cavils of enemies, and confirm the statements 
of inspired writers. For instance, the intimation that Daniel was made the 
third ruler in Babylon has lieen long objected to on the ground that he must 
have been put next to Belshazzar himself. One of these exhumed silent wit­
nesses has cleared up the difficulty, and forever destroyed the objection, by 
showing that Belshazzar was himself but second, for he had a partner in his 
kingdom. Strong in the assurance that the Bible is true, let us go on circu­
lating it more and more.

A collection was next taken up ; and, whilst this was being done, a hymn 
was sung by the choir.

J. Charlton, Esq., M.P., Norfolk, Ont., then moved the

Third Resolution.

“ That the cordial thanks of this meeting arc due, and are hereby ten­
dered to the Branch Societies, their Committees and Collectors, and to the 
City Collectors, for their valued assistance to this Auxiliary during the past 
year. ”

This motion was seconded by the Rev, G. M. Clark, New Edinburgh, 
who said :—‘This resolution tendering thanks to the workers who are engaged 
in advancing the interests of the British and Foreign Bible Society, I cordially 
second, for, if one department of Christian work more than another is calcu­
lated to rouse to action, it is in my opinion, that in which this noble Institu­
tion is engaged. This resolution refers to a great and important part of the 
machinery used in carrying on Bible Society work. Any machine to be efficient 
must be complete. A weak pin, a loose screw, or a rusty axle might retard
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its whole movements, and do an immense amount of harm. Our Society in 
all its branches must lie thorough, or it will yield a poor exhibit on the day of 
squaring accounts. It is matter for congratulation that we have so many 
efficient Branches, and that, considering the great depression, during thedast 
year, we have reason to lielieve, from the respectable returns received, that 
neither officers nor collectors have l>een negligent in their duties ; and there­
fore I cordially second this motion of thanks.

To the Collectors and those engaged in such work I would say, do not 
fancy because your work is humble, it is of little account. It is one of the 
tributaries to the great stream. Is it but one ? However small the fish or 
few the loaves we may have, let us bring them to Jesus, and He will multiply 
them for the feeding of the multitudes. Say not your work is small and im­
perfect. A weary Arab came to a cooling stream of water. After having re­
freshed himself, he filled his leathern Untie with it, and set it on his camel, 
that he might bring it to his Sheik. Day after day he travelled and at last 
reached his Chief, who drank of it and rewarded his loyal subject. His fol­
lowers gathered around and wished also to taste of the water, but the King 
said, No. When the Arab had left, they asked, why he refused ; læcause, 
said he, “the water, once so refreshing, having l>een carried nnny days has 
U-come spoiled. There was nothing in the water, but there was every thing 
in the man's loir for me." Show your love for the Master by earnestly work­
ing for Him, and by and by you will see that he will not forget your w'ork of 
faith and lalxmr of love.

The Rev. William Armstrong moved the

Fourth Resolution.

“ That the thanks of this meeting lx* hereby given to the speakers on 
this occasion :—to the trustees of this church, and the Rev. 1). M. Gordon, 
for the accommodation afforded by them : and to the choir for their efficient , 
services.”

The Rev. J. Wood seconded this motion ; and, when put to the meet­
ing, it was cordially adopted.

The meeting was then closed with the Doxology, anti the Benediction 
pronounced by the Rev. Mr. Gordon.

TRAVELLING AGENT S REPORT.

To make room foi the preceding records, and at the same time keep this 
Appendix within the usual limits, it is necessary to curtail greatly my state­
ments. It might have been well to institute a comparison lxtween the Bran­
ches as they now are, and their condition when visited by me five years ago ; 
but I refrain. Suffice it to say that, on the whole, sonic progress has lieen

%
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made. It has given me a great deal of pleasure to revisit them, and meet 
again with old friends, whose cordiality and hospitality have not l>een lessened 
by time.

In the course of last summer I held services at three places where the 
meetings had failed the previous winter. In the end of September I commen­
ced the annual visits. During the autumnal months I was at work on the 
Gatineau, and the north shore of the Ottawa, taking, at the same time, eleven 
of the societies on the opposite bank. In January and February I made the 
circuit of the remaining Branches. I am thankful to l>e able to say that I was 
at each place at the appointed time, and that, with the solitary exception of 
Colnlen, no meeting wholly failed. Even there a few came together, and a 
short service was held, but, as it had not l>een properly announced, it could 
scarcely lx1 regarded as the Branch’s Anniversary. I was very specially grati­
fied by the character of the meetings at Masham, Buckingham, Merivalc, Ver­
non, Long Island, Munster, Huntley, Bristol, Bryson, Castleford, Whitelake, ' 
Watson’s Corners, and the Union Sabbath evening service at Smith’s Ka'ls, 
and in a less degree by a large numlier of the other meetings. I was sorry to 
miss some old friends, like the Rev. Messrs. McEwen, Stewart, and 
Carswell, whose removal has been a great loss to the Bible cause in this region.
I was delighted to meet and have the cordial cooperation of new friends, too 
numerous to mention. The returns of Free contributions have been completer 
than ever. Only those of Aylmer, Colxlen, and Kenmore are awanting. By 
all the three they were promised and may yet be transmitted.

