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MATTERS OF MOMENT
Sacrifices for faith— Protestant Al­

liance Again—Confederated So­
cieties—Ourselves and Others.

Those who think that sacrifice for 
the Faith is past, should read an ar­
ticle by General Janies, former post­
master of New York, on "the Catholic 
parochial schools of that city. The 
article is to the Herald and shows 
♦ hat in the present year it takes 
about $50 to educate each boy and 
girl in the Public schools. From this 
the writer deduces the fact that if 
all the 100,00ft children of Catholic 
patents who attend the parochial 
schools were in attendance at the 
public schools, the increase in the 
public school tax would be about $5,« 
000,000. The Catholics of the city 
contribute a proportionate share of 
the $31,000,000 appropriated for the 
education of the children in the pub­
lic schools of New York in addition 
to defraying the total cost of their 
own institutions If the Catholic 
children were to determine to attend 
the public schools, at least fifty new 
buildings would btwrequired, involving 
a cost of $16,000,000. This new 
work could not be completed within 
the next ten years, in which interval 
the school population would be large­
ly increased. The interest on this 
investment of $16,000,000 and increas­
ed cost of maintenance would easily 
run up to a million dollars. Thus, 
concludes the article, it is clear that 
the general tax-payers of New York 
city profit to the extent of about $6,- 
000,000 a year by the existence of 
the Catholic parochial schools.

This additional tax of $6,000,000 is 
borne uncomplainingly by the Catho­
lics of New York and is passed over 
in silence by the hundreds of thous­
ands, who perhaps fair-minded for the 
most part in other matters, see noth­
ing incongruous or unjust in the 
support given them by the 15,000,000 
Catholics bowed under the double 
taxation of the schools. Other cities 
in the United States might tell a 
similar story. Placed before us by 
the proof convincing method of mil­
lions of dollars, the work < f the Ca­
tholics in the neighboring Republic is 
truly heroic. H\ comparison the Ca­
tholic schools in Canada are superla­
tively better situated. It s more 
than passing strange that in a coun­
try called free, millions of people 
should suffer from the imposition of 
the school tax and that many mil­
lion more who boast of freedom for 
all, shoulS consent to he passive par­
ties to the injustice

The Council of the Protestant Alli­
ance of England is again exercised, 
this time the thing that has roused 
its ire being the announcement that 
His Maies'y intends ceremoniOqsly 
to give audiei.ee to the Papal Legate. 
Cardinal YannutvUi, at the approach­
ing Eucharistic Congress to be held 
in London. On the occasion of the 
visit of the King, while in Italy, to 
His Holine:.J, the same watchful com- I 
bination raised a big hubbub. Parlia­
ment being thrown into a great 
commotion by the winds of its 
wrath. The storm swept over, how­
ever, no results being chronicled ex­
cept that the atmosphere was cleared 
ol the clouds that 'or some time had 
b<*en gathering, the occasion giving 
the waited for opportunity. Mean­
time the King went serenely on his 
way, performing the duties and cour­
tesies of his office without consulting 
his self-constituted censors, and now 
when the ambassador of Pius X. visits 
London, His Majesty will again 
evince his knowledge of the fitness 
of things by giving the distinguished 
visitor public acknowledgment. This 
too, despite the memorial sent the 
Foreign Secretary, calling attention 
to the violation of the Protestant 
constitution of the United Kingdom, | 
and urging that steps be taken to 
prevent the King from paying the me­
ditated compliment to the Catholic 
prelates from Europe and America 
who will attend the Congress Mean­
time the courteous Secretary has ac­
knowledged the receipt of the warn­
ing missive, and it has in all proba­
bility been placed in the permanent 
pigeonhole to which a certain class 
of communications reserved tiA "seri­
ous consideration” are proverbially 
consigned.

• • •

For want of space we are obliged 
to leave until next week's issue the 
text of a sermon delivered by the 
Archbishop of Boston, to the Confed­
erated Catholic societies who met 
there a lew days ago. The address 
is spoken of by the "Pilot” as one of 
the most powerful sermons ever de­
livered in the Cathedral, and reading 
the great discourse and meditating on 
the circumstances under which it was 
given, we do not doubt but that the 
ludgment is a just one. It must in­
deed have been an inspiring sight to 
witness the Cathedral filled with dele­
gates representing so many and such 
varied walks of.life as must have been 
present, all actuated by one idea, and 
having all interests focussed into the 
one thought of bettering man­
kind under the illuminating 
guidance of the one Holy, 
Catholic and Apostolic Church. Some 
of the subjects considered at the meet­
ings were, the divorce evil, Christian 
education, anti-Christian socialism, a 
clean press, a pure literature, a pro- 
pec observance of Sunday, honest 
government, decent citizenship, the 
relations of labor and the t hureh 
and the general interests of the Ca­
tholic community. Here was an 
aegenda dealing with a number of 
subjects seemingly impossible to tie 
got at satisfactorilv'ln the spare of a 
few davs, and yet the resolutions 
framed show that much attention was 
given to each. That much good 
must follow seems an incontrovert­
ible conclusion.

• • •
It is helpful and inspiring even to 

get the echoes of such a gathering 
An individual working for good can 
do much, but a confederation of indi­

viduals can do infinitely more. Now­
adays all forces confederate. Capital 
confederates, labor gathers its units 
together, social elements amalgamate, 
manufactures combine, corporations 
concentrate their interests, socialism 
and anti-Christianity unite, and on 
all hands we find the unifying forces 
at work. If the element of unity is i 
found to be so desirable in the ordin­
ary things of life, is it not the es­
sence of wisdom to apply the same 
unifying principle to the forming of 
those things that make for justice 
and tfuth in their highest meaning. 
The signs of the times are that the 
federation of Catholic societies will 
spread everywhere. It has taken 
deep root in Germany, has found 
a footing in England, France and 
Italy. The United States gives it 
fruitful soil. It seems likely to 
expand until it will be as universal 
as is the universality of the Catholic 
Church herself.

Our contemporary the Buffalo “Ca­
tholic Union and Times,” seems to 
have lost the spirit of optimism 
which is its generally pervading at­
mosphere, when in an article in its 
last issue it bemoans the lack of in- 
teiest taken by Buffalo’s young men 
in matters religious. " oui our young 
men show half the interest in religion 
that they do in athletics what won­
drous change would there be in the 
Catholic body.” The Union and 
times is, of course, speaking for it­
self, and we have no ground to do 
otherwise than accept its statement, 
but it gives us thought for thankful­
ness by reminding ourselves that 
things with us are not so dark from 
a religious point of view as they seem 
to be amongst the youth of our 
neighbor city across the line. Our 
contemporary does not object to a 
certain amount of sport, but says it 
can be overdone, which we, of course, 
substantiate, but it seems that in To­
ronto we are fortunate enough not 

, to have reached the point of overdo- 
1 ing, and since there is such a point, 
it mav he perhaps not untimely to 
strike the note of warning So far, 
however, we seem to be quite safe.

