The Seven ‘‘Books.”

The seven ** sacred "’ books of the
world are the Koran, of the Moham-
medans, the Tri Pitikes of the Bud-
dhists, the Five Kings of the Chin-
ese, the Three Vedas of the Hindoos,
the Zendavesta of the Persians, the
Eddas of the Scandinavians and the
Scriptures of the Christians.

The Koran is the most recent of
all, dating from about the seventh
century after Christ. It is a com-
pound of quotations from both the
Old and New Testaments and from
the Talmud.

The Tri Pitikes contain sublime
morals and pure aspirations.  The
author lived and died in the sixth
century before Christ.

The ‘‘sacred” writings of the
Chinese are called the Five Kings,
the word ‘‘ kings’ meaning that they
were originally written on five rolls
of cloth. They contain wise sayings
from the sages on the duties of life,
but they cannot be traced further
back than the eleventh century be-
fore our era.

The Vedas are the most ancient
writings in the history of the Hin-
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doos, but they do not, according to
late commentators, date prior to the
twelfth century before the Christian
era.

The Zendavesta of the Persians,
next to our Bible, is reckoned among
scholars as being the greatest and
most learned of
Zoroaster, whose sayings it con-
tained, lived and worked in
twelfth century before Christ,

Moses lived and wrote the Penta-
teuch 1,500 years before the birth of
Christ ; therefor¢ that portion of
our Bible is at least 300 years older
than the most ancient of the other
so-called sacred writings.

The Eddas, a semi-sacred work of
the Scandinavians, was first given
to the world in the fourteenth cen-
tury-— Word and Work.

A Historica. Skecch of our Parish.

X writing this short sketch of the

After some time spent in travel he
came to Quebec and thence to Ham-
ilton. For nine years he held the
posivion of assistant minister of the
Church of the Ascension, discharg-
ing with exemplary faithfulness and
zeal the duties of his office, and en-
dearing himself to all with whom he
was brought in contact by his hearty
geniality and the christian kindliness
of his character.

Leaving Hamilton in 1866 he
again sought work in the eastern
provinces, going first to Quebec and
thence to New Brunswick.

For many years before his decease
it had been his wish and prayer that
he might be permitted to die in har-
ness and be spared from becoming,
by lingering illness, a burden upon
his friends. His wish was fully
realized. On Sunday, the gth of
January, 1876, while officiating at
Carleton, N B., he was suddenly
taken ill and passed quietly away on
the following Thursday (Jan. 13), in




the 8oth vear of his age. In a ser-
mon preached at the time by the
Rev. Mr. Hebden from the
‘“The righteous verisheth and no

man layeth it to heart”

text :

Isaiah, Ivii.
1, he gave expression to his feelings
for his late friend and colleagne in
most touching and emphatic lang-
uvage. ‘‘Truly,” he said, ‘‘ this was
pre-eminently a righteous man, the
most faultless character he had ever
met with-—-one to whom all who
knew him were wont to look up with
respect and reverence, as living a
life of outward blamelessness, up-
held in his untiring walk of useful-
ness by the exceeding grace of God
given unto him.  During the long
period in which they had been asso-
ciated together their intercourse had
been marked by the most uninter-
rupted cordiality and fellowship —the
unity of faith in the bond of peace.”
The following lines, contributed
anonymously to the Hamilton Spec-
tator at the time of his decease, hap-
pily expresses his life-long wish :
“One boon, O righteous Father! |
pray Thee not deny ;
May | not be a care to others let
" me not lie
On bed of lingering sickness ; but,
when summon’'d home,
