—A Washington, U.S., letter states that a new record
was made on the 20th at the Treasury in the accumula-
tion of gold. The combined funds in the custody of the
Ireasurer rose to a total of $494,061,450—an amount never
before accumulated under one control in the western hemi-
sphere.  The gold acutally credited tio the Treasury in this
amount was $243,250,351, leaving a little more thami $250,00,-
000 in outstanding gold certificates. The Treasury gold is
divided into two parts—the sum of $150,000,000 set aside
as a reserve fund for the redemption of the legal tender
notes and the remainder of $93,250,351 in the current cash.
The issue of gold certificates goes on almost daily and they
are paid out for many public dues, but the met amount
outstanding has Heen slightly reduced during the present
month by the cancellation of those received into the Trea-
Sury for taxes. 'The treasurer is hopeful that the total
gold will rise within a few weeks to $500,000,000 if no seri-
ous change occurs in monetary and commercial conditions.
A purchase of bonds by the Government would tend to re-
duce this accumulation somewhat, because it womuld re-
quire an outflow of money from the

Treasury in excess of
what is received.

Under present conditions the inflow ex-
ceds the outflow and has afforded a surplus during March
of $4,138,397.

What is now claimed for the present bill is that if it be-
comes a law water can be taken down the Erie Canal as
far as Albany and can be distributed to all cities and vil-
lages, while the same company can sell electricity also to
the same places.

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SUMMER EXCURSION RATES.

The chief feature of the meeting of the Canadian Passen-
ger Agents’ Association, which concluded its labours at
Toronto on the 22nd inst., was the fixing of low Pan-Ameri-
can rates for May and June. The members also confirmed
the schedule regarding excursion rates.
sions to watering places, ete., had to be conecluded the same
day on special rates. By the new schedule, excursions
to points within fifty miles of point of starting, must re-
turn the same day.-but the tickets for excursions to points
from 50 to 150 miles from starting point are made good
to return the day following. The object is to make the
longer runs more popular. With a minimum of 100 ex-
cursionists the rates now run from 11, cents to 14-cent per
mile—the longer distance the lower rate. It is believed
these changes will give a boom to the excursion business,
and not least to excursions to Muskoka points. During
July, August and September. rates of a single fare, and a
fare and one-third will be made from all Canadian points
to Buffalo, with a time limit in the first case of from two
to eight days, according to the distance travelled, the longer
the distance, the longer the time limit, in order
to make up for the time spent in travelling, and to allow
Montrealers to have as much time at the fair as those from
London or Toronto. 'The fare-and-one-third tickets will
be good for ten to fifteen days, according to distance, the
extra one-third in price allcwing a longer time in Buffalo.
Tickets good for thirty days will be issued at the regular
return rates. The most important decision was that re-
garding still lower rates in May and June. TIn order to
induce early travel and thus spread the business, instead
of allowing it to congest, the companies will sell tickets
twice a week in May and June for from 1 cent to 3-cent
per mile. The lowest rate is made for the longest dis-
tance, and the time limit will be so arranged that the visi-
tors will have one or two days at the fair, according to dis-
tance. 'The return rate from Toronto under this schedule
will be $2. The steamboat agents at the conference made
rates to correspond, and their special return rates in May
and June will be $1.50.

HARBOUR FACILITIES.

How modern facilities for handling freight in the ilar-
bour of Montreal are bo be obtained is still an uncertainty
and the end seems to be as far off as ever it has been
since the agitation, some four years ago, to have it prop-
erly equipped, was started.

There has been a want of unanimity, among those con-
nected with the trade of the harbour as to what should
be done, leading to the most lamentable results. These

difficulties have paralyzed the best efforts to secure some

‘means to hold the trade Montreal now has and to enlarge
it, whilst other ports ave wide awake and rushing to take
away from it what it has and neutralise Montreal’s natu-
ral advantages. :

In his last letter addressed to the Board of Trade the
other day in reply to a communication from that body
asking that the Government should aid the Harbour
Board to build elevators, the Minister of Public Works,
the Hon. Mr. Tarte, alluded strongly to this want of
unanimity o the part of the people of Montreal.  He
pointed out that before he had to go to Europe two years
ago on a sick leave he had induced his: colleagues in the
Government to place $500,000 in the estimates for an
elevator here which would undoubtedly have passed had
not, as he says, some parties from Montreal interfered
and led the GGovernment to drop the item from the Esti-
mates. The Minister of Public Works was fully justi-
fied in making that reproach against Montreal. Tt has
never yet heen made known who the parties were who
interfered in that matter, but it occurred about the time
such a determined effort was being made to push through
the agreement with the Conners” syvndicate which has
now ended in a lamentable fiasco. ~ When it became
evident to the most ordinary observer that the Connors’
agreement would not he carried out.

