—'I he. Citizens’ Beet Sugar Committee, says a London, 
Ont, letter, including Mayor Buniball, Messrs. J. H. Mc- 
Mechan, .1. li. Minhinniek, George Taylor, H. C. Green and 
Aid. Cronyn, Winnett. and Parnell, after considering the 
viler of Toronto capitalists to put up two-thirds of the ne­
cessary capital, adopted the following resolution: “Thatin 
the opinion of the Citizens’ Ccmlmittee, London would be an 
excellent point for the erection of a beet sugar factory, 
both as to the securing of a. sufficient acreage of standard 
beet and as we are also of the opinion that the necessary 
portion of the capital stock can be secured.”

•—The Canadian General Electric Company have secured 
from the Land Security Company a tract of 110 acres of land 
at the crossing of the Northern and C.P.Ii. lines, in To­
ronto, says a recent letter, and will erect extensive works 
there. These will be an extension, of the Canada Foundry 
Company, better known as the old St. Lawrence Foundry, 
which the Canadian General Electric Company controls and 
operates. The Canadian General Electric Company’s works 
at Peitlerboro’, and Montreal have hitherto been dependent 
for their castings, upon various sources of supply, and the 
new establishment will supply these and carry on a gen­
eral engineering manufacturing business. Recently large 
additions have been made to the facilities of the Peterboro’ 
main works, which occupy about 40 acres. The main ma­
chine shop there is some 000 feet in length. Some time 
ago the Canadian General Electric!Company acquired the 
manufacturing property of the Royal Electric Company 
of Montreal, and are now operating these shops.

A large organized labor députa,ion, headed by the prin­
cipal officers of the Trades and Labor Council, and accom­
panied by different members of the House, the Quebec 
and Montreal factory inspectors being also present, waited 
on the Premier and the Hon. Mr. Turgeon, in Quebec, re­

serted fixing the hours of labor at eight hours a day; that 
all taxpayers have a right to vote in the city of Quebec,

SUMMER EXCURSION RATES.
The chief feature of the meeting of the Canadian Passen­

ger Agents’ Association, which concluded its labours at 
Toronto on the 22nd inst., was the fixing of low Pan-Ameri­
can rates for May and June. The members also confirmed 
the schedule regarding excursion rates. Formerly excur­
sions to watering places, etc., had to be concluded the same 
day on special rates. By the new schedule, excursions 
to points within fifty miles of point of starting, must, re­
turn the same day.- but the tickets for excursions to points 
from 50 to 150 miles from starting point are made good 
to return the day following. The object is to make the 
longer runs more popular. With a minimum of 100 ex­
cursionists the rates now run, from 1% cents to jA-cent per 
mile-—the longer distance the lower rate. It is believed 
these changes will give a boom to the excursion business, 
and not least to excursions to Muskoka points. During 
July, August and September, rates of a single fare, and a 
fare and one-third will be made from all Canadian points 
to Buffalo, with a time limit in the first case of from two 
to eight days, according to the distance travelled, the longer 
the distance, the longer the time limit, in order 
1o make up for the time spent in travelling, and to allow 
Montrealers to have as much time at the fair as those from 
London or Toronto. The fare-and-one-t,hird tickets will
be good for ten to fifteen days, according to distance, the 
extra one-third in price allowing a longer time in Buffalo. 
Tickets good for thirty days will be issued at the regular 
return rates. The most important decision was that re­
garding still lower rates in, May and June. In order to 
induce early travel and thus spread the business, instead 
of allowing it to congest, the companies will sell tickets 
twice a week in May and June for from 1 cent to %-cent 
per mile. The lowest rate is made for the longest dis­
tance, and the time limit will be so arranged that the visi­
tors will have one or two days at the fair, according to dis­
tance. The return rate from Toronto under this schedule
will be $2. The steamboat agents at the conference made 
rates to correspond, and their special return rates in May 
and June will be $1.50.

with indecent haste. The Legislative Council was mani­
pulated more easily, it would appear, than even was the 
House of Assembly and it is safe to say that never before 
has any Parliamentary body so violated the constitu­
tional rights of municipalities as has been done in the 
present instance by the Legislature of Quebec. No con­
sideration was given to the representations of the cities 
and towns objecting to the despoilment and usurpation 
of their rights which were to be handed over to a little 
knot of anxious but keen speculators.

