This Act is conse­
quently now in force, and assuming 
the total aiea of her Majesty’s do min- I 
ions to be, as estimated, 8,983,177 
square miles, marriage with a deceas­
ed wife's sister is absolutely legal 
over an extent of 6,678,292“ square 
miles of British territory ; condition­
ally legal over 2,183,124 square 
miles, and still positively illegal^ over 
only 120,761 square miles.— Watch­
man.

The Descending Spirit. 

Acts 11. 1-21. ,

10 BECOME STRONG.

1 _We find the disciples “all with 
one accord in one place.” But we 
mast not lose sight of the fact that 
ten days had elapsed. As their 
faster bad told them that they 
should receive the Holy Ghost no< 
'many day» after His ascension, but 
bad not made known the exact time, 
it is probable that they had remain­
ed together the whole time, waiting 
in earnest expectation for the ful­
filment of the promise. The previ­
ous chapter shows us that pait of the 
time was spent in consultation res­
pecting the duties about to devolve 
on them ;* but most of it was no 
doubt spent in p.ayer. They did 
not think it needless to pray because 
they had such d* finite promises, that 
the Holy Ghost should be given them 
to lely up m. They remembered, 
also, that He Himself had ptayed, 
and was still praying to the Father 
to bestow inn special gift upon theta 
(John xiv. 16). Learn from this that 
there is m- blessr g promised in sUch 
a way as to make its bestowal inde­
pendent of our prayers. For every 
blessing, temporal and spiritual, and 
especially for the gracious influences 
of the Holy Spirit, we are to ask that 
we may bave.

The d-lay of ten days before the 
fulfilment of the promise was no 
doubt intended as a test. It was 
not until the morning of the Feast 
of Pentecost, the second first day of 
the week after their Master had been 
taken from them, that the promise 
was fulfilled. And still “ they were 
all of one accord in one place.” 
What a noble example of persevering 
prayer, and of patient faith.

2.—The rushing mighty wind, and 
the cloven tongues of fire, were out­
ward and visible signs of the inward 
and spiritual gifts now imparted to 
the Apostles. The gift was to be an 
endowment by the Holy Ghost of 
“ power from on high,” and both 
these symbols were strikingly sugges­
tive of power. They are both Old 
Testament symbols ofjthe Holy Spirit.
It is suggested by high authority, 
that th- influence felt by the disci­
ples was a “ supernatural inbreath­
ing, ” which must have recalled 
their Master’s act when He breathed 
on them, and said, “ receive ye the 
Holy Ghost” (John xx 22).

In the summer of 1872 it was ne- 
cessary to shift the rails on upwards 
of five hundred miles of permanent 
way on the Great Western line from 
the broad to narrow gnage, and there 
was only a fortnight to do it in. The 
work to be got through was enor­
mous. About three thousand men 
were employed, and they worked dou­
ble time, sometimes from four in the 
morning until nine at night. Not a 
soul was sick, sorry or drunk, and 
the work was accomplished within a 
fortnight. What was the extraordi­
nary support of this wonderful spurt 
of muscular energy p Weak oatmeal 
gruel. To spare every ounce of 
strength, the men were hutted along 
the line and brought with them ba­
con, bread, cheese, cocoa, etc., to 
provide their usual times.

There was no beer, spirits or alco­
holic drink in any form. A pound 
and a half of oatmeal and a 
half-pound ot 8ugar we>e allowed to 
each man daily, and to e ich gang of 
twenty-one men a cook was told "ff. 
i'befirst thing done in the m irniug 
was to breakfast; the cook with his 
canldiron started along the line till 
water was found convenient, and a 
fire-place of stones built and the pot 
boiled. The thirsty men liked it ex­
ceedingly, and learned by experience 
the ’inportance of having it well 
cooked. Here is a vei y old and well- 
known agent cheap enough and eas­
ily procured, capable of imparting 
‘ staying powers,’ better probably, 
than anything else, which is not em­
ployed to anything like the extent it 
might be with advantage.

FARM WAGGONS.

A writer says that a year’s experi­
ence with broad waggon-wheels is 
conclusive as to their value. A four- 
inch tire will carry two tons over soft 
ground with greater ease to the tea.a 
than a two-and-a half inch tire will 
carry one ton The wheels are not 
so much strained by stones and rough 
tracks on the toad, and the road is 
not cut up, but, on the contraiy, is 
packed down and keeps «m oth. The 
prevalent idea that the di aught is in­
creased by widening the tire is alto­
gether baseless ; on the contrary, a 
wide tire reduces the draught. The 
extra cost of the tire is repaid many 
times over every year in the extra 
work that can be done by a team— 
Portland Oregon, Northwest Farmer 
and Dairyman.

