| ANCIENT ClI VILIZATION.

‘l Professor J. S. Newberry, of
| Columbia College, delivered a lec-
| ture recently before the Long Is-
| land Historical Society in B.ook-
lyn, on “The Awscieat Civilization
ot America.” lle told in aconecise
and clear mannper the story of the
| mound builders of the Mississippi
| Valley, so far as it can be tracel
in the Southwest, Mexico and
| Central America, with mapy inter-
| esting details gathered by him
| while assisting in the exploration
of the territory still inhabited by
the descendants of those interost-
ing people. His remarks were il-
lustrated by magic lantern pic-
tures, and be held the interest of
the audience that bad crowded the
pretty hall ot the Historical So-
ciety for two hours.

When the white men first land-
ed on these shores,, Professor
Newberry said, they found them
covered with deonse torests and in-
habited by the red Indans. For
many years it was believed that
America was what it was chlled,
| a new world, and that the {ndians
| were the original inhabitants. ' But
| the white men pressed torward,
turning up and planting that
which seemed te be virgin soil,
leaving ham.ets and towns and

ildres - The o wake, unh "‘\Jﬂﬁ'y’ r

crossed the barriers of the Alle-
| chanies ‘and entered  the basin
ot the Ohio. It was their prom-
| ised land, rich in everything and
| without a rival on the cartih’'s sur-
{ f 20 in titness to become the home
| ot u great nation. Throughout
| this country they found the re-
cords and moouments of an agri-
| cultural people who had lived
| there certainly hundreds, perhaps
thousandsof years before. Long be-
fore thistheSpaniards had penetrat
ed into Mexicoand found there
cities which were lighted at night,

palaces, having schools of law
and medicine and music, and
workers in gold and silver and
other metals.. The representatives
ot the inbabitants of these cities
and the peaceful cultivators of the
fields roundabout had been all bat
driven off the face of the earth by
the rapacity of the Earopean in-
vaders.

Of the monuments left by the
mound-builders, Prof. Newberry
said that it had been estimated that
there were not less thah 10,000 in
Ohio alone. They were most com-
mon wherever the land was best
adapted toagricalture. They were
evidently a ﬁooful, sgnicultural
people, familiar with pottery, ig-
norant of the use of iron, but ac-
quainted with copper, which they
mined on the shores of Lake Su-
perior, as was shown by the flecks
of silver found in the copper re-
lics of the people. Their ancieut
excavations exvelled in magnituie
all the modern mines.: - They nev-
er went dowa into the earth more
than twesty eor thirty teet, aud

as fadders. Though utterly i
strangely ignorant of coal and iron
thoy worked mica mines« in North
Carolins, ‘sospstone mincs in Vir-
ginia, lead'mines in Kentucky and
they slso sunk oil wellsin Pennsy-
vania. The growth of trees over the

THE NEW ACADEMY.

