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A USELESS BILL

As was anticipated in T Gurpe last week,
the Manitoba government has prepared a
new elevator bill which was on Monday sub-
mitted to the legislature by Hon. G. R. Cold-
well. This bill is changed slightly from
the one which the government originally sub-
mitted to the Grain Growers. The allerations
that have been made, however, do not consti-
tute the desired improvements, from the stand-

sint of the Grain Growers of Manitoba.

h bill which the government has placed
before the legislature contains all the obnoxious
clauses which the Grain Growers were unable
to accept when presented to them in the orig-
inal draft of the bill. The bill which the
government has asked the legislature to con-
sider, contains three provisions which can never
be satisfactory to the Grain Growers. Two
of these provisions, namely, that providing
for expropriation and that providing for a
60 per cent petition by farmers before an ele-
valor may be erecled will render the entire
scheme of government ownership useless
If the system were operated according to the
bill, tkese two provisions would greatly hamper
the commissioners in using their best judg-
ment. The provision for an independent
commission, which is the chief requisite,
in the minds of the farmers, is not in the bill.
The bill now before the legislature does not
even demand that the government shall
appoint a commission. It is left entirely
to the discretion of the government as to
whether a commission shall be appointed or
whether the whole system of elevators shall
be controlled and conducted by the Minister
of Public Works. This provision is almost
certain to render the system ineffective.
Such a control as the bill provides for would
not be fair not just either to the government
or to the farmers and cannot help but he a
source of continual annoyance and dissalis-
faction so long as it exists. No doubt the gov-
ernment will send the bill to the Agricultural
Committee of the legislature for considera-
tion, and while there it will be discussed jin
detail.

The three principles which should be maost
carefully considered by the farmers are those
which we have just enumerated. There is
no need of any expropriation clause in the bill.
Expropriation proceedings are seldom satisfac-
tory and slmu(«l not be resorted to unless de-
manded by necessity. An independent com-
mission clothed with the proper powers would
provide a satisfactory elevator system without
resorting to expropriation. Existing elevators
could be bought or leased on terms of mutual

satisfaction to the contracting parties. If
these negotiations failed, then the commission
should be empowered to provide by erection
clevators where needed { is hard to concrive
Just why the government should insist upon
a provision for expropriation when all previous
expenience shows expropriation to be a most
unsatisfactory method of conducting business

The other provision for a 60 per cent. peti-
tion by farmers in a community surrounding
a shipping point is equally dangerous. To
secure this petition, it would ne necessary
for the farmers to carry on a campaign that
would probably lead to serious th{vlr locally
The owners of the elevators, and other un-
friendly monopolistic influences would com
bine to defeat the petition. The defeat of
a few such petitions would be regarded as a
condemnation of the whole system and the
government would be able to present some
justification for discontinuing the acquisition
of an elevator system. There is no system
by which a 60 per cent. petition of farmers
could be secured.  This scheme is not [xncl’»‘r
even if it were desirable

The farmers of Manitoba have already
expressed themselves in favor of public ele-
vators, and there is not the slightest danger
of them not using the elevators when they get
them. It is a significant fact that during the
past season with the present unsatidactory
clevator system in  Manitoba, that only
approximately 25 per cent. of the grain of the
province was shipped over the loading plat-
form. This is sufficient proof that the farmers
will use, and want to use the elevators if they
can do so, with a feeling that they can secure
justice by so doing. The loading platform is
seldom or little used where there are farmers
clevators. With this in view, and the well-
known sentiment of the farmers of Manitoba,
and the exhibition which they have given of
loyalty to their own institutions, there eannot
be advanced any legitimate reason for demand-
ing a 80 per cent. petition before they are given
a publicly owned elevator at their shipping
pomt

It may or may not be significant, but the
fact is that the bill now before the legislature
does not in any way commit the government
to take one single step towards a government
system of elevators. It says the government
“may " do certain things, but it no where pro-
vides that the government “shall” either
appoint commissioners or do anything else
that it otherwise provided for in the bill.
The government deems it inadvi<able to place
the r-ﬁ-n\-nmr system in the hands of a commis-
sion which will be independent of any political
control. To say that a commission appointed
under the provisions of the bill now before the
legislature would be independent, would be
an utter farce, no matter what government
may be in power. This bill does not necessi-
tate any power whatsoever being delegated
to the commission. As we said before, it
does not even necessitate the appointment
of a commission, much less givé the commission
any power.

We have endeavored to look at the bill
as provided by the government from a stand-
point of fairness to the Manitoba farmer
who grows the grain and whose grain will
be taxed to pay for the elevator system which
will be provided by this bill. We cannot see
how the bill, should it become law, will give
any salisfaction to the Manitoba farmer,
or provid @the relief he is seeking. We believe
that we voice the sentiment of the farmers
of Manitoba when we say that it would be far
better to have no change in the present con-
ditions than to have the bill now before the
lc-gislglure become law.

SCIENTIFIC LEGALIZED GRAFT

In considering trusts, combines and corpora-
tions that prey upon the public by means of
unjust prices for their products, it is well to
understand just how such power is sometimes
secured. We are all aware that these interests

have great influence over our governments
and legislators, and by exercising this influence
can secure valuable legislation. To get down
to the root of the matter, it is very often neces
sary to go back to the organization of such
corporations. It is well to know the privi.
leges contained in their charters. Very often
their stock is sold at & low figure and their
dividends are always declared on the par value
of their stock, is has been done in scores
of cases by railways and other large interests
in Canada. For instance we might take a
company organized with a capital stock of
81.000.000. This stock in the beginning may
be sold at as low as ten cents per share, when
the par value of these shares is $100 each.
The profits of the concern are declared by divi-
dend upon the entire $1.000,000., whereas the
money placed in the company by the sharehold

ers was only $100,000 are cases in Can-
ada where a dividend of as high as ten per cent

has been declared upon such “wa " stock.
Ten per cent. dividend upon 1,000,000 capital
would be $100,000, but when this sum is con-
sidered in the light of the $100,000 representing
the actual money received for the stock,
the situation changes. The dividend, instead
of being ten per cent. is really one hundred

per cent.  If the dividend had been announced
as only five per cent. in spite of all these facts
these companies will go to the government
and demand special privileges because they are
paying only x:: per cent. dividends. They
claim that this five per cent. is not even in-
terest on their capital when the real truth of
the matter is, that they are paying fifty per
cent. dividends, and the facts are wius:dd from
the public. This is one of the ways by which
the public is continually swindled. course,
it is a legalized swindle, but a swindle never-
theless.

