Go North
for Blondes 4

OME theories have been ad- |

vanced lately which connect a

man's success or fallure in life

with his complexion. Blondes
are designed for certain kinds of
‘iwurk, and If they get in other kinds
they will fail. Men of one com-
| plexion do the thinking for the
| world; the others get out and do
!the hustling. More interesting is the
| theory that this continent, south of
| Winnipeg, is no place for a real
~hite man to live. An effort to prove
that the ultra-violet rays of the sun
kill off blonde races in all latitudes
south of 45 is made by Dr. Austin
| O'Malley, a widely-known Phila-
| delphia medical man and scientist,
and it {8 to be admitted that he pre-
sents some striking arguments be-
fore arriving at the conclusion that

all the north European races will |
be extinct south of Winnipeg within |
|a couple of centuries unless there |

| is a constant stream of immigration
from their native lands.

Starting from the accepted belief
that the earliest man was white and
lived somewhere about the latitude

of the Euphrates basin, Dr. O'Malley |

says, that the negro and the real

blonde were developed as mankind |

ventured south or north. The farther
south the early pionzers penctrated
the darker hued became thc skins of
their descendants. Those that did not
become dark perished because they
could not survive the murderous
ultra-violet rays. Those who went
rorth became more blonded. This is
nature’s plan, for the blacker an ob-
ject is the more quiekly it radiates
the heat it receives, and the whiter
it is the more slowly it lets the heat
escape, It is because of this that the
northern animals are white, An ex-
ception is provided by the Esqui-
maux, who are dark, but this is in
order that their skins may the bete
ter withstand the six months of
blinding sunshine upon the snow-
fields and the ice. One might ask
why polar bears are not dark for the
same reason, but at any rate every-
body knows that in the north part
of the temperate zone and even In the
frigid zones many animals become
white in the winter that were brown
in the summer,

It is not so much the matter of
cold and warmth that affect the
growth and development of man-
kind and mark inexorably his proper
place upon the planet as the sun-
shine. Not heat rays but light rays
make the blonde and the brunette,
For instance physicists working with
extra-special rays, Rontgen rays, Bec-
querel rays, and rays from radium
must protect themselves with coat-
ings of rubber, lead, glass and other
materials that prevent the rays reach-
ing the skin. Otherwise the ultra
violet rays would change the proto-
plasm of cells so that they would let
in sults which would disintegrate and
kill them. In the United States more
than twenty investigators were killed
by the action of X-rays before they
discovered the necessity of protect-
ing themselves from these baneful
emanations. It is exactly the same
with the sun's rays. The more direct
and the stronger the rays are the
more is the necessity for the human
beings to be darkly pigmented. Thus
it is that the negroes in Africa can
withstand rays that eut short the
lives of white men, and the Scandi-
navian on the other hand is comfort-
able under conditions that dark-
skinned people could not endure,

There is a general law that certain
vegetation and animals can only
thrive in certain latitudes. Man-
kind is not immune from this law,
although men live at the equator
and in thé Arctic circle. Nature pre-
serves the race that is best adapted
Lo live in certain zsones and kills off
the others. Dr. O'Malley calculates
that from the equator north or
south to the thirtieth latitude is the
proper zone for the black man; from
the thirtieth to the thirty-fifth is the
zone of the brown men like the
Malays; from the thirty-Afth to the
forty-fifth is the sone of the brun-
ette, Mediterranean type, like the
Italian and the Spaniard. From the
forty-fifth to the fiftieth is a sort of
No Man’'s Land in which ordinary
people like most of us can get along
very comfortably, but the sone of the
European blonde is above the fiftieth
parallel of latitude. Toronto, it
might be observed, is slightly south
of the forty-fourth parallel. If one
looks at a map he may be astonished
to find that as far as parallels of lati-
tude are concerned, Toronto is equip-
ped more like Spain than the British
isles.

The record of the American revo-
lution gives concrete facts to support
the general theory. In that struggle
it is said that half the soldiers of
Washington were natives of Ireland;

| one-quarier were RAllve Americans;
and the rest were English, Scoteh,
German and Dutch. But among the
| Daughters of the American Revolu-
| tion, the Cincinnau nﬂ nnllu 80~
cleties of
Washington's army, there are now
hardly any Irish names. The Irish,
being a northern race, have almost
disappeared after a century and a
quarter. Recently Dr. O'Malley exam-
ined some Afty Irish families in
Northern Pennsylvania, founded by
sturdy Irish peasants who had emi-
grated after the famine of 1847. All
the emigrants succeeded and were
able to give their children a good
start. In the first American gener-
| ation there was an average of about
five children to a family, or 276 in
| all. If.-these had continued to be as
productive there would have been at
least 1,000 descendants to-day. As
a matter of fact there are fewer than
200 and nearly all are neurotie, deli-
cate children. In another couple of
generations this stock will have be-
come extinct, simply because the an-
cestors when they went to Pennsyl-
vania went south a thousand miles
into a zone intended by nature for
the Italian.

