If American investors in these Ger- 
promises to pay had only put their 

money into our own government bonds/ 
how nappy they would be today. is 
a lesson that was costly, but not alto­
gether a loss-if.the experience' is lasting 
In its teachings.—Botiton Post.

REPORT OF HEALTH OFFICER

Mr. Mayor and Councillors of the Town of Wolfville.
Gentlemen:—

__ It is again my privilege and pleasure to present my annual report
of the Sanitary condition of the Town.

With the assistance of the Town Manager and Sanitary Inspector 
during the past year strenuous endeavour and action have been mani­
fested toward making a cleaner and more sanitary town. The residents 
respond more quickly and willingly to the suggestions of the Health 
Officer than in the past. I have try written report called the attention 
of the Board to the necessity of something beiifg done to insure a 
better sanitary condition of the town water supply. Also of rectifying 
the precincts in regard to a better sanitary condition of the soirees from 
which ice is distributed to the town.

We must not lose sight of the fact that disease germs frozen in a 
block of ice may be preserved indefinitely.

Another and very Important practice, although we may not have 
law to compel it, is the necessity of a sanitary drinking cup In our Restau­
rants. Investigations are being made in Canada and by State Boards 
of Health in the U. S. in regard to the prevalent drinking cup and interest­
ing information has been derived therefrom. The cup or glass rinsed in 
cold water is far from being a guarantee against disease germs. Interest­
ing information has recently been derived from a recent investigation of 
eonteminated soda glasses. It was found that generally glasses were used, 
paper cups infrequently. Cleansing of the glasses often used was of vary­
ing types ranging from mere rinsing in cold water to sterilizing. Cultures 
were taken from the rims of a series of receptacles of different types. 
The main facts brought out by these investigations were: forty per cent, 
of the glasses were infected by disease germs. One paper cup that had 
been standing after being used for an indefinite period was found to have 
on its rim only a small number of harmless germs^-Hje paper cup, how­
ever, it used but once and the most safe and sanitary ofall drinking cups. 
I would therefore suggest that the Twwn Board of Health request all 
managers of Restaurants in the town to discard the glasses and use the 
safe and sanitary paper cup.

Privy pits in the town are being abolished wherever possible and 
only a few remain.

The frequent visits to the public school by the Health Nurse and 
myself, also the watchfulness of the teachers, all combine to assist In 
tracing and following up any suspected case of Infectious disease in the 
community.

JECTED

Defeated in U. S. Sénats by s Vote 
of »» to 12.

WASHINGTON, April 18-Exten- 
«ion of the immigration quota restric­
tions to all counuies of North and South 
America was rejected by the Senate, 
by a vote of 69 to 12.

The amendment to the pending bill 
seeking such extensions was offered by 
Senator Wilib, Republican, Ohio, who 
declared without it the bill would leave 
"the hack door wide open". It was 
opposed by administration leaders in 
charge of the bill as destructive of the 
whole theory of Pan-Amcricanbm.

The amendment proposed by Senator 
Sterling, Republican, South Bakou, 
which would have divided the quou of 
each foreign nation in proportion to 
the racial groups comprising the popu­
lation of each nation was then taken up 
and defeated without a roll call.

Senator Reid, Republican, I’ennsyl- 
vanb, insisted that the countries of 
South and Central America, bore a 
different relation to the United Sûtes 
than did thorn of Europe and were en­
titled to a radically different treatment. 
From the practical standpoint, the pro­
posal was faulty because of the trouble 
and expense it would cnull In the guard­
ing °f the long Canadian and Mexican 
borders.
