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THE WHITMORE
MURDER TRIAL

Only Circumstantial Evi- f] 
dence So Far.

Whitmore Says He Has 
an Alibi.

Great Crowds at Wife 
Murder Trial.

New York. May 28.—To-day is ex­
pected to bring to a close the case 
of the prosecution in the trial of Theo­
dore S. Whitmore in Jersey City, the 
Brooklyn man who is charged with 
having murdered his wife and thrown 
her body into Lampblack Swamp in 
Harrison. Already all the principal 
witnesses for the States have* been 
heard with the result that the net­
work of evidence that has been wound 
around the accused man is purely of 
a circumstantial nature. Much inter­
est centres in the plan which will be 
adopted by the defense to meet the 
case set up by the State.

Whitmore has declared that he has 
absolutely no doubt whatever of the 
outcome and that when his turn comes 
he will convince the jury beyond qu* ; 
tion that he had no part in the cyirne 
which is charged against him. His 
attorney at the same time has declar­
ed that a perfect alibi has been found 
accounting for Whitmore's presence 
every minute for hours before ami 
aiier the time the tragic death of Mrs. 
Whitmore is known to have occurred.

As the trial has progressed public 
interest in the case has increased rao- 
idl; The court room is filled to its 
capacity at every session and often- 
the -treets outside the building are 
jammed with hundreds unable to 
gam admittance.

I he prosecution brought its case 
to a close soon after the opening • t
to-day's session.

Counsel for Whitmore immediately 
made a motion for the dismissal of 
the indictment on the ground that 
the State had not proven its car-*. 
The motion was disallowed.

Alexander Simpson then began the 
opening argument for the defence

Georgie Dickinson, the woman with 
whom Théodore S. Whitmore i* allied 
to have been infatuated, wa* expected 
to appear as a Witness for the prosecu­
tion at to-day’s session of Whitmore's 
trial. Miss Dickinson Was taken into 
custody in Boston soon after Whit­
more’s arrest. which followed the iden­
tification of the victim of the Lamp­
black swamp murder as his wife. She 
has been in jail since that time. When 
site goes on the stand Miss Dickinson 
will he questioned concerning her rela­
tions with Whitmore both before and 
after the disappearance of his wife. It 
has been charged that Whitmore met 
Miss Dickinson in New York a few hours 
after Mrs. Whitmore’s body had been 
thrown into the Lampblack swamp and 
made her a present ot some of his wife’s 
jewelry.

Justice Swayze announced to-day that 
he would admit as evidence the “Lena” 
telegram, which was identified yester­
day bv Mrs. Schmitter, a sister of the 
murdered woman. The telegram is al­
leged to have been sent to Mrs. Sciimit- 
ter to mislead her as to her sister’s 
v licrealKiuts.

Henry Siegel, conductor on an elevat­
ed train in New York on which Whit­
more wtjs formerly' motorman, told of 
various conversations he had with Whit­
more, both before and after the murd?r.

HARVESTER CO.
Tke Internitional Fighting For Ex­

istence In Kanin.

Chicago, May 28.—The International 
Harvester Co., -of America, begins its 
final fight for existence in the State of 
Kansas to-day, wlien a dozen or more 
witnesses will attempt to show special 
Commissioner Henry E. Ganse, sitting in 
charge, that it is "not restraining

By this hearing the harvester com­
pany endeavors to prove these three 
things: That the price of harvester irn- 
p'eiuens has not been raised. The prices 
were a great deal higher before the 
formation of the combination than 
they have been. That it abandoned ex­
clusive contracts «prohibiting it's agents 
from handling other goods) in 1905.

The company believes that the proof 
of these three contentions means victory 
and that such a victory might influence 
tlie Kansas Supreme Court in it’s de­
cision on the criminal action appealed 
from the district court at Topeka, which 
assessed the corporation $12,000 on the 
same charges involved in these proceed­
ings. Jt also declares that it will hate 
a tendency to discourage other States 
from similar prosecutions.

HAS NO RIGHTS.
Poiition of the G. T. R. on tke 

Beith.

Since the Burlington Beach Commis­
sion took office there have been some 
unlooked for developments as to Beach 
rights. It now transpires, according to 
Chairman Van Allen, that the Grand 
Trunk Railway, which has a line over 
the Beach, has no running rights over 
the sand strip, due to the fact that the 
lease under which the Railway has op­
erated is now out of existence.* Mr. Van 
Allen, when seen this morning, said that 
at the time the Commission took the 
affair# of the Beach out of the hands of 
the city, he notified the Railway that 
the lease under which the citv had given 
it the right of way had been cancelled, 
and that the company would have to 
make a" new bargain with the Commis­
sion. Mr. V an Allen said the city gave 
the Railway the lease when it w*us un­
der the name of the Hamilton ami 
Northwestern Railway, and in return tha 
Railway gave the city $5,000. Nothing 
was brought to light in the matter un 
til the Commission took things over, nnd 
the Railway on looking up its record 
fcur.d that the Commission was right 
in its claim. What the Commission is go­
ing to do now, is to let the Company 
have the use of the right of way for tlie 
sum of $500 a year. The agreement will 
not be fixed up until after the elections, 
on June 8, as the gentlemen who are in­
terested in the matter for the Railway 
and the Government cannot get together 
before that time. h"

Dr. Wilbur Chapman, the noted evan­
gelist, who carried on remarkably suc­
cessful campaigns in some of tlie large 
cities of the Vnited States and Canada 
during last winter, and who has been 
invited by the ex-angelical churches of 
this city to eome here for a similar 
campaign next autumn, has written to 
Rev. W. H. Sedgewick, secretary of the 
local committee, declining the invitation 
upon the terms named.

