The invitation is accompanied by eve
acoessory that even American hospi-
tality could devise. Had I real option
in the case I could not but accept, but

8o far as I can seé the whole of
the small residue of activity at my
command will be dedicated to the great
work at home. [ regard the Irish ques-
tion as the most urgent and the most
fall of promise of beneficial results to
my country of any that I have ever
been engaged in.
