Catholic Bishops sin England will, at 
their annual meeting after Easter, 
select three ecclesiastics to be re- 
commended to the Holy See for t h< 
position of vicar-apostolic of Wales. 
This of course means practical auto­
nomy, and will considerably curtail 
the powers of the Bishop of Newport 
and the Bishop of Shrewsbury. 
Plucky little Wales is thus to be 
reckoned within the future as one 
of the “nations" composing the 
Church Universal. It is a pre­
paratory step to the ultimate crea­
tion of a Welsh hierarchy, which 
will be accomplished by the appoint­
ment of bishops to some of the an­
cient sees of the principality. Fol­
lowing the establishment of the 
vicariate will be the foundation of a 
seminary for the training of Welsh 
priests. ' What ie wanted is priests 
who can speak and preach in the 
Welsh language, so as to found mis­
sions among the country folk. It 
is intended also to promote public 
leotnreein Welsh in explanation of 
the doctrines and discipline of the 
Chnroh. In the churches ser­
mons will be regularly preached 
in the ancient tongue of the Cymri. 
Already the Franoieoans, the Aug- 
ustinians, the Jesuits and other or­
ders have homes and educational 
establishments in the principality, 
in which the Welsh language is 
spoken and taught. It may be said 
that the Celtic languages are all 
taught at.the Propaganda College,

There is a standing principle 
which may bear application tc some 
current reports. Many-voiced ru­
mor attributes hie to Holiness 
various intentions in the way of ad­
dressing Pontifical letters to divers 
nations. There are reasons why 
we may apply a practical principle, 
of which even a superficial know­
ledge of Pope Leo's reign proves 
the value, to these reports which 
circulate in changing form and 
without support as regards proof. 
Pope Leo ie never idle for a mo­
ment, so to speak, and from the be­
ginning of his glorious pontificate 
hie activity has been directed to 
publishing Papal letters at more or 
lees regular intervals. This he has 
never ceased to do down to the ap­
pearance of the ‘‘Longinqua Ooeani 
Spatia." There is, therefore, in a 
general way, a moderate probability 
attaohing^to the* current reporte. 
In reality there is no doubt that he 
will address the English nation, and 
that before very long, though it is 
precisely at this moment that some 
of the general public have begun to 
feel uncertain on the point. As it 
is sometimes a duty to report un­
proved rumors, I may one which is 
an aggregate of rumors formerly 
circulating apart. According to 
this, hie Holiness is engaged upon 
a letter concerned with the social 
action of Catholics in France, Aus­
tria and Belgium.

It is said that a sensational be­
trothal is forming a topic of con­
versation in Vienna diplomatic and 
aristocratic circles. Count Couden 
hove, the Austrian Charge d’Affaires 
at Tokio, is betrothed to a Japanese 
lady, who will become a Catholic. 
The Coudenhovee are of the most 
Catholic and aristooratio families in 
Austria. The death of M. Èâgéne 
Plon, the well-known Paris publish-] 
er, has been received with general 
regret. The deceased was a prac­
tical Catholic, and a great friend of 
the Abbe Hamon, cure of St. Sulpioe 
whose groat work, “Historié - du 
culte de la Saint Vierge,” in seven 
volumes, M. Plon published. H s 
family have been printers and pub­
lishers since the sixteenth century, 
Of Dutch origin, they sought refuge 
in France to escape the persecution 
of the Protestant princes of Orange, 
The funeral obsequies were solemn­
ly carried out at St. Sulptoe. The 
French Senate have practically ac­
cepted the budget as it came from 
the Chamber of Deputies. The ob­
noxious taxation of the religious 
communities has therefore become 
law, Only one modification wae ac­
cepted. The tax is to be thirty 
centimes per one hundred Iranos on 
all religious communities alike, “au­
thorized’, or “Don-authorizei 
Even M. Ribot was struck by the 
unjust anomaly of two scales of tax­
ation. It is one thing to decree 
taxes and another to gather them in. 
The Catholic press is agitating re­
sistance to an “iniquitous law," and 
the movemett seems likely to spread

Much indignation is felt in France 
at the news which has just arriv 
that the Correctional Tribunal 
Rome has sentenced Mgr. Bœglin 
ex-editor of the Nouveau Moniteur 
de Borne to two years' imprisonment 
and a fine of 2,000 lire, and the

JVovantm. Three
special reasons may be assigned to 
correspond to tne three Catholic 
nations mentioned in connection 
with the encyclical. They are the 
three European nations which have 
given themselves the most zealous­
ly to the study r,nd practical carry* 
iug on of the immortal social enoy- 
clioal. In that enoyolieal the 
Church set itself forever on the 
side of the laborer, of the poor and 
of the sociably oppressed. The 
main lines of Christian social action 
were there laid ^down in an unmis- 
takeable way, and henceforwaid no 
grave doubt on essential questions 
can arise in the future to which the 
encyclical applies. But it was not 
supposed that the Pontifical utter- 
anoe, complete and satisfactory as 
it was, should suffice with the and- 
deness of an ipse dixit Nay, the 
greater the reep.ot entertained for 
its authority, the greater it waa felt 
would be the ardor displayed in 
the study and application of its 
teachings. Hence the origin of so- 
cie iee for its study which exist as 
Dmte and Shakespeare societies 
exist. In France its ttudy and ap­
plication on some minor points and 
the echoes of their desputos were 

l^quently present in the defunct 
Moniteur de Rome. Tiiat is a spec- 
ial reason why France is named. 
As to Belgium, it is thought by 
some, chiefly Liberals, that the re­
cent strikes occurring in so Catholic 

nation have seriously attracted 
the attention of the vigilant Leo. 
Catholic Austria also has its social 
doubts, and it was asserted that they 
had something to do with Cardinal 
von Sbonborn’a recent Riman visit. 
In fact ho had come on tbat ac­
count, said the Liberal papers, 
The Osth.flio organs sounded an 
official denial. Thie would no‘, 
however, exclude the poisiblity that 
the oonditiou of things existing 
there should be studied. It is said 
that the abbot primate of the Ben­
edictine Order, who left ostensibly 
for Belgium, is destined on this mis­
sion of investigation. If we are to 
accept this statement we may 
make np onr minds to wait yet 
awhile for Pontifical utterance on 
the point. Stiil it is far from 
improbable that consideration is]be­
ing taken as to the opportuneness 
and necessity of such a letter. And 
while we wait we can adopt 
our own the words of an anti­
clérical paper of Rome : “And once 
again Pope Leo oould oast hie word 
of peace amidst the strife of social 
classes, of that peace which " 
has always offered as the means of 
solving the gi ave problems which 
agonize our modern society."

