turning over a few loaves, put his linger 
on tho passage. A parly of gentlemen 
assembled at Dr. Burney’s house, were 
examining some old newspapers which 
detailed the execution of Charles I. ; 
they came upon some particulars which 
they fancied had been overlooked by 
Rapin and Hume; but Person instantly 
reposted a long paisa go from tho former 
historian in which those circumstances 
were all recounted.

man asked him tho meaning of a word, j 
when Porson immediately repeated the 
context, “But how did you know it 
was the passage I wss reading ?” asked 
his friend.

The Order 
bad a “Widows and Orphans Fund," 
from which the widow |receiyed a stip­
end during th# period of her widowhood 
and the fatherless were fostered and re­
ceived nourishment from the 
source until they were able to commence 
the battle of life.

He was glad 
to he in a position to state that the 
Order was gaining strength numerically 
day by day, and he himself believed the 
time would come when humanity at 
large would be bound by the ties of 
“Friandehip, Lots and Truth," despite 
the objections that were now raised to 
the progress of the order; and when 
brotherly feeling and good will exist 
among a J men.
