Why renews Riser.

It may not be generally known that it 
is sue vibration of the r-.'ittr. 
palati which causes snoring, but it is no 
less s matter of interest to «.great many 
people who either snore themselves or are 
annoyed by enorers.

Dr. Lewie H. Sayre, of Fifth svenue 
was asked why people snore.

‘Because they don’t ehut their mouths,’ 
he said.

“What it snoring ?”
“Well, it’s common enough,” said Dr. 

Sayre; and in an offhand fashion he ex­
plained that snoring is a noise made in 
the posterior part of the mouth and nasal 
foeeæ during the mumentsof inspiration. 
It is due to a relaxation of the levator 
palati molis and the circun\ftexus palati 
in sleep, by which the velum pendulum 
palati is left free to vibrate or flap in 
the two currents of the air which enter 
at the same time through the nostrils 
and the mouth. Besides the vibration 
of the velum pendulum palati or soft 
palate, there is also a vibration of the 
column of air itself. Thus is produced 
the rasping, snorting noise so well known 
and so unpleasant to everyone within 

, earshot of the placid anorer himself.
Dr. Sayre was asked what cam e 1 sn< r- 

ing.
“When a man is fatigued,” he said, 

“and his self-control is unusually relax­
ed in sleep, he is apt to let his lower jaw 
drop down. No man was ever seen or 
heard to snore with his mouth shut The 
moral is obvious. The soft palate flaps 
like a sheet in the wind, and the near 
neighbors of the snoring sleeper are cor­
respondingly disturbed. Now, the Indi­
ans never snore. They think it a dis­
grace. An Indian believes that if he 
snores when is young he will grow up to 
be even less handsome at maturity than 
nature originally intended. His vanity, 
therefore, is enough to make a savage 
sleep in a proper position. ”

A well known physician up town, 
whose practice has been largely in cases 
of affection of the respiratory system, 
was asked whether snoring is a disease.

“Not so much a disease as a bad hab­
it,” he said; “but I am frequently called 
upon to prescribe for its cure. ”

“Can'it be cured ?”
“Easily.”
“Why do elderly or corpulent people 

commonly snore ?”
“Because their systems are generally 

more relrxed in sleep, and their mouths 
then fall open. Any one will be likely 
to snore if he sleeps with his mouth 
open, and no one will if he shuts it.”

“How can the habit be cured ?’^
“First,ysu must give a person a chance 

to breathe through the nose, and then 
make him do so. If there is any obstruc­
tion in the nasal passage, that must be 
removed by treatment. Then if a snorer 
can't keep his mouth shut by force of 
will, his jaw must be tied up. A har­
ness for the lower jaw is sometimes em­
ployed in bad cases of snoring. A skull 
cap wtrn upon the head serves to hold 
system of straps under the chin, and 
keep the mouth shut until the patient 
can form a habit of sleeping on his side, 
or with his head sufficiently elevated to 
to hold his jaw. ”

“It is an easy matter to hold one’s 
jaw when asleep ?”

“Hardly more so than when awake."
“Why is snoring, then, so common if 

it is so easily cured ?” .
“ Because catarrhal troubles are so 

common, which prevent free inspiration 
through the nostrils. In sleeping cars 
and in hotels one frequently hears the 
resonant snore, oecause people in those 
places usually go to sleep tired out. An 
old* doctor used to advocate sleeping on 
the face to guard against the possibility 
of snoring. "

Towards customers be more than rea­
sonably obliging; be invariably polite and 
attentive, whether they are agreeable or 
disagreeable, fair or unfair, considerate 
or exacting, without any regard to their 
class or condition, unless, indeed, you 
be more obliging and serviceable to the 
humble and ignorant.

The more self forgetting you are, and 
the more acceptable you are to whomso­
ever your customor may be, the better 
you are as a salesman; it is your highest 
duty to be agreeable to all.

Cultivate the habit of doing every­
thing rapidly, do thoroughly what you 
undertake, and do not undertake more 
than you can do well.

Serve buyers strictly in their turn. If 
you can serve two at Once, very well 
but do not let the first wait for a second

In your first minutes with a customer 
you give an impression, not of yourself, 
but of the house, which is likely to de 
termine not whether the customer buys 
ot you, but whether he become a buyer 
of the house or talker against it

If you are indifferent, he will detect it 
before you see him, and the first impres­
sion is made before you have uttered a 
word.

At the outset, you have to guess what 
grade of goods he wants—high priced or 
low priced. If you do not guess correct­
ly, be quick to discover your error and 
right yourself instantly.

(It is impertinent to insist on showing 
goods not wanted) ; it is delicately polite 
to get exactly what is wanted adroitly 
and on the slightest hint.

Do not try to change a buyer's choice 
except to this extent : Always use your 
knowledge of goods to his advantage, if 
he wavers or indicates a desire for your 
advice.

(The worst blunder you can make is to 
intimate in a supercilious manner, that 
we keep better goods than he asked for. )

Show goods freely to all comers; be as 
serviceable as you can to all, whether 
buyer or not

Sell nothing on a misunderstanding ; 
make no promises that you have any 
doubt abount the fulfilment of; and, hav­
ing made a promise, do more than your 
share towards its fulfilment; see that 
the next after you does his share, if you 
can.

