Report of Annual Meeting of 
Goderich Branch of U. C. Bible So­
ciety.— Wednesday night, according to 
announcement, the Bible Society meet­
ing waa held in the lecture room of 
Knox church, the president in the chair. 
After prayer and reading of Scripture 
the secretary made hia report of the 
financial standing of the Goderich 
Branch. Rev J. G. Manly then gave 
hia promieed lecture on “Babylon and 
Israel." The lecture, in elqouent term», 
described Babylon, the city of the great 
Nebuchadntzz-ir, with ita walla of im­
mense height and thickness, its gorgeous 
palaces, its wonderful hanging garden»— 
a city unsurpassed in ancient or mod­
ern times for its grandeur and strength. 
He then went on to tell of the shocking 
idolatry and gross wickedness of 
the place, which in the providence 
of God brought about its over­
throw, ao that now the only trace of all 
this grandeur remaining is a few mounds 
of rubbish The accomplishment of 
prophecy is beautifully aeen in thia con­
nection, the name of Ue conqueror 
Cyrus, and tho way in which Ihe city 
should be taken being given by Iaaiah 
about 170 years before the event. Se» 
Isaiah xliv:27 28, and xlv.l. Cyrue see­
ing that the city was too strong to b» 
taken by assault, dug a new chmcel for 
the river Euphrates, which ran through 
the city, and while the Babylonian! were 
indulging in a drunken revel, marched 
in on the dry bed, finding the river 
gates open as had been predicted. Mr 
Manly concluded hia remarks by aa 
earnest appeal for the Bible Society, 
which he showed to be an indiapanaable 
help to our missionary societies, in pro­
ducing new translations of the Scrip­
tures, and in furnishing copies of the 
Bible at and sometimes below cost ; and 
in many cases giving away copies where 
there ia no ability to purchase. At the. 
establishment of the British and Foreign 
ITSrC., of which the U. C. Bible Society 
ia an auxiliary 84 yeara ago there 
were only titty languages in which the 
Word of God could be had ; now theae 
have increased to three hundred, one of 
the latest being a translation of the New 
Testament into Hebrew for the benefit of 
the Jews. Dr. Ure in moving a vote of 
thanks to the lecturer, apoke in high 
terms of praise of the lecture, and ex­
pressed an earnest hope that Mr Manly 
might be spared to visit ua on many 
future oceassons. Rev. G. Richardson, 
in seconding the motion, alao expressed 
his deep gratification at what he had 
heard. After some appropriate remark» 
by the chairman, the meeting, which waa 
a large and appreciative one, diaperaed.

SING AND FATTENING BEEVES.

The Queettou, "Can Farmer» Make Money 
In Belting Beef C at tier ’ Considered.
It is still a question whether the Ameri­

can farmer can make anything in rais­
ing and fattening beef cattle. A good 
many farmers in the older states are 
quite confident that they can make some 
money in buying 2 or 8-year-old steere in 
autumn, or early winter, feeding them 
their fodder and grain until they are 
good marketable beeves and then selling 
them to the butcher, who are equally 
confident that they could not make any­
thing in raising their own calves, feed­
ing them untiloetween 2 and 8 years old 
and then soiling them ns beef.

Wo have Utile doubt, says American 
Rural Home, that many farmers tail to 
make raising calves for beef profitable 
by their methods of doing it, who might 
effect very different results if they prac­
ticed the very best methods. If they so 
feed and care for their calves that for 
long intervals they are making no 
growth, no increase in weight, they are 
not receiving proper returns for such 
feed as they çivo them at such times. 
Worse than this, many calves and steers 
are so cared for that they actually fall 
away, lose flesh sometimes for weeks and 
months together during droughts or se­
vere winters.