No opposition and but few objections did I encounter. Of the latter, the 
only one, of importance sufficient to call for notice, had reference to the expense 
of our Auxiliary’s Travelling Agency. I heard of it in but three meetings, and 
in only one of these was it urged. I answered the questions, that were put, 
fully, and to all appearance to the satisfaction of those present. For the sake 
of those who were absent, and may lx* solicitous on the same score, I may be 
allowed to say that the experience of all similar institutions, including the Par­
ent Society, goes to show that such an Agency is simply indispensable, so that 
the only point on which there can l>e a reasonable question is as to the rate of 
remuneration for the service. Concerning this, the testimony of other soci­
eties, similarly circumstanced, ought surely to lx? taken. We can gather it 
from their practice. In every instance that I have heard of, without an excep. 
tion, the rate allowed is considerably higher than that given by this Auxiliary. 
That is true of every sister society in our Dominion. Of this I am thoroughly per­
suaded that our Ottawa Committee guard, with jealous care, the funds entrusted 
to them, and that it will lx seen, when a new permanent arrangement has to be 
made, that the present expenditure is not only not extravagant, but in a marked 
degree, economical. However that may be, our friends should rest assured 
that, if a wiser, better, or less expensive way of conducting the agency be at 
any time discovered, no personal, nor private, nor any other consideration will 
l>e allowed to prevent its instant adoption.

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I have next to add some hints and requests, which I desire to address to 
Office-bearers and Committees of branches. Willingly would I have expatiated 
on these, hut must forbear, and content myself with little more than mention­
ing them. (1). I l>eg the Office-bearer of every Branch, to whom the reports 
may l>e sent, to write the name of each dollar subscril>er on a copy, and for­
ward it to him at once, at the same time distributing the remainder as widely 
as possible. I have known ofbundles of reports lying for a year unused. And 
I have heard collectors repeatedly state that a judicious circulation of them 
makes collecting easy. (2). I request as a favour that a prompt notice l>e sent, 
by Post card, to me if reports do not reach their destination l>efore the end of 
J une, in any year ; if an error or omission is detected in the money entries ; or if 
the announcements of annual meetings are not received at the usual time. Surely 
when omissions and mishaps, whether in the Post office or otherwise, can be 
so easily rectified, it is a pity, seeing that they are altogether unintentional, to 
let them l>e occasions of offence or difficulty for any length of time—(3) I en­
treat Office-bearers and Committees to do their work deliberately and in good 
time, and not leave it to be huddled up in a few hours at the very last. 
(4) I also ask them to secure for their Anniversaries the best heljters .available 
both for speaking and for the service of song. A variety of addresses inter­
spersed with sacred music contributed largely to the success of several of 
last winter’s meetings. (5). Unless the meetings are well advertised, 
and public attention lie drawn to them for a couple of weeks, they will fail. 
(6). The greater part of our Branches, and last season more than ever, had col­
lections taken up in their meetings, and it seems to me the practice should be 
universal. Those who have recently subscrilied to the Society may naturally 
think they should not be again asked to contribute in their meeting. No one could 
find fault should they decline doing so. But then there are many present on 
such occasions, who have not subscribed and yet are l>olh ready and willing to 
put a small free-will offering into a plate as it passes. Why should not the 
opportunity be given them? “ There is a power in tittles.” It is for each 
committee to determine this matter. (7) I would respectfully urge on pastors, 
sabbath-school teachers, parents and others, to co-operate with the Committees 
in trying to foster in the minds of their children and young people, ar. interest 
in Bible work. They should be furnished with information as to what is being 
done in connection with it ; and they should be encouraged to give, though it 
should be only a dollar or two, out of their Sunday School Mission funds for 
its furtherance. What they contribute to they think of, and are observant 
about.

In closing, let me draw attention to the Tabular statement, and lists of 
Officebearers and Committees and contributors which follow, as showing in 
detail what the Branches have l>een doing, and who the friends and helpers 
are who interest themselves in our work.