* S e
Our observation is that our athle­

tic societies have in their ranks to a 
I great extent the young men who help 
to swell the membership of the reli­
gious or Church associations of our 
parishes. And furthermore, such so­
cieties far outnumber both in them­
selves and in their membership, the 
athletic organizations in the same dis­
tricts. Our contemporary asks, “Is 
it not true that a card party or a 
smoker will bring out a crowd, while 
at the Holy Name Society meeting 
there w’U not be a corpatals guard?" 
Things hero are different. A card 
party or a smoker, it is true, will 
bring out a crowd, but so will a 
meeting of our Holy Name Society, 
and we are fairly safe in saying that 
neither of the recreations mentioned 
has been often succesr'ul in drawing 
out as large and fine a body of men 
as is seen on occasions at the special 
meetings of the Holy Name, when at 
St. Mary’s, >St. Paul’s, St. Basil’s, 
or any of the large parishes as many 
as six or seven hundred are gathered 
representing the beautiful society of 
vfrhich they are members. Six or 
seven hundred might not be a great 
number for Buffalo, but in proportion 
to our numbers here, the magnitude 
is something of which Ao be proud. 
Then the young women get a rub. 
“The dance will entice the young 
women; in a meeting of the Children 
of Marv they appear to have no in­
terest.” While a dance does attract 
many young women anywhere, no one 
seeing the large contingents of Sodal- 
ists who approach Holy Communion 
so frequently in our churches would 
ever think that interest was lacking
in the society of the,children of Mary.

* • e

Our contempory goes further even 
than this. A case is quoted as hap­
pening the “other evening," when a 
certain officer whose duty it was, 
amongst other things, to say the 
Apostle’s Creed at a society meeting, 
was absent, and a young man, on be­
ing called to take his place, was un­
able to do so owing to his ignorance 
of the Creed. It does not seem pos­
sible, says the Catholic Union and 
Times, that there is a Catholic who 
is ignorant of this confession of 
faith, here was one, however, sad as 
it is to relate, who did not know 
the first word. Now we cannot help 
thinking that the possibility of such 
a thing occurring is very rare, and 
that the young man in this instance 
must have been reared under very 

1 exceptional circumstances, also that 
very little prudence or tact could 
have been exercised in lighting on 
such a one as acting officer for a 
meeting. Though we think that our 
contemporary in writing as it did, 
was much in the same spirit as the 
pastor who in order to get at the 
absentees, is obliged to complain to 
the congregation, still we may learn 
not a little from the article in ques­
tion We may coneludî for one 
thing that though it is sometimes 

1 said that our voung men in Toronto 
are not as far to the front in Church 
matters as thev might be, that they 
are at least abreast and perhaps 
ahead of others. This ought to en- 
rmiiage to even greater things. The 
(art, too, that even one young, man 
was found ignorant of the Creed, 
might suggest taking ourselves to 
task on the point as to how one 
would comport himself if called upon 
to say the ordinary prayers at an 
ordinary meeting.

APOSTOLIC FINDINGS
The Roman Curia—Special Law for 

Contentious Matter—Sacred Ro 
man Rota—Apostolic Signature

TITLE I.

THE SACRED ROHAN ROTA

CHAPTER t. f

On the Constitution of the Sic red Roman

(Continued from last week
4. The lawyer, who is chosen as an 

assistant, is obliged to instruct his 
client in so far as it is necessary on 
the regulations and custom of the sa­
cred tribunal, to give him timely ad­
vice on the method of procedure and 
to sign with him the defence and ’he 
reply.

5. If the parties concerned under­
take their own plea personally even 
with an assistant lawyer, as in 3, 
they must in the writing of the de­
fence and the reply use the vernacu­
lar admitted by the sacred tribunal.

6. In every case finally there must 
be one exposition only of the defence 
and the yeply that is either o' the 
party itself or its defender, never 
two, that is of both.

CANON 19.
1. When any appeal or commission 

to try any ease according to the or­
dinary form comes to the registry of 
the Sacred Rota the letter of appeal 
or the commissional letters are trans­
mitted by order of the Dean to the 
group of Auditors to which the trying 
of the case belongs in the order and 
turn determined by the pteceeding 
canon 12. And the group once the 
case is begun proceeds to the exami­
nation according to the ortiivnty rules 
of law.

2. But if the commission to try the 
case is given not in the ordinary way, 
but specially, this is to a group of 
live, seven or the entire body of Au­
ditors or exactly according to the 
w’ish expressed, the Swcted Rota must 
follow especially the naturp of the 
commission according to the tenor of 
the rescript, and in other things pro­
ceed according to the rules of com­
mon law and thosi proper to itself.

CANON 20.
As often as there is question in the 

Sacred Rota of the conditional execu­
tion of any sentence or thy restrain­
ing of its execution, the question is 
to be decided in an unappealable de­
cision by the President alone of the 
group to which the trying of the case 
rightly belongs.

CANON 21.
The President of the group or col­

lege of Auditors which constitutes the 
tribunal is also the proposer or mov­
er of the case. But if he should have 
a good reason for declining this duty, 
after hearing the other Auditors ol 
the group or college he will by his 
own decision determine who shall un­
dertake in his place the dutv of pro­
poser.

CANON 22.
1. If there is need in any case to 

prepare the process, the preparation 
is to be made according to the pre­
scribed canonical laws.

2. The mover or proposer of the 
case cannot be the procurator at the 
same time, but this office must be 
given by the Dean to some Auditor of 
another group.

CANON 23.
1. When a case has been introduced 

and drawn up before the Sacred 
Rota, the plaintiff or even the col­
lege, if it is of importance to it,will 
ask the proposer to'îssign a day to 
the other side to contest the suit or 
to settle doubts concerning it.

2. Thi proposer or his adjutor will 
assign the day at the end of the peti­
tion. This in an authentic copy must 
be sent immediately to the other par­
ty concerned. -

CANON 24.
1. If the party summoned to trial 

does not appear on the day assigned 
for the rettlement of doubts and neg­
lects to give a legitimate excuse lor 
absence, it will be declared contuma­
cious and the formula of doubts will 
be determined ex afficio at the time
he case is proposed on demand of the 

faithful party that is present; and 
this is to be made known immediate­
ly ex officio to the other side, in or­
der that if it so wish it may make 

! exceptions to the formula of doubts 
and thus free itself from contumacy, 
an appropriate limit of time being de­
termined for this by the Proposer or 
his Adjutor.

2. But if the parties are present 
and agree on the formula of conten­
tions and the day for the presenta-

I tion of the case, and the Proposer or 
his Adjutor have nothing to say on 
their part by way of exception, a 
suitable decree will he drawn up by 

1 which this is decided upon.
3. If, however, the parties do not 

agree on tl.e formula of contentions 
or on the day for the presentation of 
the case, and if likewise the Propos­
er or his Adjutor think that the con­
clusions of the parties are not to be 
accepted the settlement of the contro­
versy is left to the decision of the en­
tire group, which after discussing the 
question at issue will draw up a de­
cree on the case.