Y 1ate of speed, hy the Legislative Couneil
bills promoted by the parties interested in
ated combination of the gas, electric light
wmpanies, To the surprise and disappoint-

ée
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ment of many people the measures were rushed through
with indecent haste. The Legislative Council was mani-
pulated more easily, it would appear, than even was the
House of Assembly and it is safe to say that never before
has uny Parliamentary body so violated the constitu-
tional rights of municipalities as has been dome in the
present instance by the Legislature of Quebec. No con-
sideration was given to the representations of the cities
and towns objecting to the despoilment and usurpation
of their rights which were to be handed over to a little
knot of anxious but keen speculators.

Hithertol the Legislative Counieil has always been de-
pended on as a sturdy and safe bulwark of the people
against the hasty and unwise legislation proposed by the
House of Assembly. It is plain, however, that since
the last evidence of that kind, some two years ago, the
Council has been lowered in its quality and composition,
and has fallen in consequence in the respect of the peo-
ple it had been supposed to safeguard from wrong doing.

Instead of continuing to hold that high position which
was the only raison d’etre for their being, the Council
was like wax in the hands of the powerful lobby that so
effectually hypnotized the majority of the Lower House
and led them to override all scruples and the decency
of Parliamentary procedure.

It is only right to say that the Council was not unani-
mous in the wrong doing. There was a minority of
eight who resisted but they were powerless to prevent
the mad rush of the majority to complete the transaction
before the eyes of the ever-present lobby looking on,
laughing up their sleeves as they doubtless were. “How
are the mighty fallen!” may well be the exclamation as
regards the once respected Legislative Council! A
strong feeling of indignation has sprung up in Montreal
and the surrounding municipalities affected by these ex-
traordinary proceedings and an effort is being made to
have the Lieutenant-Governor withhold his sanction to
the Bill of the Light, Heat and Power Co., which is the
one that gives the obnoxious and damgerous powers to the
combination that may enmable it to squeeze more money
cut of the people than is done now under managements
that many people think are unbearable.

What will be done by the Lieutenant-Governor in this
respect will soon be known, as this unfortunate and un-
profitable session is expected—at this writing—to end by
the close of the week. The last report is that the Lieu-
tenant-Governor has stated he will sign' on advice of his |
Ministers.  In any case, should the Bill be signed, the
new company, if it is ever orgamized, which to many well
informed people om the street is doubtful, it will start
with the prejudices of the citizens against it and will not
meet with the favour and support that is evidently cal-
culated upon by the active promoters of this measure
which was introduced into the Legislature in such a pe-
culiarly roundabout way.  The present charges for light
and heat are too high and must be reduced. No one is
innocent enough to believe that that is the object or in-
tention of the “combinesters,” notwithstanding anything
they may say.  Such is not the nature of that kind of
creation. i

In the end it may be found that the combine ma,y‘
be defeated. This city and its surroundings are not yet
at the mercy of speculators. On a future oeceasion it
will be shown how hy a little self-denial the citizens can
make themselves independent of all monopolies and get
cheaper light hoth for the streets and private stores
dwellings. e e et R
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TRADE ABUSES.

Much has been said of late regarding a custom which,
to many not directly acquainted with commercial pur-
suits has, doubtless, been multiplied into what would
appear like a formidable and steadily-growing barrier on
the fairly well-trodden and for that reason presumably
smooth highway of commerce. The custom thus dwelt
on is that of returning goods. ~ Within the recollection
of every wholesale firm which donducted business during
the past five or forty-five years, are cases of this nature.
No wholesale firm need seek beyond a certain decade for
experiences of this kind, nor can they, on the other hand,
point to it as a creation’ of recent years, although owing to
modern customs this unsatisfactory condition may be
lately more noticeable.