Hitherto the Legislative Oounlcil1 has always been de­
pended on as a sturdy and safe bulwark of the people 
against the hasty and unwise legislation proposed by the 
House of Assembly. It is plain, however, that since 
the last evidence of that kind, some two years ago-, the 
Council has been lowered in its quality and composition, 
and has fallen in consequence in the respect of the peo­
ple it had been supposed to safeguard from wrong doing.

Instead of continuing to hold that high position which 
was the only raison d’etre for their being, the Council 
was like wax in the hands of the powerful lobby that so 
effectually hypnotized the majority of the Lower House 
and led them to override all scruples and the decency 
of Parliamentary procedure.

It is only right to say that the Council was not unani­
mous in the wrong doing. There was a minority of 
eight who resisted but they were powerless' toi prevent 
the mad rush of the majority to' complete the transaction 
before the eyes of the ever-present lobby looking on, 
laughing up their sleeves as they doubtless were. “How 
are the mighty fallen!'’ may well be the exclamation as 
regards the odee respected Legislative Council ! A 
strong feeling of indignation lias sprung up in Montreal 
and the surrounding municipalities affected by these ex­
traordinary proceedings amid an effort is being made to 
have the Lieutenant-Governor withhold his sanction to 
the Bill of the Light, Heat and Power Co., which is the 
one that gives the obnoxious and dangerous powers to the 
e mbination that may enable it to squeeze more money 
cut of ihe people than is done now under managements 
that many people think are unbearable.

What will be done by the Lieutemmt-Goverrror in this 
respect will soon be known, as this unfortunate and un­
profitable session is expected—at this writing—to end by 
the close' of the week. The Hast report is that the Lieu­
tenant-Governor has stated he will sign on advice of his 
Ministers. In any ease, should the Bill be signed, the 
new company, if it is ever organized, which to many well 
informed people on the street is doubtful, it will start 
with the prejudices of the citizens against it and will not 
meet with the favour and support that is evidently cal­
culated upon by the active promoters of this measure 
which was introduced into the Legislature in such a pe­
culiarly roundabout way. The present charges for light 
and heat are too high and must he reduced. No one is 
innocent enough to believe that that is the object or in­
tention of the “combinesters,” notwithstanding anything 
they may say. Such is not the nature of that kind of 
creation.

The law against mixed flour is said to 
be effective. Terra alba and sulphate of lime had been 
used in Hour, and more recently corn starch or corn Hour 
had been used, which could not lie objected to on hy­
gienic grounds, but there is said to' lie no mixed flour - 
now sold in Ihe States except self-raising flours sold as 
such. Nothing new was developed in the case of oleo­
margarine. Condensed skimmed milk was severely con­
demned by several witnesses, and infants kept o.n it were 
said to starve to death ; but-it is also stated by physiolo­
gists that skimmed milk is as nourishing, though not 
as fattening as milk with the cream.

There was scarcely any point on which testimony n.p- 
pr ached unanimity. Filled cheese was objected to be­
cause less palatable and mot so easily kept. Lard is said 
be occasionally adulterated with paraffin wax instead < I 
beef stearine to restore the proper consistency after cot­
tonseed oil had been blended. But beef stearine is not 
unwholesome, cottonseed oil is sold under its own nlame 
for culinary purposes, and only the paraffin wax is object­
ed to as injurious. A good deal of glucose is used in 
syrups and witnesses did mot agree as to the ease of get­
ting pure maple syrup. One manufacturer said most 
of the maple sugar on the market was pure. The pre­
ponderance of testimony was that glucose is nutritive.and 
wholesome. Honey is largely adulterated with glucose. 
Jellies and jams and condiments are very commonly conn- 
pounded, and there is » good deal of adulteration of 
ground coffee and some of coffee in the berry. In the 
ease iof baking powders the greater number of witnesses 
preferred cream of tartar powders to alum powders. In 
both cases it was admitted that almost all of the powder 
is converted into gas for aeration during the process of 
baking, that the residuum is very small, probably loo 
small to exert any effect, and that the residuum of each 
kind of powder would be deleterious if token freely. 
Among the experts there was a1 wide difference of opin­
ion as to the effect of using alum for making bread ap­
pear white, and in this case the alum of course enters 
the system. One witness thought the ni y injurious 
feature of this practice was that it enabled a baker to