Professor Beal recommends to 
pack celery and other vegetables in 
damp moss for keeping through win­
ter. It is said that vegetables thus 
packed will not only keep a long 
time, but retain their flavor and 
quality »o well that they can hardly 
be distinguished from fresh ones.

- Some of our contemporaries give 
undeserved credit. The t'hrUtum 
Mette tiger has epoken of union as a 
fact ; the Presbyterl'n Witness, in a re­
ference to the history of union in the 
church it represents, last week said,
“ The Methodist family is moving 
with still greater rapidity, and over­
coming difficulties far more formidable 
than any which lay in our way.” The 
press of the country, religious and se­
cular, has, as with one voice, express­
ed its approval of the harmonious de­
cision of the Union Committee in 
November. Within the family circle 
it seems t<> be otherwise. There con­
trary voices are heard. Thence some 
jarring notes reach us. A single cir­
cuit official board, with a haste in 
meeting and a harshness in utter­
ance which robs its deliverance 
of value, has given the tirst offic­
ial announcement of opinion. How 
far the view expressed may represent 
that of the great body of the Metho­
dist Episcopal Church of Canada, will 
be made known at the meeting of its 

-General Conference on Tuesday next.
With the objections to the scheme 

of union our readers may be presumed 
to be familiar. Some are wedded to 
a peculiar form of polity, and there­
fore think, in spite of the fact that 
Methodism has grown to her immense 
numerical force under the presbytenal 
system in some quarters and the epis­
copal in others, that none but that 
with which they are most familiar will 
preserve the usefulness of the Church 
they love. It is possible that a little 
friction in some quarters between 
rival branches of the Church may have 
developed into a degree of prejudice 
which the persons who cherish it 
may erroneously deem to be an im­
portant principle. “Its against my 
principles,” said a colored orator one 
day.” What is principle ? said a 
questioner to the man of principle. 
“Principle, principle, “ said theorator, 
after a moment of embarrassment, 
‘ it’s that in pie that says I wont !” A 
much more serious objection is that 
which looms up in the view of the 
m niste s who look at this scheme in 
its financial aspect. Our own exper­
ience obliges us to sympathize with 
those whose fears are excited by this 
movement. The wealthy may smile 
at such fears, and call the financial 
objection a mere matter of “ bread 
and cheese,” but such can know little 
of the struggles of ministers on some 
mission stations. On this point a 
correspondent to-day makes some 
pertinent remarks in replying to an 
Ontario correspondent of last week, 
and thus saves us the necessity of more 
than a single statement. That com­
munication we believe to have been 
calculated to awaken needless fear. 
Many of the circuits of the Methodist 
Church of Canada, taken into calcula­
tion by the writer, were independent 
churches paying large salaries to their 
pastors, while the majority of those 
placed in contrast with them are in 
the smaller towns and villages of the 
London Conference.

Samuel Brookfield, Esqr., presided 
at the Annual meeting of the Sailors 
Home on Thursday uf last week. We 
are glad to know that the Home is 
held in high esteem by seamen abroad. 
It is evidently doing a good work. 
Eight hundred and ninety men avail­
ed themselves ot its privileges during 
the last year,and quite a number have 
entrusted money *o Mr. Potter to be 
held for themselves or forwarded to 
their friends. Mr. Grierson, the 
missionary, has been actively engaged. 
The Sabbath evening meetings have 
been well attended both by the in­
mates of the Home and by seamen 
from vessels in the harbor. Personal 
and private conversations with the 
men by the missionary have been prized 
by them. Each fortnight an enter­
tainment is given with the magic lan­
tern. The morning and evening 
family prayers are frequently attend­
ed by the men of the Home. The 
expenditure and receipts amount to 
about 89,000. The following are the 
directors for the ensuing year ; S. M.

Wheeler writes to the
Wert rn ijhristiun Advocate ;

The Sent-y hospital is rising rapidly 
in Brooklyn. A friend who has stud­
ied the plan tells me that he hopes to 
get into that hospital when be is sick 
He has a comfortable home, but he 
thinks the chances of getting well in 
such a sanitarium much greater than 
in any home. It has been suggested 
that the more perfect organization of 
society will transfer sickness to per­
fectly appointed hospitals. I am told 
that private hospitals for the treatment 

i of ordinary diseases are increasing in 
New York. It is well known that on 

; the continent of Europe the most suc­
cessful treatment of such diseases as 

i typhoid and typhus fever is in private 
i hospitals. These establishments have 
physicians who are specialists in these 
diseases, and trained nurse»' who know 
as much as the doctors, and take 
pride in their calling. Probably the 
only effectual method of preventing 
epidemics is to transfer the patients 
to hospitals.