The new Male Academy is now |
ready for occupation. It occupies the
old site, but differs from the old build- |
ing in appearance, its greater height
lending it a more imposing look.  Its
length is 100x45, or 125 including pro- |
jections. The internal arrangement
of rooms is much like that of the |
former building. The Principal’s resi-
dence is in the east end, the dining
room in the west end. Rooms, neatly |
furnished, are provided on the second
and third stories for the accr»mmoda-
tion of the teachers, all of whom
reside in the building. On the right
of the front entrance is a series of
parlors opening into each other by
sliding doors, making a handsome
drawing room 40 ft. long. QOn the
right hand is the Principal's office.
The dining hall is a fine, well lighted,
bright room 30x45. Back of the
dining room (morth) is the kitchen ell,
22x19. The height of ceilings on the
first flat is 12 ft. It is not intended
that the students shall use the main
staircase and accordingly a projection
has been made in the west end, carry-
ing up a windingstaircase through the
different stories. In the north-west
end, connected with the steward’s
appartments, isa high, airy apartment
intended for a hospital. It is 7x10 |
in size and has an open fire place, as |
well as hot water radiator.  Directly |
above this on the third story 1s a
Bible class room, 26x13. The rest of
the second and third stories is devoted |
to bedrooms. These are all 17 feet |
long and from 9 to 12 wide. On the |
second flat their height is 9 ft., on the |
third, 8. The fourth story is as yet |
unfinished. The cellar, finished |
throughout,has a floor of concrete. It |
has rooms for stores, fuel, servants’ |
apartments, boiler, heating apparatus, |
&c., The cellar under the kitchen ell
has arched brick recesses for bake
ovens, and furnaces for cooking meats |
and vegetables. The utmost care has |
been taken in the arrangement of the
ovens and furnaces that they shall
have no contact with any wood work.
The apparatus for heating by hot !
water has now been thoroughly tested
and gives the utmost satisfaction, and
a uniform temperature pervades the |
whole building. The apparatus is en- |
tirely self-regulating. It is construct- |
ed on the principle that water when
heated expands and rises. The builer
surrounds the furnace and when the |
water in it is warmed up, it circulates |
upwards through the tubes and radia-
tors, which run through all the rooms
and halls. These are connected with
a tank in the fourth story. Thisisan
important matter as affecting the
health of students, te securs which
has been a primary object with the
building committee. Water for the
bed-rooms is fed from the tank in the
fourth story. A bath room has been
placed in the basement for the use of
students. Each bed-room has a well
fitted up wardrobe, and a book case.
The bedsteads, most of which are
single, are substantially made. Mr.
Teed, the contractor, is to be con-
gratulated on the successful comple-
tion of his contract. Principal

THE UNION QUESTION.

Iu ihe last issue of lhe WESLEYAN
there appeared two communications
from Hamilton, Ontario, upon the
subject of Methodist Union, They
are worthy of a careful perusal, and
have probably secured it, from the
llizli«rl‘i{.\' of your readers.

One of these articles purports to be
a report of a “Convention of the

Ministers and Layvmen of the Hamil- !

ton District.” This was no *“ regular
District Meeting,” but merely a con-
vention, and therefore its astion.
beyond the showing of the views
those present, is not to be taken as of

of

any value whatsuever.

In the resolution adopted at this |
meeting it i1s pleasant to tind that the |

members ‘‘strongly sympathize w
thie spirit of Union,”
desirability and the possibility of an
organic union of the Methodist
Churches of the Dominion : though it
is perhaps in this light sdmewhat dis-
appointing that all the resolutions
presented on the occasion seem rather
to be in direct opposition to the basis

of union, as decided upon at the re- |

cent representative meeting of the
various churches held in Toronto.
One of these had reference to ‘‘the
inadequacy and inequality of the
financial provisions” of said basis of
Union ; another to the ‘‘inconsistency
with our cherished church polity” of
lay delegation in our Annual Confer-
ences, and yet another ‘‘refusing to
accept the basis offered on constitu-
tional grounds.” The writer has no
disposition to controvert these views
in detail, and for this reason, if for no
other, that the reasons by which they
were sustained are not given. But
one thing does appear to be obvious,
that if these views are correct either
the Union Committee which met in
Toronto was thoroughly incompetent
for its assigned task, or that it was
treacherous to the interests alike of
the ministers and the peopleof the
Methodist Church of Canada. At
all events, ‘‘the Hamilton District
Convention” steps into the breach,
and declares itself ‘‘ unprepared "—
with four exceptions—*‘‘to subscribe to
the basis of union as laid down by
the Union Committee in Toronto.”
The writer had supposed that the
matter was, at its next stage, to be
submitted to the Quarterly Meetings
of our Church. This would have given
the laity the privilege of considering
and deciding upon the merits of the
scheme. Such action would seem to
be due to them : and they are quite
able to think and speak for them-
selves. In due time, no doubt, they
will do so0, if they are not interfered
with. But perhaps on ** Constitu-
tional grounds” this may be deemed
| ““inconsistent with our cherished