The legislatures of Canada by allowing such
graft to continue, are openly assisting combines
to take unjust profits from the people. There
is no reason why all stock in companies, char-
tered by legislatures or under any legislative
acts, should not besold at par value, then the
r:hlic should know just :l(;'nl'ii\ idends were

ing paid upon the stoc their companies.
In H‘t‘rprurl days of the Bell Telephone Com-
pany, mufK of the stock was sold as low as
three cents per share, which eventually
became worth many hundreds of dollars per
share. The profits on this stock would lﬁ-
be many thousand per cent. The fact is well-
known that very small investments in the
Bell Telephone stock in early days has made
many of our millionaires of the present day.

NOT A QUESTION OF CONFIDENCE

Speaking in the legislature last week, J. W,
Robson, M.P.P., devoted considerable time
to an academic discussion of the elevator
question. He .maintained that the demands
of the Grain Growers' Elevator Committee
was a motion of want of confidence in the gov-
ernment. He said he could not support such
a stand. He stands for straight government
ownership with full control in the hands of the
government. The Winnipeg Telegram quotes
Mr. Robson as an authority and supports
his contentions. There is no doubt but that
Mr. Robson has given some time to the study
of the problems which he discussed in the legis-
lature. Mr. Robson has been a Grain Grower
for some time. He has, however, been more
intimately, and for a longer time, associaled
with the political life of the province. With
all due respect to Mr. Robson we submit
that his political affiliations have fully asstrong,
if not a stronger, hold upon him than his
affiliations as a Grain Grower. In admitti
that Mr. Robson is a student, and well inf
on economic questions, the fact must not be
overlooked that there are other men whose
opportunities of studying the elevator question
have been better than Mr. Robson's. They
are the men today representing the Grain
Growers on their elevator committee. We
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feel that the opinion of men who have studied
\be jon for many years back, and have had
wm;:nmm or 80 doing, are the men
whose opinions should be given the most
considerstion. The elevator committee of
the Grain Growers represents men who, in
their political leanings, have no doubt been
affiliated with both political parties. In deal-
ing with the eclevator question, however,

have laid aside all political feelings
ﬁ ject as farmers

subject of the Grain Growen' demands, say»
that the appointment of & commission beyond
the reach of partisan control is without pre-
cedent. Governments are creating precedents
all the time, so that the matter of precedent
carries no weight on this occasion. There
is no reason why the legislature could not dele-
gate certain powers to s commission. By
controlling the finances, the government would
have a erful control over the commission.
It would not, however, be able to dictate
a policy to the commissioners. It is not
contended that there would be any difficulty
in appointingya commission equally satisfuc-
tory to the government and the Grain Grow-
ers. The of havinf the commissioners
removable by the legislature and not by the
government is_considered desirable by farmers
throughout the Jength and breadth of Manitoba.
We doubt if either Mr. Robson or the Tele-
would consider this feeling among the
’-nnen a vote of want of confidence in the gov-
emment. The farmers are not dealing with
the government as of the Conservative party,
but as advisers of the Crown. By placing
the elevator system _in the hands of a commis-
sion which would be directly under the Minis-
ter of Public Works, or any other member of
the ment, & situation would be created
wbnv;' would be decidedly unfair both to the
commissioners and to the minister. Knowing
that their position and their future reputation
was in the hands of one man, no commission
could do its work properly. We also have
grave doubts if a commission could be secured
under such circumstances, that would be
comprised of men capable of the work they are
expected to do. What the Grain Growers
want is a commission composed of three men
fully qualified to perform the duties delegated
to them, and responsible to the people.
The government, by controlling the finances,
would have power to suspend the commission-
ers at any time and also to investigate their
work. The commissioners, however, would
know that before they could be finally dis-
charged they would have a full hearing of their
case before the legislature. The job which
the Grain Growers have cut out for their
commission is & big one. It is too big to be
absolutely in the control of any one man.
The Grain Growers, in demanding an indepen-
dent commission, have almost the unanimous
support of the farmers of Manitoba. These
farmers have laid aside their political leanings
and are dealing with the question upon its
merits. It would be unwise to make the
elevator question a political question. The
members of the legislature are expected by
their constituents to deal with the question
upon its merits. This applies equally to both
ies in the legislature. There are a number

of members in the legislature who have been
notified by their constituents as to the opinion
of the peorle in the country. This opinion
is almost of otie accord in favor of an indepen-
dent commission. If the government, in view
of all information at hand, and in view of the
opinion of the farmers of Manitoba, cannot
g::nt the_requests of the Grain Growers

ked by,the rest of the farmers of the prov-~

ince, then the responsibility of,such action
must rest upon the shoulders of the govern-
ment. 'R

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THE MAXIMUM AMERICAN TARIFF

Press dispatches state that, up to the pres-
ent time, President of the g.'mud States
has received no reply to his request for negotia-
tions with Canada regarding the tariff. This
is & serious matter, and requires immediate
attention. As the United States tariff stands
at present, there will be a special duty of
25 per cent. added to all Canadian exports
into the United States after March #1, unless
Mr. Taft is satisfied that Canada does not
“Unduly discriminate ™ against_the trade of
the United States. This special duty will
apply o goods that now go from Canada
to the United States free as well as those which
are already taxed. This is an alarming
situation, and yet, up till February 27th,
nothing had been done. This new duty,
if allowed to go into force by the Canadian
government. will place & tax of 25 per cent
on the value of all breeding cattle shipped
to the United States and will add 25 per cent.
to the value of the animal as well as the 2%
yer cent. now imposed on full grown beef cattle
‘l is to be hoped that the Ottawa government
will take care that the interests of Canadian
yroducers are not neglected. There seems to
w an idea that the Canadian government
does not care much what the United States
government does, regarding the tariff. If
there is & tariff war it will be due to the gov-
ernments, and mostly to the Canadian govern-
ment. Of course, the members of the govern-
ment would not suffer. Neither would the
rivileged interests in Canada suffer. The
rnmkn of a highe tariff would fall upon the
producers and the consumers who get no gov-
ernment pap. Iy the Canadian government
dlows;tnlimmhf pride to lay such an addi-
tional load upon, the wealth producers of this
country it will be derelict in its duty and deserv-
ing of severe censure.