Canada Leads,

A paragraph appearing in Repa-
triation, a monthly bulletin published
in the interests of returned men in
Australia, quotes the speech deliver-
ed in Sydney by Premier Holman, of
New South Wales, in which he stat-
ed that the state had settled 1,100
men on the land. The Premier claim-
ed that this was a much larger num-
| ber than had been settled in any of

the other states. New South Wales
sent to the battlefields of Kurope
thirty-nine per cent. of the total of
the Australian Expeditionary Force.
| If the proportion of ex-service men
settled in the land in the other states
was equal to that of New South
Wales the figures would be for the
whole of Australia 2,820 men benefit-
|ed by the Land Settlement Act up
to the date of the Premier’'s speech,

Up to the 17th of May, the Soldier
Settlement Board of Canada had ap-
| proved 7,900 applications for the
benefits of the Soldier Settlement Act
and a great many more applications

were before the Qualification Com- |

mittees in the wvarious provinces.
These figures which will be largely
augmented by the returns for the last
two weeks of May and for the pres-
ent month show that Canada is well
in advance of the sister common-
wealth in providing suitable farms
for her war heroes,

In olden times the diamond was
regarded not only as a mark of
royalty or nobility, to be worn only
by those favored individuals, but it
was looked upon as the emblem of

purity, and by some nations belleved
to possess the wonderful power of not
having only binding marital vows, but
of healing dissensions between hus-
band and wife and magically recon-
ciling and reuniting parted couples;
or, as one filiterate fconoclast put
it, “mending martial breeches.”

That probably originated the mod-
ern custom of presenting diamond en-
gagement rings before marriage and
diamond brooches and earrings after
marriage, escepiall= after some do-
mestic explosion, and it is only fair to
admit that even in these progressive
days of woman suffrage, etc, a dia-
mond does appear to have a magical
effect on preventing wifie from going
home to mother.

THE DARKER SIDE

Notwithstanding its great reputa-
tion for good luck, the diamond, if all
the “whales of travelers’ 'are true,
that is, the great historic diamonds,
bhave acquired & reputation far bad
luck and grewsome misfortune to
their owners, which have furnishad
some of the darkest pages of history.

Hundreds of tales have been told of
all the great brilliants stolen from the
regalia of the moguls, but those best
known to English readers are the lists
of dark crimes perpetuated for the
posseesion of the famous Kohinoor,
Regent and Orloff brilliants. The
Kohinoor and Orinoff were at one
time part of the famous Peacock
throne of Delhi and were stolen by
Nadri Shah The Regent, howeyer,
was stolen from the mine in which
it was found and was never in the pos-
session of the Mogula. It had a
dark history, hLewaver. and was the
cause of at least three deaths. The
slave who stole it, “v concealing ‘t
in a slit in the calf of his leg, was
thrown overboard and drowned by the
captain to whom' he offered it for a
passage on the latter's ship The
captain who stole it from the original
thief and sold it to the English resli-

BUILT THE HOUSE OF PITT

Thomas Pitt, the grandfather of the
great English statesmen who finally
drove Napoleon the Great from power,
made the fortune of his house, how-
ever by the sale of the stone to the
Regent of France early in the eigh-
teenth century, the Prince of Orieans
paying over half a million dollars for
it The stone also made the fortune
of Napoleon, as the Directory pledged
it to the Dutch Government in 1800
for 6.000,000 francs, theroby ralsing
the money with which Napoleon con-
ducted the great campalgn which won
hi mthe battle of Marengo and ele-
vated him to the {imperifa! throne
Just now 1t is evidently a lucky stone.
for it is still the principal ornament
of the French regalia

The Orloff and Kohinoor had much
darker histories Nadir Shah, who
stole them from the Mogul, was as-
sinated; the rebel who stole them
from Nadir lost his ayes

After that the two brilllants were

separated. The Orloff was stolen by
an Afghan, who turned it over to
another Oriental, who placed it in

the keeping of a false friend, and for a
time the stone was lost. The Af-
ghan however, located it and, after
three murders had been committed
for its possession, the last robber
succeeded in getting it to Amsterdam,
where he sold it to Prince Orloff, the
tavorite of Catharine IL for $600,000,
s title of nobility and & pension of
20,000 roubles.

Senate Committee Re-
ports It.
Washington Despatch Character-

ized as an alllance, and not a league,
“which will breed wars Instead of
securing peace,” the German peace
treaty, including the covenant for a
League of Nations, was formally re
ported to the Senate 10 day by the
Foreign Relations Committee, with
forty-five amendments and four re-
servations.