It has been the practice of Dr. Chap­
man to provide his own workers and 
have complete charge of the campaign. 
Tlie idea of the Hamilton Ministerial As­
sociation was to get Mr. Chapman and 
some of his lieutenants to carry on a 
series of meetings simultaneously in a 
number of the churches of this city, but 
the ministers thought local church peo­
ple could be provided to do a large pro­
portion of the work, under Dr. Chap­
man's direction, and so specified in the 
invitation to him.

The Ministerial Association was to 
have met yesterday afternoon to con­
sider Dr. Chapman’s reply, hut Rev. Mr. 
Sedgewick had not received it in time 
for that meeting. It arrived this morn­
ing. however, and a meeting of the as­
sociation has been called for to-morrow- 
afternoon at 5 o’clock to consider it.

The meeting will discuss the advisa­
bility of sending an invitation to the 
great evangelist to come and bring his 
entire band.

, The Power Committee of the City 
Council has decided to “trust the peo- 

pie.’’ It has recommended to the City 
Council that the ratepayers be given a 
chance to vote upon the Hydro-Electric 
power scheme, so that they may have 
4 chance to approve of or disapprove of 

jk ’ the contract which the Hydro-Electric 
Commission wishes to impose upon the 

* city for thirty years. This decision was 
not come to in committee without the 
strenuous opposition of Mayor Stewart,

4 ; who apparently cares nothing for the
4 * interests of the city, and who shows 
* that he has no faith in the people and
1 objects to take them into his confi- 
? dence. Did he not have some other oh- 
{ ject in view than the good of the citi- 
t - «ns, why should he move heaven and

earth to tie them up to such a prepos­
terous scheme without getting their con- 

. sent? Even were the scheme a good
3 -* one, the people should be given an op­

portunity to say whether they approve
4 * of the coqjract or not. The situation 
jf has considerably changed since the pre-
2 . vious vote was taken, and changed for

the worse. Statements that were made 
4 as to the offer have been found to be
;2 incorrect. The people have no knowl-
a - edge as to the nature of the contract 
■4 the city is asked to sign, and even the
f aldermen have been kept in the dark up 

•-5 , to now. Since the last vote was taken 
r$ the Cataract Power Company has of-

I* the Mayor has now assumed such an

industry, which supplies work to hun­
dreds of citizens and is a heavy taxpay­
er. that we believe he would do his best 

' \ to prevent the city getting free power 
i from that concern. But the citizens are' 

not fools. It is their money the Mayor 
proposes to throw away, and they will 
see that he does not get the chance to 
throw it away in that manner.

It is for the City Council now to say 
| whether it will follow the recommenda­

tion of the committee or enter upon 
this contract without consulting the cit­
izens. We submit that there is not a

This in itself is sufficient reason for

The statement was made at last night's 
committee meeting that if the city did 
not enter upon this ruinous contract, 
it would be at the mercy of the Catar­
act Company. It only needs to be 
pointed out that, should that company 
increase its rates, the city could make a 
contract with the Hydro power people 
at any time, or it can always appeal to 
the Conmee Act for fair treatment.

In the meantime the Mayor might let 
the public know what Mr. Sothman has 
been doing lately. He might show the 
people some of liis figures, so that they 
might know what this Hydro-electric 
power is to cost them. Vp in London 
the figures have been given out. The 
figures prepared for the guidance of the 
mayor and council show an obligation 
to the Hydro electric Commission of 
$76518.10 per year, on account of the 
transmission line. In adddition the an­
nual charges of the ‘local distribution 
plant are placed at $26.469.16. To this 
must be added the cost of power at Ni­
agara Falls. The cost of power ready 
for delivery to local consumers would 
vary according to the amount 4aken by 

that city. It is figured out by London s 
auditor as follows:

IMPERIAL BANK.
Shareholders Find Net Profits Ove 

Seven Hundred Thousand.
Ihe thirty-third year of business done 

by the Imperial Bank of Canada, as re 
viewed at the annual general meeting of 
the shareholders yesterday, shows net 
profits amounting to $721,175.07. This 
is after providing for all bad and doubt­
ful debts, interest on unraatured bills 
under discount, the usual contribution 
to the pension and guarantee funds, the 
payment of all taxes, and also for a 
special contribution to the pension fund

These profits have been applied in <iv 
idernls to the amount of $535,524.21, in 
an increase of the profit and loss ac­
count by $49,598.31, in the application 
of a special fund of $100,000 in writing 
down the bank's investments and cred­
iting bank premises and furniture with 
the remainder. The premium of $191,- 
809.0(5 received on an equal amount of 
new capital stock has been carried to 
the rest account, which now stands 
$4,9(55,757.50, equal to the paid-up capi­
tal stock.