And he believed 
that in the interest of the moral and 
social Order all should unite around 
that symbol of immortality, of love 
and sacr'fioe. (Applause). The 
Syndic, replying, deplored the oc­
currence, which he regretted the 
more because be himself had offi­
cially received the express wish of 
the family for the presence of the 
cross on the hearse. At the funeral 
some one removed the cross, but he 
the Syndic, gave orders that it 
should be replaced. He did not see 
or become awa» e of what followed. 
The torture inflicted upon the family 
in the name of liberty was m st de­
plorable. The sons of the deceased 
asserted that such were never the 
ideas of Roeeo, who had always re­
garded thq cross as a sign of re­
demption and liberty. He then 
promised to publish regulations 
against a repetition of such an 
action. These have been published 
since, and it is to be hoped that they 
will be duly enforced.

The other day at Paris Zola receiv­
ed au invitation to sit at dinner with 
scientists ! This was too much. 
What was meant as kindness proved 

cruelty. Zola is not a scientist ; 
nor is he a passable after-dinner 
speaker. Unlike illustrious living 
examples, he finds no inspiration in 
wine. That again, perhaps, is be­
cause he is not a scientist He ie 
only at home exploring, dissecting, 
denuding'and deeorihingjjthe belly of 
Paris et id genus omne. But that 
surprising invitation, coming as it 
did, momentarily raised him to the 
rank of an after-dinner orator. If 
the inebriation born of that surprise 
and joy came beforehand his speech 
was none the less remarkable. It 
would seem incredible, but, as he 
confesses he is no orator, so he must 
write his “tew words" beforehand 
He oould not have spoken better had 
he trusted to the inspiration of the 
moment. That speech should be 
published as an appendix to “Rome** 
as proof final that its author was not 
born an ass. He himself has ad­
mitted that his visit to Rome was a 
revelation to him. The Vatican he 
discovered, waa dead, because it did 
not open its portals to ,the greatest 

89 * of living writers, and scientists and 
after-dinner orators. Hereby was 
given proof positive and the jnsti- 
fieation of his subsequent utter­
ances. Therefore at tbat famous 
banquet he said : “There was a city 
in which, scarce a quaiter of a cen­
tury since, faith, reigned as temporal 
sovereign. Every publication^ was 
subj acted to an examination of or­
thodoxy. Hence, intellectual life 
had retired from that city, and the

In an address delivered at Bethnal 
Green on the last Thursday of 
March, the Marquis of Salisbury 
spoke strongly in favor of the Volun­
tary or denominational system of 
schools. The sound principle was 
that each man should pay his rates 
for the teaching of his own religion, 
though he admitted the difficulties 
that attended the carrying out of 
that principle under existing circum - 
stances. A m nimum of religious 
teaching in the schools was not 
enough: the teaching of Christian­
ity, to be given earnestly, must be 
given altogether- “It is an intoler. 
able idea, “said his Lorbship, “that 
the State should come to us, like the 
censor of the Russian Government, 
and stamp ont s ch parts of our re­
ligion as do not suit its secular 
notions. I belisB^i^^at the fovft-nf^_ 
religious liberty is one of the strong­
est feelings of Englishmen, and that 
there is no point on which that feel­
ing is so susceptible as in the desire 
that we should teach our own re­
ligion to our children ; and I do not 
believe that sense, that j-ea'ousy, is 
less strong in the church of England 
than in any other body which 
mentions the name of Christ in this 
land. And in proportion as we de­
sire that justice should be done to us 
and to all other denominations, and 
that, without exception, the prin- 
oii le of parental liberty should be 
universally and steadily observed, in 
that proportion we must hold up on 
high the example of the Voluntary 
schools, in which religious teaching 
is now preserved in its fm'ily, being 
well assured that our efforts, if they 
are sincere and adequate to tho pur­
pose’ will be rewarded by blessings 
to the education of the future, for 
which our descendants will have 
good cause to remember the present 
generation. “ These are weighty 
words, and, eoming from a man of 
such recognized standing and ability 
as the late Prime Minister of Eng­
land, lend no feeble support to the 
cause of education. At this time 
especially, when tho minority in 
Manitoba are appealing for the re­
storation of the right to teach their 
own religion to their children in 
their own schools, a right which the 
Dominion has hedged round with 
constitutional guarantees, Lord 
Salisbury’s words deserve the most 
serious consideration of the people 
and Parliament of Canada.—Casket

candid statements of the financial 
position of the country. Nothing 
is concealed; nothing is left unex­
plained. Everything is made as 
plain as can possibly be, in a 
speech abounding in figures, as a 
budget speech necessarily is. Dur­
ing his term of office he has so 
managed the Dominion’s finances 
as to be able, on several occasions 
to make the pleasing announce­
ment of a surplus. If, this year 
he has not the pleasure of pre­
senting such and agreeable state 
ment to the House, he is not alone 
in this respect among the fin­
ance ministers of the world. What 
he says of the world wide busi 
ness depression, is but the exper­
ience of like officers in most other 
countries. Mr Foster, however, 
is in a position to say that, in this 
respect, Canada has suffered less 
than any other part of the world.