We present elsewhere a report of the 
proceedings at the Liberal-Conservative 
Association meeting at Seaforth recent­
ly, from the Seaforth &im.

He Receives Two Bullets, but 
Still Survives.

Gréât Excitement Everywhere 
Over the Dastardly Crime.

“Tlie Mft*aal” Extras Satarday Aaaoanc- 
ed that the Presldeat af the t ailed States 
Had Berm Shat that Harming la a Coward­
ly Meaner hy a Bcoandrel Named Gif lean.

Careful inquiry has obtained most of 
the details of the terrible event from 
eye-witnesses and from persons acquaint­
ed with the circumstances mentioned be­
low.

President Garfield and Secretary Blaine 
reached the Baltimore <fc Potomac Depot 
a little after 7 o’clock in a carriage. The 
porter attending them got off with the 
luggage, and the colored man, George, 
the driver, who has occupied the posi­
tion since early in Grant’s administra­
tion, remained on the carriage. The 
President sat in the carriage some mo­
ments, with Secretary Blaine, indulging 
in a firewell chat incident to their sepa­
ration forV time. Finally the President 
bade Ahe Secretary good-bye, the latter 
remained in the carriage. About ten 
minutes previous to this Mrs. Smith, an 
elderly lady, who has charge of the la­
dies’ room in the depot, saw a man come 
into the ladite’ room, through which per­
sons arriving in carriages to take the 
train generally pass. She was struck 
with his singular movements. He paced 
up and down the aisle facing the en­
trance, and appeared restless and anx­
ious about something. He was in the 
room when the President came from the 
carriage. Secretary Windom had just 
passed through the room. The Presi­
dent was alone, when Mrs. Smith saw^ 
Gitteau step alongside of him and fire 
the first shot. The President did not 
turn, but kept on his course through 
the room, and the next moment Gitteau, 
who then stood but three feet away, tired 
the second shot. At that time the Pre­
sident was nearly across the room and 
near the door leading into the main 
room of the depot. When struck by the 
second shut he wheeled quickly aruund, 
looked at Gitteau, staggered and fell. 
Mrs. Smith was instantly at his side. 
She lifted his head and called for water, 
which was brought by some of the depot 
employees. She bathed his face. The 
President said nothing. In a few mo­
ments he vomitted the contents of his 
stomach and considerable blood, and 
groaned heavily. In the meantime his 
son and Secretary Windom had come to 
him.

The son asked him, “Who was it ?”
The President replied, “Gitteau,” and 

added, addressing his son, “Take me 
home. ”

The son, then in great passion and dis­
tress, exclaimed, “Somebody shall suffer 
for this !”

A mattress was brought from one of 
the rooms of the depot, and the Presi­
dent was carried to a room on the se­
cond tiuor of the building. Around the 
mattress were gathered Postmaster- 
General James, Secretary Windom, Col. 
Ingersoll, the President's son, a police 
officer and one or two other persons. A 
despatch was sent for surgeons.

After a few moments the President, 
who had rallied somewhat, sail: “I don't 
think this is serious,” and he appeared 
to be quite cheerful. A few moments 
later he remarked : “I will live.”

Secretary Windom bathed the Presi­
dent's face constantly, aided by Mr. 
James. In response to the summons 
Drs. Lincoln and Bliss were not long in 
reaching the depot. They found a

ARRIVAL OF MRS. GARFIELD.
At 7.40 Mrs. Garfield, attended by 

her son Harry and Mrs. James, ar­
rived from the depot, at the White 
House, and was met at the south 
[>ortal by her son James, Mrs. Rockwell 
and Attorney-General MacVeagh; the 
latter assisted her from her carriage. 
She embraced her son James, and at­
tended by the latter ascended the steps 
hastily. It was an affecting scene. No 
words were spoken. Mrs. Garfield at 
once went to the bedside of the Pres­
ident, who was still conscious. She was 
prepared for the worst The crowd at 
the depot and on streets, the throng of 
people gathered about the entrances to 
the White House grounds, the files of 
soldiers near at hand, all told her of the 
terrible event.

During the consultation of the 
surgeons this afternoon the President 
was quite cheerful. He said to Dr. 
Bliss: “Skirmish around there, and see 
if you can find it,” referring to the bul­
let. At about 7 o’clock he asked Dr. 
Bliss to tell him frankly what his condi­
tion was between man and man. The 
doctor said to him: “Unless there is a 
reaction soon you cannot live long.” 
The President was not discomposed at 
this announcement, but expressed be­
lief in his recovery.

The following is the letter taken from 
Gitteau’s pocket : July 2nd,’81.—To the 
White House—The President’s tragic 
death was a sad necessity, but it will un­
ite the Republican party, and save the 
Republic. Life is a flimsy dream, and 
it mat tels little when one goes. A hu­
man life is of small value. During the 
war thousands of brave boys went down 
without a tear. I presume the President 
was a Christian,and he will be happier in 
Paradise than here. It will be no worse 
for Mrs. Garfield (dear soul !) to part 
with her husband this way than by a na­
tural death. He is liable any time and 
any way. I had no ill will towards the 
President. His death was a political ne­
cessity. I am a lawyer, theologian and 
politician. I am a Stalwart of the Stal­
warts. I was with Grant and the rest of 
our men in New York during the canvass.
I have some papers for the press which 
I shall leave with Biron Andrews and his 
co-journalists at 1,420 New York Av­
enue. where all the reporters can see 
them. I am going to jail.