In considering this subject wo ought 
not to lose sight of one fact, that a great 
proportion of the plant food in the feed 
consumed by ou animal on the farm 
is loft on the farm in its excrements. 
All that is carried off is that which is 
contained in the carcass, finally sole! to 
the butcher. Tlio greatest wasta m raising 
calves for beeves is in the waste of the 
manure which lie Voids. When lie runs 
in the pasture the greater portion of liis 
excrements are saved, but not altogether 
in tho way in which they will do tho 
most good ; in spots they will lie in too 
great quantities, while in other parts of 
tho pasture there will be a deficiency. 
But the greatest loss of plant food occurs 
iu the winter, when the animal is in 
stable or barnyard and proper means nro 
not used to preserve all the droppings, 
both solid and liquid. Every farmer 
who thinks of rearing and fattening 
stock should study very tl orouglily the 
art of husbanding and u ing manure. 
If managed right cvci v animal will re­
turn a great portion of the ecct of his 
feed In manure.

The question of profit in rearing calves 
de]xmds in a great measure upon the calf 
itself. If he is a good, large, sound ani­
mal, of a vigorous constitution, descend­
ed from a long line of hardy, vigorous 
ancestors noted for their tendency to lay 
cn flesh, he will be much more likely to 
pay for his keep tlian if he is a feeble 
scrub, descended from ancestors of like 
constitution and character. Hence we 
must conclude that the answer to the 
question of the profit of rearing calves 
for beef depends largely upon tho calf 
and the way ha is treated from birth to 
death.

DOMESTIC RECEIPTS.

Directions for Shipping Poultry.
The following directions for shipping 

poultry to market are furnished bv the 
well known commission firm of Now 
York. E. & O. Ward:

Poultry should bo entirely cold, but 
not frozen, before being packed. If 
parked with any of the animal heat in 
Ft, it is almost sure to spoil. Slight 
freezing does not greatly injure the sale, 
hut hard freezing, especially when it pro­
duces discoloration, reduces tho value 25 
to 50 per cent. Boxes containing about 
200 pounds are the best packages. Bar­
rels may, however, be used; they are 
lietter for cliickens and ducks than for 
turkeys and geese, as tho larger kinds 
get lient and twisted out of shapixin 
them. For packing, use only wry 
clean, dry and threshed wheat or rye 
straw. 1'lace a layer of straw in the bot­
tom of the package, then alternate 
layers of poultry and straw, stowing 
very snugly, backs upward and legs out 
straight, filling so full that tho covex 
will draw down nnuglv upon the con­
tents, keeping them firmly in place. 
Always put tho different kinds in sep­
arate packages, and mark the kind on 
the cover. Generally our best markets 
for poultry are Thanksgiving, Christmas 
and New Year's. Turkeys sell well at 
either of these occasions, but best at 
Thanksgiving, especially large ones. 
After New Year's small turkeys sell 
better than large. Gceso sell best at 
Christmas, and chickens at New Year's. 
Lots shipped for these special occasions 
should arrive in sufficient time lieforc the 
event to meet the best sale.' Poultry that 
arrives too late often meets a very poor 
market.

Sunflower Seed for Horses.
According to an Australian exchange, 

a half pint of sunflower seed given to a 
horse with the other feed each morning 
and night will keep him in better health 
and better spirited than he will I* with­
out it, while his hair will be brighter. 
"When a saddle horse is required to be 
particularly sprightly ho may be given a 
pint of sunflower seed with his oats at 
night, and half as much in tho morning. 
Ho will be found more active and 
sprightly through the day, and conse­
quently be more pleasant to the rider. 
After a little use horses become fond of 
sunflower seed.

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Things That Are Told.
American Cultivator says: “It is not 

natural for the hog to live on the exclu­
sive ration of concentrated, food that is 
usually given when they arc fattened. 
Undoubtedly com in the ear is very fat­
tening, but few hogs have digestive or­
gans equal to its digestion. The avidity 
with which com fed hogs will eat char­
coal shows that their stomachs are out 
of order, and the alkali is eaten to cor­
rect the acidity. But it is far better to 
prevent this condition than to cure it.

When cream is colder than the sur­
rounding air, it takes up moisture and 
impurities from the air. When the air 
is colder than the cream, it takes up 
moisture end whatever escapes from the 
cream. In the former case tho cream 
$urifios tho surrounding air; in the latter 
• use the air helps to purify the cream. 
Tlie selection of a creamer should hinge 
on what is most desired—highest quality 
or greatest convenience and economy in 
time, space and labor, says Prof. Arnold.