4. The formula of contentions, 
however, determined upon cannot lie 
changed unless at the instance of one

of the parties or the promoter of jus­
tice or the defender of the bond, by a 
new decree of the Proposer or the 
group, after the other side has been 
heard, according as it lias first deter­
mined upon by the Proposer or the 
group.

5. The day can be changed in the 
same way, but this change can be 
made also cx officio, should the Pro- 

| poser ot the group deem it necessary.
CANON 25.

1. Decisions, decrees and avis of 
any kind against w hich complaint has 
been made must be delivered to the

i Sacred Rpta at least ten days before 
contesting the case.

2. Documents which the parties 
1 have in their possession to bring
forward in fav-,r of their own 
side must be deposited in the regis­
try of the Sacred Rota at least thir­
ty days before the discussion of the 

i case, so that they can be examined by 
the judges, the assistants of the tri­
bunal and by the other side in the 
files of the registry, from which they 

icannot be taken.
3. They must be arranged in pn per 

order and are to be delivered in ap­
proved form, tied together in a bun­
dle with their index appended so 
that they can be neither removed nor 
lost.

CANON 26.
I The defence must be printed and 

distributed in double copy thirty days 
before the discussion of the case (the 
Mme time that the documents about 
which we have spoken in the previous 
canons are to be deposited in the rot­
ai registry),to each juu*•*, notary of 
the registry and archives, and like­
wise to the prosecutor of justice and 
the defender of the bond, if they are 
to take part in the case. Besides it 
ought to be exchanged with the other 
side, tint opportunity for reply might 
thereby be given.

2. To the defence the summary is 
to he added, likewise printed, in 
which the more important documents 

! are contained.
CANON 27.

1 Answers must be brought for­
ward together with new documents if 
the parties have any in addition to 
those already given ten days before 
the discussion of the case, that is 
twenty days after the distribution of 
the defence, observing even in this 
case tne rules of Canons 24 and 25.

2. When this is done the case will 
be considered closed and the parties 
and their patrons or procurators can­
not add or write anything further.

3 If, however, there is question of 
finding new documents, it is always 
right to bring them forward. But 

l in this case the party producing them 
must prove that they were not found 
tntil the last moment. If these new 
documents are admitted, the pronos- 
er must grant * suitable time to the 
other side to reply to the same, oth­
erwise rfl" trial will be void.

4. It is in the power and province 
of the Proposer to reject useless do­
cuments produced for the sake af 
causing delay.

CANON 28.
The limits of time determined in 

I the above canons can be extended by 
I the judge at the instance of the 
palties if the other is first heard, or 
even shortened if tho judge shall 
deem it necessary, with the consent, 
however of both sides.

CANON 29.
1. The composition of the defence 

must not exceed twenty pages of the 
ordinary typographic style of Roman 
paper, and the replies must not ex­
ceed ten.

2. If it is necessary for one of the 
patties or its defender to exceed these 
limits on account of the importance, 
consequence or great bulk of the 
documents, they will petition the Pro­
poser for this extension. The Pro­
poser will then determine a greater 
number of pages, and this number 
cannot be passed.

3. A copy of the defence and the 
reply must be given to the Proposer 
or his assistant before it is given to 
the press, so that permission to print 
and publish the same may be ob­
tained

4. No writing intended for the 
Sacred Rota can he printed except by 
the press approved by the College of 
the Sacred Rota.

CANON 30.
Such testimony as comes unàpr the 

name of oral information to the pre­
siding judge is forbidden; however, a 
moderate discussion is allowed before 
the group trying the case for the 
clearing of contentions if one or both 
sides request it, or if the tribunal 
wishes it. But the following rules 
are to be followed:

1 The discussion must take place 
at the day and hour to be determin­
ed by the tribunal, in the time that 
intervenes between the presentation 
of the reply and the day assigned for 
the trial.

2. Ordinarily the parties them­
selves are not allowed to plead their 
own case before the Judges, but they 
must delegate one of the lawyers for 
this whom they have called to their 
case as an assistant, or as their de­
fender or procurator. It is, however, 
in the power of the tribunal to admit 
the parties themselves, if there is a 
reasonable cause fftr it, or to sum­
mon them to be present.

3. Two days before the discussion 
the parties must deliver to the As­
sistant of the Proposer the principal 
points of the case at issue which is to 
be discussed with the other side, and 
these summed up in a few words, one 
or two sentences. These the Assist­
ant will eommunieateylo tioth parties 
together with the questions prepaid 
by the Auditors of the group, if tl.. v 
have any about which they wish to 
examine the parties concerned

4. The discussion will not take 
any oratorical form, but will be 
kept within the limits of the conten­
tions to be settled under the leader­
ship and moderation of the Propos­
er.

SUBJECT OF THE HOUR
Missions to Non-Catholics —Dioce­

san Priests to Join in Work — 
Man> Triumphs Expected.

In view of ne ever increasing inter­
est taken in the question of missions 
to non-Catholns, the following from 
tlic Catholic Universe of Cleveland is 
interesting as showing how the move­
ment is viewed at the Vatican. The 
Universe says;

Father Doyle of the Apostolic 
Mi ;sion House, who is at present in 
Rome, was granted an interview with 
Cardinal Merry del Val, the Secre­
tary of State, in which he laid before 
him the results of the missions to 
non-Catholics in the United States.

The rardinal has followed the pro­
gress oi the work with the keenest in­
terest, and he sees in its ultimate 
success the conversion of the English- 
speaking people. It may not be with­
out some providential ordering, that 
one who is so sympathetic with the 
weal and woe of the English-speaking 
people should be so near the Holy- 
Father, and Cardinal Merry Del Val 
realizes the progress of the Cnureh in 
the United States This abiding in­
terest has been quickened by the re­
cent action of Archbishop Bourne of 
Westminster in sending Rev. Herbert 
Vaughan to the Mission House at 
Washington with the ultimate purpose 
of establishing a Mission House on 
similar lines in England

When ushered into his presence, 
Father Doyle found awaiting to greet 
him a man of very distinguished 
appearance clad in his CardinaPs 
robes, as handsome as a picture; with 
dark keen eyes, beautifully chiseled 
features and a vivacious countenance, 
la wee the formalities of pit- 

Isentation were over, the Missions to 
non-Catholics became the subject of 
conversation. The Cardinal has fol­
lowed the growth of the American 
A postulate since its beginning over 
ten years ago, and he seemed to have 
a comprehensive knowledge of the way 
it is organized and the wonderful re­
sults that have been secured.