There will be found, occasionally, articles treating of
such subjects as this, the writers of which, in all sin-
cerity, took up what they thought was an abuse which
could be treated as well by mere outside reason as by
any and all knowledge of both sides of the case on the
part of persons either directly concerned at the time or
having gone through the mill.  As this is not an evil
requiring legislation to prohibit cr even combined effort
on the part of wholesale houses, it comes at once within
the local realm, to be dealt with individually as the vari-
cus phases of its origin may suggest. The dry goods
trade is claimed to be the one mostly affected and as this
line is subject, probably, to more depreciation in value
than the average, owing to changing styles and seasonable
weights, it is quite natural that its members should Le
the first to desire a correction' of the abuse, should 1t be
as formidable as some writers would have us believe. In
the first place, many retailers are taught this unhealthy
abuse of trade principle by the very firms who on other
occasions would be willing to further any reasonable
measure of protection against it.  “lis the same in
every walk of life, experiences and illustrations. being
daily -observable.

Some of the leading wholesale dry goods houses in
New York and Chicago occasionally ship full cases of
goods to prominent retail customers, the goods some-
times reaching the retailer before he has the least intima-
tion of what they are or the extent of the forthcoming in-
voice. He knows the firm that sent them only through
the shipping ticket when asked to sign it.  Of course

- these are exceptional instances, although it is not unusual .

to find invoices arriving of round lots which were never
purchased, but which were placed aside by the city sales-
man who had the account the moment advice was given
of their being reduced to close out.  Seconds, ends of
mill pieces in case lots, assorted table oilcloths, etc., are
frequently disposed of in a like manner, the head sales-
man’s knowledge of the amount his better customers can

- handle as leaders, permitting his to frequently serve

them and save them momey without their being on the
ground. In this manner he is doing a double good, se-
curing a closer place in the mind of his customers, and
turning over much more goods than were no such lati-
tude allowed. There is a-verbal condition attached to
such transactions which permits of the goods thus placed
aside, or shipped, being returned cr non-accepted, but
the chances of such moves are so remote as to be scarce-
ly heard of. In every case these sales are made belicw
the sudden rise in values, or the goods are being picked
up so hurriedly that their securing would be impossible
were delay occasioned. The wholesale salesman and the
retail huyer, on such intimate terms as these, rarely clash

the best policy.  The law against mixed flour is said to
be effective.  Terra alba and sulphate of lime had becn
used in flour, and more recently corn starch or corn flour
had been used, which could not be objected to on hy-

gienic grounds, hut there is said to be no mixed flour -

now sold in the States except self-raising flours sold as
such.  Nothing new was developed in the case of oleo-
margarine. Condensed skimmed milk was severely con-
demned by several witnesses, and infants kept on it were
said tio starve to death ; but-it is also stated by physiolo-
gigts that skimmed milk is as nourishing, though not
as fatteninig as milk with the cream.

There was scarcely any point on which testimony ap-
preached unanimity. Filled cheese was objected to be-
cause less palatable and mot so easily kept. -Lard is said
he occasionally adulterated with parafin wax instead of
heef stearine to restore the proper consistency after cot-
tonseed oil had been blended. But beef stearine is not
unwholesome, cottemseed oil is sold under its own name
for culinary purposes, and only the paraffin wax is object-
ed to as injurious. A good deal of glucose is used in
syrups and witnesses did niot agree as to the ease of get-
ting: pure maple syrup.  One manufacturer said most
of the maple sugar on the market was pure.  The pre-
ponderance of testimeny was that glucose is nutritive and
wholesome. Homey is largely adulterated with glucose.
Jellies and jams and condiments are very commionly com-
pounded, and there is a good deal of adulteration of
ground coffee and some of coffee in the berry. In the
case of baking powders the greater number of witnesses
preferred cream of tartar powders to alum powders. In
both cases it was admitted that almost all of the powder
is converted into gas for aeration during the process of
baking, that the residunm is very small, probably tco
small to exert any effect, and that the residuum of each
kind of powder would he deleterious if taken freely.
Among the experts there was a wide difference of opin-
ion as to the effect of using alum for making bread ap-
pear white, and in this case the alum of course enters
the system.  One witness thought the cmly injurious
feature of this practice was that it enabled a baker to
use inferior or damaged flour. ¥

-Almost all countries require that cereal products shall
be prepared from grain that is free from fungi, mineral
matter, and other impurities. The mixture of the ground
product of various cereals, or of cereal ilour .with pea
flour, etec., is permitted only when properly labeled. In
Belgium, the words “flour” and ‘“bread” must be used
exclusively to denote wheat products.  For designating
the product of any other cereal it is necessary to employ
also the name of that cereal, for instance, “rye flour,”
“rye bread,” etc. Mixtures of rye flour with other cereals
must be designated by the word “meteil.” Flour must
be manufactured from grain which is sound and in good
condition and which has been thoroughly cleaned. The
sale of flour which is adulterated with mineral matter is
prohibited. ~ The word “tapioca” must be used exc u-
sively to refer to focd products derived from the cassava
Toot.