“We will assume now that all is peaceful and quiet on 

the building; that the foreman has been subdued, and 
made to understand that he must not try to overwork 
liis men. In times gome by if a foreman was seen ap­
proaching a group of idlers they would at once scatter 
and resume work; now they do nothing of the kind ; thov 
will stand idle aind grin at the foreman or at any one e’se, 
as much as to say, ‘Now look at us; we are paid for work­
ing; we are not working, and what have you got, to say?’ 
I have to say that, taking the men on the average, they 
do not give a. return of more than four hours’ real honest 
work per day for the eight hours for which they are paid. 
The result, of course, is that the building costs so much 
more than it should; and this not because of the short 
number of hours on the building, not because of any se­
rious lise in the price of materials, not because the men 
are paid too much per hour, but solely because they arc 
subject to the unwritten, hut weHI-understood, law that 
their duty on the building is to carry out the doctrine of 
idlemess, and to do their level best to consume the great- 
cst )>ossible amount of time in producing the smallest 
possible amount of work. Trade Unionism, the London 
County Council, the Electric Lighting Companies, and 
the District Councils are mainly responsible for this state 
of things, because of the want, or fear, of adequate su­
pervision, and of the quiet toleration of organized idle­
ness.

While it was true that Canadian Atlantic ports are not 
open for navigation for some time during the winter 
months and New York harbor has an advantage in this re­
spect, being open to navigation the year round, it might 
not be advisable to bring such large quantities of grain 
to be stored here for shipment during the months when 
Canadian navigation is closed.

(.apt. Charles Campbell, who is identified with the canal 
improvement movement and has made a careful study of 
the canal question, said: “The construction of a Canadian 
waterway, with a depth of 20 feet, would allow tramp 
steamers of 5,000 or 6,000 tons to go to Duluth and load to 
two-thirds of their capacity. There is 10 feet 3 inches of 
water over the sills in the Sault Ste. Marie canals and the 
vessels could go also to Chicago and load with corn and 
grain. If this Canadian canal is built and also the pro­
posed barge canal across New York State, 1 believe the ad­
vantages would be on the side of New York.

•—London, Ont., is threatened with a repetition of the dis­
astrous floods of previous years. Since Saturday night, 
says a dispatch, the water in the Thames has been steadily 
rising and the terrific rain storm which swept, over the 
western Ontario Peninsula since raised the level fully four 
feet. The storm which struck the city on the 25th 
was one of the worst in many years, and was accompanied 
by a wonderfully brilliant display of lightning. The new 
dam at Springbank pumping station, has, up to the present, 
stood the strain of the rush of ice and water, but grave 
anxiety is now felt by the residents of West London, the 
low lying portion of the city. The water is creeping op 
gradually" toward the top of the breakwater. It is eigh­
teen years since the great flood in West London, in which 
17 lives were lost. A later report states that the water is 
subsiding and all danger is over for the present.

The Parker Chartering Company, says a Detroit dis­
patch, has decided to purchase five boats for pulp wood 
carrying from the Georgian Bay district the conning season, 
the captain of the steamer Hayward having been at Erie 
looking over some of the boats of the Hammermill Paper 
Company". It is practically settled that the steamer West- 
ford and two barges, owned by the Hammermill Company, 
will be purchased, and the Parker Company is now figuring 
on the purchase of two other barges, which it hopes 'to 
own by the opening of navigation the coming season. The 
Westford has been engaged, with her two barges, in the 
pulp wood trade for the paper company at Erie, and it is 
probable that the boats will continue in the same business 
under the Parker Chartering Company. Thé Parker Co. 
now manages forty boats. “Rates will probably open this 
year in lumber and coal at about the figure they stood last 
June, and we do not expect a boom at the start.” said a 
member of the Parker Company". “A yrear ago last sum­
mer the lumbermen above could not get their materials 
down fast enough, and times were good. ft is difficult 
to foretell with certainity jyst what will be the condition 
of things at the opening, but we expect a good year.”