The Rev. L. N. Beaudry’s inte­
resting volume, “ Spiritual Strug­
gles,” has an important mission. It 
has already been published in French 
for the benefit of the author’s ‘* kins­
men according to the flesh" in Lower 
Canada ; it is now being translated 
into Spanish for circulation in Mexico. 
Rev. Dr. Butler writes to Mr. Beau­
dry ; “It will, I believe, do more good 
than anything we have yet published 
in that language. It teaches the Ro­
manist, where alone he can be rightly 
reached, through the conflicts of his 
heart and his yearnings for something 
better than he has as an experience. 
May God bless the book in the mis­
sion which it now has before it in the 
Spanish tongue ! Copies of it will be 
sent, as we send on our “ free list” 
to many of the leading families of the 
country, (Mexico), as well as for gene­
ral circulation. ”

The Central Christian Advocate, one 
of our most valued American exchanges, 
has this on the Union question ;

! The results of the conferences of 
l the committees appointed by the 
| several branches of Methodism in 

Canada to find a basis of union, if 
possible, is reported elsewhere. The 
propositions to be presented to the 
Conferences ought to command the 
prayerful consideration of all the 
Churches. Evidently the joint com­
mittee were influenced by no partisan 
•pint ; the concessions proposed are 
mutual, and small in comparison with 
the great gains that would almost 
certainly follow. And we are pleased 
to report that the presumption is that 
Canada will have the honor of leading 
off Methodist union.

A paragraph from an article by Tal- 
mage, in the Sunday Magazine, con­
tains a useful hint for the New-Year. 
We know some persona to whom it 
will bring back thought of childhood ;

I think sometimes it i* the mother’s 
duty to lead in the prayer I aay, 
sometimes. She knows more of God, 
she knows more about the family 
wants, she can read the Scripture with 
more tender enunciation.

I 
remember my father’s praying morn­
ing by morning and night by night, 
but when he was absent from home 
and my mother prayed, it was very 
different. Though sometimes when 
father prayed we werv Unties nr in­
different, we were none of us listless 
or indifferent when mother prayed, 
for we remember just how she looked 
on the floor, with her hand to her 
brow, as the said ; “ I ask not for my 
children riches or honor or fame, but 
I ask that they aU may become sub­
jects of tby converting grace.”

An Eastern correspondent writes : 
“As a proof of thegood impression pro­
duced on the native population by the 
recent British intervention on behalf 
of Arabi, I may mention that public 
prayers have been offered in many 
mosques, not only in Cairo,but also in 
the provinces, for the Queen of Eng­
land, aa the Mirror of J ustice. Such • 
fact is probably without precedent in 
the annals of the Mahometan world.”

THE SEW ACADEMY.
The new Male Academy is now 

ready for occupation. It occupies the 
old site, but differs from the old build­
ing in appearance, its greater height 
lending it a more imposing look. Its 
length is 100x45, or 125 including pro­
jections. The internal arrangement 
of rooms is much like that of the 
former building. The Principal s resi­
dence is in the east end, the dining 
room in the west end. Rooms, neatly 
furnished, are provided on the second 
and third stories for the accommoda­
tion of the teachers, all of whom 
reside in the building. On the right 
of the front entrance is a series of 
parlors opening into each other by 
sliding doors, making a handsome 
drawing room 40 ft. long. On the 
right hand is the Principal's office. 
The dining hall is a fine, well lighted, 
bright room 30x45. Back of the 
dining room (worth) is the kitchen ell, 
22x19. The height of ceilings on the 
first flat is 12 ft. It is not intended 
that the students shall use the main 
staircase and accordingly a projection 
has been made in the west end, carry­
ing up a winding staircase through the 
different stories. In the north-west 
end, connected with the steward's 
appartmeuts, is a high, airy apartment 
intended for a hospital. It is 17x10 
in size and has an open fire place, as 
well as hot water radiator. Directly 
above this on the third story is a 
Bible class room, 20x13. The rest of 
the second and third stories is devoted 
to bedrooms. These are all 17 feet 
long and" from 9 to 12 wide. On the 
second flat their height is 9 ft., on the 
third, 84. The fourth story is as yet 
unfinished. The cellar, finished 
throughout,has a floor of concrete It 
has rooms for stores, fuel, servants' 
apartments, boiler, heating apparatus, 
&c., The cellar under the kitchen ell 
has arched brick recesses for bake 
ovens, and furnaces for cooking meats 
an3 vegetables. The utmost care has 
been taken in the arrangement of the 
ovens and furnaces that they shall 
have no contact with any wood work. 
The apparatus for heating by hot 
water lias now been thoroughly tested 
and gives the utmost satisfaction, and 
a uniform temperature pervades the 
whole building. The apparatus is en­
tirely self-regulating. It is construct­
ed on the principle that water when 
heated expands and rises. The boiler 
surrounds the furnace and when the 
water in it is warmed up, it circulates 
upwards through the tubes and radia­
tors, which run through all the rooms 
and halls. These are connected with 
a tank in the fourth story. This isan 
important matter as affecting the 
health of students, te secure which 
has been a primary object with the 
building committee. Water for the 
bed-rooms is fed from the tank in the 
fourth story. A bath room has been 
placed in the basement for the use of 
students. Each bed-room has a well 
fitted up wardrobe, and a book case. 
The bedsteads, most of which are 
single, are substantially made. Mr. 
Teed, the contractor, is to be con­
gratulated on the successful comple­
tion of his contract. Principal 
Paisley and his staff may be felicitated 
in opening under very favorable 
auspices, a ne» career for the old 
Sackville Academy, an institution 
that has done noble service in the 
cause of education in the Lower Pro­
vinces in the past—Abridged from 
Chignecto PooL