KEEP ON ORGANIZING

Organizers are at work in all three western
provinces among the farmers and are having
great success. New associations are springing
up every day and the enthusiasm is very mark-
ed. Wherever the speakers for the cause
of the organized farmers address the farmers,
there is either a new branch formed or a consid-
erable number added to the membership of
existing branches. Farmers throughout the
entire west are fully alive to the fact that by
working together they can protect their in-
terests. They know that their individual
efforts towards reform will be futile, but when
standing shoulder to shoulder they are the
greatest power in the land. The farmers’
associations in the three prairie provinces
were organized with splendid aims in view.
These aims must be kept continually to the
front. There must be no turmning back.
The farmers of the west are not quitters.
They are now aroused and are determined that
the days of special privileges must come
to an end. In western Canada, and in fact
all over the Dominion, the only real hope of
reform lies with the farmers. The life of the
farmer has been such as to breed an independ-
ent spirit. All other interests have taken
care to foster this spirit. The farmer can still
be independent and yet stand with his brother
farmers to redress grievances. By presenting
a united front there are scores of abuses not
only in the western provinces, but all over
Canada that éan be remedied. Just so long
as the farmer remains by himself, just so long
will the favored corporations take toll from him.
Economic experts tell us that since 1870 the
high tariff of Canada has taken $2,000,000,000
out of the pockets of the people of Canada
and put it into the pockets of the interests
that live upon the wealth producers. This
is a figure which cannot be comprehended
by ordinary individuals. It represents almost
the total agricultural wealth of Canada. Yet
these privileged classes have been able to take
this toll from the fact that they have organized
and have no party political leanings. With
the corporations, politics is a business, and
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sentiment is allowed no place in their delibers.
tions. Are the farmers of Canada willing te
stand by and see a few thousand men v(bfn are
already rolling in wealth, acquired by privilege,
add continually to that wealth st the expense
largely of the farmers. I conditions are made

in Western Canada.

The C.P.R. claimed with some show of
justice that l;{ bringing in a telegraph
servive dnd selling the same 4l a low rate
it made possible the issue of daily news-
papers in the west, and by thus fustering
these did much o develop the country
It s difficult 0 overestimate the value
of the press 1o an expanding community,
and no doubt the encuuragement Lhe
C.PR. offered the press in Lhe early
days was more effective than currespond-
ing sums invested in any other way

That was all very well in the early
days, but as the couniry grew Winnipeg
daily papers grew too, until of recent
years they quite outgrew Lhe serviee
supplied them by the C.P.R.  They found
it inndequate to their reeds. What s
more, they claimed that & news service
emanating from and controlled by »
grest railway corporation was culured to
suit the purposes of that corporation,
and was therefure not a 6L service (o offer
in their columns to the people of the west.
They complained further that the service
00 supplied was an Ametican service,
that its cable news was designed to suit
an American constituency, and thet it
made no atltempt lo give Canadian news
or such British news as peculiarly affected
the peuple of Western Canada.

This service was sold to the three
Winnipeg daily papers at a fixed monthly
sum, but that payment comprised but a
fraction of the total expense they wer
rul to in news gathering, for each paper

ad to collect separately its own Cane
adian service. These several Canadian
services were brought up from the east
over Lhe wires of Lhe C.".l(. and though
the items were often identical, the C.P. K.
collected from  the Winnipeg papers
three separate tolls for the same. The
Winnipeg papers claim this was a very
rulitable business sod that in order to
ultress it the C.P.R. deliberately cut
out of its general service all and every
* Canadian item. It is clear, therefore,
that about the time the WA P, was form-
ed, the three Winnipeg papers were tripli-
eating Lhe work of supplying Western
Canada with a Canadian news service,
This weant & waste of energy and, conse-
aueully. an inferior service. At that
we wost of the small daily papers west
of Winnipeg were supplied with their
telegraplic news from out of the offices
of vue or uther of the Winunipeg dailies.

This was the last straw and the organi-
eation of the Western Associated Press
was immediately undertaken by the three
Winnipeg papers acting in unison. after-
wards to be assisted by a number of
other Western Canadian daily papers
who have become sharcholders in the
concern.

PROSECUTING THE PACKERS

Probably prosecuting the packers under
the Sherman Act will be about as helpld
in lowering the price of meat as saying
“Bo™ to & goose would be in cheapeniag
poultry.

We bave no doubt that the packen
are essentinlly a trust, acting usitedly
for the purpuse of lessening competition
among themselves: nor have we aay
doubt that such a condition is necessary
to the most economical distribution
of meat—as benelicial o the prodece
and consumer, under intelligent reguls
tion. as to the packers themselves. Forme
erly there was brisk competition among
them. Atlenst three packing companies,
in whose stocks nnJ bonds hundreds,
or thousands, of outsiders had invested
were practically ruined, with great low
to the investors. Coatinually, one dis
tributive puint after anvther was over
stocked with perishable fresh meat which
spuiled or deteriorated. That the grest
wastes of competitivn brought me
benefit either to producer or consdmer
is not likely. Its net result was that the
three strongest concerns ate up the -d
of the others. Under unlimited col
tion the strongest will prevail wi
any permanent gain for producers o
cunsumers.