Accompanying the treaty was the
majority report of the Foreign Rela-
tions Committee, subseribed to ‘hy
every Republican member except Sen-
ator McCumber, ot North Dakota, ex-
plaining the amendments and reserva-
tions, all of which, it was declared,
were “governed by & single purpose,
and that is to guard American rights
and sovereignty, the invasion of which
would stimulate breaches of faith, en-
courage conflicts and generate WAars.

The reservations propose:

(1) The unconditional right to with-
draw from the league.

(2) Declination to assume any ot
the obligations of the much discuased
article 10, “except by action of the
Congresa of the United States.™

(3) Reserving to the United States
the exclusive right to declde what
questions are within its own domes-
tic jurlediction.

(4) Absolute reservation of the
Monroe Doctrine as to the judgment
of the United Siates alone

The principa]l amendments are pro-
posed to provide:

Equal voting power for the Unlted
Stateg with -ireat Britain in the as-
sembly of the League

Giving to China inetead of Japan
the Prc~‘nce of Shantung

Relic: of the United States from
having representatives on commis-
slons deciding matters in which it
haa no concern.

Others concern phraseology

These amendments and reserva
tione, the majority report eays, are

submitted ‘‘to preserve American in-
dependence and American sovereignty,
and thereby best eerve the weifare of
mankind.”

Fears that other nations may not
sccept an emended covenant the re-
port dismissed with the statement:

“That is one thing that certainly
will not happen. The other nations
will take it upon our own terms, for
without us their league is a wreck
and all their gains from a victorlous
peace are imperilled.”

Thot the adoption of amendment
will necessitate reassembling of the
peace conference, the report der
asserting that the conference vill
probably be In session for six months
more in Paris, and might as well be
“at least as usefully employed” as
“they are now in dividing and sharing
goutheastern Europe and Asla Minor.”
German delegates, the report con-
tends, could easily be brought 1o
Paris, and as Germany is not a mem-
ber of the League, she need not be
eonsulted about changes of the con-
venant.

LOST BOUNDARY RECORDS.

Strange Story of How They Were |
Recovered,

In 1818, Great Rritain and the
United States agreed that the 49th
parallel of latitude should be the
boundary between Canada and the
United States, from Lake of the
Woods to the ‘Stony Mountains,” as
West

| of that to the Paciic, the country

|

was ‘‘free and open” to both parties
for a peried of ten years.

But in ten years the boundary was
not settled. In 1824 Russia surren-
dered all rights to the territory
south of 54 degrees, 40 minutes.
Time passed, and the country was
still “free and open,” but an influx
of American settlers began to arouse
jealousy. In 1X44 the political cry of
the Democrats in the United States
was “Fifty-four forty or fAght!”
which meant that the United States
would have the Pacific coast up to
the Russian territory or fight Britain
for it. But in 1848 a treaty was
made, continuing the 49th parallel
“to the middle of the channel which
separates the continent from Van-
couver's Island.”

The commission on the boundary
made a map survey, but only got 98
miles of lines cut and erected stone
pyramids at frequent intervals In
that marked distance.

A few years later, settlers found
three lines cut and two sets of pyra-
mids. The boundary was lost. Who
could say which was United Stales
and which Canad.an soil?

The Canadian settlars applied to
the Provincial Government of Vie-
toria, and the query was passed on
to the Dominion Government. The
simple thing would be to write to
London, Eng., and obtain the requir-
ed information re the surveys of
1857-1861.

In his recent pamphlet on the sub-
jeet, Mr. Otto Klotz, Chief Astrono-

| mer of the Dominion, says:

| ment, but all to no avail.

‘Now the extraordinary thing hap-
pened. This final report with the
neceseary data of the survey was
not to be found in London. Time
and again search was made by dif-
ferent persons for the missing docu-
To add te
the remarkable situation, the dupli-
cate final report was not to be found
in any of the Government archives in
Washington.

‘““Does history record any similar
circumstance? Two governments are
engaged for years on an expensive
international work, a boundary sur-
vey: the respective commissioners
eign joint final reports and transmit
themn to their respective Govern-
ments, and the reports are nowhere
to be found -— apparently vanished
from the face of the earth!”

“Such was the situation in 1898,
when the writer (Mr. Klotz) was
sent by the Dominion Government to
London and Petrograd on a special
mission, in which was included the
obtaining of information regarding
the records and final report of the
ubove survey. All the offices in Lon-
don were visited 1n which there was
the faintest likelihood that the re-
cords might be stored, but without
result, and no one seemed to be able
to give any assistance.

“It was the writer’s first visit to
Europe, and naturally a visit was
paid to the Royal Observatory at
Greenwich, as he was astronomer for
the Dominion Government.

‘““By chance, his eye caught the
initials, B.N.A. on some boxes on top

of the library shelves. Like a flash
those letters interpreted themselves
as standing for ‘British North Amer- |,
ica.' At his request, the boxes were
taken down, the dust of years re-
moved, and in them !ay the long-lost

records of the international survey
of the 49th parallel.”