Twelve new branches have lieen open­
ed during the year in the Province of 
Ontario, two of those being in Toronto.

There are nearly three million dollars’ 
worth of the bank’s notes in circulation. 
The* deposits bearing interest amount 
to a little more than $24,000,000 and de­
posits not bearing interest to almost six 
millions.

LONDON POWER.
Aldemca Hive Many Objections 

to the Contract.

lomlon, Out., Xtey 27.—At the meet- 
ing of the Niagara Power Committee of 
the City Council, which was attended by 
Hon. Adam Beck, two important points 
were brought out. One is that the city 
is being asked to pay for a transmission 
equipment for an amount of power seven 
tunes greater than the amount it was 
estimated it can use. That is, the trans­
mission line is capable of carrying 35,000 
horse power, whereas the city has only 
estimated that it can use 5*000 horse­
power. The other development is that 
the franchise of the Electric Company in 
London is a perpetual one, and a*s a 
consequence the city, if it go** into the 
power business, is absolutely sure of 
competition from electricity, as well as 
from producer gas. Mr.*Beck stated 
that the reason for the 35,000 horse­
power transmission line and equipment 
is the belief of the Hydro-Electric Com­
mission that the power will be sold 
west as far as Windsor. If Windsor 
took power it would have to pay for a 
transmission line there, and it would 
have to also stand a part of the cost of 
the line east of London, or that this 
city s liability would be reduced between 
$135,000 and $150,000, and the cost of 
power, to Londoners, would be reduced 
$1.50 to $2 per horse-power pier annum. 
Mr. Beck told the committee that Lno- 
don must accept the contract as it is 
or not at all.

BOYS DROWNS IN WELL.

ORANGE LODGE.
CLAIMS SOVEREIGNTY OVER BRIT­

ISH NORTH AMERICA

Dr. Sproule Presiding— Aggressions of 
the Church of Rome His Theme— 
Salvation Army Members Fined 
Down at Lachine—Buckingham Pro­
clamation.

Midland, May 27—The Most Wot 
shipful Orange Grand Lodge of Brit­
ish North America opened here this 
afternoon, with Dr. Sproule, M.P., the 
Sovereign Grand Master, in the chair. 
In his opening address, after a tribute 
to the beauty and prosperity of Mid­
land and to the long and faithful ser­
vices of Mr. J. Parkhill, of IÎT» town, 
as Treasurer of the order for ui^y 
years, the Grand Master proceeded io 
outline the work of the order during 
the past year. The order had prospered 
three organizers were at work, the 
Orange Mutual Benefit funds are 
increasing, and regret was expressed at 
the death of Lieut.-Col. J. E. Hallwell, 
Past Grand Master of Ontario East, and 

other old and distinguished members.
Dr. Sproule says in part of Rome 

and her system: “We have many 
instances which indicate the in­
roads she is constantly making on 
the rights of the people. The arro­
gance she displays in her disregard of 
law and authority is evidenced in the 
refusal of her clergy to obey the com­
mand of the courts to appear and give 
evidence as witnesses in civil and crim­
inal suits.

They were tried and fined 
under some antiquated by-law of the 
parish, their only offence being that of 
soliciting assistance from the people to 
help them in carrying on their Christian 
work. Their trial was brief, not even be­
ing represented by counsel. They took 
their punishment, paid their fines and 
were released, and this, too, in the face 
of the fact that right in the capital of 
the Dominion and even in the House of 
Commons and Senate representatives of 
that Church may be found time after 
time during the session soliciting from 
the citizens and from members of Par­
liament and others there assistance in 
the shape of alms to carry on and sup­
port their institutions.

Another notable instance is the issu­
ing of a proclamation by the Mayor 
of Buckingham forbidding the Orange: 
men to assemble and parade on the 
Twelfth of July in that village, there­
by denying a law-abiding and peace­
ful fraternal society the enjoyment of 
the ordinary civil rights to which every 
citizen or every law-abiding society is 
entitled.

The (Xrand Secretary, Mr. Wm. Lee, 
in his report states that 60 new pri­
mary lodges, 6 county lodges, 16 scar­
let chapters, 7 ladies’ lodges, and 8 
Orange Young Briton lodges have been 
opened during the year. The total in­
crease of members was 5,008. made up 
as follows: Newfoundland, 710; Prinç* 
Edward Island, 17; Nova Scotia, 62; 
Ontario East. 460; Ontario West, 1,103; 
New Brunswisk, 237; Manitoba, 133; 
Alberta. 75: Saskatchewan, 133; British 
Columbia, 188; and Quebec a decrease 
of 33. The tatol value of the real estate 
held by t-he order is $769,891, and other 
property. $165.030.

The financial report showed an in­
come of $8,156.96, which includes a 
balance from last year of $3.187. The 
total expenditure was $3.709.03, leaving 
a balance on hand of $4,447.93.