, But, although Mr. Foster has to 
announce a deficit, die is happily 
freed from the obligation, that has 
been the lot of some others, of 
enumerating the vain attempts to 
make revenue and expenditure 
meet by increased taxation. The 
very contrary is the fact. His 
career as Finance Minister has 
been signalized by many remis­
sions of taxes, and he is now able 
to show that, had the duties 
abolished within the last five years 
been continued, there would be 
sufficient revenue, not only to 
meet the current expenditure ; 
but also to provide for whatever 
capital outlay has gone to increase 
the debt. That is to say ; what­
ever increase of the debt there has 
been since 1891 has been in con­
sequence of the taxes remitted. 
But, were it not for the general 
trade depression, there would not 
have been a deficit, notwithstand 
iug the remission of taxation. On 
the other hand, the depression 
would have been unable to extin 
guish the surplus, were it not for 
the remissions.

It will be remembered that, 
prior to the Dominion general 
election in 1891, the leaders of the 
Grit party in Canada were looking 
tq_ the United States ‘ for a sign” 
by which they hoped to conquer 
at tub polls. Nor can our readers 
have forgotten the treasonable 
correspondence with Washington, 
carred on through the instrumen­
tality of the notorious Farrar, and 
unearthed just on the eve of the 
elections. Although their nefar­
ious designs were then exposed, 
and they were foiled in their 
treasonable plottings,the conspira­
tors have since renewed their 
efforts, and, although Farrar, 
Wiman and the other “leaders" of 
that day do not now appear in the 
van, the connection between the 
Liberal Party in Canada and the 
annexationists in the United 
States is none the less complete. 
“ Ways and means," is ■* the sign 
desired by the Canadian end of 
the combination, and the informa­
tion published below will furnish 
some idea of the methods to which 
recoursehas’been hadiuthe hope of 
realizing this desire.

It would not accord with the 
policy of the Government, or of the 
Liberal-Conservative party, to al­
low deficits to continue. For the 
last seventeen years, during which 
a Liberal-Conservative Govern­
ment has been in power, the 
average annual current revenue 
has been in excess of the average 
annual current expenditure, and it 
is the policy of that party and of 
the present Government to main 
tain that distinction. During these 
years the surpluses accumulated 
amounted to about seven millions 
and a half of dollars. Under the 
policy that produced these results, 
Canada’s cr^^c.reached a higher. 

' niche in ttiSnoney markets of the 
world than that of any British 
Colony ; higher, indeed, than the 
credit of most European nations. 
Such a policy is not to be deviated 
from. The Finance Minister 
might, not unreasonably, have 
anticipated an increased income 
during the next twelve months in 
consequence of greater imports and 
a correspondingly larger customs 
revenue, without change of duty, 
But this is a speculative manner 
of dealing with the question, which 
hp did not think proper to adopt. 
Hie has grappled with it in a more 
practical way.

The Government propose to 
levy a light duty on sugar and to 
increase the duty on liquors. The 
Sugar duty is to be a half cent on 
raw sugar, and a proportionate 
increase on refined and confec 
tioneries. The importation of 
sugar has reached an excess of 
three hundred million pounds a 
year. The revenue derivable from 
that amount of sugar, at the rate 
proposed would be $1,500,000. In 
view of the fact that this is but 
one third of the sugar duties ex­
isting prior to 1891, when the 
rate was never less than a cent 
and a half a pound, it cannot be 
regarded as heavy. Spirits is the 
other article selected for an ad­
vance of duty. On this the ex­
cise duty is to be increased 20 
cents a gallon, and the customs 
duty 12| cents a gallon. The an­
nual output of liquor on which ex­
cise duty is paid is about 3,000,- 
000, and the annual importation 
of spirits, on which customs duty 
is paid is, in round numbers, about 
1,000,000, gallons. Calculated on 
this basis, the increased duties on 
liquors would bring in about 
$700,000. From the sugar and 
liquor duties together, an estimate 
of about $2,000,000 per annum 
would be recoverable. By these 
duties, it will be seen one half o ' 
the anticipated deficiency in re­
venue will be met. The other 
half is to be abolished by drastic 
reductions in expenditure. It is 
announced that no supplementary 
estimates are to brought down; 
large reductions are to be made in 
the cost of civil government. That 
is good statesmanship, and, al­
though it may not tend to popu­
larize the Finance minister in 
some quarters, it is such as the 
present emergency demands. If 
persevered in, this course cannot 
help redounding to the credit of 
Canada, and to the ultimatesatifac- 
tion of all. f

•‘The recent reeolution of the New 

York Legislature in favor of the annex­
ation of Canada to the United States is 
believed to have been the result of the 
skilful work of a party of annexation 
ists who are trying to get money in this 
country to push their programme. 
Thos, who are on the inside of Can­
adian politics declare that behind the 
movement is an interesting story • It is 
said that Mr. Tarte, of the Canadian 
Parliament, accredited by ex> Premier 
Mercier, of Quebec, and accompanied 
by a delegation of Canadian politicians, 
went to New York in the fall of 1893 to 
see if a campaign fnnd could not be 
raised there to pnt the question of an’ 
nexation, tnoy said, fairly before the 
Canadian rural constituencies. The 
delegation was successful in enlisting 
the support of some prominent men 
and went home with the assurance that 
$50,000 should be immediately sup­
plied to put the movement on its feet, 
and afterwards as much more as might 
be needed to keep it in successful 
operation. “After the departure of 
Tarte and hie compatriots one of the 
men who had agreed to look after the 
financial end of the new international 
alliance concluded that he would make 
some independent and confidential in­
quiries in Can da to ascertain if 
Messrs Mercier, Tarte & Co-, might 
be trusted with the disbursement of 
the annexation fund, and whether 
their political influence was sufficient 
to put the question of annexation effect­
ively before the Canadian electorate. 
“He was informed, it is asserted, that 
Wilfred Lturier, leader of the Liberal 
party, was the only politician who 
could give the question a practical 
standing, and that he positively re­
fused to openly adopt annexation as a 
part of the Liberal platform, though 
favorable to closer relations with the 
United States. The New Yorkers drew 
out of the movement. Mr Tarte, it is 
stated, then organized a movement on 
Washington which brought out some 
complaisant expressions of good wtil 
from a few prominent statesmen. The 
passage of the annexation resolution in 
the New York Legislature is thought to 
be the beginning of a third attempt to 
secure contributions for the annexation 
policy, and the result will be watched 
with interest.”