(Signed) Chas. Gitteau.
The papers referred to above have not 

yet been given out for publication by An­
drews, who is the Washington correspon­
dent of the Chicago Inter-Ocean. He 
Bays that while it is true a package of pa­
pers are in the hands of the police, ac­
companied by a note addressed to him­
self, he has no personal acquaintance 
with Gitteau, and never heard of his ex­
istence until this morning.

The following letter was found on the 
streets shortly after Gitteau’s arrest, en­
velope unsealed and addressed : “Please 
deliver at once to Gen. Sherman or his 
First Assistant in charge of War Depart­
ment.”
To Gen. Sherman :

I have just shot the President. I shot 
him several times, as I wished him to go 
as easily as possible. His death was a 
political necessity. I am a lawyer, theo­
logian and politician. I am a Stalwart 
of the Stalwarts, and was with Grant and 
the rest of our men in New Y ork during 
the canvass. I am going to jail. Please 
order out your troops and take possession 
of the jail at once. Very respectfully,

I con­
templated this thing for the last six 
weeks and wc uld have shot him when 
he went away with Mrs. Garfield, but I 
looked at her and she looked so bad that 
I changed my mind. ” On reaching the 
jail Mr. Russ, the deputy warden, said: 
“This man has been here before.” He 
said: “Yes, I was down here last Satur­
day morning and wanted them to let me 
look through, and they told me that I 
couldn’t but to corné Monday.”

He was asked: “What was your object 
in looking through ?”

He said: “I wanted to see what sort of 
quarters I would have to occupy.”

The prisoner was placed in a cell about 
10.30 o’clock, just one hour after the 
shooting occurred. He gave his name 
as Chas. Gitteau, of Chicago. In appear­
ance he is a man about thirty years of 
age, and is supposed to be of French 
descent. His height is about five feet 
five inches. He has sandy complexion, 
and is slight,weighing not more than 125 
pounds. He wears a mustache and light 
chin whiskers, and his sunken cheeks 
and eyes far apart from each other, give 
him a sullen, or, as an official described 
it, a “loony” appearance. The officer in 
question gave it as his opinion that 
Gitteau is a communist, and stated that 
he has noticed it to be a peculiarity of 
nearly all murderers that their eyes are 
set far apart, and Gitteau, he said, proves 
no exception to the rule. When the 
prisoner arrived at jail he was attired in 
a suit of blue, and wore a drab hat pulled 
down over hie eyes, giving him the ap­
pearance of an ugly character. It may 
be worthy of note to state that some two 
or three weeks ago Gitteau went to the 
jail for the purpose of visiting it, but 
was refused admittance on the ground 
that it was not visitors’ day. He at that 
time mentioned his name as Gitteau, and 
said he came from Chicago. When 
brought to the jail to-day he was ad­
mitted by the officer who had previously 
refused to allow him to enter, and mu­
tual recognition took place, Gitteau say­
ing: “You are the man who wouldn’t let 
me go through the jail some time ago. 
The only other remark he made before 
being placed in his cell was that Gen. 
Sherman would arrive at the jail soon 
The two jailors who are now guarding 
his cell state that they have seen him 
sround the jail several times recently, 
and that on one occasion he appeared to 
be under the influence of liquor. On 
one of the visits subsequent to the first 
one mentioned, three officers say that 
Gitteau succeeded in reaching the rotun­
da of the building, where he was noticed 
examining the scaffold from which the 
Hirth murderers were hanged.

Those who stand near say 
Gitteau made a movement when stricken 
down as if to shoot Blaine. The latter 
was calm and collected, hut intensely 
pale.

ARREST OF GITTEAU.
When Ticket Agent Parks heard the 

shots fired in the ladies’ waiting room, 
lie jumped through the window from his 
ticked alcove in the room and rushed to 
the door and seized Gitteau as the latter 
was leaving the building. Gitteau said 
nothing whatever to Parks, and made no 
attempt to escajie. Policeman Kearney, 
who was near by, came up and took 
the pistol from Gitteau. It is a 
weapon of large calibre. Kearney 
took Gitteau in charge, and as hasti­
ly as possible conveyed him to the 
police station, a block form the depot. 
The assassin made no resistance and said 
nothing to Kearney. He was turned 
over to Sergt. Pierce, of the station. 
To Pierce he said nothing in regard to 
his terrible deed. The report that he 
exultingly exclaimed to theofticers, I am 
a stalwart and Arthur is President,” or 
that lie made such exclamation in the 
depot on firing the shots, is erroneous.

With an excited populace in the 
streets the officers of the law thought 
it would fie a wise precaution to 

| take their prisoner to the District 
Jail, where ho would lie securely guard­
ed. This was done with perfect safety, 
though the jail was nearly two miles 
from the police station.

All the police officers who have had 
anything to do with Gitteau. sav they

rushed at the assassin, and just as he 
was about to raise his pistol with three 
chambers still loaded to shoot Secretary 
Blaiia, it is thought, throttled him and 
threw him to the ground. The balls re­
maining ill the pistol were designed for 
self defence,or, assume think, for Blaine.