A New York dairyman lays down the 
following rule for making and packing 
butter: Skim cream as soon as the milk 
ceases to be sweet. At every skimming 
thoroughly mix all the cream. When 
ready for churning in summer, the tem­
perature should not be below 68 degs. or 
above 68 degs. Wash the butter in cold 
water until all the white particles disap­
pear. Salt with one ana a half ounces 
cf Ashton salt to the pound. Let it stand 
m a cool place twenty-four hours, then 
work and pack.

One who has had experience says: All 
burns should have good eave troughs 
connected with spacious undergrouw, 
cisterns, if water'ia needed.

Sunlight is ens of the best disinfect­
ants. The microbes that cause diseare 
do not flourish iu strong sunshine. It 
also has the advantage of being cheap.

Clean oilcloth with a wet towel pinned 
over a stiff broom, and rub with a long, 
sweeping strokes- To polish it use a 
mixture of equal quar titles of linseed 
oil, beeswax and turpentine, and have it 
rubbed iu well. '

See that ' your kitchen stove baa a 
thorough cleaning inside and out every 
two or three weeks. Many times stoves 
are blamed for not drawing or baking 
well when they are clogged up with 
allies.

Cold drinks as a rule, increase the 
feverish condition of the mouth and 
stomach, and so create thirst. Exper­
ience shows it to be a fact that hot 
drinks relieve thirst and “cool off” the 
body when it is in »n abnormally heated 
condition, better than ice cold drinks.

Eggs which are to be broken into 
water should not be broken into boiling 
water, aa the motion destroys their 
shape ; but let the water be as hot as 
possible without boiling, and let the» 
stand several minutes on the back of the 
stove. They wili then be soft but firm 
all through.

When white marble slabs and mantles 
get discolored, take very strong soap- 
lees and mix it iu quicklime till it is 
about like milk, and spread the mixture 
on the marble ; clean it off with soap 
and water after twenty four hours' time, 
and rub the marble with fine putty pow­
der and olive oil.

Glass articles can be so annealed by 
being boiled in water mixed with com 
mon salt that they will not easily break 
from sudden changes of temperature 
They should be put in cold water, and 
after being well boiled, the water should 
be allowed to cool slowly before taking 
them out. Crockery, porcelain and 
stoneware can be made more durable b) 
the same process.

In a severe sprain of the ankle im 
meree the joint as soon as possible in a 
pail of hot water, sod keep it there for 
fifteen or twenty minutes. After re 
moving it keep it bandaged with ho* 
cloths rung out of water, or rum and 
water.

To keep varnished wood looking fresh 
and bright rub it thoroughly with oil 
from time to time. Only a little oil 
must be need, and that should be care­
fully rubbed in till it seems to be 
rubbed off. Otherwise it will catch 
dust, and the last state of the wood wi 
be worae than the first.

Malaria is due to microbes, which 
reach their victims either from the air 
hy inhalation, or from drinking water 
which has absorbed them. Boil the 
water, avoid the night air, sleep in the 
higher room a of the house, and guard 
against all excesses».

Potatoes hashed and browned.—There 
are a great many delicious ways of serv­
ing potatoes, which are very acceptable 
to those who have become wearied with 
plain boiled and slewed. They are es­
pecially delicious hashed and browned. 
Hash coarsely a quart ol cold boiled po 
tatoes, sprinkle them with salt and 
pepper. Put a tablespoonful of butter 
in a saucepan ; when it melts stir in a 
tablespoonful of flour. Stir till brown, 
then add a cup of stock. Stir till smooth 
and add the potatoes. Cook them five 
or aix minutes and set them back. Put 
a large tablespoonful of butter in an iron 
•ptdei and when the butter is very hot 
pour in the potatoes and set the apider 
where they will brown oil the bottom.
In about fifteen or twenty minute» fold 
like an omelet and serve at once. A cup 
of any brown gravy can be used in place 
cf stock. ____