He thought the question box as 
used in the missions in the United 
States, an admirable way of getting 
in touch with the mind of non-Catho- 
lics. When Father Doyle ventured 
the statement that if the Holy Fath­
er knew what an easy wav of teach­
ing Catechism to the people the ques­
tion box affords he probably would 
have recommended it in his recent 
encyclical on “Teaching the Cate­
chism,” the Cardinal said he him­
self had made very practical use of 
it in a series of lectures he had given 
Rome, and had found it exceedingly 
valuable. He thought the time ripe 
for an aggressive propaganda among 
the English-speaking people in Eng­
land-! s well as in the United States. 
Many observant non-Catholics had 
told him in this very room that the 
English-speaking world is quite ready 
to accept ir its entirety the Cat nolie 
Church. In fact the religious situa­
tion gutside is such that multitudes 
of souls are yearning for some teach­
er who will speak with authority and 
tell then, what Christ taught. More­
over tho Catholic Church will solve 
many of the social problems that vex 
the life of the modern world. When 
Father Doyle mentioned the recent 
action of Archbishop Bourne in send­
ing Father Vaughan to the Mission 
House to prepare for Mission work 
in England, Cardinal Merry Del Val 
said, “Yes I have read in the English 
papers of what Archbishop Bourne 
has done, and the project commends 
itself to me as a most feasible and 
practical way of assisting the move­
ment for the convervon of England. 
The choice of Father Vaughan is a 
most happy one. 1 know him well, 
and he has all the qualities that are 
apt to secure the best results. The 
work was very close to the heart of 
Cardinal Vaughan in his latter yi»rs, 
but he had not the strength to carry 
out his plans completely; but to Fa­
ther Vaughan has fallen the providen­
tial role of effectuating the projects 
of his uncle the Cardinal. He is a 
Vaughan, and he has inherited the 
qualities of mind and heait that will 
insure the success of the work.”

The Cardinal continued his com­
ment on the movement in general in 
effect is follows: “Th. way the work 
has been carried out in the United 
States shows that it has been inspir­
ed with the ripest wisdom. The 
non-controversial spirit that pervades 
it is a measure of great prudence. 
There is a desire undoubtedly to hear 
the Catholic Church speaking as she 
does with divine authority, and they 
ar3 in many cases willing to accept 
her message. It is a great mistake 
to continue to attack Protestantism 
as though it were something worthy 
of attack. It has long since lost its 
vitality as a definite system of dog­
matic teaching, and to assail it di­
rectly only creates defenders for it. 
It is wiser to ignore all the denom­
inations and simply and solely to pre­
sent the teachings of the Church in 
their most attractive form

"Moreover, the organization of the 
mission work under a complete super­
vision af the bishops is a most com­
mendable feature.
“The bishops are the chief workers 

in the vineyard. They have also at 
their command a host of other work­
ers. The diocesan priesthood has al­
ways been the rank and file of the 
Church’s army, and once their ener­
gies are aroused to accomplish any­
thing it will be done. It is a great 
stimulus for the diocesan priests, to 
make them feel that there is no good 
work that they are not capable of 
doing. The religious orders will be 
only too glad to welcome them to the 
A postdate. Instead of interfering
in any way with their own efforts 
this will only increase their zeal 
and enhance their success.
“It mav nou be many years before 

all the bishops of the English-speak­
ing world will have their dioceses 
equipped with bands of missionaries, 
composed of their own priests, who 
will constantly carry on the presen­

tation of the teachings of the Catho­
lic Church to the non-Catholics with­
in their respective jurisdictions. And 
what results of conversion may not 
be obtained by this aggressive pro­
paganda!”

The interview lasted for half an 
hour or more, and the Cardinal clos­
ed it by promising to t; -g the 
whole matter to the particular atten­
tion of the Holy Father.
“I could not help thinking as I lis­

tened to bis words,” writes Father 
Doyle, “what a wonderful amount of 
good will be done among ibe English- 
spi aking peoples, and among other 
peoples, too, if the Holy Father turns 
the influence of his high office towards 
the inauguration and the successful 
carrying on of these missions under 
th.- immediate supervision of the bish­
ops. In the next generation undoubt­
edly many great triumphs of the 
Church are to be won among Eng- 
lishing-speaking peoples. ‘Restaur- 
are omnia in Christo’ will have a 
perfect exemplification among them, 
and the day is not far distant when 
they will return in throngs to the 
Old Mother Church of Christendom."

G. J. Fuy of Perth, Opt., the Cana­
dian national director of the Ancient 
Order of Hibernians, in connection 
with the proposed monument to the 
victims of the ship fever in the dire 
year, 1847, whose remains lie inter­
red at Grosse Isle, his object being 
to obtain the consent of the Govern­
ment to its erectiei- it will be a 
souue of pleasure to the people ol 
Irish birth or descent in Canada and 
in the United States, to learn that 
this long looked for and much desir­
ed tribute to the memory of those 
martyrs who, in the language of a 
small headstone already erected in 
tho cemetery ou the island, “Fleeing 
from starvation and pestilence* in 
their own land found in America but 
a grave,” is about to materialize. 
Some thirty odd years ago an at­
tempt in the same direction, was 
made in the city of (Quebec under the 
auspices of the former distinguished 
Archbishop of Toronto, the most 
Rev. John J. Lynch, and of Mr. Pet­
er O'Leary of London, Eng., both of 
whom were then on a visit to the 
city, but owing to causes and cir­
cumstances then unhappily existing, 
which it is now unnecessary to speci­
fy. the meeting of which the writer 
had the honor to be secretary, called 
for the purpose, ended without any 
action being taken. The two gentle­
men named were heart and soul in 
the matter, the Archbishop undertak­
ing to raise the necessary funds by 
appealing to the hierarchy of Canada 
ami the l ai ted States The intention 
was to place the monument on the 
ridge of land between the cemetery 
and the St. Lawrence. Later still 
—some twelve years ago—another at­
tempt was made, but without effect. 
All honor, then, to the ancient order, 
the oldest Catholic secular society iti 
the world, for taking the matter in 
hand, and it is doubtful if any act of 
the order during its career of nigh 
three centuries will redound more to 
its glory and ensure the gratitude of 
generations to come. Of course, in 
writing thus I take it for granted 

I that the required permission will be 
granted by the government.—Mat­
thew F. Walsh.

In the year 1308, 
when the French troops were occupy­
ing Rome, the general in command, 
Miollis, incorporated the pontitk.il 
troops in the French army, acd left 
them still to wear the old Papal col­
ors of gold and purple. Pius Y11., 
who was then Pope, protested against 
this incorporation, and to avoid con­
fusion gave to the Papal soldiers the 
now familiar colors of yellow and 
white. It is a sign of the tyranny 
that the French then exercised over 
Rome, that their officers, irritated by 
this change, forced the remaining Pa­
pal troops to take off the new col­
ors. This act of the French, says 
the Marchcse, led to an interchange 
of diplomatic notes between the Pa­
pal Government and the French, 
which ended in an order that the 
troops of Italy were not to wear the 
new colors. After the downfall of 
the French power, when the Pope re­
ceived back his rights, instead of re­
suming the old colors, he retained 
the new ones of yellow and white, 
which arc those in use at the present 
dav.

Tnat was the cause af Ireland's mis­
fortune. She was too good for this 
woild. Irishmen weie too honest,and 
often made themselves the tools of 
designing fellows. In this respect he 
spoke in regard both to the inside 
amt outside of Ireland. He wished 
prosperity would romc to Ireland; not 
the prosperity which made people for­
get the difference between Sunday 
and Monday, that leads to the divorce- 
court, or sets up one class against an­
other, but real genuine Catholic pros­
perity. The bi-si foundation was to 
rear up their children to he pious

The first 
Irishmen who came to Australia came 
with the chains of the felon on them, 
but those chains were more glorious 
than the diadems of kings.”