In ltaly, cereals and mill products must be in a good
state of preservation, free from mold, weed seed, and
other impurities. The addition of alum, copper sulphate,
zine sulphate, talc, chalk, plaster, and other impurities
of all descriptions is forbidden. In Roumania, cereals
which are unripe, decayed, or decomposed, covered with
fungus, affected by vegetable parasites, or mixed with
other varieties of cereals, cannot be sold for human food,
nor shall flour or meal prepared from the above be sold
as food.. The sale of a mixture of wheat, rye, barley,
or maize flour with leguminons flour or other foreign

* material, except when properly designated, is forbidden.

The ash of cereals and of the flour prepared from the
same must have an alkaline reaction. ~The sale of flour
which has deteriorated in any way or which contains
more than 18 per cent. of water is forhidden 'The sale
of wheat ffour which contains a mixture of the flour of
any other substances, such as calcium carbonate and gyp-
sum, is forbidden. In the canton of Graubuenden, Swit-
zerland, all flour and meal must be so marked as to indi-
cate the grain from which it is prepared. It must be
free from mineral impurities, fungi, and weed seeds.
In the canton of Lucerne, Switzerland, the ash content
shall not exceed 2 per cent. for rye flour or 13 per cent.
for wheat flour.  The water content of wheat and rye
flour must not exceed 15 per cent.  That of other vari-
eties must not exceed 18 per cemt.

“A few peculiarities—which-are permanent—may now
be referred to. A bricklayer in-some kind of work can
well lay 1,200 bricks a day, but in the ordinary run of
work he cam easily lay, on the average, 750.  Rules,
however, step in. whieh-abgolutely fix him not to exceed
500.  If a bricklayer catches a plasterer fixing a wall tile
nine inches by three inches he is again at the foreman
to stop it, not, however, if the tile is six inches by six
inches.  Pricklayers have recently made up their minds
that rocf-tiling is their work, and not that of the regular
tiler who thoroughly knows his work ; so unless this work,
which they. do not understand, is given over to the brick-
layers, and the tilers dismissed, the bricklayers strike the
Job. If the eagle eye of the plasterer observes a man
fixing a fireproof plaster material—that is to say, a man
sent off by the manufacturer of the material, and who i«
not a Unicnist—off that man has to go, notwithstanding
the important fact that he thoroughly understands that
Jarticular work and that the ordinary plasterer does not.
The resulting defective work has to be ultimately made
gocd at the cost of the master or building owner. This
same plasterer has also prevented, by his society, any su-
perfluity of ‘apprentices” The present mce of plasterérs
mean to have plenty of work in their time; let the future
of the trade take care of itself. The mason, too, also
on the look-out, sees a bricklayer fixing a piece of stone
to take the end of a girder; that is soon stopped; and the
mason leaves his legitmate work to come and set this
piece of stone, whilst the bricklayer looks omiand perhaps
smokes his cigarette—and so on.  The other day a clerk
of works, on work heing carried out under my superin-
tendence, informed me that all the bricklayers had struck
becouse he refused to allow a bricklayer who was drunk
at the dinner hour to go on the building.  Fortunately
we were able to fill their places with men from the coun-
try, but had to put up with the loss of time and incon-
venience. g :