THE NORTH-WEST.

The Methodists ot Grace Church, 
Winnipeg, hold property to the, value 
of $385,000. At a meeting held in 
Wesley Hall a few weeks ago, some 
were in favor of building two church­
es instead of one, and eetting aside 
part of the Grace Church property for 
the building endowment of a Metho­
dist College for the North West. It 
was decided to appoint a committee 
to look for a site for a new church, 
south of Portage Avenue.

A new church was dedicated in Re­
gina, Nov. 26, under the pastoral 
charge of Rev. W. J. Hewitt. The 
building is of frame, 24x36 feet in 
size, with a shingled roof and ceiling 
and inside walls of matched lumber, 
lined with tarred paper. The first 
timber for the new building was only 
drawn upon the ground on the 16th of 
Nov., and the entire work was com-

ly. The church, when dedicated, 
was free from debt The rapidity is 

largely to be ascribed to the energy 
of Mr. Hewitt, who labored with hie 
hands from morning till night pushing 
forward the work.

I—DOCTRINE, flEXKBAL RULES, ORDI­

NANCES, ETC.

The Doctrinal Masis of the proposed 
United Church shall be the Standards 
of Doctrine and Articles of Religion 
contained in the Book of Discipline of 
the Methodist Church of Canada, edi­
tion of 1879, from p. 13 to p. 21. That 
portion of the Book of Discipline of 
the said Methodist Church of Canada, 
edition of 1879, from p. 21 to p. 33, 
referring to General Rules, Ordinances, 
Reception of Members, and Means of 
Grace, is also adopted as part of the 
Basis.

II. CHURCH GOVERNMENT.

(I) THE GENERAL CONFERENCE.

1. There, shall be a Quadrennial 
General Conference, composed of an 
equal number of Ministerial and Lay 
Delegates, elected as hereinafter pro­
vided, with power to make rules and 
regulations for the entire Church. (See 
“ Annual Conferences,” par. 9.)

2. No change shall be made in the 
Basis of Union, affecting constitution­
al questions, or the rights and privi­
leges of Ministry or Laity, except by a 
three-fourths majority of the General 
Conference, and, if required by either 
order of Ministry or Laity, a two thirds 
majority of each order, voting separa­
tely.

3. There shall be one or more Itin­
erant General Superintendents elect­
ed by theGeneral Conference, to hold 
office for the term of eight years. But 
if it be decided at the meeting of the 
General Conference after Union to 
elect two General Superintendents,one 
of them shall be elected for four years 
only, so that there may be a recurring 
election or re-election every fouryears.

4. A General Superintendent shall 
preside over all Sessions of the Gener­
al Conference, and over all Standing 
C intuit tees of the same.

(II) ANNUAL CONFERENCES.

1. The Territory occupied by the 
Church shall be divided into Confer­
ences as the General Conference may 
front time to time direct.

2. Each Annual Conference shall 
be composed of all Ministers in Full 
Connexion within its bounds, and an 
equal number of Laymen, elected as 
elsewhere provided. (See District 
Meetings," par. 6.)