The large profits of the packers do net
arise from an excessive margin of
on each pound of meat sold, but from s
immense volume of business and from the
by-products. If their organization shos
be «estroyed by a lawsuit, the mest i
dustry would take a step backward
But no like organization has yet been des
troyed by a lawsuil, and we don't believe
one ever will be. When the Goveramest
talks of supervision, instead of destrue
tion, we shall begin—after twenty yes®
of marking time—to move forward wi
the trust problem.—Saturday Evening
Post.

A Rapid Reformation

The rapidity with which the political
complesion of Denmark changes is »
canse of great joy to the workingman
Until 1880 Denmark was an absolute
monarchy a8 bureaveratic as  Russia
In that year she secured a constitution
and a parfisient of two houses. In
1506 the farmers oblsined and held
an overwhilning Liberal majority in
the lower house. But the guvernment
did not become parfiamentary. A clause
in the constitution enabled the king to
make provisional laws the day after
parliament adjourned. In this way the
Conservatives kept the reins of govern-
ment until 1901, when the king was
foreed to accede to the formation of a
Liberal ministry from what may be
described as the central rather than the
eftreme left

Now. after eight years of experiments
with Liberal governments, Denmark has
a cabinet selected from the group next
to the Social-Democrats on the extreme
left. In itsell the Radical party is a
minority, and ils government thus “un-
parliamentary.” he present distribu-
tion of the 114 members of the lower
house, from right to left, is: Conserva-
tives, 21; Moderates, 22; Reform Left,
27; Radicals, 16; four Independents,
who usually vote with the Radicals,
and Socigl-Democrats, 24. The Radical
ministry depends for its continuance on
the solid support of the Social-Democrats
and the partial backing of the Reform
Left.

A visit to the Danish parliament gives
a foreigner a vivid impressivn of the
demoeratic nature of this body. It is
not unusual to see two or three members
from the country taking their seats
without collars, in jersey or swealer.

Evils of Cotton Speculation

From the time Franklin brought dowy
an electric spark’ on a string of cotlod
this iber has had first place in the markets
of the world. But while cotton vitalizes
every sphere of finance and industry,
there is one place which it cannot pene-
trate. That place is the seething pool
of cotton manipulation

The manipulators who now deal in
the commodity have no more to do with
advancing the collon industry than the
patrons of a roulette-wheel have in in-
creasing the currency.

There is less pure vitalization in eotton
than in any other article of trade on this
continent. In attempling reforms we
have walked around and evaded the most
fruitful field of dishonesty ever exploited
(l:'y the unserupulous in all the generations

double-dealing and dishonesty. The
government does a great deal to remove
handicaps in the way of traffic. Al the
popularly condemned combinations in
restraint of trade have been. made un-
lawful by federal law. But the cotton
combination, which absolutely dominates
this industry and criminally diverts its
rmﬁu from all legitimate channels, has
ong been over-looked.

At the expense of annually increasing
millions we maintain formidable squad-
rons Lo safeguard and convoy our com-
merce across the seas. Let any private
craflt seize upon the humblest outgoing
cargo, and the might of the American
nation would be concentrated upon the
work of _hunting that corsair dodn.
But the banditti in the broad ®eld of cot-
ton have been enabled (o operate under
the actual protection of the law.

In the name of the southern planters,
of the cotton-mill industry, and of all the
industrial and financial interests of Ameri-
ea there should be an assertion of justice
in the cotton traffic to drive forever from
the domain of cotton these speculative
outlaws who have conducted their cam
puign of robbery at the expense of every
producer and consumer in the land.

Government Should Bond Warehouses.

To-day, st every step in the progress of
his cotton from field to market the owner
is compelled to sulfer & loss which could
and should be added 1o his revenue
To keep this stupendous yield from falling
into the hands of manipulators the U nited
Stales government should bond ware.
houses at concentrating and distributing
points throughout the country. In these
warchouses the growers could store their
surplus, and from them the mill-men
could draw their supplies as they needed
them. A chain of these warchouses would
do for the whole of industrial Americes
what irvigation under federal auspions
has accomplished in arid regions in the
west

At every one of these warchouses should
be stationed a number of classers and
inspectors, under the license of the govern-
ment, to inspect and determine the grade
of every bale of cotton, under a government
standard grade of classification, that farm-
ers or merchants desire to store.  For the
bales the government should issue & certi-
fieate showing their number, grade and
weight and the marks on the cotton
This federal cotton certificate would
immediately become a governmental
guarantee that the warehouse thus bond-
ed contained the cotton thus represented
And these cotton certificates bearing
this recognized stamp of the nation
could be exchangeable in any part of the
world for gold at the prevailing price
of cotton on the day the owner desired
to sell

The farmer could take to the bonded
warchouse whatever portion of his cotton-
crop he did not care to sell as soon as it
was harvested. There, in the federal
depository, he could store it and either

ut his certificate away in a vault for safe
eeping or secure advances directly or
indirectly from any bank in any part of the
world. The possibilities of cotton ware-
houses bonded by the government would
enable the cotton-growers in the south
to hushand their resources to such an
extent that they would not be compelled
to foree upon the market in three or four
months, as they do now, their entire crop
They would be enabled to market it at
intervals according to their needs and the
demands of the manufacturers.

At the present tlime the southern
cotton-farmer when be harvests his erop
confronts the indebtedness which has ac-
crued during the planting season, He
has no choice regarding the disposition
of his product. He must take it imme-
diately to the nearest market and sell
at the best price possible to liquidate his
indebtedness. I, however, it were pos-

Until that day does
come, we, as a people, will suffer from our
extreme partyism. Give us direcl legis-
lation and the day will be here. I we
had direct legislation the people woupld
be satisfied to let the government hdve
control of the elevator system, for, if
they did not run them to suit the people
then the people could remove them at
pleasure and be in a position to help them-
selves. Here are some of tye Sdvantages
of public control

Good men could be found that would
accept the position because it was not a
Bovernment position, and because they
would not be removed except for cause
to be proven to the satisfaction of the
Court of Appeal, or two-thirds of the
legislature.