SYNOPSIS OF CANADIAN NOHTH-WEST
HOMESTEAD REGULATIONS.

ANY EVEN-NUMBERED SECTION OF 
Dominion Lands in Manitoba, Saskat­

chewan and Alberta, excepting 8 and 28. nod 
reserved, may be homesteaded by any per­
son who ia sole head of a family, or any 
male over 18 years of age. to the extent of 
one-quarter section of 160 acres, more or less.

Application for entry muet be made lg 
person by the applicant at a Dominion Lands 
Agency or Sub-agency for the district is 
which the land la situate. Entry by proxy 
may. however, be made at any agency on 
certain conditions by the father, mother, 
son. daughter, brother or sister of an in­
tending homesteader.

DUTIES—(1) At least aix months’ resi­
dence upon and cultivation of the land In 
each year for three years.

(2) A homesteader may. if be so desires, 
perform the required residence duties by 
living on farming land owned solely by him. 
not less than eighty (80) anree in extent. 
In the vicinity of his homestead. He may 
also do so by living with father or mother, 
on certain conditions.

HEARST MAKES GAIN.

Recount of Two Boxes in New York 
Mayoralty Election in 1905.

New York, May 27.—111 the recount 
of the ballots ca»l in the Mayoralty elec­
tion of 19U5, when George B. McLellan, 
Republican, was officially declared elect­
ed over William Randolph Hearst, Aidc- 
pendcut, by a plurality of 3,40U, a re­
count of the contents "of two boxes to­
day showed a gain for Hearst of 27 
votes. Hearst’s friends maintain that 
if the same average Is maintained he 
will be shown to have been elected by 
22,000.

Hearst claimed immediately after 
the election in 1905 that he had been 
defrauded out of the Mayoralty, and 
began proceedings through the courts 
and Legislature, leading up to the 
present recount.

TRANSPORTATION BUREAU. 

Montreal Board of Trade Makes a New

Montreal, May 27.—The Montreal 
Board of Trade to-day started a new 
departure, when they made the initial 
moves for the organization of a trans­
portation bureau to take charge of all 
matters between the business inter­
ests and the railways. Already 150 
members of the Board of Trade have 
joined the bureau, and an çxpert rail­
way man will be permanently engaged 
to study railway questions, such as 
freight rates and classification, looking 
after overcharges, and, in general, look 
after Montreal’s railway interests as a 
distributing point. The expert will 

have to attend all the meetings of the 
Railway Commission.

F'orty new members were admitted to 
the Board of Trade to-day, making a 
total of 240 for this year so far—the 
greatest number for the time on record.

THE POWER QUESTION
Hon. A. G. MacKay’s Tenth Letter to the \ 

People of Ontario.

HISTORIC—Day by day the possibilities of electric energy are 
being the better understood. The advance made in the past fifteen 
years indicates that even yet we are moving somewhat in the dark. 
This limited knowledge naturally found its reflex in legislation. The 
agreement of April 7, 1902, with the Canadian & Niagara Power Com­
pany, whereby an absolute monopoly of Niagara power was granted 
the said company was ratified in that year without a single objec­
tion, and without one dissenting word from either side of the House. 
With better knowledge came better legislation. In 1899 the then Gov­
ernment were able to obtain a cancellation of this monopoly clause, 
and all the subsequent agreements were limited in their scope, and 
gave the right to the Government, in case the company failed to com­
ply with the terms of the agreement, to step in, take possession and 
operate the works for the generation, transmission and sale or lease 
of electric power. Later came legislation empowering the municipal­
ities to act in concert in the work of transmitting electric energy. 
The lack of any official or controlling head to such concerted action 
militated against the usefulness of this statute, and then in the na­
tural process of evolution came further legislation.

THE STATUTES OF 1906 AND 1907—These statutes placed the 
Government, through the Hvdro-Electric Commission, in the position 
of an agent for any and all the municipalities. I said at the time 
the statute of 1906 was passed, and believe now, that it was a step 
in the right direction, inasmuch as it lent the strong arm of the 
Province to the movement for cheap light and power. The statute 
of 1907 but clarified the law as passed in 1906.

GOVERNMENT’S MISTAKE—The Government’s stupid concep­
tion of their own position in the matter has led to unnecessary delay 
and confusion. The Administration, acting through the Commission, 
forgot that they were merely agents of the municipalities. The stat­
ute was clear that no financial liability could attach to the Province, 
no matter how the Commission blundered. It was, therefore, un­
doubtedly the duty of the Commission to lay all the facts before the 
municipalities in accordance with the requirements of the statutes. 
The 1906 statute called for the submission to the municipalities of 
estimates, a form of contract, etc. When such estimates, form of 
contract, etc., had been published and carefully studied out by the 
ratepayer he could vote on the by-law with some degree of intel­
ligence. No such form of contract was submitted to the municipal­
ities prior to the submission of the by-law. The 1907 statute made 
matters even clearer by calling for a publication of the provisional 
contract, the estimates, the by-law, etc., before the vote was taken. 
Instead of following the statute certain figures were verbally guaran­
teed as to the cost of power delivered. If power can be delivered for 
these figures the Municipal Councils have authority from the rate­
payers to sign contracts. If the figures exceed those given by the 
Minister, the Councils have no authority from the ratepayers to exe­
cute a contract.