We bave thus a flood of li^ht
tnrown'O'n the mySterÿ underlying
the impertinent resolutions passei 
in the New York Legislature. 
Once more the conspirators have 
been discovered in treasonable 
communication .with our enemies; 
and, although their present 
scheme has been unsuccessful, 
their past conduct sufficiently 
warrants the belief that they 
will not stop at this ; but will 
try again.

In the House of Commons, on the 
3oth ult., Mr. L. H. Davies gave the 
Nova Scotia anti-confederates a chance 
to spread themselves by intorrogating 
the Government as to the truth of 
some statements in respect to New­
foundland in the correspondence of 
the Montreal Gazette. Hon. Mr. 
Foster expressed his surprise that Mr. 
Davies, on the mere basis of news­
paper reports, would raise a discussion 
of the union terms with Newfound­
land, and fitmly but courteously re­
fused to give the House any informa­
tion as to terms, before the Govern­
ment of Newfoundland has taken the 
Colonial Legislature into its confi 
dence. In reply to a sharp attack on 
Government by Mr. Lturier, re the 
Hudson Bay Railway, Hon. Mr. 
Foster said that when the papers on 
the subject were brought dow,., it 
would be seen that the Government 
had acted throughout in a perfectly 
constitutional way. He made the 
further announcement that the esti­
mates before the House for 1895-6 
were final. So far as the services 
therein covered were concerned, there 
would be no supplementary estimates 
for that year. Sir Richard Ca t- 
wright congratulated Hon. Mr. Fos­
ter on this statement, and promised 
to protect him therein against any 
possible attack from either side of t te 
House. Mr. Davies joined in the 
congratulations of Sir Richard. He, 
however, wanted a grant to build the

lambasted the Government for not 
putting it in the estimates. Mr. Mc­
Donald (P. E. Island) replied to Mr. 
Davies’ attack on himself and Senator 
Ferguson, and turned the tables com 
pletely by showing Mr. Davies’s re­
cord for humbugging the Islanders on 
railway matters. He (Mr. McDonald) 
had confidence that the Government 
would support the work.( Applause) 
The motion to go into supply passed, 
and the House went into committee 
just before six o’clock. After recess 
the House continued in committee of 
supply and adjourned at 10.50.

The estimates which were tabled 
Monday of last week show that Mr. Fos­
ter has carried out the promise he made 
last year, that if the revenue did not come 
up to his expectation he would not in­
crease the tariff but would “Cut his coat 
to]suit his cloth,” and reduce his estimate* 
This he has done to the extent of $412,155 
on capital account and $1,682,694 on con 
solidated fund. A total cut ol $2,094,849 

one year is pretty good. The tota' 
amount asked for and authorized by 8ta 
tute on both consolidated fund and capital 
account is $41,243,418 as compared with 
41,710.614 for_1894-95. The reason why 

the difference between these amounts it 
less than the amount given as the redne 
tion of the estimates is that a much largei 
amount is required this year for redemp­
tion of debt than laet year. This redemp 
tion however, will neither increase nor 
decrease the net debt, but it will make a 
considerable saving in the interest payable 
on it, as the stock to be redeemed is pay- 
ingffour or five per cent, while the bonds 
which take its place only bear three per 
cent, interest.

May 1st was private members’ day, 
and the evening session was largely 
taken up by Mr Charlton's advocacy 
of his Sabbath Observance Bill, which 
passed a second reading. The House 
committees were elected. The fol­
lowing are the Chairmen : Private 
Bills Division of Banking and Com­
merce, Mr. Wood, Westmoreland ;

I may 
say thus far that the government has 
shown a disposition and has laid be 
fore parliament repeadedly proposi­
tions to aid in the developement of 
the Northwest, and I think I am 
not boasting when I say that few 
governments would have gone further 
and it is a very grave question whether 
we have not gone as far at the present 
moment as intimated by my hon.

tare for the year 1893-94 was $1,210,332 
greater than the revenue, while in 1892-3 
we had a surplus of $1,354,555. Comment­
ing on these figures he gave details of the 
redaction of receipts to show that the de. 
crease of Customs revenue cannot be at­
tributed to any particular line of importa 
tion, but ie general. A large proportion 
waa due to under-uonsumptionand shrink­
age of values. There were certain signs 
of betterment by which he estimated the 
revenue for the present year would reach

In the House of Commons on Friday 
afternoon Sir C. H. Tapper introdaced 

bill to farther amend the criminal 
code law.