A gentleman who was an eye witness 
of the assassination gives the following 
statement of the occurrence : “I was 
coming down Pennsylvania avenue when 
I saw a carriage coining up the avenue, 
the horses running so fast that I thought 
they were running away. Just as the 
carriage arrived in front of me, a mail 
put his head out of the w-indow and said : 
“Faster ! faster ! faster !" with an oath. 
After hearing this remark, I thought 
there was something wrong and ran after 
the carriage. When it reached the depot 
a man jumped out and entered the ladies' 
room. He had not been there more 
than three minutes when the President 
arrived, stepped out of his carriage and 
entered the ladies’ room. The President, 
after passing thiough the door, was just 
turning the corner of the seat when the 
assassin, who was standing at the left of 
the door, tired a ball which struck the 
President in the back and he fell forward.
I ran into the depot, and just then the 
man tired again while the President was 
falling. Tlie moment the President fell 
a po’ieeman, who had been standing at 
the depot door keening the way clear for 
the President and liis party, grabbed the 
assassin by the neck, and as lie pulled 
him out of the depot another policeman 
came to his assistance. Just after firing 
the shot the assassin exclaimed : “I have 
killed Garfield Arthur is President !
I am a stalwart !”

“LYNCH HIM
New York, July 3.—The Sun’s

Washington correspondent says: Gitteau, 
when arrested, said “It is all right, 
The expression was heard incorrectly, 
and was supposed to be. * T am a Stal 
wart. ” The prisoner was not long in 
the police head-quarters before it became 
evident there was no safe place for him. 
A wild, angry mob collected outside, 
surging, and hooting, and mingled with 
other cries were,,“Lynch him ! Lynch 
him 1” He heard these cries, but paid 
no attention to them, and of all jiersons 
in the police headquarters, none seemed 
less concerned than he. A passing cab w as 
hailed and in a moment Gitteau was 
hustled into it and the driver directed 
to make all haste to the jail. The wild 
mob followed the carriage crying ‘ ‘Lynch 
him ! Lynch him !” The driver lashed 
his horses into a foam and succeeded in 
getting ahead of the mob. In a few 
moments Gitteau was safely lodged in 
the jail. The President yesterday ask­
ed Blaine what he supposed was the mo­
tive which actuated Gitteau. The Se­
cretary replied it was evidently the act 
of maniac, and asked Garfield if he had 
any explanation. The President smiled 
and replied: “I suppose he thought it 
would be a glorious thing to be a pirate 
king. ■'

When the physicians saw a great re­
action going on, they determined to 
make an effort to ascertain the exact lo­
cation of the ball and treat the patient 
accordingly. They began by administer­
ing stimulants, but nothing would stay 
down. However, a hyperdermic injec­
tion was given, and the examination 
proceeded with. It was found that the 
ball had fractured the eleventh rib and 
passed into the liver, but could not be 
traced further, though it is supposed to 
have lodged in the spinal column, the 
result of which would be hemorrhage of 
the liver. Now that the ball 
has been located in the liver, it is 
thought there are slight chances of sav­
ing his life. There are only thirteen 
cases on record in the medical books 
where the persons recovered after being 
shot in the liver. The physician states: 
“After I made an examination of the 
wound, the President looked up and 
asked me what I thought of it. ” I 
wered “I did not consider it 
He continued, “I thank you, Doctor, 
but I am a dead man.” When we ar­
rived at the White House, and just be­
fore he was removed from the ambul­
ance, lie asked me to call to Major Brock 
to clear the hall, as thore might be 
another assassin around. Mrs. Garfield 
in the sick room did not betray the 
slightest evidence of emotion. The 
President spoke to her in an audible 
whisper heard to the other end of the 
room. The physician decided it unwise 
for the interview to last beyond a feu- 
minutes, and persuaded Mrs. Garfield to 
leave for the time being. When she left 
the room he completely broke down and 
fobbed aloud, most piteously Mrs. 
Garfield pleaded for a second interview

recovery. Her Majesty wishes for full 
and immediate re[>urte as to his condi­
tion.

THE ASSASSIN’S EARLY CAREER.
As a youth Charles was a good, tract­

able boy, with nothing to mark him as 
either better or worse than the average 
of his associates. Several years before 
he became of age, and while preparing 
for college at the Üuiversity of Michigan 
he conceived the idea of joining the 
Oneida community, and did so. He 
dwelt there some years, and finally left 
because he could not live up to the re­
strictions of ihe order. Full of anger he 
threatened to issue a publication expos­
ing the peculiarities of the community, 
but was prevented doine that by an arti­
cle written by John Noyes, the recogniz­
ed head of the community. It is reisrt- 
ed that he was prosecuted and fell into 
bad odor in Chicago on account of col­
lecting sums of money, which he failed 
to turn over to the owners. In numer- 
ous,places Gitteau lectured to very small 
audiences. His brother says he never 
knew Charles was a drinker or given to 
ruinous dissipation. He has long con­
sidered him crazy, and exjiected that 
sooner or later he would bring up in a 
lunatic asylum or meet a worse fate. 