Beef croquettes —Take one pound of 
cold beef from the previous day’s roast 
or stew. Miner it fine. Add a teasp<on- 
ful of salt, and half a teaspoonful of 
pepper. Squeeze a little lemon and

frite a tcaspoonful of onion over it.
‘ut three tablespoonfuls of batter in a 

saucepan over the hottest part of tho 
tire. Whep the butter usité, stir in a 
tablespoonful of flour. When this ie 
frothy, add gradually a cup of eoupatock 
or gravy. If you have not either, use 

cup of milk. When this mixture boils 
add the meat and Masoning. Boil to­
gether two minutes. Then break in an 
egg and etirr only till it ia mixed. Set 
away, and when .the mixture is cold, 
shape it into croquette» with your hand, 
roll it in eng and sifted bread-crumbs, 
and fry ip hot lard two minutes.

Veal Sausage.—Mince fine the Tourn­
ante of a shoulder of stuffed veal, using 
any pieces of stuffing that may retrain. 
Season with sage, summer savory and a 
little minced parsley, with salt and 
pepper. Bind the whole together with 
the white of an egg, dig in the yolk of 
an egg and fry like any sausages in a 
pan with a little butthe. They are de­
licious served with tomato sauce, or with 
no sauce at all.

Devilled Mutton. —Take rare slices of 
cold mutton, slash them, rub them with 
mustard, salt and pepper, finally rub 
them with oil or melted batter and lay 
them away for an hour. When ready 
to cook them away for an hour. When 
ready to cook them, dredge them lightly 
with flour, put them in a double builder 
and boil them over a clear fire till slight­
ly browned.

Ragout of Cold Lamb.—Cut the lamb 
in small piaaea from the bone—about a 
pint bowl full. Place the bone in 
enough cold water to cover it. Let it 
come to a boll and aimmnr in this water 
for about twenty minutes or half an 
hour, with a email onion and a alioe of 
carrot if ypu wish. Put a tablespoon 
ful of butter in a saucepan, stir into it 
when melted a tablespoonful of flour, 
and strain over this the water from the 
lamb bone sod vegetables. Let this 
mixture come to a boil, add a chopped 
pickle or olive or a tablespoonful of 
caper», as you fancy, and finally the 
meat. Bring the whole to the boiling 
point Season with salt and pepper and 
Mrve at once.

Browned Hash.—Minoe and Mason 
the quantity of hsah required. Do n»t 
turn it in a saucepan at once, but add 
the Masoning and the liquid required 
while in the chopping bowl. A savory 
well-aeaaoned hash should be quite 
moist. Place an iron spider over the 
fire and. When it ia very hot, add a 
tablespoonful of butter. When the 
melted butter covers the bottom of the 
pan pour in the hash carefully, spread­
ing it in a thin cake. Place the spider 
over a lid where it will brown slowly, 
but will not burn Let it cook in this 
way for half an hour. At the end of 
this time loosen it from the bottom with 

pancake turner and fold over like an 
omelet It should be entirely coveted 
by a rich brown Croat.

The tenth annual Sanday School con­
vention of Dungannon and Nile circuits 
was held at Dungannon on Tuesday, Keb. 
6th, in the Methodist and Presbyterian 
churches. A pleasing feature of this 
convention waa the joining in of the 
Dungannon and Port Albert Presbyte­
rian school», the convention» hitherto 
having been only Methodist.

At the morning tession verbal reports 
were given from Dungannon and Port 
Albert Presbyterian,and Nile, Port Road 
and Dunganpon Methodist school, show­
ing an encouraging state of work in each, 
both spiritually aud financially.

“Self 1 raining of S S. Teachers,” was 
introduced byT. Anderson. The teacher 
should first got into full sympathy with 
Christ, practice self denial as Christ did 
while on earth, train himself or herself 
first spiritually, then mentally, as well aa 
by practical woik in the school. To get 
the best thoughts out of the lesson, he 
should begin the study of it early in the 
week. In the discussion which follow­
ed, Mr Wm Bailie emphasised the im 
purtance of beginning early ; Rev W. F. 
Campbell said the teacher should not 
only study the lesson but also how to 
teach and reccraoiended teaching as 
much a* poaaible by illustration.