Australia, so far as she was ad­
vanced in civilization, owed a great 
deal to Ireland, and he wished that 
his wends would re-echo in Australia, 
when he would tell them there from 
beneath Vinegar Hill that they would 
have no true civiluatn 11 in Australia 
were it not for the Wexfordmen and 
other Irishmen who were sent out 
after the Insurrection of 1798 as fel­
ons. They were the nioneers of the 
Catholic churches and schools, and 
amongst whom they all regarded 
with special reverence Father Dixon 
of Crossabeg, County Wexford, who 
was the first piiest to celehiate Mas* 
in Australia under the British flag 
in 1794.

His Grace referred to the martyr­
dom endured by the Irish in Austra­
lia for their faith at that period. He 
himself, another Wexfordman, was 
privileged two years ago to conse­
crate the mother church of Australia. 
Tins uniov of faith and love of coun­
try rightly entitled the Irish people 
to hold up their heads among the na­
tions of the world. While other na­
tions had lost their faith the Irish 
had clung loyally to it and the mis­
fortunes of Ireland were due to her 
fidelity to what she believed to be 
true and right.

SYNOPSIS Of CANADIAN NOAH- 
WEST

Homestead Regulations

Any even numbered section of Do­
minion Lands In Manitoba, Saskat­
chewan and Alberta, excepting • and 
II, not reserved, may be homestead­
ed by any person who ts the sole bead 
of a family, or any male over II 
yea.-s of age, to the extent of one- 
quarter section o( 160 acres, more or 
less.

Application for entry must be made 
in person by the applicant at a Do­
minion Lands Agency or Sub-agency 
for the district in which the land is 
situate. Entry by proxy may, how­
ever, be made at any Agency, on cer­
tain conditions by the father, moth­
er, son, daughter, brother or sister 
of a^ intending homesteader.

The homesteader is required to per­
form the homestead duties under one 
of the following plans:

(1) At least six months’ residence 
upon and cultivation of the land in 
each year for three years.

(2) A homesteader may, If he so de­
sires, perform the required residence 
duties by living on (aiming land own­
ed solely by him, not less than eighty 
(80) acres In extent, in the vicinity 
of his homestead. Joint ownership 
in land will not meet tûls require­
ment.

(3) If the father (or mother, If the 
'father is deceased) of a homesteader
has permanent residence on farming, 
land owned solely by him, not less 
than eighty (80) acres in extent, in 
the vicinity of the homestead, or up­
on a homestead entered for by him 
in the vicinity, such homesteader may 
perform his own residence duties by 
living with the father (or mother).

(4) The term "vicinity" in the twe 
preceding paragraphs is defined a;i 
meaning not more than nine miles in 
a direct line, exclusive of the width 
of road allowances crossed in the 
measurement.

(5) A homesteader intending to 
perform his residence duties in ac­
cordance with the above while living 
with parents or on farming land own 
ed by himself must notify the Agent 
for the district of such intention.

Six months' notice in writing must 
be given to the Commissioner of Do­
minion Lands at Ottawa, of intention 
to apply for patent.

The Lamp, the organ of the High 
Church party in the Anglican Church, 
commenting on the late Pan-American 
congress, whilst commending the lib­
erality and widespread interest of the 
assembled dignitaries, complains of 
a noted want of devotion to divine 
worship especially that of the Holy 
Sacrifice of the Mass. Here is how 
the writer vividly draws the con­
trast:

“The crowning feature of the ser­
vice was the presentation on the 
high altar of the catKdral by the 
205 bishops present of the united 
offering of the Anglican faithful, 
which amounted to 335,000 pounds 
sterling. But where was the devotion 
of this vast assemblage to 
the Real Presence of Jesus 
Christ, Body, Soul and Di­
vinity, in the Holy Sacrifice of the 
Mass’ Where did they give public 
expression to his desire before the 
eyes of the world in unmistakable 
fashion? There were indeed numer­
ous celebrations of the Holy Eucinr- 
ist in London churches during he ses­
sion of the congress, but with the ex­
ception of certain High Masses in a 
few well known ritualistic churches 
on Sunday they were confined to low 
celebrations and were attended by 
scant congregations. The report ci 
of the English Church Times attended 
the 8 o’clock Mass at Westminster 
Abbey on the morning when the con­
gress opened and he found no more 
than a hundred persons present.

The first notable act of her reform­
ers after the Church of England ceas­
ed to be Roman Catholic, was to de­
throne the Mass from its position as 
the supreme Sacrifice of the Christian 
altar, the all-prevailing Act of Divine 
Worship; and Cranmer’s substitute 
for it was principally an expurgated 
Litany, the psalmody of David and 
the Te Deum. Never perhaps since 
the Reformation were these sung 
more charmingly and “tear compell- 
ingly" than at the opening and close 
of the Pan-American congress, but a 
Miserere, however witchingly sung, or 
St. Ambrose’s great hymn or the 
grandest alleluia chorus ever compos­
ed, is hut a mess of pottage when 
offered in exchange for our Catholic 
birthright, the Eucharistic Sacrifice. 
It was no doubt a majestic sight to 
see 200 Anglican prelates, preceded 
by mace bearers, bringing their gold 
like the Magi from afar and solemnly 
depositing it upon the high altar of 
St Paul's until the accumulating 
flood swelled into a grand total 
of nearly seventeen hundred thousand 
dollars, but the truth remains that 
one consecrated host uplifted in the 
hands of the poorest and humblest 
priest in the Catholic Church is in
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God s sight an infinitely more 
sublime spectacle.

“We feel constrained thvs to put on 
record our disappointment thwt as far 
as the members of the congress ad­
dressed themselves to the all import­
ant matter of Divine Worship they 
should have chosen to approach the 
throne of the Most High after the 
manner of Protestant Episcopalians 
rather than as inheritors of the an­
cient Catholic ti adit ions of the 
Church of England.

“The Catholic remnant in the An­
glican Church for seventy-five years 
has battled hard for the restoration 
of the Mass to its rightful place in 
public worship, and withal wonder­
ful has been our success, but can we 
reasonably entertain the hope that 
with one voice the Anglican Episco­
pate will again proclaim the true 
doctrine of the Mass, or witli unity 
of faith celebrate the Eucharistic 
mysteries in a truly Catholic manner 
until we recover that union with 
Rome, the loss of which was the ini­
tial step to the throwing down of 
our altars and the casting as into a 
corner the Sacrifice of the Mass?"
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lie cburcbes which were seized by the 
English Chun* of Henry Vlll’s time.

The very name by which the pres­
ent assemblage of Anglican Bishops 
has been designated seems to convey 
the idea of the confusion which ex­
ists owing to the disputes within the 
Church itself on the High, Low, 
Broad, and Krastian issues.