“We will assume now that all is peaceful and quiet on
the building; that the foreman has been subdued, and
made to understand that he must mot try to overwork
his men. 1In times gone by if a foreman was seen ap-
proaching a group of idlers they would at once scatter
and resume work ; now they do nothing of the kind; thev
will stand idle and grin at the foreman ior at any one e's»,
as much as to say, ‘Now look at us; we are paid for work-
ing; we are not working, and what have you got to say?
I have to say that, taking the men on the average, they
do not give a return of more than four hours’ real honest
work per day for the eight hours for which they are paid.
The result, of course, is that the building costs so much
more than it should: and this not because of the short
number of hours on the building, not because of any se-
rious rise in the price of materials, not because the men
are paid too much per hour, but solely because they are
subject to the unwritten, but well-understood, law that
their duty on the building is to carry out the doctrine of
idlemess, and to do their level best to consume the great-
est possible amount of time in producing the smallest
possible amount of work. Trade Unionism, the London
County Council, the Electric Lighting Companies, and
the District Councils are mainly responsible for this state
of things, because of the want, or fear, of adequate su-
pervision, and of the quiet toleration of organized idle-
ness. f
“Trom those who do not really know, one hears that
our men will he much improved, directly, by the result
of the vast expenditure now imcurred hy the ratepayers
on Technical Education, Tast year alone £145,000

2
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expended by the Technical Education Board of the Lon-
don County Council, and to my mind, so far as the build-
ing artisan is concerned, this money was absolutely and
entively wasted. The majority of the men will be as
blundering as ever; their handiwork is bad enough, but
their eyes are about as well educated for the just appre-
ciation of line and curve, for horizontal and vertical, as
{hose of a cat. There never has been, and there never
will Le, any good substitute for the old-fashioned ap-
prenticeship.

“ [ifteen years ago the price inserted in builders’ ten-
ders for the labour on a rod of brickwork was about £4;
to-day it is £8; and even at that a builder is never sure
that it may not be exceeded; and, dealing with the other
trades, in the same proportion, I shall not be far wrong
in stating that a block of workmen’s dwellings which
could well be erected for £100,000, will now cost £132,007,
solely by reason of organised idleness and interferences
with the contractor in carrying omhis work in‘a perfectiy
legitimate manmner.

“Then as to trade leaving the country, and why. Ger-
mans and Americans have seen clearly enough, that if
the cost of manufactured articles is so great in Fngland
—mnot by reason of enhanced price of materials, but only
hecause of restriction in output of labour—they, unlai-
pered, to the same extent, by the levelling down instead
of by the levelling up, can produce and send over here ar-
ticles quite as good in half the time to make, and with a
third off the price which obtaing in England, the result

TELEPHONE SUBSCRIBERS.
A London, Ont., correspondent writes: The impartial-
ity of Dritish justice when' large corporaticns are interest-
ed has often but feebly been questioned by the losers in
the litigations who, as a rule, are accorded scant sympathy.

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and residence. On the 5th October Mr. Bartram learned
that his office telephone had been plugged at the central
office, and could not be used. He at once wrote to the
manager, and getting no reply on the following day, at 11
a.m., issued a writ for damages. The lccal manager did
not explain to Mr. Bartram, and the writ was served on
the 9th October. Then on the 11th, the local manager
said it was the fault of a young lady operator. Some days
after men were sent to change the wires and Mr. Bartram
thus learned that he could use his telephone. The action
went to trial on a claim for damage for breach of duty
of the company in depriving Mr. Bartram of the use of his
telephone after rent had been paid. The County Court
judge struck out the jury and dismissed the actiom because
Mr. Bartram had been in default in pa_vme‘nt. On appeal
to the High Court at Toronto this decision was sustained,
and the appeal dismissed, with costs of both of the actions
and appeal to be paid by Mr. Bartram. This apparently
ended the matter, in despite of the legal maxim, “Ubi Jus,
ibi remedium,” but the lawyer seems to have considered
that “something went wrong with the works.,” which re-
quired mending and we learn from the local press that on
the 18th inst.,, Barrister W. H. Bartram appeared before
Police Magistrate Frank Love and swore out an informa-
tion charging Edmund Meredith, K.C., with wilfully at-
tempting to pervert and obstruct the course of justice.

BATH TUBS OF GLASS.

Mr. Paul Sievert, of Dresden, Germany, has invented a
new process which enables him to manufacture the largest
objects in glass by means of compressed air. Up to the
present time, compressed air could only be applied to the
manufacture of bottles and small hollow glassware, but
Mr. Sievert has succeeded in producing the largest tanks
and vessels. It will perhaps be remembered (says  the
Philadelphia Record), that as far back at 1881 Ph. Arbogast,
of Pittsburg, took out a patent relating to the manufacture
of hollow glassware by means of compressed air, but his
process could only be applied to the manufacture of cer-
tain small articles, such as bottles, drinking glasses, etc.
Sievert's process, however, permits the manufacture of any
article of any size, from a lamp chimney to a locomotive