3. Laymen elected shall have the 
right to be present at all ordinary 
Sessions of the Annual Conference, 
and to sptak and vote op all questions, 
except the examination of Ministerial 
character and qualification ; the Re­
ception by vote, of Probationers into 
Full Connexion, and their Ordination ; 
and the granting of the Superannua­
ted or Supernumerary relation, on 
which exceptive questions Ministers 
alone shall take action. In case any 
Minister’s character shall be arrested, 
it shall be competent for the Minister­
ial members to meet in Special Session 
to examine into the case and pro­
nounce judgment, reporting their 
action to the Mixed Conference,— 
such report to be for information and 
record, and not for discussion.

4. Each Annual Conference shall 
have authority to elect a President 
from among its Ministerial members.

5. The General Superintendent, 
when present, shall open the Annual 
Conference and preside during the first 
of its Sessions,and afterward alternately 
with the President elected by the Con­
ference. In the absence of a General 
Superintendent, the President of the 
previous year shall take the Chair, and 
open the Conference. In association 
with the President, the General Super­
intendent shall conduct the Ordination 
Service, and thev shall jointly sign the 
(hdinstion Parchments. But all other 
duties pertaining to the presidency of 
the Annual Conference shall be vested 
in the President elected by that body, 
and in the absence of the General 
Superintendent he shall conduct the 
Ordination.

6. The President of the Annual 
Conference shall be ex officio Superin­
tendent ot the District in wbich he 
may be stationed during the year of 
his presidency.

7. The Annual Conference shall 
elect by ballot, without debate, a Se­
cretary or Secretaries as the case may 
require.

8. The Annual Conference shall 
elect by ballot, without debate, a Sup­
erintendent for each District from 
among the ordained Ministers within 
the bounds of such District.

9. Each Annual Conference, at it 
Session next preceding the Session of
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(MI.) DISTRICT MEETING.*.

1. The territory occupied by each 
Annual Conference shall be divided 
into Districts.

2. Each Annual District Meeting 
shall consist of all the Ministers and 
Probationers for the ministry within 
its bounds, and one Lay Delegate for 
each Minister or Probationer in the 
active work, from each Circuit, Mis­
sion, or Station throughout the Dig. 
trict ; said Delegates to be elected by 
the Quarterly Meetings as hereinafter 
provided.

3. Each District shall bo under 
thy Supervision of a presiding officer, 
to be called the District Superinten­
dent, who shall be elected by the An- 
nual Conference, as elsewhere pruvi- 
ded. He shall preside in the District 
Meetings, oversee the temporal and 
spiritual interests of the Church iu his 
restrict ; and, with the Ministers and 
probationers under his charge, shall 
administer and enforce the Discipline 
of, the Church, being responsible there- 
foe to the Annual Conference.

4. The District Superintendent 
shall fix the time and place of the first 
District Meeting, after which he shall 
fix the time, and the District Meeting 
shall fix the place. Ill the absence of 
the District Superintendent, the Dis­
trict Meeting shall elect from among 
its ministerial members, by ballot, 
without debate, a Chairman pro. tern.

5. The examination of ministerial 
character shall be the business of the 
first day of the District Meeting, and 
shall be confined to the ministerial 
members, alone.

6. The Lay Members of the Dis­
trict Meeting shall meet sepm-ateiy 
sometime during the Session,.and elect 
by ballot, without debate, Lay Repre­
sentatives to the Annual Conference, 
in the proportion of one for each Min­
ister in full connexion within the 
bounds of the District. Laymen,to be 
eligible, must be at least twenty-five 
years of age, and must have been 
members of the Church in good stand­
ing for five consecutive years next 
preceding the election.

(IV.) QUARTERLY MEBTLNOS

1. There shall be a Quarterly Official 
Meeting on each Circuit, Mission or 
Station, consisting of the Ministers 
and Probationers for the Ministry,the 
Local Preachers, the Exhortera, the 
Circuit Stewards, the Leaders of 
Classes, the Superintendents of Sab­
bath Schools, (being members of the 
Church,) one Representative from 
each Board of Trustees, (he being a 
member of the Church),;, and also of 
additional Representatives who rosy 
have been appointed by the Societies

| of the Circuit The apportionment, 
scale, and mode of election, shall be 
arranged by the fourth Quarterly 
Meeting of the year ;. but such ad­
ditional Representatives shall not ex­
ceed the number of the Stewards on 

1 the Circuit.
2. The Superintendent of the Cir­

cuit shall be the Chairman of the 
Quarterly Meeting, except when the 
Superintendent of the District shall 
be present, in which case the latter 
may preside.