The man would have some independence
because he was aware of the fact that so
long as he was capable and honestly doing
his duty and giving satisfaction, that he

There bas been some opposition
to the amalgamativa of these two uifferent
systems of education, and the true ressons
for the objectivns, bas been bidden
by the government [riends, claiming that
lL vppositivn was altogether sectivnal,
vis. that Calgary or the south cvuntry
wanted it. Now this s nut the true
ressu. Al the schoul trustees conventivn
in Lethbridge, the delegales discussing
educstivn, were ubatimous i laver
of something more practicsl than Lhe
present system. lo this alfair of the
sgricultural college we bave & chance
for practical education va he lines of
the Guelph Coliege, & school that s geo-
erally scknowledged as vne of Lhe most
practical and successlul schools in Ameni-
on, if not in the world. Now, why should
the government of Alberta want to experi-
ment alung olher lines that have not given
the results that Guelph and the lowa
agricultural colleges are showing every
day. The claim s made that it will be
more ecunomical. ln an important mat-
ter of this kind, economy should. oot be
the Gest jeration, it should be effi-
ciency and results.

To my mind, we bave an ideal location
at Lacombe, which can well be called
the Guelph of Alvertar@p being central
to the present popula@on of Alberta,
and also where many of the pure bred
stock in Alberta is owned. But even if
it is thought best to have an agricultural
college located near, or at what is going
to be vne of the largest centres of popu-
lation in Alberta, | say in the best inter
ests of nine out of ten of the population

The premier
in reply, stated that it did not look as
though the college site question had been
settied. but be could not give any definite
word until he had consulted his cabinet
The Minister of Agriculture amured »
member of the delegation that the whole
question would be feferred to the legis-
lature and settied by the members. This
was what the delegation saked for,
sithough it is understood that each re
presentalive was sure that the best site
for the college was his own partic ular
&".l’"b?pn-m in rpply to the delegation,
stated he was i to meet them
and drew sttention to the fact that the
asdvantages and disadvantages of amo
cation of agricultural college and uni-
versity are subjects ol keen discusmon
in the States as well as in Alberta. The
policy o the yernment was o give
education w would be available for
all. The Domision government had
established two expenimental farms and
the Alberta government had established
s farm to test the Campbell dry (.r-m:
system. The C.P.R. was doing muc
in irrigation. All of the agneultural
education would not be confined within
the walls of the main building of the col-
lege. The premier read & resolution
from the executive of the U F.A. favoring
the union of the college and universily
under certain conditions, and considera-
tion would have to be given that as well
as the'other resolutions presented. How-

held in Edmonton on February 4, a large
amount of time was taken up discussing
this question and the result was the adop-
tion of the resolution which was presented
to the government the following day.
This resolution was not unanimously
adopted, but it was thought by the mem-
bers of the board who were in favor of it,
that it was a compromise and would
probably result in the farmers of Alberta
securing some concessions which other-
wise would not be granted.

The resolution which the premier read

“college, and we further recommend that
““the farmers be given a fair and equitable
“representation on the governing staff
“of the college, and in the event aﬁ these
“recommendations being carried out,
“we agree to the principle of combining
“the agricultural college with the univer-

“ ity ™

\\’h this resolution was presented
to the government it was discussed for
some time and the assurance was given
the directors that the practical farms
and high scl as recommended would
be -l:;lnkd We all know at the pres-
ent time, there is a big gap to be bridged

between the ordinary schools of the prov-
ince and an agricultursl cullege and very
few students wuuld be in & position
to attend the cullege. Agnin there
another large class whe would wish te
take only a short course in some practical
work and would st care to ba tied wp
to the long course necrssary at the college
to seoure & degree. To such aa thewe,
the promised agricultural high schools
should be & boon, as it would permit
them to take the short courses in any
of the branches of study in which they
were most interested and it would enable
those who wished o secure their degrees
o prooeed 1o the cullege and be on & par
with the other university students. These
were Lhe arguments advanced st the dir-
ectors meeting and later presented to
the government. The second part of
the resolution dealt with representation
on the Board of Governors of the univer-
sity and after fully discusdng same
it was decided to sk the government
that one-third of the members of this
board should be farmers, aleg that there
should be one direct M alive on
the Senate. This was agreed to by the
government and a promise made that this
recommendation should be embodied
in the new University Act Lo be presented
to the legislature al the present session

In spite of any agitation to the contrary
there is & feoling that this question of
location is definitely scttled and the college
pro will be established at Stratheona
with the university. If this is so, and to
one on the outside of the preseat trouble

PREVENTING SMUT

E.W., Sask.—~What process should
be followed in pickling grain for seed?
Should a farmer expect the same results
by pickling his seed & week or two before
seeding, as though bhe pickled it in the
busy seeding time, immediately before
using it?

Ans.—There are two chemicals used for
treating grain to prevent smut. The usual
practice is to treat with either blue
stone or formalin. For oats the formalin
gives the much better results, but with
barley blue stone is much better. The
most approved method of using blue stone
is 1o dissolve one pound in a pail of water
and sprinkle this over the grain, this
quantity being sufficient for ten bushels
When using formalin, mix one pound with
50 gallons of water and sprinkle the seed
It is not advisable Lo treal any length of
time in advance as this occasionally
injures the germination. The best meth-
od is to treat it the night before using

duced four bushels less per acre. In
baking strength it is considerably below
Red Fife, having a value of sbout 83
compared to 100 for Red File. There is
comparatively little of this variety grown,
and it has no didtinctive market value
However, considering its average yield,
and the comparstive value for four
making, the price should be somewhat
below Red Fife. Kubanks is probably
the most valuable Durum wheat for Lread
making purposes. The bread that is pro-
duced is darker in color than from Red
Fife, while the flour is also rather weaker.
Kubanka ripens usually in less time than
Red Fife, and produces fully as much
per acre. Since it is a different type of
wheat, it cannot be milled mixed with the
fife wheats, and there is at present in
this country practically no market for it
It is exclusively grown in Minnseota and
North Dakota.