CURING MISTAKES—At last the Government admitted their 
bungling by bringing down at the close of the session a measure to 
validate the by-laws, and to bind the municipalities to pay the 
actual cost, whether that exceeded the figures given prior to the 
voting, or not. I rather leaned to the view that the Government 
should have submitted the by-laws again, this time following the 
statute, in order that no rate-payer or municipality could complain 
of being bound to a figure which might exceed the arbitrary figures 
originally given as to cost. The Commission may, however, still 
protect the municipalities by declining to enter into any contract that 
may make the actual cost higher than the particular figure quoted 
to the municipality. Still, in advance, in a large undertaking of this 
kind it is difficult to make, exact estimates, and the Government's 
position would have been infinitely sounder had a summary of all 
the estimates, the form of contract, and the by-law been published 
in advance of the vote, and had the municipalities been told frankly 
that the Government, under the statute, could guarantee nothing ; 
that if actual cost were more than estimates, the municipalities must 
pay the same ; if less, then less. Had this been done the Councils 
would have had the mandate of the ratepayers to pay the full cost, 
and a special statute would not need to be evoked to cover a pos­
sible gap between the estimates and the actual cost, and concern­
ing which gap the ratepayers were never consulted. The safe course 
in this, as in all else, was to lay all the facts in accordance with 
the requirements of the statute before the people, and then “trust 
the people” to look after their own interests. As to other phases of 
this Question, more anon.

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LÈT PEOPLE DECIDE 
ON POWER QUESTION.

Fhat Is the Recommendation of the Special Com­
mittee to the City Council.

City Solicitor Advises That Hydro and Cataract 
Contracts be Placed Side by Side.

Let the people decide. That is the re­
commendation made to the council by 
the Power Committee, which for an hour 
and a half last night discussed the ad­
visability of hitching up with the Hydro- 
Electric Commission or accepting the 
Cataract's guaranteed offer to supply 
the city with power at ten per cent, less 
than the lowest price quoted by the 
(j^vernment. While a technicality pre­
vents the city from submitting the by­
law as a plain question to the people as 
to which of the two offers they would 
favor under a provision in the Hydro- 
Electric act, the power by-laws may be 
submitted again because the form of 
contract was not in the hands of the 
municipalities when the vote was taken., 
in January. If the council acts on the 
committee’s recommendation and the 
people reject the Hydro proposition, it 
will be taken as evidence that it is the 
desire the Cataract offer should be ac­
cepted.

Complain of Èifchfcing Rates.
After Secretary Brennan read the let­

ter from General Manager Hawkins an­
nouncing that the Cataract withdrew 
the clause of its offer to which the ald­
ermen took objection, providing that 
the company would "furnish power for 
city purposes not coming into competi­
tion with the company,” Alderman .Jut- 
ten demanded to know how Hamilton 
was to know what the Government pow­
er was to cost it if it did not make a 
contract.

"The lighting part is the serious part 
of it,” observed Aid. Gardner. > know 
a case where a man paid $115 under the 
flat rate.yind although he çut the quan­
tity used to half, he" pays $179 now. My 
idea is that if we can get some means 
to protect the citizens, no matter what 
it K that we should have it.”

The Mayor said he had been furnished 
with a list showing the increases under 
the Cataract's new rates as compared 
with the old flat rate. He had the 
names of the parties who paid the bills, 
hut had been requested not to make 
them public. This is how some of the 
comparisons figured out: 1'nder old rate 
$35.75, new’ rate $117.78; old rate $99.55. 
new rate $30.40; old rate $7.74. new rate 
$13.25; old rate $1.98, new rate $4.50; 
old rate $3.50, new rate $3.00; old rate 
$4.80, new rate $22.50 and $3.60 for one 
sixteen candle power light.

“What I say,” declared his Worship, 
"is this, if the company will, when oppo­
sition is knocking at the door, attempt 
to raise the price of power one hundred 
per cent., what would it do when oppo­
sition is not knocking at the door? Is 
that the company we should .trust our­
selves to for fair treatment ? I say it

Would Ask Company for Relief.
Aid. Jutten—What 1 claim is that we 

have not got the Cataract’s lowest offer. 
We have been dickering with them for 
a year now, and I do not like this

Aid.ISweeney—What relief can we as- | 
sure manufacturers and private users if 
we take .1,500 horse power from the Hy­
dro-Electric?

The Mayor—We are not doing that. 
We agree to take 1,000 horse power. It 
is our option to take more if we want 
it. We can get 100,000 horse power if 
we give six months' notice.