(House of Commons Debates, April 26 
Mr. McDonald (King’s, P E. I) I am 

glad this return with reapeot to the steam 
er “Stanley” is asked for, as it will show 
the importance of the work which that 
steamer is doing in a very efficient man 
ner between Georgetown and Pictou. 
great deal of stress has been laid upon the 
necessity of sending the “Stanley 
test the practicability of her running from 
Cape Traverse to Cape Tormentine, or 
frçm Cape Tormentine to Summerside, or 
from the West Point to Richibucto. 
agree very much with the remarks made 
by the hon junior member for Prince 
that the steamer “Stanley” is too expen 
sive a boat, and has cost this country too 
much, to undertake such hazardous ex­
periments. In the first place, she is not 
properly constructed for shallow water, 
and would not be suitable to ply between 
Cape Traverse and Cape Tormentine. If 
the Government thought well to expert 
ment in this matter, of course it would be 
much better to get a powerful tug with 
less draught of water. In the summer 
time such a boat might make the passage 
between the Capes successfully; but I very 
much aoubt whether any other boat could 
be found to cross at the capes so efficient­
ly as the “Stanley” has done up to this 
time between Pictou and Georgetown. 
The hon. senior member fot Prince says 
that the ice packs where the “Stanley” 

—enmea. ThWli 4how» -me how very little 
he knows about the matter. Tkfeâoé packs 
between Pictou Island and the Island of 
Prince Edward in the narrow Straits of 
Northumberland ; but farther below, 
owing to the wider expanse^ of tl e Gulf, 
the '‘Stanley” can make he* passage across 
at nearly all seasons. Daring the past 
winter she could have run steadily all win­
ter, with the exception of abjput ten days, 
in the depth of winter, when she was laid 
lip for the cleaning of her Idlers, and so 
forth, and when there ÿas very ^tittle 
freight moving. She does her work well, 
■he is ably managed and well manned. 
When this return comes down, I think the 
amount of freight she carries will be shown 
to be very large. I have no doubt she is 
a very great accommodation tp tip mer­
chants of P E Island in getting their ship» 
ments made and their early spring goods 

‘’in. Attempts have been heretofore made 
to get the '‘Stanley” to run between 
Pictou and Charlottetown, but I think it 
will be found on examination that the 
steamer received more damage in the at­
tempt to run to Charlottetown a year or 
two ago, owing to the importunities of in­
terested parties, than she has ever re­
ceived on her Piotou-Georgetown route.
I might as well get up and argue in favor 
of the steamship “Northumberland” carry­
ing her freight from Point du Cbene. The 
■teamer “Stanley” at present carries a 
very large amount of freight and passen­
gers by the Pictou-Georgetown route; and j 
the number of days that intervene between 
the time she is able to go on the Pictou- 
Charlottetown route and the time the 
Bummer boats commence to run, is sp 
trifling, that I would urge the Minister of 
Marine and Fisheries to continue to put 
the “Stanley” on the Georgetown Pictou 
route as soon as the proper season arrives 
in the fall of the year, and to advertise 
that she would run on that route until 
the spring boats are put on again. & 
great deal of unnecessary annnoyanco is 
given to passengers as well as in the catry- 
ing of freight, by the uncertainty that

parties wishing to have the steamer taken

off the regular route in order to ran t 
Charlottetown. The hon senior member 
for Prince thinks the capes route is a 
better one than the route between Pictou 
and Georgetown. Well, I have no ob­
jection to the Government experimenting 
on that or any other route ; but I think it 
would be a very hazardous undertaking to 
take the steamship “Stanley” off a route 
on which she is giving great public satis­
faction, to put her on a route that has not 
yet been proved to be good. The hon.

Mgr. Fabre of Montreal, celebrated the 
22nd anniversary of his episcopal consecra­
tion on Wednesday last.

Mr. Larke of Canada, has submitted 
to the Sydney N-S W. Chamber of Com­
merce a scheme for laying a Pacific 
submarine cable from Great Britian 
and Canada to Australia. The scheme 
contemplates an expenditure of sixteen 
hundred thoueand pounds as the cost 
of the work, which sum the- projectors 
believe can be borrowed at 2Ç--per cent. 
It ia estimated that half of the. present 
Australian and Conadian business at 
two shillings a word would reray the 
capital in 25 years, besides paying the 
annual expense,

In the British House of Commons on 
Thursday last, Sir William Harcourt 
announced the budget. The revenue 
for the past year, he said, was estimated 
at £94,134,000, and the actual revenue 
was £94,684,000. The expenditures 
were estimated at £93,884,000, and had 
been £93,918,000—a surplus of £776,000, 
agai; St an estimated surplus of £291,- 
000. Sir William announced that the 
estimated expenditures for the eomin: 
year were £95,981,000, and the estimate- 
revenue £95,662,000. The increased ex­
penditure over last year was due to ad­
ditions to the navy. The deficit ot£319,- 
000, as shown by the budget, must be 
met by the imposition of a duty upon 
spirits or beer.

He gave orders 
for the construction of the ooat, which 
was designed by himself. She was 
built by Charles Moody of Margaret- 
ville, a good competent man, and is of 
the following dimensions: Length of 
keel, lb feet ; over all 22 feet; breath 
of beam 5 feet 4 inches; depth forward, 
5 feet 4 inches; amidships, 3 feet 4 inches 
aft. 4 feet 4 inches. She is bnilt of 
spruce, her tirpbera being naturally 
bent ones. She ia decked over and is 
divided into three compartments, laz­
aret» forward, hold amidships and ca­
bin aft. The food required by the 
young voyager and the ballast will be 
carried in the hold.

He will take sixty 
days’ provisions with him, but expects 
to complete his voyage in forty-five days 
if he has anything like fine weather 
MpCallum says be will be the youngest 
man who ever attempted the feat. If 
he succeeds he will claim the champ 
ionship of the world as the most daring 
navigator of his years. The boat will 
be taken to New York on a schooner 
this week, and she will sail for Queens­
town on the 5th pro*. She has been 
named after Richard K. Fox, who will 
fit her ont for' McCallum. The Folice 
Gazette, Mr Fox’s paper, will be carried 
on tbe mainsail. McCallum will, if he 
reaches the other side safely, exhibit 
his boat all tver Europe. Then she 
will be brought back by steamer and 
exhibited in Canada and the United 
States.