CONDEMNED BY HI8 FATHER. 
Boston, July 3.—Gitteau, the assassin, 

has a brother in this city who is an in­
surance agent. In a letter dated March 
30th, 1873, the father of the assassin 
writes to this brother concerning Charles' 
abominable and deceitful dodges. He 
says : “I have been ready to believe him 
capable of almost any folly, stupidity or 
rascality. The only possible excuse I 
can render is that he is insane. Indeed, 
if I was called as a witness upon the stand 
I am inclined to think I should testify 
he is absolutely insane, and hardly re­
sponsible for his acts. My own impress­
ion is that unless something shall stop 
him in his folly and mad career he will 
become hopelessly insane and a tit sub­
ject for the lunatic asylum. Before I fi­
nally gave him up I had exhausted all my 
powers of reason and persuasion, as well 
as other resources, in endeavoring to con­
trol his actions and thoughts, but with­
out avail. I found he was deceitful and 
could not be depended upon in anything. 
He was stubborn, wilful, conceited, and 
at all times outrageously wicked, amiar- 
ently possessed with the devil. I saw 
him once or twice, when it seemed to me 
he was willing to do anything wicked he 
should happen to take a fancy to. You, 
remember, perhaps, at the last conversa­
tion we had about him, I told you to keep 
clear of him and not have anything to do 
with him. Should anybody ask about 
him now, I should be compelled to say to 
them I thought he was insane, or at least 
a monomaniac, and there leave it and say 
no more about him. His insanity is of 
such a character that lie is as likely to 
become a sly, cunning desperado as any­
thing. I regard his case as hopeless, or 
nearly so, and of course I know no other 
way than to dismiss him entirely from 
my mind—leave him entirely in the 
hands of his Maker, with a very faint 
hope that lie can be changed either iu 
this world or the next,”

Among those who knew Gitteau is 
Judge Mallory, in whose court he had 
practiced for some time. The Judge 
stated that he was a swarthy, ill-na­
tured looking fellow, who was certainly 
not entirely sane. In the Municipal 
Court it was stated that lie was known as 
the defender of vile women, and never 
was known to have a respectable client. 
He was, in every sense of the word, a 
pettifogger. The reporter was shown his 
attorney's card, and the following is a re­
production of it.-—

Another person who knew him was 

Adolph Herdegon, a practicing attorney. 
He describes him as a dark and swarthy- 
looking individual, who was evidently 
troubled with hypochondria and all man­
ner of visions concerning every imagin­
able subject. While here he was busied 
a portion of the time writing a book on 
morals. His mind evidently went by 
contraries, fur he was known throughout 
the city as a vicious-willed character. 
His place of business was, however, 
afterwards changed from Broadway to 
Wisconsin street, where he remained sev­
eral months. He finally left the city, 
having, it is understood, been debarred 
from practicing in the courts. The next 
place he struck was Chicago. What he 
did there and what afterwards is not

known here. His acquaintance was limit­
ed, for he was not a man to make friends.

Col. Robert Ingersoll says he knew the 
assassin well and had always regarded 
him as a quiet, sober and sane man. He 
had no spécial profession, but had been 
an office-holder and office-seeker. Col. 
Ingersoll is of the opinion that hia insan­
ity it feigned. The aaaaasin’s resolution 
to murder President Garfield was evi­
dently intended by the close watch he 
kept upon hia movements for the past 
few days

GITTEAC AS A LECTURER.
Poughkeepsie, N. Y., July 2.—The 

assassin of the President, Charles Git­
teau, was in this city in July last, and 
advertised to lecture on the political sit­
uation on the evening of J uly 2, one 
year ago to-day. An admission was 
charged, and aa people would not pay to 
a political meeting, the lecture was not 
delivered. He afterwards wanted to be 
engaged as a speaker by the Republican 
Committee, but leading Republicans 
then thought his mind was unsound and 
would have nothing to do with him. He 
afterwards was announced to speak at 
other places in this state.

The Tribune says: “Garfield has 
been shot down, not by a political fac­
tion, but by a spirit which political fac­
tion has begotten and nursed. But for 
that spirit there was hardly a man in 
this country who seemed at sunrise yes­
terday more safe from murderous assault 
Garfield was immeasurably more popular 
yesterday than when the ballots of the 
nation made him President. Booth put 
into his bloody deed the malignant spite 
of thunsands of beaten rebels His 
deed stands in history aa the cap sheaf 
of the rebellion. So the spirit 
of faction which fired the shotsyestenlay 
gave in that act the most complete revel­
ation of its real character. 
Never again will any man 
cry “I am a Stalwart of the Stalwarts;” 
never again will the bling and furious 
fanaticism of faction seem to sane men 
a thing to boast of. This horrid flash of 
light which showo how narrow is the di­
viding line between factious frenzy and 
assasination, will bring an end, let us 
hope, to the moat shameful phase of par­
tisanship in thia country.”

SECRETARY ELAINES STATEMENT.
Secretory Blaine on Saturday said he 

parted with President Garfield last even­
ing and left him in an unusually happy 
and cheerful frame of mind. He spoke 
with almost boyish glee of the pleasure 
he anticipated from his coming and much 
needed rest. The conversation turning 
on his departure in the morning, he 
asked Mr. Blaine if he would not go 
down to the train and see him off. It 
will be remembered that Mr. Blaine was 
not to be one of the Presidential party. 
“Unless you promise faithfully,’ said 
the President jocularly. “I’m afraid 
you will not come, for I think you are 
not good at early rising.” Then he 
added more earnestly: “Do come, I 
should like to sse you, as I may have 
some parting word for you.”