After devotional exercises in the after­
noon the question» in the drawer were 
answered by the chairman, Rev D. Q. 
Cameron, iu a way satisfactory to thoae 
asking them, and aleo to the large con 
greeation.

Topic, “Special difficulties In S. S. 
work and their remedies,’’ introduced by 
Mr J Duetow. The first difficulty men­
tioned, to get regular attendance; tie 
remedy suggested—make the school in­
teresting by having liorary, papers, 
blackboard review, and get the parents 
interested in S. S. work. Another diffi­
culty, getting the teacher» to attend ri - 
gulsrly ; the remedy—have teacher*’ 
meetings, conventions, special sermora 
for the S. S. Another difficulty, teach­
ers getting diecouraged. The remedy— 
go to God’e word, and to the throne 
of grace in prayer, and find a wsy to 
overcome thie and every other difficulty.

Topic, “The true purpose of 8. 8 
work," introduced by Mr James Quaid. 
To instruct the children in the unadul­
terated truth and gather them into 
Christ’s kingdom ; to carry out Christ’» 
command to Peter,feed my lambs; to pre­
pare the word in such a way aa to benefit 
those who come unde* its influence. In 
the discussion on thia subject Rev W. F. 
Campbell brought out the importance of 
getting the icholar not ooly to know, but 
aleo to love the truth. Mr McLean 
thought another purpoeeof S. S. workers 
should be to induce outsiders to come 
under its influence.

Topic, “Common mistakes in 8. 8. 
work,” introduced by Mr C Girvin. A 
few ot the mistakes mentioned were the 
neglecting on the part of the teacher to 
prepare himself, both by atudy and 
prayer, for the work ; want of punctuali­
ty ; a failure to make the lesson «impie 
and practical to the claaa ; taking up ten 
much time with review ; teacher not 
•etting the icholar a good example in all 
thing*. In the discussion Rev W. F. 
Campbell called attention to the mistake 
of using lesson helps before the class,and 
Rev D. G. Cameron to the folly of trying 
to teach a class what it was evident they 
already know.

Topic, “Theory of review.” Mr Heth- 
erington.who was to have introduced this 
•abject being ab-ent through illnees, the 
chairman called for three minute speech­
es from the members of the convention. 
The principal points brought out being 
that the review should be abort, pointed, 
and bearing only on the msio teaching 
of the lesson and ita application.

At 4 30 o’clock p.ra., a mass meeting 
of children was held. Air McLean gave 
a practical review of the leseoo for the 
aecond Sunday in January, viz : A Sab­
bath in the life of Christ, in such a way 
as to bring forth a lively and friendly 
criticism.

Rev W. F. Campbell then gave an in 
fact clasa lesson, tsking for hia aubjeet 
the lessen for January the 27th, viz 
“Forgiveness and-Healing," which he 
illuslraled in such a way aa to interest 
and instruct the little folks and also the 
large ones. Mias Mary Anderson gave 
an address to the children which was 
well received hy the entire audience.

Evening session held in the Presby­
terian Church, presided over by Rev W. 
F. Campbell. After devotional exerci­
ses, the topic “How to get parents in­
terested in the preparation by the chil­
dren of the 8. 8. lesson,” introduced 
hy J^ev H. Irvine. Adopt in ihe home 
the series of 8. S. lessons taking for 
each day the portions of scripture pre­
scribed in the lesson helps for home 
readings, and teach iu such a way as will 
induce the children to love ihe study of 
the word, end also impress upon their 
minds, that religion and not worldly 
things ia the one thing needful.

Topic, “How to retain the elder schol- 
lara in the school,” spoken Jo by Mr W. 
Bailie. Teachers ahould be got who ate 
i* sympathy with young men and women, 
who understand how to interest and in­
struct them, and who know how to be 
friendly and courteons to them.

Topic, “The Relation of the 8. 8. to 
the Nation,” spoken to by the Rev D. G. 
Cameron. Mr Cameron showed how 
largely the welfare of the nation depend­
ed on the religious training of the youth, 
and contended that Christian people 
should take mure control in national 
affairs.