On occasion of the tirst call to a 
meeting of the Bishops of the church­
es which have sptung out of Anglican­
ism, the name given to the assem­
blage was “a Council," in imitation 
of the 21 august assemblages of the 
Bishops of the Catholic Church which 
are known as her "general councils," 
beginning with that of Jerusalem '•nd 
ending with the Council of the Vati­
can, held in 1869-70, undci the prési­
dence of Pope l'ius IX.

But the incongruity of calling these 
modernised assemblages Councils 
seems to have been felt, for the 
great general Councils of the Catho­
lic Church met under the divine com­
mission: "As the Father hath sent

FEAST OF THE ASSUMPTION*.
As the cycle of the year of days 

revolves it is marked here and there 
by the many feasts of the Church, 
which remind the faithful to pause 
for a moment in the midst of world­
ly affairs to give thought to things 
of heavenly import. The Feast of 
the Assumption solemnized on Sunday 
last is one of peculiar attraction and 
beauty, as it is the first instance in 
the history of the Blessed Virgin 
when we contemplate her as one of 
the great throng of which she is ever 
afterwards known and recognized as 
Queen.

Heretofore we had known our Bless­
ed Lady almost as one of ourselves. 
As a little one we saw her led to 
the Temple by her mother, the good 
Saint Anne, and afterwards among 
the maidens who made their home 
within the sacred precincts, none were 
as conspicuous as she in humility and 
in industry for the beautiful things 
of God’s house.

We 
had sought with the distracted mo­
ther for her little Son through the 
busy streets of Jerusalem and with 
her had entered the Temple and there 
found Him "in the midst of Doctors, 
healing and asking them questions." 
The scenes in which He had after­
wards figured as the miracle worker, 
from Cana with its wedding-feast, 
until the culminating work of the Re- 
suirection itself, we had visited, and 
from these scenes the Blessed Virgin 
was never absent. But the theatre 
of these great events was the earth, 
and Mary herself was as vet but one 
of its travellers.

In the Assumption we see the Bless­
ed Virgin in a new role, that of Queen 
of Angels and Men. The heavenly 
hosts came forth to greet her, those 
cohoits, which since the cr.«ti >n of 
their own kind and of men had never 
seer so fair a sight, save that of the 
Beatific vision alone, nor had the 
saintly band of Adam’s race ere be­
held anything so rare and beautiful as 
that vouchsafed them on the morning 
of the Assumption, when our Divine 
Lord led His Mother to the feet of 
Vie Father seated upon the eternal 
throne. As the Blessed Virgin was 
born a: d lived without sin, it was 
altogether meet that she should never 
know the corruption that follows 
death, and her assumption, body and 
soul, into heaven is one of the things 
to which reason as well as faith 
pointé loudly.

THE PAN-ANGLICAN CONFER­
ENCE.

An encyclical letter has been issued 
from Lambeth Palace, the London re­
sidence of the Archbishop of Canter­
bury, purporting to be the address of 
the recently held Pan-Anglican Con­
ference to the world. Only a very 
short synopsis of this document has 
been transmitted by cablegram to 
this side of the Atlantic, on which 
we have no desire to make derogatory- 
comments; nevertheless it is proper 
wc should make some remarks there­
on, as it makes some references to 
the relations of Anglicanism towards 
the Catholic Church.

Two hundred and fifty-three Bishops 
are sai-* to have been present at the 
Conference, and these were, no doubt,

To the Catholic Register:
My first letter gave a sketch of my 

voyage from Montreal to Belteisle. 
The present communication will deal 
with the passage across the Atlantic. 
Thu last rays ol Monday’s setting sun 
had died away and the darkness had 
begun to deepen when the good ship 
"Ottawa" felt the first swell of the 
broad ocean. The lights of Ik-llc- 
isltt blazed out to the north, and when 
they grew dim all on board knew that 
their next glimpse of land would la­
the Irish coast. Old ocean was not 
long in making his presence sensibly 
felt by some ol our party and there 
were vacant chairs in the dining-room 
next morning. On the whole, how- 
ev«r, the Angel us party and the pas­
sengers in general proved to be ex­
cellent sailois, and whilst a few suc­
cumbed the majority, amongst them 
your correspondent, bore up bravely 
and were always in evidence on deck 
and at table.

There is not much variety of scen­
ery on the ocean. Da> after d.t> the 
same heaving, throbbing waters, now 
shimmering in the sunshine, now 
leaden as the skies above, meet the 
eye. Byron’s address to the deep 
and dark blue ocean may lie appio- 
priate to some sea like the Mediter­
ranean, or to some bay near shore, 
but your correspondent has never 
seen the waters blue in mid-ocean. 
They are of the hue ol a midnight 
sky, not absolutely black, but almost 
so. The color of a cloudy sky is the 
nearest approach I can suggest to the 
tint of the ocean awav from land. 
As the shore draws near, heautfful 
tints of blue and green are sometimes 
met; but 1 have never, even on the 
brightest (lavs, encountered them far 
out at sea. One very beautiful ef­
fect is witnessed when a brisk wind 
raises whitecaps. These gleam with 
a phosphorescent glow in the dark­
ness and the contrast between the 
pitchy blackness ol# the troughs 
of the waves, and their lu­
minous crests, is one of the grandest 
sights imaginable. There is, how­
ever, one glorious relief to the mono-

ter witnessed so grand a sunset It 
was, I iegret, the last as well as the 
first glorious sunset we beheld on the 
ocean. The succeeding evenings were 
so cloudy that the day-god had no 
opportunity to show his splendor.

A tine ocean suuiise is something 
to which 1 eagerly looked forward, 
but in a latitude in which the sun 
rises before 1 o’clock during the 
month of July, it is a sight not very 
easily witnessed. Moreover, the 
morning is. much more liable to be 
obscured by mist and cloud. On one 
occasion only did 1 succeed m being 
on deck ahead of • unrise, and that 
was on the morning on which we ex­
pected to sight the Irish coast. I n- 
fortunately, that morning the whole 
sky was heavily draped with clouds, 
and my enterprise in pacing the deck 
at 3.3b a.iif was very poorly reward­
ed It was very beautiful to see 
the pearly morning light break 
thiuugh the clouds whenever it could 
get an opening, and to see the sun­
beams shimmering on the horizon line 
at intervals; but this was only a 
tantalizing glimpse of what would be 
were the cloud banks less heavy.

Equally ' unsatisfactory was the le- 
sult of looking out in the early dawn 
for the Irish coast. The mists cur­
tained it so heavily that it was a 
quarter to seven in the morning be­
fore a litffile speck, in appearance like 
a sugar loaf, met the eyes that had 
been watching in that direction lor 
hours. Soon afterwards Mann Head, 
the most northerly point of the main­
land of Ireland, thrust its long, pre­
cipitous point into view, and exhib­
ited a wide stretch of diversified coast 
scenery. At some points the coast 
swept inward in a gradual rise and 
green fields and white cottages were 
plainly visible from our point of ob­
servation far out at sea; again the 
Rt-ntly sloping lull would be succeeded 
»y a rugged mountain on whose 
hr >wn surface no sign of human habi­
tation could be seen. This is the 
chaiaeter of the whole norimrn coast 
of Ireland—an alternation of gentle- 
slopes and rugged mountains and 
cliffs. There is a wonderful charm 
in this irregular coast which never 
grows monotonous, but unfortunately 
the sunlight which brings out the al­
ternate green and brown and softens 
the rugged cliffs, was absent.