3. The Quarterly Meeting shall 
hear complaints, and receive and try 
appeals ; recommend Candidates for 
the Ministry ; manage and control 
Circuit finances ; and discharge such 
other duties as the General Conference 
may from time to time determine.

4. The Quarterly Meeting shall, at 
the fourth regular meeting of the 
year, elect by ballot, without debate, 
the Lay Delegates to attend the en­
suing Annual District Meeting, in the 
proportion of one Delegate for each 
Minister or Probationer iu the active 
work on the Circuit.

Note.—Regulations concerning the 
Licensing of Dtcal Preachers and Ex­
hortera are referred to the first Gen­
eral Conference.

III. CHURCH PROPERTY.

Upon tlie ratification of the propos­
ed Union, such legisiatioi shall be ob­
tained from Legislatures laving com­
petent jurisdiction, as sha: vest in the 
United Church all propernow held 
by, or in trust for the respective 
Churches entering into the Union.
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IV. CHURCH FI NDS.

H ) Th’ Superannuation Fund.—
There shall l>e, in the United Church, 
a Superannuated Ministers Fund for 
the Western C onferences, and a Sup­
ernumerary Ministers Fund for the 
three Conferences in the Maritime 
Provinces, which funds shall, for the 
present, be under the management of 
separate Boards, as has been the prac­
tice iu the Methodist Church of Can­
ada As no change is deemed nec­
essary in regard to the Supernumerary 
Fund of the Eastern Conferences, the 
recommendations which follow, save 
the final one, are to be understood as 
referring solely to the Superannuation 
Fund of the Western Conferences.

2. The Methodist Church of Cana­
da having an invested capital for the 
three Western C jnferencermf over 
$111,000, it is agreed that the other 
Churches uniting shall supply such an 
amount of capital to said Superannua­
tion Fund as shall place their Minis­
ters on an equality with the Ministers 
of the said three Western Conferences.

3. No change shall be made in re­
gard to the claims of any Minister 
holding a permanent Superannuated 
relation at the present time (i.e. 1882) 
and they shall receive on the basis of 
their present claims as far as the ann­
ual income will allow.

4. Income arising from Annual 
Collections and Subscriptions in all 
Congregations of the United Church,
Annual Subscriptions by Ministers of able to 
the same, and any amount appropriai- selves, 
ed from time to time out of the funds 
of the Missionary Society, shall be 
used in meeting payments to all 
claimants on the fund, without dis­
tinction.

5. Income arising from the invested 
capital now held by the Methodist 
Church oF Canada for this fund, and 
the amount annually received from

lu Llie Iasi, issue vi the
there appeared two communications 
from Hamilton, Ontario, upon the 
subject of Methodist Union. They ! 
are worthy of a careful perusal, and 1 
have probably secured it, from the 
majority of your readers.

One of these articles purports to be 
a report of a “ Convention of the ! 
Ministers and Laymen of the Ham il- I 
ton District.” This was no “ regular 
District Meeting,” but merely a con­
vention, and therefore its action, 
beyond the showing of the views of 
those present, is no* to be taken as of 
any value whatsoever.

In the resolution adopted at this 
meeting it is pleasant to find that the 
members “strongly sympathize with 
the spirit of Union,” and with the 
desirability and the possibility of an 
organic union of the Methodist 
Churches of Abe Dominion : though it 
is perhaps in this light somewhat dis­
appointing that all the resolutions 
presented on the occasion seem rather 
to be in direct opposition to the basis 
of union, as decided upon at the re­
cent representative meeting of the 
various churches held in Toronto. 
One of these had reference to “ the 
inadequacy and inequality of the 
financial provisions” of said basis of 
Union ; another to the ‘.‘inconsistency 
with our cherished church polity” of 
lay delegation in our Annual Confer­
ences, and yet another “refusing to 
accept the basis offered on constitu­
tional grounds.” The writer has no 
disposition to controvert these views 
in detail, and for this reason, if for no 
other, that the reasons by which they 
were sustained are not given. But 
one thing does appear to be obvious, 
that if these views are correct either 
the Union Committee which met in 
Toronto was thoroughly incompetent 
for its assigned task, or that it was 
treacherous to the interests alike of 
the ministers and the people of the 
Methodist Church of Canada. At 
all events, “the Hamilton District 
Convention” steps into the breach, 
and declares itself “ unprepared ”— 
with four exceptions—“to subscribe to 
the basis of union as laid down by 
the Union Committee in Toronto.”