ERADICATING THISTLES

We have received an inquiry as to the
best methods of eradieating Canadian
thistles and A J. Loveridge gives his
expetience as follows:

I found it successful to plow the land
for fallow, six or eight inches decp, about
the end of June, and work it in the usual
wiy with the flat harrows. Whenever
the thistles appeared above the ground
I cultivated them with a broad duck-foot
cultivator. ‘This was done about every
two weeks, before the thistles had time
to become tough and hard. A day or
two after cultivating, | found it & good
plan to take & hoe and cut off any odd
thistles which had been missed. This
does not take long. The following season
I seeded part with oats, and the balance
with barley, and, although | kept a sharp
lookout over the whole field, | could not
find a single thistle growing The best
time to plow thistles is when they are
full grown and just ready for seed. Plow
as deep as possible. | killed a piece of
Brome Grass two years ago by breaking
sbout four inches deep, and discing it
thoroughly, and as often as any green
blades appeared

Now, in reference to the question of
government ownenship and control of
the initial and terminal elevators which
is of chiel interest Lo the people of this
distriet, | would refer those who have not
slrendy seen & description of the proposed
system to the Grain Growen' Guios of
nnuary 14 The chief advantages of
the system will be, frst, that it will
enable each farmer Lo sell his grain on
s sample market, and at its actual value
For indtance, & farmer has good plump
wheat that has been slightly frosted
and grades No. 8, if this wheat has good
milling velue he may get as much for it
a8 if it graded No. |, Second, be could
depend on getting fair weight as a govern-
ment official could have no motive to
skin him in the weight. Third he would
get bis grain screened and thus save
paying freight on dirt and screenings,
and cvuld have some chopped for lus
live stock, also in some cases making
one or two grades in Lhe wheat and the
value that represents. But above all,
it would lift the gra n storage business
entirely out of the bands of the grain
denlers’ assoviation, and piace the trade
on an enlindy competlitive basms, and
would compel all buyers of grain to buy
in open competition without resorting
to sereening and miting st the terminals
or beating the farmer in the weight and
grade at the ioitial elevalor as is the case
ot Lir present time. It woull thus enable
the farmers to get from right to twenty
cents per bushel more for their wheat
than they are getting at present. There-
fore it can easily be seen that the larmer
has everything to gain and nuthing to
luse by having the government system.

In the matter of unjust and discrimina-
tory freight rates Letween Alberta and
British Columbia, it is the intention of
the U.F.A. t seek & remedy. For in-
stance, the rate on grain fiom Calgary
to Vancouver is 2234 cents per hundred-
weight, a distance of 642 miles. The
rate from Calgary to Fort William is
25 cents, a distance of 1,260 miles. The
rates on live stock are fixed in favor
of the easters route and the live stock
raiser of Alberta is prevented from supply-
ing the British Columbia market, in fact
between the machinations of the C.P.R,
the stockyard companies, the Pat Burns,
Gordon, lronsides & Fares, and the J.
Y. Griffin combination, the stock industry
of the three western provinces is heavily
bandicapped, and the Dominion govern-
ment should act on the recommendations
of Dr. Rutherford and endeavor to bring
about a different condition of affairs.

Now, if the C.P.R. cannot be induced
to give a reasonable rate on grain and farm
roduce to Vancouver and other points
n B.C, the Alberta members of the Dom-
inion house should take steps to compel
them to finish building the Crows' Nest
road through to Vancouver, to be finished
by, say, September Ist, 1910, 0on pain of
cancelling their charter. The govern-
ment having control of rates over this
road no doubt would secure us reasonable

rates that would enabie us to ship our grain
to the Europesn markets via the western
route and the Tehaunt radruad.
and if for any reason this ;t: woull aut
work out we should make arrangrments
with the Great Northern aystem to 07y
our grain to Vancouver and ereet war
terminal elevator there in conjunction
with that sustem so0 as 1o secure them
& permancat bhold on the western grain
carrying trade

Now we know that & large sumber of
the farms in Alberta are morigaged by
the loan companies. the machine compan-
les and othery who have mortgagrs for
debts, the International Harvester Co
alone having €.500 mortgages on Canadian
farme, although o few years ago onchall
the land was given to the settlers free
This would indicate that the farmers are

ying too much for what they have to
E:y and reowiving oo little for what they
have to sell. Now, Mr. Parmer, if you
are satisfied with these cvnditions don’t
Join the U.F.A, but if you are nol satis-
Sed te let these thi go on in this way,
Join the nearest union of the U.FA
and give your assistance and substantial
support to the band of men whe are
fighting againet t odds to have your
grievances remedied and to bring about
& belter condition of alfairs. They cor-
tainly need some help and need it badly,
and if you don't help your own men, who
will? The Gmin Growens' Amsociations
of the three western provinces have good
men st the head of them they are working
slong right lines, and they wre doing
good work and the amount of sucress
they achieve will depend largely on the
amount of asistance and support that

THE GOPHER PEST

At the session of the legislature held
in January, 1900, section 83 of the Local
Improvement Act was amended as follows:
“The council of each district may spead
& sum nol exceeding seventy-five dollars
for the purchase and distribution of gopher

dson under regulitions issued by the
g'lmid" of Agriculture.” The regula-
tions issued by the Department of Agri
culture were forwarded to all the Loeal
Improvements Districts last year, hut
as frequent requests are heing received
for information they are given herewith
REGULATIONS REGARDING THE

USE OF POISON FOR THE DES.

TRUCTION OF GOPHERS IN

LOCAL IMPROVEMENT DIS.

TRICTS.

1. The Council of a Local Improve.
ment District must set a date on which
all land owners must set out poison for
the destruction of gopers.  This conecert-
ed action is necessary, otherwie the go-
phers will have an opportunity to go from
& poi i to an unpoi « area and thus
escape injury. Al a later date when the
strength of the poison is lost, they may go
from an unpoisoned farm to one w!
poison was previously set out, without
any ill effects.

2. The day set should be early in the
spring, as soon as the first gophers are seen,
before any vegetation mr: A8 grass or

ain appears, and before their numbers

ave been increased by breeding. At
this season the appetite of the animals
are keen and they will readily eat the pois-
o

n.