Dealing with the editorial which ap­
peared in the Spectator with a list of 
the shareholders in the Cataract, he 
said, "I have not a word to say against 
any of them. They are good, decent cit­
izens, but the paper goes on to say that 
we are going to drive them out of busi­
ness. The amount of power we will take 
is 1,000. which means about $5/100 to 
the company. If that puts them out of 
business, the quicker the better. That 
much would not be a fly on the wheel. 
As to the manufacturers, no one has 
heard me say a word. As far as T am 
concerned, I do not care a pin whether 
they take it.or not.

Aid. Allan—Is it the city’s intention 
to go into the incandescent lighting of 
private houses ?

The Mayor—Undoubtedly.
Aid. Allan—Is that proposition before 

the council now ?
The Mayor—No.
Aid. Allan—If it was I do not think 

you would get four men to vote for it.
Aid. Sweeney—That was not the or­

iginal intention.
The Mayor—It was always my inten 

tion and I am sure that the cost will 
not be more than twenty-five per cent, 
of what the company has been charging 
lately.

Aid. Sweeney—We have specifications 
for light and power, but we have not 
prepared for the other at all.

Aid. Jutten—We are. paying too much 
for house lighting to-day, and more than 
they are paying in Toronto. They talk 
about cheap power ; it is all rot.

Aid. Gardner—For the private and 
commercial lighting, as far as I am con­
cerned I think we are paying too much. 
Otherwise we would be better off with 
the Cataract, for we know under its 
offer what we are paying, and we do not 
under the other.

Aid. Sweeney—I think we should see 
the company and see what relief it is 
prepared to give these people. If it is 
holding them up it is our duty to see

Aid. Gardner—That is my idea.
Aid. Sweeney—I think we should do 

this, because I know it will be a long 
time before we will be able to give pri­
vate users power. There is no doubt 
that under the old flat rate people 
abused the privilege.

Aid. Allan—I don’t blame the com­
pany for stopping that part of it. Peo­
ple in many cases were burning the lights 
night and day.

Mayor Stewart declared that he had 
been assured by the manager of the 
Ontario Pipe Line Company that in one 
case where the Cataract was charging 
$25 for certain lighting it could be done 
for $3 by gas. Surely electricity was 

| produced * cheaper than gas. If the city 
owned its own plant it could make a 
big display with electricity on the main 

i streets, as was done in many cities 
across the border. There was no doubt 
about the Commission having three plans 

| for the route of the tranemie- 
: notwithstanding what

a bluff and a big stick, if the city did 
not sign a contract now the switching 
station would be built some distance 
from Hamilton.

Aid. Sweeney—Would it not pay the 
city better to wait for that and build 
the line to Hamilton after we see what 
the power is going to cost?

The Mayor—We know that the power 
is going to cost us $9 at the Falls.

Aid. Sweeney—Yes, $9 there and $17.50 
here, providing the other municipalities 
all go in. If they do not we cajiuot tell 
what we are going to pay.

Aid. Allan—If all the municipalities 
do not go in it is going to make the 
line more expensive for us.

Aid. Sweeney—1 think if.this was sub­
mitted to the people with the Cataract 
offer and the other questions and the 
company asked what price it would 
give the small consumers and users of 
power, it would help make the Cataract 
reduce the price and make a stated price 
for small users.

The Mayor—Tell us the grounds on 
which you go to the ratepayers.

Aid. Sweeney—The tiling is a great 
deal different now in my opinion. You 
have said yourself more than once that 
we did not need to take the power, but 
could use it as a lever to get cheap 
jK>wer. A good many people probaMy 
voted for it thinking that we would 
use it lor that purpose.

Mayor Rebukes Aldermen.
The Mayor argued that the people had 

voted the money and that this was 
proof positive tnat they wanted the

Aid. Sweeney—Did they say to tie up 
with .the Hydro Commission lor thirty 
years? They left it an open question.

The Mayor—They left it to the aider- 
men. There were tw/ answers from me 
public, one was in favor of Hydro power 
and the other voting the money for a 
municipal plant. The only other answer 
now is that the aldermen want to shirk 
their duty, and want the ratepayers to 
take the Responsibility. The aldermen 
are electee to represent the people, and 
if they do not obey the w il lof the peo­
ple they shirk their duty.

Aid. Sweeney—Things have changed 
since the by-law was submitted, and a 
lot of people would like to have a say 
on it to-day. They did not know that I 
they were going to tie the city up for 
thirty years to the commission. :

Aid. Allan—That is the way 1 look | 
at it.

The Mayor—That was in then.
Aid. .Sweeney—1 never knew anything j 

about it before.
Aid. Clark also disputed it, and point­

ed to the fact that not even the Mayor 
and solicitor knew about it, as it was 
only recently they went, to Toronto and 
had the time changed from forty to 
thirty years.
. Aid. Jutten—You talk about thirty 
years, aud yet you do not hesitate to tie 
the city up to a street railway agree­
ment for twenty-five years.