Sea—a miserable place, whose name 
indicates many sinister significations ; 
Iscariot, the man of Karriotb, the 
man addicted to usury, the man of 
murderous intent, the traitor. Why, 
it has been often asked in reverent 
wonder, why did Christ, cognizant of 
all things, past and fnture, who reads 
the innermost thoughts of the soul, 
admit this miserable man among Sis 
Apostles ? There are many reasons 
for it, all of great instruction. With­
out giving them, as being beside our 
purpose, it "may be held as certain 
that when our Blessed Lord chose 
him and numbered him among the 
Twelve Apestles, he was either a saint 
or on the road to saintliness. The 
Saviour wishes to do him a favor, and 
does uot desire to take away frons him 
the liberty of making a bad use of it, 
rendering himself more guilty by 
slighting it. It was by his own will 
alone that Judas became guilty, just 
as he might become a saint by the 
right exercise of his will.

When Judas began that career of 
evil which ended at last in unspeak­
able wickedness we cannot know ; the 
Gospel only tells us the result. It 
must have been gradual, for no man 
reaches to the highest point of ex­
cellence or sinks down to the lowest 
depth of degradation suddenly. Judas 
was among the earliest followers ol 
our Lord ; he witnessed His great 
miracles, believed in Him, and for­
sook all to follow Him, If hi* formet 
life had been sinful a# jt veiy likely 
was, it can easily be fcompreherided 
that bis Saviour's teaching had touch­
ed his heart and had altered his old, 
crooked ways. A brother Apostle, 
Matthew, had been also a great sin­
ner, and became a great saint. But 
the very fact that he was called to the 
apostleship is proof enough of his sin­
cerity at the time. There is, indeed, 
a tradition that describes him to be 
just as our fancy imagines (hat he 
ought to be—

“That turtive mein, that scowling eye, 
Of hair that red and tufted fell."
But all this «5 simply a childish 

way of accounting for the perpetration 
of great vice—as if the perpetration 
was foredoomed, and could not alter 
fate. Whereas, we know well that 
there are no bad men except those 
who have made themselves such. So 
much, surely, can be said of Judas ; 
it is not that lie was a villain by nature, 
but that he marred and ruined in him­
self the makings of a saint. From 
the deeper gulf of guilt into which he 
was falling Judas was not to be held 
back. That the petty thefts from the 
common purse went on Almost day 
after day, no doubt, until the mad 
hunger of avarice well nigh threw him 
off his guard is plainly shown in the 
incident narrated by St. Matthew, 
where Mary Magdalene shed the 
precious spikenard upon the sacred 
feet of our Lord. “To what purpose 
is this waste ?” cries out Judas. “Why 
was not the ointment sold for three 
hundred pence and given to the poor?" 
But this he said, St. John remarks, 
“not because he loved the poor, but 
because he was a theif, and having the 
purse, carried the matters that were 
put therein." It looked reasonable 
enough to find fault with the loving 
watchfulness of Magdalene ; and the 
other disciples, showing that they 
agreed with the remark of Judas, 
their Divine Master,^ to shield Mary 
from any farther criticism In conse­
quence of her noble act, said to them: 
“Let her alone, that she may keep it 
against the day of My burial. For 
the poor you have always with you, 
but Me you have not always,"

We make the following extracts, 
the Catholic Standard, from a 
interesting paper by the Rev. 

es Hughes, Administrator of 
inasterevan parish, Ireland, which 

rs in the April issue of the Irish 
iastical Record : It is sureiy an 

usual subject to write about—the 
career of the most infamous man in 
sacred or profane history. Neverthe­
less, it is a singular fact that, in com­
parison with the other Apostles, the 
materials for a sketch of Judas are 
much more abundant. That this is 
so, of course, arises from the fact that 
he was a chief actor in scenes the 
most thrilling, the most awful, which 
human history records. A study of 
the career of the traitor Apostle is not 
title that^touches the heart and makes 
tb^votk a labor of love; neverthe­
less, it is one in which writers and 
preachers have found most forcible 
materials to point a most important 
moral.

In theXIospels the order of naming 
the Twelve Apostles is not always the 
same, but Peter ever held the first 
place and Judas Iscariot the last. We 
find in the Fathers divers interpreta­
tions of the name ot each Apostle 
having relation to some symbolical 
trait of their vocation. The other 
eleven were Galileans ; Judas was the 
only Jew. A proverb says : "The 
Galilieaos love honor, the Jews gold.” 
Was it because deeming him to be 
cautious and prudent that the others 
charged him with the care of the com­
mon purse? Unhappy choice, any­
how, for the wretched Judas. It is 
certain that he was the only Judean 
amongst the twelve, and that his 
second name had its origin in that be 
came from the town of Karrioth, 
situated on tbç confines of the Dead

“Against the day of My burial ?” 
What a blighting of the hopes of 
Judas was contained in those words 
So His condemnation and burial was 
near at hand. Where now was the 
prospect of earthly wealth, the regal 
elevation which they had often indulg­
ed in ? Did he not expressly promise 
a great reward ? Did He not in plain 
words speak of the twelve thrones on 
which they were to sit f Where is 
that promise now ? Is this its fulfil­
ment—an accepted defeat, not even 
thinking of seeking safety in flight? 
From his action immediately after­
wards ideas such as those alluded to 
must have got hold of Judas, for we 
find that he slunk away from Bethany 
that night, and made his way to Jeru­
salem, and got introduced into the 
Council room of the chief priests in 
the house of Caipbas, and that first 
fatal interview in which he bargained 
with them to betray his Lord. “Wbat 
will you give me, and I will deliver 
Him unto you ? But they appoiuted 
him thirty pjeegs of silver." We have 
not the slightest record of what took 
place, what bargaining went on, till 
the paltry blood money was named. 
A paltry sum, indeed, satisfied the 
wretched Apostle ; the thirty pieces 
represented about three pounds and 
sixteen shillings of our money. For 
this price he was to sell his Master, 
and in selling his SJaster to sell his 
own life, and to gkin in return the ex­
ecration of the world for all genera­
tions yet to come.