To this Mr. Blaine replied : “I will 
certainly go. I will call at the White 
House and take you to the train in my 
carriage.” The President thanked him 
heartily, and the two gentlemen parted 
for the night.

Mr. Blaine said that he called this 
morning, according to promise. It was 
then arranged that the family and party 
should precede them in the President's 
carriage, and that Mr. Garfield and the 
Secretary should follow. This they did. 
Mr. Blaine described the con­
versation on the way aa they rode slowly 
to the depot. Mr. Blaine said the Pre­
sident was unusually cheerful and dis­
posed to talk very pleasantly. During 
the ride down the avenue, the President 
conversed freely regarding the condition 
of the Administration, expressing his 
belief they were getting on singularly 
well; that notwithstanding all the report­
ed discord among the members of the 
Cabinet, they were becoming better ac­
quainted with each other, their relations 
of cordiality and mutual confidence and 
respect were improving, and that the 
Administration was becoming solid and 
strong.

“Yes, Mr. President," said the Sec­
retary, “and you and I know further 
that in all the consultations and inter­
changes of thought between the mem­
bers of the Cabinet and yourself there 
has never been one severe or unkind ut­
terance across the Cabinet table.”

“Ah, that is a source of great comfort 
to me, Blaine,” «lid the President, who 
seemed to have fallen into a musing 
mood. So they talked on, riding slow­
ly, until the depot was reached. The 
President, who was seated next to the 
sidewalk, got out first and asked one of 
the policemen stationed at the depot 
(Mr. Kearney), “How long will it be 
until the limited express goes out

“About fifteen minutes,” was the re­
spectful reply, Turning to Mr. Blaine 
the President said, ‘ Then I'll wait here 
with you.”

“No,” said the Secretary with good- 
humoured positiveness, “we will go 
in.” They walked into the depot arm- 
in-arm, and proceeded through the 
ladies’ room. Just as they were passing 
from the ladies’ room into the larger 
room adjoining Mr. Blaine was startled 
by a report—a very loud report—of a 
pistol, and then immediately another. 
Scarcely hail the second report rang out 
on the air, when the President exclaimed, 
“Oh, my God !” Just then some one 
from the rear of the President rushed 
past and ahead of the President. Mr. 
Blaine, supposing him to be the person 
who had fired the abut, started in pur­
suit, but had proceeded only a few yards 
when he was recalled by President Gar­
field’s groans, and, turning, saw him 
lying on the floor, the blood flowing 
from two ugly wounds in the arm and 
groin.

It all happened with such startling 
rapidity that, strange as it may seem, 
this was the first intimation that the 
President had been the target for the 
two shots. In his own mind he attri­
buted the President’s exclamation to the 
fact that lie was startled by the shooting, 
and lie did not dream of hie being hurt.

After the President had been convey­
ed to the White House, Mr. Blaine ap­
proached his bedside, and, relieving one 
of the attendants who was fanning him, 
performed that labor of love himself. 
Suddenly the President seemed to arouse 
from his stupor, and looking up, smiled 
pleasantly. “How good you are !" he 
said gratefully. Then in a moment, 
Mr. Blaine, bowing his head toward 
him, the President placed his arms

United States Attorney Corkhill said •
I have the secret force in the United 
States seeking out the history of the 
criminal. Up to this time there are no 
arrests further than his. There may be 
some. I do not know for certain that 
the Grand Jury will meet on Tuesday.
Should the President die before that time 
the case will be presented to them then.
Should he be in a fair way to recover 
there will be a delay to establish that 
fact. Meanwhile there will be no hear­
ing, Should the President die the crime 
will be murder in the first degree. The 
only penalty is death. Should he recov­
er, the penalty for felonious assault, with 
attempt to kill, is ten years.

District Attorney Corkhill yesterday 
at an informal Cabinet meeting, stated 
that Gitteau gave him a full statement of 
where he got the money to purchase the 
revolver, and from whom he expected 
the $500 yesterday ; also that Gitteau 
made other important disclosures. This 
is not to be given to the public unless 
verified. The detectives believe Gitteau 
to be insane and that he had no accom­
plices.

ANOTHER HTATRMEXT BY OITTEAV.
The Herald's special says :—The ru­

mour that Gitteau is one of a number of 
conspirators is scouted by every man of 
common sense. Being told yesterday 
the NPresident was suffering great pain 
Gitteau replied :—