A Winnipeg dispatch ef Sunday’s date

death of C. J.'B ydgesjand commission­

Mr tirydgee was honorary secretary and 
treasurer and one of the managing dir­
ectors of the Winnipeg General Hospital, 
and in company with Mrs Brydges drove 

Dk °ut to the hospital on Saturday after- 
He was seated in the Board 

KSn,J,n 8*vluK instructions to the resident 
BJjMpcretary, when he suddenly fell back 
M^n hia chair and gasped for breath. The 

secretary immediately rad to hia side, 
and summoned Dr. Junes and two other 
physicians who were in an ad j lining 
roo,,h but ere they arrived Mr Brydges 
Waa dead. He had been complaining 
through the day of not feeling well, and 
death evidently resulted .from heart 
disease. The news of his death caused 
a profound, sensation and was received 
with general regret. Mr. Brydges waa 
appointed general manager of the Great 
Western Railway in 1854 and managing 
director of the Grand Trunk in 1801. 
He resigned from the Grand Trunk in 
1^74, and was appointed Government in­
spector of railways. In 1879 he received 
the appointment of Hudson Bay land 
commissioner at Winnipeg, which posi­
tion he held at the time of hia death. 
He occupied several important offices in 
Manitoba, having been president of the 
Bead of Agriculture and director of the 
hpspitgl, and connected with other in­
stitutions. Hie wife and four children 
survive him. The funeral took place 
on Tuesday afternoon.”

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’ Experiments in fading pigs.
RELIGIOUS NOTES.

**ee,ta and Attested by Well
H>e#cn Authorities.

A report giving results of experiments 
conducted on the Illinois Agricultural 
College farm, in feeding pigs, justifies tho 
following Conclusions:

1. It required 13.60 pounds of skim 
milk to produce 1 pound of pork when 
fed with commeai in ratio 1 1-7 to fatten­
ing hogs. 2. Skim milk could not be eco 

dealhiaomically fed to fattening hogs unless it 
was a waste product which could not be 
otherwise utilized. 3. It required ou an 
average 4^ pounds of shelled corn to pro­
duce 1 poum! of pork during an average 
period of four weeks, or 1 bushel pro­
duced 13$ pounds. 4. It required 4$ 
pounds of cornmeal to produce 1 pound 
of pork, or 1 bushel of ebra made into 
meal and fed dry produced 12} pounds of 
pork. 6. When fed dry, shelled corn is 
more economical than commeai to feed 
to fattening hogs. 6. It requires 7$ 
pounds or one-fourth bushel of ground 
oats to produce 1 pound of pork 
when fed with equal parts by weight of 
commeai. 7. One bushel of com is worth 
nearly three bushels of oats as food for 
fattening hogs. 8. Corn fed pigs gained 
about 4$ pounds per week, and ate about 
21 pounds of corn per 100 pounds of live 
weight. 9. The gain i, the amoûnt of 
food consumed dvcreas< ring fatten­
ing. 10. Pork was .produced during the 
cold weather, with com ai 28 cents per 
bushel, for less than 3 cents per pound. 
11. An insufficient food supply fur two 
weeks caused a very considerable loss in 
feeding thereafter. *12. Indian corn is the 
most economical pork producing material 
during tho winter mouths in regions 
where extensively grown.

In reply to the often repeated query, 
“How much pork can be obtained from a 
bushel of com?" arc - plenty of pinions 
and guesses, with loose assertions, but 
comparatively a very few results based 
upon actual trustworthy and recorded ex­
periments. From whatever source these 
last named comes they ought to be wel­
come, for the query has an important 
bearing upon the value of corn.

Coburn, in Swine Husbandry, cites thir­
teen authentic experiments, gixmg va­
ried results, the general average of 
which suggests that one bushel of corn 
(or fifty-six pounds of com), fed on tho 
ear, returns, under ordinary circum­
stances, ten pounds of pork.