Separated from Malin Head by a 
narrow channel is the island of Jnnis- 
turk, which is a place of some im­
portance beca se it has a light-house, 
a signalling station, and an appara­
tus for wireless telegrajjhy. As soon 
as our ship came in sight, the two 
latter were set in operation; and in 
a few moments the news of the sight­
ing of the Ottawa was in Liverpool, 
in Montreal and other shipping cen­
tres.

So much of this letter has been 
spent in describing sea and sky and 
coast, and so little devoted to life 
aboard that the reader may be in­
clined to mark down your correspon­
dent as an unsociable individual. The 
passengers of the Ottawa have #f dif­
ferent opinion, particularly the group 
which forms the Angclus party. But 
the games and jokes and doings of 
deck life do not afford much of pub­
lic interest. Suffice it to say that 
fhe majority of the Angclus party, 
including your correspondent, rose 
bravely superior to sea sickness, ne­
ver left a vacant scat at table, took 
a hand in -everything gotten up to 
while away the time, and succeeded 
in making the situation as agreeable 
as possible for themselves and fellow- 
travellers. Several priests, as I have 
already indicated, were aboard—from 
the Western States, from old Ken­
tucky, Michigan and Montreal, and 
no one could wish for better repre­
sentatives of the cloth The distin­
guished Jesuit Father selected by 
Rome for a most important mission 
in Japan, who as I have said, was of 
tho number, was just such a man as 
one would expect to bring any mis­
sion, however arduous, to success. 
Daily intercourse with these priests 
was a never failing source of interest 
to your correspondent and he hopes 
henceforth to number them amongst 
his special friends.

Taking the passengers as a whole, 
vour correspondent found them a very 
interesting and amiable gathering. 
There was not a disagreeable charac­
ter amongst them and not an incident 
happened to mar the good fellowship 
of the voyage, which in a few hours 
will end In Liverpool. It is time for 
this rambling letter to end likewise-, 
and in extenuation of its'character 1 
would beg the Register to remember 
that it and its piedecessor were writ­
ten on a rocking table, amidst the 
swish of waves- and the distraction of 
a library full of loungers, talkers, 
walkers, readers, writers and others 
wishing to see one finish his scribbling 
and give place to them.

Very often 
cloudy or foggy weather denies the 
voyager this gratification, but when 
it comes under favorable conditions 
an ocean sunset is worth the risk of 
sea sickness.

some intangible reason, seems to ocean many times, was that they ne-lately, it always comes too late.

The Recent Roman Reforms
Some of the secular papers are very- 

much puzzled about the exact mean­
ing of the recent Decree reforming 
the Roman Congregations. They af­
fect to see in them a policy of more 
complete centralization, of extension 
of the Pope's personal power, of 
easier repression of people and 
things that lack favor at Rome. 
Wtiat they might see if they chose to 
look is that the Holy Father is sim­
ply changing one method ol govern­
ment in ecclesiastical affairs lor an­
other and a better one He is also 
providing that countries so wealthy 
as England and America should no 
longer have free administration of 
their particular business carried on 
for them, but should take their place 
with the other countries concerned in 
the ordinary system on which the 
Holy See manages the legislative re­
quirements of the Faithful. There is 
no longer any reason, the Pope be­
lieves, why the countries he with­
draws from the jurisdiction of Pro­
paganda shoui 1 not have their affairs 
conducted bv t^e Congregations which 
deal with the affairs of countries like 
France and Spain And certainly 
English-speaking Catholics every­
where will feel that the Holy Father, 
111 putting them on a different status 
than that "which they had as inhabi­
tants of a missionary country, has 
but recognized the fact that tbei are 
quite able, as they are quite willing, 
to bear their share in the burdens 
of administration which the Holy See 
has to meet. They fall into their 
place in the general life of the 
Church, and know that in Rome, whe­
ther their matters come into the 
hands of this Congregation or that, 
they will have justice and right done 
them sow as ever before.—Liverpool 
Catholic Times.

LONDON’S CATHOLICITY
London, August titb, l!Mi*.

Now that the great Centenary cele­
brations of St. Cutbbert’s College, 
Vshaw, are over, and the shouting 
dies away, there is leisure to review 
in all its grandeur and imposing beau­
ty, one of the greatest events in the 
crowded Catholic calendar of this 
year of 1908.

It was a cosmopolitan crowd that 
passed beneath the triple archway, 
bearing the significant words—Douai, 
Crook Hall, l shaw—with their re­
spective dates, and an international 
assemblage of priests and laymen met 
within the College walls, first in the 

! chapel to offer the Holy Sacrifice for 
j those who had passed the "land o’ j 
the leal,’’ and later, to listen to a 
feast of oratory such as is seldom 
heard nowadays, when the compelling 
and fascinating power of the human 
voice, tuned to noble hopes and high 
endeavors, is so much neglected.

Frupi the commencement of the fes­
tivities on Monday to their close on 
Wednesday, a spirit of hospitality 
and good fellowship worthy of the 
best traditions of our race marked 
the celebrations. Old students, cleri­
cal and lay, from all parts of the 
world, were enabled by the hearty 
welcome of the venerable and rever- 1 
end President, Bishop Wilkinson, and 
the College Staff, to bridge the years 
and the changes which separated 
them from boyhood and early man­
hood and take their old places, just 
as if there were no dreams shatter-i 
ed, no high ambitions surrendered, in 
the gap of time between, no vacant : 
chairs, or missing handclasps in this 1 
dear old home.

A thrill of feeling stirred the great 1 
assemblage when Bishop Wilkinson, 
crowned with the snows’of 84 win- 
teis, welcomed the guests. He had 
known Vshaw all his life, though the 
beginning of that life saw the vener- ; 
able President a Protestant child, ! 
and in accents that were without a 
treinour, he hade Cshaw’s sons be 
loyal forever to the throne of the 
Fisherman, in the City of Holy Rome.

I wish space allowed me to quote 
at length from some of the magnifi­
cent discourses which held great au­
diences entranced on each of the fes­
tival days. Dr. Hedley, the Bishop 1 
of Newport, treated in the masterly 
manner one would expect from so eru­
dite ,i theologian and learned an his­
torical scholar, the subject of Vshaw’s 
future, as prefigured by her achieve­
ments in the past. Mr. Wilfrid Ward, 
the able editor of the "Dublin Re­
view,’* drew brilliant silhouettes of 
Cardinal Wiseman, showing the young 
rector of the English College, with 
all intellectual and social Rome at 
his feet, when in his twenty-sixth 
year he gave his memoiable lectures 
in Cardinal Weld’s rooms in the Holy 
City. Again he showed us Wiseman, 
the great Catholic Apologist, in

Lynch, of Utica, N.Y., gave 
the record of mixed marriages in his 
own parish and their sad results. In 
the last twenty-five years there were 
only 609 marriages in the church, and < 
of those 178, or nearly one-third, 
were mixed marriages. Of the 178 
non-Catholic parties, seventy-six had 
never been baptized. Allowing two 
children to each marriage, Msgr. 
Lynch showc(L4hat, according to the 
census of the parish, 225 children 
were lost to the faith. Assuming 
that half of these children marry Pro­
testants, it is evident the Church's 
loss is greatly increased. The quick­
est and surest way, he declared, to 
destroy the Catholic Church in any 
community is to allow mixed mar­
riages.