The writer had supposed that the 
matter was, at its next stage, to be 
submitted to the Quarterly Meetings 
of our Church. This would have given 
the laity the privilege of considering 
and deciding upon the merits of the 
scheme. Such action would seem to 
be due to them : and they are quite 

think and speak for there­
in due time, no doubt, they 

will do so, if they are not interfered 
with. But perhaps on “ Constitu­
tional grounds” this may be deemed 
“ inconsistent with our cherished 
Church polity. ” Class distinction in 
the settlement of this question is to 
deprecated ; but the significance of 
the fact cannot here be overlooked 
that the names which appear in this

“Land Lottery;” and Whereat, in, the 
opinion of many, the ministerial 
character, not only of the members 
immediately concerned in such scheme 
but that of the Conference,to which 
they belong, lias been thereby unsus­
pectingly compromised ; therefore 
lte>uAved,ihat in the judgment of this 
Committee, it is contrary to the prin­
ciples and spirit of its Discipline for 
ministers or members of the Metho­
dist Church to support or in any way 
countenance any plan for disposing of 
property which has even the apitear- 
at ice of a Lottery.

Note—The Committee is very glad 
to learn from the brethren who were 
present of those who were reported as 
having drawnlots inthe above referred 
to scheme, that they entirely concur 
in the foregoing Resolution, and are 
determined that they will free them­
selves from all connection with said 
scheme.

-Christian Churches shall furnish an 
amount of capital equal,in proportion, 
to that now held by the Methodist 
Church of Canada, the Superannuated 
Ministers of such uniting Churches, 
and those who may become Superann­
uates after Union, shall have a claim 
on the proceeds of the whole invested 
capital in common with those who are 
now Ministers of the Methodist 
Church of Canada.

8. If the income of any year shall 
not be sufficient to meet the claims in 
full, then all claimants shall share in 
the deficiency in proportion to the 
amount of their claim.

9. If any one of the three uniting 
Churches aforesaid shall fail to pro­
vide its full proportion of invested 
capital, Ministers of these Churches 
who are now, or may hereafter become 
Superannuates, shall draw in propor­
tion to the amount of capital actually 
provided.

10. In case of failure by any of the 
Cherches above mentioned to provide 
invested capital, it shall be competent 
for any Minister of such Churcneiles to

premature meeting—are only those of 
ministerial members of the Hamilton 
District.

The other article from Hamilton is 
a personal communication.

DENIS SULLIVAN,

Well known and highly esteemed as 
a devoted Christian and honored 
local pi cacher, in connection with 
Exmouth Street Church,after a com­
paratively brief illness died “ in the 
Lord” on Dec. 6th, 1882, in the sixty- 
ninth year of his age, leaving one 
s<>n and four daughters to mourn the 
loss of an affectionate father.

He was born in Balhneen, County 
of Cork,Ireland,and in bis nineteenth 
year was brought to Christ as one of 
the fruits of an extensive revival on 
the Bnndon circuit under the labors 
of William Fevickman, a successful 
evangelist. Some four years subse­
quent to his conversion be es me to St. 
John and identified himself with us. 
Methodism was then represented by 
the old Germain Street Church, but 
soon after began to enlarge its bol­
der# by tbe erection of the Centenary 
Church m 1839 At about that time 
William VcCaity, James Sullivan 
and Denis Sullivan were appointed 

' local preachers Rev. Dr. Rice, now 
tbe worthy President of tbe General 

! Conference of the Methodist Church 
of Canada, was the minister of the 

' new congregation. F^,v. Fiedenc 
Smallwood “cached a sermon rr- 
mark'a0|e for its power and influence, 
Which good beginning was followed 
up by a series of meetings held by 
Dr. Rice and the local preachers re­
ferred to and otheis.sucb as Matthew 
Thomas. David Collins and Thomas 
Hutchings.

It has been thought by some who 
took an active part in tbose services 
that one thousand persons were con- 
veiled to God at that time. Some of 
those aie yet to be found filling im­
portant positions in all onr churches, 
while tbe greater part have gone to 
their reward.