8. The most effective poison for the
destruction of gophers is strychnine.
It is sold in two forms, the alkaloid and
the wsulphate. The difference between
these two forms is that the alkaloid is
very insoluble, taking 200 times as much
water to disolve it as the sulphate.
The sulphate should, therefore, be used
il it ean be procured. If it is possiblr
to procure the strychenine alkaloid and
not the sulphate, powder the alkaloid
very fine, use the same amount of water,
stir the mixture thoroughly so as to get
the powder distributed through the wheat,
the object being to have a small particle
of powder in conlact with each grain of
wheat.

The following is a formula for the pre-
paration of poison, which has proved very
effective:—Strychnine Poison. Dis-
solve one and a halfl ounces of strychnine
sulphate in & quart of hot water, add a
quart of | and a t ful of

It is gratifying to know that the con-
fidence of the people is increasing in
the association., that new men are now
coming in every day, and we would strong-
ly advise the employment of a competent
manager who can give enough of his
time to the supervision of his work
as is found necessary.

A morning spent in the shops examining
the new dress materials (hat are now
on the shelves in the large deparimental
stores, alter having escaped the Eurvpenn
floods and Atlastic storms in tranwl,
and interviewing the managers of those
very Inleresting departments for special
hints s 1o qualities, cvlors and values
prodominating in Fashion’s Nealm for
this season the sucoeeding facts were
gleaned. In the loreground, before ol
other qualities stand the serges and diag-
onal cloths. Everybody kaows the serge,

but this year offers this old standby in
s variely of new and pleasing effects
Of course, the regular plain serge is still
here, but the new variations of it are really
bewildering. It is shown in a fine close
weave; ina loose open weave, in a medium
weave: it is also shown in stripes, all in
exactly the same shade, Lhe stripe showing
only because the twill is reversed. For
instance, if you cul a long narrow strip
lengthwise and lay the two edges tigether
you will have a distinet stripe, though
the culor is exactly the same, weav-
ing makes the stripe, and of course the
siripes vary in widt One web will show
quarter inch stripes: another half inch,
and so on, but one does nol see a narrow
Each
web s striped in either narrow or wide
stripes, but not mized widths. The usual
width of the serge is Gty inches and the
price from sevenly-five cents up. Some
of the diagonal cloths are much closer
and Grmer in the weave than the serges.
One beautiful piece was shown in a rather
large raised doulde twill alternated with
& plain_ quarter inch space—all in one
color. It is easy to fancy a stripe of plain
weave a quarter of an inch wide alternated
l.){ two loose raised twills running diagon-

ly across a web. Such is one of the
very newest diagonal cloths., Some of the
webs have no plain-woven stripe—just
the loose raised twill alone. Some webs
have two lovse twills alternated with two
fine twills, and these are very effective.
Then there is the very lovsely woven
twilled goods, so loosely woven indeed,
that the material can scarcely be made up,
it sags 5o heavily with just its own ‘rlghl
It reminds one of the “hopsackin
we wore some sevenleen years ago—1{
threads are so loose that should one get
cnught on a nail or anything it would
pull out the whole length of the skirt or
sleeve.

Diagonal Cloths

Like the serges, the diagonal cloths
are found in all soft shades of nearly every

color. They are Bty inches wide and
one dollar and & quarter & yard

There s also & Mty inch diagonal cloth
in twe colorm, such as white and blge,
teill shout, white and faded purple,
white and sut-brown, and soon. The price
s one dullar and seventyfive oenls »
yard, and the general effect is that of the
old homespun blanket, only the blanket
bad the sdvantage of being all one color
This twe color diagunal cloth devs not
seem 1o meril any degree of popularity
and will likely be used enly by the uiire-
fashionalle

There is also & very fine firm twill
cloth, much fner and better woven than
the serge, baving narrow reversed twill
stripes alternating »ith rich wide stripes
This coth s Bliydour inches wide and
one dollar and twenty-five conts & yard
But of all the materiale shown none can
compare in valoe and apprarance to what
is known as the “ Mannish tweeds™ or
West of England suitings. They are fifty.
four inches wide and the price ranges
from one dollar ffty to two seventy-five
s yard, They are beautiful goods in
var grey tones, mostly smoke shades,
showing a faint hairdine, or one thread
stripe of white or light grey. Theyll
“wear forever™ and stand any kind of
rough usage. They are intended for suits
or separate skirts

Of course, there are quantities of last
year's stripes in a lght and a dark shade
of the same color: bul, these though pret-
ty bave bhad their day and the new is
decidedly, not only one colored fabrie,
but one shade of that color

day or evening wear is & cotton voile
with a ribbon-like stripe at intervals

Satins and Silks

Satins are no longer fashionable; only
satin de chine or messaline remaine of the
satin effects.

THE FOOD VALUE OF OUR VARIOUS
FRUITS AND VEGETABLES

The food value of any edible matter
is based on the amount of the fullowing
nutritive condituents which it contains
Proteid, water, mineral matter, carbo-
hydeates, fats and oils

Every food contains one or more of
these constituents. The chiel use of the
first three only —<proteid, water, mineral
matter—is to build up growing tlissue
and repair waste lissue. The chiel use
of the last two—carbohydrates and fats—
is Lo provide heat and energy for the body.
In this they are assisted by the three
former,

Two other points must be borne in
mind when considering the value of any
foud:—First, the digestibility of that part-
icular form of food material, that is the
rapidity and ease with which it becomes
suluble in the body. Secundly, the ab-
sorbability of a food on the amount
which becomes soluble and passes from
the digestive tract to the blood to be ab-
sorbed into the gemeral circulation to
nourish all tissues.

black tea or coffee, without sugar, will
often prove better than medicine

A good cup of tea is not always pro-
vided even by a “notable” housekeeper.
Not one person out of & dozen appears to
know that water once boiled is of no
use again Lo make tea with, and there
actually are women who do not seem to
know when water really is boiling. One
must, of course, have good lea to begin
with, measure out the required quantity
and add Lo it water that has been fresh-
ly boiled. Let the tea infuse three or
four minutes, then add the required
amount of builing waler and use at once.