The Mayor—1 say you are wrong. 1 
said in the Y". M. C. A. that it would 
take us six years to pay for the pumps, 
and we would have nearly $25,000 to the 
good, and that there would be thirty 
yearly payments. No mistake about it. 
The Cataract now makes a better offer. 
To-night it amends that offfer. What 
brought it about? Hie Hydro-Electric 
Commission. If we get relief by the 
commission when we have no contract 
with it, will we not get further relief 
when we have a contract? In other 
words, is the Cataract going to come in 
and squeeze the Hydro-Electric out in 
the interest of the city? They are going 
to do it in the interest of the Cataract 
Power Company. We are here in the in­
terests of the city of Hamilton, and it is 
our duty to do what is in the interests 
of Hamilton, irrespective of that long 
list of shareholders.

Aid. Allan’s Stand.
Aid. Allan—1 think it is a question 

very hard to decide just which is the 
best for the city. 1 do not want to en­
ter into a partnership with municipali­
ties without any limit on « hat we have 
to pay. 1 think the people should have 
a say for that reason. It is a different 
proposition altogether from the by-law 
that was passed. At that time we fig­
ured out so much per light from the 
Cataract. According to this proposition 
we can not buy it off the commission as 
cheap as we can from the company. I 
figure the Cataract is taking all the risk 
in this matter, while the commission is 
not taking any. The Government simply 
forms a co-operation of the municipali­
ties, and we bind ourselves to pay what­
ever it costs for the next thirty years. 
It may be more and it may be less, but 
we pay it. Y'ou can not tell what will 
happen. If a portion of the line blew 
down, we would have to pay for it. We 
are taking all the chance. Whether it 
is better for the city to take the chance 
or accept a stated amount, we have to 
pay. I look at it from the standpoint o'f 
what I would do if I were going into it 
myself. If I was going into this to­
morrow I would want to know what it 
was going to cost me before I went into 
it.

The Mayor—Why do you make a 
statement like that, in face of what the 
citv of Toronto did?

Aid. Allan—1 don’t know anything 
about Toronto.

The Mayor—They are men with good 
common sense.

Aid. Allan—And just as likely to make 
mistakes as we are. I am looking at this 
from the standpoint of Hamilton. They 
had no such offer as we have to turn 
down. It is only a question of which is 
beat for the city of Hamilton. I am no 
Cataract man any more than any sit­
ting around this board. I have not one 
cent invested in the Cataract, and no 
friends interested in it. If the Govern­
ment would guarantee this 1 would say 
accept.

Aid. Allan—I refer to the power line.

cost us more than $4.
Aid. Allan—Rothman says it is hardly 

worth while building a line for 60,000 
volts. They want a line for 100.000 
volts, and your contract says that you 
must pay more for this. A

The Mayor—If Hamilton takes 1,000 
horse power and never takes any more, 
how much is it going to suffer?

EASTERN CANADA.

Bacteriology Revolutionizing the 
Science of Agriculture.

(Special Despatch to the Times.)
Ottawa, Ont., May 27.—The Agricul­

tural Committee of the Commons this 
morning heard Prof. J. W.‘ Robertson, 
head of the MacDonald. Agricultural 
College, at St. Ann's., Que., and accepted 
an invitation to visit the institution on 
June 13. He stated that bactvriology, 
which had revolutionized the science of 
medicine, was now doing the same thing 
for agriculture. This was a special 
branch, in which the college had the best 
laboratories on the continent for bac­
teriological studies.

He declared that in Eastern Canada, 
the rural population had deteriorated >. 
the last twenty or thirty years, owing to 
the more adventurous and energetic ele­
ments being drawn off, while the rest of 
Canada had been occupied it had not 
been developed.

GONE DRY.

North Carolina Prohibition Wave 
Makei Gean Sweep.

Asheville, N. G, May 27—As the. re­
sult of yesterday’s State prohibition 
election North Carolina went dry by 60,- 
000 majority.

The prohibition wave swept the State 
from one end to the other, and out of 
98 counties the wets carried only five.

Yesterday's election means that the 
manufacture of liquor will be l>arred in 
the State after January 1, 1909. The 
only intoxicating beverages to be had in 
North Carolina will be those shipped 
from other States.

PREVENTIVE DETENTION.

British Bill Aiming to Reform Habitual 
Criminals.

London, May 27.—Home Secretary 
Gladstone introduced in the House 
of Commons to day a b\Jl aiming to 
reform habitual criminals by concili­
atory treatment. Mr. Gladstone said 
the present system was sufficient de­
terrent for 50 to 60 per cent, of pri­
soners, but was useless for two 
classes, namely, those who are criminal 
owing to mental or physical deficiency, 
and those preferring to live by crime. 
The latter laughed at the present sys­
tem. They refused a helping hand and 
were determined not to work. The bill 
proposes to follow penal sentences by a 
period of preventive detention until the 
authorities are assured the prisoners 
will live honestly and until age or in­
firmity incapacitates them from resum­
ing a life of crime. The system, said Mr. 
Gladstone, is based on hope, not fear. It 
would enable a man to effect his own 
release. The bill passed its first read­
ing- _

LONG TERM FOR DESERTER.

Artilleryman Sentenced to Six Months' 
Hard Labor at Kingston.

Kingston, May 27.—Soldiers who de­
sert from the Royal Canadian Horse Ar­
tillery are severely dealt with.

MR. FOSTER 
SHOWN UP.