Wbat could have been the motives 
for the betrayal ? This is the point 
one feels inclined to go back to again 
and again in t character sketch of 
Jndas. Something morethan mere 
disappointment at the vanishing of his 
day dreams, when he heard his Master 
speak of his approaching death, seems 
necessary to account for his action. 
Perhaps there was aroused a feeling 
of rancour at being rebuked for 
attempting jto censure Magdalene. 
Jealousy, too, may have been aroused 
at feeling himself less loved than the 
others were S. John implies that he 
was an habitual thief; this fact, of it­
self, perhaps, sufficiently accounts for 
his fall. The power of a besetting 
sin, to what low depths can it not 
bring a man} He had received 
warning enough, surely, as we «aw, 
when his Master,} at Capharnaum, 
long before his fall,, declared that He 
bad chosen the twelve, but that one 
of them was a devil. His besetting 
sin, he very probably struggled against; 
but as he did not master bis sin, his 
•in mastered him, and led him on, as 
it usually happens, to his retribution 
and ruin. What be did after leaving 
the gathering of the Jewish eccles­
iastics is not known; perhaps he at 
once rejoined his fellow Apostles, in 
order not to lose a favorable chance 
to carry out his compact. The say­
ings and doings of our Lord on this 
the last night before Hi* Passion are 
related at length by the Evangelists, 
and have ever, next to the Passion 
itself, been the favorite portion* of 
the Gospel history for contemplatives 
to dwell on. Onr pu%ose only allow* 
u* to regard the scenes in which Judas 
figured, The first «çtiQQ of this great

night was the eating of the Pascaal 
Lamb. While they were at supper 
their Divine Master performed ihe 
wonderful and significant act ol 
humility in washing the feet of the 
Apostles. Amazement and awe kept 
them silent a* each Apostle saw bis 
Lord kneel before him and wash his 
feet, until He came to Peter, whose 
emotions found vent in the half 
indignant question, “Lord, dost thou 
wash ray feet?" When Jesus told 
Peter that if He did not wash him, 
he would have no part in Him; then 
cried the fervent Apostle, “Lord, not 
only my feet, but also my hands and 
my head." Jesus said to him, “You 
are clean, but not all" The last 
words were an allusion to His con­
sciousness of one traitorous presence; 
for He knew, what as yet they knew 
not, that He bad just washed the feet 
of His betrayer. Oh ! unfathomable 
depth of ingratitude. Judas had felt 
the touch of those kind and gentle 
Hands; had seen the Sacred Heart 
bent over his feet, but there was no 
change in his false heart, so for him 
there was no purification in that 
bath, neither was the devil within 
him banished at the sound o ftbat 
gentle Voice.

Then, as the supper went on, He 
said more plainly that one of them 
would bettay Him. They were 
alarmed, and filled with sorrow; they 
did not know wbat to think; horrors 
seemed to crowd about them as the 
sacred meal progressed. With lips 
that faltered they each asked the 
humble question, “Ljrd, is it I?" 
He did cot answer them directly, 
only said that one who dipped bis 
hand with Him in the dish would be­
tray Him; even still there was time 
for Judas to repent. The head of 
John was close to Jesus, and, laying 
it with affectionate trustfulness on his 
Master’s breast, be said with a whisper: 
“Lord, who is it ?" Our Lord said to 
him quietly that it was the one to 
whom he would give a morsel of 
bread dipped in the dish. He then 
gave a morsel to Judas, who took it, 
and at once asked like the others, “Is 
it I?" Then it was, as St. John says, 
that Satan finally entered into him. 
Our Lord answered softly. “Thou 
hast said it," and bade him do quickly 
what he was to do. As Judas was 
charged with the temporal affairs, the 
other Apostles thought our Lord only 
meant him to go and attend to some 
matter, they not having caught the 
few words whispered to St. John. 
So patient and gentle the Saviour was, 
lest He might bring shame to the 
toaitor whq^was about to deliver Him 
into the hands of His enemies. Judas 
did not dare to remain any longer. 
From the lighted room, from the holy 
Banquet,, from the presence of his 
Lord, he went immediately out, never 
to return to His company any more 
After Judas had gone out, the other 
Apostles remained in sweet converse 
with their Lord. St. John tells us 
about it in the fourteenth, fifteenth, 
sixteenth and seventeenth chapters of 
bis Gospel- It was now late at night, 
and Judas had at least two hours to 
organize his plans. He knew that 
his Master would spend the night in 
the Garden qf Geth«emani, so he 
seems to have hurried at once to the 
Sigh Priest, and procured the prepara­
tion of the armed force which was to 
act against our Lord. Gethsemani 
lay about half a mile from the city 
walls ; it was apparently the property 
of some friend and disciple, and was 
at the disposal of our Lord as a place 
of prayer or rest whenever He pleased. 
After their Divine Master had made 
His prayer the third time, He comes

Satolll’s Message.

Monsignor Satolli sends (he follow­
ing Easter message to the people of 
America through the New World:

This Easter week, after nineteen 
centuries, humanity is moved once 
more and feels the profound impres­
sion ot the death of the man God ex­
piring in sorrow and pity. Our affec­
tions are once more stirred up, and 
perhaps all men in their inner con­
sciousness hear the voice of Christ suf­
fering for all and saying to all : 
“Come unto me and I will refresh 
you.” All conditions of human life 
are reduced to these heads—crime and 
punishment, impiety and expiation, 
vice and virtue. And these condi­
tions are found rejirbsented in their 
full evidence it* the course of the 
passion and the i^ath of Christ. The 
most solemn matajrot of i life is that 
nearest death. *$1^ l^st desire ex­
pressed by the dyipgvfias often de- 
cideu the fate not only of a family, but 
of great nations. The Jews recalled 
always the last wishes of tneir patri­
archs, and were guided by the last 
will of David regarding the succession 
to the throne. The Greeks were 
directed by the last instructions of 
Alexander, which decided the future 
of all Greece and Asia. With the 
Romans the authority was supreme ol 
the last wills of Augustus and of Con­
stantine. It was fitting that Christ 
also on the cress should express His 
dying wish, and He did so in the com­
pendium of seven words, which com-, 
prise His whole mission, His teaching, 
His lofty plan for the betterment, not 
of one nation, but of all humanity.