“I am very sorry to hear that. I 
wished I had put another ball into him, 
for that would have ended his suffering.
I had been contemplating the thing six 
weeks, and what I did I was forced to do 
by inspiration from God. I did it for 
political purposes and through patriotic 
motives. I conceived the affair myself 
and executed it myself. I am alone re- 
sjKinsihle. No soul on earth knew of it 
but myself. I considered it a political 
necessity to retire Garfield, and thussare 
the Republican party. I had no murder 
in my heart, for I had nothing against 
the President personally. I hel|>ed to 
elect him, I have no fears of future pun­
ishment. What I did was for the benefit 
of the Republican party and the public 
in general. I have no fear hut that I 
will lie liberated. I am a Stalwart of the 
Stalwarts. I know Arthur and Grant 
yery well. I had no such thought as 
that my act would make a martyr of me.
I knew it was necessary for some one to 
retire Garfield, and I made up my mind 
to do it, and save my country and |>arty.
I am truly sorry that my act caused him 
so much pain, but I know of no easier 
way to rid the Republican party of him 
than by a bullet. My only motive was 
to have a Stalwart for President. This 
is the first rest I have had in six weeks.
This thing has been on my mind and I 
could not sleep. Now it is over mv only 
wish is that he may not recover and 
make my act fruitless. Mv mind would 
lie perfectly at rest if he died, and I do 
not fear any consequences. "

A bundle of papers sei t 
down for use in taxation of costs will 
often weigh four pounds or sixty-four 
ounces, and the price of sending them 1 y 
letter post at three cents for half an 
ounce will be $3.84.—This, of course, 
will be advantageous to express com­
panies. A curious anomaly is that the 
above-named packet would go to Con­
stantinople from here for 32c, while it 
will take $3.84 to send it from Toronto 
to Hamilton.—[Woodstock Review.

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Household Hints.
Sweet Macaroni.—Break up a quar­

ter of a pound of the beet Macaroni into 
small lengths, and boil in two quarts of 
water with a large pinch of salt, until 
perfectly tender; drain away the water, 
add to tfb macaroni in the stew-pan 
cupful in milk and a q uarter of a pound 
of sifted lump sugar, and keep shaking 
over the fire until the milk is absorbed 
add any flavoring, serve. Stewed fruit 
may be served with either the macaroni.

Stewed Fruit. — Almost any fruit 
well «tewed may be given .o children 
but some, from being too often repeated 
will be declined by them. This is often 
the case with stewed rhubarb, and 
should not occasionally therefore be 
mixed with other fruit. A teaspoonful 
or two of raspberiy or strawberry jam, 
little orange or lemon marmalade, will 
raise the flavor agreeably. Rhubarb 
and apples are best prepared for eating 
with rice, or macaroni by gently tailing 
in a stew-pan tender and tolerably dry; 
sugar to taste should then be added, 
and stirred with the fruit over 
the fire for five or ten minutes. In the 
case of the acid in fruit being very 
strong, it is well before adding the sugar; 
to put in a small pinch of carbonate of 
soda; much less sugar need then be used.

Omons.- It is admitted that the ma­
jority of people like onions as food, and 
only for the perfume, many would eat 
them who now do not. The unpleasant 
breath, which eating this vegetable pro­
duces, is, perhaps, the greatest ob­
jection to its use, but still it is a very 
wholesome and desirable article of food 
for many, and hence should be brought 
on the table in the most attractive form. 
White onions, and , those grown in the 
South, are less odorous and pungent. 
Take off the outside skin, cut off both 
ends close, and let them stand in cold 
water an hour, then drop them into a 
saucepan with two quarts of boiling wat­
er. Cover, and tail fifteen minutes. 
Have a kettle of tailing water on the fire 
ready for use, pour off the water from 
onions, and add as much more—be sure 
the water is boiling—and boil half an 
hour longer.

Ote Fashions.

For some time past the educational 
authorities have been aware that an in­
dividual professing many aliases has been 
writing to candidates for certificates at 
the approaching July examinations for 
school teachers, offering to supply them 
for small sums with copies of the ex­
amination papers prepared for the ap­
proaching examinations, His plan of 
operation was to write say from Brock- 
ville to a certain number of students, ob­
tain their money, forward the papers, 
and then changing his name operate in 
another town.

The papers sup­
plied for the money were of course bogus 
As soon as definite information was ob­
tained the matter was entrusted to the 
Ontario Government detective, Mr. J.

It became known to Mr. Murray that 
tecently the swindler wrote letters to 
three students in Brantford offering to 
supply them with the papers on payment 
of a certain sum forwarded by mail to 
Dion S. Fielding (an assumed name) at 
Woodstock. During the past few days 
he was traced to Paris, from whence he 
operated under the name of Alonzo S. 
Tooke. Letters addressed to him under 
that name, were received at the office. 
On Monday he came into the Paris post- 
office and inquired for a letter addressed 
as defined. The Jettes was handed to 
him. Detective Murray, who was in­
side the postoffice then stepped out and 
followed Tooke a short distance and re­
quested him to return to the postoffice. 
Tooke protested—he was very indignant. 
He said he was a gemleman, and De­
tective Murray had better be very care­
ful what he was doing. His protesta­
tions were of no avail. He was searched 
and then formally arrested. He was 
taken to Brantford last night, and this 
morning brought before Mr. W eymes, 
the Magistrate. The charge was pre­
ferred and preliminary evidence sub­
mitted. No detailed evidence was en­
tered into, as the,prisoner pleaded guilty. 
The Magistrate reserved judgment till 
Menday next.