An analysis of the experiments of Mr. 
Lam's, of Hothamstead, England, shows 
very clearly that a rapid decz*ease in the 
rate of consumption of food to a given 
weight of animal as it fattens; and, al­
though less food is oaten, it takes mvre of 
it to produce one pound of increase, so, 
that as the animal approaches the ma 
turity of fatnees it may reach a point 
where the volume of pork will not pay 
for the corn consumed. This point ought 
to be watched for, and the pig \t once 
sent to market. Experiments in tho 
manufacture of pork, the country over, 
give résulta that show that tho best re­
turn for the food consumed is unquestion­
ably obtained by liberal feeding during 
the early stages of growth. Mr. Larres 
has established in liis experiments the 
fact that, “the larger tho proportion of 
nitrogenous compounds in tho food tho 
greater tho tendency to increase in frame 
and flesh, but that the maturing of the 
animal—in a word, its fattening—depends 
very much more on the amount, in the 
food, of certain digestible non-nitrogenous 
constituents.” Tho above accords per­
fectly, Mr. Coburn think . with all ex­
periments. The nitrogenous foods repre­
sent the plosli * material flesh formers, 
and the non-uitrogenous tho beat and fat 
givers.

Safe Rules for the Poultry Yard.
The following rules if systematically 

carried out, will insure successful poultry 
raising:

In buying fowls or eggs go to some 
trustworthy breeder who has his reputa­
tion at stake. Culls are not cheap at any 
price.

Do not breed too many kinds of fowls at 
the same time. Until your experience 
and accommodations warrant it coni]no 
ÿoiirsell to cilié or two well known varie­
ties.

Introduce new blood into your stock 
every year or so, by either* buying a 
cockerel or setting of eggs from some"re­
liable breeder.

Let old and young birds have as wide a 
range as possible; and do not crowd too 
many in one house. If you do you will 
have disease.

Construct your house good and warm, 
sons to avoid damp floors and afford a 
flood of sunlight. Sunshine is better 
than medicine. Give plenty of fresh air 
at all times. Above all things keep the 
house clean.

Use carbolic powder occasionally to de­
stroy lice. Clean roosts and bottom of 
laying nests, and whitewash often enough 
to keep all sweet and clean.

Provide a dusting and scratching place 
where you can bury wheat and corn and 
thus induce the fowls to take the needful 
exercise.

Give plenty of fresh water daily, and 
never allow the fowls to go thirsty.

Feed them systematically two or three 
times a day; scatter the food, so they can’t 
cat too fast or without proper exercise. 
Do not feed morn than they will eat up 
clean, or they will get tired of that kind 
of feed.

Give them a variety of bo’h c ry and 
cooked feed; a mixture of cook d meat and 
vegetables is an excellent thi g for their 
morning meal.

Give soft feed i:i tho mofni and the 
whole grain at night, except a little wheat 
or cracked corn placed in the scratching 
places to give them exercise during the 
day.

Homes says: “Perhaps a grave mistake 
has been made in teaching that the poul­
try business is an easy avocation and well 
suited for ladies and children. This Is 
true so far as the care of a family flotik is 
concerned, but when the poultry business 
Is to be conducted as a business it must 
be done on a scale sufficient to pay a largo 
profit, or enough will not bo derived to 
support a family.”

Tea or coffee stains will come out at 
if they are taken immediately and 

id over a pail, while boiling water is 
poured upon them.

If the flat iron is dirty tie up at piece 
of yellow beeswax in a rag, and when the 
iron is almost, but not quiet, hot enough 

use rub it quickly with the wax, and 
on with a coarse cloth.
Vegetables with a strong flavour, such 

as onions and turnips, will be much itn 
proved by putting them to boil in cold 
water, then ruobcd dry with a cloth wet 
in milk. The same treatment applies to 
a stone or slate hearth.

To make silk which has been “tumbl­
ed” and wrinkled appear nearly like new 
sponge it on the surface with a weak so­
lution of the wrong side. Strong black 
tea, cold, is a good thing to clean black

In boiling meats take the fat from the 
top of the water and save for ci «iking or

out of the pan or dip it out before it 
gets burned. It will be excellent for 
use in cooking. But if it stays till the 
meat it done it will be nearly always 
sure to have a J burned, unpleasant 
flavour.