TIME THE VINDICATOR.
If time is merciless, says the West­

ern Watchman, it is also merciful. If 
it has its revenges, it has also its 
vindications. If in its remorseless­
ness, it uncovers infamy, it also blots 
the stain from innocence. Time, 
though sometimes cheated and oft- 
times deceived, vindicates all things. 
Time is the voice of truth and the 
arm of justice.

In all the annals of humanity there 
is no other such character as Joan 
of Arc. It is now nearly five hun­
dred years since she died at the stake 
in the market place of Rouen. An 
ecclesiastical tribunal had condemned 
her as a sorceress, a schismatic, a 
blasphemer. Her friends deserted 
her. The king, who owed his king­
dom to her, abandoned her; the coun­
try which she had freed from the 
yoke of the foreigner turned away 
from her. She was greeted as a vile 
criminal by friend and foe alike She 
died a cruel aud barbarous death, 
burned at the stake, her character 
and her memory burned in dishonor, 
calumny and obloquy.

But time has changed all this Joan 
of Are, the sainted Maid of Domremy, 
is now recognized as she really was. 
The verdict of history, the final ver­
dict, has been reached and will ere 
long be proclaimed through the in­
fallible utterance of the \ icar of 
Christ. The maid burned at the 
stake will appear a vision of inno­
cence and beauty on our altars' May 
God hasten the day!

A New Catechism

The work of teaching the Christian 
doctrine through means oi the Cate- 

' chism often presents many diffi­
culties. The Catholic University is 
at present giving exceptiohal thought 
to the matter, and that their meth­
ods are receiving a certain amount 
of criticism, as seen from the follow­
ing by D. J. L. in the Western 
Watchman;

The efforts that are being made to 
bring order and method into the 
teaching of catechism will meet with 
the most cordial approval from 
priests and teachers throughout the 
country. Tin* professors in the Ca­
tholic University of Washington .ire 
engaged in a most laudable work in 
placing I «fore the teaching communi­
ties their new methods of instruc­
tion. Dr. Shields read an interest­
ing pa pu on this subject at the re­
cent educational convention in Cin­
cinnati. If the method ot the Rcv- 
erned Doctor be true, it will liear cri­
ticism. The severer tlic criticism, 
the brighter and clearer truth must 
always appear.

Dr Shields says rightly that in the 
whole range of the Church's teaching 
no uinkitaking is fraught with such 
consequences as that of giving the 
cnild its first ideas about God. In 
that, we are all one. Then we are 
told that "the spiritual life, c., the 
religions principle implantixi in the 
child's soul is brought into life and 
activity through tin* medium of “or­
ganic precept ion." What does Father 
Shields mean by “organic prccep- 
tion?" Evidently, la- means the per- 
cer ive powers of the organs of sense. 
T yxnmg child then before it elicits 
its first act of Faith comes b>\ ana­
logy and comparison in tlie visible 
world to the existence of God. In 
other words, the world of trusc is 
the foundation on which the first ait 
of Faith on the part of the child 
rests. The act of Faith oi the child 
is tlie outcome of evolution commenc­
ing with the Robin’s nest, as we have 

1 it in his eaUctusm, and ending with 
Jesus Christ.

Now, nere exactly is the parting of 
, the ways. The child is not able to 
draw conclusions from analogy and 
comparison. The child that is able 

! to draw conclusions in this way is 
abnormal and a freak, and should at 
once be sent to the University at 
Washington to complete its educa­
tion. We do not meet such chil­
dren; they do nut exist.

Let us analyze the first act of 
Faith which the child makes. In do­
ing this we shall institute a com­
parison between the act of superna­
tural Faith by which it expresses its 
belief in God and the act of natural 
Faith in its reliance on the goodness 
of Santa flats at Christmas time. 
The child accepts Santa Claus readily 
—without questioning, on the word 
of its mother. There is no analogy: 
there are no comparisons; the medium , 
of organic perception may be in Tim- 
buctoo as far a< the child is concern­
ed. The mother tells the child that 
Santa Claus will come and nil its 
Christmas stocking and the child, re­
lying implicit y on the mother, never 
once doubts the coming of tlie gener­
ous Christmas saint. Even so, with 
regard to Faith in the supernatural 
order: The mother speaks to the j
child about God and God's love for 
children, she tells the child about 
prayer and heaven, and the little 
child lisps its infant prayer and 
makes an act of the most sublime 
Faith, guided by no other motive

oi credibility than the word of its 
mo*, her.

Faith is the acceptance of Divine 
Truth on God's authority. In the 
childish stage of our existence, the 
motive of credibility was our implicit 
reliance on the veraiity of our par­
ents and teachers. Afterwards these 
motives received additional strength 
in the teaching of III priest, and fin­
ally we saw the teaching of parent 
and teacher and piiest confirmed in 
the “pillar and groind of truth" es­
tablished by Jesus Christ, “The Holy- 
Cat holic Church." I am ready to 
admit that the mo lives of credibility 
change from childhood to maturer 
years, but the act of faith in the 
child is just as real as the act of 
Faith in the adult.

Dr. Shields says that Our Lord 
taught by parables and led his hear­
ers on to a knowledge of the sublime 
truths of religion by analogy and 
comparisons. Will Hi Shields 
point out any single Instance where 
Our Lord spoke in such a manner to 
children making their first act of 
Faith ' The first get o! h".Util of the 
child is not the outcome of analogy 
and eompwrtsoe of which the child is 
incapable; it is elicited by the child 
relying altogether on the veracity of 
paient or teacher. The motives of 
credibility all through life grow with 

! our growth, and when we are able to 
draw conclusion# by analogy and 
comparison, then we find the author­
ity of the Catholic Church presented 
to us as the final and ultimate mo­
tive of credibility.

A child is not able to understand 
a metaphor, nor is a child able to 
master the proof of “Ex entibus con- 
tingentibus" and arrive at the exist­
ence of God, nor can a robin with 
its young he able to evolute itself in­
to Jesus Christ in the mind of any 
child, no matter how precocious the 
child may be. Analogy, comparison, 
evolution do not enter into the first 
act of Faith of the child. The child 

) relies on its mother; the mother 
speaks; the child runs across the 
bridge between reason and Faith, 
and standing on the other side, it 
looks up to God and says “Credo in 
Deum." That is the psychology of 
the first act of Faith of the child,

; and the pedagogics of it is not the 
robin, hut parental authority, good­
ness and truth.