From that first campaign Bro. 
Sullivan went courageously forward 
as “a go- d soldier of Jesus 
Christ.” He was greatly beloved a- 
a preacher and as a worke> in the 
various offices he filled. He knew 
what it was to stand in all <>nr city 
pulpits,while be never wearied preach­
ing Christ in tbe villages. Tbe earn­
est band, of wbici be was one, we-e 
tne means of establishing tbe cause 
in many places wbeie it bas grown 
stiong. Fairville, and the various 
appointment* now constituting Cour­
tenay Bay Mission may be referred 
to as instances. At Gondola Point 
Brother Sullivan’s labors îesulted in 
tbe Conveision of many, some of 
whom afterward came to this city 
and formed tbe nucleus of a society. 
Brother Sullivan was appointed lead­
er, and for twenty-six years and up­
wards faithfully watched over that

class. Near tbe same locality 
McLaucblan and Edward Lloyd bad 
organized a Sunday-school and were 
doing good work for the Master. 
Mi. Simonds, an Episcopalian, gave 
a lot of land for a Methodist church 
and parsonage, and aome zealous bre­
thren, among whom were Aaron 
Eaton and John McM >rran, were en­
couraged to attempt tbe erection <>? 
a house of worship,—The present 
Ex month Street Church, into which 
came the little society and the Sun­
day-school, and now we have tbe 
flourishing congregation and the 
large school going on “from stiength 
to strength.” Tarougb the whole 
progress of this church no one has 
evinced a deeper interest than onr 
lamented bi other. His talents were 
consecrated to the Master’s service, 
and be was faithful to bis Church. 
By bis discourses, exh >rtations, 
counsels, prayers and libeial gifts, 
ne helped forward tbe cause he loved 
well, and by bis genial spirit h- en­
deared himself greatly to every pas 
tor of the church

Walking oat as the first snow was 
falling, he slipped and tell upon tbe 
sidewalk, sustaining such injuries as 
proved fatal. The sympathies of all 
classes of citizens were expressed by 
tbe large and representative charac­
ter of the attendance at his funeral.

A NOTED NEGRO.
In The London Echo there appear- 

a sketch of Conmah tb« African, so 
well known to readers of “ Living­
stone’s Life and Travels,” and who 
has lately died at Zanzibar. “ Cbu- 
mah’s life was one of singular adven­
ture. He was one of tbe slave boys 
whom D-. Livingstone rescued toward 
the end of bis Ztmbesi and Nyaesa 
expedition. Livingstone took him 
and Snsi with him to Bombay in bis 
adventurous cruise across the Indian 
Ocean in tbe Lady Nyassa. Leaving 
them at Bombay under tbe charge of 
Dr. Wilson, he picked them np again 
on setting out on bis last journey 
through Africa, and they weie with 
him till his death in 1873 Tbeii 
fidelity to him daring all these years 
was remarkable, and tbe two headed 
tbe expedition that carried bis re­
mains from llala to the coast. Latter­
ly Chuinah bas been employed 
chiefly as bead man in various Af ri­
can expeditions in which capacity bis 
long experience and bis great ability 
made bis services of high value. He 
had a great gift of eloquence, and 
was often employed successfully 
when difficult negotiations bad to be 
carried on with unreasonable chiefs. 
He was not quite free of the weak­
nesses characteristic of Africans who 
have been much taken notice of; 
but, in exploring Africa, and aiding 
in many ways tbe heads of the expe­
ditions with which he was connected, 
be did no little service to his country- 
men, by whom his memory deserves 
to be cherished with much apprecia­
tion.”

SKIN GRAFTING.

The Paris pipers contain detailed 
accounts of the really remarkable 
operation of skin grafting performed 
by M. Lamalleree of that city, in 
which ease grafts were employed ob­
tained from two different sources, a 
human being and a rabbit—th -se 
from the latter evincing a superior 
amount of vitality. In this cas.-, the 
patient, a man thirty-seven years old, 
bad suffered for six years from a 
varicose ulcer of the left thigh, which 
resisted every form of treatment ; 
tbe ulcer was fourteen centimeters 
long and eight deep. At the nquest 
of tbe patient, D . Lamalleree resort­
ed to skin giafting, procuring, for 
the purpose, six gratte from the shav­
en aodomen of a rabbit and two fiorn 
the forearm of a man. Th- se having 
been p'aced in position, a Lister 
d-e-eing WAS applied ; after tbe lap>e 
of eight days this was removed, and 
it was found that those furnished by 
tbe rabbit bad become adherent and 
that new skin was loi mmg rapidly in 
their immediate neighborhood; while, 
-.a the other hand, the two human 
pieces had not adhered. The dressing 
was evutinned eight dayafionger, and 
when removed, an islet of gkin, ten 
centimeters long and seven wide, was 
seen to have established itself upon 
tbe centre of the nicer. Tbe dressing 
was again reapplied and maintained 
in place for eigut days, at the com­
pletion ef which it was taken off and 
tbe sore was lunud coinplètly ci catriz- 
ed. Two months lat-r the healing 
was progieasing favorably, *hc- newiy- 
formed skin showing no trace of its 
origin.