To-day many
of the resources of banking lastitetions
consist of stocks abaormally sensitive
to sconomic changes. When hard times
come the banks are compelied to call
in their loans, the prices of stocks go down
in & orash, and business beging to sulfer
the parsiysis of panie. Cotton crrtifl
eales ismued by the United States gov-
ernment under & comprehensive chain
of bonded warehouses would introduce
to the American banks, loaning money
on these receipts and re-discounting them,
a sew and allimportant form of what
are onlled liguid sssets. Collon would,
therefore, create the elasticity long needed
in Améerican fSnance.

A grest deal of gold has poured from
the mountainge inte the world's coffers
in current years, and the prices of nearly
all commodities bave shown & normal
improvement. But cutton is anable under
the present conditions to maistain the
ecotomic poise it ments. Combination
of lorces unparslicled snd the undue
exertion of these forces creste an unstable
commaodity.

The adoption of the above suggestions
would merely mean the extension of the
economic principle already adopted by the
nalion. © Lhe same end the nation con-
structs canals. To give sale anchorage
to the merchant fleets of all nations,
coming 1o we for supplies, we scoop out
our barbors and build retaining walls
Thus we create clear channels and ports
of trade. And it will be but & logieal
step farther Lo give our greatest commo-
dity the unrestricted use of the fnancial
facilities which the government can dis-

pense
The Cotton Bounty.

The United States government should
further grant & bounty of a cént & pound
on all cotton not below middling in grade
and not shorter than 1} inch staple,
to all farmers who raise two bales to the
scres on the upland or hillside districts,
and the same bounty for the same grade
and leagth to all farmers who raise three
bales of cotton to the acre on the lowlands,
expecially if such cotton goes to an Ameri-
ean mill and is manufactured for export

There should be a federal bounty of
6ty dollars per acre to every larmer
who raises & non-producing cotton-plant
three inches in diameter and not less than
six feet in height. The purpose of this
proposed bounly is to supply the world's
increasing, inexorable demand for paper
As lar back as the days of the Moors in
Spain paper was made from the comn-
stalk. The cotton-plant so grown that
it runs to stem and not to flower yields
a malerial for the finest paper. To-day
Kulp for paper is in such a demand that

ow to provide for the newspapers and
magazines and books of the coming years
has been a problem which publishers have
feared to face. Recently Lord North-
cliffe came to America and acquired a
large section of the Canadian forests
to be certain of & supply for his forty or
more publications in Eoagland. It has
been stated Lhat the edition of a metro-
politan newspaper in America consumes
every week-day ten acres of forest and
fifteen acres for the Sunday sheet. Annu-
ally in the United States we turn out
more than six thousand books, the edi-
tions of some of which run into the hun-
dred thouwsands. In addition our maza-
gines call for paper by incredible tons.

We are mowing down our forests
at such a destroying pace that in twenty-
five years their annihilation will be com-
plete. Metal can take the place of timber,
and the age of concrele may succeed the
:rg of steel. But in the cotton-plant

one nature has made provision for the

aper which civilization must have.

o meet the coming emergency and at
the same time add to the resources of

The only
cargoes in the main going from America
are carried in foreign ships and consist
of commodities that our customers cannot
do without. A conflict on the seas that

mortgagee of or from the buyer or bailee
of such goods in good faith for valuable
consideration, or against judgments under
the ordinance respecting Hire Receipts
and Conditional Sales of Goods, or
contained in, endorsed upon or annexed
to a written order, contract or agreement
for the purchase or delivery of any
chattel or chattels shall be null and
void to all intents and purposes what-
soever, notwithstanding anything con-
tained in The Land Titles Act or in any
other act or ordinance.

nature. Hon. Mr. Cross instanced a
case in a specimen agreement whereby
the purchaser of a threshing machine
in & small clause therein, mortgaged all
his land, as described on the back of the
agreement. The farmer, when writing
a list of his property, did not for a moment
think that he was signing & mortgage
of his property. Another clause was that
ten days after starting a threshing outfit
the purchaser must give notice to the office
at Winnipeg and nEo to the loeal agent,
the latter of whom often could not be
found. Another case in which an injus-
tice was often done was that of an inno-
cent looking promissory note, where the
farmer might inadvertently give a mort-
gage upon all his property. "hese clauses
were not reasonable ones and if the act
being submitted passed the House would
not receive much attention in future from
the courts of the land.

The passing of the act or a similar
one would abolish many of the grievancies
now complained of, and in future there
would be much more simple agreements.
The result would be greater sales of mach-
inery, as many would-be purchasers were
now afraid of the agreements made.

THE SUGAR TRUST ON SUGAR
DUTIES

In a formal ptatement to the public
the Sugar Trust explaing itsell. * Grane-
Inted sugar,” it says, “is now quoted for
export st three and onetenth conts
a pound, against & domestic price of four
and nine-tenths cents & pound. This
difference is caused by the refund by the
Government of the larger part of the duty
previously paid upon the raw sugar”™—
substantially all the duty levied upon
the imported article being, in fact, re-
funded when Lhat stricle is exported iu
a manulactured state

Because of the protective tariff, then,
foreign consumers get our refined suger
st one and eight-tenths cents & pound
less than we have to pay for it. As
consumption of sugar in the United States
amounts to about seven billion pounds
ol the raw article it is clear that this pro-
tection costs domestic consumers some-
thing like one hundred and tweaty million
dollars annually.

The alleged purpose of this duty is to
protect the domestic producers of cane and
beet sugar.  Protection of cane and beet
sugar in this country amounts to about
seventeen hundred million pounds »
year. M you divide that number into
one hundred and twenty million dollars
you will see that the domestic grower
ought to be getting protection to the ex-
tent of about seven cents & pound. But
does he? Obviously not

True, the Gvern ment derives a revenue
of about hall what the duties cost con-
sumers. In this respect the sugsr sche-
dule makes an exceptionally good showing.
Usually the Government gets a far smaller
proportion of what the protective duty
cosls consumers.