He Triei to Mik« s Peut Agamsl 
Minister Berlea.

Sir Frederick Gives Him a Nice 
Dressing Dewm.

Obstrnctienists Discuss the Cold 
Storage Question.

Ottawa, May 27—Mr. Foster again 
came between tbe civil servant* and 
their salaries to-day, with a griev­
ance connected with coH-storage at 
St. John, New Brunswick, which he 
endeavored to magnify into a scandal 
reflecting upon Sir Frederick Borden. 
The indictment which M*. Foster at­
tempted to draw against the Min­
ister of Militia was based on the 
most flimsy grounds. A pork-pack­
er named Williams had applied for the 
Government bonus to enable him to 
start a cold-storage establishment at 
St. John, but, having had his appli­
cation declined, he gave vent' to his 
disappointment by starting a cam­
paign of abuse against the Minister 
of Militia, who, he wrongly assum­
ed, was financially interested in thç 
New Brunswick Cold-storage Com­
pany. The correspondence between 
Williams and the Department of Ag­
riculture having passed into his hands, 
Mr. Foster found one or two sentences 
which to hie mind suggested that Sir 
Frederick Borden had obtained the 
bonus on behalf of a company with 
which he was connected, and on this 
he founded an attack upon the Minister 
of Militia, who, he contended, had abus­
ed his position as a Minister. Sir Fred­
erick Borden, in a spirited and convinc­
ing speech, effectually disposed of the 
bogey which Mr. Foster had raised, and 
severely scored the member for North 
Toronto. He declared that the state­
ments made by Mr. Foster, tending to 
reflect upon him. were absolutely with­
out foundation. He did not own a dollar 
of stock in the company which had ob­
tained the subsidy, and he had received 
no benefit whatever from it, nor did he 
expect any. The only interest he had in 
the cold-storage enterprise at St. John 
was that of a public man anxious to 
see the fruit-growers in his own district 
enjoy the benefits of cold-storage.

Mr. A. Lavergne’s Resignation.
Before the orders of the day were 

called the Speaker announced that he 
had received the resignation of Mr. 
Armand Lavergne as member for 
Montmagny, and had issued his war­
rant to the Clerk of the Crown in 
Chancery to issi » the writ for an elec­
tion to fill the vacancy.

Replying to Mr. Boyce. Hon. Mr. 
Graham said strong representations had 
been made to the Government to place 
further orders for steel rails with the 
Algo-ma Steel Company, in order to in­
sure the continuance of the operation of 
the steel rail plant at Rault Ste. Marie, 
but, owing to the lack of money caused 
by the withholding of the appropriations 
it had been impossible to consider the 
matter.

Hon. Mr. Fielding informed Mr. 
Macdrmne.il that it was the expects 
tion of the (iovemment to proceed with 
the insurance bill as soon as satisfac­
tory progress was made with the more 
urgent work of obtaining appropriations 
for carrying on the public service.

Hon. Mr. Lemieux told Mr. Arm­
strong. that the Secretary of the Hoard 
of Trade. Montreal, had submitted 
twenty-eight cases of alleged delay in 
the transmission of mail matter, * but 
in nineteen of these cases the com­
plaints had Hot been substantiated. The 
sender had been in fault, or the delay 
had been due. to causes for which the 
post office could not be held responsible.

Mr. Lewis’ Bills.
Mr. I*ewis urged the Government to 

take over the following bills standing 
in his name: A bill providing that im­
migrants be searched and knives, re­
volver» and other dangerous weapons 
taken from them, a bill increasing pen­
alties for assaults on women and chil­
dren, a bill to make homicide while 
hunting a penal offence, and a bill to 
protect the public against motor car 
accidents.

Sir Wilfrid Laurier said there were 
enough Government bills on the order 
paper already, and they could not even 
get into supply. (Laughter.)

Sir Frederick's Reply.
Sir Frederick Borden, alluding to Mr. 

Foster’s concluding suggestion that he 
ought to resign, doubted very much 
whether the member for North Toron­
to was fitted to act as censor of the 
public morals of Canada. He was very 
fertile in seeing wrongdoing/in others ; 
he seemed to have doubts even about 
the members of his own party, as some 
of them had of him. This was cer­
tainly the case a f,ew years ago, when 
the leader of his own party designated 
him among "the nest of traitors.” .

“The hon. gentleman,” lie went oh, 
“seems to be suspicious ; but, Mr. 
Speaker, assuming that every word he 
has said to-day is true, and scarcely a 
word of it is true in its application, I 
ask this House to consider if at its 
worst it is to lie compared for one mo­
ment with the position of a man who 
succeeds in placing himself in a posi­
tion of trust, and then succeeds in plac­
ing himself in another position connect­
ed with another company, and then is 
engaged In the delightful occupation of 
selling out of one company of which he 
himself is a director to himsrif in an­
other company, taking the commission 
which goes out of the hard-earned sav­
ings of the people Of this country, in 
connection with one of the insurance 
companies, and putting it in his own 
pocket.” (Liberal cheers.)

Mr. Foster Denies It.