Humanity has need of worship and 
of laws.- IForsbip is needed in its re­
lations with the divinity and with the 
supreme principles of its being; laws 
are indispensable for its social exist 
ence. Christ on the cross his estab­
lished worship “in spirit in truth,” 
has completed and set the seal upon 
His legislation of justice and charity. 
What there was of the true and the 
good before Christ was only a pre­
paration and a figurative symbol of 
Him and of His mission in the world 
fulfilled on the cross. Indeed, His 
own life, with its miracles and teach­
ing, was the continuous development 
of a plan, beginning at Bethlehem, 
and ending on Calvary, where He 
fixed His throne, His cathedral and 
His altar. From the moment of 
Christ’s death nothing was left for 
humanity but the evolution and the 
application of the work accomplished 
by Him on the cross. Religion and 
politics, philosophy and theology, 
science and art, faith and reason may 
justly be considered as concentric 
circles with respect to Christ, who was 
the mystic stone fallen from heaven 
into the ocean of the natural and 
moral universe, to agitate its waters 
around Himself, to set them in regular 
motion animated by His spirit. 
Therefore Si. Paul said that of all 
knowledge, human and divine, it was 
sufficientfor him “to know Christ and 
Christ crucified," since in Him he 
found all the treasures of sisnee and 
wisdom.

First—Christ saw from the cross the 
humam race in a state of profound 
corruption and declared that He in­
tended to lift it out ol its misery by 
means of repentence and pardon. He 
recognized the inextinguishable thirst 
for happiness vainly sought up to that 
time in a precarious materialism, and 
promised to humanity its true kingdom 
with the fullness of every joy. Second 
—He viewed the urgent necessity of 
nature by which man needs social 
life, both to defend himself from evil 
and to make more easy the require­
ment of good. He called to Himselt 
from the tree of the cross not only 
individuals, but families, races and 
nations, each and every one ; and, 
moreover, He intended to constitute 
above all nations and of all nations 
one society, not indeed political, but 
religious. And this He declared 
when He gave His own mother to be 
the mother of all men, Third— 
Without doubt human perfection is 
the outcome of two activities, which 
are tree will and grace; that is, an 
activity proper to man's nature and 
the co-operating activity of God. 
Christ in His fourth and fifth words 
indicated the natural activity of man 
to be the thirst ol justice, and promis­
ed the co-operation of God, which 
should never abandon to his own 
helplessness the man of good will. 
Fourth—Certainjy the most import? 
ant thing in man’s life is to find the 
fight road to fulfill his vocation to his 
trqe destiny assigned him by Provi­
dence. Happy are those who can 
justly claim to have oqcomplished 
their task and can say with St. Paul, 
“I have run the race." The immor­
tality of glory shall be the abundant 
reward given them by God. Ohrist 
in the last of His dying words with 
stronger voice signified that through 
Him and in Him only should hum­
anity find the attainment ot its true

They were to 
know that the Man whom he kissed 
was He whom they sought. . “ Hail, 
Rabbi,” was his salutation, as he pro 
faned the sacred cheek of his Master. 
As be came up, Oar Lord said 
“Friend, wherefore art thou come ? 
And while ihe lips of the Wretch 
were on His cheek,said more privately 
to him—“Judas, dost thou betray the 
Son of Man with a Itiss ?” Our Lord 
is seized and bound, led up the steep 
city slope to the house of the High 
Priest.

They received him with scorn—“What 
is that to us ? See thou to that.” He 
cast down the pjeces of silver in the 
Temple, and went and hanged him: 
self. There is no need to dwell on the 
sorrowing circumstances of the last 
end of the traitor. He had given 
himself freely and willingly to evil 
courses. The price that must ever 
be paid for the doing of evil—that he 
Hid not realize until the knowledge 
only availed to drive him into the 
eternal darkness of the sqicide’s grave.

The total Catholic population of 
Japan is 50,000 among 40,000,000 
inhabitants. The Rome correspon­
dent of the Baltimore Sun writes 
“A certain number of old Catbclics 
has been found in Japan who had pre­
served their faith from generation to 
generation from the seventeenth 
century. This is how they were dis­
covered : Some twenty years ago the 
Abbe Petitjean, who has since be­
come a Bishop, was praying in bis 
church at Nagasaki,, when some 
Japanese women entered the sanc­
tuary stealthily and told him that they 
belonged to the same religion that he 
did. He questioned them and they 
told him that lor more than 300 
years (when Saint Francis Xavier 
converted their ancestors) thousands 
of their countrymen had held to the 
Catholic faith in spite of persecutions 
baptizing one another, awaiting the 
day when priests should come to take 
the place of those who bad been 
martyred. The information given 
him enabled Abbe Petitjean to find 
out in the district of Nagasaki these 
grandchildren of Christians, nearly 
all of whom have returned to the 
Roman Church. It is believed that 
in other districts of Japan, too, many 
descendants of Catholics have remain­
ed faithful to the old traditions, with­
out daring to make themselves known 
so terrified are they by the recollec­
tion of the persecution of which their 
fathers - were victims. Thus at 
Kasanawa, certain families have a 
secret religion, which they will not 
reveal, and which is called the Budd­
hism of the Cross. These families 
are said to have preserved since the 
time of Saint Francis Xavier a mono­
theistic belief, now mingled with 
Bqddistic superstitious.” The field 
is immense, the harvest ripe, but the 
means to Veap are scanty and the 
laborers few.*