When arrested the prisoner gave his 
name as Alex. Mackie, another alias. 
He claimed that he had been living in 
the United States for a number of years 
past. His real name is known, but is 
witheld out of consideration for his 
parents who are respectable indeed. 
His father is a minister of the Gospel in 
Ontario. The prisoner, who is twenty- 
eight years of age, was educated for a 
school teacher. He is well educated, 
and possesses a gentlemanly appearance. 
He stands about five feet eight inches in 
height; is of stout build, with square 
shoulders—just the kind of man who 
could get a living easily in a new country 
without resorting to fraud.

which together with the gradual breaking 
up of the system incident to a person of 
his advanced years, he succumbed on 
Monday evening, July 4th.

due to the debility of old age, refusal of 
food, and the loss of blood and other 
effects of inj uries of the head inflicted on 
himaelt while so confined in said Commun 
Uaol, and that the said jury- are of 
opinion that a padded room should be 
provided for such insane prisoners, and 
that such a room would prebably have 
prevented the said deceased from in­
flicting on himself such injuries, and the 
said jury further say that the said de­
ceased received proper care and treat­
ment at the hands of the officials of the 
prison, as far as the appliances at their 
disposal would allow.”

At the close of the inquest the jury 
thanked the coroner for the gentlemanly 
and courteous manner in which he had 
presided at the inquest, and for the able 
way in which he had explained the 
different points in connection with the 
death of Whittaker.

The coroner thanked the jury, and 
said that they had, to his mind, rendered 
a verdict in accordance with the facts 
elicited.

Whittaker, was received into gaol on the 
20th of June ; on the evening of the 27th 
he first showed violent symptoms; he 
stripped himself naked, and dashed him­
self against the grating f the ward; 
three prisoners were in the ward with 
him at the time; 1 happened to look 
into the ward and saw him naked ; 
I went to place him in his cell, 
and while doing so, deceased struck 
himself against the grating; the 
act* was so sudden ic could not be 
hindered; placed deceased in a cell with 
two prisoners, instructing the latter to 
see he did no further violence to him­
self: then went and brought Gaol sur 
geon.; the turnkey was absent at liis tea 
at this time;, his wounds were dressed; 
he was put into a straight jacket, and 
tlnn placed in the lunatic cell for the 
night ; shortly after S o'clock went to see 
how he was, and found him standing on 
the floor, apparently all right; shortly 
afterward 1 was called by the turnkey, 
and found that deceased had dashed him­
self against the grating, and was bleed­
ing profusely from the head: we at once 
removed him from the cell to the ward, 
got the gaol surgeon again, had his 
wounds dressed, and watched him in­
cessantly from that time until he died. 
Until Friday there was, no apparent 
change, but at that time he seemed to 
lie losing his violent temper, and became 
weaker, and continued to sink until he 
died, shortly after 7 o'clock last i Monday) 
evening. Deceased was about 70 years 
of age. He refused food from the time 
he was brought here. He was com­
mitted for insanity. Witness and turn­
key took night about watching deceased, 
and were each assisted by a prisoner; 
do not think the injuries he received 
hastened his death. There are no ap­
pliances about the gaol for the proper 
securing of lunatics from injuring them­
selves, with the exception of straight 
jacket and handcuffs; these latter are 
not sufficient for the purpose. .

Jacob Schwalm, sworn,—Lived in 
the townsltip of Hay; am a farmer; 
saw deceased when he first came in, and 
have seen him at different times since; 
he was a little wild when he first 
came in and got steadily worse; on 
the second day, Monday 27th, he became 
violent, and dashed himself against the 
grating; I was present with two others 
at the time; could not prevent his action; 
he was removed to a cell specially for 
lunatics; on Monday night I was called 
to stay with the turnkey to watch him.

To the coroner—I also waited on him 
partly during the day, and every other 
night until he died about 2 p. m. last 
evening; Mr. Henderson sat up at night 
with me; I gave him his food and med­
icine most of the time; he did not take 
his food willingly, and sometime* took 
none: thought.he took enough to keep 
him alive; he was well attended to.

The coroner explained that the 
scalp wounds were not serious, but de-, 
ceased was both insane and feeble.

village by a case of alleged child murder 
coming to light The facts are as fol­
lows:—A girl named Rebecca McMinn, 
was charged before Mr. F. Wilson, J. 
P., with concealment of birth, and the 
girl acknowledged the fact, and said the 
child would be found buried in a grave­
yard a few yards from her father’s house. 
A constable and an assistant, on making 
a search, discovered the body only eight 
inches below the surface, in a wooden 
box without a cover. Coroner Me Mich- 
eal at once mpanelled a jury, and an in­
quest was held in Buschert’s Hall. Dr. 
McKelvey, after having made a post 
mortem examination of the body, said in 
his opinion the child had been bom 
alive. He found a ball of cloth in its 
mouth, which was sufficient to cause 
death by strangulation, also marks of 
violence upon the body. Some witness­
es were examined, relatives of the girl, 
but no evidence of any moment 
adduced, as all professed to know noth­
ing of the matter, although living in the 
same house with the girl. The prisoner 
made a statement to the effect that the 
child was bom on the morning of the 
10th ult., that she was alone, and that 
the infant was born alive—the plug of 
cloth was put into its mouth to keep the 
dirt out, and that she took the body out 
and buried it without any assistance. 
The jury returned a verdict to the effect 
that the child came to its death by the 
hands of its mother, who was immediate­
ly placed under surveillance and remov­
ed to Goderich gaol in charge of a con­
stable.
